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The Mysterious Toynbee Tiles

Did you know that in the streets of dozens of cities across the world, Philadelphia for one,
you may come across a strange message embedded in the asphalt? The message is on a
linoleum and tar mosaic tile, and these tiles have come to be known as “Toynbee Tiles”
due to their many references to Arnold J. Toynbee, a famous historian. Nobody is quite
sure who invented the tiles, or how this person traveled to so many different places to em-
bed them on roads, or what their message is supposed to mean.

The first Toynbee Tiles actually appeared right here in Philadelphia, then turned up in cities
all across the US and even in some other countries. Most of the tiles contain the same
message: “Toynbee Idea in Movie 2001—Resurrect Dead on Planet Jupiter.” Some are a
little more complex and some even include strange political rants.

The belief is that whoever created the tiles was influenced by a Ray Bradbury science fiction short story “The Toynbee Con-
vector”, which casually refers to Toynbee's idea that in order to survive, the human race must always rush to meet the fu-
ture, i.e., believe in a better world, and must always aim far beyond what is practically possible, in order to reach something
barely within reach. Thus the message might be that humanity ought to strive to colonize Jupiter—as in Kubrick's work—or
something greater, to survive. ldeas in the classic movie “2001: A Space Odyssey”, a Stanley Kubrick film, speak of coloniz-
ing the planet Jupiter. The messages on the tiles might be unclear, but they do disclose that their author does enjoy a good
science-fiction story as much as the next person.

Since the majority of the approximately 130 tiles thought to exist are found in Philadel-
phia, and one of the tiles that was found in Santiago, Chile lists a Philadelphia address, it
“lis commonly believed that the inventor of the tiles lives or lived in the City of Brotherly
(M| ove. A likely person is a Philadelphia social worker named James Morasco, who died in
*{back in 2003. James Morasco wrote letters to some Philadelphia newspapers in the early
~11980s that included wording like what is found on a lot of the tiles. People just assumed
i Morasco was the person responsible for the tiles; however, during his lifetime he never

g8l admitted it was him. Oddly enough, new tiles have showed up in the years following his
#l death, which certainly adds to the mystery.

A very clever method was used to attach the tiles to the asphalt. They are first wrapped
in tar paper and then are coated in glue. It is believed that the creator then placed them in
the middle of busy intersections through a hole in his car’s floor. The tiles are pressed into
the asphalt as cars drive over them and the glue holds them in place. As vehicles keep on driving over them, the tarpaper
slowly wears away until the messages below are revealed.

Hundred of tiles have been destroyed due to road maintenance and resurfacing. Cities where they
have been found don’t usually bother removing the tiles, as their messages aren’t vulgar and don'’t con-
tain any profanities. The city of Chicago, however, has declared the tiles "vandalism" and removes any
tiles that it finds, considering them to be "no different than graffiti". A group of 4 tiles was once located
at 16th and Chestnut Streets in Philadelphia but was destroyed when Chestnut Street was repaved.

There is no public or private agency dedicated to conserving Toynbee tiles. &8
Many tiles now exist only as photographs taken before they were destroyed. The tiles have re- [&5
ceived attention from both American and European media outlets, including The New York [&&

Times, The Chicago Sun Times, Spiegel Online, and NPR. In 2011, some Philadelphia-base
filmmakers—Justin Duerr, Jon Foy, Colin Smith, and Steve Weinik—released Resurrect Dead
The Mystery of the Toynbee Tiles, an independent documentary film about the tiles. The film|
was selected for the 2011 Sundance Film Festival in the U.S. Documentary category, and Foyj
won the category's Directing Award.

Toynbee Tiles have become a cult phenomenon after appearing mysteriously for so many years.
There are dozens of websites that list where tiles are located, and they search for answers about]|
the identity of their creator and the reason they exist. None of them have really come up with any§
concrete facts, so perhaps the Toynbee Tiles may stay a mystery forever. ’

Stress. Many of us are faced with it every day, but we might not know how to deal with it. It is important to learn how to
handle stress because it can affect our performance and relationships in our work and home. At work, stress can lead to
distraction and cause an unfortunate accident. At home, stress can put a strain on family relationships.

Stress usually occurs when there are changes in our lives and we feel that we don't have enough resources to deal with
those changes and demands. Which of the following do you think causes stress: getting married, winning the lottery, or
having an argument? It is all of them. Stress can occur not only from negative life experiences but also from positive ones.
People react and deal with stress differently, but common stress symptoms include upset stomach, fatigue, tight neck mus-
cles, irritability and headaches. Some people react to stress by eating or drinking too much, losing sleep or smoking ciga-
rettes. Stress may also make you more susceptible to ilinesses, including the common cold, ulcers, and some cancers.

The first step to managing stress is to identify your "stressors"; those things that are making you react. Stressors may not
only be events that cause you to feel sad, frightened, anxious or happy. You can cause stress through your thoughts, feel-
ings and expectations. Look at the list below. Which cause you stress? Can you think of other stressors?

Everyone has to deal with life's problems. A key to dealing with the big and little everyday stressors is coping with stress in
a positive way.

1. Acceptance — Many of us worry about things we have no control over. For example, a family illness, great deal of
change at work, or finding out that your basketball team lost. One way to manage stress is to accept when things
are beyond your control. It may be helpful to think positive thoughts such as, "Someday I'll laugh about this," or "It's
a learning experience."

2. Attitude — Try to focus on the positive side of situations. Ask yourself, "What good can come out of this?" "What
can | learn from this situation?" and "How can | handle this better when it comes up again?" Solutions come easier
when you focus on the positive and your stress level will be reduced.

3. Perspective — We often worry about things that never happen. Keep things in perspective by asking yourself,
"How important is this situation? Can | do anything about it? In five years, will | even remember it happened?"

Think about the situations in your life that cause you stress. Are they important or unimportant? Are they controllable or
uncontrollable? If they are controllable events, you can take action to change the situation; if they are uncontrollable, you
can use your skills in acceptance, attitude and perspective to reduce the stress.

Now that winter is here, many people are dreading poor weather conditions. Icy roads, high winds and lack of road salt can [X I
make driving and maintaining a vehicle through the winter a challenge. :

The National Safety Council offers these vehicle maintenance tips for a safe winter driving season:

% Check wipers and replace them if they show any signs of damage or aging. Also, check tires for wear. If a tire's tread is less than 1.6 millime-
ters, the tire needs to be replaced.

Only use winter or rubber floor mats specifically designed for your car. Mats flipped upside down or piled on top of one another can interfere
with the pedals while driving.

Check oil and other fluid levels. Only use the viscosity of oil called for in the owner's manual.

Make sure windshield washer fluid contains antifreeze. The wind chill of air moving against the windshield at even 30 mph can cause many
washer fluids to freeze.

Inspect the battery for corrosion, cracks, loose terminal connections and loose hold-down clamps.

Update the emergency equipment in your car. Items to store include tire chains, a window scraper, a bag of sand or salt, flares, folding trian-
gles, a small shovel and jumper cables.

Even if your vehicle is prepared for the winter, poor road conditions require sound judgment, patience and flexibility. Drive with caution and be
sure to accelerate and brake gently. Leave plenty of distance between your car and others. Before traveling in bad weather, ask yourself, “Is
this trip necessary?”
