Marist College Football traces its roots
back to 1965, when the first team, then a
club, posted a 3-3 record under presi-
dent Bob Finn.  The program continued
on, advancing to a pair of National Title
Games, 1970 and
1972, before being el-
evated to varsity sta-
tus for the 1978 sea-
son.

The Red Foxes played
at the Division III
level for the next 15
years, as members of
the Metropolitan
Conference, the ACFC, and the Liberty
Conference.  The Red Foxes tasted cham-
pionship football for the first time in
1990, going 7-2-1 to win the ACFC Title.

Mike Malet was the first coach of the
varsity Red Foxes, holding that position
from 1978-88, before turning over the
reigns to Rick Pardy.  Pardy holds the
highest winning percentage, 61.3, among
Red Fox coaches.  After his three-year
stint, Pardy turned over the reigns to the
program’s winningest coach, Jim Parady,
who has won 64 games in his tenure.

The 1993 season saw the Marist Football
program take its next step, elevating to
Division I-AA competition, leading to its
inclusion in the MAAC Football League
in 1994.  That first MAAC season saw

with a 7-3 overall
record.

Over the 26 years as a
varsity program, the
Red Foxes have won
117 games, with win
number 100 coming

against Wagner on September 30, 2000.
The first varsity win was a 14-9 decision
over Manhattan in 1978, while the first
Division I-AA win came September 11,
1993, 16-7, over St. Francis (PA).

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Ron Levine, Robert Finn. Mike Malet.  Those are just a
few of the names that 30 years ago were instrumental
in bringing football to the Hudson Valley.  The Marist
College “Vikings”, as they were called then, were one
of  the most powerful club programs in the country.
Competing in the Eastern Collegiate Club Football
League with the likes of  Iona, Fairfield, Westchester,
Norwalk and New Haven, Marist made trip to the
National Championship game in 1970 against St. John’s
and 1972 versus Seton Hall.

Finn, a student at the time, initiated the club program
and can be considered the “founding father” of Marist
football.  Levine served as the first head coach for the
program and built the program from the ground level.
After 13 seasons of numerous All-America selections
and conference crowns, the program was elevated to
varsity status in 1978 at the Division III level.  Malet,
who came to the program as a defensive line coach
from Cortland State, was given the charge as the first
varsity mentor, holding that position for 11 seasons.
