A spontaneous desire to share tradition with
the visitor can erupt at any time in any of the
welcoming local hostelries.

An Sean Phobal (Old Parish) is a quiet, undulating rural
area between An Rinn and the lovely seaside village of
Ardmore. Rising high above the sea, the land is
interspersed with numerous quiet glens, running down
to small, secluded beaches. An Chailleach Béara in An
Sean Phobal is a megalithic tomb dating from around
2,000 BC. Mine Head Lighthouse, dating from 1851,
warns "ships that pass in the night" of the dangerous
cliffs below while Reilig an tSléibhe (The Hill Cemetery)
is a reminder of famine days in Ireland.
