If there is a tie for 8" place in the Marc Hodler Trophy Standing (or 7" if the
Host Country in not ranked in the top 8), the NOC shall be ranked according to
the number of first, second, third, etc. places at the FIS Junior Alpine World Ski
Championships 2015.
