Tarihge

Tiirkiye'de eksikligi hissedilmeye baslayan Ortadogu arastirmalart konusunda kamuoyunun
ve dis politika cevrelerinin thtiyaclarina yamit verebilmek amacwyla, 1 Ocak 2009 tarthinde Or-
tadogu Stratejik Arastirmalar Merkezi (ORSAM) kurulmustur. Kisa siirede yapilanan kurum,
calismalarim Ortadogu dzelinde yogunlastirnustir.

Ortadogu’ya Bakis

Ortadogu’nun i¢ ice ge¢mis bircok sorunu barindirdigi bir gercektir. Ancak, ne Ortadogu ne de
halklar, olumsuzluklarla 6zdeslestirilmis bir imaja mahkum edilmemelidir. Ortadogu iilkeleri,
halklarindan aldiklar giicle ve i¢ dinamiklerini seferber ederek bariscil bir kalkinma seferber-
ligi baslatacak potansiyele sahiptir. Bolge halklarimin bir arada yasama iradesine, devletlerin
egemenlik halklarina, bireylerin temel hak ve hiirriyetlerine sayg, gerek tilkeler arasinda ge-
rek ulusal 6lcekte kalict barisin ve huzurun temin edilmesinin on sartidir. Ortadogu’daki sorun-
larin kavranmasinda adil ve gercekci ¢coziimler iizerinde durulmasi, uzlasmac inisiyatifleri ce-
saretlendirecektir. Sozkonusu cercevede, Tiirkiye, yakin cevresinde bolgesel istikrar ve refahin
kok salmast icin yapict katkilarim siirdiirmelidir. Cephelesen eksenlere dahil olmadan, taraflar
arasinda diyalogun tesisini kolaylastirmaya devam etmesi, tutarl ve uzlastirici politikalariyla
sagladigi uluslararasi destegi en etkili bicimde degerlendirebilmesi bolge devletlerinin ve halk-
larimin ortak menfaatidir.

Bir Diisiince Kurulugu Olarak ORSAM’1n Calismalari

ORSAM, Ortadogu algahimasina uygun olarak, uluslararasi politika konularimin daha saghkh
kavranmasi ve uygun pozisyonlarin alinabilmesi amaciwyla, kamuoyunu ve karar alma meka-
nizmalarina aydinlatict bilgiler sunar. Farklh hareket secenekleri iceren fikirler tiretir. Etkin
coziim onerileri olusturabilmek icin farkh disiplinlerden gelen, alaminda yetkin arastirmacila-
rin ve entelektiiellerin nitelikli cahsmalarim tesvik eder. ORSAM; bolgesel gelismeleri ve trend-
leri titizlikle irdeleyerek ilgililere ulastirabilen giiclii bir yayim kapasitesine sahiptir. ORSAM,
web sitesiyle, aylk Ortadogu Analiz ve alti aylik Ortadogu Etiitleri dergileriyle, analizleriyle,
raporlarwyla ve kitaplariyla, ulusal ve uluslararas: élgekte Ortadogu literatiiriiniin gelisimi-
ni desteklemektedir. Bolge tilkelerinden devlet adamlarimin, biirokratlarin, akademisyenlerin,
stratejistlerin, gazetecilerin, isadamlarinin ve STK temsilcilerinin Tiirkiye'de konuk edilmesini
kolaylastirarak bilgi ve diisiincelerin gerek Tiirkiye gerek diinya kamuoyuyla paylasiimasim
saglamaktadir.

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TAKDIM

Suriye’de halk ayaklanmasinin basladigt tarih olan 15 Mart 2011°den yaklasik 8 ay sonra ORSAM
olarak “Suriye’de Degisimin Ortaya Cikardigi Toplum: Suriye Tiurkmenleri” basligt altnda bir
rapor yaymlamistik. Bu ¢alisma o dénemde daha az bilinen Suriye Tirkmenlerinin taninmasi
acisindan 6nemli rol oynadi. Suriye Ttrkmen hareketi o tarihten bu yana 6nemli mesafe kat etti.
Otoriter Baas yonetimi altinda hig¢bir 6rgiitlenme imkant olmayan Ttrkmenler neredeyse sifirdan
baslayarak siyasal, toplumsal ve askeri anlamda 6rgiitlenme ¢abalarina giristi.

Suriye Turkmenleri halen 6rgtitlenme asamasinda. Ancak uzun yillar higbir sekilde bir araya gelme
imkani bile bulamamus bir toplum i¢in kisa siirede 6nemli adimlarin atildigini sdylemek miumkin-
dir. Suriye Turkmenleri’nin yeni Suriye’de siyasal, toplumsal ve kilttrel haklarint elde edebilmesi
ve Suriye Turkmenleri adina siyasal mucadele verilmesi adina iki Tirkmen partisi kurulmustur.
Bunun yant sira Suriye Turkmenleri Platformu adi altinda partiler Gsti bir girisim bagslatimistir.
Suriye Tiirkmenleri Platformu’nun 15 Aralik 2012 tarihinde Istanbul’da gerceklestirdigi toplantiya
Tiurkiye Cumbhuriyeti Disisleri Bakant Ahmet Davutoglu da katilarak kendilerine destek verme
taahhidinde bulunmustur. Bitin bunlar Suriye Ttrkmenleri adina 6nemli gelismelerdir.

Turkmenlerin rgutlenme ¢abalarinda 6nemli bir ayak da askeri alanda yaganmustir. Suriye’deki
degisim, rejimin siddet yontemleri kullanmast nedeniyle ne yazik ki silahli yéntemlerle saglanmaya
calisiimaktadir. Basta sivil gosterilerle taleplerini dile getiren Suriye halk: belli bir noktadan sonra
kendini korumak amaciyla da silahli miicadele yontemini benimsemistir. Suriyeli Tturkmenler bu
kapsamda kendi koy ve kasabalarini korumak amaciyla neredeyse tiim Tirkmen yerlesim yerlerin-
de askeri birlikler olusturmustur. Basta Lazkiye (Bayir — Bucak) ve Halep’te olmak tizere ortaya
¢tkan bu askeri yapilar diger silahli muhalefet ile birlikte Esad yonetiminin yikilmast yontinde
micadele vermektedir.

ORSAM Uzmani Oytun Orhan tarafindan hazirlanan bu galisma s6z konusu siyasal ve askeri
orgutlenme siirecine ve ortaya ¢ikan yapilara odaklanmaktadir. Calismanin Tirkmen siyasiler ve
askeri birlik komutanlari ile yapilan gériismelere dayanarak ortaya ¢ikarilmis olmast 6nemini daha
da artirmaktadir. Raporun Suriye Turkmenleri’nin micadelesine katki sunmast en buyik dilegi-

mizdir.

ORSAM Bagkan:
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Ozet

- Suriye Tiirkmenlerinin en biiyiik eksikligi Esad yonetimi altinda herhangi bir orgiitlenme imkanina sahip
olamamalaridir. Dolayisiyla siyasal muhalefet gelenegine sahip bir hareket, Suriye Tiirkmen toplumunu yon-
lendirebilecek bir orgiit ve lider/lider kadro eksikligi yasanmaktadir. Diger tiim Suriyeli muhalif gruplar gibi
Tiirkmenler de Suriyede ayaklanma basladiktan sonra ve iilke disinda orgiitlenme imkant bulmustur.

- 2012 yili Mart ayi itibarvyla Suriye Tiirkmenleri adina faaliyet gosteren “Suriye Tiirkmen Kitlesi” ve “Suriye
Demokratik Tiirkmen Hareketi” adi altinda iki siyasal hareket ortaya ¢ikmustir. Bu iki hareket etkili olduklar
bolgeler, ideoloji, iliski iginde olduklar: Tiirkmen askeri birlikler gibi unsurlar agisindan birbirlerinden fark-
lilik tasimaktadur. Siyasal hareket olmamakla birlikte Tiirkiye merkezli olarak ortaya ¢tkan Suriye Tiirkmen-
leri Platformu isimli olusum da Suriye Tiirkmenleri hareketinin liderligini iistlenmek adina partiler iistii bir
girisim olarak faaliyet gostermeye baslamustir.

- Suriye Tiirkmen Kitlesi Suriyede ayaklanmanin baslamasin takiben Tiirkiyede yasayan Suriyeli Tiirkmen-
ler tarafindan baslayan orgiitlenme cabalarimin bir sonucu olarak ortaya ¢ikmugstir. Ilk calismalar 2011 yi-
limin Agustos ayinda baslatilmis ve 15 Subat 2012de Suriye Tiirkmen Kitlesi’nin kurulusu ilan edilmistir.
Kitle genel olarak Lazkiye ve Baywr — Bucak merkezli bir harekettir. En giiclii ve aktif oldugu, Tiirkmen askeri
birliklerle en derin iliskiye sahip oldugu bolge Bayir — Bucak’tir ve yonetimin de énemli bir kismuini Baywr —
Bucaklilar olusturmaktadir.

- Suriye Demokratik Tiirkmen Hareketi, Kitlenin ardindan Suriye Tiirkmenlerini temsil iddias: ile kurulan
ikinci siyasal harekettir. Kisaca “Hareket” olarak adlandirilan partinin kurulmas: diisiincesi Suriyede olay-
larin baslamasini takiben, Suriye Tiirkmenlerinde orgiitlenme eksikliginin anlasiimas: ve Tiirkiyedeki Suriye
Tiirkmenlerinin bir araya gelerek orgiitlenme ¢abalarimn bir sonucudur. Ik olarak Suriye Tiirkleri Dernegi
kurulmusg ve ardindan Suriyedeki Tiirkmenleri siyasallastirma karart alinmistir. Bunun neticesinde 21 Mart
2012 tarihinde Istanbulda Suriye Tiirkmen Demokratik Hareketi'nin kurulusu ilan edilmistir.

- Suriye Tiirkmen Platformu fikri 2012 yui icinde ortaya ¢ikmustir. Ilk hedef Tiirkiye ve diinya kamuoyunda
Suriye Tiirkmenleri konusunda kamuoyu olusturmak olmustur. Sivil bir inisiyatif olarak ortaya ¢ikmugstir.
Tiirkmen Platformu girisimi biinyesinde yullardwr Tiirkiyede yasayan, is ve ticaret hayatinda nispeten iyi yer-
lere gelmis Suriyeli Tiirkmenler yer almaktadir. Bu girisimin hedefi Suriye icinden secilecek delegeler yoluyla
bir Meclis'in olusturulmasi ve bu Meclis'in segecegi komitenin Suriye Tiirkmenleri adina konusacak, temsil
gorevi iistlenecek yapt olmasidir. Boylece partiler iistii bir yapilanma ile mevcut iki Tiirkmen partinin bu
olusum iginde yer almast istenmektedir.

- Lazkiye Vilayeti'nde Tiirkmen askeri yapilanmast 12 birlik ve bu birliklerin iist yapilanmasi olan “Tiirkmen
Dag1 Boliigii’nden olusmaktadir. Lazkiye Vilayeti Tiirkmen askeri birliklerinin iist orgiitlenmesi olan Tiirk-
men Dagi Boliigii'niin komutant Albay Muhammed Avaddur.

- Halep Vilayeti'ndeki Tiirkmen askeri birliklerin biiyiik cogunlugu Halepli Suriye Tiirkmeni Ali Besire bag-
lidir. Ali Begire bagl olan gruplar Halep’te nereseyse tiim Tiirkmen koylerinin giivenligini saglamaktadur.
Bu birlikler yklasik 350 kilometrelik bir bolgeyi kontrol ettigini belirtmektedir. Halep sehir merkezinde de 6
Tiirkmen mahallesini korunmast bu birlikler tarafindan saglanmaktadir. Ali Besire bagli 6 askeri birlik bu-
lunmaktadur. 6 askeri birligin 2 biiyiik tugay altinda birlestirilmesi planlanmaktadur.

- Suriye’nin gelecekteki yonetimi, baridirdigi tiim etnik ve mezhepsel gruplarla baris icinde ve bir arada
yasanabilecek bir iilke insa etmek istiyorsa Tiirkmenlerin varligint kabul etmek ve diger halklarla birlikte esit
derecede siyasal temsil vermek durumundadir. Esad yonetiminin baskisitndan ve insan haklari ihlallerinden
bugiine kadar acilar cekmis olan Tiirkmenlerin; Siinni Araplar, Arap Aleviler, Hiristiyanlar, Kiirtler, Diirziler,
Siiler ile birlikte yeni Suriye siyasal ve toplumsal yasaminda esit bir aktor olarak yer almasi Suriye ve bolge
igin kritik Onem arz etmektedir.

ORSAM-ORTADOGU TURKMENLERI PROGRAMI
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Giris

Suriye’de kirk yili askin siiredir devam eden
tek parti iktidarinin sonuglarindan biri, ik-
tidar1 elinde tutan gruplarin disinda higbir
Suriye toplumsal kesimi, ideolojik grubunun
orglitlenme imkani bulamamis olmasidir.
Suriye’de Mart 2011 tarihinde baslayan olay-
lar neticesinde olusan otorite boslugu uzun
yillar iktidar alanindan dislanan s6z konusu
kesimlerin kisa siirede orgiitlenmesini sagla-
mustir. Suriye’de iktidar miicadelesi ayaklan-
manin baslamasindan yaklasik alti ay sonra
siyasal ve sivil alandan askeri alana kaymaya
baslamistir. Bunun sonucunda hiyerarsik bir
yapiya sahip olmayan, birbirinden bagimsiz
hareket eden ve kontrol ettikleri alan bulun-
duklari semt ya da koy ile sinirli daginik askeri
gruplar ortaya ¢ikmistir. Rejim ile muhalefet
arasindaki micadele silahli gruplar tizerin-
den yiritilmeye baslamistir. Bu da dis siya-
sal muhalefet ile ic askeri muhalefet arasinda,
askeri yapinin daha giiclii ve s6z sahibi oldugu
bir iliski bicimi dogurmustur. Icerde orgiit-
lenen askeri muhalefet iilke disi ile baglanti
kurabilecegi bir araca gereksinim duymus-
tur. Disarida orgiitlenen siyasal muhalefet de
mesruiyetini icerde askeri gruplar ile kurdugu
bag sayesinde olusturmaya c¢alismistir. Boyle-
ce her bir dis siyasal muhalefet grubu ve etkili
siyasal figiiriin kendisine yakin askeri gruplar
ortaya ¢ikmustur.

Suriye’de uzun yillar 6rgiitlenme imkani bula-
mayan gruplardan biri de Suriyeli Tiirkmen-
ler olmus ve yukarida kisaca deginilen siyasal
ve askeri orgiitlenme siirecini yasamustir. ilk
asamada biiyiik 6lciide Tiirkiye olmak {izere
Suriye disinda siyasal orgiitlenme cabalarina
girisilmistir. Ayaklanmanin askeri boyutunun
one ¢ikmasi ile basta Lazkiye ve Halep olmak
tizere Suriyeli Tirkmenler askeri birlikler
olusturmaya baslamistir. Halen kirsal kesimde
yer alan Tirkmen yerlesim birimlerinin bir-
¢ogunu Tirkmenlerin olusturdugu birlikler
kontrol etmektedir. Ayrica bazi sehir merkez-
lerinde diger Arap birlikler ile birlikte Suriye
ordusuna karsi miicadele yiiriitiilmektedir. Bu

calismada Suriye Tiirkmenlerinin ayaklanma
sonras! siyasal ve askeri orgiitlenme ¢abalar1
ele alinacaktir. Ilk olarak bir yillik siire i¢inde
ortaya cikan iki siyasal hareket ve bir partiler
listli girisimin olusum siireci ve pozisyonla-
r1 anlatilacaktir. Ardindan neredeyse Suriye
Tirkmen yerlesimlerinin tamaminda ortaya
¢ikan askeri yapilar ele alinacaktir.

1. SURIYE TURKMENLERI SIYASAL
HAREKETLERI

Suriye Tirkmenlerinin en biyiik eksikligi
Esad yonetimi altinda herhangi bir 6rgiitlen-
me imkanina sahip olamamalaridir. Dolayi-
siyla siyasal muhalefet gelenegine sahip bir
hareket, Suriye Tirkmen toplumunu yon-
lendirebilecek bir orgiit ve lider/lider kadro
eksikligi yasanmaktadir. Diger tim Suriyeli
mubhalif gruplar gibi Tiirkmenler de Suriye'de
ayaklanma basladiktan sonra ve iilke disinda
orgiitlenme imkani bulmustur.

Suriye Tirkmenleri adina siyasal 6rgiitlenme
cabalarinin ilki, 2011 yilinda Suriye'de ayak-
lanmanin baglamasinin ardindan ilkeyi terk
ederek Tiirkiye'ye yerlesen Avukat Ali Oz-
tirkmen (Silo)'in kurdugu “Suriye Tiirkmen
Hareketi"dir. Sosyal paylasim siteleri tizerin-
den orgiitlenen Hareket, Suriye icinde Tirk-
menlerin “Tirkmen” adi ile sokaga inmesi
yoniinde ¢aba sarf etmistir.! Bunun yani sira,
Suriye Ulusal Konseyinin olusmasina giden
siirecte ilk adim olan ve 1 Haziran 2011 tari-
hinde Antalya'da gerceklesen “Suriye Icin De-
gisim” Konferansina katilinmistir. Ardindan
Istanbul'da gerceklesen tiim Suriye muhale-
feti toplantilarina katilarak “Tiirkmen” adinin
sonu¢ belgelerinde ge¢mesi icin miicadele
vermistir.?

Sonraki donemde Suriye Ulusal Konseyinin
kurulmasi ve Tiirkmenlere yer verilmemesi
neticesinde Suriye Tiirkmen Hareketi ile be-
raber Tiirkiye'de yasayan veya ayaklanma basg-
ladiktan sonra go¢ eden Suriyeli Tiirkmenler,
Konsey'de yer almak ve diger kesimler gibi
kendi etnik haklar1 cercevesinde miicadele
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yiriitmek ihtiyaci hissetmistir. Tiirkmenlerin
Konsey’e katilma isteklerine karsilik orgiitle-
rinin olmamasi ve ¢abalarin daha ¢ok kisisel
boyutta olmasi nedeniyle Konsey'de temsil
hakki kazanilamamistir. Bunun tizerine 6nde
gelen Suriye Tiirkmenlerinin girisimleri ile
Tiirkiye'de bulunan 180 Suriyeli Tiirkmen bir
araya gelerek orgiitlenme ve Tiirkmenlerin
haklarini savunma konusunda fikir birligine
varmistir.’ Bunu takiben “Suriye Tiirkmenler
Birligi” adiyla bir dernek calismasi yapilmis-
tir. Bu Dernek’in baskanligini uzun zamandir
Tirkiye'de yasayan Suriye Tirkmeni Bekir
Atacan istlenmistir. Ardindan dernek 2011
yilinin Kasim ayinda Ali Oztiirkmen’in Su-
riye Tirkmen Hareketi ile birleserek siyasi
harekete doniismiis ve ad1 “Suriye Tirkmen
Kitlesi” olarak belirlenmistir. Bu hareketin ilk
Genel Bagkani Bekir Atacan ve Genel Bagkan
Yardimcist da Ali Oztiirkmen olmustur. Ocak
2012 tarihinde ise Atacan ve Oztiirkmen
Kitle'den ayrilmistir. Mart 2012 ay1 icinde de
Kitle'den ayrilanlar ve diger bazi Suriye Tiirk-
menler ile birlikte Suriye Demokratik Tiirk-
men Hareketi kurulmustur.*

Boylece 2012 yili Mart ay: itibariyla Suriye
Tiirkmenleri adina faaliyet gosteren “Suri-
ye Tiirkmen Kitlesi” ve “Suriye Demokratik
Tirkmen Hareketi” ad1 altinda iki siyasal ha-
reket ortaya ¢ikmistir. Bu iki hareket etkili ol-
duklar1 bolgeler, ideoloji, iliski icinde oldukla-
r1 Tarkmen askeri birlikler gibi unsurlar agi-
sindan birbirlerinden farklilik tasimaktadr.

Siyasal hareket olmamakla birlikte Tiirkiye
merkezli olarak ortaya ¢ikan Suriye Tiirkmen-
leri Platformu isimli olusum da Suriye Tiirk-
menleri hareketinin liderligini tistlenmek adi-
na partiler tistii bir girisim olarak faaliyet gos-

termeye baslamistir. Bu girisim uzun yillardir
Tirkiye'de yasayan, Tirkiye'de siyaset veya is
diinyasinda belli bir konuma gelmis Suriyeli
Tirkmenler tarafindan yiritilmektedir.

Dolayisiyla Suriye Tiirkmen siyasal hareke-
tinin liderligini tstlenmeye calisan, Suriye
Tirkmenlerinin temsilcisi olma yoniinde
caba gosteren ti¢ farkli “grup/siyasal parti/gii¢
odag1’nin oldugu soylenebilir.

1.1. Suriye Tiirkmen Kitlesi

Suriye Tiirkmen Kitlesi Suriye'de ayaklanma-
nin baslamasini takiben Tiirkiye'de yasayan
Suriyeli Tarkmenler tarafindan baslayan or-
giitlenme cabalarinin bir sonucu olarak orta-
ya cikmustir. {1k basta Suriye muhalefeti icinde
Tiirkmen haklarinin elde edilmesi cercevesin-
de miicadele yiiriiten Tirkmenler Suriye'de
catismanin giderek etnik ve mezhepsel boyu-
tunun one ¢ikmasi ile Suriye Tiirkmenleri ad
ile orgiitlenme distincesi icine girmistir. Bu
cercevede ilk caligmalar 2011 yilinin Agustos
ayinda baslatilmis ve 15 Subat 2012°de Suriye
Tirkmen Kitlesinin kurulusu ilan edilmistir.
Kisaca Kitle adiyla bilinen hareketin liderli-
gini uzun yillardir Tiirkiye'de yasayan Suriye
Tirkmeni Yusuf Molla tistlenmis ve bu gorevi
giiniimiize kadar devam ettirmistir.®

Kitle genel olarak Lazkiye ve Bayir — Bucak
merkezli bir harekettir. En giiclii ve aktif oldu-
gu, Tiirkmen askeri birliklerle en derin iligkiye
sahip oldugu bolge Bayir — Bucak’tir ve yone-
timin de 6nemli bir kismini Bayir — Bucaklilar
olusturmaktadir.

Kitle, Suriye icinde etkili olmak ve sahaya yo-
nelik calismak stratejisi cercevesinde ilk adim
olarak Suriye sinir bolgelerinde irtibat biiro-
lar1 kurmustur. ilk olarak Yayladagi, ardindan
Akgakale ve sonrasinda Gaziantep ofisleri
acilmistir. Bu ofisler sayesinde Kitle’nin Suri-
ye Tiirkmen bolgeleri ile yakin irtibat1 saglan-
maktadir. Yayladagi ofisi Lazkiye Tiirkmenle-
rine, Gaziantep ofisi Halep Tiirkmenlerine ve
Akgakale ofisi Rakka Tiirkmenlerine yonelik
olarak faaliyet gostermektedir.

Kitle, Suriye Turkmenleri sorununa iligkin
olarak, Tirkmenlerin en biiyiik sorununun
tek bir bolgede toplanmamis olmalar: olarak
gormektedir. Esad sonrasinda bolgesel fede-
rasyonun miimkiin olmadigini ve Suriye'nin
vatandaslik esasina dayali bir yaklasimla yo-
netilmesi gerektigini diisiinmektedir. “Suri-
ye birdir!” sloganini benimseyen Kitle, yeni
Suriye'de Tirkmenlerin siyasal, toplumsal,
ekonomik, kiltiirel haklarini kazanmasi ve
ayrimciliga maruz kalmadan esit Suriye va-
tandaslar: olarak yasamasi yoniinde bir yak-
lasima sahiptir. Suriye’nin boliinmesine karsi
cikilmaktadir. Merkezi otoritenin korundugu
ancak yerel yonetimlerin daha giiclendirildigi

Suriye Tirkmen Kitlesi Bayir — Bucak bol-
gesinde yer alan Tiirkmen askeri birlikler ile
yakin iligkisi s6z konusudur. Lazkiye'de faa-
liyet gosteren 12 civarindaki Tiirkmen askeri
birlikler bu birliklerin ¢at1 6rgiitlenmesi olan
“Turkmen Dag1 Boligi” Kitle'ye yakin duran
bir tugaydir. Kitle'nin askeri anlamda Halep’te
etkinligi bulunmamaktadir. Halep'e sadece
insani yardim gonderebilmektedirler. Ancak
Halep’e de askeri olarak acilma yéniinde stra-
tejileri ve cabalar1 s6z konusudur.®

Suriye Tirkmen Kitlesi, 15 Aralik 2012 tari-
hinde Istanbul'da diizenlenen Suriye Tiirk-
men Platformu 1. Toplantist sonrasinda De-
mokratik Hareket'ten istifa edenler ile birlikte
yeni bir olusuma gidilmesi konusunda anlas-
mistir. Ancak Kitle bu durumu Demokratik
Hareket'in kendisine katilimi olarak gormek-
tedir. Sadece partinin isminde degisikligine
giderek ve istifa eden isimlere parti yoneti-
minde gorev vererek Kitle’nin ismen olmasa
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da pratikte devami yoniinde bir bakis acisina
sahiptir. Boylece mevcut teskilatlanma yapi-
st korunarak Demokratik Hareket'ten istifa
edenlerden faydalanilmasi yoluna gidilecektir.

Suriye Tiirkmen Kitlesi, 6ntimiizdeki donem-
de Suriye icinde secimler yaparak 200 delege
belirlemeyi ve partinin lider ve yonetim se-
¢iminin bu delegeler tarafindan yapilmasin
planlamaktadir. Delegeler her Tiirkmen bol-
gesinin niifuslari ile orantili sayida secilecek-
tir. Buna gore en fazla delege Halep-Rakka
bolgesinden ve sonrasinda sirasiyla, Lazki-
ye-Tartus, Humus ve Sam'dan segilecektir.
Boylece Suriye Tirkmen Kitlesi'nin yonetimi,
lideri delegeler tarafindan belirlenecektir. Bu
caba Suriye Tirkmen Kitlesinin partilesme
ve partiyi tabana yayma diisiincelerinin iirii-
nidir.’

1.2. Suriye Demokratik Tiirkmen Hareketi

Suriye Demokratik Tirkmen Hareketi,
Kitle’nin ardindan Suriye Tiirkmenlerini tem-
sil iddiasi ile kurulan ikinci siyasal harekettir.
Kisaca “Hareket” olarak adlandirilan parti-
nin kurulmas: diisiincesi Suriye'de olaylarin
baslamasini takiben, Suriye Tiirkmenlerinde
orgiitlenme eksikliginin anlasilmasi ve Tiirki-
ye'deki Suriye Tiirkmenlerinin bir araya gele-
rek orgiitlenme cabalarinin bir sonucudur. Ik
olarak Suriye Tiirkleri Dernegi kurulmus ve
ardindan Suriye’deki Tiirkmenleri siyasallas-
tirma karar1 alinmistir. Bunun neticesinde 21
Mart 2012 tarihinde Istanbul'da Suriye Tiirk-
men Demokratik Hareketinin kurulusu ilan
edilmistir.

Hareket, Suriye Tirkmen Kitlesi'nden ayri-
lan bazi isimler ve Tiirkiye'de yasayan geng
Suriye Tiirkmenlerinden olusan ekip tara-
findan kurulmustur. Ilk asamada Hareket
yonetiminde her Tiirkmen boélgesinden tem-
silciler yer almistir. Suriye Demokratik Tiirk-
men Hareketi'nin Genel Baskanligrni 1 yila
yakin bir siire Abdiilkerim Aga yiirtitmistir.
15 Aralik 2012 tarihinde gerceklesen Suriye
Tiirkmenleri Platformu 1. Toplantisi sirasinda

Suriye Tiirkmenlerini tek ¢ati altinda toplama
hedefi ¢ergevesinde Suriye Tirkmen Demok-
ratik Hareketi’nin 6nde gelen isimleri ile Suri-
ye Tirkmen Kitlesi birlesme karar: aldiklari-
n1 agiklamistir. Suriye Tiirkmen Demokratik
Hareketi'nin 6nde gelen isimlerinin biiyiik ¢o-
gunlugu partiden istifa ederek yeni ortak par-
ti altinda hareket edecegini aciklasa da Suriye
Tirkmen Demokratik Hareketi kalan isimler-
le birlikte siyasi faaliyetlerine ayni parti catisi
altinda devam edecegini agiklamistir. Parti
yonetiminde yer alan Ziyad Hasan Genel Bas-
kanlik ve Tarik Silo Cevizci de Genel Bagkan
Yardimciligr gorevini tstlenmistir. Hareket
Aralik 2012 sonunda gergeklestirilen kurultay
ile farkl Tiirkmen bolgelerinden temsilcilerin
oldugu yeni bir yonetim olusturulmustur.

Demokratik Tiirkmen Hareketi caligmalarini
sahaya kaydirip sonug odakli calismak yoniin-
de bir yaklasima sahiptir. Yeni yonetim yap1-
s1 ile beraber Demokratik Tiirkmen Hareketi
biiyiik 6l¢tide Halep merkezli bir hareket ola-
rak one ¢ikmaya baglamistir. Siyasal, sivil ve
askeri faaliyetlerin neredeyse tamamina yaki-
n1 Halep’te siirdiiriilmektedir.

Suriye Demokratik Tiirkmen Hareketi, en
bastan bu yana dogrudan Suriye ici ile iligki
kurmanin yani sira Tiirkiye ve Suriye muha-
lefeti nezdinde diplomasi cabalarina da agir-
lik vermis bir harekettir.'® Bu cercevede De-
mokratik Hareket'in ¢abalari ile Suriye Ulusal
Konseyi icinde 16 ve Suriye Ulusal Koalisyo-
nu i¢inde 3 Tiirkmen temsilcinin gorev almasi
saglanabilmistir. Bundan sonraki donemde
kisa vadeli planlarini; yeni kurulacak gecici
hiikiimette bakanlik elde etmek, Suriye icinde
sivil orgiitlenmelere agirlik vermek, Halep ve
kurtarilmis bolgelerde yerel yonetimlere gir-
mek seklinde 6zetlemektedirler.!!

Hareket, Suriye Tiirkmenlerinin sorunlarinin
¢oziimiine iliskin su sekilde bir bakis agisina
sahiptir. Suriye Tirkmenlerinin farkli sehir-
lerde yasiyor olmalar1 ve cografi biitiinliikle-
rinin olmamasi nedeniyle Suriye genelinde
yasanacak bir boliinme Suriye Tiirkmenleri-
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ne biyiik zarar verecektir diisiinmektedirler.
Dolayisiyla ilk hedeflerini Suriyenin birlik ve
biitiinligiinii korumak olarak gormektedirler.
Yeni Suriye’de vatandaslik esasina dayali yeni
bir sistem kurulmasi talep edilmekte, ulusla-
rarast kamuoyunun denetiminde 6zgiir seci-
min yapilmasini, diinya sartlarina uygun bir
anayasanin yazilmasini ve Suriye toplulugunu
olusturan gruplara hem kiiltiirel, hem siyasal
hem de vatandaslik haklarinin verilmesini is-
temektedirler.

Demokratik Tiirkmen Hareketi orgiitlenme-

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1.3. Suriye Tiirkmenleri Platformu

Suriye Tiirkmen Platformu fikri 2012 y1li i¢in-
de ortaya ¢ikmistir. {1k toplanti 42 katilimcr ile
gerceklesmis ve 5 kisilik bir komite olusturul-
mustur. {Ik hedef Tiirkiye ve diinya kamuo-
yunda Suriye Tirkmenleri konusunda kamu-
oyu olusturmak olmustur. Sivil bir inisiyatif
olarak ortaya ¢ikmustir. Tiirkmen Platformu
girisimi biinyesinde yillardir Tiirkiye'de yasa-
yan, is ve ticaret hayatinda nispeten iyi yerlere
gelmis Suriyeli Tiirkmenler yer almaktadir.

Bu girisimin hedefi Suriye icinden segilecek
delegeler yoluyla bir Meclis'in olusturulma-
s1 ve bu Meclis'in sececegi komitenin Suriye
Tirkmenleri adina konusacak, temsil gorevi
tistlenecek yapi olmasidir. Boylece partiler
istii bir yapilanma ile mevcut iki Tirkmen
partinin bu olusum icinde yer almas: is-
tenmektedir. Bu girisim Tiirkiye icinde sa-
hip oldugu siyasal etki ile Suriye Tirkmen
Platformu'nun diizenlenmesi icin Disisleri
Bakanligi'ndan destek almay1 basarmistir. Bu
cercevede Suriye Tiirkmenleri Platformu 1.
Toplantis1 15 Aralik 2012 tarihinde Disisle-
ri Bakanligi'nin evsahipligi ve Bagsbakanligin
destegi ile Istanbul'da diizenlenmistir.

Suriye Tirkmenleri Platformu bir Tirkmen
Meclis’i kurulmasini ve bunun partiler {sti
bir kurulus olmasini istemektedir. Suriye icin-
den 350 delegenin getirilmesi diisiiniilmekte-
dir. Bu delegelerin secimi ile 9 kisilik bir ko-
mite olusturulacaktir. Bu komite Suriye Tiirk-
menlerinin karar organi olacaktir.’® Platform
bunu Suriye Tiirkmen Kitlesi ve Demokratik
Tirkmen Hareketine alternatif ii¢lincii bir
parti olarak degil, ortak ¢alisacak partiler iistii
bir yapilanma olarak diistinmektedir. Bu karar
organi Suriye Tirkmenlerini her yerde temsil
edecek Suriye Tirkmenleri adina yiiritiilecek
her tiirlit miizakereyi yiiriitecektir.

Mersin Milletvekili Mehmet $andir, “Suriye
Tiirkmenleri Onursal Bagkan1” sifatiyla Plat-
formu desteklese de dogrudan yonetimde yer
almamaktadir. Platform girisimi biinyesinde

ve yonetiminde su isimler yer almaktadir:
Esat Arber, Muhammed Ali Bardak¢: (Hey-
sem Molla Ali), Mehmet Tiirkhan (Silo), Mu-
hammed Ceren, Mustafa Seyh Ahmet, Mu-
hammed Arap, Zeki Tirkmen.'®

Suriye Tirkmenlerinin temsilcisi olma, lider-
ligini Gistlenme cabasindaki ti¢ baslica grubun
yani sira bazi ufak capl siyasal ve sivil giri-
simler de s6z konusudur. Islahiye’de bulunan
ve Suriyeli Tiirkmenlerin yasadig1 kamplarda
ufak capli 6rgiitlenmeler olusmaya baslamis-
tir. Bu cercevede Islahiye’deki kampta yasayan
Tirkmenler “Suriye Tiirkmen Partisi” isimli
bir hareket kurduklarini agiklamistir. Bu olu-
sum Suriye Tirkmen Platformu Toplantisi
sirasinda aciklanan yeni ortak cephe iginde
yer alacagini agiklamistir. Bunun yani sira
yine Islahiye’deki kampta “Islam Birligi Parti-
si” ad1 altinda kiiciik bir olusum daha ortaya
cikmistir.”” Suriye icinde Lazkiye Vilayeti'nde
“Lazkiye Tirkmenler Birligi” ad1 altinda bir

Hatay sinirindan Lazkiye sehir merkezine ka-
dar yer alan kiy1 hatti rejimin kontroli altin-
dadir. Icerde kalan Bayir bolgesi ise muhalif-
lerin kontrolii altindadur.

Lazkiye Vilayeti'nin Bayir — Bucak bolgesi-
nin biiyiik bolimii Tirkmen birliklerin kont-
rolindedir. Nusayri koyler ile Tirkmen ve
Siinni Arap koyler arasinda bir ¢atigsma sinir
hatt1 olusmustur. Kapakli ve Gimam Tiirk-
men koylerinin olusturdugu bu sinir hattinda
karsilikli olarak nobet tutulmakta ve zaman
zaman catismalar yasanmaktadir. Tirkmen
koylerin ¢ogunda mubhaliflerin kontroli s6z
konusudur. Sadece sinir hattinin giineyinde
Burug ve Sulayip isimli Tirkmen koyleri re-
jimin kontroli altindadir. Bu koyler Nusayri
yerlesimleri ile ¢evrili oldugu ve muhaliflerin
kontroliindeki bolge ile cografi baglar: kesik
oldugu icin son derece riskli bir bolgede yer
almaktadirlar."

Lazkiye Vilayeti'nde Tirkmen askeri yapilan-
mas1 12 birlik ve bu birliklerin st yapilan-
masi olan “Tiirkmen Dagi Boliigii’nden olus-
maktadir. Lazkiye Vilayeti Tirkmen askeri
birliklerinin iist orgiitlenmesi olan Tiirkmen
Dagi Boliigii'niin komutani Albay Muham-
med Avad'dir. Muhammed Avad, Antalyada
gerceklesen toplant1 neticesinde Suriyeli as-
keri muhaliflerin olusturdugu Yiiksek Askeri
Konsey’de de 30 kisilik yonetim kademesinde

de yer almistir. Tiirkmen Dag1 Boligii'ne baglh

Halep merkezde Suriye ordusuna karsi ba-
sar1 ile miicadele eden Sultan Abdiilhamit
Birligi de Ali Besir’e bagh gruplardan biriydi.
Komutani Muhammed Siileyman tiim Tiirk-
menler tarafindan kabul gormiis bir askeri
liderken catisma sirasinda hayatini kaybet-

mistir. Silleyman’in 6liimiinden sonra Halep
merkezden kirsala ¢ekilmis ve Ali Besir'’e bagl
gruplardan ayrilmistir.

2.3. Humus Vilayeti Tiirkmen Askeri
Birlikleri

Humus Vilayetinde 43 Tiirkmen koyi bu-
lunmaktadir. Humus’taki mubhalif Tarkmen
askeri birlikleri kirsalda faaliyet gostermek-
tedir. Humus merkezde ¢ok sayida Tiirkmen
bulunmakla beraber Tiirkmenler Araplarla
birlikte rejime karsi savasmaktadir. Merkezde
sadece Tirkmenlere 6zel bir birlik yoktur an-
cak Humus merkezde Bab1 Amr, Bab el Siba,
Bab el Turkmen, El Var, El Karabis, El Haldi
gibi mahallelerde Tiirkmenler yerlesiktir ve
bu semtlerde miicadele veren birlikler icinde
¢ok sayida Tiirkmen, Stinni Araplarla birlikte
rejime kars1 savagsmaktadir.”*

Humus’ta Tirkmen askeri birlikleri birkag
farkli gruba ayrilmistir. Tarkmen birliklerin
merkezi Zara'dir. Humus’taki Turkmen askeri
birlikler su sekildedir:*

- Humus Kalkan1 (Ketibe Dira Humus):
Humus Askeri Meclisine baghdir ve maddi
destegini Meclis’ten almaktadur.

- Rahman Sehitleri (Suheda er Rahman):
Suudi Arabistan'dan destek almaktadir.

- Hak Sehitleri (Suheda el Hak): Katar ve Su-
udi Arabistan’'da yasayan Telkalaf’li isadamla-
r1 tarafindan desteklenmektedir.

- Fatih Sultan Mehmet: Suriye’nin en bii-
yik muhalif askeri birliklerinden EI Faruk
Tugayr'na baghdir.

- Zara’'min Ozgiir Askerleri: Liderligini Al-
bay Usame Kenan'in yaptigi birlik Nusayri
yerlesimleri ile gevrili Zara'da faaliyet goster-
mektedir.

- Alparslan: Tulluf, Kale, Semalil ve Kizhil
koylerinde faaliyet gostermektedir. Tugayin
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lideri Suriye ordusundan ayrilmis astsubay
Abdulmuti Kahiye'dir.

- Humus Tiirkmenleri: El Faruk Tugay1 biin-
yesinde miicadele vermektedir.

Bu birlikler disinda Humus kirsalinda sadece
Tiirkmenlere ait askeri birlik bulunmamakta-
dir. Ancak Kusayr, Nizariye, Causia, Burg Kai,
Tisnin, Hulaya, As Sabunin, Jibab el Zeyd gibi
Tirkmenlerin yasadig1 koy ve kasabalarda as-
keri birlikler icinde ¢ok sayida Tiirkmen asker
yer almaktadir..

2.4. Rakka Vilayeti Tiirkmen
Askeri Birlikleri

Rakka Vilayeti'ne bagh Tel Abayad ilgesi mer-
kezinde ve ona bagl koylerde Tiirkmen nii-
fusu yer almaktadir. Rakka'daki toplam Tiirk-
men niifusu 15 — 20 bin arasindadir. Rakka'da
da Tirkmenlerin olusturdugu bir tane aske-
ri birlik bulunmaktadir. Hakkin Nuru Birligi
(Enver ul Hak) isimli birlik Urfa iline bagh Ak-
cakale karsisinda yer alan Tel Abayad ilgesi ve
ona bagli Tiirkmen koylerinde faaliyet goster-
mektedir. Askeri birligin lideri Seyh Abdullah
Dede'dir. Enver ul Hak’kin yakin zaman 6nce
Ras el Ayn'da bir kolu agilmistir. Enver ul Hak
Birligi yakin zamana kadar Suriye Tiirkmen
Kitlesi ile birlikte hareke etmekle beraber son
donemde Ali Besir grubuna yakinlasma soz
konusudur.?

2.5. Sam Vilayeti Tiirkmen Askeri Birlikleri

Baskent Sam’'daki Tiirkmen askeri birlik 6rgiit-
lenmelerini Golan Tiirkmenleri olusturmak-
tadir. Bu birliklerin en 6nde geleni imam Za-
habi Birligidir. Birligin lideri Halit Bereket'tir.
Yakin zaman i¢inde adin1 “Tarkmen Sehitleri
Tugay1” olarak degistirmeyi planlamaktadir.
Sam’da ayn1 zamanda Imam Zahabi'ye bagh
olarak Tiirkmenlerden olusan 12 kisilik 6zel
harekat birligi bulunmaktadir. Bu birligin ba-
sinda da yine Golan Tiirkmeni Ebu Faruk yer
almaktadir. Sam'da Imam Zahabi disinda bi-
rinin adi Amr $ubat olan 3 Tiirkmen birligi
daha bulunmaktadir.””

2.6. Idlib Vilayeti Tiirkmen
Askeri Birlikleri

Idlib’'te Tiirkmenlerin askeri ve sivil érgiitlen-
meleri bulunmaktadir. Sivil kanadin liderligi-
ni Fadil Talip yiirtitiirken askeri birlikler sivil
kanat ile yakin iliski icindedir. Idlib Vilayeti
Tirkmen askeri birlikleri ise su sekildedir:*®

- Ricaiil Allahul Ahrar (Allahin Ozgiir
Adamlar): Birligin askeri lideri Munzir
Abdullah’tir. Halep’te miicadele veren Fatih'in
Torunlar1 Tugayi ile birlikte hareket etmekte-
dirler. Birlik'in Idlib’e bagh Hafsar Kéyii ve ci-
varinda, Halep’te Selahattin bolgesinde giic-
leri bulunmaktadir. Birlik daha 6nce Cisr es
Sukur’u kusatma harekati icinde yer almistir.

- Hananu Kalkani: Araplar’in Halit bin Ve-
lit Tugayrna bagh olarak faaliyet gosteren
Tiirkmenlerden teskil olmus bir askeri birlik-
tir. Yaklasik 80 kisiden olusmaktadir. Cisr es
Sukur’da etkilidir.

- QOgzgiir Tirkmenler: Idlib kokenli
Tiirkmenler’den olusan bu birlik Halep’te Se-
lahattin bolgesinde Arap tugaylarla beraber
rejime karsi miicadele vermektedir.

2.7. Hama Vilayeti Tiirkmen
Askeri Birlikleri

Hama'da tamamini Tiirkmenlerin olusturdu-
gu askeri birlik yer almamaktadir. Araplarin
olusturdugu askeri birlikler icinde ¢ok sayida
Tiirkmen asker yer almaktadir.”

2.8. Tartus Vilayeti Tiirkmen
Askeri Birlikleri

Tartus’ta Tirkmenlerin yasadig 6 koy bulun-
maktadir. Bunlar icinde El Mitras halk: reji-
me kars1 ayaklanmistir. Humus’taki Tarkmen
yerlesim birimi Zara'dan destek alan El Mit-
ras kendi bolgelerini korumak iizere bir askeri
birlik kurmustur.*
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Sonug

Suriye Tiirkmenleri sadece Tiirkiye icin degil
Suriye’nin demokratik gelecegi icin anahtar
halklardan birisidir. Suriye’nin gelecekteki yo-
netimi, barindirdig1 tiim etnik ve mezhepsel
gruplarla baris icinde ve bir arada yasanabi-
lecek bir iilke insa etmek istiyorsa Tiirkmen-
lerin varhigini kabul etmek ve diger halklarla
birlikte esit derecede siyasal temsil vermek
durumundadir. Suriye'de ilk demokratik gos-
terilerin baglamasindan bu yana otoriter uy-
gulamalarin karsisinda cesaretle direnen Su-

riye Tiirkmenleri iilkenin biitiinliigiinii savun-
ma konusunda diger hicbir topluluktan geri
kalmamaktadir. Suriye’de yeni bir donemin
baslamasinda oynadigi rol nedeniyle Tiirk-
menlere Suriye muhalefeti tarafindan da hak
ettigi yere ulasmasinda kolaylik saglanmalidur.
Esad yonetiminin baskisindan ve insan hak-
lar1 ihlallerinden bugiine kadar acilar ¢ekmis
olan Tiirkmenlerin; Siinni Araplar, Arap Ale-
viler, Hiristiyanlar, Kiirtler, Diirziler, Siiler ile
birlikte yeni Suriye siyasal ve toplumsal yasa-
minda esit bir aktor olarak yer almasi Suriye
ve bolge icin kritik 6nem arz etmektedir.
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1. SURIYE TURKMENI AVUKAT VE
ARASTIRMACI AL OZTURKMEN ILE
ROPORTAJ

ORSAM: Sayin Oztiirkmen éncelikle Suri-
ye Tiirkleri hakkinda genel bir bilgi verebi-
lir misiniz?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Suriye Tiirkmenlerinin
bugiin bilinen Suriye cografyasina gelis tarih-
leri 1060-1070’li yillar arasindadir. Selguklu
Doénemi'nde Oguz boylarinin bu topraklara
goc etmesiyle baglamistir. Selguklular, Selguk-
lu Devletini kurup yonetimi atabeylere birak-
masindan sonra Tiirkmenler bu cografyada
etkin bir rol oynamaya baglamistir. Ozellikle
Hacli Seferleri'nde ve Kudiis'iin fethi sirasinda
onemli faktor olmuslardir. Tirkmenlerin bu
topraklardaki varliklari, Selguklularla bagla-
y1p, Osmanli'nin Birinci Diinya Savasi sonucu
bu topraklar1 kaybetmesine kadar, 1000 yillik
bir tarihe dayanmaktadir. Daha sonra Fran-
siz mandasina birakilan topraklar, bugitinki
Ortadogu’yu olusturmaktadir; Suriye, Filistin,
Libnan ve Irak. Tirk unsuru bu toplumlari
olusturan gruplardan biridir.

ORSAM: Suriye Tiirkmenleri’nin su an ki
niifusu nedir? Genel olarak nerelerde ya-
samaktadirlar?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Yogunluk olarak Halep
vilayetinde yasamaktadirlar. Halep vilayeti-
nin sehir merkezinde ve yaklasik olarak 140
koylinde yasamaktadirlar. Bu koyler doguda
Celavlus sinirindan baslayip, Azez ve Afrin’e
dogru uzanir. Halep’ten sonra, Tiirklerin yo-
gun olarak yasadiklari ikinci il Humus'tur.
Humus’ta sehir merkezinde ve yaklasik 60
koyde Tirkler yasamaktadir. Tiirklerin yo-
gun olarak yasadigi diger bir il Lazkiye'dir.
Lazkiye'de “Bayir Bucak Tiirkmenleri” olarak
bilinmektedirler ve 70’ten fazla koyiimiiz var-
dir. Ayrica Sam’ “kutsal kent” kabul edip ora-
ya yerlesen ¢ok sayida Tiirkmen vardir. Sam’'in
kirsal kesiminde ise 4-5 Tiirkmen koyii vardir.
Golan Tepeleri'nin isgal edilmesinden sonra
burada bulunan yaklasik 20 tane Tiirkmen

Koyi'ndeki Tirkmenler Sam sehir merkezine
ve varoslarina gelmistir. Tiirkiye ile sinir olan
Rakka vilayetinde yaklasik 10, Hamada 10,
Idlip’te 5 ve Dara'da 5 Tiirkmen koéyii bulun-
maktadir. Tirkmenler Suriye’de ¢ok genis bir
cografyaya dagilmis durumdadir. Bu niifusa
ragmen Tirkmenlerin bugiin Suriye siyase-
tinde yer alamamalarinin nedeni yillardan
beri biiyiikk baski altinda yasamis olmalari-
dir. Fransiz mandas: doneminde baslayan ve
milliyetci Arap rejimlerinde, Baas rejiminde
siiren bu agir baskilar sonucu Tiirkmenler
Tiirk Diinyas’'ndan kopmus ve asimile olmus-
tur. Buglin Ortadoguda Tunus’tan baslayip
Suriye’ye kadar esen bu bagimsizlik riizgari
Tirkmenlere, Suriye’nin bu yeni olusumu ice-
risinde etkin bir rol oynama istegi uyandir-
mugtir.

ORSAM: Su an Suriye'deki halk hareketleri
icinde Tirkmenler de yer almakta midir?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Tiirkmenler bir orgiit-
lenme cergevesinde degil, bireysel olarak ha-
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reket etmektedir. Suriye Tiirkmenleri olarak
amacimiz, yeni olusumda haklarimizin ko-
runmasint saglamak ve Suriye’yi olusturan
ic ana unsurdan (Arap, Kiirt, Tiirkmen) biri
oldugumuzu kabul ettirmektir. Bugiinkii ve-
rilere gore Suriye’de yaklasik 3,5 milyon Tiirk-
men vardir. Suriye Tirkmenleri'nin %99u
Stnni, Halep’te bulunan az bir bélimi ise
Sii'dir. Bunlar Anadolu Alevileri'ndendir. Su-
riye Tirkmenleri genellikle Halep’te ge¢mis-
teki boy yapilarini korumaktadir. Asiret yapi-
sina sahiptirler. Diger Tiirkmen bolgelerinde
bunu goremeyiz.

ORSAM: En biyiikk Tiarkmen asiretleri
hangileridir?

Ali OZTURKMEN: En biyiigii Beydili
Boyudur. Digeri ilbeyli Boyu'dur. Her iki boy
da Halep’tedir. Sivas’tan gelmektedirler.

ORSAM: Suriye’deki Tiirkmen niifusu icin
3,5 milyon dediniz. Bu rakama dilini unut-
mus olan Tirkmenleri katiyor musunuz?
Eger katiyorsaniz dilini ve kimligini koru-
yan Tiirkmenlerin sayis1 nedir?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Dilini koruyan Tiirkmen
sayis1 yaklasik 1,5 milyondur. Bu da yaklasik
olarak %5’e tekabiil eder. Diger 1 milyon kisi
ise Tiirkgeyi unutmus ama kimligini kaybet-
memistir. Halep’te, Humus’ta dilini unutmus
ama Tirkmen kimligini bilen, koruyan Tiirk-
men ailesi vardir.

ORSAM: Suriye Tiirkmeni’nin kimliginin
yap1 tasi sizce nedir? Miisliimanlik mi1 daha
belirleyicidir, Tiirkmen olmak mi yoksa
Suriyeli olmak m1?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Yillarin getirdigi baski
nedeni ile cogu bolgelerde Islam kimligi 6n
plandadir. Tiirkligiin unutulmasi, Tirkmen-
lerin pasiflestirilmesinin sonucudur. Cogu
Tiirkmen, 6zellikle, i¢ bolgelerde ve kirsal ke-
simlerde yasayanlar, Tiirkmen'in ne anlama
geldigini bilmemektedir. Bu kendi kiiltiiriin-
den, tarihinden baski sonucu koparilmanin
sonucudur.

ORSAM: Suriyeli Tiirkmenlerin bir ¢at1 6r-
giitii var m1? Bildigim kadariyla partilesme
olmadi ama mesela bir derneginiz var m1?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Eski Baas rejiminde Su-
riye Tiirkmenlerine hicbir 6rgiitsel hak tanin-
mamistir. Ne bir dernek kurma ne de siyasi
hareket imkani bulabilmislerdir. Bazi bol-
gelerde Tirkmenlerin kendi dillerinde tiir-
kit soylemeleri bile yasaklanmistir. Boyle bir
rejimde Tirkmenler orgiitsel hayata gecme
imkani bulamamistir. Ama bu yeni olusum
icinde umut ediyoruz ki Tirkmenler siyasal
ve toplumsal bir hareket olarak haklarini sa-
vunabilecek duruma gelirler.

ORSAM: Tiirkmen kimligini savunacak bir
hareket icin taban oldugunu diisiinityor
musunuz?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Tiirkmen halki, 6zellik-
le aydin kesim biiyiik bir istek icerisindedir.
Boyle bir hareketi halk arzulamaktadir. Bu-
giine kadar olmamasi Suriye Tiirkmenlerinin
biiyiik bir boliimiiniin egitimsiz olmasindan
ve Baas propagandalarinin etkin olmasindan
kaynaklanmaktadir. Ayrica din faktorii yanlis
yansitilmistir. Dinin Gstiin kimlik olarak ta-
ninmast ve Tirkmen kimliginin asimile edil-
mesi en biiyiikk engellerden olmustur. Bu da
rejim tarafindan desteklenen din adamlarinin
yaptig1 propagandalarla saglanmistir. Benim
kanaatime gore Suriyeli Tiirkmenler bu ha-
reketin biiyiik arzusu icindedirler. Suriye'de
bugiinden sonra uygulanacak rejim, sivil de-
mokratik bir sistem olacaktir. Suriye’deki tiim
halklarin c¢ikarlarin1 gozetecek, modern ve
sivil bir demokrasi gerekmektedir. Bagka bir
sistem Suriye halklarinin ¢ikarlarini gozete-
meyecektir.

ORSAM: Suriye’de yasanan son ayaklan-
malarda Tiirkmenlerin pozisyonu nedir?
Ortak bir tavir sergiliyorlar mi1? Rejimi
destekleyenler bulunmakta midir?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Tiirkmenler yillardir
bu firsati beklemektedir. Tiirkmenler diinya
sartlar1 icinde bu rejimin daha uzun stirme-
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yecegini bilmektedir. Fakat ne yazik ki kendi
orgiitlenmelerini bu olaylardan 6nce gercek-
lestiremediler. Bunun da tek nedeni az 6nce
de soyledigim gibi yillarin getirdigi korku-
dur. Turkmenler muhalif hareketlere destek
vermektedir. Ornegin Humus Tiirkmenleri
mubhalif hareketlerde biiyiik rol oynamakta-
dir. Humus’ta 15’ten fazla sehit verdik. Ayrica
yuzlerce kayip ve tutuklu Tirkmen var. Liib-
nan sinirindaki iki Tirkmen koyii ayaklandik-
lar1 icin Baas ceteleri tarafindan bombalan-
mistir. Oralara ulasma imkanimiz olmadigt
icin tahmini rakamlar verebiliyorum. Bugiin
Suriye Tiirkmenler yaklasik olarak 100 kayip
vermistir. Sam ve Lazkiye'de 2 sehidimiz var.
Kayiplarimiz ve tutuklularimiz hakkinda eli-
mizde kesin bilgiler yoktur.

ORSAM: Bu tiir degisim donemlerinde
bir grubun siyasi bir hareketi olmasi ¢ok
onemlidir. Bu sayede yeni olusacak yapi-
da miimkiin oldugu kadar ¢cok paya sahip
olmak icin caba sarf edilebilir. Antalya’da
diizenlenmekte olan Suriyeli muhaliflerin
toplantisinda Tiirkmenlerin sesini duyur-
ma noktasinda bir eksikligi oldugunu dii-
siinityor musunuz, daha fazla neler yapila-
bilir?

Ali OZTURKMEN: En bityiik eksiklik Tiirk-
men hareketinin Orgiitlenmemis olmasidir.
Bu konuda ¢ok gec¢ kalindi. Ciinkii Suriye
Turkleri yillardir unutulmus dis Tiirklerdi.
1996'da Baas rejimi tarafindan yapilan katli-
amlar sonucu diinya giindemine gelebildik.
Ayrica Tirkmenlere baskilar sonucu orgiit-
lenme sans1 taninmamisken Kiirtler eski sis-
temden yararlanmistir. Orgiitsel alt yapila-
rin1 hazirlamistir ve bugiin imkanlar1 vardir.
Tirkmen hareketinin en kisa zamanda orgiit-
sel hale gelmesi gerekmektedir. Bunun igin
Suriye Tiirkleri Dernegi ve Suriye Insan Hak-
lar1 Dernegi kurulmasi ve bunlar da siyasal bir
partinin tabanini olusturacak sekilde faaliyet
gostermelidir.

ORSAM: Rejim degisikligi durumunda na-
s1l bir siyasi sistem 6ngorityorsunuz. Laik-

lik, federalizm tartismalarina nasil baki-
yorsunuz? Bunun yani sira Tiirkmenlerin
ne gibi talepleri vardir?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Oncelikle Suriye Tiirk-
menlerinin yeni anayasada Suriye halkinm
olusturan esas unsurlardan biri olarak yer
almasini bekliyoruz. Ayrica anadilde egitim
hakkinin ve diger sosyal haklarin verilmesini
istiyoruz. Bugiine kadar Arap fasizmi uygu-
lanmistir ve Tirkmenlere hicbir sosyal hak-
lar1 verilmemistir. Bu nedenle birgok Suriye
Tirkmen'’i kendi kimligini kaybetmistir. Bizim
amacimiz kimliklerini yeniden kazanmalarini
saglamaktir. Diger konulara gelince, Suriye'de
federatif yap1 olmasini beklemiyorum. Ciinki
Suriye insani icinde bulundugu olguyu ¢ok iyi
kavramig durumdadir. Higbir etnik yapi belirli
bir bolgede sinirlanmamuistir. Halk diger etnik
gruplarla i¢ icedir. Bu gruplardan bazilarinin
federatif yapida toplanmasi miimkiin degildir.
Cografik dagilim da bu olusuma elverisli de-
gildir. Ornegin Tiirkmenler Suriye’nin bircok
bolgesine dagilmis durumdadir. Bu Arap Ale-
viler, Hiristiyanlar ve Kiirtler icin de gecerli-
dir.

ORSAM: Ornegin Fransiz mandasi dénemin-
de bugiinkii Suriye topraklarinda s6z konusu
gruplara farkl siyasi yapilar olusturulmustu.
Boyle bir yap1 giiniimiizde miimkiin miidiir?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Bugiinkii olusum icinde
mimkiin degildir. Cumhuriyet déneminde
gruplar ¢cok dagilmistir. Bu sartlar altinda fe-
deratif yap1 olusmasi miimkiin degildir. Orne-
gin Kirtlerin ¢ogunlukla yasadiklar1 Haseke
vilayetindeki Kamigh. Kamigh sehir merke-
zi Kart agirlikhiyken kirsal Arap agirlikhdir.
Sehir merkezinin ayr1 tutulup kirsalin ayri
tutulmasi distintilemez. Kamigli’da Kiirtler,
Hiristiyanlar, Ermeniler ve Siiryaniler vardur.
Burayi federatif bir yapiya dontistiirmek dii-
stintilemez. Hem o gruplarin hem de Tirk-
menlerin hakkini1 koruyacak demokratik bir
merkezi yapinin daha uygun olacagini diistin-
mekteyim. Din agisindan ise Suriye halkinin
%15’ini Hiristiyanlar ve farkli mezheplerden

insanlar oldugu icin teokratik bir siyasal sis-
teme kesinlikle karstyim. Bu nedenle Suriye
icin en uygun sistemin sivil demokrasi olaca-
g1 kanaati icersindeyiz. Laiklik de bunun bir
parcasidir. Bugiin Suriye’de Seriati savunacak
¢ok az bir grup olacagini diistiniiyorum.

ORSAM: Suriye muhalefeti icinde ve An-
talya toplantisinda Miisliiman Kardesler
hareketinin roliinii nasil degerlendiriyor-
sunuz?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Ben ¢ok etkili olduklarini
diisinmityorum. Antalya toplantisina Miislii-
man Kardeslerden katilanlar, parti adina degil
sahislari adina katilmistir. Seriat propaganda-
st yapilmistir ama katilimeilar tarafindan ilgi
gormemistir. Laikligin suan tartisilacak bir
konu olmadigi, halk hareketlerinin basariya
ulasmas1 durumunda konusulmas: gerektigi
vurgulanmaistir.

ORSAM: Miisliiman Kardeslerin daha cok
Siinni Arap halk tarafindan desteklendi-
gini biliyoruz. Sizce Suriye’de Miisliiman
Kardeslerin gercek gii¢ kaynagi nedir?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Artik halk eski diisiin-
celeri tasimamaktadir. Suriyeliler kati dini
goriisii bir kenara birakti ve yenidiinya sartla-
rina uygun goriislere kavustu. Ben artik Miis-
liman Kardeslerin eski giiciinde olduguna
inanmiyorum.

ORSAM: Misliiman Kardeslerin olas1 bir
rejim degisikliginde 6n plana cikacagina
inanmiyorsunuz?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Suriye halkinin isyan
hareketi sivil ve bariscil bir harekettir. Hicbir
siyasi partinin giidiimiinde degildir. Bugtinki
siyasi olusumlarin tiimi bu hareketle paralel-
dir. Higbir olusum bu hareketin 6niine gec-
memektedir. Bunu Antalya toplantisinda ¢ok
acik gordiik. Bu Tirkmenler icin de, Kirtler
icin de Miisliman Kardesler icin de gecerlidir.

ORSAM: Tiirkmenlerin Suriye’deki diger
gruplarla iliskileri nasildir?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Biz tiim gruplarla iyi ilis-
kilere sahibiz. Tiim gruplar diger gruplarin ¢1-
karlarina olumlu sekilde bakmaktadir. Hepsi
bizim magdur oldugumuzun farkindadir ve
neden kendimizi bu kadar ge¢ tanittigimizi
sormaktadir. Muhalif gruplarin hepsi Tiirk-
menlerden olumlu s6z etmektedir ve ileride
haklarimizin korunacagini sdylemektedirler.

ORSAM: Mubhalif hareketin nasil sonuc-
lanacagim diisiiniiyorsunuz? Sizce Besar
Esad reformlar yapip devam mi etmeli mi
yoksa rejim degisikligi kacinilmaz midir?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Bugiin gelinen noktaya
bakarsak, rejim ve halk arasinda baris yolu-
nun kalmadigini goriiriiz. Su an Suriye'de
2000'den fazla insan olmistiir. Ayrica isim-
leri tespit edilmeyen bir¢ok insan olmistiir.
Humus’ta bariscil bir oturma eyleminde Su-
riye giivenlik giicleri tarafindan rastgele ates
acilmisti. 18 kisinin cesedi bizim arkadaglari-
miz tarafindan toplanmaistir. 50°den fazla ceset
ordu arabalarina atilarak gotiiriilmiistiir. Bir-
cok toplu mezar tespit edilmistir. Bircok bol-
geden cesetlerin verilmedigine dair haberler
gelmektedir. Lazkiye'de toplu mezarlar vardir.
Bu cesetler konteynirlara doldurulup denize
dokiilmektedir. Rejim yillardan beri gizledigi
yuzint desifre etmistir. Halki yonetecek bir
sistemin halktan yetki almasi gerekmektedir.

ORSAM: Besar Esad rejiminin reform ya-
pabilecegine inantyor musunuz?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Besar Esad’in rejimi ba-
basinin rejiminin uzantisidir. Halkin sevgisi
gostermeliktir. Sevgi baskiyla olmaz. Rejim
bugiine kadar halka makyaj yaparak yaklas-
t1. Bizim Tiirkmen olarak yeni donemde bir-
¢ok bagvurumuz oldu. Tiimiine kars1 gelindi,
basvuru yapan arkadaslarimiz fislendi. Siyasi
tutuklulara af getirilecegi soylendi. Ben de
onlardan birisiyim. Devletle ilgili olan tiim is-
lemlerde engellerle karsilasiyorum. Bu rejim
artik yasalligini kaybetmistir. Suriye halkinin
istekleri Suriye’de yeni bir rejimin gelmesiyle
karsilanabilir.
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ORSAM: Suriye rejimi mesrulugunu kay-
betti diyorsunuz fakat Tunus’tan farklh
olarak Suriye’de rejim biitiinliigiinii ko-
rumakta. Ordu, giivenlik birimleri bastir-
ma iradesi gostererek rejimin yaninda yer
alryor. Bu durumda rejim degisikligi nasil
gerceklesecek?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Suriye’nin verilerine ba-
karsak bugiin gelinen nokta i¢ savasa gitmek-
tedir. Rejim bu noktaya bizi bilerek getirmek-
tedir. Halk bugiine kadar direnmemistir. Ama
gidilen noktada direnecektir. Rejimin hala
ayakta olmasi, aile yapisinin iistiine kurulma-
sindan kaynaklanmaktadir. Bu ordu i¢in de
istihbarat icin de gecerlidir. Ordu icinde alt
kademedeki subaylarda i¢ catismalar oldugu
goriilmektedir. Bazi askerler halka silah dog-
rultmamaktadir. Bu askerlerin rejimin giiven-
lik birimleri tarafindan aninda infaz edildigi
ve teslim alinan asker cesetlerini tiimiinde is-
kence izleri oldugu goriilmektedir.

ORSAM: Yani rejimin kendi icinde ayril-
malar olacagimi savunuyorsunuz. Ulusla-
rarasli bir miidahale olabilir mi?

Ali OZTURKMEN: {leriki dénemlerde katli-
amlar artacaktir. Bu durumda halk daha giicli
bir hale gelecek ordu gii¢siizlesecektir. Ordu
artik farkli bolgelerden direk bilgi alamamak-
tadir. Kendi i¢indeki catlaklar1 duydukga yip-
ranacaktir. Suriye’ye yapilacak bir askeri mii-
dahaleyi savunmuyorum. Sadece rejim baski
altina alinmalidir.

ORSAM: Suriye’de rejimin yikilmasindan
sonra eli silahl1 grubun iilkeyi i¢ savasa go-
tiirmesi ihtimali var midir?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Bunun yansamasini is-
temiyoruz. Bazi gruplar refleks gosterebi-
lir. Boyle bir risk var. Suriye Ortadogu’da en
dikkat c¢eken, bazi politikalarin olusumunda
etkin rol oynayan bir iilkedir. Suriye'de olu-
sabilecek siyasi boslugu bazi teror gruplar
bahane edip eylemler yapabilirler. Suriye'de
Sabiha orgiitii var 6rnegin. Rejimin silahli ce-

teleri. Ama Sabiha orgiitii o kadar giiclii bir
orgiit degildir. Kaynag kesildigi anda kendi
icerisinde biter. Su an ki giicii rejim tarafin-
dan taninan imkanlar sayesindedir.

ORSAM: Tiirkiye’nin bu olaylar karsisin-
daki durusunu nasil degerlendiriyorsu-
nuz?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Suriye halki Tiirkiye'den
etkin bir rol beklemektedir. Bu hem Tiirk-
menler hem de diger gruplar icin gecerli. Ay-
rica Bati iilkelerine ve Iran’a karsi duyulma-
yan giiven Tiirkiye’ye kars1 duyulmakta. Sayin
Erdogan’in yaptig1 agiklamalar Suriye halkin
cok etkilemistir. Bazi bolgelerde yapilan halk
gosterilerinde Araplar tarafindan ¢ok sayida
Tiirk bayrag: asilmakta ve Tiirk¢e pankartlar
bulunmaktadir. Ama Tiirkiye su an yetersiz
tavir almaktadir. Suriye halki daha c¢ok des-
teklenmeli. Bizim yasadigimiz katliamlara
terciman olmalidir. Bizlerin yasadiklar: ulus-
lararasi kamuoyuna yansimamaktadir. Tarki-
ye bu olaylar1 diinya giindemine tagimalidir.
Biz Libya halkinin diistiigii duruma diismek
istemiyoruz.

ORSAM: Rejimin yikilmasi durumunda
halk arasinda bir i¢ savas yasanma ihtimali
var midir?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Suriye'de Hiristiyanlarla
Miislimanlar arasinda hi¢bir zaman cekis-
me olmamistir. Ama rejim yanlisi olan ailele-
re halk tarafindan tepkiler gelebilir. Diirziler
gecmiste rejime yakinlardi. Su an ise temkinli
yaklagmaktadirlar. Halk Suriye yonetimini Sii
bir yénetim olarak algilamaktadir. Iktidarin
tiim kaynaklarindan ve milli servetten en ¢ok
yaralanan grup Alevilerdir. Ama Diirzilerin
aydinlar1 halk hareketlerine destek vermekte-
dir ve degisimden yanadur. Yine Hiristiyan ay-
dinlar1 halk hareketini desteklemektedir. Ama
etkin rol oynamamaktadirlar. Kisaca rejimden
muzdarip olan gruplar daha etkindir.

ORSAM: Muhalifhareketler Sam ve Halep’e
cok etkin sekilde sicramamis durumdadir.
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Burada belirleyici olan Siinni Arap zengin
kesimin rejimi desteklemesi midir?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Halep ve Sam’in etkin
olmamasinin nedeni giivenligin daha fazla
olmasidir. Toplumsal harekette en biiyiik rol
oynayan yerler camilerdir. Oralarda halkin
toplanmasi i¢in bir imkan taninmamaistir.
Toplanmak yasaktir. Cuma namazlari ve se-
hitlerin cenaze namazlar1 halkin toplanmasi
icin ortam saglamaktadir. Baz1 din adamlar1
camide rahatca gorevlerini yapamadiklarini
sOylemistir. Bazi camilere girislerde kimlik
kontrolii yapilmaktadir. Camiler rejim yan-
lilartyla, Baas partililerle, giivenlik gorevlile-
riyle doldurulmaktadir. Halka hareket etme
imkan1 taninmamaktadir. Rejim bu iki biiyiik
kente agirligini koymustur.

ORSAM: iran’in rolii nedir?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Aldigimiz bazi haberler-
de Hizbullah'in halki bastirmak i¢in militan
gonderildigi soylenmektedir. Ayrica Suriye

giivelik gorevlilerine egitim verildigi, bilgi ak-
tarildig1 ve silah yardimi yapildig: soylenmek-
tedir.

ORSAM: Son olarak Tiirkmenler 6zelinde
Tiirkiye neler yapmalidir?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Biz Tiirkiye'den Suriye
Tiirkmen halkinin sesini diinyaya duyurmasi-
n1 istiyoruz. Ve ileriki déonemlerde Suriye'de
olusacak sistemde Tiirkmen haklarinin ko-
runmasina destek olunmasini istiyoruz. Su
ana kadar Tirkmenler icin hicbir sey yapil-
madi 3,5 milyon Tirkmen’in diinya kamu-
oyunda adi gegmemektedir. Bizim istegimiz
yeni olusumun ic¢inde var olup haklarimizi
korumaktir.

ORSAM: Tesekkiir ederiz.

ZiYAD HASAN iLE ROPORTA]J

(Roportaj gerceklestirildigi tarihte Ziyad Ha-
san Suriye Demokratik Tiirkmen Hareketi
Sozciisii gorevini yiiriitmekteydi.)

ORSAM: Oncelikle kisaca kendinizi tanitabi-
lir misiniz?

Ziyad HASAN: Ben Suriye’nin Halep sehrin-
den Ziyad Hasan. Halep Universitesi Insaat
Miihendisligi boéliimiinden mezun oldum.
Isim geregi Libya ve Irak’ta bulundum. 8 aydir
Istanbul'dayim ve burada Suriye Tiirkmenle-
rinin Esad rejimi sonrasi olusacak siyasi ya-
pida haklarini alabilmeleri icin gerek Suriye
mubhalefeti, gerek Tiirk makamlar1 nezdinde
girisimlerde bulunuyorum. Bu ugurda dava
arkadaslarimla birlikte kurdugumuz Suriye
Tiirkmen Toplulugu siyasi hareketinin s6zcii-
ligiind yapryorum.

ORSAM: Siz Haleplisiniz. Hem Halep mer-
kez hem de kirsalindaki siyasi, ekonomi ve
giivenlik durumu hakkinda bilgi verebilir
misiniz?

Ziyad HASAN: Siyasi duruma bakacak olur-
sak, Suriye’nin en icra noktalarina nifuz
eden Baas Partisi Halep sehrinin gerek mer-
kezinde gerekse kirsalinda her yere ulagmis
durumdadir. Ve su an bu partinin tiim sube-
leri birer istihbarat birimi gibi ¢calismaktadir.
Siyasetten fazla istihbarat isleriyle mesguldiir.
Halep’te en ciddi orgiitlenmeyi Kiirtlerde gor-
mekteyiz. 15’1 agkin Kiirt partisi var ve bunlar
cok ciddi gii¢ olusturmaktadir. Buna ilaveten
PKK teror orgiitiiniin biiyiik syaida sempati-
zanlar1 var ve bunlar su an bolgede ciddi bir
giice sahiptir.

Ekonomik olarak, Halep sehri Suriye ekono-
misinin lokomotifidir. Ancak ne yazik ki baba
Esad’in izlemis oldugu disa kapali ekonomik
politikadan agir darbeler alan sehir sanayi-
si ogul Esad doneminde ise kontrolsiiz disa

acilim ve {reticilere uygulanan yiiksek vergi
politikalar1 neticesinde ikinci darbeyi almig-
tir. Bundan dolay1 devrim baslamadan 6nce
tiretimi birakip ithal alanina gegen is adamu
sayist 50% oranindan fazlaydi. ithale dayal
olan bu ekonomik yapiya bir de son olaylar ve
ambargolar eklenince enflasyon ¢ok ciddi bir
sekilde tirmandi ve 10 ay dnce 48 Suriye Lira-
sina tekabiil eden 1 dolar, simdi kara borsada
80 liraya alinmaya baslandi. Benzin, mazot,
dogal gaz gibi temel ihtiyaclar bulunamiyor.
Biitiin trtinlerde %100’t asan fiyat artisi var.
Zaten fakir olan halk daha da fakirlesmis bir
durumdadir.

Giivenlik durumu ise, olaylarin basindan beri
Halep’te gtivenligi elinde tutan ve bu konuda
hic taviz vermeyen rejim gecen son ay zarfin-
da zaaf belirtileri gostermeye bagsladi. Kirsal
kesimde kontrolii devam ettirmek icin ordu
birliklerini kullanmaya bagladi. 2 haftadir Eta-
rib ilgesini vuran ordu, son iki giindiir Kilis'e
¢ok yakin olan Azaz1 da vurmaya baslad: ve
oradaki gosterileri bastirmak i¢in 7000 asker
yonlendirdi.
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Sehir merkezinde c¢ogalmaya baslayan gos-
teriler, 6zellikle Halep Universitesi ve Arap
asiretlerin yogunlukta oldugu bazi semtlerde
¢ok sikca goriinmeye baslandi. Ve ne yazik ki
Halep’te de 6lii sayis1 artmaya baglad.

PKK teror orgiitii Kiirt bolgelerinde ¢ok ba-
riz bir sekilde bas gostermeye basladi ve bazi
yerlerde yollara barikat kurulmaya basladi. Ve
son aldigimiz bilgilere gore, Esad bazi Tirk-
men asiret liderleriyle goriiserek, Halep kirsa-
linda artan olaylar1 bastirmak i¢in Tiirkmen-
leri silahlandirmak istedigini agiklamistir. Bu
teklifi reddeden liderlere baskilar devam et-
mektedir.

ORSAM: Halep bugiine kadar diger bolge-
lere nazaran daha sakin bir goriintii cizdi.
Bunun nedenleri nedir ve bundan sonra bu
durumun degisme ihtimali s6z konusu mu-
dur?

Ziyad HASAN: Halep’in yakin zamana kadar
olaylarin disinda kalmasinin nedenlerini su
sekilde siralayabiliriz:

- Sehirde farkli etnik ve dini guruplarin bu-
lunmasinin yarattigi giivensizlik,

- metropol hayat tarzinin getirmis oldugu in-
sanlar arasi iletisim sikintisi (gosterilerin en
yogun oldugu yerlerin asiret bolgeleri ve kir-
sal kesim ve tiniversite olmas1 bunun goster-
gesidir),

- rejimin uyguladig1 cok siki ve acimasiz gii-
venlik tedbirleri,

- farkli gerekgelerle 6nemli sayida rejim taraf-
tarinin olmasi.

Ancak son ay zarfinda gelisen olaylara baki-
lirsa ve iceriden aldigimiz bilgilere gore tansi-
yon gittikce yiikseliyor ve olaylar Halep’te de
geri doniilmez bir noktaya dogru ilerliyor.

ORSAM: Halep’te bircok etnik ve mezhep-
sel grup bulunmaktadir. Bu gruplarin Su-
riye ayaklanmasinda aldiklar1 pozisyonu
kisaca anlatabilir misiniz?

Ziyad HASAN: Halep sehrinde yasayan gu-
ruplari su sekilde siralayabiliriz: Araplar, Hi-
ristiyanlar, Tiirkmenler, Kiirtler ve Ermeniler.

Siinni Araplar, farkli sehirlerde ayaklanma-
y1 baglatan gruplar olmasina ve 6n saflarda
olmasina ragmen Halep’te hareketlenmeleri
cok gec baslamistir. Daha ¢ok kirsal kesimle
sinirl kalmiglardir.

Hiristiyanlar ve Ermeniler, islami bir yoneti-
min gelmesinden korkmaktadir. Bu gruplar
Suriye genelinde rejimi destekliyor veya taraf-
s1z kaliyor.

Tirkmenlerin biiyiik bir ¢ogunlugu ayaklan-
may1 desteklemektedir. Ozellikle Hama, Ha-
lep kirsali, Humus ve Sam Tiirkmenleri. Bir
kisim Tiirkmen de farkli nedenlerle tarafsiz
kalmayi tercih ediyor.

Kiirtlerin ayaklanmaya katilimi ¢ok lokal ve
etkisizdir.

ORSAM: Halep halkinin genelinin Suri-
ye sorununun ¢oziimii acisindan nasil bir
yolu tercih ettigini diisiinityorsunuz? As-
keri miidahale, giivenli bolge olusumu gibi
seceneklere nasil yaklagsmaktadir? Kokten
bir degisim mi yoksa uzlastya dayal bir ¢o-
ziim mii arzulanmaktadir?

Ziyad HASAN: Ayaklanmanin basladig:
giinden bu yana Halep sehrinde ¢ok ciddi fikir
ayriliklari olustu. Bu ayriligi su sekilde 6zetle-
yebilirim:

1- Halkin %70’i ayaklanmay1 destekliyor. Fa-
kat daha once anlattigim sebeplerden dolay:
bu ana kadar yalniz %30'u ayaklanmis durum-
da. Kirsal kesim ve sehrin bazi asiret semtleri
ve bu gurubun biiyiik bir kismi askeri miida-
hale dahil kokten ¢oziimden yanadir. Geri ka-
lan %50’lik kisim ise her herhangi bir giivenlik
zaaf1 yasandiginda sokaklara dokiilmeye hazir
durumdadir. Céziim konusunda daha tem-
kinli davraniyor ve giivenlik bolgesi olustur-
maktan yanadirlar.
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2- Halkin %30’u farkli nedenlerle Esad des-
tekliyor ve bunlarin bir kismi ulusal meclis
disindaki bazi muhaliflerle uzlasiyr destek-
lerken, digerleri meseleyi askeri yontemlerle
bitirmekten yanadir.

ORSAM: Suriye Tiirkmenlerinin bu ayak-
lanma siireci neticesinde beklentileri ne-
lerdir, su ana kadar Suriye muhalefeti icin-
de beklediklerini elde edebildi mi Tiirk-
menler?

Ziyad HASAN: 60 seneye askin zulim ve
asimilasyon politikalarina maruz kalan Suriye
Tiirkmenlerinin devrim sonrasi beklentilerini
su sekilde ozetleyebiliriz:

- Siyasi ve anayasal reformlarin gerceklestiril-
mesi, ¢ok partili sisteme gecilmesi,

- yeni anayasa ¢alismalarina Tiirkmenlerin de
katilmasi,

- Tiirkmen halkinin Suriye anayasasinda asli
bir unsur olarak taninmasi,

- Tirkge’'nin,Tirkmenlerin yogunlukla yasa-
dig1 bolgelerde resmi dil olarak taninmasi,

- devlet okullarinda Tiirk¢enin 6gretilmesi ve
anadilde egitimin 6niindeki yasal engellerin
kaldirilmast,

- yerel yonetimlerin giiclendirilmesi ve yetki
alanlarinin arttirilmasi,

- Suriye halkinin ve Tiirkmenlerin ekonomik
sartlarini gelistirmek {izere siirdiiriilebilir bir
ekonomik kalkinma siirecinin temellerinin
atilmasi.

Ayaklanmaya ¢ok ciddi destek veren Suriye
Tirkmenleri ne yazik ki bugiine kadar mu-
halefet nezdinde yapmis olduklar: biitiin bas-
vuru ve ¢abalara ragmen halen diglanmis bir
durumdadir. Farkli guruplardan temsilcileri
barindiran Suriye Ulusal Konseyi'nde su ana
kadar hi¢ bir Tirkmen temsilci bulunma-

maktadir. Tiirkmenlerin anayurdu Tirkiye'de
kurulan Suriye Ulusal Konseyi ne yazik ki
anavatanin gozleri ontinde Tiirkmenleri dis-
lamaktadir.

ORSAM: Sizin ve genel olarak Suriye Tiirk-
menlerinin orgiitlenme cabalar1 hakkinda
bilgi verebilir misiniz?

Ziyad HASAN: Ayaklanma 6ncesinde kadar
hi¢bir Tirkmen orgiitimiiz yoktu. Bu yondeki
cabalarimiz ayaklanmadan sonra baglad, sim-
di ¢alismalarini siirdiiren 3 siyasi gurubumuz
var ve bunlarin birisi sézciiligiinii yaptigim ve
Suriye’nin tiim Tirkmen boélgelerinden tem-
silcileri olan Suriye Tiirkmen Toplulugudur.
Ayr1 guruplar halinde ¢alismanin Tiirkmen-
lere ¢ok zararli oldugunu gordiigiimiiz igin
simdi diger guruplarla goriisiiyoruz ve ¢ok
yakin zamanda ortak hedefler cercevesinde
beraber hareket etmeyi planliyoruz.

ORSAM: Son olarak Tiirkiye’nin uygula-
makta oldugu Suriye politikas1 hakkin-
da ne diisiinityorsunuz? Bu kapsamda
Tiirkiye’nin Suriye Tiirkmenlerine destegi
konusunda neler soyleyebilirsiniz?

Ziyad HASAN: Tiirkiye olaylarin basindan
beri dengeli bir politika izledi. Once Suriye
yonetimiyle goriiserek reformlarin gergek-
lestirilmesi yoniinde baskilar yapan Tirkiye,
diger yandan kendisine siginan Suriyelilere
kucak acti. Bu Tiirkiye acisindan ¢ok dogru
ve yerinde bir davranistl. Ayni siirecte Suriye
muhalefetinin Tiirkiye'de organize olmasina
miisaade etmesi, Suriye Ulusal Konseyinin
Istanbul'da kurulmastyla sonucglandi. Bu da
Suriye’nin geleceginde soz sahibi olacagl an-
lamini tasiyor.

Biz Tirkmenlere gelince; simdiye kadar ge-
lisen biitlin siyasi siireglerin disinda kaldik
,bunda hem biz Tiirkmenlerin 6rgiitsiiz olusu
hem de Tiirkiye'nin ilgisizligi biiytik rol oyna-
di. Ve eger Tirkiye’'nin bize karsi olan tutumu
bu sekilde devam ederse siirecin tamamen di-
sinda kalmaya mahkumuz. Bu nedenle Suriye
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Tirkmenlerinin Tiirkiye’ye mesaji sudur: Su-
riye Tirkmenlerini desteklemek Tiirkiye'nin
hem siyasi hem milli hem de tarihi bir gore-
vidir. Bu gorevi yerine getirmemek tarihin af-
fetmeyecegi bir hata olacaktur.

ORSAM: Sayin Hasan cok tesekkiir ederiz.

Bekir ATACAN: Ben Bekir Atacan.
Suriye’nin Bayir Bucak Tiirkmenlerindenim.
32 yildir Tiirkiye'de yasiyorum. Tiirk vatan-
dastyim. Son zamanlarda kurulan siyasi 6rgiit
ve partilerde gorev aldim. Suriye Tiirkmen
Kitlesinin hem kurucu tiyesiyim hem de ilk
genel kurul bagkaniyim. Kitleyi biiytitmek
istedik ancak basarili olmayinca istifa ettim.
Tirkiye'nin de destegiyle Suriye Demokratik
Tirkmen Hareketi'ni kurduk. Hareket'in de
hem kurucu tiyesiyim hem de Genel Bagkan
Yardimcisiydim. Sonrasinda ise Tiirkiye'de
Suriye Tirkmenleri adina genis yelpazeye
sahip bir siyasi parti kurulmasini istedigimiz
icin bir grup arkadasimla Hareket’'ten istifa
ettik. Bunun gerceklestirilebilmesi i¢in zemin
hazirlig1 yapiyoruz. Umuyorum ki Ocak ayina
kadar cekirdek kadromuz olusmus olacaktir.
Suriye’de muhalefet gruplarinin tamaminin
parti kurmasi imkansizdi. En ¢ok baski go-
ren grup Tirkmenlerdi. Cinkii daginik se-
kilde yastyorlardi. Ama son zamanlarda hem
Tirkiye'nin destegiyle hem de muhalefetin
giiclenmesiyle birlikte aktif sekilde siyasi ya-
samimiz devam etmekte. Amacimiz yeni bir
yapilanmaya gitmek. Bu yapilanma siyasi
parti olmali. Birinci amaci Suriye'deki Tiirk-
menlerin haklarin1 savunmak, sonrasinda ise
Suriye ve Tiirkiye arasinda bir baris kopriisii
vazifesi iistlenmek. Onemli bir diger amag
ise Suriye’de bulunan tiim azinlik gruplari ve
diger kesimlerle dostane iligkiler kurulma-
sin1 saglamak. Bu sayede Suriye'nin gelecegi
icin barisqil bir sistemin benimsenmesinde
rol oynayacagimiza inaniyorum. Bu da ancak
Tirkiye'nin bizi desteklemesi ile miumkin
olacaktir. Bizim Suriye’de biitiin kesimlerle
iyi iliskilerimiz var ancak gii¢siiziiz. Bir Tiirk-
men bir Nusayri'yle, bir Arap’la, bir Kiirt'le
cok iyidir. Tium kesimlerle icli dish yasiyoruz.

Daginik sekilde yasadigimiz icin birimizin
komsusu Arap, digerimizin Kiirt bir digerinin
Hiristiyan. Atalarimizdan kalan bariscil 6zel-
ligimiz sayesinde iyi miinasebetler gelistirdik.
Simdi bunlar1 degerlendirme zamani. Bu du-
rum hem Suriye halkinin hem de Tiirkiye’nin
lehine olacaktir. Bunun igin biiyiik ¢aba har-
canmasl ve Tiirkiye'nin bize destek vermesi
gerekiyor.

ORSAM: Suriye’deki Tiirkmen siyasal ha-
reketini gecmisten giiniimiize 6zetleyebilir
misiniz?

Bekir ATACAN: Suriye'de devrim basla-
diginda, bundan 20 ay oOnce Suriye Ulusal
Konseyi kuruldu ve Tiirkmenlere hic yer ve-
rilmedi. Bunun iizerine bizim de Konsey'de
olmamiz gerektigini ve diger kesimler gibi
kendi haklarimiz adina konusmamiz gerek-
tigini diistindiik. Bunun tizerine goriismeler
yapmaya basladik. Bize oncelikle Tiirkmenle-
re ait bir orgiitiin olup olmadigini sordular. O
tarihte bir 6rgiitiimiiz yoktu. Ben kendi im-
kanlarimi kullanarak Tiirkiye'de bulunan 180
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Suriyeli Tirkmeni bayram miinasebetiyle bir
yemekte bir araya getirdim. Bu yemekte mut-
laka orgiitlenmemiz gerektigini ve bu sadece
haklarimizi  savunabilecegimizi konustuk.
Bunun tizerine bir araya gelip Suriye Tiirk-
menler Birligi adiyla bir dernek ¢alismasi yap-
tik. Sonrasinda bu dernegi 2011 yilinin Kasim
ayinda bir siyasi harekete dontistiirdiik. Adini
da Suriye Milli Kitle Partisi olarak belirledik.
Ben bu kitlenin kurucusu ve genel baskaniy-
dim. Bu ¢at1 altinda az da olsa bir yol kat ettik.
Ancak zaman icinde gordiik ki ¢calismalar bir
kisir dongii icinde. Bu nedenle oradan istifa
edip Tiirkiye'nin de destegiyle Suriye Demok-
ratik Tirkmen Hareketi'nin kurulmasina 6n-
ciiliik ettik. O patinin de kurucusu ve genel
baskan yardimcistydim. Demokratik Tiirk-
men Hareketi ¢atisi altinda ve Tiirkiye saye-
sinde Suriye Ulusal Konseyi'nde temsil edil-
meye baglandik. Ulusal Meclis bizden 16 iiye
aldi. Ayni zamanda diger azinliklara verilecek
bazi haklarin bize de verilmesini sagladik.
Demokratik Tiirkmen Hareketi, Suriye Milli
Kitle Partisi'ne gore daha genis capli calisma-
lar yiiriitiiyor olsa da kadrosu ve ¢alismalari
yetersizdi. Biz bu kadrodan Lazkiye, Humus,
Halep ve Tarsus Tiirkmenlerinden bir grup
istifa ederek yeni bir partinin kurulmasini sa-
vunduk. Suriye Tiirkmen Kitlesi, Islam Parti-
si ad1 altinda bir partimiz daha vardi, biitiin
bunlar1 lagvedip yeni bir yapilanmaya gidil-
mesi ve tek bir ¢at1 altinda toplanmasina karar
verildi. Ocak ayinda bir kurultay diizenleme-
yi diislintiyoruz. Bu kurultayda yeni partinin
kurulmasi karar1 alinacak. Su an icin isim belli
degildir. Ancak biiyiik ihtimalle “Tiirkmen” ve
“Demokrasi” kelimeleri kullanilacaktir.

ORSAM: Esat sonrasi icin Suriye Tiirk-
menleri olarak talepleriniz neler? Nasil bir
Suriye gormek istiyorsunuz?

Bekir ATACAN: Tiirkmenler Suriye’nin her
sehrinde her kasabasinda 1000 yildan beri
var. Biz Suriye’de varligimizi devam ettirmek
ve yeniden insasinda yer almak istiyoruz.
Suriye'de tek cat1 altinda devam etmek istiyo-
ruz. Elbette bazi kiiltiirel hak isteklerimiz ola-

cak. Dernek toplantilarinin yapilmasi, kendi
dilimizi konusabilmek, kendi kiiltirtimizi
yayabilmek gibi isteklerimiz var. Ama asla ba-
gimsizlik ya da federal bir yapi istegimiz yok.
Suriye’nin tiniter yapisini destekliyor; toprak
ve siyasi buitiinligiinii savunuyoruz.

ORSAM: Suriye’deki genel durum nedir?
Rejimin gelecegi icin neler sodyleyebilirsi-
niz?

Bekir ATACAN: Bir diktatorligiin bir giinde
yok olmasi miimkiin degil. Hele ki Suriye’'de
Baas diktatorliigii 1963 yilindan beri devam
etmektedir. Catismalar 21 aydir devam et-
mekte. Biz ¢atismalarin bir siire daha devam
edecegini diisiintiyoruz. Halep diistii, Sam ise
su an kusatma altinda. Sam da diistigtinde,
daha once Irak’ta ve yakin zamanda Libya'da
oldugu gibi, Devlet Baskanlar1 dogduklar:
yerlere cekilecektir. Muhtemelen orada da
catismalar siirecek. Besar Esad, Lazkiye'de
yer alan Kirdaha'da dogmustur. Catigsmalar o
topraklara kayacak. Sonug olarak ise federal
bir yapiya gidilecegini distiniyorum. Eger
yakin zamanda olmazsa bile gelecekte fede-
ral yap1 kurulacaktir. Rusyanin istegi Nusay-
ri Devleti'nin kurulmasidir. Bu sayede Rusya
kendi ¢ikarlarini korumaya devam edecektir.
Bu sinirlar i¢inde kalacak yaklasik olarak 600
bin Tiirkmen yasamaktadir. Bu toplam Tiirk-
men niifusunun yaklasik dortte birine denk
gelmektedir. Bu durum bizler i¢in kabul edi-
lebilecek bir sey degildir. Bunun olmamasi
adina elimizden geleni yapacagiz.

ORSAM: Ulkede federallesmeye gidilirse
Tirkmenler catismalarin ortasinda kalabilir
ve biiyiik sikintilar yasayabilir...

Bekir ATACAN: Aynen. Tiirkmenler 1000
yildan beri oradalar ama hep geri planda kal-
mislar. Lazkiye'nin ilk sehidi Tiirkmenlerdir.
Suriye basininin iddiasi Devrimi Tiirkmenle-
rin baslattig1 yoniinde olmustur. Ancak maa-
lesef ne Tiirkiye'de ne de diinyada bizden bah-
sedilmemistir. Ctinkdi biz bugtine kadar 6nce
“Suriyeliyiz” dedik. Biz kendimizi Suriye’nin
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parcasi, Suriye’nin vatandasi olarak gordiik.
On planda olmasak bile devrimin her adimin-
da biz de vardik. En fazla sehit veren toplum
Tikmenlerdir. Bab-1 Amr'in %80-901 Tiirk-
mendir. Su an da katliam yapilan illerin ve il-
celerin ¢ogunda Tiirkmenler vardir. Biz 6nce
Suriyeli sonra Tiirkmeniz. Ama diger azinlik-
lar 6nce mensup olduklar1 azinhg: soéyliiyor
sonra Suriye diyorlar. Onlarla aramizdaki fark
budur. Biz 1000 yildan fazladir bu toprak-
larda yasayan asli unsurlariz. Zaten Ulusal
Konsey’den talep ettigimiz konulardan biri de
asli unsur olarak kabul edilmemizdir. Umariz
ki bu anayasaya girer.

ORSAM: Suriye Tiirkmenlerinin zayif ol-
duklar1 noktalar neler?

Bekir ATACAN: Zayifhigimizin iki nedeni
vardir. Orgiitlenemememiz ve daginik halde
yastyor olmamiz. Kiirtlerin, Siiryanilerin, Hi-
ristiyanlarin, Cerkeslerin, Nusayrilerin, Diir-
zilerin bolgeleri belli ancak bizim bodlgemiz
belli degil. Suriye’nin her karisinda variz. 4

milyon Tiirkmen Suriye topraklarina yayilmis
durumda. Ciinkii o bolge bizlerin atalarindan
kalma. O topraklar bir zamanlar Selguklu’ya,
Osmanlr'ya aitti.

ORSAM: Son olarak Tiirkiye’'nin Suriye
Tiirkmenlerine ve Suriye’ye yonelik poli-
tikas1 hakkinda neler diisiiniiyorsunuz?
Beklentileriniz nelerdir?

Bekir ATACAN: Hem Suriye'deki halklar
arasinda hem de Suriye ve Tiirkiye arasinda
bir koprii oldugumuza inaniyoruz. Bu ne-
denle Suriye'de baris elgisi olmak istiyoruz.
Tiirkiye'den beklentimiz bunu saglayabilmek
ve daha orgiitlii hale gelebilmek icin bize des-
tek vermesidir.

ORSAM: Tesekkiirler.

ORSAM: Oncelikle kisaca kendinizi tanitir
misiniz?

Yusuf MAHLI: Ben Yusuf Mahli. Aslen Ha-
lepliyim. Uzun zamandir Istanbul'da yastyo-
rum. Istanbul Universitesi'nde yiiksek lisans
yapiyorum. Yaklasik 1 yildir Istanbul merkezli
Suriye Ulusal Konseyi Ofisinde Genel Sekre-
ter Koordinasyonunu yiiriitityorum. Ayni za-
manda Konsey Meclisi'nin iiyesiyim.

ORSAM: Ulusal Konsey olarak uzun za-
mandir faaliyet gosteriyorsunuz. Simdi
Katar’da Suriye Ulusal Koalisyonu adiy-
la yeni bir olusuma gidildi. Suriye Ulusal
Konseyi yeni olusum icinde grup olarak
yer aldi. Koalisyonun kurulmasi Konsey
icin ne anlam ifade ediyor? Konsey koalis-
yonun icinde blok olarak kalmaya devam
edecek mi?

Yusuf MAHLI: Suriye Ulusal Konseyi'nin
omrii yaklasik 1 sene 2 ay. Konsey Suriye dev-
rimine ciddi anlamda katk: saglamistir. Ulus-
lararas: arenada Suriye siyasetini ytrtatmis-
tiir. Konsey her zaman Suriye halkinin tem-
silcisi oldugunu vurgulamistir ve Suriye hal-
kinin mesru temsilcisi de Konseydir. Ancak
Konsey kendi i¢cinde uyumlu calisgamamuistir.
Eksiklikleri, sorunlar1 vardir. Ancak bunun
nedeni uluslararasi kamuoyu tarafindan ve-
rilen sozlerin yerine getirilmemis olmasidir.
Uluslararasi kamuoyu sadece sozle yetinmis,
icraata ge¢cmemistir. Konsey'e fiili destek gel-
memistir.

Boliinmiisliikle ve farkli gruplari temsil etme-
mekle suclanan Konsey yeni yapilanma ve ge-
nislemeye gitmistir. Su an mevcut iiye sayisini
250'den 400 gikarmistir. Farkli gruplardan;
devrimci hareketleri, koordinasyon komitele-
ri, yeni siyasi parti ve olusumlar dahil edildi.
Uluslararast kamuoyunun gerekgesi her za-

man “Suriye Ulusal Konseyi Suriye halkinin
tamamini temsil etmiyor” idi. Bu argiimani
ortadan kaldirmak icin yeni bir olusuma gi-
dildi. Konsey bu yeni olusumu reddetmedi ve
onunla isbirligine gitti. Yeni olusum 6nce plan
olarak sunuldu. Suriyeli muhalif Riyad Seyif
tarafindan one siiriildiigii icin onun adiyla Ri-
yad Seyif Plani olarak kabul edildi. Seyif bas-
ta baskan olarak diistiniilityordu. Daha sonra
kendisi oziir dileyerek saglik nedenlerinden
dolay1 bu gorevi yiirtitemeyecegini ifade etti.
Bunun iizerine yeni Koalisyon Bagkani'nin
secimle belirlenmesine karar verildi. Se¢cim-
ler neticesinde Muaz el Hatip Bagkan olarak
secildi. Olusan Koalisyon icerisinde Suriye
Ulusal Konseyi %40 oran ile temsil edilecekti.
Konsey bunu kabul etmedi ve daha fazla kota
istedi. Ciinkii Konsey Suriye siyasetinde ciddi
anlamda deneyim kazanmustir. Uluslararasi
iliskilerde bu deneyimlerden faydalanmayi ve
bunu Koalisyon biinyesine tasimay1 diisiinii-
yor. Su an Konsey ve Koalisyon arasindaki ilis-
ki netlik kazanmis durumda degil. Kahire'de
yapilan son toplantilarda kotanin arttirilma-
s1 konusuldu. Konsey kendi biinyesini koru-
maktadir ve bu sekilde de devam edecektir.
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ORSAM: Suriye Ulusal Konseyi’nin ken-
disi zaten bir ittifak. Esasinda siki sikiya
bagl bir ittifak da degildi. Zaman zaman
kopmalar, ayrilmalar yasaniyordu. Zaten
kirilgan bir yapiya sahipken daha genis
capli bir muhalif cati1 altina girildiginde
Konsey’in biitiinliigiiniic koruma ihtimali
var midir?

Yusuf MAHLI: Aslinda Koalisyon'un olus-
masi, Suriye Ulusal Konseyi'nin kendi iginde-
ki sorunlar1 ortadan kaldirip kenetlenmesini
saglamistir. Konsey, Koalisyon icindeki yapi-
sin1 giiclii bir sekilde korudugu ve birlik icin-
de hareket ettigi takdirde, Koalisyonu yonet-
me kabiliyetini kazanabilir. Konsey icerisinde
disiiniilen budur. Ben bunun basarilacagina
inaniyorum. Ulusal Konsey ile Koalisyon ara-
sindaki iliski heniiz netlik kazanmis durumda
degil. Hala tartismalar devam ediyor. lk asa-
mada 63 kisilik Koalisyon Meclisi icinde Kon-
sey 22 sandalyeye sahipti. 63 sayis1 70’e yiik-
seldi ve artmaya devam edecektir. Konsey’in
Koalisyon i¢inde sandalye sayisinin en az %50
olmasi yoniinde bir talebi vardir. Bu konudaki
pazarliklara devam ediliyor.

ORSAM: Siz koalisyonun olusum siirecin-
de Katar’daydimiz, dolayisiyla her iki yapiy:
da yakindan tamiyorsunuz. Suriye Ulusal
Konseyi'nde olmayip da Koalisyon biinye-
sinde var olan nedir? Ayrica Koalisyon’un
olusum siireci hakkinda biraz bilgi verebi-
lir misiniz?

Yusuf MAHLI: Edindigim bilgilere gore Ko-
alisyon plani1 Konsey’in katar toplantisindan
iki hafta 6nce ortaya atildi. Diinya medyasin-
da genis capta yer buldu ama o ona ragmen
Konsey’'in kendi toplantilar1 devam etti ve
genislemeye gitti. Yeni genisletilmis Konsey,
Suriye’nin tiim mozaigini iceriyordu ancak
Konsey’e yoneltilen daginiklik, boliinmiislitk
gibi elestiriler nedeniyle uluslararasi kamuoyu
yine tatmin olmamusti. Bu nedenle Suriye mu-
halefeti icinde yer alan ancak Konsey’ye katil-
may1 reddeden bazi figiirler ve siyasi gruplari
yeni bir cat1 altinda toparlama plani ortaya

atildi. Zaten toplantidan 6nce “Riyad Seyif
Plan1” olarak medyaya yansidi. Koalisyon'a
dahil olan yeni isimler arasinda rejimden ay-
rilmus etkili kisiler var. Eski Bakan, eski Bakan
yardimcilari, mahalli meclis tiyeleri, yazarlar
birligi temsilcisi is adamlar1 forumu, bagimsiz
ve mubhalif kisiler dahil edilmis durumdadr.

ORSAM: Azinliklarin temsili noktasinda
durum nedir?

Yusuf MAHLI: Koalisyon'a azinlik olarak
gruplar dahil edilmiyor. Ama Suriye'de ya-
sayan gruplarin temsili olarak bulunmasi
arzulaniyor. Tirkmenler, Kiirtler, Asuriler,
Aleviler, siyasi gruplar ve ulusal figiirler ola-
rak dahil olmustur. Bunun yani sira Diirzi-
lerin temsilcisi mahalli meclis tiyesi olarak
dahil edilmistir. Hiristiyanlar, Suriye Ulusal
Konseyi'nden dahil edilmistir. Yani Koalisyon
etnik yap1 tizerine kurulmamaistir.

ORSAM: Siz ayn1 zamanda Suriye Tiirkme-
nisiniz. Tiirkmenler konusunda da 6nem-
li gelismeler yasaniyor. Yakin zaman 6nce
Istanbul’da Suriye Tiirkmen Platformu dii-
zenlendi ve Meclis Baskani Cemil Cicek ile
Disisleri Bakan1 Ahmet Davutoglu da Plat-
forma katilarak konusma gerceklestirdiler.
Bu cercevede Suriye Tiirkmen siyasetinin
mevcut durumu hakkinda neler soyleyebi-
lirsiniz?

Yusuf MAHLI: Devrim basladigindan beri
Tirkmenler tamamen oOrgiitstiz bir yapi ice-
risinde ve zayif bir konumdaydi. Istanbul'da
diizenlenen Suriye muhalefeti toplantilarinin
bircoguna ben katilmistim. Maalesef 100 yilin
dramini izliyorduk. Tiirkmen siyaseti, Tiirk-
men kimligi Suriye icerisinde yok olmus gi-
biydi. Tiirkmenler devrim basladiktan sonra
ozellikle Humus’ta devrime ciddi sekilde des-
tek vermislerdi. Sonrasinda Lazkiye, Halep ve
Sam’a si¢radi. En sicak bolgeler de Tirkmen
bolgeleriydi. Burada olusan siyasi grupla-
rin icerisinde Tirkmenleri temsilen herhan-
gi bir grup yoktu. Son zamanlarda Tiirkmen
siyaseti adina iyi kazanimlar elde edildigi-
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ne inantyorum. Tiirkmenlerin Suriye Ulusal
Konseyi'nde ve Suriye Ulusal Koalisyonu'nda
temsil edilmesi, Suriye siyasetinde etkili ola-
caklarinin gostergesidir. Diizenlenen Suri-
ye Tirkmen Platformunun diizenlenmesi,
bu platforma Disisleri Bakani'nin ve Meclis
Baskan’nin katilmasi, Cumhurbaskani’nin
mesaj gondermesi, Turkiye'nin Tiirkmenlerin
yaninda oldugunu gostermistir. Bu Tiirkmen-
ler icin 6nemli bir adimdir. Hem Tiirk hem de
diinya medyasinda Tiirkmenlerin var oldugu-
nu gostermistir.

ORSAM: Esad sonrasi icin neler 6ngorii-
yorsunuz, sizce Suriye’de degisim nasil
gerceklesecek?

Yusuf MAHLI: Suriye'de savas hala devam
etmektedir. Ozgiir Suriye Ordusu’nun cid-
di kazanimlar1 vardir. Halep’te bir¢ok askeri
birlik Ozgiir Suriye Orduswnun eline geg-
mistir. Hama'da, Sam'da biyiik kazanimlar
elde edilmektedir. Suriye’de degisim Esad’in
birakma siirecine baghidir eger savas son ana
kadar devam ederse gecis siireci ¢ok sikintili
olacaktir ¢ilinkii intikam duygusu biiyiik capta
biiyiiyecektir kontrolii zor olacaktir bundan
dolay1 Ozgiir Suriye Ordusu’na mensup as-
keri birlikleri tek cati altinda toplanmasi ge-
rekiyor. Ayrica durumu kontrol altina almasi
icin giiclii ve uluslararasi mesruiyete sahip bir
merkezi hiikiimetin kurulmas: gerekiyor.

ORSAM: Sizce siyasi uzlas1 ihtimali var
m1?

Yusuf MAHLI: Rejim, uluslararasi kamuoyu-
na “Biz diyaloga haziriz” diyor. Ancak boyle
bir diyaloga kendisi bile inanmiyor. Burada

ama¢ muhalefeti zor durumda birakmaktir.
Halbuki ilk basta uzlasiy1 isteyen muhalefet-
ti. Ama rejim askeri yolu sec¢ip, muhalefeti
yok etmeye calist1. Siyasi uzlasi Esad gittikten
sonra gerceklesebilir. Yetkilerini yardimcisina
birakarak siyasi diyaloga gecilebilir.

ORSAM: Son olarak, Tirkiye’nin Suriye
politikas1 hakkinda neler diisiinityorsu-
nuz?

Yusuf MAHLI: Tiirkiye, en bastan beri Suriye
halkinin yaninda oldugunu ifade etmistir. Bu
sadece sozde kalmamis, eyleme de gegmis-
tir. Buradaki yetkililer “Bizde Suriyeli miilteci
yok, Suriyeli misafirler var” diyorlar. Suriye
halkinda Tiirkiye sempatisi dogmustur. Bir-
cok iilke Suriye devrimine karsi tavir almistir.
Tirkiye her zaman halkin mesru taleplerine
destek vermistir. Bu medyada da halk arasin-
da da bilinmektedir. Tiirkiye Suriye Ulusal
Konseyi'ne destek verdigi gibi yeni olusan Su-
riye Koalisyonu'na da destek vermistir. Tiirki-
ye Ulusal Konsey’in varliginin devam etme-
sinden yana iken ayni zamanda da Koalisyon’a
destek vermektedir. Konsey’in ciddi anlamda
muhalefet nezdinde ve uluslararasi siyasette
deneyimi vardir. Tiirkiye, Konsey’in bu de-
neyimlerini kaybetmeden Koalisyon icinde
yer almasindan yanadir. Ayni zamanda da
Koalisyon'u Suriye muhalefetinin mesru tem-
silcisi olarak tanimaktadir.

ORSAM: Cok tesekkiirler.

BASKANI YUSUF MOLLA
ILE ROPORTA]J

ORSAM: Oncelikle kendini tanitir misiniz?

Yusuf MOLLA: Lazkiye'nin Bayir Bucak
bolgesindenim. Tiirkiye'ye 1982 yilinda li-
seyi bitirdikten sonra geldim. ITU Mimar-
lik béliimiinde okudum. Sonrasinda Yildiz
Universitesi'nde Peyzaj Mimarlik béliimiin-
de yiiksek lisans yaptim. Meslek hayatima
ozel firmalarda devam ettim. Siyasi hayatima
gelince ¢ok siikiir hicbir zaman Baas Partili
olmadim. Bu nedenle Suriye'de bir siyasi ha-
yatim olmadi. Tiirkiye'ye geldigimde de siyasi
faaliyet yiiriitemedim. Ciinkii ben burada ol-
sam bile ailem Suriye'de idi. Tarihi seven ve
arastiran bir insanim. Osmanlicaya hakimim.
Halep Universitesi icin mimarlik tarihi iizeri-
ne bircok kitap terctimesi yaptim. Suriye'deki
olaylar baslayana kadar aktif siyasete hig katil-
madim. Ancak olaylarin bagsladigi giin hangi
tarafta oldugumu acikcga belirttim ve bu alan-
da calismaya basladim. Biz ilk giinden beri
bu isin icindeydik. Hareketimiz basladiktan
aylar sonra Tiirkmenlerin adiyla konusmamiz
gerektigi ihtiyacini hissettik. Clinkii Suriye'de
olaylar etnik ve mezhepsel bagliliga dayan-
dirilmaya baslandi. Herkes hakkini bu yolla
aramaya basladi. Biz de hem Tiirkmenlerin
haklarina sahip ¢ikmak hem de Tiirkmenlerin
yanlis yone kanalize olmasini engellemek icin
bu ise el attik. Ilk calismalarimiz 2011 Agus-
tos'unda bagladi. Baslamamiz aylar siirdii.
Ciinki saglam bir yapilanmamizin olmasini
istiyorduk. 15 Subat 2012°de Suriye Tiirkmen
Kitlesinin ilanini yaptik. Kitle kurulusundan
bu yana Genel Bagkanlik gorevini yiiriitiiyo-
rum. Muhalefetten iyi tepkiler aldik. Kisa bir
stire sonra sahaya yonelik ¢calismay tercih etti-
gimiz i¢in ilk adim olarak Suriye sinir bolgele-
rinde irtibat biirolar1 kurduk. Once Yayladag:
ardindan Akgakale sonrasinda ise Gaziantep
ofislerini actik. Bu sayede sahayla yakin ilis-
kiler kurduk. Sinirin karsi tarafinda bizimle
birlikte calisan insanlarimiz var. Gerek insani
yardim gerek siyasi goriisiimiiziin yayilmasi

—

gerekse direniscilerimize lojistik destek sag-
lamak adina bize yardimci oluyorlar. Bence
elimizdeki imkanlara gore azimsanamayacak
bir basar1 elde ettik. Suriye tarihinde bugiine
kadar Tiirkmen adi1 gegmemistir. Ancak artik
Suriye muhalefetinin icinde Tiirkmen ad:1 da
yazilidir. Direniscilerimize destek olduk, ya-
ralilarimiza yardim ettik. Askerlerin yiyecek-
leri, icecekleri, benzinleri karsilandi. Insanla-
rimiza gida ve ilag yardimi yapildi. Bu yardim-
larin ¢ogu belgelidir. Bu konuda teferruatli bir
rapor hazirlamaktayiz. Herkesin fedakarlik
gostermesiyle biiyiik isler yaptik.

ORSAM: Yakin zaman once gerceklesen
Suriye Tiirkmen Platformu’nda Kitle ve
Hareket olarak iki Tiirkmen Partisi birles-
me karari aldi. Birlesme siirecini anlatabi-
lir misiniz?

Yusuf MOLLA: Su an olan tam bir birlesme
degildir. Hareketin tamami kendini feshet-
mistir. Bitylik miktarda istifa s6z konusudur.
Biz bize katilan arkadaslara ekip icinde aktif
rol vermek amaciyla yeniden yapilanmaya gi-
decegiz. Aslinda yeniden yapilanmay: uzun
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siiredir dustniiyorduk ancak firsat bulami-
yorduk. Arkadaslarimizin katilimi bunun i¢in
vesile oldu. Yaklasik 1 ay sonra kongre yapa-
cagiz. Tabandan daha fazla insan almak istiyo-
ruz. Ayaklanmanin ilk asamasinda Suriye'de
rejim giglitydd, bu ise katilip faydali olabile-
cek bir¢ok insan hapis ve idam korkusuyla ka-
tilamiyordu. Mecburen daha dar bir kitleden
katilim oldu. Ancak su an sartlar ¢cok degisti.
Rejim artik ¢ok zayif. Neredeyse kurtarilmig
bolgeler var. Su an Suriye’nin neresinde Tiirk-
men varsa hepsine ulasmaya calisiyoruz. Ye-
rel teskilatlar kurup, o bolgeden delegeler se-
¢ilmesini ve o delegelerin kongreye katilimini
saglayacagiz. Su an yogun sekilde ¢alisiyoruz.
Su anki yonetimde degisiklikler olabilir. Hepi-
miz bu makamlar1 hak eden insanlarin olma-
st halinde seve seve gorevimizi teslim ederiz.
Bugiine kadar ¢alisan arkadaslarimiz islerini,
aileleri ihmal ettiler. Hepsinin ¢ok biiyiik hak-
lar1, emekleri var.

ORSAM: Yeni teskilatlanmada degisiklik-
ler olabilir dediniz. Ne gibi degisiklikler
diisiiniiyorsunuz?

Yusuf MOLLA: Serbest secim vyapilacak.
Yonetici kadronun biiyiik bir kismi degisebi-
lir. Yeni katilan arkadaslarim ile beraber yeni
bir olusumla devam edecegiz. Ben aslinda iki
Tirkmen partisinin isimlerinden birini kul-
lanma taraftartyim. Bu isimler artik taniniyor.
Yeni ¢ikacak bir parti adi insanlarda “bu hare-
ket de kim?” sorusu uyandiracak. Zaten Tiirk-
men davasi bilinen bir dava degildi. Cogu in-
sanin Suriye'de Tirkmenin var oldugundan
bile haberi yok. Simdi sil bastan yeni isimlerle
¢ikmak bana dogru gelmiyor. Ancak alinacak
karara uyumlu olacagiz. Biiyiik ihtimalle artik
yeni parti ismi altinda olacagiz.

ORSAM: Suriye icinde nasil bir tegkilatlan-
maniz vardir? Mevcut yapilanmay1 genis-
letmek icin neler yapmay1 planliyorsunuz?

Yusuf MOLLA: Biz iceriyle baglant1 kura-
bilmek icin Yayladagi-Akcakale aras1 3 tane
ofis kurduk. Lazkiye Tiirkmenlerine yonelik

Yayladag: ofisi, Halep Tiirkmenlerine yonelik
Gaziantep’teki ofis ve Rakka Tiirkmenlerine
yonelik Akcakale'de ¢alisiliyor. Humus ve Sam
Tirkmenlerinden cografi ve mevcut sart-
lar nedeniyle uzagiz. Humus Tiirkmenlerine
ulagsmak icin Liibnan'da Tiarkmen koyii olan
Kavasra'da bir ofis agmay1 diistiniiyoruz. Liib-
nan Turkmenleri, Humus Tiurkmenlerinin bir
parcasidir zaten. Sam ve Golan’a uzanmak ise
su an icin ¢ok zor. Ancak diger bolgelerde tes-
kilatlanmalarimiz devam edecek. Sinira yakin
bolgelerde bizimle beraber calisan insanlar
var.

Biz bu isi Suriye'de tiim tabana yayip, tabani
teskilatlandirip, oradan delegeler secilmesini
ve bu delegelerin genel kurulumuza katilma-
sin1 saglama hedefindeyiz. Genel kurulda ser-
best secimler yapilacak. Resmi niifus rakami
olmasa bile tahmini bir rakam var elimizde.
Eski niifus sayimlari var, ORSAM tarafindan
yapilan arastirma var.

ORSAM: Kitle olarak Suriye sorununun
¢oziimii konusunda ne diisiinityorsunuz ve
Suriye Tiirkmenleri bu ¢oziim cercevesin-
de nereye oturtuyorsunuz?

Yusuf MOLLA: Suriye’deki Tirkmenler tek
bir bolgede toplanmis durumda degil. Bu ne-
denle Tirkmenlere yonelik somut ¢oziimler
s6z konusu olamiyor. Ornegin bolgesel fede-
rasyon mimkiin degildir. Bundan dolay1 biz
bu yola ilk ¢iktigimizda Suriye’nin vatandas-
lik esasina dayali bir formata girmesini iste-
dik. Hatta daha ulusal meclis kurulmadan,
bir basin bildirisi hazirlamistik. Kurulacak
olan ulusal meclisin milli, etnik yapiya dayali
olmamasi gerektigini ve vatandaslik esasinin
baz alinmasi gerektigini sdylemistik. Ancak
sesimizi duyan olmadi, duyan varsa da ciddi-
ye almad1. Ciinkii su an Suriye’nin béliinmesi
konusuluyor. Bu boliinme ancak etnik ve dini
esasa dayali olur. Meclis kuruldu ve gelisme-
ler bizim istedigimiz yonde ilerlemedi. Yar-
dimlar dagitilirken hassasiyet gosteren tek
yer Tirkiye idi. Arap, Tirk, Kirt ayrimi yap-
maksizin yardim elini uzatti. Ancak Arap il-
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kelerinden gelen yardimlar boyle degildi. Bize
“Sizin arkanizda Tiirkiye var” diyerek yardim
etmiyorlardi. Biz sadece milliyetci soylem igin
“Tirkmeniz” demedik. Tiirkmenlerin haklari-
n1 koruyabilmek i¢in Tiirkmeniz dedik. Ayri-
ca bosluk biraktiginiz bir alan olursa o boslu-
gu biri gelir doldurur. Bagka insanlarin gelip
insanlarimizi yanlis yere yonlendirmesinden
cekindik. Bu nedenle acil sekilde bu ise bas-
ladik. Biz Suriye olaylarinin ilk giiniinden beri
aktiftik. Ancak Tiirkmenler adina aylar sonra
calismaya basladik. Ciinkii baslarda “Suriye
birdir!” diyorduk. Hala arzumuz bu y6éndedir.
Ama milliyetci ve etnik ayrimlar yasanmaya
basladikca biz de Tiirkmen ismiyle ¢alismaya
karar verdik.

ORSAM: Sahadaki faaliyetleriniz nelerdir?

Yusuf MOLLA: Modern iilkelerde asker, si-
yaset ve insani yardim birbirinden ayridir. An-
cak biz su an savas durumundayiz. Suriye'de
bir savas var. Tum aktiviteler birbiriyle i¢ ice
ve birbirine bagimlidir. Insanlara insani yar-
dim gotiirmek zorundasiniz. Hem bu yar-
dimlara cidden ihtiyaglar1 var hem de onlarla
diyalog kurmanizi sagliyor. Besar Esad son-
rasinda arkasinda silahli gii¢ olan s6z sahibi
olacaktir. Genglerimiz ilk basta av tiifekleriyle
daga ciktilar. Bircogunun ayaginda terlik var.
Higbir insan onlar1 o durumda birakamaz.
Ayrica bu giicler Esad sonrasi bize gerekli ola-
cak. Bu yardimlar yapanlarla alakali degildir.
Hepimizin ytkadir, fedakarligidir. Kimse ne
olacagini bilemez. Ama kazanmak i¢in ne ge-
rekiyorsa yapmak zorundasiniz.

ORSAM: Suriye'deki diger muhalif grup-
larla iliskileriniz nasi1? Ornegin Konsey’in
yamni sira simdi de Koalisyon kuruldu...

Yusuf MOLLA: $unu acik yiireklilikle soylii-
yorum ki; bugiin Suriye’de ortak bir payda var
ise bu da Tiirkmenlerdir. Tirkmenler bugiin
Suriye'de en fazla sevilen etnik gruptur. Ciin-
kii herkesle iyi gecinen, asir1 hirslar1 olmayan,
vatanin birliginden yana, sadik bir toplumuz.
Suriye tarihinde bir tane Tiirkmenin ihanetini

bulamazsiniz. Ug kutup haline gelen Arap ve
Kiirtlere karsin biz Suriye'deki ortak paydayiz.
Herkese esit mesafedeyiz. Araplar ve biz tilke-
nin biitiinliigiinden yanayken Kiirtler ayrihig:
istiyorlar. Ancak buna ragmen biz Kiirtlerle
disman degiliz, kiis degiliz. 2004’te Araplar
ve Kiirtler arasinda ¢ikan ¢atismada birgok
insan oldi. Tikmenlerin bugiine kadar boy-
le bir olay1 olmadi. Biz yola ilk ¢iktigimizda,
kimse davamizi bilmiyordu. Ciinkii her seye
sifirdan baslamistik ve kisisel imkanlarimizi
kullaniyorduk. Ik meclis kurulurken Tiirk-
menler goz ardi edildi. Gerekgesi, bizim siyasi
arenada olmamamizdi. Yani bunu bahane ola-
rak dile getiriyorlardi. Bu bir acidan dogruydu
ancak arkada bagka hesaplar da vardi tabii ki.
Tirkmenlere verilecek pay diger gruplarin ala-
cag1 pay1 azaltacak sonucta. Ayrica Suriye'yi
bolme projelerine Tirkmenler kars: ¢ikmak-
tadir. Biz Suriye Ulusal Konseyinin basari-
i olmasimi istiyorduk. I¢ginde olmamamiza
ragmen arkasinda duruyorduk. Ama Konsey
Suriye devriminin c¢ok gerisinde kaldi, hat-
ta neredeyse yiik oldu. Basar1 saglanabilmesi
icin Uulusal Konsey’in yeniden yapilanmasi
gerekliydi. Kurulan Konsey, yeni yapilanma-
nin daha genis kitlelere yayilabilmesi i¢in kul-
lanilacak bir aragti. Ancak yapilan ¢caligmalar-
da bir netice alinmadi. Bu durumda bizim 6n-
gordiiglimiiz gibi meclisin basarisizligina ve
yeni bir olusumun kurulmasina neden oldu.
Yeni olusum kurulurken Konsey’in yaptig1 ha-
talardan ders alinmistir. Nitekim daha genis
alana yayilma karar1 alindi ve Tiirkmenler de
yeni Koalisyona dahil edildi. Su an Konsey'de
16, Koalisyon'da ise 3 Tiirkmen var temsilci
vardir. Bunlar Ziyad Hasan, Hiiseyin Abdul-
lah ve Halit Hoca'dir. Biz Halit Hoca'ya itiraz
ettik. Halit Hoca Suriye muhalefetinde giiclii
bir isim. O bilinirligi sayesinde girebilirdi. Biz
de onun yerine bagska bir Tiirkmen’i koyardik.
Bu sayede Koalisyonda 4 Tiirkmen olurdu.
Yani Halit Hoca, serbest ve taninmuis kisiler
kontenjanindan girseydi o koltuga 4. bir Tiirk-
men oturabilirdi. Ama olmadi. Koalisyonda-
ki arkadaslarimiz aktifler, verimli bir sekilde
calisiyorlar. Tirkmen temsilcilerinin sayisinin
artmasi icin de ¢alismalarimiz devam ediyor.
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ORSAM: Sizce Suriye Tiirkmen siyasal ha-
reketleri ve toplumunun en biiyiik sorun-
lar1 nelerdir?

Yusuf MOLLA: Tirkmen toplumunun so-
runlar1 Suriye halkinin sorunlariyla aynidir.
Tirkmenlerin ayrica daha 6nce elde edeme-
dikleri haklar1 da var. Asimile olmakta ve git-
gide erimekteler. Toplumlarin varliginda dil
ana unsurdur. Dilinizi kaybederseniz varligi-
niz1 da kaybedersiniz. Maalesef Tiirkmenler
dillerini yavas yavas kaybediyorlar. Tiirkmen-
lerin en biiyiik sorunu dillerini muhafaza ede-
memeleridir. Suriye’deki rejim yilarca bilingli
bir asimilasyon politikas1 giitmiistiir. Siyasi
hayatta ise, Suriye’de dikta rejimi hakimdi.
Tirkmen olarak tegkilatlanmamiz mimkin
degildi. Bu nedenle siyasal varligimiz ¢ok za-
yif. Bir de Tiirkmenler farkli farkli yapilarda.
Halep, Rakka ve Golan'daki Tiirkmenlerde
asiretcilik var. Lazkiye ve Humus’ta bu kay-
bolmus durumda. Her bolgenin kendine has
ozellikleri var. Asirette asirete baglilik var.
Diger bolgede ise asiretcilik olmadigi icin va-
tandaslarin bagh olduklar: bir yer yok. Bugiin
Suriye’deki Tiirkmenler Tiirkiye'nin tebaasi
gibi goriiniiyor. Bu nedenle disaridan gelen
lojistik yardimdan tutun insani yardima ka-
dar hak ettikleri pay1 alamiyorlar. Suriyeliler
Kiirt meselesinden aci gektigi icin, Turkmen-
leri tanimayanlar bize korkarak yaklasiyorlar.
Akgakale tarafindaki ofisimiz insani yardim
dagitirken bazilar1 Tiirkmenler dagittig: icin
almak istemedi. Bazi insanlarin kafasinda
yanlis algilamalar var. Meselemizi dogru se-
kilde anlatmamiz lazim. Tirkmen mesele-
sinin herkes tarafindan duyulmasi ve dogru
anlasilmasi i¢cin medyada giiclii olmamiz la-
zim. Tiirkiye'den bu konuda destek bekliyo-
ruz. Tirkiye'nin hassasiyetini bildigimiz icin
bu destegin agikca yapilmasina da gerek yok.

Siyasal hareketler olarak en biiyiikk sorunu-
muz deneyimsizlik. Suriye'de siyasetten men
edilmistik. Ben mimarim. Sadece meslegimi
yapryordum, siyasete sicak bakmiyordum.
Ama durum bu hale gelince gérevimiz olarak
goriip, bu islerin icine girdik. Maalesef dene-

yimli, popiiler, herkesi arkasinda siiriikleye-
cek bir insanimiz yok. Lider kadro eksikligi
yastyoruz. Ayrica maddi imkanlarimiz da az.
Hala kendi 6zel imkanlarimizla bu isi ¢evir-
meye calisiyoruz. Tirkiye'den gelen destek
devede kulak gibi. Bu isi gercek anlaminda
yapabilmek icin ¢ok daha biiyiik meblaglar
lazim.

ORSAM: Tiirkmenler Sam ve Halep gibi
biiyiik sehirlerde yasiyorlar. Nusayri devle-
ti senaryolar1 konusuluyor ve Bayir — Bu-
cak Tiirkleri o sinirlar icinde kaliyor. Ay-
rica Tiirkiye — Suriye sinir hatt1 boyunca
Tiirkmenler yasamakta. Dolayisiyla Suri-
yeli Tiirkmenler stratejik bolgelerde yerle-
sikler. Bu cercevede Esad rejimi sonrasin-
da Suriyeli Tiirkmenleri ne gibi sikintilar
beklemektedir?

Yusuf MOLLA: Sizin de soylediginiz gibi
Tirkmenler stratejik noktalarda yasamakta-
lar. Suriye’nin batisi ayr1 bir devletin kurulma
riskini tasimakta. Tiirkiye sinir1 bolgesinde de
Kiirtlerle i¢ ice yasamaktalar. Bugiin “Kiirdis-
tan haritas1” dedikleri bir harita neredeyse ku-
zeydeki Tirkmen bolgelerin tamamini kapsi-
yor. Nusayri Devleti de Humus’tan Hatay sini-
rina kadar uzanmaktadir. Boyle bir olusumun
yasanmas! halinde Tiirkmenlerin tehcir olma
ihtimali var. Biz Nusayrilerle yiizlerce yildir
birlikte yasiyoruz. Evet, bazen sikintilar oldu.
Ama hep yan yanaydik. Suriye'deki rejim et-
nik savagin tizerine oynadi ve farkliliklar1 ko-
riikkledi. Simdi ise bu kadar kan aktiktan sonra
bir araya gelmek zor olacak gibi goriiniiyor.
Biz Suriye Tiirkmen Kitlesi olarak olaylara ka-
rismayan insanlarin zarar gormesine karsiyiz.
Ama olaylara karisan insan sayisi da ¢ok faz-
la. 100 bin insan olaya karistiysa hepsine ceza
mu1 verilecek? Bu hassas bir konu. Bir arada
yasanabilir mi? Su an baktigimiz agidan “bir
arada yasanamaz” diyebiliriz ama bence yasa-
bilir. Cogumuz akan kani, dldiiriilen ¢cocukla-
r1, tecaviiz edilen kadinlar1 gordiik, okuduk.
Bunlar: ilk goriip, okudugumuzda insanlar
tepki duyuyorlar. Ama bence biz yapamayiz,
yapmayiz. O kizginligimiz gecer ve akliselim
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diisiinebiliriz ama bu durumu karsi taraf ka-
bullenmez bence. Bu nedenle tehcirimiz soz
konusu olabilir.

ORSAM: Yani bir Nusayri Devleti kurulur-
sa Tiirkmenler zorunlu goce maruz kalabi-
lir...

Yusuf MOLLA: Evet, maalesef. Lazkiye'de
rejim Once Tirkmen koylerin c¢evrelerini
bombalayarak insanlarin korkup go¢ etmesi-
ni sagladi. Bu sayede bazi Tiirkmen bolgeler
bosaltildi.

ORSAM: Giivenlik nedeniyle Siinnilerin
gocii devam ediyor mu? Tiirkmenlerin yani
sira Lazkiye merkezde cok sayida Siinni
Arap da yasamaktadur...

Yusuf MOLLA: Lazkiye merkezde go¢ s6z
konusu degil. Ama Bayir Bucaktan biiyiik
oranda goc¢ oldu. Hala atis menzilinin disin-
daki koylerde ¢ok sayida insan yasamakta.
Ancak ana politika bolgeyi kusatmaktir.

ORSAM: Tiirkmenlerin kendi bolgelerinde
daha fazla s6z sahibi oldugu ademi merke-
ziyetci bir yapry1 m1 savunuyorsunuz yoksa
Tiirkmenler olarak sadece kiiltiirel ve sos-
yal haklarinin olacag ancak giiclii merkezi
bir otoritenin oldugu bir siyasal yap1 altin-
da m1 yasamak istiyoruz?

Yusuf MOLLA: Tiirkmenler olarak Suriye’'nin
birliginden yanayiz. Otoriter merkezi bir dev-
ler derken tabi ki Baas partisi gibi bir rejimi
degil, medeni, demokratik bir devleti kastedi-
yoruz. Medeni ve demokratik bir devlet icin-
de yerel yonetimlerin giiglii olmasini isteriz.
Ama federal bir yapilanmay1 ya da yerel yo-
netimlerin ¢ok gii¢lii olmasini istemiyoruz.
Bizim derdimiz Suriye halkinin her bireyinin
inanciyla, etnik varligiyla esit haklara sahip
olmasi. Azinliklarin, farkli din ve mezheple-
re sahip olan insanlarin ise sosyal haklarinin,
kiiltiirel haklarinin korunmasini istiyoruz.

ORSAM: Suriyeli Kiirlerle iliskilerinizde
bityiik sikintilar yasand1 m1?

Yusuf MOLLA: $u ana kadar bdyle bir sikinti
yasanmadi. Kiirtler ve Ozgiir Suriye Ordusu
arasinda sikintilar oldu ama Tiirkmenler buna
dahil olmadi. Biz bu isi silahla ¢ozmekten
yana degiliz. Diismanliklar kolay kolay silin-
miyor. Oncelik diyalog olmal.

ORSAM: Tiirkmenler su anda kendi bolge-
lerini koruyacak giice sahip mi?

Yusuf MOLLA: Bence sahip. Hem say1 ola-
rak hem yap1 olarak giiclityliz. Ama silah ko-
nusacak ise bizim bu anlamda donanimimiz
yeterli degildir. Tirkmen birlikler biraz daha
destek alirlarsa rahatlikla kendi bolgelerini
koruyabilirler.

ORSAM: Tiirkiye’nin Tiirkmenlere yak-
lasimin1  nasil  degerlendiriyorsunuz?
Istanbul’da Suriye Tiirkmenleri Platformu
diizenlendi. Bu toplantiya Meclis Baska-
nimiz Cemil Cicek ve Disisleri Bakani-
miz Ahmet Davutoglu da katildilar. Hem
Tiirkiye’den beklentilerinizi hem de plat-
formu nasil degerlendirir misiniz?

Yusuf MOLLA: Tirkiyenin Tirkmen me-
selesine gitgide daha ¢ok 6nem vermesi bizi
sevindiriyor. Daha oOnceden Tiirkmen me-
selesine ¢ok fazla 6nem verilmedigini di-
siiniiyorduk. Bizim sesimizi yiikseltmemiz,
muhalefette yerimizi almamiz ve iyi iligkiler
kurmamiz Tirkiye agisindan biiyiikk 6nem
arz etmekte. Suriye halki arasinda kavgali ol-
dugumuz bir grup yok. Gelecekte Suriye'de
birligin saglanmasi adina Tiirkmenler 6nemli
bir konumdadir. Biz hem Araplarin hem de
Kiirtlerin kiilltirtine hakimiz. Her iki tarafi da
daha iyi anliyoruz ve birbirlerine nasil yakla-
sacaklarini biliyoruz. Bu sayede har¢ gorevi
gorecegiz.

Platform i¢in ¢alisan herkese tesekkiir ederiz.
Bunun i¢in emek harcayan herkese kapimiz
acik. Biz bu davaya vaktini ayirip, calisan in-
sanlarin azligindan yakiniyorduk. Simdi c¢ali-
san birileri varken olumsuz yorum yapmayiz.
Onemli olan Tiirkmenlerin i¢inde béliinmeye
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gidilecek c¢alismalar yapilmamasi. Bu plat-
formun hazirlik komitesindeki kisilerin cogu
bizim arkadaslarimiz. Hatta bir arkadasimizi
bile gonderdik; Mustafa Seyh Ahmet. Biz her
ne kadar tecriibeli siyasetciler degiliz diyor-
sak da 2 yildir bu isin icindeyiz ve az da olsa
deneyim kazandik. Arkadaslar olaylar: yiirii-
tlirken disariya kapali hareket ettiler. Bu tepki
yaratti. Biz yillardir seffaf olmayan bir rejime
kars1 savastik. Insanlar artik daha demokra-
tik daha seffaf bir olusum ariyor. Bu platform
Tirkmen meselesinde 6nemli bir adimdir.
Artisiyla eksisiyle faydali oldu. Emegi gecen
herkese tesekkiir ediyorum. Ancak sonrasi
daha genis katilimli olmali.

Tirkiye artik Suriye Tiirkmenlerine daha net
ve acik sekilde 6nem veriyor. Tiirkmen siya-
si kadrolarinin egitilmesinde, orgiitlenmede
kilavuzluk yapmasi ve arkamizda oldugunu
hissettirmesini istiyoruz. Medyada Tirkmen

isminin 6nde olmasi ve o6rgiitlenmenin yapi-
labilmesi i¢in maddi yardimda bulunulmasi
gerekiyor. Insani yardim agisindan Kiirtlere
ve Araplara yapilandan daha fazlasini bek-
lemiyoruz. Biz simdiye kadar bu toplumla
yasadik bundan sonra da bu toplumla yasa-
yacagiz. Hatta bircogumuzun akrabalik bagi
var. Boliinmek asla s6z konusu degil. Bu ne-
denle kardeslerimizin gonlinii hos tutmak
isteriz. Inaniyorum ki su an ki yanlis anlama
durumu zamanla diizelecektir. Suriye halkiyla
1000 senelik bir ortakligimiz var. Bu nedenle
Tirkiye'den gelecek yardimlarin ¢ok asikar ol-
masini istemiyoruz.

ORSAM: Oncelikle kendinizi tanitir misiniz?

Tarik Silo CEVIZCI: Ismim Tarik Silo Ce-
vizci. 1984 yilinda dogdum. Halepe bagh
Cobanbey Koyii'ndenim. 2004’ten bu yana
Tiirkiye'de yastyorum. Endiistri mithendisligi
mezunuyum. Istanbul Teknik Universitesi'nde
Miihendislik Yonetimi Boliimii'nde ytiksek li-
sans yapiyorum. Ayni zamanda Suriye Tirk-
men Demokratik Hareketinin yonetim ku-
rulundayim ve Genel Bagkan Yardimciligini
gorevini yurutityorum.

ORSAM: Suriye’deki Tiirkmen siyasal ha-
reketlerini genel olarak ve Demokratik Ha-
reket hakkinda bilgi verebilir misiniz?

Tarik Silo CEVIZCI: Suriye'de olaylar ilk
basladiginda, Suriye Tiirkmenlerinde eksik
olan kisminin 6rgiitlenme oldugunu anladik.
Buradaki arkadaslarimizla bir araya gelip ek-
siklerin giderilmesi i¢in neler yapabilecegimi-
zi konustuk. Eger siyasal anlamda bir orgiit-
lenme saglanamazsa Suriye’'de yasanabilecek
bir krizin Suriye Tirkmenlerini ¢ok etkile-
yecegini gordiik. Tirkiye'de siyasi alanda ya-
pilan caligmalar1 baslatan insanlardan birisi-
yim. Kurulan ilk dernek olan Suriye Tiirkleri
Dernegimin baskanligini yirittim. Sonra-
sinda Suriye’deki Tirkmenleri siyasallastir-
ma karari aldik ve o zamandan itibaren tiim
yapilanmalar icerisinde yer aldim. 21 Mart
2012 tarihinde Istanbulda kurulan Suriye
Tirkmen Demokratik Hareketinin yonetim
kuruluna katildim. Ayni1 zamanda tegkilatlan-
madan sorumlu bagkan yardimcilig1 gérevini
tistlendim. Gegen hafta yapilan kurultayda
yeni baskanimizi belirledik. Benim gorevim
ise dis iliskilerden ve politik birimlerden so-
rumlu baskan yardimciligi oldu. Biz bu siire
zarfinda Suriye’deki Tiirkmenlerin muhalefet
nezdindeki muhataplar1 olarak gorev iistlen-
mistik. Suriye Ulusal Konseyi icerisinde basta

su anda ise 16 Tirkmen temsilcimiz bulun-
maktadir. Yeni kurulan Suriye Ulusal Koalis-
yonu i¢inde ise 3 Tiirkmen temsilcimiz vardir.
Koalisyon i¢inde bizimle birlikte ¢alisan Suri-
ye Turkmen Kitlesi ve Halit Hoca gibi bizden
bagimsiz siyasal olusumlar da vardir.

ORSAM: Su an Suriye’de 1,5 milyon Tiirkce
konusan insandan bahsediliyor ama say1-
dan ziyade Tiirkmenler son derece strate-
jik bolgelerde yasadiklar icin bityiik 6nem
arz ediyorlar. Ornegin Bayir — Bucak Tiirk-
menleri Nusayrilerin yogun olarak yasadi-
g1 Lazkiye vilayetinde, Halep Tiirkmenleri
de Tiirkiye — Suriye sinir hatt1 boyunca yer-
lesikler. Bu cercevede Suriye Tiirkmenleri-
ni oniimiizdeki donemde bekleyen en bii-
yiik riskler nedir?

Tarik Silo CEVIZCI: Suriye Tiirkmenleri
kendi bolgelerini nispeten korumus durum-
dalar. Fakat Nusayrilerle ic¢ ice olduklar1 bol-
gelerde biraz sikint1 yasanmaktadir. Bolgeye
has sorunlarimiz var. Bir yerde yeniden yapi-
lanma siirecine dahil olmaya calisilirken bir
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yerde hayat miicadelesi var, baska bir yerde
ise topragin elden gitmesi s6z konusu. Mesela
Lazkiye bolgesindeki Bayir Bucak Tiirklerinin
onceligi, bolgelerini tekrar alabilmektir. Koy-
lerine tekrar donmeleri onceliktir. Ancak Ha-
lep, kismen kurtarilmis bolge sayilmaktadir.
Oradaki Tirkmenlerin sikintis1 emniyet ve
belediyeler gibi yeniden yapilanan kurumla-
rin icinde temsil edilememeleridir. Halep’teki
oncelik temsil hakkinin kazanilmasidir. Hu-
mus bolgesinde ise hayatta kalma c¢abas1 s6z
konusudur. Oradaki koyler abluka altina alin-
mis, insani yardim gidememekte ve insanlar
yasam savasl vermektedir. Bu farklilik Golan
ve Sam'daki Tirkmenler icin de gecerlidir.
Oradaki insanlar ise ne zaman baglarina bom-
ba diisecegini bekliyorlar. Yani Halep-Rakka
bolgesindeki sorun ile Sam-Hama-Humus
bolgesindeki sorunlar birbirinden ¢ok farkli-

dir.

ORSAM: Demokratik Hareket olarak
Suriye’de Tiirkmen meselesine nasil bir
¢oziim Onerisi sunuyorsunuz? Bunun yani
sira Hareket olarak hem uluslararasi alan
hem de Suriye icerisindeki faaliyetleriniz
hakkinda bilgi verebilir misiniz?

Tarik Silo CEVIZCI: Demokratik Tiirkmen
Hareketi olarak ontimiizdeki siirecte calis-
malarimizi sahaya kaydirip sonu¢ odakli ¢a-
lisacagiz. Halep’te daha ¢ok sivil 6rgiitlenme-
ye agirhik verecegiz. Suriye'deki kurumlar-
da Tirkmenlerin temsiliyeti bizim icin ¢ok
onemlidir. Sahada verilen miicadelenin ve
meydanlarda sehit olan insanlarin haklari-
n1 vermek icin hak ve hukuk elde etmeliyiz.
Lazkiye'de ise gocii durdurmayir amacliyo-
ruz. Ayrica Tirkiye'ye siginan insanlarin geri
donmesini saglamak istiyoruz. Humus’a ise
yapabilecegimiz tek yardim para gondermek-
tir. Elimizden baska bir sey gelmiyor. Suriye
Demokratik Tiirkmen Hareketi'nin yeni stra-
tejisini  Ozetlemek gerekirse muhalefetteki
miicadelemize devam etmek, yeni kurulacak
hiikiimette bakanlik elde etmek, sivil orgiit-
lenmelere agirlik vermek, Halep ve kurtaril-
mis bolgelerde yerel yonetimlere girmek ve

bu sayede yeni Suriye'de Tirkmenlerin soz
sahibi olmasini saglamaktir.

ORSAM: Yeni Suriye’de Tiirkmenler aci-
sindan nasil bir ¢6ziim 6ngorityorsunuz?

Tarik Silo CEVIZCI: Suriye Tiirkmenleri
farkli sehirlerde yasiyorlar ve cografi biitiin-
likleri yok. Bu nedenle yasanacak herhangi
bir boliinme Suriye Tiirkmenlerine biiyiik
zarar verecektir. Dolayisiyla ilk hedefimiz
Suriye’nin birlik ve biitiinliigiinii korumaktir.
Ayrica Suriye'de vatandashik esasina dayali
yeni bir sistem kurulmasini istiyoruz. Higbir
tarafa, hicbir mezhebe, hicbir etnik gruba
dayanmayan, tamamen vatandashk esasina
dayali bir yeni bir devlet. Ayrica uluslararasi
kamuoyunun denetiminde bir se¢imin yapil-
masl, diinya sartlarina uygun bir anayasanin
yazilmasi ve Suriye toplulugunu olusturan
gruplara hem kiiltiirel, hem siyasal hem de
vatandaslik haklarinin verilmesini istiyoruz.
Azinlik demiyorum ¢iinkii biz azinlik degiliz.

ORSAM: Yakin zaman once Istanbul’da
Suriye Tiirkmenleri Platformu gerceklesti.
Toplant1 Disisleri Bakanligi evsahipliginde
gerceklesti. Disisleri Bakan1 Davutoglu’da
katilarak bir konusa gerceklestirdi ve
Tirkiye’nin Suriye Tiirkmenlerine destek
vereceginin taahhiidiinde bulundu. Suri-
ye Tiirkmenleri olarak Tiirkiye’nin sizlere
yaklasimini nasil degerlendiriyorsunuz ve
Tiirkiye’den beklentileriniz nelerdir?

Tarik Silo CEVIZCI: Biz Tiirkiye’ye gelme-
den dncede arkamizda oldugunu hissediyor-
duk. Bu giiven hep vardi. Araplar ve Kiirtler
Tiirkmenlere her zaman; “Sizin arkanizda bir
devletiniz var. Siz bize gore ¢ok daha iyi du-
rumdasiniz” derler. Ancak biz onlarin sdyledi-
gi kadar Tiirkiye'den destek almis degiliz. Fa-
kat yapilan destek ve 6nem azimsanamayacak
kadar biyiiktiir. Tirkiye bugiinkii sartlarda
bile Suriye Tiirkmenlerinin yanindadir. Hem
siyasal hem de insan1 anlamda yardimda bu-
lunmaktadir.

As ORSAM, we published a report entitled, “Community Brought up to Agenda upon the Tran-
sition in Syria: Syrian Turkmens” some 8 months after 15 March 2011, when the popular uprising
started in Syria. This report played an important role in terms of recognition of Syrian Turk-
mens, who were less well-known back then. The Syrian Turkmen movement has made great
strides since then. Without any opportunity to become organized under the authoritarian Ba’ath
regime, Turkmens strived to become organized in political, social and military terms starting
from scratch.

Syrian Turkmens are still in the stage of being organized. However, it is possible to suggest for
a community, which could not even find an opportunity to come together for many years, that
they made great strides at short notice.Two Turkmen political parties were created for Syrian
Turkmens to obtain their political, social and cultural rights in new Syria, and for them to struggle
in political terms on behalf of Syrian Turkmens. In addition, a supra-political party initiative was
launched under the name of Syrian Turkmen Platform. Turkish Foreign Minister Davutoglu at-
tended the meeting of Syrian Turkmen Platform, held in Istanbul on 15 December 2012, and he
promised to support the Platform. These are all important developments for Syrian Turkmens.

Another important pillar of Turkmens’ organization efforts took place in military field. Unfor-
tunately, the transition in Syria is strived to be made through armed methods due to the fact that
the regime resorts to violence. The Syrian people, who used to express their demands through
civilian demonstrations at the outset, had to resort to arms in order to defend themselves after a
certain point. Concordantly, Syrian Turkmens formed troops in almost all Turkmen settlements
to protect their villages and towns. Those troops, which were created especially in Latakia (Bayir
— Bucak) and Aleppo, strive to topple the Assad regime by cooperating with armed opposition.

This paper, prepared by ORSAM Specialist Oytun Orhan, focuses on the aforesaid political and
military organization process and structures. The fact that the paper is based on interviews with
Turkmen politicians and military commanding officers further increases its importance. Our ul-
timate wish is for this report to contribute to the struggle of Syrian Turkmens.

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Abstract

- The biggest deficiency of Syrian Turkmens is the fact that they do not have any opportunity to become organi-
zed under the Assad regime. Therefore, a movement with political opposition tradition is lack of organization
and leader/leading group at the head of the Syrian Turkmen community. Like all other Syrian opposition
groups, also Turkmens found an opportunity to become organized abroad following the outbreak of upheaval
in Syria.

- As from March 2012, two political movements under the names of “Syria Turkmen Bloc” and “Syrian De-
mocratic Turkmen Movement’, which carry out political activities on behalf of Syrian Turkmens, emerged.
Those two political movements are different from one another in certain aspects such as the influence areas,
ideologies, Turkmen troops they are in relation with. The Syrian Turkmen Platform, which is not a political
movement and which is of Turkey originated, also started to carry out activities as a non-political party ini-
tiative in order to take on the leadership of Syrian Turkmen movement.

- The Syria Turkmen Bloc was created following the outbreak of the uprising in Syria, as a result of organizati-
on efforts of Syrian Turkmens living in Turkey. They started their activities on August 2011, and establishment
of the Syria Turkmen Bloc was declared on 15 February 2012. The Bloc is a Latakia- and Baywr — Bucak-based
movement. It is mostly influential and active in Bayir — Bucak, where it has most profound relations with
Turkmen troops; and the majority of its administrative body is composed of people from Bayir — Bucak origin.

- The Syria Democratic Turkmen Movement is the second political movement, which was created to represent
Syrian Turkmens after the Bloc. The political party, which is called “Movement” in short, was created following
the outbreak of uprising in Syria when Syrian Turkmens felt the deficiency of organization, and as a result
of organization efforts of Syrian Turkmens in Turkey. First of all, Syrian Turks Association was formed, and
then it was decided to politicize Turkmens in Syria. As a result of this, the establishment of Syrian Democratic
Turkmen Movement was declared in Istanbul on 21 March 2012.

- The idea of founding Syrian Turkmen Platform was come up with in 2012. The first goal was to create a
public opinion on Syrian Turkmens in Turkish and world public opinion. It emerged as a civilian initiative.
There are Syrian Turkmens within the Turkmen Platform initiative who climbed the ladder in business and
trade life living in Turkey for years. The objective of this initiative is to form an assembly through delegates to
be elected in Syria, and for the committee that would be designated by this Assembly to speak for and represent
Syrian Turkmens. So what is wanted is for the aforesaid two Turkmen parties and a supra-political parties
structure to take part in this initiative.

- The Turkmen military structure in Latakia province is composed of 12 troops and higher division of these
troops called “Brigade of Turkmen Mountain” The commander of Brigade of Turkmen Mountain, which is the
higher division of Turkmen military troops in Latakia province, is Colonel Muhammad Awad.

- The vast majority of Turkmen troops in Aleppo province is under the command of Ali Basher, a Syrian
Turkmen from Aleppo. The groups under the command of Ali Basher provide security of almost all Turkmen
villages in Aleppo. Those troops state that they control an area of some 350 kilometers. Also in central Aleppo,
the security of 6 Turkmen neighborhoods are provided by those troops. There are 6 Troops under the command
of Ali Basher. 6 Troops are planned to be gathered under two major brigades.

- If the future Syrian regime wants to build a country where all ethnic and sectarian groups within the borders
can live in peace and together, then it must recognize the presence of Turkmens and provide an environment
for Turkmens to be equally represented in political field with other communities. It is critically important
for both Syria and the region that Turkmens, who have suffered from the oppression of the Assad regime and
human rights violations, equally take part in political and social life in new Syria with Sunni Arabs, Arab
Alawites, Christians, Kurds, Druses and Shias.
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Introduction

One of the consequences of single party re-
gime, which has been going on in Syria for
more than four decades, is the fact that none
of the social or ideological groups in Syria
— except for the groups holding the power
— could find an opportunity to become orga-
nized. The authority gap caused by the events
that emerged in Syria on March 2011 made
it possible for the aforesaid groups being
excluded from the power domain for many
years to become organized in a short period
of time. The power struggle in Syria started
to spread from civilian and political sphere
to military sphere some six months after the
outset of the uprising. As a result, dispersed
military groups, which do not have a hier-
archical structure, which act independently
from each other and which are in control of
only the neighborhood or village where they
are, emerged. The struggle between the re-
gime and the opposition started to be main-
tained through armed groups. And this situ-
ation brought along a relationship between
external political opposition and internal
military opposition in which military struc-
ture is more powerful and has more say. The
military opposition that became organized in
the country felt the need for a means, through
which it could communicate with abroad. The
political opposition organized abroad, on the
other hand, strived to establish its legitimacy
through the connection it established with
military groups. Thus, military groups, which
are close to each external political opposition
and influential political figure, emerged.

Another group that could not have found an
opportunity to become organized in Syria for
many years was Syrian Turkmens, and they
experienced the aforementioned political
and military organization process. In the first
stage, they strived to become politically orga-
nized abroad, in Turkey to a great extent. As
the military aspect of the uprising came to the
fore, Syrian Turkmens started to form troops
in Latakia and Aleppo in particular. Most of

the Turkmen settlements in rural areas are
still under the control of troops composed
of Turkmens. Besides, in certain city centers,
they fight along with Arab troops against the
Syrian army. This paper will deal with Syrian
Turkmens’ post-uprising efforts for political
and military organization. First of all the for-
mation process and positions of the two po-
litical movements and a supra-political party
initiative that appeared within a year will be
discussed. Then troops that appeared almost
in all Syrian Turkmen settlements will be
handled.

1. TURKMEN POLITICAL
MOVEMENTS IN SYRIA

The biggest deficiency of Syrian Turkmens is
the fact that they do not have any opportunity
to become organized under the Assad regime.
Therefore, a movement with political oppo-
sition tradition is lack of organization and
leader/leading group at the head of the Syr-
ian Turkmen community. Like all other Syr-
ian opposition groups, also Turkmens found
an opportunity to become organized abroad
following the outbreak of upheaval in Syria.

The first attempt for political organization
of Syrian Turkmens is the “Syrian Turkmen
Movement” created by Attorney Ali Oztiirk-
men (Silo), who left Syria soon after the outset
of the uprising in 2011 and settled in Turkey.
The Movement, which became organized
through social networking sites, strived for
Turkmens in Syria to take to the streets under
the name of “Turkmen”' Besides, the Move-
ment attended the Conference for “Change
in Syria’, which was the first step towards the
formation process of Syrian National Coun-
cil and which was held in Antalya on 1 June
2011. Then the group also attended all Syrian
opposition conferences held in Istanbul, and
strived to have the “Turkmen” name written
in the reports of the meetings.?

In the following period, as a result of the es-
tablishment of the Syrian National Council
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and exclusion of Turkmens, along with Syrian
Turkmen Movement, Syrian Turkmens living
in Turkey or those who migrated to Turkey
after the outbreak of uprising felt the need to
take part in the Council and to maintain their
struggle as a part of their ethnic rights like oth-
er groups. Turkmens were not given the right
to represent in the Council for not being orga-
nized and for striving rather at an individual
level despite the fact that they wanted to join
the Council. So, the initiatives of prominent
Syrian Turkmens and 180 Syrian Turkmen
in Turkey came together and reached a con-
sensus on becoming organized and defending
the rights of the Turkmen.®* Following this,
“Syrian Turkmen Group” was formed. Syrian
Turkmen Bekir Atacan, who has been living
in Turkey for many years, assumed the lead-
ership of this group. Then the group became
a political movement on November 2011 by
joining forces with Syrian Turkmen Move-
ment led by Ali Oztiirkmen, and its name was
changed into the “Syria Turkmen Bloc” The
first Chairman of this Movement was Bekir
Atacan, while deputy Chairman was Ali Oz-
tiirkmen. On January 2012, Atacan and Oz-
tirkmen left the Bloc. On March 2012, on the
other hand, those who left the Bloc and some
other Syrian Turkmens established the Syrian
Democratic Turkmen Movement.*

As from March 2012, two political move-
ments under the names of “Syria Turkmen
Bloc” and “Syrian Democratic Turkmen
Movement’, which carry out political activi-
ties on behalf of Syrian Turkmens, emerged.
Those two political movements are differ-
ent from one another in certain aspects such
as the influence areas, ideologies, Turkmen
troops they are in relation with.

The Syrian Turkmen Platform, which is not
a political movement and which is of Turkey
originated, also started to carry out activi-
ties as a non-political party initiative in order

to take on the leadership of Syrian Turkmen
movement. This initiative has been main-
tained by Syrian Turkmens who has been liv-
ing in Turkey for many years, and are promi-
nent figures in Turkish political and business
life.>

Thus, it can be suggested that there are three
different  “groups/political  parties/power
groups which strive to assume the leadership
of Syrian Turkmen political movement, and
to become the representative of Syrian Turk-
mens.

1.1. The Syria Turkmen Bloc

The Syria Turkmen Bloc was created follow-
ing the outbreak of the uprising in Syria, as a
result of organization efforts of Syrian Turk-
mens living in Turkey. Turkmens, who firstly
fought for Turkmen rights within the Syrian
opposition, came up with the idea of becom-
ing organized with the name of Syrian Turk-
mens on August 2011 as a result of the fact
that ethnic and sectarian aspect of the con-
flict in Syria increasingly came to the fore-
front. Within this framework, they launched
the initiative on August 2011, and establish-
ment of the Syria Turkmen Bloc was declared
on 15 February 2012.

The Blocis a Latakia- and Bayir — Bucak-based
movement. It is mostly influential and active
in Bayir — Bucak, where it has most profound
relations with Turkmen troops; and the ma-
jority of its administrative body is composed
of people from Bayir — Bucak origin.

The movement which is known as the “Bloc”
in short has been led by Yusuf Molla of Syria
Turkmen origin who has been living in Tur-
key for many years.°

The organization structure of the Syrian
Turkmen Bloc is as follows:

The Bloc established liaison bureaus in Syrian
border zones as the first step to become effec-
tive in Syria and within the framework of the
strategy towards the field. Firstly Yayladagy,
then Akcakale, and lastly Gaziantep bureaus
were opened. Those offices provide a close
contact between the Bloc and Syrian Turk-
men areas. The Yayladagi bureau carries out
activities for Latakia Turkmens, while the
Gaziantep bureau for Aleppo Turkmens and
Akcakale bureau for Turkmens in Al-Raqqah.

Regarding the problem of Syrian Turkmens,
the Bloc considers the biggest problem of
Turkmens as not being united in a single area.
They believe that a post-Assad regional fed-
eration is not possible, and that Syria must be
ruled on a citizenship-based approach. The
slogan of the Bloc is “One Syria!’, and it strives
for Turkmens to have political, social, eco-
nomic, cultural rights in new Syria; and to live
as equal Syrian citizens without any discrimi-
nation. The Bloc is against the split of Syria.
They demand a civilized, democratic state,
where central authority is protected but local
authorities are further reinforced. However,

they limit the strengthening local authorities
in a way to prevent federalism.”

The Syria Turkmen Bloc has a close relation-
ship with the Turkmen troops in Bayir — Bu-
cak district. Some 12 Turkmen troops, which
are active in Latakia province, are close to the
“Brigade of Turkmen Mountain” that is an
umbrella organization of the aforesaid troops.
In military terms, the Bloc is not active in
Aleppo. They can only send humanitarian
aid to Aleppo. However, they have strategies
and also strive to be active in military terms
in Aleppo.?

The Syria Turkmen Bloc agreed to form a
new group with those who resigned from
the Democratic Movement following the 1%
Meeting of the Syrian Turkmen Platform that
was organized in Istanbul on 15 December
2012. But the Bloc considers the situation as
the Democratic Movement’s joining the Bloc.
Only by changing the name of the party and
including those who resigned in its adminis-
tration, the group regards this new initiative
as the same in practice, except for its name.
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So that, the current organizational structure
will be preserved and those who resigned
from the Democratic Movement will be in-
cluded in the group.

The Syria Turkmen Bloc plans to hold elec-
tions in Syria in the forthcoming process and
thus to designate 200 delegates, and also for
those delegates to vote to elect the leader and
administration of the party. The number of
delegates will be elected in proportion to the
population of each Turkmen districts. Ac-
cordingly, the biggest delegate will be elected
from Aleppo-Al Raqqah, then respectively
from Latakia-Tartus, Homs and Damascus.
Thus, the administration and leader of the
Syria Turkmen Bloc will be designated by the
aforesaid delegates. This effort is the result of
ideas of Syria Turkmen Bloc to become a po-
litical party and to spread it among the party
grassroots.’

1.2. Syrian Democratic Turkmen
Movement

The Syria Democratic Turkmen Movement
is the second political movement, which was
created to represent Syrian Turkmens after
the Bloc. The political party, which is called
“Movement” in short, was created following
the outbreak of uprising in Syria when Syr-
ian Turkmens felt the deficiency of organiza-
tion, and as a result of organization efforts of
Syrian Turkmens in Turkey. First of all, Syrian
Turks Association was formed, and then it
was decided to politicize Turkmens in Syria.
As a result, the establishment of Syrian Dem-
ocratic Turkmen Movement was declared in
Istanbul on 21 March 2012.

The Movement was founded by a group of
some figures who left the Syria Turkmen
Bloc and young Syrian Turkmens who live in
Turkey. First of all, representatives from each
Turkmen district took part in the administra-
tion of the Movement. The Syria Democratic

Turkmen Movement was led by Abdulkerim
Aga for almost a year. During the 1** Meeting
of Syrian Turkmen Platform, which took place
on 15 December 2012, the prominent figures
of the Syria Democratic Turkmen Movement
and Syria Turkmen Bloc announced their de-
cision to join their forces within the scope of
their goal to gather Syrian Turkmens under
a single umbrella. Although the majority of
prominent figures of Syria Democratic Turk-
men Movement resigned from the party and
declared they would carry out their activities
under a new joint party, the Syria Democratic
Turkmen Movement said they would contin-
ue their political activities with the rest under
the roof of the same party. Ziyad Hasan as-
sumed the leadership of the party, while Tarik
Sulo Cevizci took office as deputy Chairman.
The Movement formed a new administra-
tion, including representatives from different
Turkmen districts, through a caucus held on
December 2012.

The Democratic Turkmen Movement has a
result-oriented approach by carrying out its
activities in the field. After its renewed ad-
ministration structure, the Democratic Turk-
men Movement started to come to the fore as
an Aleppo-based movement to a great extent.
It carries out almost all political, civilian and
military activities in Aleppo.

Since the very beginning, the Syria Demo-
cratic Turkmen Movement has focused its
attention on diplomacy efforts before Turkey
and the Syrian opposition, besides establish-
ing direct relations with Syria.'® Within this
framework, through the efforts of the Demo-
cratic Movement, 16 representatives within
the Syrian National Council and 3 Turkmen
representatives within the Syrian National
Coalition were able to take office. They sum-
marize their short-term plans in the follow-
ing period as follows; to have a ministry in the
provisional government to be formed, to con-
centrate on civil organizations in Syria, and to
take part in local administrations in Aleppo
and rebel zones."
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The Movement’s perspective on the solution
of Syrian Turkmens’ problems is stated as fol-
lows: They believe that a split across Syria,
due to the fact that Syrian Turkmens live in
different cities and dispersedly in geograph-
ic terms, would give a big damage to Syrian
Turkmens. Therefore, their primary objec-
tive is to maintain the unity and integrity of
Syria. They ask for establishment of a new
system based on citizenship in new Syria, and
also they ask for free elections to be held un-
der the supervision of world public opinion,
for preparation of a new constitution in line
with the world standards, and for the groups
constituting the Syrian society to be provided
with cultural, political and citizenship rights.

The organizations within the Democratic
Turkmen Movement and the non-govern-
mental organizations affiliated to the Move-
ment within Syria are listed as follows: Youth
Branches, Labor Organization, Fraternal
Association of Syrian Turkmens, Solidar-

ity Association of Martyr Families, Veterans
and Captives, Humanitarian Aid Centers,
Turkmen News Agency. The Voice of Syr-
ian Turkmens Radio Station is projected to
start broadcasting, and also Turkmen maga-
zines and newspapers are envisaged to be
published. Two schools, in which language of
education is Turkish, in Cobanbey and Bab
Limon under the administration of Aleppo
were opened through the efforts of the Dem-
ocratic Movement.'?

The relationship between the Syria Demo-
cratic Turkmen Movement and Turkmen
troops is limited with Aleppo. Ali Basher,
Coordinator of Turkmen Brigades in Aleppo,
state that they act in unison with the Move-
ment."

The new administration and organizational
structure of the the Syria Democratic Turk-
men Movement is as below:"*

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1.3. Syrian Turkmen Platform

The idea of founding Syrian Turkmen Plat-
form was come up with in 2012. The first
meeting was held with 42 participants and
a 5-person committee was formed. The first
goal was to create a public opinion on Syrian
Turkmens in Turkish and world public opin-
ion. It emerged as a civilian initiative. There
are Syrian Turkmens within the Turkmen
Platform initiative who climbed the ladder
in business and trade life living in Turkey for
years.

The objective of this initiative is to form an
assembly through delegates to be elected in
Syria, and for the committee that would be
designated by this Assembly to speak for and
represent Syrian Turkmens. So what is want-
ed is for the aforesaid two Turkmen parties
and a supra-political parties structure to take
part in this initiative. This initiative achieved
to receive the support of the Foreign Ministry
to organize Syrian Turkmen Platform through
its influence in Turkey. Concordantly, the 1*
Meeting of Syrian Turkmen Platform was
hosted by Turkish Foreign Ministry in Istan-
bul on 15 December 2012 with the support of
the Prime Ministry.

The Syrian Turkmen Platform asks for a cre-
ation of Turkmen Assembly, and for this as-
sembly to be a supra-political parties insti-
tution. It is projected to bring 350 delegates
from Syria. After the election of those dele-
gates, a 9-person committee will be formed.
This committee will be the decision-making
body of Syrian Turkmens.® The Platform
considers it as a joint supra-parties initia-
tive, not as a third alternative political party
to the Syria Turkmen Bloc and Democratic
Turkmen Movement. This decision-making
body will represent Syrian Turkmens in every
platform and will conduct all negotiations on
behalf of Syrian Turkmens.

Even though Mersin MP Mehmet Sandir sup-
ports the Platform as “Honorary President

of Syria Turkmens’, he does not directly take
part in the administration. The figures within
the Platform and the administration are listed
as follows: Esat Arber, Muhammed Ali Bar-
dakci (Heysem Molla Ali), Mehmet Tirkhan
(Silo), Muhammad Ceren, Mustafa Sheikh
Ahmet, Muhammed Arap, Zeki Turkmen.'®

In addition to three major groups striving
to be the representative of Syrian Turkmens
and assume the leadership, there are also
certain small-scale political and civil initia-
tives. Small-scale organizations started to
be formed in refugee camps, located in Isla-
hiye, where Syrian Turkmens live. Within this
framework, Turkmens living in the aforesaid
camp announced that they created a move-
ment called “Syria Turkmen Party”. This
group stated during the congress of Syrian
Turkmen Platform that they would take part
in the new joint front. Also, another small
group, under the name of “Islamic Union Par-
ty”, was formed in the Islahiye refugee camp."”
Another initiative called “Latakia Turkmen
Union” in Latakia province in Syria has been
striving to become a political party.'®

Besides political initiatives, there are also
Turkmen youth organizations which organize
protest demonstrations, deliver civilian aid,
and contribute men for troops. Those groups
might be listed as follows:

- Turkmen Youth Movement: They are ac-
tive in Yayladagi. They carry out activities
both in civilian and political spheres.

- Local Authorities Youth Movement: This
youth movement is active in Latakia Province
in Syria.

- Syrian Turkmen Youth Association: They
are active in southern areas of Damascus con-
trolled by the opposition forces. It is an initia-
tive that is composed of Golan Turkmens.

- Syria Turkmen Youth: They are affiliated to
Syria Turkmen Bloc in Latakia.
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- Free Turkmen Youth: They are active in
Aleppo, and close to Ali Oztiirkmen (Silo).

2. MILITARY STRUCTURE OF SYRIAN
TURKMENS

2.1. Turkmen Troops in Latakia Province
(Bayir — Bucak District)

The Turkmen population live in the area from
the northern Latakia to the Hatay border.
While Bayir district is located on the coast-
line, Bucak is located in hinterlands. The
coastline that extends from the Hatay border-
line to Latakia city center is under the con-
trol of regime forces. Bayir district, which is
located in hinterlands, is under the control of
opposition forces.

The majority of Bayir-Bucak in Latakia prov-
ince is controlled by the Turkmens troops. A
conflict border line was created between Nu-
sayri villages, and Turkmen and Sunni Arab
villages. On this borderline, composed of
Kapakli and Gimam Turkmen villages, both
parties mount guard and conflicts take place
from time to time. The opposition has control
over the majority of Turkmen villages. Only
Buruc and Sulayip, which are Turkmen villag-
es located on southern part of the borderline,
are under the control of regime forces. Those
villages are located in an extremely dangerous
area due to the fact that they are surrounded
by Nusayri settlements and are geographi-
cally distant from the areas controlled by the
opposition."

The Turkmen military structure in Latakia
province is composed of 12 troops and high-
er division of these troops called “Brigade
of Turkmen Mountain”. The commander of
Brigade of Turkmen Mountain, which is the
higher division of Turkmen military troops
in Latakia province, is Colonel Muhammad
Awad. Muhammad Awad also took part in
the 30-person administration in Higher Mili-
tary Council, formed by Syrian military oppo-

nents as a result of the congress that was held
in Antalya. There are 12 companies under the
Brigade of Turkmen Mountain. In addition,
there is also another Turkmen military unit
called Hezbollah al Galibu that is not affili-
ated to the Brigade of Turkmen Mountain .*°

The troops constituting the Brigade of Turk-
men Mountain are listed as follows:*

- Nurettin Zengi: It is active in Saray village
and the neighborhood. The troop is led by
Ferid Masri. And it is one of the three largest
and strongest troops in Latakia.

- Zahir Baybars: It is active in Avanli district,
and led by Ali Sehirli. It is one of the three
largest and strongest troops in Latakia.

- Al Huva Billa: It is active in the area locat-
ed between Kastav and Beyt Milik. It is led
by Heysem Topalca. And also, it is one of the
three largest and strongest troops in Latakia.

- Yavuz Sultan Selim: It is active in Sheren
district, and led by Tariq Sohta. The troop
fights along with the Free Syrian Army in the
ongoing conflicts in Aleppo and Ras al-Ayn.

- Sultan Mehmet the Conqueror: It is active
in central Gimam and also in the neighbor-
hood.

- Memduh Colha: It is active in Beyt Farez
district. Mustafa Emin, the first leader of
the troop, is the first Turkmen martyr. After
the death of Mustafa Emin, Usama Kadi as-
sumed the leadership of the troop, and then
Emin Ibrahim. Ibrahim is still the leader of
the troop.

- Bin Tamime: It is active in central Gimam.
The troop is deployed between Nusayri vil-
lages and the borderline. So the troop is found
in the most dangerous location.

- Katib Al Mustafa: It is active in Comeren
district. The leader of the troop is Muham-
mad Abdullah.

The vast majority of Turkmen troops in Alep-
po province is under the command of Ali
Basher, a Syrian Turkmen from Aleppo. The
groups under the command of Ali Basher pro-
vide security of almost all Turkmen villages in

tral Aleppo, the security of 6 Turkmen neigh-
borhoods are provided by those troops.?

There are 6 troops under the command of Ali
Basher. These groups are planning to adopt
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a new military structure. Concordantly, 6
troops are going to be gathered under two
major brigades. The Aleppo Turkmen troops
under the command of Ali Basher are listed
as follows.?

- Sultan Mehmet the Conqueror: The leader
of the troop is Mahmoud Suleiman, brother
of Muhammad Suleiman who was the com-
mander of Sultan Abdul Hamid Brigade be-
fore being killed. This troop control the 6
Turkmen neighborhoods in central Aleppo.
It is one of the strongest Turkmen troops in
Aleppo.

- Zahir Baybars Brigade: It is active in Jerab-
lus, and led by Muhammad Geng.

- Martyr Ali Yilmaz Troop: It is active in
Bab-1 Limon.

- Buhari Troop: It is active in Munbic district
of Aleppo.

- Imadettin Zengi Troop: It is active in Mun-
bic district of Aleppo.

Buhari and Imadettin Zengin Troops are pro-
jected to be merged under the name of Sulei-
man Shah.

- Alparslan Troop: This troop controls the
Turkmen villages in the area between Azaz
and Jerablus.

There are three other Turkmen military troops
which act independently from the groups that
are affiliated to Ali Basher in Aleppo:

- Ahfad ul Fateh: This brigade is not direct-
ly related to a Turkmen political movement
or other Turkmen brigades. The command
center of the brigade is Bab-1 Limon village.
It is also active in Kerpicli and Baglihoyuk
settlements in Aleppo. They basically fight
against the regime in central Aleppo. They

control two neighborhoods called Meydan
and Bostanpasha. They control the aforesaid
neighborhoods, and protect some eight oth-
er Turkmen neighborhoods located behind.
Ibrahim Ahmed is the leader of the troop.

- Yildirim Beyazit Brigade: Halid Gokturk-
men is the commander of the brigade.

- Sultan Abdul Hamid: Fighting against the
Syrian army in central Aleppo until recently,
the Sultan Abdul Hamid troop was a group
under the command of Ali Basher. The com-
mander Muhammad Suleiman, a military
leader well-accepted by all Turkmens, was
killed in a conflict. After his death, the troop
withdrew from central Aleppo to rural areas,
and left the groups commanded by Ali Basher.

2.3. Turkmen Troops in Homs Province

There are 43 Turkmen villages in Homs
province. The opposition Turkmen troops in
Homs are active in rural areas. There are a
great number of Turkmen population in cen-
tral Homs, and they fight along with Arabs
against the regime. None of the troops in the
center is completely composed of Turkmens,
but in central Homs, Turkmens are settled
in neighborhoods such as Bab1 Amr, Bab al
Siba, Bab al Turkmen, Al Var, Al Karabis, Al
Haldi. And many Turkmens, along with Sunni
Arabs, within the troops in those neighbor-
hoods fight against the regime.**

The Turkmen military troops in Homs are
split up to several different groups. The head-
quarter of Turkmen troops are located in
Zara. The Turkmen troops in Homs are listed
as follows:*

- Homs Shield Battalion (Ketibe Dira
Homs): It is affiliated to the Homs Military
Council, and financed by the Council.

- Rahman Martyrs Battalion (Shuheda er
Rahman): It is financed by Saudi Arabia.
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- Shuheda al Hak: It is financed by business-
men of Tel Kalaf origin who live in Qatar and
Saudi Arabia.

- Sultan Mehmet the Conqueror: It is affili-
ated to Al Farouq Brigade, one of the largest
military troops in Syria.

- Soldiers of Zara: The troop, led by Colonel
Osama Kenan, is active in Zara which is sur-
rounded with Nusayri settlements.

- Alparslan: It is active in Tulluf, Kale, Semalil
and Kizhil villages. The leader of the brigade
is Abdulmuti Kahiye, a non-commissioned
officer who left the Syrian army.

- Homs Turkmens: The troop fights within
Al Farouq Brigade.

There is no other military troop, entirely
composed of Turkmens, in Homs rural area
except for the aforementioned ones. Nev-
ertheless, many Turkmen soldiers take part
in the military troops in villages and towns
where Turkmens live such as Kusayr, Niz-
ariye, Causia, Bur¢ Kai, Tisnin, Hulaya, As
Sabunin, Jibab el Zeyd.

2.4. Tarkmen Troops in Al-Raqqah
Province

Turkmen population live in central Tel Abay-
ad in Al-Raqqah Province, as well as in other
villages affiliated to the same province. The
total Turkmen population in Al-Raqqah is
some 15.000-20.000 people. There’s another
Turkmen military troop in Al-Raqqah. The
troop called Enver ul Hak is active in Tel
Abayad district, located across Akgakale that
is affiliated to Urfa, as well as in other Turk-
men villages affiliated to the same province.
The leader of the troop is Sheikh Abdullah
Dede. Recently, another branch of Enver ul
Hak was opened in Ras al Ayn. Enver ul Hak
act in unison with the Syria Turkmen Bloc
until recently, but lately it has been establish-
ing close relations with the group led by Ali
Basher.?

2.5. Turkmen Troops in Damascus
Province

Golan Turkmens constitute the Turkmen
military organizations in capital Damascus.
The most prominent one is Imam al-Zahabi
troop. The leader of the troop is Halit Ber-
eket. It plans to change the name into “Turk-
men Martyrs Brigade” soon. There is also a
12-person special operational unit in Damas-
cus, which is composed of Turkmens, affili-
ated to Imam al-Zahabi.

This troop is also led by Golan Turkmen Abu
Farougq. Aside from Imam al-Zahabi, there are
also three other Turkmen troops called Amr
Subat in Damascus.?”

2.6. Turkmen Troops in Idlib Province

Turkmens have military and civilian organi-
zations in Idlib. While the civilian organiza-
tions are led by Fadil Talib, there is a close re-
lationship between military troops and civil-
ian organizations. Turkmen military troops in
Idlib province are listed as follows:*®

- Ricaiil Allahul Ahrar: The military leader
of the troop is Munzir Abdullah. They act in
unison with Ahfad ul Fateh, which fights in
Aleppo. Some military forces of the troop are
delpoyed in Hafsar village and its neighbor-
hood in Idlib, as well as in Seladdin province
in Aleppo. The troop also took part in an op-
eration to lay siege to Cisr es Shukur.

- Hananu Shield: It is a military troop com-
posed of Turkmens carrying out activities at
the command of Halid bin Walid Brigade of
Arabs. It is composed of approximately 80
people. It is active in Cisr es Shukur.

- Independent Turkmens: This troop, which
is composed of Turkmens of Idlib origin,
fights along with the Arab brigades in Selad-
din, Aleppo, against the regime.
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2.7. Turkmen Troops in Hama Province

There is no military troop in Hama which is
completely composed of Turkmens. However,
a great number of Turkmens are a part of the
military troops, mostly composed of Arabs.”

2.8. Turkmen Troops in Tartus Province

There are 6 villages in Tartus where Turkmen
population lives. Among those, the people of
Al Mitras rebelled against the regime. Al Mi-
tras, supported by Turkmen settlement Zara
in Homs, formed a military troop to protect
their area.®

Conclusion

Syrian Turkmen population is of a key im-
portance not only for Turkey, but also for the
democratic future of Syria. If the forthcoming
Syrian regime wants to build a country where

all ethnic and sectarian groups within the
borders can live in peace and together, then
it must recognize the presence of Turkmens
and provide an environment for Turkmens to
be equally represented in political field with
other communities. Syrian Turkmens, who
have courageously stood against authoritar-
ian practices since the very beginning of the
democratic demonstrations in Syria, are as
good as all other communities in terms of
maintaining the integrity of the country. As
Syrian Turkmens have played an important
role for the start of a new period in Syria, the
Syrian opposition should enable Turkmens to
come into their own. It is critically important
for both Syria and the region that Turkmens,
who have suffered from the oppression of the
Assad regime and human rights violations,
equally take part in political and social life in
new Syria with Sunni Arabs, Arab Alawites,
Christians, Kurds, Druses and Shias.
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1. AN INTERVIEW WITH ALI OZTURK-
MEN, SYRIAN TURKMEN ATTORNEY
AND RESEARCHER

ORSAM: Mr. Oztiirkmen, could you in-
form us about the Turkish population in
Syria?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Syrian Turkmens arrived
in Syrian during the years between 1060 and
1070, when the Oghuz tribe migrated to these
territories in Seljuk Empire period. After the
Seljuks established the Seljuk Empire and ap-
pointed atabegs for the administration, Turk-
mens started to play an effective role in this
geography. Especially during the Crusades
and the conquest of Jerusalem, they played an
important role. The presence of Turkmens in
these territories dates back to 1000 years ago,
starting with the Seljuks until the Ottoman
Empire lost these territories at the end of the
World War I. Coming under the French man-
date, these territories constitute the current
Middle East; Syria, Palestine, Lebanon and
Iraq. The Turkish element is another compo-
nent of these communities.

ORSAM: What is the current Turkmen
population in Syria? Where do they live in
the country?

Ali OZTURKMEN: They are densely popu-
lated in Aleppo province. They live in central
Aleppo province, and approximately in 140
villages. These villages extend from the Jelav-
lus borderline on east into Azez and Afrin.
After Aleppo, the second province where the
Turkmen population is densely populated is
Homs. They live in central Homs and some
60 villages. Another province where Turkmen
population live in density is Latakia. They are
known as “Bayir-Bucak Turkmens” in Lata-
kia, and we have more than 70 villages with
Turkmen population. Besides, there are many
Turkmens who settled in Damascus as they
consider it as a “sacred city” On the other
hand there are 4-5 Turkmen villages in the
rural area of Damascus. After the invasion of

Golan Heights, Turkmens who lived in some
20 Turkmen villages moved to central Damas-
cus and suburbans. There are some 10 Turk-
men villages in Al-Raqqah province, which is
located on Turkish borderline, 10 villages in
Hama, 5 villages in Idlib, and 5 Turkmen vil-
lages in Dar’aa. The Turkmen population is
dispersed in a quite wide geography in Syria.
Despite the population, the underlying reason
why Turkmens cannot currently take part in
Syrian political life is the fact that they lived
under pressure for many years. As a result
of these oppressions, which started during
the French mandate period and continued in
Ba’ath regime and nationalist Arab regimes,
Turkmens grew away from the Turkic world
and were assimilated. This independence
wave, starting from Tunisia in the Middle
East and spreading to Syria, triggered a mo-
tive for Turkmens to play an efficient role in
this new formation process in Syria.

ORSAM: Do Turkmens also currently take
part in popular movements in Syria?
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Ali OZTURKMEN: Turkmens do not act as
a part of an organization, but individually. As
Syrian Turkmens, our goal is to make sure
out rights are protected in this new initiative,
and to be recognized as one of the three main
components of Syria (Arab, Kurd, Turkmen).
According to current data, there are approxi-
mately 3,5 million Turkmens in Syria. 99%
of Syrian Turkmens are Sunni, while only a
few of them are Shia. They are of Anatolian
Alawite-origin. In general sense, Syrian Turk-
mens preserve their tribal structure in Alep-
po. They have a tribal structure. We cannot
see it in other Turkmen districts.

ORSAM: What are the largest Turkmen
tribes?

Ali OZTURKMEN: The largest one is the
Beydili Tribe and the second is the Ilbeyli
tribe. Both of them are in Aleppo. They origi-
nate from Sivas.

ORSAM: You said that the Turkmen popu-
lation in Syria is 3,5 million. Are Turkmens
who forgot their native language also in-
cluded in this population? If so, how many
Turkmens are there who still preserve their
language and identity?

Ali OZTURKMEN: There are some 1,5 mil-
lion Turkmens who still use their language.
This figure equals to approximately 5 per
cent. The remaining 1 million people, on the
other hand, forgot Turkish language but have
not lost the Turkish identity. There are Turk-
men families in Aleppo and Homs who forgot
their language but who know and preserve
Turkmen identity.

ORSAM: What do you think is the cor-
nerstone of the Syrian Turkmen identity?
Which one is more determinant? Being
Muslim, Turkmen, or Syrian?

Ali OZTURKMEN: The identity of Islam
is on the forefront due to the oppression for
years. Turkmens’ forgetting their identity is

because of the suppression they were exposed
to. The majority of Turkmens, especially those
living in the hinterlands and in rural areas do
not know what Turkmen means. This is the
result of being ruptured by force from one’s
own culture and history.

ORSAM: Do Syrian Turkmens have an um-
brella organization? As far as I know Turk-
mens do not have a political party, but for
instance, do you have an association?

Ali OZTURKMEN: The former Ba’ath re-
gime did not accord any organizational right
to Syrian Turkmens. They could not find any
opportunity to found neither an association
nor a political movement. Turkmens were not
even allowed to sing their folk songs in cer-
tain districts. Under such a regime, Turkmens
could not find an opportunity to become or-
ganized. But hopefully, in this new initiative,
Turkmens will be able to protect their rights
as a political and social movement.

ORSAM: Do you think that a movement to
defend the Turkmen identity has a grass-
roots?

Ali OZTURKMEN: The Turkmen people,
especially the intellectuals, are in favor of it.
The people ask for such a movement. The
reason why it could not be realized by now is
because of lack of education among the ma-
jority of Syrian Turkmens, and efficient Ba’ath
propagandas. Besides, the religion factor is
wrongly reflected. Recognition religion as the
upper identity and the assimilation of Turk-
men identity became one of the biggest obsta-
cles. It came true through the propagandas of
clerics supported by the regime. I believe that
Syrian Turkmens long for such a movement.
The new regime in Syria will be a civil demo-
cratic system. A modern, civil democracy is
required to protect the rights of all communi-
ties in Syria. Another system would not look
after the interests of Syrian populations.
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ORSAM: Where do Turkmens stand in the
recent uprisings that took place in Syria?
Do they have a common approach? Is there
any group supporting the regime?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Turkmens have been
waiting for this opportunity for years. Turk-
mens know that this regime will not last any
longer under these circumstances. But, un-
fortunately, they could not become organized
before the aforesaid uprisings. The only rea-
son, as I mentioned before, is fear dating back
years ago. The Turkmen support the opposi-
tion movements. For instance, the Turkmen
population in Homs have been playing an
important role in the uprisings. More than
15 Turkmens were martyrized in Homs. Be-
sides, there are hundreds of lost and captive
Turkmen people. As two Turkmens villages
on Lebanese borderline rebelled, they were
attacked by Baath partisans. As we do not
have access to the area, I can only give ball-
park figures. Today, approximately 100 Syrian
Turkmens were killed. We have 2 martyrs in
Damascus and Latakia. We do not have pre-
cise information regarding the death toll and
captives.

ORSAM: In such transition periods, it is
quite important for a group to have a po-
litical movement. To that end, the mem-
bers of the group might strive to have as
much share as possible within the initia-
tive. Do you believe that Turkmens cannot
sufficiently make themselves heard in the
Syrian opposition meeting currently being
held in Antalya? What else could be done?

Ali OZTURKMEN: The biggest deficiency is
the disorganized structure of Turkmen move-
ments. It has been put off for a long time.
Because Syrian Turkmens were the forgotten
ones for years. We were brought up to world
agenda only after the massacres committed
by the Baath regime in 1996. Besides, while
Turkmens were not given a chance to become
organized due to oppression, Kurds took ad-
vantage of the former system. They already
prepared their organizational infrastructure

and today they have all means. Turkmen
movement should become organized as soon
as possible. To that end, it is required to found
Syrian Turkmen Association and Syrian Hu-
man Rights Association; and those organiza-
tions should carry out activities in a way to
form a party grassroots.

ORSAM: What kind of political system do
you envisage in case of a regime change?
What do you think about the disputes on
secularism and federalism? In addition,
what are the demands of Turkmens?

Ali OZTURKMEN: First of all, we expect
that Turkmens take part in the new consti-
tution as one of the main components of the
Syrian population. Moreover, we demand the
right of education in mother tongue and also
other social rights. Arab fascism has been im-
plemented and Turkmens have not been pro-
vided with any social right yet. Therefore, lots
of Turkmens in Syria have lost their Turkmen
identity. We aim to ensure that the Turkmen
gain back their identity. As for other issues; I
do not expect a federal structure in Syria. Be-
cause the Syrian people are well aware of situ-
ation they are in. None of the ethnic groups
has ever been limited with a certain are. The
people are intermingled with other ethnic
groups. It is not possible for some of these
groups to gather under a federal structure.
The geographical distribution is not conve-
nient either. For example, the Turkmen popu-
lation is dispersed in different regions across
Syria. It is also the same for Arab Alawites,
Christians and Kurds.

ORSAM: For instance, during the French
mandate period, the aforesaid groups had
different political structure in current Syr-
ian territories. Is it possible today?

Ali OZTURKMEN: No. It is not possible in
current system. During the Republic period,
the groups were quite dispersed. Formation
of a federal structure is not possible under
these circumstances. The Qamishli in al-
Hasakah province where Kurds are densely
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populated, for example. While central Qa-
mishli is densely populated with Kurds, Ar-
abs are densely populated in rural areas. It is
by no means possible to consider city center
separate from rural areas. Kurdish, Christian,
Armenian and Assyrian people live in Qa-
mishli. It is unimaginable to turn this into a
federal structure. I believe that a democratic
centralized structure to protect the rights of
both those groups and Turkmens would be
better. In terms of religion, on the other hand,
I am completely against a theocratic political
system due to the fact that 15 per cent of Syr-
ian population is composed of Christians and
people from other sects. Hence, we believe
that civil democracy would be the best option
for Syria. Also, secularism is also a part of this
system. I think that today only a few groups
would argue for Sharia in Syria.

ORSAM: How do you assess the role of
Muslim Brotherhood within Syrian oppo-
sition and in the congress that was held in
Antalya?

Ali OZTURKMEN: I do not think have much
influence. Those from the Muslim Brother-
hood did not attend the congress held in An-
talya on behalf of the party, but on their own
behalf. The Sharia propaganda was made but
it did not take much attention among the par-
ticipants. It was highlighted that it is not the
right time to discuss secularism right now,
and that it should be discussed if the uprising
succeeds.

ORSAM: We know that the Muslim Broth-
erhood is much more supported by the
Sunni Arab population. What do you think
is the main source that supports the Mus-
lim Brotherhood in Syria?

Ali OZTURKMEN: The people no more
think the way they did before. The Syrian
people put their strong religious perspective
away, and they now think in parallel with the
new world conditions. I personally do not be-
lieve that the Muslim Brotherhood is as influ-
ential as it was before.

ORSAM: Don’t you think that the Muslim
Brotherhood would become prominent in
case of a regime change?

Ali OZTURKMEN: The popular uprising in
Syria is a civilian and peaceful movement. It
is not at the helm of any political party. All
current political initiatives are in parallel with
this movement. It was also clearly seen in An-
talya congress. It is also the same for Turk-
mens, Kurds and the Muslim Brotherhood.

ORSAM: What about the relations be-
tween Turkmens and the other groups in
Syria?

Ali OZTURKMEN: We have good relation-
ship with all groups. All groups respect the
interests of one another. They are all aware of
the fact that we are treated unjustly, and they
ask why we waited too long to introduce our-
selves. All opposition groups say good things
about Turkmens, and they also add that our
rights will be protected in the future.

ORSAM: How do you think the opposi-
tion movement will be concluded? Should
Bashar Assad keep his seat by making re-
forms? Or, is the regime change inevitable?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Today, we've arrived at
a point where there is no way that the regime
and the people agree and make peace. More
than 2000 people have been killed in Syria.
Furthermore, there are also lots of casualties
who have not been identified. In a a peace-
ful sit-in protest staged in Homs, the Syrian
security forces opened random fire on pro-
testors. Some friends collected 18 casualties.
And the more than 50 of them were taken
away in army vehicles. Many mass graves
were found. We hear that corpses are not let
out of many areas. There are mass graves in
Latakia. Those corpses are put in containers
and thrown into the sea. The regime finally
showed its true color after years. A system to
rule the people should receive its authoriza-
tion from the people as well.

ORSAM: Do you believe that the Assad re-
gime can make a reform?

Ali OZTURKMEN: The Bashar Assad re-
gime is the continuation of the regime taken
over from his father. The love of the people
is not real. If you love, you do not oppress.
The regime had never showed its true color
until recently. As Turkmens, we filed many
applications in the new period. However, we
were all rejected and friends who filed appli-
cations were blacklisted. It was said that am-
nesty would be granted to political prisoners.
I also encounter obstacles in all state affairs.
This regime has lost its legitimacy. The de-
mands of the Syrian people can be fulfilled
only through the change of regime in Syria.
ORSAM: You say that the Syrian regime has
lost its legitimacy, but unlike the regime in
Tunisia, the Syrian regime maintains its
integrity. The army takes sides with the re-
gime. So, how will the regime change take
place?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Considering the current
situation in Syria, the country is on the verge
of a civil war. The regime is doing it on pur-
pose. The people have not resisted yet. But if
it goes like this, they will. The reason why the
regime can still survive is because of the fami-
ly connections. It is the same for the army and
intelligence. We see that conflicts take place
among the low-ranking officers within the
army. Some soldiers do not point their weap-
ons at the people. It is known that those sol-
diers are executed by the regime forces right
away, and the scars all over the corpses show
that they were tortured to death.

ORSAM: So, you argue that there will be
factions within the regime itself. Is it like-
ly that a foreign intervention could take
place?

Ali OZTURKMEN: Massacres will increase
in the forthcoming period. In that case the
people would grow stronger, and the army
would get weaker. The army cannot get a di-

rect information from different regions any-
more. It would have hard times as the factions
within the regime grow stronger. I am not in
favor of a military intervention in Syria. I just
say that pressure should be applied on the re-
gime.

ORSAM: Is it possible that an armed group
might lead the country to a civil war after
the collapse of the regime in Syria?

Ali OZTURKMEN: We do not want this to
happen. Certain groups might react. There’s
such a risk. Syria is one of the most promi-
nent countries in the Middle East, and it also
played an active role in the formation of some
policies. Certain terrorist groups might take
advantage of a potential political gap in Syria,
and carry out operations. For instance, the
Shabiha organization in Syria. Armed gangs
of the regime. But Shabiha is not that strong
of an organization. The moment the support
is cut off, it is nothing. The Shabiha can sur-
vive through the means provided by the re-
gime.

ORSAM: What do you think about Tur-
key’s approach on current developments?

Ali OZTURKMEN: The Syrian people ex-
pect Turkey to play an active role. It is the
same for both Turkmens and other groups.
Furthermore, they do not rely on Western
countries and Iran as much as they do on Tur-
key. Erdogan’s statements had a great impact
on the Syrian people. In popular demonstra-
tions staged in certain areas, Arabs hang lots
of Turkish flags and hold Turkish banners.
However, Turkey’s current attitude is not suf-
ficient. The Syrian people should further be
supported. They should be the voice to mas-
sacres we are exposed to. What we are going
through is not reflected on the public opin-
ion. Turkey should bring what we have been
witnessing up to the world agenda. We do not
want to end up like the Libyan people.

ORSAM: Is it possible that a civil war could
break out among the Syrian people if the
regime collapsed?
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Ali OZTURKMEN: The Christian and Mus-
lim population in Syria have never clashed
with each other. But the pro-regime families
might be reacted by the people. Druses were
close to the regime in the past. Today, on the
other hand, they approach with caution. The
people perceive the Syrian regime as a Shia
administration. Alawites are the ones who
benefit from all resources of the govern-
ment and national wealth the most. On the
other hand, the Druse intellectuals support
the popular uprisings and are in favor of the
regime change. Also the Christian intellectu-
als support popular movements. But they do
not play an active role. To sum up, the groups
that suffer from the regime’s cruelty are play a
more active role.

ORSAM: The opposition movements have
spread to Damascus and Aleppo with a
great influence. Is this because Sunni Arab
elites support the regime?

Ali OZTURKMEN: It is because of more
effective security in Aleppo and Damascus.
Mosques play the most important role in so-
cial movements. The people do not have a
chance to meet in those places. It is forbidden
to meet. Friday prayers and funeral prayers of
martyrs provide an environment for the peo-
ple to meet. Some clerics complained they
could not perform their duties with ease. In
certain mosques, identity check is made in
the entrance. Mosques are filled with pro-re-

gime supporters, Baath supporters, security
forces. The people are not enabled to act as
they wish. The regime exerts its pressure on
these two large cities.

ORSAM: What is the role of Iran?

Ali OZTURKMEN: As we hear from some
sources, it is asserted that Hezbollah has been
sending militants to suppress the people. Be-
sides, it is also suggested that Syrian security
guards have been trained, informed and pro-
vided with weapons.

ORSAM: Lastly, what should Turkey do for
Turkmens in particular?

Ali OZTURKMEN: We would like Turkey to
make the Syrian Turkmen voice heard across
the world. And also, we would like Turkey to
support protecting Turkmen rights in the new
system to be created in Syria in the forthcom-
ing period. Nothing has been done for Turk-
mens yet. The name of 3,5 million Turkmen
population is not known in the world public
opinion. What we want is to take part in the
new system, and to protect our rights.

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2. AN INTERVIEW WITH ZIYAD
HASAN, CHAIRMAN OF SYRIAN
DEMOCRATIC TURKMEN MOVEMENT

(When this interview was conducted, Ziyad
Hasan was the spokesperson of the Syrian
Democratic Turkmen Movement.)

ORSAM: First of all, could you introduce
yourself?

Ziyad HASAN: I am Ziyad Hasan from
Aleppo, Syria. I graduated from University
of Aleppo, Department of Civil Engineering.
I lived in Libya and Iraq for my job. I have
been in Istanbul for 8 months, and here I have
been making attempts both before the Syrian
opposition and Turkish authorities in order
for Syrian Turkmens to have their political
rights in the post-Assad system. To that end,
[ am the spokesperson of the Syrian Turkmen
Community political movement, which we
established along with some friends for this
cause.

ORSAM: You are from Aleppo. Could you
tell us about the security, political, and
economic situation both in central Aleppo
and the rural area?

Ziyad HASAN: In terms of the political situ-
ation, the Ba’ath Party, which has influence all
across Syria, has reached both central Aleppo
and rural areas. Currently, each office of the
political party works as an intelligence unit.
It is more occupied with intelligence services
than politics. We see the most serious orga-
nization in Aleppo among Kurds. There are
more than 15 Kurdish political parties, and
they form a quite major power. In addition
to this, the PKK terrorist organization has a
considerable number of sympathizers, and
they have a major power in the region.

In economic terms, Aleppo is the locomotive
of the Syrian economy. However, unfortunate-
ly the industry of the city, which was severely
affected by the closed economy policy pur-

sued by Hafez Assad, received a second blow
during the Bashar Assad period as a result
of the uncontrolled international expansion
policy and high tax policies targeting produc-
ers. Therefore, the number of businessmen
who quit production and started importation
before the revolution was more than 50 per
cent. Adding the recent developments and
embargoes to this import-dependent eco-
nomic structure, inflation hit the roof. And as
a result, 1 dollar which was equal to 48 SYP
10 months ago started to be exchanged for
80 SYP in black market. Basic needs such as
oil, fuel, natural gas cannot be found. There is
more than 100% price increase in all goods.
The people who were already poor became
miserable.

As for the security; the regime, which main-
tained the security in Aleppo since the very
beginning of the uprisings and which did not
make any concession, started to show signs of
weakness last month. The regime resorted to
army troops in order to maintain the control
in rural areas. Opening fire on Atarib district
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for the last two weeks, the army also began to
attack on Azaz for two days which is located
near Kilis and 7000 troops were deployed to
suppress the demonstrations in the area.

Increasingly rising demonstrations in central
Aleppo started to be quite frequently seen es-
pecially in University of Aleppo and in certain
neighborhoods where Arab tribes are densely
populated. An unfortunately, the death toll in
Aleppo in on the rise.

The PKK terrorist organization became ap-
parent in areas with Kurdish population, and
barricades were set up on the roads in some
areas. According to the latest information,
Assad talked to some Turkmen tribal lead-
ers, and announced that he wanted to provide
Turkmens with weapons to suppress rising
events in rural areas of Aleppo. And the lead-
ers who turned down the offer are still under
pressure.

ORSAM: Compared to other provinces,
Aleppo witnessed relatively less action un-
til recently. What are the underlying rea-
sons? Is it likely that this situation could
change?

Ziyad HASAN: The reasons why Aleppo
stayed out of those events until recently might
be listed as follows:

- insecurity stemming from the presence of
various ethnic and religious groups in the city,

- interpersonal communication problem
caused by the metropolitan life style (the fact
that demonstrations are mostly staged in trib-
al, rural areas and the university proves it),

- too strict and cruel security measures taken
by the regime,

- a considerable number of regime partisans
for various reasons.

Nevertheless, considering the recent devel-

opments within the last month and according
the what we hear from the country, tension is
increasing and things are reaching a point of
no return.

ORSAM: There are many ethnic and sec-
tarian groups in Aleppo. Could you tell us
briefly about the stance they take on the
Syrian uprising?

Ziyad HASAN: We can list the groups living
in the city of Aleppo as follows: Sunni Arabs,
Christians, Turkmens, Kurds and Armenians.

Although Sunni Arabs are those who launched
the uprising in different cities and are in the
forefront, it took too long for them to take
action in Aleppo. They were mostly limited
with rural areas.

Christians and Armenians fear that an Islamic
regime could arise. Those groups support the
regime across Syria or they remain neutral.

The vast majority of Turkmens support the
uprising. Particularly Hama, rural areas of
Aleppo, and Damascus Turkmens. Some of
the Turkmen population, on the other hand,
prefer to remain neutral for various reasons.

The Kurds’ participation in the uprising is
quite local and inefficient.

ORSAM: What do you think the people in
Aleppo preferred for the solution of Syr-
ian problem? What do they think about
military intervention, and establishment
of safe haven? Do they ask for a radical
change or a consensus-based solution?

Ziyad HASAN: There has been major dissi-
dences in Aleppo since the very beginning of
the uprising. I can summarize this dissidence
as below:

1- 70% of the people support the uprising.
But for the reasons I already mentioned be-
fore, only 30% of them have risen against the
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regime so far. Rural areas, some tribal neigh-
borhoods of the city, and the majority of this
group are in favor of a radical change, includ-
ing a military intervention. The other 50% are
ready to take to the streets in case of any se-
curity gap. They act more cautiously on solu-
tion, and they support establishment of a safe
haven.

2- 30% of the people support Assad for a va-
riety of reasons; and while some of them are
in favor of consensus with certain opposi-
tion figures out of the national council, oth-
ers argue for putting an end to this problem
through military methods.

ORSAM: What are the expectations of
Syrian Turkmens as a result of this upris-
ing process? Have Turkmens got what they
wanted so far within the Syrian opposition?

Ziyad HASAN: The post-revolution expec-
tations of Syrian Turkmens, victims of assimi-
lation policies and tyranny for more than 60
years, can be listed as follows:

- Making political and constitutional reforms,
transition to a multi-party system,

- Turkmens’ participation in the new consti-
tutional drafting process,

- Recognition of Turkmen community as a
primary component in the Syrian constitu-
tion,

- Recognition of Turkish language as an of-
ficial language in the areas where Turkmens
are densely populated,

- Teaching Turkish language in public schools,
and removing all legal barriers on the way to

education in mother tongue,

- Reinforcing local governments, and expand-
ing their scope of authority,

- Laying the foundations of a sustainable eco-

nomic development process to improve eco-
nomic conditions of the Syrian people and
Turkmens.

Providing a considerable support to the up-
rising, Syrian Turkmens have unfortunately
been excluded despite all efforts before the
opposition so far. There is no Turkmen rep-
resentative within the Syrian National Coun-
cil, which embodies representatives from dif-
ferent groups. The Syrian National Council,
which was established in Turkey that is the
homeland of Turkmens, unfortunately ex-
cludes Turkmens in the presence of home-
land.

ORSAM: Could you inform us about your
efforts, and the efforts of Syrian Turkmens
to become organized in general?

Ziyad HASAN: We did not have any Turk-
men organization until the uprising. Our ef-
forts to that end started after the uprising, and
today we have 3 political groups. One of these
groups is the Syrian Turkmen Movement, of
which I am the spokesperson and which is
embodies representatives from all Turkmen
districts of Syria. As we believe that working
in separate groups would be very harmful for
Turkmens, we talk to other groups and we
are planning to act in unison soon within the
scope of common goals.

ORSAM: Finally, what do you think about
Turkey’s current policy on Syria? What
could you tell us about Turkey’s support for
Syrian Turkmens within this framework?

Ziyad HASAN: Turkey has pursued a stable
policy since the beginning of uprisings. Firstly
talking to the Syrian government and pressing
them to make reforms, Turkey also received
Syrians who took shelter in the country with
open arms. This was a correct and very prop-
er behavior of Turkey. The fact that Turkey let
the Syrian opposition become organized dur-
ing the same process resulted in the establish-
ment of Syrian National Council in Istanbul.
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And this comes to mean that Turkey will have
a say in the future of Syria.

As for us, Turkmens; we have been excluded
in all political processes so far. Both unor-
ganized structure of Turkmen community
and also Turkey’s indifference in this respect
played a major role in this exclusion. If Turkey
carried on its current attitude, we would be
completely excluded. Therefore, Syrian Turk-

mens’ message to Turkey is: Standing behind
Syrian Turkmens is both political, historical
and national duty of Turkey. Otherwise, his-
tory would not forgive this mistake.

ORSAM: Mr. Hasan, thank you very much.

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3. AN INTERVIEW WITH BEKIR
ATACAN, FOUNDING MEMBER OF
SYRIA TURKMEN BLOC AND SYRIAN
DEMOCRATIC TURKMEN MOVEMENT

ORSAM: First of all, could you introduce
yourself?

Bekir ATACAN: I am Bekir Atacan, a Bayir-
Bucak Turkmen from Syria. I have been living
in Turkey for 32 years. I am a Turkish citizen.
I took part in political organizations and par-
ties established recently. I am both founding
member and also the first Chairman of the
Syria Turkmen Bloc. We wanted to enlarge
the Bloc, but when it failed I resigned from
the group. Also with the support of Turkey,
we established the Syrian Democratic Turk-
men Movement. I am both founding member
of the Movement and also was Deputy Chair-
man of the Movement. Afterwards a friend
of mine from the group and I resigned from
the Movement due to the fact that we wanted
to establish a political party in Turkey with a
wide political spectrum on behalf of Syrian
Turkmens. We've been laying the ground-
work to that end. Hopefully, the hard core of
our political party will have been formed by
January. It was impossible for all opposition
groups in Syria to establish a political party.
Turkmens were the ones that suffered sup-
pression most. Because they lived dispersed-
ly. But lately, we've actively been maintaining
our political life through the strengthening
opposition, as well as through the support
of Turkey. We aim to make a new initiative.
This formation must be a political party. The
primary goal is to defend the rights of Turk-
mens in Syria, and secondly, to act as a bridge
for peace between Syria and Turkey. Another
important goal is to provide an environment
where all minority groups and other groups
in Syria could establish friendly relations with
each other. By this means, I believe that we
will play a role in adopting a peaceful system
for the future of Syria. And it will be possible
only through Turkey’s support. We are in a
good relationship with all groups in Syria, but

we are weak. A Turkmen gets along with a
Nusayri, Kurd, and an Arab. We live together
with all groups. As Turkmens live dispersedly;
while one of us has an Arab neighbor, anoth-
er’s neighbor is Kurd, or Christian. Thanks
to our peaceful nature we inherited from our
ancestors, we have developed good relations.
Now is the time to make the best of it. This
situation would be good for both the Syrian
people and Turkey. It is necessary to strive to
achieve it, and we also need Turkey’s support.

ORSAM: Could you briefly summarize the
Turkmen political movement in Syria from
past to present?

Bekir ATACAN: When the revolution broke
out in Syria, the Syrian National Council was
established 20 months ago and Turkmens
were not included at all. Then we thought that
we were supposed to take part in the Coun-
cil, and like other groups, we needed to make
ourselves heard to defend our rights. So we
started to make negotiations. First of all, they
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asked us whether Turkmens had an organiza-
tion or not. We did not have an organization
back then. I gathered 180 Syrian Turkmens,
who live in Turkey, in a dinner on the occa-
sion of Ramadan through my own means.
We discussed during this dinner that we had
to become organized by all means, and that
we could defend our rights only by doing so.
Then we came together and established an as-
sociation called Syrian Turkmen Association.
On November 2011, we turned it into a politi-
cal movement. And we decided to change its
name, and call it Syrian National Bloc Party.
I was the chairman and founding member of
this group. We made some strides under the
umbrella of this organization. However, in
due course we realized that it is vicious cir-
cle. Hence, we resigned from that group and
pioneered the establishment of Syrian Demo-
cratic Turkmen Movement also through the
support of Turkey. I was the deputy chair-
man and founding member of that group as
well. We started to be represented under the
name of Democratic Turkmen Movement
within the Syrian National Council through
the support of Turkey. We had 16 members
to represent us in the National Council. Also,
we achieved to be accorded some rights that
would be accorded to other minorities as
well. Even though the Democratic Turkmen
Movement carried out relatively wider-scale
activities then the Syrian National Bloc, it was
insufficient in terms of number and efforts. A
group of Turkmens including me and those
from Latakia, Homs, Aleppo, Tarsus resigned
from this group; and we argued for establish-
ing a new political party. We had another po-
litical party called Syrian Turkmen Bloc, Is-
lamic Party; so we decided to dissolve these
parties and establish a new formation, and to
gather under a single umbrella. We are plan-
ning to organize a congress in January. The
decision to establish the new party will be
taken. Its name has not been decided yet. But
most probably “Turkmen” and “Democracy”
will be used.

ORSAM: What are your demands as Syr-
ian Turkmens for the post-Assad period?
What kind of Syria would you like to see?

Bekir ATACAN: Turkmens have been pres-
ent in each province, and each town of Syria
for more than 1000 years. We want to con-
tinue our existence in Syria, as well as to take
part in its restoration. We want to carry on
living in Syria under a single umbrella. Of
course, we also demand some cultural rights.
We want to hold meetings, speak out own
language, and spread our culture etc. But we
never ask for a federal structure, or indepen-
dence. We support the unitary structure of
Syria, as well as its territorial and political in-
tegrity.

ORSAM: What is the overall situation in
Syria? What can you tell about the future
of the regime?

Bekir ATACAN: It is not possible to eradi-
cate a dictatorship overnight. Especially in
Syria, the Baath dictatorship has been in
power since 1963. Conflicts have been con-
tinuing for 21 months. We believe they will
further continue. The regime lost its con-
trol in Aleppo, and Damascus is under siege.
When also Damascus is entirely seized by
the opposition, heads of states will go back
to their hometown, like in Iraq and in Libya
not long ago. It is likely that conflicts will
continue over there as well. Bashar Assad was
born in Kardaha, Latakia. Clashes will spread
to those territories. I believe that eventually a
federal structure will be adopted. Even if not
in a near future, a federal structure will be es-
tablished in the future. What Russia wants is
the establishment of a Nusayri State. Thus,
Russia would be able to protect its own inter-
ests. Approximately 600 thousand Turkmens
live in those territories to stay within these
borders. It equals to almost a quarter of the
total Turkmen population. It is not acceptable
for us. We will do our best to prevent it.
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ORSAM: If a federal system is adopted in
the country, Turkmens might find them-
selves in the middle of clashes and go
through big problems...

Bekir ATACAN: Exactly. Turkmens have
been living in those territories for 1000 years,
but they have always remained in the back-
ground. The first martyr of Latakia is Turk-
mens. The Syrian media asserts that the
revolution was launched by Turkmens. But
unfortunately our name is mentioned neither
in Turkey nor in the world. Because we have
always said we are “Syrian” above all. We have
seen us as a part of Syria, as a Syrian citizen at
all times. Despite not being on the forefront,
we have taken part in each stage of the revo-
lution. The Turkmen community is the one
with the biggest number of victims. 80-90%
of the Bab-1 Amr population is composed of
Turkmens. Turkmens live in most of the cities
and provinces where massacres are commit-
ted today. We are Syrian in the first place, and
Turkmen in the second place. However, oth-
ers first say the name of the minority group
they are affiliated to, and Syria in the second
place. That’s the difference between them and
us. We are the primary component living in
these territories for more than 1000 years.
Another thing we demand from the National
Council is to be recognized as a primary com-
ponent. Hopefully we see it in the constitu-
tion.

ORSAM: What are the weak points of Syr-
ian Turkmens?

Bekir ATACAN: There are basically two rea-
sons. The fact that we cannot be organized
and we live dispersedly. Kurds, Assyrians,
Christians, Circassians, Nusayris, and Drus-
es live in certain areas; but we do not have a
certain area where we live altogether. We live
on every corner of Syria. 4 million Turkmens
are dispersed across Syria. Because we inher-
ited those territories from our ancestors. In
the past the Seljuks and the Ottoman Empire
ruled those lands.

ORSAM: Lastly, what do you think about
Turkey’s policy on Syrian Turkmens and
Syria? What are your expectations?

Bekir ATACAN: We believe that we serve as
a bridge both among the communities within
Syria, and also between Syria and Turkmen.
Therefore, we want to act as a peace envoy in
Syria. We expect Turkey to make it possible,
and to support us becoming more organized.

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4. AN INTERVIEW WITH YUSUF
MAHLI, MEMBER OF THE GENERAL
ASSEMBLY OF SYRIAN NATIONAL
COUNCIL AND THE SYRIAN
DEMOCRATIC TURKMEN MOVEMENT

ORSAM: Could you introduce yourself in
brief?

Yusuf MAHLI: [ am Yusuf Mahli. I am origi-
nally from Aleppo. I have been living here in
Istanbul for a long time. [ am currently doing
Master’s at Istanbul University. I've assumed
the Coordination of Secretary General within
Syrian National Council office in Istanbul for
a year. Also, I am a member of the Assembly
of Syrian National Council.

ORSAM: You've been carrying out activi-
ties as the National Council for a long time.
Recently a new initiative called Syrian Na-
tional Coalition was established in Qatar.
The Syrian National Council took part in
this new initiative as a group. What does
the establishment of Coalition come to
mean for the Council? Will the Council
continue to stay as a bloc within the coali-
tion?

Yusuf MAHLI: It has been 1 year and 2
months since the establishment of Syrian
National Council. The Council substantially
contributed to the Syrian revolution. It main-
tained the Syrian politics in the international
arena. The Council has always highlighted
the fact that it is the representative of the Syr-
ian people, and the legitimate representative
of the Syrian people is the Council as well.
However, the Council could not work in co-
herence. It has deficiencies and problems. But
it is because of the fact that the world public
opinion did not keep its promises. The world
public opinion only give promises, and did
not put them into practice. The Council was
not supported in practical terms.

Being accused of its disunited structure and
of not representing different groups, the

Council was reorganized and also increased
the number of its members. It increased
from 250 to 400. Besides, revolutionist move-
ments, coordination committees, new politi-
cal parties and initiatives were included from
different groups. The world public opinion
always asserted that the “Syrian National
Council is not representing the entire Syrian
people” as its justification. So a new initiative
was established to refute this argument. The
Council did not refuse this new initiative and
cooperated. First of all, it was presented as a
plan. The initiative is called the Riad Seif Plan,
named after the Syrian opposition figure Riad
Seif, as he was the one who proposed the idea.
It was believed that Seif would be the leader
of the initiative. Then he apologized, and said
he would not be able to serve as the leader
of Initiative because of his health problems.
Then it was agreed to designate the President
of the Coalition through election. As a result,
Moaz al-Khatib was elected the President of
the Coalition. The representation rate of the
Syrian National Council within the Coalition
would be 40%. The Council refused it, and
asked for a larger quota. Because the Council
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has gained a considerable experience in Syr-
ian politics. It envisages to benefit from these
experiences in the international relations, and
to adapt it within the Coalition. For the time
being, the relationship between the Council
and Coalition has not yet become clear. Dur-
ing the meetings most recently held in Cairo,
the issue of increasing the quota was brought
up to the agenda. The Council maintains its
structure, and it will continue like this.

ORSAM: The Syrian National Council is
already an alliance itself. As a matter of
fact, it was not a quite unified alliance.
Disagreements, ruptures took place within
the Council from time to time. Given this
already fragile structure, is it possible that
the Council could maintain its integrity if
they gathered under a larger-scale opposi-
tion umbrella?

Yusuf MAHLI: Actually, the foundation of
the Coalition made it possible for the Syrian
National Council to eliminate its problems
and to become tight-knit. Should the Coun-
cil preserve its structure within the Coalition
and act in unison, it might be able to manage
the Coalition. This is the belief in the Council.
I believe that it will be achieved. The relation-
ship between the National Council and the
Coalition has not yet become clear. Disputes
still continue. In the first place, the coalition
had a council with 63 seats, of which 22 were
Syrian National Council members. Then the
seats increased from 63 to 70, and it will con-
tinue to increase. The Council wants to have
at least 50% of the seats within the Coalition.
Negotiations on the subject still continue.

ORSAM: You were in Qatar during the for-
mation process of the Coalition, so you are
familiar with both the Council and Coali-
tion. What is the thing that does not exist
within the National Council, but within
the Coalition? Besides, could you briefly
inform us about the formation process of
the Coalition?

Yusuf MAHLI: As much as [ know, the Coali-
tion plan was brought up in Qatar congress of
the Council two weeks ago. It received world-
wide media coverage, but still the Council
carried on holding meetings and expanding.
The recently expanded Council embodied all
mosaics of Syria; but the world public opin-
ion was not satisfied again due to the criti-
cisms against the Council such as ruptures
and disunity etc. Hence, it was suggested to
gather some figures and political groups in
Syrian opposition which refuse to take part
in the Council. It had already been reflected
in the press as the “Riad Seif Plan” before the
meeting. Some prominent figures who joined
the Coalition are those who left the regime.
Those figures might be listed as; Former Min-
isters, Former Deputy Ministers, local council
members, authors association representative,
businessmen forum, individuals and opposi-
tion figures.

ORSAM: What is the situation in terms of
the representation of minorities?

Yusuf MAHLI: Minorities are not included
in the Coalition. However, the groups living
in Syria are demanded to representatively
take part in the Coalition. Turkmens, Kurds,
Assyrians, Alawites are included in the Co-
alition as political groups and national fig-
ures. Furthermore, the representative of the
Druse community takes part in the Coalition
as a member of local council. Christians were
included from the Syrian National Council.
Thus, the Coalition is not based on ethnicity.

ORSAM: You are also Syrian Turkmen.
Important developments have been taking
place in terms of Turkmens. Recently the
Syrian Turkmen Platform was held in Is-
tanbul, and both the Turkish Government
Spokesman Cemil Cicek and Turkish For-
eign Minister Ahmet Davutoglu attend-
ed the Platform and addressed a speech.
Within this framework, what would you
like to say about the current situation of
Syrian Turkmen politics?
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Yusuf MAHLI: Turkmens were totally disor-
ganized and weak since the beginning of the
revolution. I attended the majority of Syrian
opposition meetings held in Istanbul. Unfor-
tunately, we witnessed a tragedy of 100 years.
It was like Turkmen politics and Turkmen
identity had disappeared in Syria. Turkmens
considerably supported the revolution espe-
cially in Homs after the outbreak of revolu-
tion. Then it spread to Latakia, Aleppo and
Damascus. Turkmen-populated areas with
most conflicts. There was no group rep-
resenting Turkmens within those political
groups. I think that good developments have
taken place for the Turkmen politics lately.
The representation of Turkmens within the
Syrian National Council and Syrian National
Coalition points out that they will have influ-
ence in Syrian politics. The fact that Syrian
Turkmen Platform was organized; Turkish
Foreign Minister and Government Spokes-
man attended this Platform; and that Turkish
President sent a message indicated Turkey’s
support to Turkmens. This is a major step
for Turkmens. The Turkmen entity was seen
both in Turkish and world media.

ORSAM: What do you envisage for the
post-Assad period? How do you think the
transition in Syria will take place?

Yusuf MAHLI: The war still continues in
Syria. The Free Syrian Army has had major
achievements. The Free Syrian Army took the
control of many military troops in Aleppo.
The Army has been achieving major prog-
ress in Hama and Damascus. The transition
in Syria depends on Assad’s leaving power; if
the war continues until the very last moment,
the transition process will be very problem-
atic, because the desire for revenge will grow
stronger and will be out of control after a cer-
tain stage. Hence, the military units that are
affiliated to the Free Syrian Army should be
gathered under a single umbrella. Moreover,
it is necessary to form a strong centralized
government with an international legitimacy
in order to be able to keep the situation under
control.

ORSAM: Do you think that political con-
sensus is possible?

Yusuf MAHLI: What the regime says to the
world public opinion is; “We are ready for a
dialogue” But even the regime itself does not
believe in such a dialogue. By doing so, the re-
gime tries to put the opposition in a difficult
position. However, it was the opposition itself
which asked for a consensus in the first place.
But the regime resorted to military force and
tried to eliminate the opposition. The po-
litical consensus is possible only after Assad
leaves the power. He can give his authorities
to the Vice-President, and then a political dia-
logue might be established.

ORSAM: Finally, what do you think about
Turkey’s policy on Syria?

Yusuf MAHLI: Turkey has always said from
the very beginning that it stands behind the
Syrian people. It did not remain unfulfilled,
but it was also put into practice. The authori-
ties here say that “They are not Syrian refu-
gees, they are our Syrian guests” The Syrian
people also feel sympathy towards Turkey.
Many countries have taken a stand against
the Syrian revolution. Turkey has always re-
sponded to legitimate demands of the people.
It is known both in the media and also among
the people. Turkey has been supporting the
recently-formed Syrian Coalition, as well as
the Syrian National Council. While Turkey
is in favor of continuation of the National
Council, it also supports the Coalition. The
Council has a substantial experience before
the opposition and in the international poli-
tics. Turkey is in favor of Council’s taking part
in the Coalition before losing these experi-
ences. Also, Turkey recognizes the Coalition
as the legitimate representative of Syrian op-
position.

ORSAM: Thank you very much.

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5. AN INTERVIEW WITH YUSUF
MOLLA, CHAIRMAN OF THE SYRIA
TURKMEN BLOC

ORSAM: First of all, could you introduce
yourself?

Yusuf MOLLA: I am from Bayir Bucak dis-
trict of Latakia. I came to Turkeyin 1982 after |
graduated from high school. I graduated from
the Department of Architecture at Istanbul
Technical University. Then I did a master’s
degree in the Department of Landscape Ar-
chitecture at Yildiz Technical University. I
continued my career in private companies.
As for my political life, thanks God, I have
never supported the Baath Party. Therefore,
I never had a political life in Syria. I could not
carry out any political activity when I came to
Turkey either. Because my family was in Syria
even if I was here. I love and search history.
I have a command of Ottoman language. I
translated many books on the history archi-
tecture for the University of Aleppo. I did not
participate in active politics until the conflicts
in Syria broke out. However, I explicitly stated
which sides I took with on the very day of the
outbreak of events, and I started to work on it.
We were in it from day one. We felt the need
of talking on behalf of Turkmens months after
the start of our movement. Because the events
in Syria started to be based on an ethnic and
sectarian affiliation. Everybody began to seek
their right s through this means. We also set
our hands both to protect Turkmen rights
and also to prevent Turkmens from canaliz-
ing towards the wrong direction. It was Au-
gust 2011 when we initiated our activities.
It took months for us to begin. Because we
wanted to have a solid organization. We de-
clared Syrian Turkmen Mass on 15 February
2012.1 have been working as the Chairman of
the Organization since its establishment. We
were well received by the opposition. Soon af-
terwards, we created contact offices in Syrian
border zones as the first step, as we preferred
to carry out our studies in the field. So that we
could establish close relations with the field.

Taking the means we had into consideration,
we reached a considerable success. Howev-
er, now also Turkmen name is found among
Syrian opposition. We supported our insur-
gents, and helped the injured. Soldiers were
provided with food, beverage and fuel. Our
people were provided with food and medi-
cine aid. Most of those aids are certified. We
have been preparing a detailed report on it.
We have accomplished great things thanks to
everybody’s support.

ORSAM: Two Turkmen Parties (Mass and
Movement) decided to join their forces in
Syrian Turkmen Platform that was held
not long ago. Could you tell us about the
process of union between parties?

Yusuf MOLLA: Currently it is not an exact
union. Some figures within the Democratic
Movement resigned their offices. We will go
restructuring with new friends. We already
thought of restructuring for a long time but
we could not have found an opportunity. The
participation of our friends led us to go this
restructuring. We are going to hold a con-
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gress approximately in a month. We want to
include more people from the grassroots. The
regime was powerful in Syria in early stages of
the uprising, and many people who could par-
ticipate and be useful couldn’t do so for fear of
prison and execution. Therefore, a more lim-
ited group of people participated. However,
things have changed a lot under current cir-
cumstances. Regime is very weak right now.
There are almost liberated zones. We have
been striving to reach all Turkmens wherever
they are in Syria. We will establish local or-
ganizations, and we will work for delegations’
being elected from those areas and for their
participation in the congress. We are working
very hard right now. There might be changes
in current administration. We are willing to
leave our offices in case those who deserve
these positions come to office. Our friends
who have been working so far have neglected
their families. All of them have considerable
contributions and good rights.

ORSAM: You have mentioned that there
might be changes in the new organization.

What kind of changes are you planning to
do?

Yusuf MOLLA: Free elections will be held.
A major part of the executive board might
change. We will carry on our activities with a
new structuring along with those who recent-
ly joined us. Actually I argue for using one of
the names of the two Turkmen parties. Those
names are popular now. And the name of a
new party to be formed would raise the ques-
tion of “Who is this new movement?” among
the people. The Turkmen cause was not al-
ready a well-known one. Most people do not
even know about the presence of Turkmens
in Syria. It doesn't feel right to come up with a
new name all over again. However, we will be
in accord with the decision to be taken. Most
probably, we will be known under a new party
name in the forthcoming process.

ORSAM: What kind of organization do
you have in Syria? What are you planning
to do to expand the current organization?

Yusuf MOLLA: We established 3 offices be-
tween Yayladagi and Akcgakale to communi-
cate with inside. The office in Yayladagi works
for Latakia Turkmens, the office in Gaziantep
works for Aleppo Turkmens, and the office
which works for Raqqa Turkmens is located
in Akcakale. We are far from Homs and Da-
mascus Turkmens for geographical reasons
and due to the current circumstances, but
we have been working on this. Reaching Da-
mascus and Golan, on the other hand, seems
quite difficult for now. However, we will carry
on our efforts for organization in other areas.
There are people who work with us in the ar-
eas that are close to border zone.

We aim at expanding it to the entire grass-
roots in Syria; organizing the grassroots;
designation of delegates and participation of
these delegates in our general assembly. Free
elections will be held in the general assembly.
We have a ballpark figure even if we do not
have official figures of the population rate.
There are former census results, as well as a
research conducted by ORSAM.

ORSAM: What do you think about the so-
lution of the Syria problem as the Mass?
Where do you place Syrian Turkmens
within the framework of this solution?

Yusuf MOLLA: Turkmens in Syria are not
concentrated in a single area. Therefore, there
cannot be concrete solutions for Turkmens.
For example, district federation is not pos-
sible. So, when we began, we wanted Syria to
adopt a citizenship-based format. In fact, even
before the national assembly was formed, we
had prepared a press release. We stated in
the release that the national assembly to be
formed should not be based on national, eth-
nic structure, but on citizenship. However,
nobody heard us, or even if they did, they did
not take us seriously. Because what is being
discussed right now is the division of Syria.
This division can only be based on ethnic and
religious basis. The assembly was formed,
but things did not go as we wanted. The only
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country showing sensitivity while distribut-
ing aids was Turkey. Turkey helped without
making any discrimination among Arabs,
Turks, Kurds. However, the aids coming from
Arab states were not like that. They did not
help us, because they said ; “You have Turkey
standing behind you” We did not say “We
are Turkmen” only for nationalist discourse.
We said it to protect the rights of Turkmens.
Besides, if you leave a gap, somebody comes
and fills that gap. We hesitated from other
people’s misleading us. Therefore, we imme-
diately set to work. We were active in Syria
events from day one. However, we started to
work for Turkmens after months. Because in
the beginning, “Syria is one!” we said. We still
hope so. But as nationalist and ethnic factions
appeared, we decided to carry out our activi-
ties under the name of Turkmen.

ORSAM: What are your activities in the
field?

Yusuf MOLLA: In modern countries mili-
tary, politics and humanitarian aid are dif-
ferent from one another. But now we are in a
state of war. There is a war in Syria. All activi-
ties are related to and depend on each other.
You have to send humanitarian aids to people.
They both really need those aids and also it
makes it possible to establish a dialogue with
them. In the post-Bashar Assad period, those
who have an armed force behind themselves
would also have a say. Our young people took
shotguns and left to go to hills in the first
stage. Most of them had slippers on their feet.
No one can let them be in that state. Besides,
we will need those forces in the post-Assad
period. The aids are not just about those who
provided it. It is all our responsibility. Nobody
can know what will happen. But you have to
do what needs to be done to win.

ORSAM: What about your relations with
other opposition groups in Syria? For in-
stance, besides the Council, also a Coali-
tion was formed...

Yusuf MOLLA: I sincerely say that; if there is
a common ground in Syria, it is the Turkmen
population. The Turkmen are an ethnic group
which are loved most in Syria. Because we get
along with everyone, we do not have exces-
sive ambitions, we are in favor of unity of the
country, and also we are a loyal community.
In Syrian History, you cannot see any betrayal
of a single Turkmen. Despite Arabs and Kurds
who have become an extreme polar, we are
the common ground in Syria. We treat equal-
ly towards everyone. While Arabs and we are
in favor of the integrity of the country, Kurds
wants faction. Nevertheless, we are not ene-
mies of Kurds, we are not angry. Many people
were killed during the conflict that broke out
between Arabs and Kurds in 2004. Turkmens,
on the other hand, have not been involved in
such a conflict so far. When we first set off,
nobody knew our cause. Because we had
started from scratch and we used our person-
al means. Turkmens were ignored when the
first Assembly was in the formation process.
Their excuse was the fact that we were not in
the political arena. So they stated it as an ex-
cuse. It was true in a way, but there were by
all means other things behind the scene. After
all, the share to be given to Turkmens would
decrease the share of other groups. Besides,
Turkmens oppose to the projects of dividing
Syria. We wanted Syrian National Council to
be successful. We stood behind it despite the
fact that we weren’t within the Council. But
the Council fell way behind the Syrian revolu-
tion, and almost became a burden. The Na-
tional Council needed to be restructured to
achieve a success. The Council was consid-
ered as a means to be used to spread the new
structure to large masses. However, no result
could be achieved. As we estimated, this situ-
ation led to the failure of an assembly and to
the formation of a new structure. During the
formation process of the latter, lessons were
learned from the mistakes of the Council. As
a matter of fact, it was decided to spread on
a larger area, and Turkmens were included
in the new Coalition. Currently, there are 16
Turkmen representatives in the Council and
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3 Turkmen representatives in the Coalition.
These representatives can be listed as; Ziyad
Hasan, Huseyin Abdullah and Halid Hoca.
We objected to Halit Hoca. Halit Hoca is
a strong figure in the Syrian opposition. He
could join the Coalition thanks to his popu-
larity. And we could replace him with another
Turkmen. So that, there would be 4 Turkmens
in the Coalition. In other words, if Halit Hoca
had joined independently from the contin-
gent of well-known people, a fourth Turkmen
could have sat in that seat. But it did not hap-
pen. Our friends in the coalition work actively
and efficiently. And we have been working to
increase the number of Turkmen representa-
tives.

ORSAM: What do you think the biggest
problems of the Syrian Turkmen move-
ments and of the community are?

Yusuf MOLLA: The problems of the Turk-
men people are the same with the problems
of the Syrian people. Turkmens also have
their rights they could not have acquired be-
fore. They are being assimilated and dissolv-
ing with each passing day. Language is the
key element in the existence of communities.
If you lose your language, you disappear. Un-
fortunately Turkmens are slowly losing their
language. The biggest problem of Turkmens
is the fact that they cannot preserve their
language. The regime in Syria pursued a con-
scious assimilation policy for years. In politi-
cal life, on the other hand, a dictatorial regime
prevailed in Syria. It was not possible for us to
become organized as Turkmens. Therefore,
our political existence is very weak. Besides,
Turkmens have different structures. There is
tribalism among Turkmens in Aleppo, Raqqa
and Golan. Itis lost in Latakia and Homs. Each
region has its own characteristics. There is a
commitment to tribes. In the other region, on
the other hand, citizens are not affiliated to
any tribe due to the lack of tribalism. Today,
Turkmens in Syria appear like the subjects of
Turkey. Therefore, they cannot receive the
share they deserve ranging from the foreign

logistic aid to humanitarian aids. As Syr-
ians suffered from Kurdish issue, those who
do not now Turkmens approach towards us
with hesitation. Some people have misdetec-
tions in their minds. We need to express our
cause in a right way. We need to be strong in
the media for the Turkmen issue to be heard
by everyone, and to be understood correctly.
We expect to be supported by Turkey on this
subject.

As political movements, our major problem is
the lack of experience. We were banned from
politics in Syria. I am an architecture. I just
practiced my profession, and I did not lean
towards the politics. However, when turned
out to be the case, we considered it as our re-
sponsibility and we went into politics. Unfor-
tunately, there is no one who is experienced,
popular, and someone who would lead other
people. We have the deficiency of leader po-
sition. Besides, we also had the deficiency
of financial opportunities. We still strive to
handle it through our own resources. Large
amount of money is needed to do it in real
terms.

ORSAM: Turkmens live in big cities such
as Damascus and Aleppo. Nusayri state
scenarios are mentioned and Bayir-Bucak
Turks live within those borders. Besides,
Turkmens also live all along the Turkey-
Syria borderline. So, Syrian Turkmens
are settled in strategic areas. Within this
framework, what kind of problems are
ahead of for Syrian Turkmens in the post-
Assad regime period?

Yusuf MOLLA: As you also said, Turkmens
live in strategic points. There is a risk of the
establishment of a separate state in Western
Syria. In Turkish border zone, Turkmens live
together with Kurds. Today, a map called
“Kurdistan map” encompasses almost the en-
tire Turkmen area in north. The borders of
Nusayri State are between Homs and Hatay
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borderline. In case such a formation takes
place, there is a risk of deportation for Turk-
mens. We have been living with Nusayris
for centuries. Yes, problems took place from
time to time. But we were always side by side.
The regime in Syria played the ethnic war
card, and triggered differences. After all this
blood shed, it seems that it will be difficult to
come together. As Syrian Turkmen Mass, we
are against civilian people’s (who are not in-
volved in these events) being harmed. If 100
thousand people took part in these events,
are they all going to be punished? This is a
delicate subject. Is it possible to live together?
In current circumstances, we can say that “it
is not possible to live together”, but I think
it is possible. Most of us have seen and read
blood shed, dead children and raped wom-
en. When we first see and read those news,
people show reaction. But I think we cannot
do it, we don’t. Our anger passes away and we
might think reasonable, but I think the other
party does not accept it. Therefore, we might
be deported.

ORSAM: If a Nusayri State was established,
Turkmens might be forced to migrate...

Yusuf MOLLA: Yes, unfortunately. In Lata-
kia, the regime firstly dropped bombs on
Turkmen villages and their neighborhood,
and thus, people in the area were scared away
and they had to migrate. So, certain Turkmen
regions were evacuated.

ORSAM: Do Sunnis continue to migrate
for security reasons? In addition to Turk-
mens, there are also a great number of
Sunni Arab population who live in central
Latakia...

Yusuf MOLLA: People do not migrate from
central Latakia. But people migrated from
Bayir-Bucak to a great extent. Many people
still live in villages in the area that is out of the
shooting range. However, the primary policy
is to lay siege to the area.

ORSAM: Do you argue for a decentralized
structure where Turkmens have a say in
their own area? Or as Turkmens, do you
prefer to live under a political structure
with cultural and social rights but also
with a strong central authority

Yusuf MOLLA: As Turkmens, we are in fa-
vor of the unity of Syria. Of course, we do not
mean a regime like the Baath Party by an au-
thoritarian centralized state, but instead we
mean a civilized, democratic state. We would
like local administrations to be powerful in a
civilized and democratic state. But we do not
want a federal structure or very powerful lo-
cal administrations. What we care about is
the Syrian people’s having equal rights with
religious and ethnic affiliations of each indi-
vidual. On the other hand, we want social and
cultural rights of minorities and of those who
have different religious and sectarian affilia-
tions to be protected.

ORSAM: Have ever had big problems in
your relations with Syrian Kurds?

Yusuf MOLLA: We haven't had any problem
so far. Some problems took place between
Kurds and the Free Syrian Army, but Turk-
mens were not involved in that. We are still
against resorting to arms to solve this prob-
lem. Hostilities are not eliminated easily. Es-
tablishing a dialogue must be a priority.

ORSAM: Are Turkmens currently strong
enough to defend their own areas?

Yusuf MOLLA: I think they are. We are
strong both in terms of the structure and also
in terms of the population. However, we do
not have sufficient equipment if you mean
armed struggle. If Turkmen units received
more support, they could easily defend their
areas.

ORSAM: How do you assess Turkey’s ap-
proach towards Turkmens? Syrian Turk-
mens Platform was held in Istanbul. The
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Speaker of the Parliament of Turkey Cemil
Cicek and Turkish Foreign Miniser Ahmet
Davutoglu attended the meeting. Could
you tell us about your expectations from
Turkey and your assessments about the
Platform?

Yusuf MOLLA: We are glad to see that Tur-
key attaches more importance to the Turk-
men issue with each passing day. Beforehand,
we thought that Turkmen issue was not given
much importance. It is quite important for
Turkey to see us raising our voice, taking part
in the opposition, and establishing good rela-
tions. There is no group in Syria with whom
we are in fight. Turkmens have an important
position in terms of securing uniformity in
Syria in the future. We have a command of
both Arabic and Kurdish culture. We under-
stand both sides better, and we know how
they approach towards each other.

Thanks everyone who contributed to Syr-
ian Turkmen Platform. Our doors are always
open to those who contribute. We com-
plained about the lack of people who devoted
their time and worked for this cause. We can-
not make negative comment while there are
people who work to this end now. What is im-
portant is to prevent any activity against the
unity of Turkmens. Most of the people in the
organization committee of this platform are
our friends. In fact, we even sent one of our
friends; Mustafa Sheikh Ahmet. Even though
we say that we are not experienced politicians,
we have been in this field for 2 years, and we
have gained experience, even a little. Friends

carried out closed activities without sharing
them with the outside. This situation caused
reaction. We have fought against a non-trans-
parent regime for years. Today, people seek
for a more democratic and more transparent
formation. This platform is a major step on
Turkmen issue. With its pluses and minuses,
it was helpful. Thanks for those who contrib-
uted. But the forthcoming meetings should
have a broader participation.

Turkey now attaches clearer and more ex-
plicit importance to Syrian Turkmens. In
training of Turkmen political groups and in
organization; we would like Turkey to guide
and make us feel that they stand behind us. It
is necessary to provide financial aid to bring
Turkmen name to the forefront in the media,
and also for organization. In terms of the hu-
manitarian aid, we do not expect more than
it is provided for Kurds and Arabs. We have
lived with this community so far, and we will
continue to live with them. In fact, most of us
are related to each other. We will never be di-
vided. Therefore, we would like to please our
friends. I believe that the current misunder-
standing will be eliminated in time. We have
a partnership with the Syrian people dating
back to 1000 years. Therefore, we do not want
very apparent aids to be provided by Turkey.

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6. AN INTERVIEW WITH TARIK SULO
CEVIZCI, DEPUTY CHAIRMAN OF
THE SYRIA DEMOCRATIC TURKMEN
MOVEMENT

ORSAM: First of all, could you tell us about
yourself?

Tarik Sulo CEVIZCi: My name is Tarik Sulo
Cevizci. I was born in 1984. [ am from Co-
banbey Village of Aleppo. I have been living
in Turkey since 2004. I graduated from the
Department of Industrial Engineering. I am
doing master degree in Engineering Manage-
ment Program at Istanbul Technical Univer-
sity. At the same time, [ am in executive board
of the Syria Democratic Turkmen Movement,
and also I am Deputy Chairman of the Syria
Democratic Turkmen Movement.

ORSAM: Could you give us a general infor-
mation about the Turkmen political move-
ments in Syria, and the Democratic Move-
ment?

Tarik Sulo CEVIZCi: When the conflicts in
Syria first broke out, we understood that Syr-
ian Turkmens were lack of organization. We
convened with our friends and talked about
what we could do to overcome deficiencies.
We foresaw that a crisis that could take place
in Syria might have a major impact on Syria
Turkmens in case of a failure of a political or-
ganization. I am one of those who launched
political initiatives in Turkey. I was the Chair-
man of the Syrian Turks Association which is
the first association. Then we took the deci-
sion of politicizing Turkmens in Syria, and I
have taken part in all related-organizations
since then. I joined the executive board of the
Syria Democratic Turkmen Movement which
was created in Istanbul on March 21%. Also, I
also worked as the Deputy-Chairman of the
organization. We assigned our new Chairman
in the Congress that was held last week. I was
assigned as the Deputy-Chairman responsi-
ble for foreign affairs and political units. Dur-
ing this period of time, we assumed role as the

addressees of the Turkmen in Syria before the
opposition. Currently, we have 16 Turkmen
representatives within the Syrian National
Council. In the newly-established National
Coalition, on the other hand, we have 3 Turk-
men representatives. There are also inde-
pendent political formations such as Syrian
Turkmen Mass and Halit Hoca who work in
cooperation with us in the Coalition.

ORSAM: Currently it is suggested that
there are 1,5 million Turkophone in Syr-
ia, but what is more important than their
number is the fact that the Turkmen live
in extremely strategic areas. For instance,
Bayir-Bucak Turkmens are settled in Lata-
kia Province where Nusayris live in major-
ity; and Aleppo Turkmens, on the other
hand, are settled along the Turkey-Syria
borderline. Within this framework, what
are the major risks ahead of the Syria Turk-
mens in the forthcoming period?

Tarik Sulo CEVIZCI: Syria Turkmens rela-
tively protect their own areas. However, there
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are certain problems in the areas where they
live together with Nusayris. We have prob-
lems about the area in particular. On the one
hand there is an effort to take part in the re-
structuring process, and on the other hand,
there is a struggle for life; and on the other
hand there is a risk of losing lands. For exam-
ple, the priority of Bayir-Bucak Turkmens in
Latakia province is to take their lands back.
Their priority is to go back to their villages.
However, Aleppo is considered as a partially
liberated zone. The problem of the Turkmen
people in that area is the fact that they can-
not be represented within the institutions
restructured such as security and munici-
palities. The priority in Aleppo is to receive
right of representation. In Homs, on the other
hand, there is a struggle to survive. The vil-
lages in the area are blockaded, humanitarian
aid cannot be provided and people struggle
for their lives. The aforesaid difference also
goes for the Turkmen in Golan and Damas-
cus. People in the area wait for bombs to be
dropped on themselves. In other words, the
problem in Aleppo-Raqqa and problems in
Damascus-Hama-Homs are very different
from each other.

ORSAM: What kind of solution do you
come up with on Turkmen issue in Syria
as the Democratic Movement? In addition,
could you inform us about your Move-
ment’s activities both in the international
arena and in Syria?

Tarik Sulo CEVIZCI: As the Turkmen
Democratic Movement, we will carry out
result-oriented activities in the forthcom-
ing process. In Aleppo, we will rather focus
on civilian organization. Representation of
Turkmens in the institutions in Syria is very
important for us. We should obtain rights to
do justice to those who were martyrized in
the field. In Latakia, on the other hand, we
aim to stop the migration. Besides, we want
those who took shelter in Turkey to go back
to their country. The only aid we can provide
for Homs is to provide them with financial

aid. There’s nothing else we can do. We can
sum up the new strategy of the Syria Turkmen
Democratic Movement as follows; to carry on
our struggle in the opposition, to win a seat as
Minister in the government to be formed, to
give weight to civilian organizations, to take
part in local administrations in Aleppo and in
liberated zones, and thus to let Turkmens in
Syria have a say.

ORSAM: What kind of solution do you
propose for the Turkmen in New Syria?

Tarik Sulo CEVIZCI: Syria Turkmens live in
different cities, and they do not have a geo-
graphical unity. Therefore, any faction to take
place for that reason would harm Syria Turk-
mens to a great extent. Thus, our primary ob-
jective is to keep unity and integrity of Syria.
Besides, we ask for a new system based on
the citizenship in Syria. A new state that is
not based on any party, any sect, any ethnic
group; but totally based on citizenship. Be-
sides, we ask for an election to be held under
the supervision of the world public opinion, a
constitution to be prepared in line with world
conditions, and for groups constituting the
Syrian community to be provided with both
cultural, political and civil rights. I do not say
minority, because we are not minority.

ORSAM: Syrian Turkmen Platform was
held in istanbul not long ago. The Platform
was hosted by the Turkish Foreign Minis-
try. Foreign Minister Davutoglu also at-
tended the conference and made a speech.
During his speech, he made a commitment
regarding that Turkey would support Syria
Turkmens. What do you think about Tur-
key’s approach towards you Syrian Turk-
mens? What are your expectations from
Turkey?

Tarik Sulo CEVIZCI: Even before we came
to Turkey, we already felt their support. This
trust already existed. Arabs and Kurds always
says to Turkmens that; “There is a state stand-
ing behind you. You are in a much better con-
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dition than us” However, we haven’t received
as much support from Turkey as they say.
Still, we have received a considerable amount
of support and attention from Turkey. Even
under current conditions, Turkey stands be-
hind Syrian Turkmens. Turkey provides both
political and humanitarian aid. Of course we
expect much more support and aid. We are
also aware of the fact that both the govern-
ment and public opinion increasingly support
us with each passing day. However, this is not

enough. More effort and more aids should be
provided. Syrian Turkmens have not gained a
place in the world public opinion yet. Turkey
should be a voice to us in the world public
opinion.
