Online Reservation:

For the convenience of delegates, we have introduced
reservation system. Only 60% of the seats can be booked
in advance. The other 40% will be for the delegates waiting
in the queue. The booking is free and can be done using
online and SMS. Further instruction will be issued through
mail and SMS. In order to activate SMS reservation, the
delegates have to ensure that the mobile number given in
the profile is correct. To help those who are not familiar
with online or SMS reservation help desks are set up in
the theatre counters. The counter staff will assist in the
reservation.

Entry to the theater will have to be electronically

tracked. Delegates are requested to cooperate with the
arrangements. Only three reservation can be made for a
particular day. When a delegate fails to occupy seats thrice
in the reserved seats, reservation facility will be blocked

to safeguard against false reservation. Therefore do not
reserve if you are not attending that film. All theatres will
be connected with information desks and there will be live
display to know the films screened, the vacancy position in
the theaters etc.

The reserved seats are to be occupied 10 minutes before the
scheduled start of the movie. Reservation will be cancelled
and the seats will be allotted to those waiting in the queue
after that. Please follow the General instructions below:

2. Photography and videography is strictly prohibited
inside the screening halls. Anybody indulging in such
activity is liable to have his delegate card confiscated.

In a pioneering initiative, the Government of Kerala set up
Kerala State Chalachitra Academy (Motion Picture Academy
of the Kerala State) in August 1998. The first of its kind in

the country, the Academy is an effort to counter the gross
commoditization of the film medium and a rightful recognition
of the contribution of cinema to the cultural enlightenment

of the society. It is guided by the motto that Cinema should
contribute to the complete development of human being, both as
an individual and as a social being.

The Academy today has become a major player in the cultural
landscape of Kerala reaching students, teachers, and ordinary
people through various initiatives designed to carry the message
of cinema as not only a means of entertainment but of serious
academic reflection and a tool to preserve and document the
history of society.

Core objectives of the Academy include being a link between
the Government and the film industry, the conducting of Film
Festivals all over the State, the preservation and propagation of
Malayalam Cinema, to intervene in film education, to document
the History of Malayalam Cinema, the honouring of persons
and films that contribute to the aesthetics of Malayalam cinema.

International Film Festival of Kerala (IFFK)

International Documentary and Short Film Festival of Kerala
(IDSFFK)

A new initiative of the Academy was kick start in 2008. It aims
to catalyse a vibrant short and documentary film movement.

National Film Festival of Kerala

Dariush Mehruji

At times it takes someone to breathe fresh life
into art which struggles within the shackles of
authority and this is what Dariush Mehruji
did to Iranian Cinema - the man who baptised
Iranian Cinema into modernity.

Even though stalwarts like Abbas Kiarostomi,
Makmalbuff, Jafar Panahi and Majid Majidi
opened wide horizons and rewrote the
grammar of Iranian cinema , if it wasnt for
Dariush Mehruji, whose keen interest in
painting, music and sculpture Iranian cinema
would not have become this advanced and
appealing.

This man approached cinema at the right
moment and made beautiful,experimental
and creatively rich cinematic experiences in a
country which has strict censorship rules and
made the world fall in love with Iranian movies.
It is a fact that no other country in the world
fights with their limitations to make movies.
Most film makers there go through much
hardships and even get exiled for trying to
make a film. Today, Iran has become a country
that has opened its windows to world cinema
and it is the fruit of handwork, failures and
success of many great film makers and Daruish
Mehruj’i stands tall among them.

Even though an internationally acclaimed
director, screenplay writer, producer and editor,
Daruish Mehruji had to face the anger of the
authorities but that has not stopped this man.
Even at the age of 75, he lives and breathes for
Cinema.Twenty four breaths in a second!

Daruish Mehruji was born into a middle-class
family in Tehran and got attracted to films
by watching american films. He even learned

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English to enjoy world movies. A film that
strongly influenced him during childhood
was Vittorio De Sica’s “Bicycle Thieves”. At
the age age of 12, Mehruyj’i built a 35 mm
projector,rented two reel films and began selling
tickets to his neughbourhood friends. In 1959,
he went to the United states to study cinema.
He was not a happy student as the syllabus
dealt only with technical aspects of film and
so he left that and graduated in Philosophy.
He started his own literary magazine, Pars
Review in 1964. During this time he wrote his
first script and made his debut in 1966 with
“Diamond 33”, a parody of James Bond film

series.

His second film “Gaav” which came out in
1969 has the signature of a promising Iranian
director and this movie laid the path for New
Wave cinema in Iran. The film which got
acclaimed internationally, tells the story a

villager and his attachment to his cow and it
was based on a short story by renowned Iranian
writer Gholamhossein Saedi. The movie was
completed in 1969 and Mehruji found his
actors from one of Saedi’s plays. Mehruji has
said that Ezzatolah Entezami who did the
role of the farmer actually resembled the cow.
'The film is about how the cow is mysteriously
killed and this Iranian film won acclaims and
brickbats from all over the world. The Shah
government banned the film as it openly
portaryed the dark and unknown side of
Iranian rural life. The movie was welcomed
back after Ayatllah Khomeini came to power,
who said that the movie showed the real face
of Iran.

'The public and the movie critics rated this
movie of a 28 year old very highly and this
paved way to the rise of New Wave Iranian
Cinema. Even though he has gone to become
an established name in Irana and won an award

Ek b & i
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for the movie, “The Cycle” at the Berlin film
festival, his best known work is still “Gaav”
(The Cow). The film which was released in
1970, even though it won critical acclaim was
denied an export permit and it was the later
smuggled out of Iran and submitted to the
Venice Film Festival and screened there. It
won the International critic’s award at Venice
and later that year, Entezemi won the Best
actor award at the Chicago International Film
Festival. The movie became a turning point in
the history of Iranian Cinema and the people
received it wholeheartedly. It ignored all the
traditions of traditional box office elements.
Iran was the country where the first movie
theatre was established in 1904, the first silent
film came out in 1930, the International Iranian
Film Society was established in 1949 and with

“Gaav” it emerged into a new era.

Daruish Mehruji cleverly uses the techniques
of realism and symbolism to create artistically
rich movies. Even though his films share the
thematic premises of movies of Rossellini, De
Sica, Orson Wells and Ritwik Khatak, they
stand apart as creations that have captured
the essence of Iranian culture and politics. The
aesthetic language in his films have developed
from the different confrontations with the
traditional norms in film making and this
makes him a pioneer in New Wave Iranian
Cinema.

Daruish Mehruji is being presented the Life
Time Achievement at the International Film
Festival of Kerala and his six films are screened
as part of that.

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ARAVINDAN MEMORIAL LECTURE

G Aravindan has left his imprint on the imagination of a whole
generation of Malayalis, as a cartoonist and a filmmaker. His brand
of cartooning was not caricature, nor was his movie in the nature of
mere story-telling. The films, much like his cartoons, reflected his
take on the goings-on in the amoral society, its hypocrisy and double
standards.

For those who grew up on his anecdotal series of delectable and
thought-provoking cartoons titled ‘Small Men and the Big World’
identified with the protagonist Ramu..... and who can forget Guruji,
the philosopher who many considered a proxy of his creator himself?
The rectangular frames of the cartoon were but precursors to the
frames of his cinematic technique. The leitmotif of his films was the
sedate and unhurried progression of episodes.

In Kanchana Sita, his retelling of the epic Ramayana, Sita is not
shown once, but the viewer is reminded constantly of her presence
by the moods of the nature. The impermanence of relationships is
the theme highlighted by Thampu through itinerant entertainers
who leave before one can strike a friendly chord with an artiste.
Esthappan, Pokkuveyil and Chidambaram are, in a sense, about
the human mind — where the dividing line between fantasy and
reality blur and the two merge, seamlessly as it were. Each of his
films — be it Maraattam, Oridathu or Vastuhaara or any of the others
mentioned before — were diverse skeins of creativity, humanism, and
the ever flowing outpouring of a composite intellect that ploughed
a lonely furrow.

There may be a connection
between the soldiers’ enigmatic syndrome and the mythic ancient
site that lies beneath the clinic. Magic, healing, romance and
dreams are all part of Jen’s tender path to a deeper awareness of
herself and the world around her.

But Gummi and Kiddi don't give up
so easily — and each brother tries to stave off the disaster in his
own fashion: Kiddi by using his rifle and Gummi by using his
wits. As the authorities close in the brothers will need to come
together to save the special breed passed down for generations,
and themselves, from extinction.

Two young women are in trouble for their ‘peculiar’ relationship; a
farm hand is tormented when his crush begins courting a woman;
a young DVD seller is intoxicated by the smoke and sounds
of a clandestine gay bar. These are among the tales featured in
this beautifully rendered collection of narratives from LGBTI
Kenyans. Stories of Our Lives started out as an archival project by
the multi-disciplinary Nest Collective, and the testimonies given
have been tenderly wrought into funny, endearing — and at times
heart-breaking — sketches. A bold film in crisp black and white
presents the inner struggles of these and captures the majesty of
the landscape. It was shot using a Canon DSLR. The quality and
imagination achieved transcends the predictable but nevertheless
disappointing response from the Kenyan government; after its
Toronto premiere Stories of Our Lives was banned in the country
for promoting homosexuality. That many of the actors are not
themselves LGBT but were willing to participate at great personal
risk is testament to the socially incisive and life-affirming vision
of the project.

Dariush Mehrjui was born on December 8, 1939 in Teh-
ran. As a child, he was deeply involved in music and paint-
ing, playing piano and santoor and drawing miniatures. In
1959, he left for California to study cinema. But at those
days, Cinema Department of University of California,
Los Angeles (UCLA) was more interested in the technical
aspects of filmmaking than its meaning as a form of art.
He attended a number of film courses, namely with Renoir
who taught him how to work with actors and he switched

to Philosophy and was graduated from UCLA.

Upon graduating in 1964, he started a literary magazine,
the Pars Review, with other Iranians who wanted to make
the contemporary Iranian literature known to the West.
He wrote his first script, a love story based on an ancient
Persian tale and he went back to Iran with intention of
turning it into a movie. However, the project collapsed and
instead he made a thriller, Diamond 33, a parody of James
Bond movies.

His second feature, The Cow (Gaw) brought him national
and international recognition and it is one of two films
that signalled the emergence of Iranian New Cinema. The
Cow was among the very first projects to receive the State
funding, however, it was banned by the Shah’s censors

for the dark images of Iranian rural society. The film was
smuggled to 1971 Venice Film Festival. The Cow received
the Critics’ Award in Venice and toured the world festivals.
The Cow which considered as a cult film and has been
selected as the Best Film of Iranian Cinema in 3 different
polling by Iranian critics.

The Cow (Gaw) Mehrjui’s third feature, Mr. Naive
(Agha-e Haloo) was a kind a reaction to his unscreened
The Cow and it was a box-office hit. His next film, The
Postman (Postchi) was a political metaphor based on Karl
Buchner’s Woyzeck.

The Cycle (Dayereh Mina) was shelved for 4 years and
then it turned to be one of Mehrjui s most successful films
abroad. Mehrjui was involved in the revolution and shot
miles of reels of its daily events. He made The Lodgers
(EjarehNeshinha), which is still considered as the best
comedy of Iranian cinema. Mehrjui’s most popular film
among the Iranians is Hamoon which was the most con-
troversial film of 1990 and it marked Mehrjui’s shift from

social issues to a more personal cinema.

From 1992, Mehrjui started his female-character films; 4
films in 6 years all dealing with the woman characters and
their obsessions in the urban societies. Banoo was banned
for 7 years and Sara was Mehrjui’s international hit with

a couple of awards. His two title -characters films, Pari
and Leila were very well received at home and his latest
picture, The Pear Tree is an example of Mehrjui’s crafts-
manship in directing. Dariush Mehrjui’s films have already
received 49 national and international awards.

A new team mem-
ber, Ok-nim joins and Il-beom becomes a good friend to
her, making her feel warm and safe which she never gets
from her own son. But, the joy of their friendship won’t hold
long when Il-beom’s debt reaches beyond help.

In her previous film, Pluto, director Shin Su-won
explored the conflict between rich and poor and the class
divide. Once again, through Madonna, the victim, Shin
depicts the extremes of our society; where people’s lives are
divided according to the discrepancy between the rich and
poor, the possession of power, and the gender divide. In this
kind of society, the only hope seems to be the emotional
bond shared by Madonna and Haerim.

Then they go to her atelier, and he enjoys
her paintings. Now drunk, they go on to a party hosted by
another acquaintance of Huijeong’s, where it’s revealed that
he is married, and she loses her interest in him immediately.
Part 2 shows almost the same story, but with subtle differ-
ences in the order of lines, some content, camera angles and
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settings of situations. Director Hong Sangsoo has already
made a film in which two stories overlap, but despite the
subheadings ‘now’ and ‘then,’ this film is not divided into
the past and the present. The results change dependent on
the subtle details.

Following the Fukushima nuclear incident, a young couple
moves to Tokyo where they realize that the wife is pregnant.
She wants to have an abortion, worried the baby might have
been affected by radioactive contamination and concerned
it might be deformed or disabled. But the husband wants
her to keep it. He persuades her that Fukushima is very
different from the Chernobyl disaster, but she is still not
convinced, so he visits his house in Fukushima himself, to
find proof that the radioactive contamination is not so se-
rious. However, he witnesses something quite unexpected
while he is there. Can the couple truly escape the effects
of the Fukushima nuclear incident? Director Kim Ki-duk
made this film almost completely independently. He cast
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Japanese actors but shot the film as if he were a guerrilla
filmmaker, without a normal crew to help as such. Like his
previous film, One on One, the provocative elements of the
film demand attention, and he doesn’t hesitate to insist on
the radical notion that to avoid nuclear accidents, we should
stop using electricity.

Salim’s
daughter, Amina, is betrothed to Kazim; they are shown
to be deeply in love and very happy together. Kazim goes
across the border to Pakistan to find work. When he returns
to marry Amina, he is arrested. She pines for her lost lover,
but has the attentions of Shamshad (Jalal Agha), whom she

does not love and does not wish to marry.

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TONY GATLIF

Tony Gatlif (born as Michel Dahmani on 10 September
1948 in Algiers) is a French film director of Romani
ethnicity. Tony Gatlif left Algeria at the turn of the 1960s.

Arriving in France empty-handed, Gatlif experienced
delinquency and moved between juvenile correction
homes.

Gatlif’s first script was based on his experiences of
delinquency—La Rage au Poing (Raging Fists). In 1975,
he directed his first feature, La Téte en Ruine. Three years
later La Terre au Ventre dealt with the story of a French
Algerian settler and his four daughters set against the
Algerian War of Independence.

In 1981, Tony directed Corre Gitano, his first gypsy film,
focussing on Granada and Seville. His next feature, Les
Princes (1983) was his first critically-acclaimed, and again
about gypsies, who had decided to settle in the Parisian
suburbs.

Tony Gatlif began production on Latcho Drom in 1992,
a true tribute to gypsy music. With only a limited crew, he
walked the path of the gypsies on a musical journey from
Rajasthan to Romania, Hungary and the Mediterranean.
Latxcho Drom won the “Un Certain Regard” prize at the
Cannes Film Festival in 1992.

In 1997, Gatlif made the acclaimed Gad jo Dilo about
a young foreigner arriving in a gypsy village in Romania
looking for a missing singer. Spanish flamenco became
the subject of his next feature, VENGO, in a story of two
competing Andalusian families. It was a tribute to flamenco
music and Andalusia: “I meant it as a song of praise of the
Mediterranean”.

Swing returned to the subject of gypsies in Western Europe
and their exuberant music. With Exils, Tony Gatlif’s
fourteenth feature film, he again returns to the placeless
cultures bound together by music and dance, and to his
own roots in North Africa.
