Along with her 
husband Alan, she is the co-owner of the Stars Academy gym in West Haven, Conn.  Hatch says that her 
mother is her role model because she has always worked hard for her cause. Hatch’s gymnastics goal is to 
compete in the 2004 Olympic Games.
