SALT LAKE CITY, Utah -- The University of
Michigan football team opened up the 2015 season
by playing its first-ever game in the state of Utah in
front of a record crowd Thursday night (Sept. 3) but
came up short, 24-17, against the host Utes inside
Rice-Eccles Stadium.

Senior wide receiver Amara Darboh had
the game’s final score, when graduate student
quarterback Jake Rudock connected with him on
a 10-yard pass with 0:54 remaining to cap a nine-
play, 80-yard drive. When the ensuing onside kick
went out of bounds with no Wolverine timeouts
remaining, U-M’s comeback hopes came to a halt.

After a low-scoring first half that saw Utah
take a 10-3 lead, the Utes also struck first to start the
second half, opening up to a 17-3 margin after a 14-
yard touchdown scamper from quarterback Travis
Wilson, who tucked the ball and ran up the middle
on a zone-read play to find the end zone with 5:49
remaining in the third quarter.

Junior tight end Jake Butt provided Michigan’s
first touchdown of the season by hauling in a 19-
yard toss from Rudock -- his first touchdown pass in
Maize and Blue.

The TD strike came with just 0:46 remaining
in the third quarter, putting U-M down just one
touchdown heading into the final frame (17-10,
Utah). That catch also brought Butt over the 500-
yard mark for his career.

However, the comeback attempt was put
on hold after a 55-yard interception return for a
touchdown, courtesy of Utah defensive back Justin
Thomas.

At the start of the contest, the Utes opened

the scoring, capping a 55-yard drive with Andy
Phillips’ 30-yard field goal at 15:00 in the first
quarter. On the ensuing possession -- the first for
the Maize and Blue -- Rudock drove the Wolverines’
into Utah territory, but the drive was cut short on
an interception from Cory Butler-Byrd inside the
Utah 20-yard line.

The Wolverines got on the board courtesy
of a 29-yarder off the foot of senior Kenny Allen
at 14:13 in the second quarter, which tied the
game and represented the only U-M points of the
half. The Utes strung together a 10-play, 63-yard
drive punctuated with a rushing touchdown from
Devontae Booker. That put the home team up by
a touchdown (10-3), and the score did not change
again before the half.

To open the second half, Rudock marched
the Wolverines down the field on an 11-play, 49-
yard drive, but the Maize and Blue could not find
the end zone. At first glance, Darboh picked up a
first down inside the Utah 20, but official review
showed that the ball hit the ground, and U-M had
to settle for a field-goal try. On his second attempt
of the evening, Allen was unable to convert on the
44-yarder.

Rudock stayed on his feet all night, as the U-M
offensive line did not surrender a single sack during
the contest. The Maize and Blue defense picked
Wilson off at the close of the first half, with senior
Jeremy Clark coming down with the ball in the end
zone. Senior defensive linemen Mario Ojemudia
and Matthew Godin also combined on a sack, while
the unit tallied nine tackles-for-loss overall, adding
a pair of pass breakups.

ANN ARBOR, Mich. -- The University of
Michigan football team scored 35 unanswered
points to defeat Oregon State, 35-7, in the home
coaching debut of Jim Harbaugh on Saturday
(Sept. 12) at Michigan Stadium.

Junior running back De'Veon Smith had
a career day on the ground with 23 carries for
126 yards and three touchdowns, but it was the
Michigan defense that stood out, as the unit
allowed only 138 yards of total offense -- 79 of
which came on the opening drive of the game.
Senior defensive end Chris Wormley was in the
backfield all afternoon, recording six tackles --
including three for loss -- and one sack. Senior
linebacker Joe Bolden led the team in tackles with
seven.

Graduate student quarterback Jake Rudock
was efficient in leading the offense, completing 18-
of-26 passes for 180 yards. Nine different receivers
caught at least one pass, but his favorite targets
were senior wide receiver Amara Darboh (four
receptions, 50 yards) and junior tight end Jake Butt
(four receptions, 25 yards).

Oregon State got off to a fast start, taking an
early 7-0 lead on a 21-yard touchdown pass from
Seth Collins to Hunter Jarmon on the opening
possession of the game. The Beavers got the ball
back on the ensuing possession after sacking and
recovering a Rudock fumble, but the Michigan
defense responded two plays later with a fumble
recovery of their own courtesy of Bolden. The
Wolverines turned that miscue into points, as
senior kicker Kenny Allen converted a 40-yard field
goal to cut the Oregon State lead to 7-3.

Rudock engineered a masterful drive toward

the end of the second quarter to put Michigan
ahead, 10-7. After a successful third-down
conversion was nullified due to a penalty, Rudock
found Darboh for 15 yards to give the offense a
manageable fourth-and-five. The Wolverines went
for it, and Rudock converted, finding Smith wide
open in the middle of the field for a 20-yard gain to
put Michigan in the red zone for the first time. Two
plays later, Smith ran it in from one yard out.

Momentum swung on special teams late in
the first half. With a little more than a minute left,
Oregon State punted, and the ball rolled out at
Michigan’s two-yard line, but an illegal-formation
penalty forced the visitors to re-kick. On the next
play, the snap went far over the punter’s head,
and Michigan pounced, starting its next drive on
Oregon State’s three-yard line. The field position
switched 95 yards in a matter of seconds, and
Michigan took advantage when Smith tacked on
his second touchdown run of the day to put U-M
up 17-7 heading into the break.

The only points in the third quarter came via
a 29-yard field goal from Allen to make the score
20-7. Smith added his third touchdown run of the
day in the opening moments of the fourth quarter,
running over several Oregon State defenders on his
way to the end zone. He also caught the ensuing
two-point conversion to increase the lead to 28-7.

The Wolverines put the exclamation point
on the afternoon with a clinical 14-play, 73-yard
drive that ate up seven-and-a-half minutes of
clock. Of the 14 plays, only one was a pass. Junior
Derrick Green capped the scoring with a two-yard

touchdown run to put Michigan up 35-7.

ANN ARBOR, Mich. -- For the second
consecutive game, the University of Michigan
football team used a strong rushing attack (254
yards, three touchdowns) and a stout defense to
race past UNLV, 28-7, on Saturday (Sept. 19) inside
Michigan Stadium. Junior running back Ty Isaac
led the ground game, totaling 114 yards on eight
carries, including a 76-yard touchdown run in the
second quarter.

The Michigan defense allowed only 235 yards
of total offense -- 124 of which came in the fourth
quarter after UNLV trailed 28-0 -- to go along with
nine tackles-for-loss (including two sacks), five pass
break-ups and two interceptions. Senior linebacker
Joe Bolden led the team with six tackles.

Graduate student quarterback Jake Rudock
went 14-of-22 for 123 yards and a touchdown. His
favorite target on the afternoon was senior wide
receiver Amara Darboh, who caught four passes for
34 yards.

The Wolverines went on defense to start the
game and forced a turnover on the first possession,
asjunior cornerback Channing Stribling intercepted
UNLV quarterback Blake Decker, giving Michigan
great field position. The offense capitalized, as
Rudock found junior running back De'Veon Smith
wide open in the flat for a five-yard touchdown,
putting U-M up 7-0 early.

Michigan resorted to a little misdirection for
its second touchdown. One play after a reverse by
Darboh netted four yards, Rudock handed off to
senior wide receiver Jehu Chesson on a jet sweep,
and he took it 36 yards down the sideline for six.
The first-half scoring was capped at 21-0 by Isaac’s
slippery 76-yard touchdown run.

The two teams traded possessions in a
scoreless third quarter. The defense and special
teams units continued to play at a high level, as
fifth-year senior punter Blake O’Neill downed two
punts inside UNLV's own 20-yard, line and senior
safety Jeremy Clark came down with an acrobatic
interception one play after getting flagged for
defensive pass interference.

Rudock engineered a nine-play touchdown
drive early in the fourth quarter to extend
Michigan’s lead to 28-0. On a third-and-three from
the five-yard line, Rudock connected with senior
fullback Sione Houma for what was initially called a
touchdown, but it was called back to the half-yard
line after review. Houma got the ball again on the
very next play, diving into the end zone for his first
career touchdown.

After being grounded for most of the game,
the Rebels got on the board midway through the
fourth quarter on a six-yard touchdown pass from
Decker to Devonte Boyd, making the score 28-7.

ANN ARBOR, Mich. -- Behind a dominating
defensive performance, the University of Michigan
football team won its third consecutive game
on Saturday (Sept. 26), trampling No. 22 BYU,
31-0, inside Michigan Stadium. The Wolverines
manhandled the visitors from the get-go, tabulating
all their points on five consecutive drives in the first
half while allowing only 105 total yards and eight
first downs.

Among the offensive standouts was junior
running back De’Veon Smith, who ran 16 times for
125 yards and a touchdown before leaving midway
through the third quarter due to an ankle injury. At
halftime, Smith nearly had twice as many rushing
yards (117) as BYU had in total yards (62).

Graduate student quarterback Jake Rudock
was 14-of-25for 194 yards and a passing touchdown
-- completing passes to nine different receivers --
while also adding two rushing touchdowns. Senior
wide receiver Amara Darboh caught four passes for
57 yards and a touchdown.

The Wolverines dominated BYU in time of
possession (38:38 to 21:22) and converted nine of
17 third downs.

Michigan went up 7-0 early with a 10-play, 80-
yard drive, highlighted by a trio of big plays. Smith
had the first, bursting through the line for a 31-yard
gain down to BYU’s 45-yard line. A few plays later,
facing a third-and-five, Rudock lofted one to the
sideline towards Darboh, who grabbed it with one
hand falling backwards to complete the 21-yard
gain. Three players later, Rudock converted on third

down again, faking to the flat twice before finding
junior tight end Khalid Hill open over the middle of
the field for 19 yards. Rudock finished the drive with
a three-yard scramble into the end zone.

The Wolverines doubled their advantage with
an even longer drive than the first, going 90 yards
in 10 plays to go up 14-0. On the second play of
the drive, Rudock scrambled to the left out of the
pocket and came close to the first down before
drawing a late hit out-of-bounds, giving Michigan
an extra 15 yards and moving the sticks. Two plays
later, Rudock connected with junior tight end Jake
Butt for 42 yards to BYU’s 25-yard line. Then, facing
a fourth-and-one, U-M lined up to go for it, but
Rudock drew BYU offsides, giving the offense an
automatic first down. Three plays after the penalty,
Rudock spotted Darboh in the end zone for a four-
yard touchdown.

From there, the rout was on. On the next drive,
Smith turned what appeared to be a two or three-
yard gain into a 60-yard touchdown run, tearing
through the line and breaking several tackles on
his way to the end zone.

On the next possession, Rudock took the
offense down the field in six plays before finishing
off the drive himself with a 17-yard scramble.
Senior kicker Kenny Allen capped the scoring with
a 40-yard field goal right before halftime.

Each team’s offense slowed down in the
second half. The Wolverines did not score again, but
the defense allowed only 43 yards of total offense.

COLLEGE PARK, Md. -- The University of
Michigan football team (No. 22 AP, RV Coaches)
recorded its second consecutive shutout and
scored three touchdowns in the second half to run
past Maryland, 28-0, in the conference opener on
Saturday (Oct. 3) at Byrd Stadium. The Michigan
defense held the Terrapins to just 105 total yards
-- including 37 in the second half -- and had eight
tackles-for-loss (four sacks), six pass break-ups and
three interceptions.

Since giving up 24 points in the season
opener at Utah, Michigan has allowed only two
touchdowns in its last four games, and has put up
back-to-back shutouts for the first time in nearly
15 years. Fifth-year senior linebacker Desmond
Morgan led the team with nine tackles and was one
of three Michigan players to have an interception,
along with junior cornerback Jourdan Lewis and
senior safety Jeremy Clark.

Senior running back Drake Johnson had 13
carries for 68 yards and a touchdown while also
adding a 31-yard touchdown reception. Graduate
student Jake Rudock went 16-for-32 for 180 yards
and a touchdown. Junior tight end Jake Butt (61
yards) and senior wide receiver Jehu Chesson (41
yards) tied for the team lead with four receptions
each. Chesson also had a 66-yard touchdown run
on a jet sweep.

The first quarter was scoreless, but it was
marred by mistakes on both sides, as each team
committed two turnovers. The Wolverines finally
got some momentum going via special teams,

as sophomore Jabrill Peppers returned a punt 29
yards into Maryland territory. On a fourth-and-
three, Rudock rolled right and looked to pass but
found nothing and ran it himself, cutting back to
the middle of the field for a 20-yard gain and a first
down. It led to a 30-yard field goal by senior Kenny
Allen to put Michigan up 3-0.

With time winding down in the first half,
Michigan got a big play from the offense, as Butt
turned a screen pass into a 44-yard gain. This led to
another Allen field goal, this time from 32 yards, to
put Michigan up 6-0 heading into halftime.

All three phases did their parts leading to
Michigan’s first touchdown of the game. After
a stalled offensive drive, fifth-year senior Blake
O'Neill got off a 59-yard punt that pinned Maryland
at its own 29-yard line. Three plays after the punt,
the defense recorded their third takeaway of the
day courtesy of Lewis, setting the offense up with
great field position. Then, on third-and-10, Rudock
connected with Johnson for a 31-yard touchdown
on a screen pass. A successful two-point conversion
pass to junior tight end Khalid Hill followed to make
the score 14-0.

After another stop by the defense, U-M got
the ball back and needed only one play to add
another touchdown, as Chesson took a jet sweep
66 yards up the sideline for six, making the score
21-0. A little more than halfway through the fourth
quarter, Johnson tacked on another touchdown,
jumping over the line of scrimmage from one yard
out to cap the scoring at 28-0.

ANN ARBOR, Mich. -- The University of
Michigan football team (No. 18 AP, No. 21 Coaches)
recorded its third consecutive shutout -- a feat
not previously accomplished since 1980 -- in a
resounding 38-0 victory over Northwestern (No.
13 AP, No. 14 Coaches) on Saturday (Oct. 10) inside
Michigan Stadium. The Wolverines scored at least
one touchdown on offense, defense and special
teams in the same game for the first time since
2003.

The Michigan defense was outstanding once
again, holding Northwestern to just 168 total
yards, including 38 on the ground. As a group, the
Wolverines had eight tackles-for-loss (four sacks)
and only allowed two Northwestern third-down
conversions all game. Senior safety Jarrod Wilson
led the team with seven tackles.

Graduate student quarterback Jake Rudock
was sharp all game, going 17-0f-23 for 179 yards
and adding a first-half rushing touchdown. Junior
running back De'Veon Smith -- back after missing
last week’s game at Maryland -- was the leading
rusher with 59 yards on eight carries. Senior tight
end A.J. Williams was the leading receiver with four
receptions for 48 yards.

The Wolverines blitzed Northwestern from
the start. Before either team even took a snap,
senior wide receiver Jehu Chesson ran the opening
kickoff back 96 yards for a touchdown, the team’s
first kick return for a touchdown in six seasons. The

Wildcats went three-and-out on its first possession,
and Michigan followed by marching down the field
in seven plays -- a drive that included an 18-yard
rush by Smith and 32-yard reception by junior tight
end Jake Butt -- eventually scoring on a one-yard
touchdown run on third down from senior running
back Drake Johnson to put the score at 14-0.

After Northwestern missed a 42-yard field goal
on its next possession, the Wolverines got back-to-
back big plays -- from fifth-year senior fullback Joe
Kerridge (34-yard run on third down) and Chesson
(27-yard reception) -- to get into the red zone. Two
plays later, Rudock kept the ball on a zone read and
ran it into the end zone from two yards out to make
the score 21-0.

The only scoring play of the second quarter
came on a 36-yard interception return for a
touchdown by junior cornerback Jourdan Lewis,
giving Michigan a 28-0 lead heading into halftime.

The Wolverines added three points in the third
quarter, getting a career-long 47-yard field goal
from senior kicker Kenny Allen.

Michigan closed the scoring with a gritty 12-
play drive, 10 of which were rushes. Junior running
back Derrick Green ended the drive with a four-
yard plunge into the end zone.

ANN ARBOR, Mich. -- The University of
Michigan football team (No. 12 AP, No. 14 Coaches)
saw a late lead slip away in the final seconds, falling
to rival Michigan State in heartbreaking fashion,
27-23, on Saturday (Oct. 17) inside Michigan
Stadium. The Wolverines held a two-point lead
with 10 seconds left, but fifth-year senior punter
Blake O'Neill fumbled the snap on the punt, and
Michigan State recovered, returning it 38 yards for
a touchdown as time expired.

Graduate student quarterback Jake Rudock
had a solid performance, going 15-of-25 for 168
yards. Senior fullback Sione Houma had a pair of
rushing touchdowns, and senior kicker Kenny Allen
added a trio of field goals.

The Wolverines put up the game’s first points,
sparked by Houma. The senior got the drive going
with a 27-yard run into Michigan State territory.
Three players later, Rudock hit senior tight end A.J.
Williams for a 21-yard grab on third down to keep
the drive alive. After a series of short rushing plays
to start the second quarter, Houma completed the
series by pushing past the goal line, giving the
Wolverines a 7-0 lead.

Michigan State responded with a quick drive
to tie the game, as L.J. Scott punched it into the
end zone from 11 yards out, tying the game at 7-7.
The Wolverines began their next drive in Michigan
State’s end after a 49-yard kick return by sophomore
safety Jabrill Peppers. Though Michigan was unable
to close in on the end zone, Allen completed the
drive with a 38-yard field goal, putting U-M up 10-7
entering halftime.

The first drive of the second half for the

Spartans ended with fake punt that was stopped
just short of the sticks by fifth-year senior linebacker
Desmond Morgan. With a short field, the Michigan
offense took advantage, as a 28-yard jet sweep by
Peppers took the Wolverines all the way down to
Michigan State’s three-yard line. After two attempts
into the end zone by junior running back De'Veon
Smith ended in overturned reviews, Houma
punched it in on third down in a play that was also
reviewed to put U-M up, 17-7.

The Spartans responded on the next drive, as
Michigan State quarterback Connor Cook found
Macgarrett Kings Jr. for a 30-yard touchdown in
the corner of the end zone to cut the lead back to
three, 17-14. Michigan extended the lead back to
six, 20-14, on a 21-yard field goal by Allen in the
final minutes of the third quarter.

In the opening moments of the fourth quarter,
the Spartans attempted to respond by going for it
on a fourth-and-10 from Michigan’s 32-yard line
but came up short. Two series later, Allen added
another field goal to make it a two-possession
game at 23-14.

Michigan State quickly fired back, as Cook
found Trevon Pendleton for a 74-yard reception
and run along the sideline that went all the way
down to Michigan’s one-yard line. Scott ran it in on
the next play to cut the lead to 23-21.

With 1:54 to play, the Spartans held possession
of the ball facing a fourth-and-19 but well out of
range for the go-ahead field goal. The U-M defense
came up big, as junior safety Dymonte Thomas was
credited with a huge pass break-up, turning the ball
over to the offense.

MINNEAPOLIS, Minn. -- The University of
Michigan football team (No. 15 AP, No. 17 Coaches)
held at the goal line as time expired to pull out a
gutsy 29-26 victory at Minnesota and reclaim the Little
Brown Jug on Saturday (Oct. 31) at TCF Bank Stadium.

After Michigan claimed a late lead, Minnesota
drove 74 yards down to Michigan's one-yard line.
Following an incomplete pass, and with two seconds
remaining, Minnesota elected to go for the victory
instead of a potential game-tying field goal to send
things into overtime. On an emotional evening at
TCF Bank Stadium following head coach Jerry Kill's
retirement due to medical issues, the Gophers were
unable to ride the emotion as Michigan stuffed a
quarterback-sneak into the heart of its defense.

The final two plays of the game came after a
potential go-ahead Minnesota touchdown pass was
ruled down at the one-yard line following official
review.

Minnesota led, 26-21, midway through the fourth
quarter, before the Wolverines mounted a seven-play,
40-yard drive behind sophomore quarterback Wilton
Speight, who came on for Jake Rudock, who went
out injured, to complete 3-of-4 attempts, including
a pivotal 12-yard score to senior Jehu Chesson.
Speight found senior Amara Darboh on the two-point
conversion for a 29-26 lead.

The drive was set up thanks, in part, to senior
James Ross, who delivered an important sack on third
down deep in Minnesota territory.

On the final drive, Minnesota converted a third-
and-17 with a screen pass and a fourth-and-4 wide
receiver slant, before Minnesota QB Mitch Leidner
found Dre Woltitarsky on a 22-yard reception down to
Michigan’s one-yard line with 19 seconds remaining.
He was ruled down at the one-yard line on video
review after the on-field officials called touchdown.
Following an incompletion, the Gophers attempted a
sneak up the middle but never got close as Michigan's
penetration, including senior Joe Bolden and senior

MINNESOTA 26

Ryan Glasgow, sent the Wolverines home victorious.

Michigan’s defensive stand could not have come
at a better time as Minnesota’s offense dictated play
throughout the night to the tune of 461 yards.

Aside from Speight’s late-game heroics, Chesson
was in the spotlight with his first two receiving
touchdowns of the season, finishing with three
receptions for 33 yards.

It was a back-and-forth battle, with Michigan
trailing 16-14 at the break. Minnesota used a 32-yard
field goal off the foot of Ryan Santoso in the closing
seconds of the half to claim the lead.

Coming out of the locker room, U-M wasted
little time piecing together a seven-play, 75-yard
touchdown drive, capped by sophomore Jabrill
Peppers’ first career rushing touchdown, a six-yard
direct snap to the left from the Wildcat formation. That
score created a five-point edge for the Maize and Blue
at 11:22 in the third quarter.

Minnesota punched back quickly, scoring on
a 24-yard zone-read keeper from Leidner. After the
point-after attempt, Minnesota reclaimed a two-point
edge at 23-21. Not long after, Rudock was taken to the
locker room to be evaluated for injury when he was hit
hard at the end of a six-yards scramble. Rudock did not
return, finishing the game 13-of-21 for 140 yards and a
touchdown.

Speight took over under center for the Maize
and Blue and completed his final three pass attempts,
finishing 3-of-6 for 29 yards in addition to the two-
point conversion.

Santoso’s fourth field goal of the game, this time
from 47 yards out, gave the Golden Gophers their
largest lead of the game -- a five-point cushion -- with
11:43 remaining in the contest.

Senior Drake Johnson led the ground game with
55 yards on 10 carries, while Darboh had six receptions
for 73 yards. Ross and Bolden each had nine tackles to
pace the defense.

ANN ARBOR, Mich. -- The University of Michigan
football team (No. 16 AP, No. 17 Coaches) put up 35
points in the first half and saw six different players
score touchdowns in a comfortable 49-16 win over
Rutgers on Saturday (Nov. 7) at Michigan Stadium. The
Wolverines were explosive on offense with eight plays
of 20-plus yards and stout on defense, permitting only
97 passing yards. They outgained the Scarlet Knights,
487-225.

Graduate student quarterback Jake Rudock
had his best game as a Wolverine, going 18-for-25
with a career-high 337 passing yards and three total
touchdowns (two passing, one rushing). He threw
touchdown passes to senior wide receivers Amara
Darboh (three receptions, 53 yards) and Jehu Chesson
(three receptions, 36 yards), though junior tight end
Jake Butt was his favorite target with four receptions
for a career-best 102 yards.

Junior running back De'Veon Smith led the team
on the ground with 73 yards on 15 carries. He was one
of four Michigan players with rushing touchdowns,
along with Rudock, senior running back Drake Johnson
(seven rushes, 27 yards) and sophomore safety Jabrill
Peppers (two rushes, eight yards), who continues to
see snaps on offense as a multi-dimensional player.

Fifth-year senior linebacker Desmond Morgan
led the team with eight tackles, while senior defensive
end Chris Wormley added a pair of sacks. With two
more pass breakups on Saturday, junior cornerback
Jourdan Lewis became the school’s single-season
leader in that category, surpassing Leon Hall (2006)
and Marlin Jackson (2002).

The Wolverines started fast, as Rudock connected
with Chesson for a 13-yard touchdown on the team’s
second possession to put U-M up, 7-0. Rutgers
responded with a 32-yard field goal to cut the lead to
7-3.

Michigan topped off the first quarter with its

second touchdown, sparked by a fake end-around
screen pass to Smith that went for 31 yards down to
the Rutgers seven-yard line. Three plays later on third
down, Rudock escaped the pocket and scrambled left,
beating a defender to the pylon for the touchdown,
making the score 14-3.

Each team put up points in a high-scoring second
quarter. With Michigan in the red zone, Peppers was
deployed and did not disappoint, making several
Rutgers defenders miss on a shifty 18-yard touchdown
run. But the visitors answered on the ensuing kickoff as
Janarion Grant returned it 98 yards for a touchdown to
put the score at 21-10.

A failed onside kick set Michigan up with great
field possession on the next drive. On the third play,
Rudock found a wide-open Darboh down the left
side for a 28-yard gain, putting U-M on the doorstep
at the one-yard line. The Wolverines were turned back
on the first two attempts, but thanks to a key block
from senior fullback Sione Houma, Johnson was able
to walk into the end zone on third down for the score.
After another Rutgers field goal brought the lead back
to 28-13, Rudock threw an eight-yard touchdown pass
to Darboh, upping the score to 35-13.

The Scarlet Knights tacked on another field goal
-- set up by a 67-yard punt return by Grant with nine
seconds left -- to close the first-half scoring at 35-16.

The Wolverines did not let up in the second half.
On their first possession, Rudock connected with Butt,
who broke through two Scarlet Knight defenders
down the center of the field for a 56-yard gain, setting
up a four-yard run by Smith. Rudock topped it off with
a successful two-point conversion run into the far right
corner of the end zone to increase the lead to 43-16.

Senior kicker Kenny Allen added a pair of field
goals (28 yards, 34 yards) to bring the score to 49-16 to
close the scoring.

BLOOMINGTON, Ind. - Graduate student
quarterback Jake Rudock threw six touchdown passes,
including four to senior wide receiver Jehu Chesson --
tying a school record -- as the University of Michigan
football team (No. 15 AP, No. 15 Coaches) tied the game
with two seconds left before putting up 14 points in
overtime in a 48-41 win over Indiana on Saturday (Nov.
14) at Memorial Stadium.

Junior tight end Jake Butt caught a touchdown in
the first overtime, and senior wideout Amara Darboh
caughtaTD pass in the second OT, before junior safety
Delano Hill knocked away Indiana’s last-ditch pass on
fourth-and-goal from the two to seal the Wolverines’
eighth victory of the season.

Rudock also set a new career high in single-
game pass yardage (440) for the second week in a
row (337 vs. Rutgers) and went 33-for-46, while Butt
had seven receptions for 82 yards, and Darboh had
eight receptions for 109 yards, though Chesson was
Rudock’s favorite target with 10 receptions for 207

yards.

Three of Chesson’s TDs came in the first half, tying
a school record with four touchdown receptions in a
game -- Derrick Alexander against Minnesota in 1992.
Additionally, Chesson’s 207 receiving yards are good
for the third-highest single-game receiving mark at
U-M.

The Wolverines shut the Hoosiers offense down
near midfield to begin the game before beginning
their first offensive drive. Rudock hit Chesson with a
34-yard pin-point pass, making it a 7-0 game. Indiana
pushed down the field, unable to near the goal line.
Griffin Oakes kept it a close game, though, with a pair
of field goals, wrapping up the first quarter at 7-6.

Sparked by Rudock’s 23-yard and 19-yard rushes,
the Wolverines moved quickly into Hoosier territory.
Firing the ball 15 yards into the end zone, Rudock
connected with an open Chesson for the second time
of the game, advancing Michigan’s lead to 14-6 with
8:51 Ief% in the half. Much like the first quarter, Indiana

pushed into Wolverine territory, clearing a 51-yard
field goal to diminish Michigan’s lead to five.

The gap was soon expanded, though. Rudock hit
Chesson cutting across the field, and Chesson raced all
the way in for his third touchdown of the half, going for
64 yards on the play, making it a 21-9 game with 5:18
left in the second. It marked the longest pass play of
any kind this season for U-M.

After sacking Rudock on third down early in
the third quarter, Indiana’s Mitchell Paige returned
Michigan’s punt for a 51-yard touchdown, making it a
one-point game less than two minutes into the half.
Michigan tried to pull away from the Hoosiers with
a 42-yard field goal attempt, but Allen’s attempt was
short due to a low bobbled snap. Indiana capitalized
on a 24-yard field goal attempt, taking a 26-24 lead.

Michigan then took the lead once more with
Allen’s 20-yard field goal. Indiana retaliated on the
next drive, with Howard scoring a touchdown on
a 24-yard rush before following the play up with a
two-point conversion, and Indiana led 34-27. With
2:52 remaining in the fourth quarter, the Wolverines
pushed towards the Indiana goal line. On the eighth
play of the drive, Rudock found Chesson five yards
away in the end zone, tying the game at 34 with two
seconds remaining.

In overtime, the Hoosiers broke through
Michigan’s second-ranked defense in four plays,
taking a 41-34 lead on a one-yard rush from Howard.
However, Rudock found Butt from 21 yards out to
return the favor, and the game was tied once more at
41.

The ball was in Michigan’s possession to start the
second overtime. On the first play of the drive, Rudock
found Darboh deep in the end zone with a 25-yard
pass to bring the score to 48-41.

Indiana then pushed Michigan to the two-yard
line. On fourth down, the Hoosiers opted to pass
after four successful rushes, only to have the pass be
deflected by Hill, ending the game.

STATE COLLEGE, Pa. -- Behind two touchdown
passes from graduate student quarterback Jake
Rudock and a defense that allowed only 207 total
yards, the University of Michigan football team (No.
14 AP, No. 13 Coaches) earned a 28-16 victory at Penn
State on Saturday (Nov. 21) inside Beaver Stadium.

The defense was the story all afternoon. The
Wolverines limited Penn State quarterback Christian
Hackenberg to 13 completions and sacked him four
times and allowed only 18 yards rushing after the
first quarter. Senior linebacker James Ross, senior
defensive end Chris Wormley and junior defensive end
Taco Charlton combined for 14 tackles, seven of which
were made behind the line of scrimmage. Sophomore
Jabrill Peppers had three pass breakups.

On offense, Rudock was efficient, going 25-0f-38
for 256 yards, throwing touchdown passes to senior
wide receiver Amara Darboh (seven receptions, 68
yards) and junior tight end Jake Butt (five receptions,
66 yards). Senior wide receiver Jehu Chesson added 69
yards on four receptions.

Both teams scored on their opening possessions.
Penn State got on the scoreboard first with a 23-yard
field goal by Tyler Davis, though it very likely could
have been more if not for a touchdown-saving tackle
made by senior safety Jarrod Wilson on a 56-yard
run by Saquon Barkley. On the next Michigan series,
Rudock came out throwing, converting two third
downs to Chesson before connecting with Butt on a
26-yard touchdown.

Late in the second quarter, Penn State blocked
a Michigan punt and took advantage of the good
field position when Hackenberg threw a 25-yard
touchdown pass on third down to Saeed Blacknall,

giving the Nittany Lions a 10-7 lead. But, like the first
quarter, Rudock and the Michigan offense responded,
engineering a seven-play, 70-yard drive -- all on passing
plays -- concluding with an 11-yard touchdown pass to
Darboh that put U-M back in front 14-10 heading into
the halftime break.

The Wolverines extended their lead to 21-10 after
Penn State muffed the punt return inside their own 10-
yard line. Three plays after the miscue, senior fullback
Sione Houma plunged it into the end zone from one
yard out on third down.

Penn State pulled it back to a one-score game
at 21-13 on a 23-yard field goal by Davis just a minute
into the fourth quarter. Hackenberg threw a 38-yard
pass on a fourth-and-10 to set Penn State up at the
three-yard line, but the Michigan defense was stout
once again, keeping the home team out of the end
zone. Following a Michigan punt, Penn State moved
down the field and tacked on an 18-yard field goal by
Davis, bringing the score to 21-16 with eight minutes
to play.

Junior cornerback Jourdan Lewis swung
momentum back to the visitors with a 55-yard kickoff
return all the way to Penn State’s 40-yard line. On
the first play from scrimmage, Chesson took an end
around for 20 yards, setting Michigan up in the red
zone. Facing a crucial third-and-six from the 16-yard
line, Rudock attempted to hit Chesson in the corner of
the end zone but drew a defensive pass interference
call instead. Two plays after the penalty, junior running
back De'Veon Smith leaped over the pile and extended
the ball toward the end zone, successfully breaking the
plane for the touchdown to cap the scoring at 28-16.

ANN ARBOR, Mich. -- University of Michigan
graduate student quarterback Jake Rudock threw
for at least 250 yards for a program-record fourth
consecutive game, but No. 12 U-M could not
contain No. 8 Ohio State in a 42-13 loss on Saturday
(Nov. 28) inside Michigan Stadium.

Rudock went 19-of-32 for 263 yards and a
touchdown before leaving in the fourth quarter
with an apparent injury. His favorite target was
senior wide receiver Jehu Chesson, who had eight
receptions for 111 yards and a touchdown. Chesson
also partially blocked a punt in the fourth quarter.

Ohio State won the game on the ground,
where it outgained Michigan, 369-57, and averaged
nearly seven yards per carry. The Wolverines trailed
by just four at halftime, 14-10, but were outscored
28-3 in the second half.

The two teams were in a stalemate until the
late stages of the first quarter. The Buckeyes were
forced to punt from within their own 10-yard line,
but Michigan brought a little too much pressure
and got flagged for a roughing-the-kicker penalty
to extend the Ohio State drive. Two plays after
the penalty, Ohio State running back Ezekiel
Elliott raced down the sideline for a 66-yard gain,
eventually setting up a seven-yard touchdown run
by quarterback J.T. Barrett to put the Buckeyes up
7-0.

The Wolverines utilized a pass-heavy 14-play,
72-yard drive to get on the scoreboard, ending in a

25-yard field goal from senior kicker Kenny Allen.

Touchdowns were traded in the second
quarter, the first coming from Ohio State on a five-
yard touchdown run by Elliott to go up 14-3. The
Wolverines responded strongly, though, scoring
on a five-yard touchdown pass from Rudock to
Chesson to cut the lead to four, 14-10, heading into
the locker room. The key play on the drive came
on a third-and-10 at midfield, as Ohio State was
penalized for defensive pass interference, giving
Michigan an automatic first down. The very next
play, Rudock dumped it off to junior running back
De'Veon Smith for a 24-yard gain that set Michigan
up in the red zone. The touchdown pass came three
plays later.

Ohio State added two more touchdowns in
the third quarter, capitalizing on a pair of 80-yard
drives. Barrett threw a 25-yard pass to Jalin Marshall
and ran for a 13-yard touchdown, putting Ohio
State up 28-10 heading into the fourth quarter.

Michigan got three points back on a 27-yard
field goal from Allen, cutting the lead to 28-13, but
Ohio State continued to churn it out on the ground.
A 10-yard touchdown run from Elliott and a 17-
yard touchdown run from Barrett on the next two
possessions gave Ohio State a 42-13 lead and put
the game out of reach.

ORLANDO, Fla. -- In the 17th-ranked University
of Michigan football team’s first bowl game under J.
Ira and Nicki Harris Family Head Football Coach Jim
Harbaugh, the Wolverines scored 34 unanswered
points in a 41-7 drubbing of 19th-ranked Florida in
the 70th playing of the Citrus Bowl on Friday (Jan.
1).

Michigan asserted control early in the second
quarter and never looked back, totaling the highest
single-game point total allowed by Florida this
season.

Michigan improves to 3-0 all-time against the
Florida and 4-1 all-time in the program’s Citrus Bowl
history.

Quarterback Jake Rudock closed his collegiate
career with an impressive effort at Citrus Bowl
Stadium, the same field where he clinched a
state and national championship with St. Thomas
Aquinas High School. The game MVP, as voted by
the media, Rudock completed 20-of-31 passes for
278 yards and three touchdowns, becoming just
the second Michigan quarterback to throw for
3,000 yards in a single season (John Navarre, 2003).

Leading 17-7 at halftime, the Wolverines
scored on its first two possessions of the third
quarter -- the first on a three-yard slant from
Rudock to wideout Grant Perry (five receptions, 51
yards) and the second on a two-yard plunge from
fullback Sione Houma to claim a 31-7 lead.

Michigan dominated the third, holding the

ball for 11:32 of the quarter and out-gaining Florida
by a count of 160 yards to two.

Rudock started the fourth quarter where he
left off, tossing a seven-yard touchdown to tailback
Drake Johnson (58 rushing yards on six carries,
two total touchdowns), before kicker Kenny Allen
closed the scoring with a 25-yard field goal with
6:42 to play.

Running back De'Veon Smith paced the
ground game with 109 bruising yards on 25
carries as Michigan converted 7-of-8 third-down
opportunities in the second half and finished with
503 total yards of offense. Florida, which entered
play among the national leaders in tackles for a
loss, got into U-M'’s backfield just three times in the
game with no sacks.

Florida QB Treon Harris did not complete
a second half pass, finishing the game 8-of-21
with one interception and 55 yards on 11 carries.
Michigan held Florida to 28 yards in the second half
and 0-for-4 on third downs. Defensive lineman Chris
Wormley’s 2.5 tackles for a loss led the Michigan
defense with the Wolverines recording six TFLs in
the game. Linebacker Joe Bolden had a team-high
seven total tackles.

The game marked the 70th playing of the
Citrus Bowl, among the oldest bowl games in the
nation. The attendance of 63,113 is the highest
attendance figure since the 2008 Citrus Bowl, also
between U-M and UF.

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TIHE HEISMAN

TROPHY

The John W. Heisman Trophy has been given to
college football’s most outstanding player each
season since 1935 by the Downtown Athletic
Club of New York. The trophy, first known as the
D.A.C. trophy was renamed in 1936 for Heisman,
the first athletic director for the Downtown
Athletic Club. Heisman played football at Penn
and Brown and coached for 36 years at nine dif-
ferent schools.

Three Michigan players -- TOM HARMON
(1940), DESMOND HOWARD (1991) and
CHARLES WOODSON (1997) -- have won the

award. Wolverines have placed in the top 11 of the
Heisman voting in 24 of the 79 years the trophy has
been presented. Two Wolverines (Harmon in 1939,
Bob Chappuis in 1947) have finished second in the
voting, while three (Rob Lytle in 1976, Rick Leach
in 1978, Jim Harbaugh in 1986) have finished third.
Three others (Bob Timberlake in 1964, Anthony
Carter in 1982, Chris Perry in 2003) have placed
fourth. Carter placed among the top 10 in his soph-
omore, junior and senior seasons, while Harmon,
Ron Kramer (1955,'56) and Leach (1977,'78) placed
in the top 10 twice in their U-M careers.

In 1891, Murphy
and Crawford
became the first
official football coaches in the history of the
University. Prior to their appointment, the
Michigan football program operated for 11
seasons without a coach. An experienced and
popular trainer for the Detroit Athletic Club,
Murphy was named the actual head coach of
the 1891 team. However, midway through the
season, Crawford was established as co-coach,
doing most of the coaching while Murphy
settled into the more appropriate role as the
squad’s trainer. A graduate student from
Yale, Crawford learned football while attend-
ing school in the East. Crawford’s efforts in
contacting other institutions about the pos-
sibilities of competing on the gridiron led to
the first advance schedule in Michigan his-
tory. Prior to this, the school’s games were
somewhat sudden and occurred with little or
no planning.

After his stint at Michigan, Crawford went
on to coach the University of Nebraska to a
9-4-1 overall record in 1893 and 1894, and led
the University of Texas to a perfect 5-0 record
in 1895.

Michigan’s second
head coach was
an 1892 graduate
of Yale University,

1891 season. During his two seasons at the
helm, he led Michigan on a then-ambitious 12
and 10 game schedule. Ward’s teams scored
over 60 points four times and shutout the
opponent on eight occasions, including five
times during the 1893 season.

Attending the
University as a
medical student,
McCauley was

prior to the 1894 season. In contrast to today’s
modern football players, McCauley’s first club
weighed an average of 170 pounds. In his two
seasons at the helm, the Wolverines only lost
two contests, falling to eastern powers Cornell
and Harvard. Michigan’s 12-4 victory over
Cornell in 1894 marked the first time in col-
legiate football history that a western school
defeated an established power from the east.

Before coming to Ann Arbor to continue
his medical studies, McCauley graduated from
Princeton in 1894 and played tackle on the
Tigers' championship football team. Before
his departure in November of 1896, McCauley
assisted William Ward in coaching the 1896
team.

‘can't’ is not in the football vocabulary. Any
man feeling that way about any part of the
game in detail is not wanted on the field and
will please stay away. Only those wanted who
say 'l will" with teeth together and who never
stop fighting. Otherwise they go off the field”
Lea was also head coach at Princeton from
1938-42. He later went to Maine and served as
head of the AFCA in 1947.

FIELDING H.
YOST

1901-23, 1925-'26
165-29-10 overall

In his 25 years as
head coach of the
Wolverines, Yost's
accomplishments

rank among the
most legendary in
collegiate football history. Beginning with his
inaugural club of 1901, Yost led the Michigan
football program on an unprecedented vic-
tory run over a five-year period. Known as the
“Point-a-Minute” teams, those Yost-led squads
played 56 consecutive games without a loss
from 1901-05, including winning streaks of 29
and 26 games, which remain today as the lon-
gest in school history. In those five seasons,
the Wolverines outscored their opponents
2,821 to 42—an average Michigan victory of
50-1. In his first season of 1901, Yost led the
Wolverines to a perfect 10-0 record, a Big Ten
Championship, a 49-0 victory over Stanford in
the first Rose Bowl game and the school’s first
national championship. The Wolverines went

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on to win the national title again in 1902, 1903
and 1904. Under Yost, the Maize and Blue won
10 Big Ten championships and 20 of his play-
ers earned All-America recognition.

Along with his accomplishments as the
head football coach, Yost served as Michigan’s
Director of Athletics from 1921-41. For his
leadership of the athletic department, Yost is
viewed by many as the consummate pioneer
and visionary of the field. As athletic director,
Yost continued Michigan’s tradition of accept-
ing only the highest personal, academic and
athletic standards, while spreading that ideal
to the facilities that support Michigan’s ath-
letic pursuits. Yost conceived and engineered
today’s modern athletic campus in Ann Arbor.
Among the projects constructed under Yost's
direction were Michigan Stadium, the uni-
versity’s 18-hole golf course, the nation’s first
Intramural Sports Building and the nation’s
first multi-purpose field house, now known as
Yost Ice Arena.

Yost received a law degree from the
University of West Virginia, yet also attend-
ed school at Ohio Northern University and
Lafayette. He began his coaching career at
Ohio Wesleyan University and led them to the
school’s only victory over Ohio State. After
leaving Ohio Wesleyan, Yost held brief coach-
ing positions at the University of Kansas and
the University of Nebraska. In 1900, he con-
tinued his move to the west coast and took
over as the head coach at Stanford University,
where he remained for a year before Stanford
enacted a rule allowing only graduates to
coach its football teams.

After serving pri-
marily as Yost's top
assistant for two
seasons, Little was
named head coach
forthe 1924 season.
In his three years at Michigan, the Wolverine
football program suffered only two losses. In
the 1924 campaign, Little’s defensive-minded
clubs shut-out their opponents in five of the
six victories. Upon his arrival in Ann Arbor, he
helped restore Michigan’s prominence on the
gridiron after three straight finishes in the Big
Ten's lower tier.

Little left Michigan following his lone season
as head coach to accept the Athletic Director
position at the University of Wisconsin. At the
time of his appointment, Little was the young-
est AD. in the Big Ten Conference. He later

served as Director of Athletics at Rutgers and as
the Executive Secretary of the National Football
Foundation and Hall of Fame.

Little graduated from Ohio Wesleyan
University in 1912 and began his successful
coaching career at the University of Cincinnati
in 1914-15. He then moved to Miami
University in Oxford, Ohio, where he guided
the Redskins to their first conference title in
1916. Little served in World War | in 1917-18
before returning to Miami in 1920-22.

ELTON
E.“TAD"”
WIEMAN

1927-28
9-6-1 overall

Considered one of
the top offensive
line coaches in the
nation, Wieman
succeeded Fielding
H. Yost as Michigan’s head man in 1927. In
Wieman’s first four games, the Wolverines
won by an amazing 89-0 margin. Upon being
appointed head coach, Wieman incorporated
many of his own techniques into a system he
fundamentally held over from the Yost years.
Known for his quiet, yet strong demeanor,
Wieman came to Ann Arbor from Los Angeles
to join the Michigan football team in 1916. He
starred at a variety of positions, particularly tack-
le and fullback, and received all-conference hon-
ors at each position. In addition to his accolades
on the field, Wieman earned Phi Beta Kappa
honors for his achievement in the classroom.

HARRY G.
KIPKE

1929-37
46-26-4 overall

In a four-year span
between 1930 and
1933, Kipke's teams
experienced unpar-
alleled success by
winning four Big
Ten and two national titles (1932 and 1933).
During this stretch, the Wolverines compiled
an astounding 34-1-3 record. Kipke stands as
one of only three Michigan coaches ever to
direct teams to four consecutive conference
championships along with Fielding Yost and
Bo Schembechler.

In his playing days, Kipke distinguished himself
as one of the nation’s greatest kickers and was

named an All-American halfback by the Walter
Camp Foundation. He holds the honor of
being Michigan’s first nine-time letterman, par-
ticipating in football, basketball and baseball.

Following his graduation in 1925, Kipke
became assistant football and head base-
ball coach at the University of Missouri, but
returned to Ann Arbor the next fall to fill
similar positions at Michigan. In 1928 he was
named the head coach at Michigan State
College (currently Michigan State University)
where he remained for one season. Kipke's
Spartans lost a tough 3-0 contest to Michigan
in his only season in East Lansing. Kipke took
over the Wolverine program in 1929 after a
3-4-1 season at Michigan State.

HERBERT
O.“FRITZ"
CRISLER

1938-47
71-16-3 overall

In the 10 seasons
Crisler was coach,
Michigan’s fate on
the football field
was in good hands.
Crisler’s teams consistently excelled in confer-
ence play, finishing lower than second only
twice. His style of coaching was offensive-
oriented, using innovative formations to pile
up yardage. In 1943, the Wolverines won their
first Big Ten title in 10 years with an 8-1 record.
His .805 winning percentage ranks him sec-
ond in school history behind only Fielding Yost
(minimum 50 games coached). He climaxed his
career by directing Michigan to a 49-0 rout of
Southern California in the 1948 Rose Bowl. At
the culmination of the 1947 season, members
of the Associated Press voted the Wolverines as
the mythical national champions and Crisler the
National Coach of the Year.

Crisler graduated as an honor student from
the University of Chicago where he played
football under legendary coach Amos Alonzo
Stagg. He is one of two men in Chicago his-
tory ever to earn nine letters in three sports
(football, basketball, baseball).

Upon receiving his diploma in 1922, Crisler
became an assistant coach to Stagg, remaining
there eight years. In 1930 Crisler was named the
athletic director and head football coach at the
University of Minnesota, where he remained for
two seasons before accepting the head coach-
ing position at Princeton University. In his six
years at Princeton, the Tigers compiled a 35-9-1
record.

Perhaps Crisler's greatest contribution to
the history of Wolverine football was the imple-
mentation of the Michigan winged helmet in
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1938. Initially designed to aid quarterbacks
in distinguishing receivers, the winged design
has become a longstanding symbol of the
University.

BENNIE G.
OOSTERBAAN

1948-58
63-33-4 overall

One of the greatest
athletes ever to wear
a Michigan uniform,
Bennie Oosterbaan
dedicated a great
part of his life to the
Michigan football program. After taking over
as head coach in 1948, he guided the Wolver-
ines to a 9-0 mark, the Big Ten title and the
national championship. For his efforts in that
first season, Oosterbaan was named National
Coach of the Year. Oosterbaan utilized the
traditional single-wing and T-formations on
offense to capture the Big Ten title three times.
His intelligent approach to the defensive side
of the ball enabled the Wolverines to lead the
league in total defense in five of his 11 seasons
as head coach.

During his playing days, Oosterbaan
became the first player in school history to
earn All-America honors three times. He won
nine varsity letters at Michigan in football,
basketball and baseball—one of the few
student-athletes ever to achieve this honor.
Following his graduation in 1928, he turned
down contracts from professional baseball
and football organizations in order to join the
Michigan coaching staff. Under Fritz Crisler,
Oosterbaan tutored the Michigan backfield,
ends, and eventually was promoted to first
assistant.

CHALMERS
W.“BUMP”
ELLIOTT

1959-68
51-42-2 overall

Named Michigan’s
13th head coach in
1959, Elliott holds
the rare distinction
of both coaching
and playing for Big Ten and Rose Bowl cham-
pionship teams during his football career as
a Wolverine. He directed the 1964 Michigan
team to a 9-1 record and a Rose Bowl victory
over Oregon State, 34-7. During Elliott’s 10 sea-
sons as head coach, Michigan produced five

All-American performers: Bob Timberlake 1964;
Bill Yearby 1964-'65; Jack Clancy 1966; Rick Volk
1966; and Ron Johnson 1968.

As an All-American player at Michigan,
coach Fritz Crisler called Elliott the great-
est right halfback he had ever seen. In the
Wolverines' national championship season of
1947, Elliott was selected as the Big Ten Most
Valuable Player. He began his coaching career
at Oregon State in 1948, remaining there until
he was named the offensive backfield coach
at lowa in 1952. While at lowa, he helped the
Hawkeyes to the Big Ten and Rose Bowl titles
in 1956. Elliott returned to Ann Arbor in 1957
to coach the Maize and Blue backfield under
coach Bennie Oosterbaan.

GLENNE.“BO”
SCHEMBECHLER

1969-89
194-48-5 overall

As the winningest
head coach in
Michigan football
history,

Bo Schembechler’s

teams won or tied
for an impressive 13 Big Ten championships
during his 21-year tenure. Under Schem-
bechler’s guidance, Michigan’s 96-10-3 regular
season record through the decade of the 1970s
was the nation’s best. He guided 17 teams
to post-season bowl games (10 Rose Bowls)
and another 17 to top 10 finishes in the final
wire service polls (AP and/or UPI). In his 27
years of coaching, Schembechler’s teams never
had a losing season. Upon stepping down
after the 1989 season, Bo retired as the win-
ningest active coach in the nation (234-65-8)
and fifth on the all-time list, only behind coach-
ing legends Paul ‘Bear’ Bryant, Amos Alonzo
Stagg, Glen ‘Pop’ Warner, and Woody Hayes.
In addition to his coaching responsibilities,
Schembechler served as Michigan’s Director of
Athletics between 1988-90.

After earning his diploma from Miami
University (Ohio) in 1951, Schembechler
received his master’s degree from Ohio State
in 1952 while serving as a graduate assistant
coach. He continued his coaching career
with brief stints as an assistant at Presbyterian
College (1954), Bowling Green (1955) and
Northwestern (1958) before spending five
seasons as an assistant at Ohio State. In
1963, Schembechler was named head coach
at Miami of Ohio, a position he held until tak-
ing over the Michigan program prior to the
1969 campaign.

THE LEADERS & BEST

GARY O.
MOELLER

1990-94
44-13-3 overall

Moeller guided the
Wolverines to four
bowl victories in his
five years, including
a 1993 Rose Bowl
triumph over Pac-10
champion Washington. Moeller’s list of acco-
lades include directing teams to three Big Ten
championships, two outright Big Ten titles, five
bowl appearances (1991 Gator, 1992 and 1993
Rose, 1994 Hall of Fame, and 1994 Holiday),
and five straight finishes in the nation’s top
20. Moeller's Wolverines set a Big Ten record
by winning 19 consecutive conference games
from 1990-92. By winning the Big Ten title in his
first season as head coach, he joined Fielding
Yost, Bennie Oosterbaan and Bo Schembechler
as the only coaches to accomplish this feat in
school history.

After graduating from Ohio State in
1963, Moeller began his coaching career at
Bellefontaine High School in Ohio. He joined
Schembechler’s staff at Miami (Ohio) for the
1967 and 1968 seasons and made the move
to Michigan with Bo in 1969. Moeller served
as the defensive ends coach until being pro-
moted to defensive coordinator in 1973. His
Wolverine defensive units of 1974 and 1976
led the nation in scoring defense.

In 1976 Moeller took over as head coach at
the University of lllinois, a position he would
hold for three years before returning to Ann
Arbor in 1980 as the Wolverines’ quarterback
coach. Moeller resumed duties as defensive
coordinator from 1982-87. As his units did twice
in the mid-1970s, the 1985 Michigan “D"led the
nation in scoring defense. Before being named
Michigan’s head coach in 1990, Moeller served
as the team’s offensive coordinator for three
seasons (1987-89).
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LLOYD CARR

1995-2007
122-40 overall

Lloyd Carr com-
pleted his 13-year
career as Michigan’s
head coach with
a thrilling 41-35
victory over No. 9
Florida in the 2008
Capital One Bowl. Carr compiled a 122-40
overall record during his career and led the
Wolverines to six 10-win seasons. He guided
U-M to the 1997 national championship and
five Big Ten Conference crowns.

Carr’s 120 victories trail only Fielding H. Yost
(165-29-10) and his mentor, Bo Schembechler
(194-48-5), at Michigan. Carr was even more
impressive in Big Ten play, compiling an 81-23
mark, and is the eighth coach in Big Ten his-
tory and third in Michigan history, joining Yost
and Schembechler, to claim five or more Big
Ten titles (1997, 1998, 2000, 2003, 2004). Carr’s
teams finished in the top three of the confer-
ence standings each of his final 11 seasons.

Carr was a member of the Wolverine foot-
ball staff for 28 years. Prior to being elevated
to the head coaching position, Carr said he
thought he held the greatest assistant coach-
ing job in the country, serving 15 years under
Schembechler (1980-89) and Gary Moeller
(1990-94). Carr joined Schembechler’s staff
in 1980 as defensive secondary coach, was
the defensive coordinator for eight seasons,
and then moved into the position of assistant
head coach for five years before becoming
head coach in 1995.

Carr guided the school to a bowl game
in each of his 13 seasons, with 11 of those
appearances coming on New Year’s Day. He
became the first Wolverine coach to win four
straight bowl games, doing so with victories
in the 2001 Citrus Bowl, 2000 Orange Bowl,
1999 Citrus Bowl and 1998 Rose Bowl games.
Michigan was ranked in the Associated Press
Top 25 for all but 14 of Carr's 162 career
games, including 65 appearances in the Top
10.

Carr was inducted into the College Football
Hall of Fame on Dec. 6, 2011.

RICH
RODRIGUEZ
2008-10

15-22 overall

Rich  Rodriguez
brought his
famous  spread
offense to Ann
Arbor when he was

named Michigan’s
18th head coach on Dec. 17, 2007. He con-
cluded his tenure with an overall record of
15-22 and an appearance in the 2011 Gator
Bowl in Jacksonville, Fla.

In three years, Rodriguez’s players com-
bined for two “Chicago Tribune” Big Ten MVP
awards in 2009 co-recipient Brandon Graham
and 2010 recipient Denard Robinson who was
also named the 2010 Big Ten Offensive Player
of the Year. Ten of his players were named
to All-Big Ten teams. Additionally, 18 players
combined for 27 Academic All-Big Ten honors
during Rodriguez’s tenure.

Rodriguez arrived at Michigan after spend-
ing seven years as head coach at West Virginia
University, his alma mater, where he led the
Mountaineers to a 60-26 record, four Big East
titles and six consecutive bowl game bids. He
was the 2003 and 2007 AFCA Region | Coach
of the Year, sharing the award in 2007.

A member of West Virginia’s 1981-84
teams, Rodriguez was a three-year letterwin-
ner (1982-84) as a defensive back for Don
Nehlen who served as an assistant coach at
U-M for Bo Schembechler. Rodriguez earned
a bachelor’s degree in physical education and
safety from West Virginia in 1986, and added
a master’s degree in physical education from
Salem in 1987.

Brady Hoke was
named the 19th
head coach in
University of
Michigan football
history on Jan.
11, 2011. A former assistant coach at U-M
(1995-2002), Hoke guided the Wolverines to a
31-20 record (15-9 Big Ten) in his four seasons
as head coach. Hoke led the Wolverines to an
11-2 record (6-2 Big Ten) and Allstate Sugar
Bowl victory in his first season at the helm,
while U-M finished the 2012 season with an
8-5 (6-2 Big Ten) mark following a bid to the
Outback Bowl and 7-6 record (3-5 Big Ten) in
2013 after an appearance in the Buffalo Wild
Wings Bowl.

Hoke had previous head coaching stints
at San Diego State from 2009-10, where he
earned a 13-12 record, and his alma mater,
Ball State, where he went 34-38 from 2003-08.
Collectively, Hoke is 73-63 in 11 seasons as a
head coach.

Hoke’s first-season success in Ann Arbor
was acknowledged across the country. He was
named the Maxwell Football Club Collegiate
Coach of the Year and was named a finalist for
three other national Coach of the Year hon-
ors: Bear Bryant, Eddie Robinson and Liberty
Mutual. The Big Ten Conference’s coaches
voted Hoke as the inaugural recipient of the
Hayes-Schembechler Coach of the Year award,
while the Big Ten media named him the Dave
McClain Coach of the Year.

With four wins more than the 2010 squad
(7-6), Hoke and the Wolverines tied Fielding
Yost's 1901 team as the only two teams with
a four-win improvement from the previous
season. Yost's 1901 team went 11-0 following
a 7-2-1 1900 season.

Only the legendary Yost precedes Hoke as
a Michigan head coach to win 10 games in
his first season. Hoke also became the fifth
Big Ten coach to win at least 10 games in his
first season as head coach, and became the
third U-M coach to win his first six games
(Fielding Yost-1901, Bennie Oosterbaan-1948).
Nationally, Hoke became one of eight coaches
to direct a team to a BCS bowl in his first sea-
son, while he became the third coach to direct
ateam to a BCS bowl victory in his first season.

In 2012, Hoke became the first Michigan
head coach to go undefeated at home in
his first two seasons since Fielding Yost in
1901-02. The Wolverines were a perfect 8-0 at
Michigan Stadium in 2011 and 6-0 at the Big
House in 2012.
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HARBAUGH
2015-

Jim Harbaugh was
named the 20th
coach in University
of Michigan football
history on Tuesday,
Dec. 30, 2014. He
becomes the sixth
former  Michigan
football player to be named the leader of col-
lege football’s winningest program.

Harbaugh comes to Ann Arbor after an
impressive four-year run in the National
Football League with the San Francisco 49ers.
He led the franchise to the NFC Championship
Game in each of his first three seasons, winning
the George Halas Trophy as NFC champions in
2012. Harbaugh tallied a 49-22-1 overall record
that included a 5-3 mark in the postseason as
49ers head coach.

Prior to making the jump to the 49ers,
Harbaugh established himself as a leader of
young men at the college level. He turned
around a Stanford program that went 1-11
prior to his arrival. The Cardinal improved each
of his four seasons, culminating with a 12-1
campaign and FedEx Orange Bowl victory over
Virginia Tech in 2010. Harbaugh finished his
tenure at Stanford with a 29-21 overall record
(.580) and 21-15 mark in Pac-10 Conference
play.

In his first head coaching experience,
Harbaugh led the University of San Diego to
a 29-6 record during his three seasons direct-
ing the program (2004-06). In his first year,
the Toreros posted a 7-4 record after win-
ning their final five games of the season. The
team proceeded to post 11-1 marks during the
2005 and 2006 seasons, claiming the Pioneer
Football League championship each season.

Harbaugh played for five different organi-
zations during his 15-year NFL career (1987-
2001). He completed 2,305-0f-3,918 passes
for 26,288 yards and 129 touchdowns in 177
games. Harbaugh made 140 career starts.

As a collegiate player, Harbaugh was one of
the most efficient passers in NCAA history. In
1985, he led the nation in pass efficiency and
finished as the runner-up in 1986. His career
pass efficiency rating was the NCAA's top mark
for more than 12 years.

He is the son of Jack and Jackie Harbaugh.
Jack was an assistant coach at Michigan from
1973-79.

YOST’S POINT-A-MINUTE TEAMS

From 1901-05, Michigan compiled a 56-game unbeaten streak, a string that still ranks second
in the NCAA record books. During this stretch of 50 months when the Wolverines compiled a
record of 55-0-1, Michigan outscored its opponents, 2,821-40, beating four teams by triple digit
margins. Often forgotten is the fact that Michigan played excellent competition over those
years. The winning percentage of its 56 opponents was a combined .695 when their games
against U-M are excluded. Of the teams Michigan played from 1901-05, 44 of the 56 finished
with winning records on the season, while six teams would have compiled undefeated seasons

THE AP POLL

The Associated Press conducted a top 20
college football poll from 1936-60 and
1968-88. From 1961-67, the poll only con-
sisted of the top 10 vote-getters. Since
1989, the poll has listed the top 25 teams.
The first preseason poll did not come out
until 1950, meaning that the first poll for
the years 1936-49 was taken several weeks
after the season began. Additionally, it was
not until 1968 that the AP took a poll
after bowl games were played. Prior to
this season, the last rankings were taken
during the last week in November or the
first week in December, not taking into
account teams that played games after
this date. The only exception to the “no
post-bowl poll”rule came in 1947, when AP
writers took a final vote after U-M defeated
Southern California in the 1948 Rose Bowl.
The Wolverines jumped from No. 2 to No. 1.

1883 / First home game played on
May 12.

1890 / The Regents of the
University of Michigan authorize
$3,000 for the purchase of 10 acres
of land for a football field.

1891 / The Regents approve $5,000
to “put the field in shape”

1893 / “The Athletic Field,” later
known as Regents Field, opens with
a capacity of 400.

October 7 / Michigan defeats the
Detroit Athletic Club, 6-0, in the
opening game at Regents Field.

1895 / The original stands at
Regents Field burn down.

1896 / The Regents order the con-
struction of another covered stand
in order to offer seating to 800
people.

1902 / Due to the donation of 21
acres by Detroit native Dexter Ferry,
the Regents change the name of the
complex to Ferry Field.

1906 / The home field of the
Wolverines moves to a new site on
the land that Dexter Ferry donated
the year before. The new field -
Ferry Field - is located where the
outdoor track now stands.

1914 / Concrete stands are erected
at Ferry Field, increasing capacity
to 25,000.

1921 / The stands around Ferry
Field are completed, increasing
capacity to 40,000.

1925 / The land where Michigan
Stadium now stands is purchased
for $240,000. This land is located
where a spring had been, a source
that had served the University of
Michigan’s water needs in its earlier
days.

1926 / The Athletic Association
increases the capacity of Ferry Field

by adding wooden structures to
both ends.

The Board of Athletics offers bonds
at a price of $500 each to pay for the
construction of Michigan Stadium.
The bond-holder was offered the

The first University of Michigan
football game played on a home
field occurred on May 12, 1883,
when Michigan took on the
Detroit Industrial Team in Ann
Arbor. For the next 10 years,
Michigan players would call
two sites in Ann Arbor, as well
as several fields in Detroit, home
turf. The Wolverines fared well in
Detroit, recording a 12-4-1 mark
in games played there, but had an
even better record in Ann Arbor,
going 18-1 at the locations where
Waterman Gym was later built and
where Burns Park stands today.

Following a successful Michigan
football season in 1890, the
Michigan Board of Regents autho-
rized $3,000 for the purchase of
land so a permanent home foot-
ball field for the Wolverines could
be built. Twelve months later, the
Regents voted to add $5,000 more
to this allotment to improve drain-
age and put the field into shape.
By the fall of 1893, this new facil-
ity was ready, and on Oct. 7th,
Michigan played on a permanent
home field site for the first time,
defeating the Detroit Athletic
Club, 6-0.

The new home of Michigan
Football, named Regents Field,
was located along South State
Street, where Schembechler Hall
stands today. Though Regents
Field had a single wooden bleach-
er section that seated 400 people,
many more would show up for
the Michigan home games. The
original seating area burned down
in 1895. The following year, the
Regents ordered construction
of another covered stand. This
stand doubled the seating capac-
ity to 800 but still fell far short of
demand. Often times, temporary
seats were erected to accommo-

date the throngs of Wolverine
faithful. Crowds of 5,000 were not
uncommon in the early part of the
20th Century.

In 1902, Detroit native Dexter
M. Ferry donated 21 acres of land
to the University, stretching from
South State Street to the railroad
tracks. This donation united the
land which now comprises the
athletics campus of the University
of Michigan. In honor of this gift,
the University Regents renamed
the entire complex as Ferry
Field. Despite the name change,
the stadium still only had room

One fact that remains
unknown about Michigan
Stadium is the location of Fritz
Crisler’s seat - the single seat indi-
cated at the end of the stadium’s
capacity. Despite this anonymity,
the legacies of Crisler and Yost
live on as Michigan continues to
pack the stadium full of 100,000-
plus fans, game after game.

for a small number of fans. As
Fielding Yost's “Point-A-Minute”
teams continued to win games,
Ann Arborites, Michiganders and
people from around the nation
came to see the “Champions of
the West”

Realizing the need to accom-
modate more people, the Regents
approved the building of a new
football field. The new complex
was to continue under the name
Ferry Field and would be located
closer to campus at the site where
the Michigan outdoor track now
lies. But while the name stayed the
same, much else about the new
field was different. Unlike the old
field, which was home to the foot-
ball, baseball and track teams, the

grass on Ferry Field was for foot-
ball use only. Michigan had built
separate practice fields so that use
of Ferry Field could be restricted
to game days only. In addition,
Ferry Field had the capacity to seat
18,000 fans. To facilitate media
coverage, Ferry Field included a
press box on the Hoover Street
side, where the Intramural Sports
Building now stands.

After compiling a record of
87-2-3 at Regents Field, many
wondered whether the new
field could offer such great suc-
cess. Michigan quickly answered
that question in its new setting.
On Oct. 6, 1906, Johnny Garrels
scored the first touchdown en
route to a 28-0 victory over Case.

As Michigan continued to win at
home and fans lined up to pay $1
to see a Michigan home football
game (conference rules required
that students pay no more than 50
cents), Fielding Yost saw the need
to increase the seating capacity
of Ferry Field. In 1921, Yost's wish
was granted as temporary wood-
en bleachers were added to both
ends of the stadium to almost
double capacity from 21,000 to
40,000. This substantial increase in
stadium capacity was not enough
and Yost soon asked the Regents
for approval to build a new sta-
dium.

The “Roaring ‘20s” were a great
time for stadium building. In the
previous five years, Michigan had
already played in the dedication
game of the home stadiums for
Vanderbilt, Ohio State, Michigan
State and lllinois. In addition,
conference foes Minnesota,
Northwestern and Purdue had
each erected new facilities.

Fielding H. Yost envisioned a
stadium that would seat between
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However, Yost was able to
influence the plans so the
stadium could be expand-
ed to seat more than
100,000. The construction
would be financed not by
the taxpayers of the State
of Michigan, but by the
sale of 3,000 $500 bonds.
These bonds would entitle
the bondholder to buy
season tickets (quaranteed
to be between the 30-yard
lines) for every season
from 1927 until the bonds

100,000 and 150,000 people
for each Michigan home game.
Because of the recent expansion
of Ferry Field, the Regents were
reticent to approve Yost's request.
Once word of Yost's idea reached
the public, the debate raged in
the Ann Arbor community. Some
contended a new stadium with
twice the capacity would cre-
ate no serious evils and would
provide greater convenience to
the students, alumni and general
public. However, others believed
the new stadium would injure the
University academically, socially
and intellectually. Furthermore,
it was stated that the large sta-
dium would inevitably increase
student attention to football in
conversation, publications and
in attendance at practice. The
increased interest would become
a detriment to the community as
it would overshadow academic
and scholastic honors. The build-
ing of a new stadium would be
a permanent and undeniable
concession - set in concrete for
years to come - to the notion that
“college is nothing more than a
Roman holiday”

Through Yost's dogged perse-
verance, the Regents approved

the new stadium on April 22, 1926.
Although Yost originally wanted
to build the new stadium where
the Michigan Golf Course is now
located, that plan was denied.
Instead, this new structure was
to be built on land the University
had purchased in 1925, land that
at one time had been home to a
barn, a strawberry patch and an
underground spring. This under-
ground spring had been capable
of delivering 300 gallons of water
per minute, which had served the
University’s water needs in the
early years. The water posed a
problem to the construction, as
the land had to be lowered to
take care of a large underground
lake. The underground lake also
led to a surface which nearly
resembled quicksand. It was this
moist ground that during con-
struction, engulfed a crane which,
according to legend, remains
under the stadium today. The
high water table also led to nearly
three-quarters of the stadium
being built below ground level.
After much debate, the
Regents, the University of
Michigan and Fielding Yost
reached an agreement by which
the stadium would seat 72,000.

would be retired in 1936
(due to the Great Depression, not
a penny was paid on these bonds
between 1931 and 1936, and they
were not completely retired until
October 15, 1947).

With Yost's successful promo-
tion, the bonds sold and construc-
tion began. Fashioned after the
Yale Bowl, 440 tons of reinforcing
steel and 31,000 square feet of
wire mesh went into the building
of the 44-section, 72-row, 72,000-
seat stadium at a cost of $950,000.
The original seats consisted of 22
miles of California Redwood and
the 360 x 160 foot grass playing
field included the planting of one
four leaf clover.

Despite the grandeur of the
new home, doubt still existed, as
it was written in an article on
the last game at Ferry Field, “Ferry
Field passed on as the home of
Michigan Football Saturday to
give place to a larger, possibly
better field...” Again the question
of home field success arose, as
Michigan had gone 88-14-2 in
games played on Ferry Field.

As the stadium neared comple-
tion, Yost requested an addition
of 10,000 temporary seats for the
concourse at the top of the sta-

right to purchase tickets from the
1927 through 1936 seasons, when the
bonds were scheduled to be retired.
The seats offered to these bondhold-
ers were guaranteed to be between the
30-yard lines.

1927 / Michigan Stadium is con-
structed at a cost of $950,000. It
contains 70 rows and is designed

to seat 72,000 fans. Capacity was
increased to 84,401 with the addition
of wooden bleachers.

October 1 / The first game in
Michigan Stadium is played. The
Wolverines defeat Ohio Wesleyan,
33-0.

October 22 / In the dedication game
of Michigan Stadium, Michigan
blanks Ohio State behind a then-
record crowd of 84,401.

1928 Stadium capacity is increased
to 85,753.

1930 / Michigan installs electronic
scoreboards at both ends of the stadi-
um, becoming the first stadium to use
electronic scoreboards as official time.

1946 / Michigan breaks the half mil-
lion mark in a season for the first
time with 514,598 fans.

1949 / Permanent steel stands
replace the wooden bleachers, rais-
ing capacity of Michigan Stadium to
97,239.

1949 / In the first year that NCAA
attendance records are kept,
Michigan leads the nation with an
average of 93,894 for each of its six
home games. Michigan’s nearest
competitor, Ohio State, averages
76,429.

1956 / The capacity of Michigan
Stadium is increased once again, and
the “Big House” now holds 101,001
people.

As Fielding Yost’s “Point-A-Minute” teams gained fame and popularity, Michigan’s regents approved a new football complex on the corner of State and
Hoover. FERRY FIELD, completed in 1906, could seat 18,000 fans and offered a press box to facilitate growing media coverage.
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A state-of-the-art press box is added at a cost of $700,000. Dedicated on
Sept. 22, 1956, it includes a press area, photo deck and dark rooms.

October 6 / Michigan Stadium hosts over 100,000 people for the first time,
as 101,001 see Michigan and Michigan State square off.

1968 August / The scoreboards at each end of the stadium are replaced at
a cost of $75,000.

November 16 / Michigan crushes Wisconsin, 34-9, in the last Michigan
Stadium game on grass for the next 22 seasons.

1969 June / Evidence that turf requires less maintenance than grass and
could withstand any type of weather led the U-M Regents to approve
installation of artificial turf. At a cost of $250,000, 88,285 feet of Tartan
Turf is installed in July.

September 20 / The Wolverines break-in the newly installed Tartan Turf
with a 42-14 defeat over Vanderbilt.

October 4 / The Wolverines lose at home to Missouri, 40-17. Michigan
would not lose another game at home until Nov. 22, 1975, a streak of 41
games.

1972 / The University of Michigan leads the nation in attendance as
513,398 (85,566 average) fans watch Michigan go 6-0 at home.

1973 / Michigan Stadium capacity increases to 101,701. The box seats and
railing are removed from the first few rows and replaced with bleachers.

1974 / Michigan leads the nation in attendance, as it has done every season
since except 1997.

1975 The playing area is resurfaced with Tartan Turf.

November 8 / 102,415 fans are on hand as Michigan shuts out Purdue,
28-0. This begins a streak of consecutive crowds over 100,000 at Michigan
Stadium that is still alive today.

1976 / Stadium seats are repainted and workers discover 19 new seats, 15
where the old box seats and rails were eliminated and four new ones above
the tunnel. The painting of the seats is part of a $250,000 face-lift of the
stadium.

1982 / The playing area is resurfaced, this time with All-Pro Turf.

November 17, 1990 / Michigan defeats Minnesota, 35-18, in its last
Michigan Stadium game on artificial turf. From 1969, when the turf was
installed, Michigan compiled a 119-18-3 record while playing on artificial turf
in the stadium.

dium. This request was passed, and Michigan Stadium opened at the
corner of Main Street and Stadium Boulevard with a capacity of 84,401
- the largest college owned stadium of any team in the nation.

On Oct. 1, 1927, Michigan played Ohio Wesleyan in the first game
at Michigan Stadium. The game was a success as Michigan started the
scoring on a 28-yard pass from Louis Gilbert to tight end Kip Taylor,
and prevailed easily, 33-0. Dedication of the new stadium came three
weeks later, Oct. 22, 1927, against Ohio State. The Buckeyes came into
Michigan Stadium seeking revenge for a game five years earlier, when
the Wolverines spoiled the dedication of Ohio Stadium with a 19-0
victory. However, Michigan was not to be denied on its big day, and
the Wolverines blanked the Buckeyes 21-0 before a capacity crowd
of 84,401. Before the 1927 season ended, Michigan shattered its own
attendance mark again, drawing 84,423 to a game against Minnesota.

After a successful season in which the Wolverines drew nearly 300,000
fans, the capacity of Michigan Stadium was upped to 85,753 prior to the
start of the 1928 season. In 1930, the University took advantage of new
technology and installed electronic scoreboards at both ends of the sta-
dium. In doing so, Michigan Stadium became the first to use electronic
scoreboards for official game time.

With the end of World War Il in 1945, Michigan Stadium was dedicat-
ed to all the men and women who gave their lives for the United States.
In their honor, a bronze eagle was placed at the southwest entrance of
the stadium where it remains today.

The Wolverines continued to draw crowds in the 80,000 range for
20 years, and in 1949, plans were drawn up to increase the size of the
stadium. The most ambitious of the plans called for the addition of a
top deck entirely around the stadium, increasing capacity to 125,300.
Permanent steel stands around the stadium complex were finally settled
upon, allowing for seating of 97,239 fans. Michigan also replaced the
temporary wooden bleachers erected in 1927 with permanent steel
ones. In its first game in the enlarged stadium, Michigan drew a then-
record capacity crowd to the game against Michigan State. In the first
season of official NCAA attendance records (1949), the final tally showed
Michigan leading the nation in average home attendance with 93,894.

Seven years would pass before the capacity of Michigan Stadium was
raised again with the building of the Michigan Sports Communications
Center (press box). Built at a cost of $700,000, the structure provided a
host of resources, including a press area, a photo deck, darkrooms and
various other amenities. Dedicated on Sept. 22, 1956, the press box and
the additional seating constructed along with it increased the capacity
of Michigan Stadium to 101,001. This began a tradition of ending all
Michigan Stadium capacity numbers with the digit “1’, the extra seat
being in honor of Fritz Crisler, the director of athletics at the time. On
Oct. 6, 1956, Michigan Stadium hosted over 100,000 people for the first
time as a capacity crowd saw Michigan State defeat Michigan, 9-0.

Though the Michigan football team suffered some lean years in the
1960s, the Ann Arbor faithful still packed the stadium to the point where
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between 1959 and 1971, Michigan finished no lower than fifth in the
nation in average attendance.

During this period, major changes continued. In 1965, the benches
were redone in blue fiberglass to prevent weathering and discoloration
of the seats. It was then that the yellow “Block M” was created on the
east bleachers of the stadium, a design done by former U-M player Dan
Dworsky. In August of 1968, at a cost of $75,000, both scoreboards were
replaced after 38 years of service. The new scoreboards added the num-
ber of time outs left for each team as well as the spot the ball was on,
in addition to the features given on the old boards. These scoreboards,
measuring 41 feet by 16 feet, were in use at the north and south ends
of the stadium until 1998.

Based on evidence that artificial turf could withstand any type of
weather and required less maintenance than grass, the Regents of
the University of Michigan approved the installation of artificial turf
at Michigan Stadium. In July 1969, a total of 88,285 feet of Tartan Turf
were installed at a cost of $250,000. In its first game on the new surface,
Michigan defeated Vanderbilt, 42-14. However, the Wolverines would
drop their next home contest, 40-17 to Missouri on Oct. 4, 1969. After
this defeat, Michigan would not lose at home again until Nov. 22, 1975
—a span of 41 games.

In the summer of 1973, renovations called for the removal of many of
the rails in the stadium and replacement of the box seats in the first three
rows with bleacher seats. This change allowed for 600 more seats in the
stadium, raising capacity to 101,701. In 1974, Michigan led the nation in
average attendance, as it has done every season since, except 1997.

Another game of note in the 1970s was U-M's shutout of Purdue on
Nov. 8, 1975. That day, 102,415 fans witnessed the beginning of a streak
in which Michigan has played every home game in front of more than
100,000 fans, a streak that continues into the 2016 season.

Michigan resurfaced the field with artificial turf in 1975 and 1982.
When the time to do so arose again in 1990, a decision was made to
return to a natural surface in time for the 1991 season. Michigan played
its last home game on artificial surface against Minnesota on Nov. 17,
1990, winning, 35-18. The Wolverines'artificial turf home record was an
impressive 119-18-3 over 22 seasons.

In May of 1991, 87,000 feet of prescription athletic turf were installed
in a comprehensive renovation of Michigan Stadium. In addition to
returning to natural grass, the field was lowered by three and a half feet
to facilitate sightlines in the lower rows. The bill for these improvements
came to $2.25 million. Included was the addition of two rows to the
lower seating area of the stadium, raising capacity to 102,501.

As Michigan closed out the 1993 season against Ohio State, 106,867
fans filled the stadium, breaking both the Michigan Stadium and NCAA
single-game attendance records. The number of people in Michigan
Stadium exceeded the population of all but 185 cities in the United
States and increased the Wolverine season tally to 739,560, a then-
NCAA record.

The stadium continues to undergo changes. Prior to the 1996 season,
the surface was torn up and the field crowned to allow for better drain-
age. Prior to Michigan’s 1997 game against Ohio State, the University
of Michigan Board of Regents approved the expansion of Michigan
Stadium that added seats around the stadium and video scoreboards in
each end zone.

During the 1997 national championship season, the schedule was
highlighted by the 17th seven-game home slate in Michigan Football
history. A single-game Michigan Stadium record crowd of 106,867 fans
witnessed the Wolverines’ 20-14 victory over Ohio State that clinched
the Big Ten title and subsequent Rose Bow! berth. That game closed
out a 7-0 home slate that saw Michigan draw another NCAA record of
745,139 fans (106,448 per game average.)

Michigan continued to rewrite the NCAA record books in 1998, setting
single-game and season attendance marks. Construction was completed
on the stadium prior to the season-opener that increased capacity to

May 1991 / Michigan Stadium returns to grass as 87,000 feet of
Prescription Athletic Turf is installed. Eight thousand square yards of sod
were brought in for the playing surface which is lowered 3 1/2 feet to facili-
tate better sightlines for those seated in lower rows.

The rows in Michigan Stadium number 91, up from the 90 rows Michigan
maintained since the 1950s.

September 14 / Michigan plays on grass on its field for the first time since
1968 in a 24-14 win over Notre Dame.

October 19/ Michigan draws 106,097 to its homecoming game against
Indiana, the 100th consecutive home crowd over 100,000.

1992 / After nearly 20 years of constant capacity, Michigan Stadium begins
the 1992 campaign with space for 800 more fans, now totaling 102,501.
Another row is added, giving it the 92 that it still has today.

November 20, 1993 / Michigan sets a stadium and then-NCAA record with a
crowd of 106,867 for the Ohio State game. This gives U-M a season home atten-
dance total of 739,560, an NCAA record, breaking its own record from 1987.

November 12, 1994 / Michigan ends the home season with a crowd of
105,624 against Minnesota. The season average for the six Wolverine home
games is 106,217, breaking the 1992 NCAA mark.

1996 / Despite being overshadowed by Tennessee’s expanded Neyland
Stadium, Michigan averages 105,933 fans per game, leading the nation for
the 23rd consecutive season.

1997 / Varsity Plaza is added, as well as brick and wrought iron fencing around
the stadium concourse.

November 22 / Michigan sets a then single-game attendance record at the
“Big House” as a crowd of 106,867 witness a 20-14 victory over Ohio State
that clinched the Big Ten title and Rose Bowl berth. The attendance total
surpassed the Wolverines’ previous NCAA record as 745,139 fans (106,448
per game average) attended the seven home games.

1998 / Michigan Stadium undergoes renovations that add 5,000 seats
around the stadium (107,501) and two video scoreboards in each end
zone. The Wolverine brick plaza is completed at the northwest entrance.

September 26 / Michigan sets an NCAA single-game attendance mark
(111,238) at the 29-17 win over Michigan State in the Big Ten opener.

November 14 / The Wolverines complete the six-game home schedule
against Wisconsin, drawing 111,217 fans. The second-largest crowd in sta-
dium history helps Michigan set an NCAA season average of 110,965 fans
per game (665,787 total).

September 4, 1999 / Michigan sets the NCAA single-game attendance
record (111,523) for the season-opening 26-22 victory over Notre Dame.
The mark breaks the previous NCAA record set by U-M on Sept. 26, 1998.

September 11 / The Wolverines play their 150th consecutive home game in
front of at least 100,000 fans. Michigan defeats Rice, 37-3 (110,501).

November 20 / Michigan sets a pair of NCAA records in the 24-17 victory
over Ohio State. U-M breaks the single-game attendance record set against
the Irish, with 111,575 fans. The crowd helps U-M set an NCAA season
average record of 111,008 fans (666,049 total).

2001 / Michigan plays its 75th season at Michigan Stadium, compiling a
6-1 record.

2002 / The Board of Regents approve the expansion of a new home locker-
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room (Nov. 12) and an artificial surface field (Dec.
12) at Michigan Stadium.

2003 / The new team lockerroom, designed by
Rosetti Architects in Birmingham, Mich., provides
U-M with improved medical facilities and an area
where all players can dress at the stadium. The
10,208-square-foot facility is three times larger than
the previous locker room (3,145 square feet) and costs
$3 million.

April 28 - Early July / The field at Michigan Stadium
returns to an artificial surface as FieldTurf replaces
the Prescription Athletic Turf (PAT) that had been in
place since 1991. The surface cost $620,000 to install,
with the fee including removal of the existing surface,
installation of the new field and replacement of the
urethane track around the field and tunnel. It also
included a $46,000 donation by Ford Motor Company

for the crushed rubber infill used in the field.

September 13 / The Wolverines set the NCAA single-game attendance
record as 111,726 fans witness a 38-0 shutout win against Notre Dame.

November 22 / U-M sets the NCAA single-game attendance mark set earlier
against the Irish as 112,118 are in attendance for the Big Ten title clinching
35-21 victory over Ohio State. U-M leads the nation in average attendance for
the sixth straight season, with its seven-game total of 776,429 fans breaking
the previous school-record (774,033 set in 2002).

2004 / The first of four phases of concrete restoration begins with the
replacement of cement and bleachers in sections 28-33. The project costs
$2 million.

October 30 / Michigan rallies from a 17-point deficit with 6:28 remaining to
defeat Michigan State in triple overtime, 45-37, in the longest game in Big Ten
history. The crowd of 111,609 is the third-largest in stadium history.

2005 / The concrete and bleachers on the east side of the stadium (sections
6-40) is replaced at a cost of $2.75 million.

2006 / The cement and bleachers are replaced on the west side and in the south
end zone, from sections 7-40 at a cost of $6.3 million.

November 4 / U-M plays its 200th consecutive game with at least 100,000
fans. The Wolverines defeat Ball State, 34-26 (109,359).

2007 / The final section of the concrete and bleacher restoration, sections
34-39 in the north end zone, is completed at a cost of $2.5 million.

Summer / A $750,000 upgrade of the scoreboards includes light-emitting
diode message banners. The incandescent bulbs used in the two score-
boards are also replaced with LED lights, which are easier to read and use
less power.

September 27, 2008 / U-M plays its 500th game in Michigan Stadium,
recording the largest comeback in stadium history with a 27-25 win over
Wisconsin.

September 4, 2010 / Renovated stadium is rededicated in season-opener
against Connecticut. With a new capacity of 109,901, it features additions
to the east and west sides with club suites and seats, a second elevated con-
course and additional concessions areas and restrooms.

April 5,2011 / U-M announces TS Sports/Lighthouse will provide new
state-of-the-art video boards at Michigan Stadium. The boards will be 40
percent larger than the previous system at 47 feet x 85 feet and measuring
more than 4,000 square feet each. The upgrade will be completed in August
prior to the 2011 season-opener.

107,501. With the added seating, the Wolverines went on to again set an
NCAA single-game attendance record with 111,238 vs. Michigan State on
Sept. 26, 1998. U-M finished the six-game home slate in 1998 with a sea-
son average of 110,965 fans per game, breaking Tennessee’s NCAA record.

The Wolverines had an average attendance of 110,576 fans at its seven
home games during the 2002 season. The season total of 774,033 fans at
the “Big House” set a new stadium record but ranked third in NCAA total
attendance behind Penn State (857,911) and Ohio State (827,904), which
both played eight home games. U-M had four crowds over 111,000, includ-
ing the season’s largest attended game of 111,542 fans vs. Michigan State.

U-M led the nation in average attendance for the 13th straight season
and the 37th time in past 39 years in 2010. The Wolverines set the NCAA single-
game attendance mark twice during the 2003 season, first in a 38-0 shutout
win against Notre Dame on Sept. 13 (111,726) and again before 112,118 spec-
tators at the conference title-clinching 35-21 victory over Ohio State on Nov.
22 - the 100th game in the historic rivalry. U-M’s seven-game total of 776,429
fans broke the previous school-record mark of 774,033 patrons set in 2002.

On Sept. 4, 2010, the Wolverines were proud to unveil their newly expanded
and renovated Big House, hosting an NCAA record 109,901 fans in the season-
opening 30-10 victory over Connecticut.

U-M averaged 111,825 fans during the seven-game home season in 2010,
but added a very unique eighth game in the confines of the stadium on
Dec. 11. The Michigan hockey team shut out rival Michigan State, 5-0, in The
Big Chill at the Big House on Dec. 11, 2010, before a world record crowd of
113,411.

CONSECUTIVE 100,000+ CROWDS

Nov. 8, 1975. Not many things have remained consistent since that
Saturday 35 years ago. Nearly 33 percent of the United States popula-
tion today was not even born when 102,415 fans filed into Michigan
Stadium to begin a streak that continues on to the present day.
Entering the 2016 season, Michigan has drawn in excess of 100,00 fans
for 265 consecutive games at Michigan Stadium.

The University of Michigan football team has played 265 con-
secutive home games in front of crowds in excess of 100,000
through the 2015 season. The last time Michigan did not have
100,000 in attendance in Michigan Stadium was on Oct. 25, 1975
vs. Indiana. A crowd of 93,857 was on hand for the 55-7 Michigan
victory. Since then, Michigan has set numerous NCAA attendance
marks and the Wolverines have led the nation in attendance for 41
of the past 42 seasons.

CAPACITY: 107,601 — The largest college-owned structures of its
kind designed solely for football — closer to the playing field
with no running track—no posts or other obstructions.

72,000 spectators. Capacity raised to 84,401 by addition of
temporary wooden bleachers until 1949 when permanent
steel stands replaced the wooden bleachers, increasing the
capacity to 97,239. Seating capacity then raised to 101,001
in 1956, 101,701 in 1973, 102,501 in 1992, 107,501 in 1998,
106,201 in 2008, 109,901 in 2010, and 107,601 in 2015.

FIRST GAME: October 1, 1927 — Led by captain Bennie Oosterbaan,
U-M defeated Ohio Wesleyan, 33-0. LaVerne (Kip) Taylor,
Michigan end, scored first in the stadium on a 28-yard pass
from halfback Louis Gilbert.

DEDICATION GAME: October 22, 1927 — Michigan defeated Ohio
State, 21-0.

ATTENDANCE: Since 1927 — 48,203,603 fans have watched the
Wolverines play 554 games. Stadium attendance record of
115,109 was set on Sept. 7, 2013 against Notre Dame.

FIELD: 360 x 160 feet — Installed FieldTurf in 2003, returning
Michigan to an artificial surface for the first time since the
1990 season.

Installed Prescription Athletic Turf in 1991, giving Michigan
its first natural grass field since 1968. Field was also lowered
3-1/2 feet allowing better sightlines for those seated in the
lower rows.

NOTES ON THE BUILDING OF MICHIGAN STADIUM

« The number of tons of reinforcing steel used in the construction
was estimated at 440 (880,000 pounds).

«The 31,000 square feet of wire mesh used in building the stadium
could, at that time, imprison all the inmates of Sing Sing, and the
federal prisons of Atlanta and Leavenworth.

- “Nature” Magazine estimated that it would take 14,000 wood-
chucks, working eight hour days, 11 1/2 months to move an
amount of dirt equal to the 240,000 square yards that were exca-
vated out of the Michigan Stadium site before the cement was
poured.

+ 45,000,000 words were typed before the stadium was even autho-
rized, and 4,500 yards of type were devoted to the construction
process. Of these 4,500 yards of type, 3,000 were made up of
adjectives.

- It was estimated that there were 106,000,000 blades of grass mak-
ing up the field at Michigan Stadium at the dedication game in
1927.

The Wolverine football program is in its 90th season in the
"Big House" in 2016, with a 412-127-15 all-time record at Michigan
Stadium. The largest college football stadium in the country, it was
completed in 1927 at a cost of $950,000, initially seating 72,000 fans.
Michigan won the first game played at Michigan Stadium, defeating
Ohio Wesleyan, 33-0, on Oct. 1, 1927. The stadium was officially dedi-
cated on Oct. 22, 1927, with a 21-0 shutout over Ohio State.

Since that inaugural season, the capacity of Michigan Stadium
has increased nine times to its present 107,601. The Wolverines have
led the nation in attendance 38 times in the past 40 years, and rees-
tablished the NCAA single-game attendance record at 113,090 fans
during the 2010 rededication game against Connecticut.

The Wolverines enter the 2016 season having drawn crowds of
100,000-plus for 265 consecutive games. On football Saturdays in Ann
Arbor, Michigan Stadium ranks as the fourth-largest "city" in the state
of Michigan, surpassing the population of Ann Arbor itself.

Michigan Stadium was the only college-owned football facility
with a video scoreboard above both end zones. It was also the first
stadium to use electronic scoreboards for official time when, in 1930,
two were installed.

Tom Harmon was the first overall pick of the Chicago
Bears in the 1941 NFL Draft, end Elmer Madar was the first selection
of the Miami Seahawks in the 1947 All-American Football Conference
draft and Jake Long was the No. 1 pick of the Miami Dolphins in the
2008 NFL Draft.
