Our thanks
also go to our President-Elect, Lynne Woods, who applied. for
and received a §10,000 grant from the Houston Arts Alliance
to help fund the exhibition.

Anne is a brilliant colorist,
member of numerous art societies including the Florida
Watercolor Society where she is a past president and is a
Signature Artist in the National Watercolor Society. She has
received many awards, most recently an Honorary Mention
in the Annual Water-media Showcase of “Watercolor Artist.”
