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Because the next President will determine whether we continue to make progress or slide backward in the fight against
the climate crisis, the League of Conservation Voters urges every presidential candidate to be explicit about their plans
to combat the greatest challenge of our time. The next President must create real and lasting solutions that cut carbon
pollution while creating a clean energy future that continues to improve the economy and creates jobs. As they hit the
campaign, the two presidential candidates have an opportunity to demonstrate exactly how they would do that.

Below is a selection of quotes and coverage of how the candidates from both parties have spoken about the science of
climate change, and their plans, if any, for tackling this historic challenge.

DONALD TRUMP (R)

As part of the application, Trump
International Golf Links submitted an environmental impact statement — prepared by an Irish environmental
consultancy — which argues that erosion is likely to accelerate as sea levels rise more quickly. The statement
acknowledges one Irish government study that assumes a steady rate of erosion through 2050, but argues that the study
fails to account for the effects of climate change: ‘If the predictions of an increase in sea level rise as a result of global
warming prove correct, however, it is likely that there will be a corresponding increase in coastal erosion rates not just in
Doughmore Bay but around much of the coastline of Ireland. In our view, it could reasonably be expected that the rate
of sea level rise might become twice of that presently occurring. ... As a result, we would expect the rate of dune
recession to increase.””

But,
the fact is, it’s hurting our country, and what | don’t understand is, there are huge economic opportunities here.
If we were the clean energy superpower of the 21 century, we would create millions of new good jobs and
businesses, and we would transition away from fossil fuels, and help the climate at the same time.
