Abstract

In disciplinary terms, the spatial turn results from the inter-
action between geography, sociology, and, increasingly, history,
and aims at renewing the theoretical frames of these disciplines
beyond nation-states by positing and questioning the global scale
as a possible general theoretical level. It originated as a re-reading
of the classics (Karl Marx, Henry Lefebvre, Michele Foucault) by
such geographers as David Harvey, Ed Soja, and Doreen Massey
in search for the concepts and ideas with which to grasp both the
mutually shaping force of spatial and social relations, processes
and forms and the increasing multidimensionality of space. The
article tries to show that, in the context of higher education, these
developments invite careful reflection of possible ways in which
‘where-ness’ of things and people can be discussed in the class-
room. In particular, the author argues that various genealogies of
the spatial turn are possible and, given the ‘path-dependence’ of
the regional higher education system on selected strands of the
western theories which became available during the last twenty
years, it is Michele Foucault’s spatial thought that merits par-
ticular attention. The notion of ‘conceptual disciplining’ is intro-
duced in order to identify the sources of on-going tensions among
the schools of thoughts, disciplines, and intellectual traditions
variously engaged in or related to the spatial turn.

Abstract

The appearance and institutionalization of the research on in-
terrelations of imagination and space is regarded as the result of
‘cultural turn’ in geography and ‘spatial turn’ in the humanities.
‘Cultural turn’ is understood in the article as a multilayered his-
toric process, including the revolutionary changes in the theory
of geography in the 1950s—1980s (‘behavioral revolution, ‘human-
istic revolution’) and the establishment of both humanistic and
critical geographies. The concept of ‘thirdspace’ is seen as a sign
of the final mix and collaboration of the two large research fields,
becoming some new one.

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SPATIAL TURN IN LITERARY RESEARCH,
ANALYSIS AND READING PRACTICES:
PERSPECTIVES AND LIMITATIONS

Abstract

A turn toward critically rethinking and theorizing space, has
received a wide scholarly attention, noticeable in multitude of re-
cent publications on this topic throughout the humanities, espe-
cially in social sciences. Over the last several decades works in
the fields of sociology, cultural geography, anthropology, political
science, history and recently also literary studies have grown in-
creasingly spatial in their orientation. However, despite these de-
velopments the potential of space as a new heuristic platform for
the field of literary studies has not been thoroughly explored until
recently.

The following paper serves two purposes: first of all it aims
at presenting the broad spectrum of scholarly contexts for spatial
reorientation in the field of literary studies; second, it is designed
as an attempt to critically asses the value and potential applica-
tions of the «spatial turn» in literary studies. The first section of
the paper charts briefly the general context of spatial turn in the
humanities, presents an overview of conceptual orientations that
influenced spatial thinking in literary research and refers to some
specific theoretical solutions that appeared within the field over
time. In the second section the author discusses different possible
applications of spatial thinking in literary studies, in relation to
their advantages as well as their limitations. The paper concludes
with a reflection upon one of the possible new research fields,
where the spatial turn may be of great significance in relation to
literature, providing new insight into the interdependencies be-
tween space and literary texts.

science, history and recently also literary studies have grown increas-
ingly spatial in their orientation — in the substantial sense aiming at
reworking of the notion of spatiality and rethinking its significance for
both the hermeneutical practices of the disciplines and for the general
understanding of the temporary human condition. As early as in 1967
Michelle Foucault, in his critical essay «Of Other Spaces» proclaimed
the beginning of «the epoch of space».

Since the Foucauldian famous dictum, space and place have been
theorized across a broad terrain of cultural discourses and academic
disciplines throughout the last three decades. Initiated by critical ten-
dencies within the field of social science and geography this emerging
interdisciplinary formation centered on new «spatialized» approaches
gradually called into question the 19* century notion of space as an ob-
jective, homogenous and empty container, a mere «stage» for social ac-
tion. Critical evaluation of space in social thought and discursive anal-
ysis — introduced in the 1970s mainly by Marxism inspirited works of
Henri Lefebvre?® and by Foucault’s narrations of history of modernity* —
repositioned the understanding of space from a priori given and neutral,
to produced and deeply power-laden, concurrently calling attention to
its creational aspect in transformation of social relations. This line of
thought was picked up by researchers in the field of critical geography,
who set out to question its traditional quantitative and static approach to
space and drew growing attention to its social and subjectivity forming
dimensions.

The intuition of the profound conceptual reorientation in the hu-
manities was articulated with the term «spatial turn» for the first time
by the geographer Edward Soja, who in his groundbreaking study Posz-
modern Geographies. The Reassertion of Space in Critical Social Theory
(1989)° diagnosed the repression of spatial reasoning as a landmark of
modernity, tracing its reemergence in the critical thought of the post-
modern, including that of Foucault. He thus argued, along the lines of
Foucault, that spatial turn heralds the end of modern historicism, un-
derstood here as a paradigm privileging time over space, and marks the
shift towards postmodern spatialized thinking, capable of providing
richer and more contextualized understanding of human experience,
social relations and the production of culture.® In his later works, in-

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cluding the widely discussed Thirdspace (1996), where he elaborated
further on the notion of space as landmarks of postmodern thought, he
repeatedly insisted on the spatial as an important dimension of human
existence, not reducible to the temporal and the social. Soja summarized
the «transdisciplinary spatial turn» as follows:

«Contemporary critical studies have experienced a significant spatial
turn. In what may be seen as one of the most important intellectual and
political development in the late twentieth century, scholars have begun to
interpret space and the spatiality of human life with the same critical insight
and emphasis that has traditionally been given to time and history on the
one hand, and to the social relations and society on the other».”

Despite the developments in social theory that formed a centerpiece
for a critical reevaluation of space in the humanities already in the 1970s
and laid the foundations for the recently advocated «spatial turn», the
potential of space as a new heuristic platform for the field of literary
studies has not been thoroughly explored until recently. That is of course
not to say that the spatial dimension of literature and its research have
been omitted entirely — the attention to it had been developed gradually
in a growing conversation with the work being done in the broad range
of other disciplines and directions. The notion of the produced and pro-
ducing space — both shaping and shaped by a range of social phenomena,
deeply political in its nature, influencing the ways of a human being in
the world — entered into literary studies from a number of directions.
First of all, through the mentioned critical revisions of Marxism and the
Anglo-American cultural studies informed by post-Marxist thought.
Seminal works in theorization of space stemming form this tradition,
Henri Lefebvre’s The production of space (1974, 1991 Eng. ed.) and David
Harvey’s The Condition of Postmodernity (1989)® dismiss the purely ma-
terialistic approach to space and emphasize its dynamic nature. Both
authors assert that space is a social construction relevant to the under-
standing of histories of human subjects and to the production of cultural
phenomena in capitalistic society. Since, as it is argued, the organization
of space is central to the functioning of capitalism, space must be thus
understood not simply as concrete material object, but also as an ideo-
logical, embodied and subjective entity — that both creates meaning and
is already imbued with it. Space is thus defined by Lefebvre and Harvey
less by structural determinants than by human usage.

From this point of discursive production of space as well as subjec-
tive experience of it conceptual reorientations toward spatiality within
the field of cultural and literary studies depart. The critical emphasis
on space as representation of the embodied cultural experience of the
subject marks the transition of focus in literary research — from time,
the domain of the plot and characters’ psychological development, to
the production and perception of space as reflection of social relations.

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The new approach, drawing upon Lefebvre’s concept of a «lived space»
(espaces vécus) and Michel de Certeau’s’ understanding of space as con-
stantly socially practiced and dynamic environment, brought about in-
terest in the way literary representations of space reflect diverse models
of subjectivity and changing social relations. Attention to subjective
spatial practices, experiences and strategies of place-making depicted
in literature allowed for new subversive views on the ways text utilizes
space and for rethinking spatial assumptions that have been taken for
granted. As the political aspect of space rose to the fore together with
the awareness of the reciprocal nature of the relation between space and
subject, increased attention has been dedicated to the ways literary text
can reflect upon the subjectivity formation process in relation to space
and, in the wider sense, function as both expression and commentary on
society’s spatial relations.

These perspectives have been taken up and advanced in the field
of postcolonial and gender studies that influenced both culture and lit-
erary research to a great deal. They contributed mainly by the strategy
of reading cultural phenomena in their simultaneous embeddedness in
a number of different contexts, linked closely to space in its practiced,
or «lived» aspect: body, home, community, sexuality, national and local
identity, gender, race etc. Colonial and postcolonial analysis of literary
works, such as this conducted by the founding figure of postcolonial
theory Edward Said in his collection of essays Culture and Imperialism
(1993)" brought into the focus the issues of domination over space, inva-
sive and deeply ideological character of spatial practices and the effects
of migrations and interaction of different populations. Said showed, how
power relations, connected closely with the spatial practices of Euro-
pean imperialism manifested in the most important literary works of
the period. The postcolonial and race-based readings of literature and
cultural phenomena drew attention to the process of, to a great deal spa-
tial in character, construction of «otherness», which served the exertion
of power and subordination practices. Following this argument not only
the analysis of literary work but also the general view on the literary his-
tory started to change. The way every national literature negotiates its
global spatial context stopped being perceived as neutral and taken for
granted and started to account for the structure of the society in a given
period and to reflect deep-rooted power relations governing it.!!

Gender studies on the other hand — where the issues of the body,
sexuality and social norms defining and limiting the subject have long
been of a central importance — brought to the fore the gendered char-
acter of the embodied experience of space. The assumption underlying

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the gender interest in spatial relations is that of Lefebvre’s — that space
emerges by living and governing it and thus not only reflects social re-
lations, but also actively produces and reproduces them. The starting
point for this kind of analysis is exploring the discursive interactions of
space and gender, as declared by a feminist geographer Doreen Massey
in her landmark work Space, Place and Gender:

«...spaces are not only themselves gendered but, in their being so, they both
reflect and affect the ways in which gender is constructed and understood»*2

As Alexandra Ganser wrote'?, fundamental for the development of
the notion of gendered space is the awareness of how the dominant dis-
courses — including mediums reproducing or undermining them, such
as literature — develop strategies of inclusion and exclusion by means of
organizing structures of social space, assigning certain «domains» to the
sexes. Following Michel de Certeau’s description of subversive strate-
gies that can be undertaken by subaltern groups through spatial agency,
gender analysis of the spatial explores the ways in which certain discur-
sive practices can modify the social relations embedded and formed in
space. Thus, analyses of literary works of this strand address the notion
of space in literature not only as the area of discursive reproduction of
gendered reality but also as a potential niche where this reality may be
contested and called into question. In this view, gender studies intro-
duced into the literary research explorations not only how literature re-
flects these dominant and subversive discourses, but also to what extent
it can be agent itself in transformation of the spatial relations towards a
more egalitarian society. As Ganser aptly puts it, the aim of these studies
would be to see spatial relations represented in a literary text as: «indica-
tive of, building on and dialectically intervening in dominant discourses
about social relations»'.

These developments that led to the recent profound rethinking of
literature in terms of space on the wave of the «spatial turn», reflect an
increasing impact of cultural studies on literary criticism and a dimin-
ishing influence of formalist and structuralist approaches that prior to
this shift have mainly theorized space in the context of literature. The
first approach, with its canonical texts by Yuri Lotman, Gegard Genette
and Jeffrey Smitten written in the 1960s and the 1970s, aimed mainly
at examining of space in the context of its semiological character, as a
realm of signifiers that in turn stand for cultural constructs. Structural-
ists on the other hand — like Carl Malmgren and Elisabeth Bronfen —
writing about space in literature mainly in the 1980s, focused in the first
place on linguistic and aesthetic mechanisms creating spatiality in a text
and delivered detailed analyses of the spatial structure of literature. Only

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in the following decade the first studies appeared, challenging the notion
of space prevailing in literary research and reading practices — space
understood as a steady, objective and unchanging container, filled with
human activity, signs and a priori given structures. It was marked by the
appearance of works (for example Caren Kaplans’s Questions of Travel.
Postmodern Discourses of Displacement’) delving into circulation of
space-related figures and metaphors in theoretical and critical literary
discourse, inquiring into their allegedly neutral and fixed character and
thus giving literary research a decisive spin towards the new «spatial»
directions outlined above.

2,

The contemporary research directions within the field of literature
studies, drawing upon the conclusions and strategies worked out in a
dialogue with other disciplines for the past three decades correspond
to some of the general conceptual reorientations brought along with
the recently acknowledged «spatial turn» in the humanities. Elzbieta
Rybicka pointed to some discernible tendencies in literary research
marking contemporary thought about place in the context of literature
after the cultural turn.'®* Among them she enumerated: emphasis put on
local practices and regionalism in literature; interest in hybrid spaces
and borderlands; intensive exploration of the political aspect of place
and space (literary ideological and mythical landscapes); emergence of
new analytical categories such as displacement, diaspora or heteroto-
pias and a general shift in stress form the poetics of imaginary spaces to
the interactions of literature with real places. Pamela K. Gilbert'” on the
other hand dismisses the real/imaginary opposition, diagnosing two di-
rections of literary studies in relation to place — its concern with creation
and representation of actually existing or strongly culturally embedded
locations on the one hand and the description of specific topographies,
like city, home etc. on the other. Gilbert also shares the assumption that
the new challenge posed before literary studies consists not as much in
the poetics of space — how different understandings of space operate
at the level of plot and poetic structure, but in grasping literature’s cre-
ational role — how it structures spatial experience, creates space and im-
bues it with meaning, processed and decoded in the act of reading. The
spatial analysis of literature can thus enhance our understanding of how
literature is engaged in the process of cognitive mapping — how it can
contribute to the better understanding of the political process of imag-
ining spaces and forming collective identities, by illuminating the ways

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in which space is being written and read by different groups and indi-
viduals. Moreover, the reassertion of space into literary research offers a
new view on the canon, calling into question the criteria of its constitu-
tion and changing the ways we think about literary history.

Indeed, productivity of the new findings and perspectives brought
to focus by «spatial turn» in literary research is indisputable. On the
other hand however, «spatial turn» in general, and its applications in
literary research in particular, draw also some criticism. As it has been
rightly argued in some reconstructions of the origins of spatial criti-
cism and critical reactions to it'%, the recent interest in space in various
disciplines in the humanities, including literary research, is as multi-
faceted as vague in its theoretical formulation. The first serious point
of doubt here is the discursive origin of the term «spatial term» and
the consequences of its analytical application. The clear cut distinction
along the lines of Foucault between the «despatialized» modern con-
sciousness — consistently subordinating space to time and emphasizing
a solely temporal character of human existence — and the post-modern
sudden discovery and rehabilitation of space seem to be overly simpli-
fied. The first reservation brought to the fore by Steffen Giinzel® is that,
along these lines of thinking, one may be caught up in the same contra-
dictions one intended to solve. In other words, underscoring only one
aspect or category that may have been undervalued in the course of re-
search while disregarding the others entirely, may lead to trivialization
of analysis. Giinzel himself turns to a term «topological turn» instead of
«spatial turn», and «spatiality» instead of «space» willing thus to draw
attention to the most important, according to him, finding of the con-
ceptual turn — the understanding of space as a cluster of relations that
can change within a set framework. Hence, the main challenge posed
before contemporary «spatialized» critical theory would be to explore,
how such spatiality is conditioned, modified from within and processed.
In terms of literary and cultural research this approach would translate
into rendering spatiality as a main venue of subject constitution and this
being so, examining the poetics of spatiality, that is exploration of the
relations constituting it in a text.

In a similar manner also Doreen Massey tends to conceptualize
space, in particular when it comes to literary and cultural studies. She
argues against the overly simplified opposition of time and space, in-
sisting on a bounded definition of space, that in its «lived», subjective
dimension is always inseparably intertwined with time within which
the social relations evolve. In her book Space, Place and Gender she ad-
vanced a concept of space-time, recognizing that the subjective experi-

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ences of space are always locked in temporal framework. Thus, space-
time is defined as

«...a configuration of social relations within which the specifically spatial
may be conceived of as an inherently dynamic simultaneity. Moreover, since
social relations are inevitably and everywhere imbued with power, meaning
and symbolism, this view of the spatial is an as evershifting social geometry
of power and signification»®.

Moreover, in her research Massey addresses the third problem-
atical issue connected to conceptualizing space in literary and cultural
research. Since within these fields the terms «space» and «place» can
be defined in many different ways or not defined at all and since both
of them have an ambiguous ontological status, as a symbolic and mate-
rial entities at the same time, there can be no clear cut distinction be-
tween space and place. Hence, their characteristics and function within
a given text should be rather orientation points that can turn out to be
congruent or to some extent overlap. Doreen Massey argues thus for
non-essential thinking about place and space and calls for abandonment
of this opposition, that tends to render space as dynamic structure and
place as static location with essential, unchanging characteristics:

«Indeed, in much of the debate today about globalization, about mi-
gration and cultural shifts, about the reorganization of time and space,
there’s often a background motif which is unquestioning about the nature
of “places’; which holds — probably implicitly — to a notion of essential
places. There are a number of aspects to this. It includes the idea that places
have essential characteristics, that it is possible somehow to distill their in-
trinsic nature. Very often moreover, that intrinsic nature, is seen as eternal,
unchanging».!

According to Massey, in literary and cultural studies place can be
defined rather as a set of variables, a dynamic configuration that is in-
tertwined with temporal dimension. It is only in this way that the link
between place and identity can be effectively explored.

3.

As it was shown above, it seems that there are multiple ways to think
space and place in the contexts of literature. The first and most obvious
dimension (but at the same time demanding some modifications in per-
ceiving literary texts) is the spatiality of text itself, stemming form its
materiality. Second, space in literature is the space depicted in the text,
where the plot unfolds and the activities of the subject take place. Third,
the entire world of literature’s creation, production, reception and re-
search may be seen in its spatial dimensions — geographic, social and

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ideological coordinates of literary milieus gain importance in the light
of awareness about the deeply political nature of places. The last, but
maybe the most significant facet of spatiality in literature, indicated by
some of the afore-mentioned contemporary spatial critics, lies in the
creational role of the text — how it interacts with culture and intervenes
in it to produce new understandings and configurations of space.

These views on space in relation to literature are by no means to
be read in separation — the survey serves only for showing how diverse
the direction of research may be. Furthermore, as the overview above
has shown, the majority of the problematic has been present in literary
research in different contexts before the recent proclamations of spa-
tial turn. Even on the rhetorical level, the tradition of drawing upon the
topos in literary studies — exploring different topoi depicted in literature
or mapping out topographies, textual descriptions of space — has a long
and well-established tradition. Hence, the «spatial turn» in literary re-
search, analysis and reading practices does not thus imply a mere sub-
stitution of «the temporal» by «the spatial», nor does it mark any radical
paradigmatic shift in methodological approach to literary texts. Appli-
cation of some of its premises aims more at broadening the perspec-
tive and bringing to focus aspects of analysis that have previously been
omitted. As Karl Schlogel aptly argued:

«Der turn ist offenbar die moderne Rede fiir gesteigerte Aufmerksam-
keit fiir Seiten und Aspekte, die bisher zu kurz gekommen sind, zufillig
oder aus systemisch-wissenschaftslogischen Griinden». («The “turn” is
equivalent of increased attention to these points and aspects that have pre-
viously been understated, accidentally or for systematic research-related
reasons».)?

According to this view, «spatial turn» in literary research can be
understood as a manifestation of more general tendencies in critical
thought in the last decades. It can be set in a broader context of the prior
«turns» — linguistic turn, cultural turn, performative turn or a turn to
the body — discernible in critical practices in a broad spectrum of dis-
ciplines. However, they did not form a decisive shift of paradigm, but
rather a new heuristic platform for analyzing cultural phenomena and
navigating the terrain of new cultural situation, by some labeled as the
post-modern. In a general perspective, the recent turn to the spatial,
with its renewal of interest in this aspect of human existence, undoubt-
edly diagnoses need for new analytical solutions that hold the promise
of fresh insights into the contemporary human condition. Within the
field of literature — the medium that constructs, maintains and circulates
meanings ascribed to space and place — investigation of literary topogra-
phies, exploration of spatial poetic strategies, reading anew of the ways
experiencing space is being textualized and ascribed with meaning, can

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bring new appreciation of some aspects and refresh traditional reading
strategies.

Nevertheless, the spatial turn in literary research gains considerable
significance in the light of contemporary social and cultural develop-
ments, that in the face of globalization manifest the growing focus on
the regional and the local — on these dimensions of human existence,
that originate in the primordial experience of being-in-place, the local-
ization of the subject, its changes, interdependencies and an emotional
strain attached to it. It appears that the renewed interest in space and
place in the field of literary and culture may have been actually partly
induced by the recent revival of «literature of the place» — of the texts
that are deeply immersed in the notion of the place and movement
in space and that for their main subject take the subject’s existence in
and interdependency with space and place. Travelogues; accounts of a
journey; narratives of travel, migration or return; novels of development
based on experiences of displacement, border-crossing, discovery of
new territories etc. — they all seem to reappear periodically, in different
configurations, in literary history bringing to focus every time anew the
questions about the role and nature of place and space and its relation to
the subject. As the 19" century national literatures mirrored fascination
with genius loci and its impact on the history of imperial and subdued
nations, the post-modern counterpart tends to be more interested in
exploring the notions of identity and memory in connection to subject’s
«being-rooted» in place. The new literature of migration and return
for instance, in contrast to the traditional travel literature, focuses on
human attachment to «their place» as a key factor in identity formation
and thus raises questions about the sense of belonging in the contempo-
rary world. In depicting the «construction of the self» in space, this lit-
erature poses anew the vital questions about the role of space and spatial
differences in the production of national, local, regional and personal
identities, in correspondence to the unstable character of post-modern
condition.

Texts, in which space and place are the main means of conveying
meaning and of defining such categories as border, uprootedness,
memory, identity, power, trauma and possibility of transgression, are the
main subject of critical inquiry for literary studies, where the «spatial
turn» promises to have practical, and hopefully fruitful, applications.

Abstract

Social space is interpreted in the article in terms of hetero-
geneous space. The author identifies three types of social space:
civilization space, stratification space and cultural space. Space
of social stratification forms the social coordinates (P. Sorokin),
which like the Cartesian coordinates predetermine an individual
by means of identification with the environment. Cultural space
predetermines the relationship of axiological values and is char-
acterized by Dante’s coordinates.

Dante’s coordinates in contrast to Cartesian coordinates pre-
determine apophatic space in which the definition of an individual
as a personality is based on the result of denial, separation from
the environment. It is shown that an individual being (personality,
product) is formed in the space of Dante’s coordinates. There
were identified specific behavioral modes (modus operandi) that
lead to the formation of a personality.

Abstract

The article is dedicated to the consideration of Benno Wer-
len’s action-oriented approach in space studies. Avoiding a meta-
physical way in space interpretation (as existing irrespective of
social dimension), Werlen treats «spatial turn» as transition to the
analysis of space in terms of action, that is as social phenomenon.
He comes to the conclusion that different types of action (goal-in-
strumental, norm-oriented, and interpretive ones) correspond to
different ways of geography-making (disposition models), and the
changes of — dominating in the society — type of action inevitably
entails the changes in the constitution of space. Mediatization of
contemporary life cannot but influence our spatial practices and
place identity, which makes Werlen announce the formation of
new geographical consciousness.

Abstract

Images and space are involved into complicated and intri-
cate relationships with one another. On the one hand, homoge-
neous physical space embraces artificial and heterogeneous im-
ages. On the other hand, images — at least that we call «strong»
images — embody specific space of their own, i.e. «iconic» space.
Thus images are a kind of double objects that exist simultane-
ously in space and as a mode of space. This distinctive feature of
images (or iconic objects) plays an important role in contempo-
rary, image-centered culture. Images become the key factor of
both our public and private life. From this viewpoint, to study
contemporary, visual culture means to pay more attention to
the specificity of iconic space. The letter is closely connected
with what we call the «iconic plane». The detailed analysis of
the iconic plane structure shows how in an image the materi-
ality, spatiality and meaning are interconnected. This intercon-
nection makes a great difference between physical surface and
iconic plane. Iconic plane is not a part of physical space but
rather an event in which the primary spatiality comes to light.
As a result, images proliferating in contemporary culture are a
kind of instances which being both in social and physical spaces
permanently and inexplicitly change their parameters and con-
figurations.

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PSYCHOTHERAPY OF THE LIVED SPACE:
APHENOMENOLOGICAL
AND ECOLOGICAL CONCEPT!

Abstract

Based on phenomenological and ecological psychology, the
paper develops the concept of lived space as the totality of an in-
dividual’s spatial and social relationships including the «horizon
of possibilities». The lived space may also be regarded as the in-
dividual’s ecological niche that is continuously shaped by his\her
exchange with the environment. Mental illness may then be con-
ceived as a limitation or deformation of the patient’s lived space in-
hibiting his/her responsivity and exchange with the environment.
Unconscious dysfunctional patterns of feeling and behaving act as
«blind spots» or «curvatures» in lived space that lead to typical dis-
tortions, thereby further restricting the patient’s potentialities and
development. Accordingly, the task of psychotherapy is to explore
and understand the patient’s lived space in order to re-open his/
her horizon of possibilities. The main agent for this purpose is the
interactive field of psychotherapy that may be regarded as a «fusion
of horizons» of the patient’s and the therapist’s world.

Keywords: Lived space, phenomenology, ecology, responsivity,
horizon of possibilities.

Introduction

At first sight, phenomenology seems to be rather a contempla-
tive philosophical method, unhelpful to a psychotherapist who is
eager to promote the patient’s change. For this purpose he/she will
usually rely on well-known psychodynamic or behavioural expla-
nations and techniques. Phenomenology offers neither causal ex-
planations nor therapeutic techniques; so it seems that therapists
might as well do without it. In this paper I will try to show the
opposite. In my view, a phenomenological stance is not only indis-
pensable if we want to gain a genuine, unprejudiced understanding
of the patient’s experience. Moreover, phenomenology offers a view
that localises his/her disorder neither in the hidden convolutions
of the brain nor in the hidden corners of his/her psyche, but in the

actual world of his/her life with others, the lifeworld (Lebenswelt) — and
this is, after all, the only world in which psychotherapy is effective.

Instead of searching for explanations behind the phenomena, phe-
nomenology may help the therapist to perceive better and understand
‘what it is like’ to be the patient and to live in his/her world. For phenom-
enology is not an approach that is mainly based on introspection and
inner states, as an old prejudice suggests.> On the contrary, it overcomes
the dichotomy of the internal and the external by emphasising embodi-
ment and being-in-the-world as the fundamental modes of existence.
Subjective experiences are not to be found ‘in the psyche’ or ‘in the
brain’ but extend over the body, space and world of a person. As a con-
sequence, psychotherapists inspired by phenomenology will move away
from trying to change the inner states of the patient and focus instead
on his/her Tived space’, i. e. his prereflective or implicit way of living
with others. And they will in particular use the therapeutic relationship
as a field for extending the patient’s lived space and for changing his/her
implicit relationship patterns.

In the following sections, I will first outline the phenomenological
concept of a person’s world and lived space. Then, I will move to psycho-
pathology and characterise mental disorders as various kinds of con-
strictions or deformations of the patient’s lived space. It is of a special
importance to gain a different approach to the problem of the uncon-
scious which I regard not as an inner compartment of the psyche in the
traditional psychoanalytic sense, but as a certain way of living without
full awareness — a blind spot in lived space, so to speak. In the final part,
I will describe the interactive field of psychotherapy as a partial fusion of
the horizons of the patient’s and the therapist’s worlds. This fusion ex-
pands the patient’s lived space and, by this, may help him/her to reshape
his/her relationships with others as well.

1. The Person’s World and Lived Space

My starting point will be a short outline of the phenomenological
method as developed by Husserl (1950/1931). — The fundamental pre-
supposition guiding the phenomenologist is that more is implied in
every experience than merely an objective fact, namely the special way
of being of what is experienced, and the structure of our experience it-
self which may be uncovered by phenomenology. The central technique
used for this purpose, also termed epoché (abstinence) by Husserl, im-
plies a «bracketing» of our commonplace assumptions about reality.
Above all it is essential to restrain from believing that only those things
which exist independent of the mind or the subject are real — the «world
outside» or the «objective world». We are requested to put in abeyance
what we believe we «should» think or find, especially any explanation
that derives the phenomena from underlying causes (mechanisms, sub-
strates) not to be found in themselves. Instead, the phenomenologist

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analyses the way in which the subject conceives the world and how the
relationship between the subject and the world has to be described. This
process of the so-called ‘transcendental reduction’ leads to a disclosure
of the originary underpinnings of our experience. It traces the constitu-
tion of the self and the world back to the basic structures of corporality,
spatiality, temporality, and intersubjectivity.

If the psychiatrist undertakes this process, he/she arrives at the pre-
reflective dimension of experience which is affected in mental disorders:
It comprises everything that is normally not consciously thought about
or aimed at, but implicitly lived, inherent in our habitual ways of dealing
with the world and with others. Central aspects are the lived body, lived
space, lived time and lived ways of relating to others. Phenomenology
thus helps to explore altered worlds of experience that cannot be elu-
cidated by accumulating data from the 3™ person perspective, e. g. data
on brain functions. How does the patient perceive the world? What is it
like to be depressive? How do lived time and lived space change for the
manic person? What is the world like for a schizophrenic, an obsessive,
a suicidal patient?

«World», of course, does not mean something outside as opposed
to inside, the external world as against the internal or mental world. It
is rather the totality of life in the sense of an all-embracing framework
of meaning in which person’s experience, thinking and acting are em-
bedded. In the same sense we also speak of the world of an infant, the
world of a farmer, the world of a man in the modern age, etc. Though,
even if different worlds overlap and intersect in every individual, it is
still a peculiar and unique world in which the individual thinks, feels and
acts. In order to understand him/her, one has to enter his/her world and
envision his/her horizon, in which all that he/she does has its meaning —
even if this meaning deviates from the normal as in mental illness.

In the following I will focus on the phenomenological concept of
the lived space, even though other categories like temporality and inter-
subjectivity are certainly of equal importance for psychopathology and
psychotherapy. The concept of lived space traces back to Kurt Lewin’s
«topological» or «field psychology» (Lewin 1936) and was later revived
by ecological psychology and psychotherapy (Barker 1968; Gibson 1986;
Graumann 1978; Willi 1999). Lived space may be regarded as the totality
of the space that a person prereflectively ‘lives’ and experiences, with
its situations, conditions, movements, effects and its horizon of possi-
bilities — that means, the environment and sphere of action of a bodily
subject. This space is not homogeneous, but centred on the person and
his body, characterised by qualities such as vicinity or distance, wideness
or narrowness, connection or separation, attainability or unattainability,
and structured by physical or symbolic boundaries that put up a rigid
or elastic resistance to movement. This results in more or less distinct
domains such as one’s own territory, property, home, sphere of influ-
ence, zones of prohibition or taboo, etc. Moreover, the lived space is
permeated by «field forces» or vectors such as attraction and repulsion,
elasticity and resistance, etc. Competing attractive or aversive forces
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lead to typical conflicts which may be regarded as opposing directions
of possibility that the person faces. Thus, the lived space offers different
‘valences, ‘relevances’ or ‘affordances’ — to use Gibson’s term — in ac-
cordance to the motives and potentialities of a person. By analogy with
physical fields, there are effects of ‘gravitation’ and ‘radiation; caused for
example by the influence of a significant other or by a dominant social
group, and there are ‘curvatures of space’ that impede straight or sponta-
neous movements, for example around zones of taboo for the obsessive
person or around areas of avoidance for the phobic person.

By this, it has already become obvious that the concept of lived space
should not be conceived as static, but as dynamically connected with
movement and development, i.e. with the course and temporality of life.
Moreover, it is manifest that the lived space as the spatiality of the Leb-
enswelt is particularly shaped by social relations and meanings. In order
to clarify this dimension and also to avoid the risk of subjectivism — as
if the subject, in his/her lived space, only encountered his/her own rep-
resentations and projections — we may borrow a term from biological
ecology and characterise the lived space of persons in their environment
as their «ecological niche» (cf. Willi 1999). By analogy with the biolog-
ical niche or habitat, it signifies the section of the physical and social en-
vironment that corresponds to the dispositions of perceiving and acting,
to the motivations and intentions of a person. The personal niche, thus,
comprises all living or non-living objects a person is in active exchange
with and has influence on — family, neighbours, colleagues, home, work
place, products of work, etc. (fig. 1). The ongoing feedback circle of a
person’s actions and the responses of the environment may be termed as
the person’s «responded activity» (cf. Willi 1999). It is assumed that the
person basically seeks and shapes an environment that responds to his/
her actions and offers the valences for his potentialities. The capacity of
a person to respond adequately to the stimuli and requirements of his/
her environment, especially to the demands of others may be called his/
her ‘responsivity’

The most intense and stimulating responses arise in a family or
partner relationships. Generally, the individual tries to establish a mu-
tual responsivity or «co-respondancy» with his/her partners (Willi
1999). By this choice of a certain environment or niche, persons also be-
come the indirect producers of their own developments (Lerner 1981).
Human beings influence their courses of life und direct their develop-
ments by shaping and affecting their environments that in turn re-affect
them. The course of life develops as a circular process, guided by one’s
own activity and the responses from the environment.

To summarise, the concept of the lived space and the personal niche
expresses the idea that the subject and the world do not exist sepa-
rately but constitute each other. It implies an ‘existential topology; i. e.
a personal matrix of meanings and relationships creating the existential
time-space with its curvatures, gradients, barriers, etc. According to this
concept, subjectivity is spread into space and ‘ek-sistence’: The question
«Who am I?» is inseparable from the question «What is the world like
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in which I live?» This world is of an essentially social nature: Respon-
sivity and correspondency shape the interpersonal structure of the lived
space. Of course, the space inhabited by an individual in this sense is
invisible for others. We do not see the vicinity or distance that things or
other persons have for them, or the free spaces or perspectives that at-
tract or the barriers that frighten them, or the psychological forces that
determine their ways like magnetic field-lines. Nevertheless, in order
to understand another person, we have to get to know his/her familiar
surroundings, his/her sphere of influence and his/her various relations
to his/he environment. In this way, the major goal of phenomenological
psychotherapy is «to enter and to share the world of the other» (Mar-
gulies 1984).

2. Psychopathology as Constriction of Lived Space

On this basis, psychopathology may be regarded as a narrowing or
deformation of an individual’s lived space, as a constriction of his/her ho-
rizon of possibilities, including those of perception, action, imagination,
emotional and interpersonal experience. Psychiatric disorders of various
kinds are often the result of a disruption in the circle of responded ac-
tivity, be it by a separation from significant others, a loss of one’s occu-
pational tasks, or, in general, by a mismatch of one’s potentialities and
the valences of the environment. Once manifested, these disorders in
turn inhibit the responded activity of the patient, increase his/her ego-
centrism and reduce his/her responsivity towards others. The ecological
niche becomes constricted, fragmented or otherwise unfitting.

Thus, to give an example, Melancholic Type personalities, i.e. per-
sons prone to develop severe depression, have been shown to be rather
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restricted in their lived space. They are over-identified with the spa-
tial boundaries of their homes, their social roles, their responsibilities
at work and their private relationships (Tellenbach 1980; Kraus 1987;
Kronmueller et al. 2002). They live under a constant pressure of nor-
malisation, as it were. A major deviation from these rigid demands and
constraints may result in depressive illness. Thus, their horizon of pos-
sibilities is limited even before their first illness. In depression itself, the
restriction of the lived body (inhibition, anxiety, loss of drive) and the
loss of emotional resonance lead to a severe disturbance of the patient’s
responsivity and exchange with the environment (Fuchs 2001, 2005).

Let’s take another, a rather contrary example: Patients with Border-
line Personality Disorder are severely restricted in their capacity to estab-
lish stable and reliable attachments and role identities. They are not able
to build up a continuous ecological niche of responded activity. Instead,
their lived space is crisscrossed by intensive emotional impulses, i.e. by
attractive and even more repulsive vectors by which they are constantly
torn to and fro (Fuchs 2006). This leads to an instability and fragmenta-
tion of lived space, with numerous disrupted relationships, projects and
careers. Borderline patients are, so to speak, tossed about in their lived
space, unable to find a supporting ground and a reliable centre of their
existence. — In a similar way, other psychopathological conditions may
be regarded as disturbances of lived space (Fuchs 2000).

DPhenomenology of the Unconscious

Based on the concept of the lived space, we may also gain a phe-
nomenological understanding of the unconscious which is of special im-
portance for psychotherapy. The difficulties inherent in the traditional
psychodynamic ‘cellar’ theory of the unconscious are well-known — de-
scribing it as a level ‘below the ground’ where all kinds of sinister entities
are stored. Such a concept is finally based on a Cartesian model of the
mind as a kind of inner container holding distinct ideas, memories and
representations of external reality which have been introjected, internal-
ised as ‘object representations’ or ‘images; i. e. as reified, immutable enti-
ties which populate the brighter or darker realms of the psyche. These
realms are reified as well, receiving names such as consciousness, the
unconscious, the super-ego, and so on.

All this has been vehemently criticised by phenomenologist (e. g.
Binswanger 1963; May 1964; Ricoeur 1969; Hersch 2003). However, as
a primary science of consciousness, phenomenology has had problems
in developing an alternative theory of the unconscious until today. In
any case, it cannot be conceived as a place or room that contains atom-
istic, thing-like mental entities. Not things, fixed objects or memories
are unconscious, but rather potentialities, dispositions or tendencies in
the person’s life. Thus, a phenomenological approach will look for the
unconscious in the implicit ways in which the patient behaves and lives,
and in the ways he/she does not. Here phenomenology converges with
recent memory research that emphasises implicit or procedural learning
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as underlying our habitual ways of behaving, acting, but also avoiding
possible actions, without explicit, or only with marginal awareness
(Schacter 1999; Fuchs 2004).

With a similar intent, Merleau-Ponty has already analysed the un-
conscious aftereffect of the psychological trauma. According to him, the
repressed resembles the phantom limb in amputated patients, in that
it constitutes an «empty space» of subjectivity (Merleau-Ponty 1962,
p. 86). It may be regarded as the negative of a past experience that the
subject could not cope with — the negative that overlays each novel situ-
ation without notice, thus fixing the traumatised individual on his/her
still present past:

«Of course this fixation does not merge into memory; it even excludes
memory in so far as the latter spreads out in front of us, like a picture, a
former experience, whereas this past which remains our true present does
not leave us but remains constantly hidden behind our gaze instead of being
displayed before it. The traumatic experience does not survive as a repre-
sentation in the mode of objective consciousness and as a ‘dated’ moment;
it is of its essence to survive only as a manner of being and with a certain
degree of generality» (l. c., p 83; italics by the author — T. F.).

The implicit or bodily memory includes all that is covered «behind
our gaze» and only lives on in a general manner or a «style» of exist-
ence without revealing itself as an explicit memory; and this applies also
to certain traumatic experiences. Thus, unconscious fixations resemble
distortions or restrictions in a person’s space of possibilities, caused by
the past that continues to be implicitly present and refuses to give way
to the progress of life. Its traces, however, are not hidden in some inner
world of the psyche but manifest themselves in the ‘blind spots; gaps
or curvatures of lived space: in the patterns of behaviour that entrap a
person time and again, in the actions he/she refuses to take, in the life
he/she does not dare to live, etc.* Like in the figure-ground relation of
gestalt psychology, such traces become noticeable rather as a ‘negative,
i. e. as the inhibitions or omissions that are typical for a person. On the
other hand, they may still be actualized symbolically or bodily, in the
way of somatic symptoms. Instead of a determinist view of the uncon-
scious, however, the phenomenological view will emphasize its poten-
tial, future-directed character. Unconscious in the psychodynamic sense
are «the potentialities for action and awareness which the person cannot
or will not want to actualize» (May 1964, p. 182):

«This unconscious is to be sought not at the bottom of ourselves, be-
hind the back of our ‘consciousness, but in front of us, as articulations in

Sartre has shown, using the term of «bad faith» (mauvaise foi), that there is
an essential component of self-deception inherent in this distortion (Sartre
1943, p. 86).

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our field. It is ‘unconscious’ by not being object but by being that through
which objects are possible, it is the constellation from which our future may
be read».’

Following this line, I will give a short phenomenological restatement
of two central psychodynamic concepts, that of defence or resistance and
of repetition compulsion.

Defence and Repetition Compulsion

(1) The effect of emotional trauma on the individual may be regarded
as a specific deformation of his/her lived space, which becomes manifest
in an avoiding stance towards certain frightening regions or ‘repulsive
spaces’ (fig. 2). The best analogy is the ‘relieving posture’ adopted auto-
matically when a limb has been hurt: Instinctively one avoids exposing it
to threatening objects and holds it back («a burnt child dreads the fire»).

The fact that this happens unconsciously is not due to a repression
of the injury, but simply to a bodily learning process that occurs without
explicit awareness. Similarly, the psychological trauma causes zones of
avoidance and, thus inhibits the free development of one’s potentialities.
The lived space is negatively curved around these areas, and they have
come to be gaps or ‘blind spots. Here the intentionality of the uncon-
scious becomes obvious: An imminent contact with a danger zone is
anticipated and prevented without conscious awareness, because it is

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more economic not to reactivate the stress and anxiety of the traumatic
experience again and again. The resistance or defence of psychodynamic
theory is often nothing else but this relieving or avoidance posture man-
ifested in the context of psychotherapy.

(2) The opposite pattern may be found in the psychodynamic concept
of the ‘repetition compulsion”: Here, the individual is entrapped time and
again in the same dysfunctional patterns of behaviour and relationships,
even though he/she may try to avoid this by all means. The lived space
is positively curved around such areas, and they have become ‘attracting
spaces’ (fig. 3). If, for example, a woman’s early life experiences have been
dominated by abusive and violent relationships, her scope of possible re-
lationships will be quite limited. The modes of abuse will vary, but this
theme will influence her way to constellate her relationships to the exclu-
sion of others. Her implicit ways of behaviour will act as self-fulfilling
her expectancies, and she will continuously encounter the same kind of
situations Thus, the unconscious is not a hidden realm of her psyche but
enmeshed in her way of living, even in her bodily behaviour.

In a similar way, we could approach other psychodynamic concepts,
but these examples shall be sufficient. From a phenomenological point
of view, as we have seen, the unconscious is not an intrapsychic reality,
located in some depth ‘below consciousness, but it surrounds and per-
meates conscious life in a way similar to a picture puzzle in which the
blinded out figure permeates the foreground. It is the unconscious that
is hidden not in the vertical dimension of the psyche but rather in the
horizontal dimension of the lived space and in the ‘intercorporality’ of
our social contact with others.® — This leads us further to the phenom-
enology of the therapeutic interaction.

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3. The Interactive Field as the Agent of Change

As we have seen, phenomenology regards «mental illness» not as
something mental or inside, but as an alteration of the patient’s being-
in-the-world, in particular as a restriction of his/her horizon of possi-
bilities. The aim of treatment, therefore, would be to expand the patient’s
horizon and to increase his/her degrees of freedom. From a phenom-
enological perspective, the main agent for this purpose is the interactive
field opened up by the encounter between a patient and a therapist.

According to older models of psychotherapeutic action, change is
produced in the patient alone, through a restructuring of his/her in-
ternal world, as a result of cognitive or interpretive interventions by the
therapist, which leads to insight and, accordingly, to more appropriate
responses of the patient to his/her current life situations. But psycho-
therapy is an interpersonal process based on circular interactions that
cannot be grasped from an individual perspective. It implies a mutual
creation of meaning which is not a ‘state in the head’ but arises from the
‘between’ or the system of a patient and a therapist. On the basis of the
concept of the lived space and using a crucial term of Gadamer’s herme-
neutic philosophy, we may regard the interactive process as a «fusion of
horizons» of the patient and the therapist (Gadamer 1995; cf. fig. 4). Their
pre-existing phenomenal worlds interact, even merge in part, resulting in
a new, emergent and dyadic world that is harboured by the ‘therapeutic
niche’ and creates a new horizon of possibilities. At the same time, the
blind spots or gaps in the patient’s lived space may become visible by the
illumination of the interactive field. This new and wider space may relieve
or even overcome the constriction of his horizon. Intercorporality as the
sphere of non-verbal, bodily as well as atmospheric interaction plays an
important role here. Though remaining in the background, it is an essen-
tial carrier of the therapeutic relationship.

However, this interactive, dyadic quality of the therapeutic rela-
tionship is not grasped in the traditional concept of transference and
counter-transference. This concept was still seriously flawed by the
subject-object-split. Feelings were conceived as happening inside the
patient in a quite atomistic and mechanistic way (Hersch 2003, p. 228).
They seemed to be isolated entities, endowed with certain amounts of
energy, capable of being stored, moved hither and thither, disconnected
from their object and projected on another person. Thus, transference
was conceived as an anachronism:

«Impulses, feelings and defences pertaining to a person in the past have
been shifted onto a person in the present» (Greenson 1967, p. 152).

«intercorporality» see Merleau-Ponty (1967, p. 213).
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What the patient sees in the therapist was regarded only as a
distorted image derived from the past. Moreover, transference and
counter-transference did not meet to form something new. Though
projected onto the respective other, they did not actually attain him/
her, but remained inside the person experiencing them. This reifica-
tion and materialisation of feelings surely does not fit to the interactive
and emergent nature of the phenomena. A therapist who in this way
regards himself/herself only as a projection screen would be in danger
of missing the dimension of genuine encounter where he/she is meant
as a real, embodied person.

A glance at development psychology may be helpful here. Mother-
infant research has shown that it is not isolated images or ‘objects’ that are
stored in memory, but rather interactive experiences, schemes of dyadic
interaction that are stored in the sensory, motor as well as emotional mode
(Beebe et al. 1997; Stern 1998a). From early childhood on, these schemes
become a part of the procedural or implicit memory and create what
Lyons-Ruth (1998) has called «implicit relational knowing». It comprises
stored patterns of bodily and emotional interaction that are prereflectively
activated by subtle situational cues (e. g. facial expressions, gestures, un-
dertones, atmospheres). This knowledge is a temporally organised, ‘mu-
sical’ memory for the rhythms, dynamics and undertones that are present
in the interaction with others. Thus, procedural schemes-of-being-with’
(Stern 1998) or implicit relational styles are acquired, which organises the
child’s interpersonal behaviour and will later be transferred to other en-
vironments. They shape the basic structures of a person’s relational space
and, thus are of a special importance for the therapeutic process.

So, we may conclude from these results that it is not the explicit
past that is in the focus of the therapeutic process but rather the im-
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plicit past which unconsciously organises and structures the patient’s
‘procedural field’ of relating to others. To be sure, it is a phenomeno-
logical unconscious that we are dealing with, i. e., a prereflective, non-
thematic, basic structure of experience, still different from Freud’s dy-
namic unconscious of repression. However, implicit relational patterns
have become increasingly important for psychoanalytic theory as well,
stimulating new models of therapeutic change on the basis of a «mo-
ment-to-moment process» (Stern 2004). It is the present interactive field
of psychotherapy through which relational patterns are made visible like
iron filings in a magnetic field. Alteration of implicit patterns presup-
poses their activation as ‘enactments’ in the therapeutic process. Only
then can they be replaced by corrective experiences, above all in special
moments of empathic correspondence between a patient and a therapist
(«moments of meeting», PCSG 1998).

Here, the phenomenological stance may be particularly helpful. For
the corrective emotional experience of psychotherapy is a function of
the extent to which the therapist can ‘put his/her world and theory in
brackets’ in encountering the patient. Husserl’s epoche’, i.e. the suspen-
sion of judgement and the abstention from preconceived ideas, may
help to clear the space which is required for an authentic encounter
between a patient and a therapist, without the interference of complex
metapsychologies of various therapeutic schools (Margulies 1984; Var-
ghese 1988). Phenomenologically oriented therapists will refrain from
attaching any presumed idea to the patient’s experience. They will rather
try to understand as much as possible of ‘what it is like to be him/her; to
walk in his/her experiential footprints, to re-create his/her world view
in their own experiences and to convey this experience to the patient in
verbal and non-verbal ways. This mutual mirroring may help him/her
to deepen self-experience and self-understanding as a starting point for
any therapeutic change.

Certainly, empathic understanding of the patient is not all that is
needed here. To avoid the pitfalls of the patient’s relational patterns, the
therapist should be well aware of the interpersonal process that is going
on and that he/she is also a part of it. Otherwise he/she will risk stum-
bling right into the patient’s ‘attracting spaces’ or, on the other hand,
unwillingly take part in his or her avoidances (Merten & Krause 2003;
cf. fig. 5). If a patient e. g. tends to leave decisions to others in order to
avoid responsibility, it would certainly be wrong to get entrapped in this
attracting space and tell him/her what to do. Or if a patient avoids a
shameful experience or a shameful view of himself/herself, it would not
be very helpful to unwittingly share his/her anxiety and carefully move
around this delicate zone. The therapist should rather develop an intui-
tive sense of the ‘curved zones’ in the relational field, in order to make
them visible and to neutralise them as far as possible by corrective expe-
riences in the secure space of therapy. By this, the patient’s lived space
may be cleared and expanded in general.

Conclusion

The considerations on the psychotherapy of the lived space outlined
above can be summarised in four main points:

1) Phenomenology is the science of subjectivity, but every subject is
a world. Subjective experiences are not to be found inside the psyche or
the brain, but extend over the person’s lived body and space. The lived
space may also be regarded as the person’s ecological niche that is con-
tinuously shaped by his/her exchange with the environment, that is, by
his/her responsivity and responded activity. This exchange is also crucial
for his/her personal development.

2) Mental illness is not a state in the head either. It may rather be
conceived as a limitation or deformation of the patient’s lived space, as
an inhibition of his/her responsivity and exchange with the environ-
ment. Unconscious dysfunctional patterns of feeling and behaving act as
‘blind spots’ or ‘curvatures’ in lived space that lead to typical distortions,
thereby inhibiting the patient’s potentialities and development.

3) The task of psychotherapy is first to explore and understand the
patient’s lived space in order to re-open his/her horizon of possibilities.
The main agent for this purpose is the interactive field which may be re-
garded as a ‘fusion of horizons’ of the patient’s and the therapist’s world.
It provides a new, dyadic experiential space that is capable of illumi-
nating the blind spots or curvatures in the patient’s lived space. Hence,
from a phenomenological point of view the process of psychotherapy
is rather experiential than cognitive, insight-oriented or ‘archaeological.
The patient’s habitual or implicit ways of relating to others are re-en-
acted in the ‘here and now’ of the therapeutic relationship.
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4) Phenomenology may serve as a framework for conceptualising
these processes in terms of embodiment, spatiality, temporality and
intersubjectivity. It offers a language for the varieties of subjective ex-
periences which is not imported from any theoretical paradigm but is
mainly derived from hermeneutics. Thus, there is no «phenomenolog-
ical psychotherapy» which could be regarded as yet another therapeutic
school. Phenomenology rather offers the foundations for an experiential
and unprejudiced attitude which any therapist should seek to gain.

Abstract

This paper explores a trajectory of the problematic of spati-
ality in Heidegger’s path of thinking. At stake is the validity of
the recapitulation made by him in 1962 lecture Time and Being
that the thesis of the derivability of spatiality from temporality
is untenable. The recapitulation is probed through a comparison
between the concept of spaces of dwelling-building in which the
fourfold is installed and the phenomenological concept of spati-
ality as a «secondary existentiale». A special attention is paid to
Heidegger’s program of disclosing the roots of the mathematical
construction of space. The rehabilitation of existential spatiality
as Dasein’s characteristic that is equiprimordial with temporality
requires to developing a theory of the schemes of ek-static spati-
ality.

Keywords: temporilized spatiality, spatializing, secondary
existentiale, directionality, de-severance, making room, rela-
tively closed environment, experienced distance, anthropological
spaces, bodily spatiality.

One of Heidegger’s most extended elaborations on the issue
of space-locale-site is to be found in the essay Building Dwelling
Thinking. In accordance with the interpretation of the ontological
difference after the Kehre, dwelling is analyzed as the basic char-
acteristic of Being, which is no longer revealed by mortals’ exis-
tence. Nonetheless, the analysis tells us that in keeping with Being
mortals exist as dwellers. Assigning this ontological status to
dwelling makes it worthy of thought. At the same time, thinking
proves to be inescapable for dwelling. Against the background
of this inescapability, Heidegger addresses (though explicitly not
until the end of the essay) in his analysis first and foremost the
question of how thinking is intrinsic to dwelling, whereby it be-
comes clear that the analysis’s ultimate goal is to circumscribe
«man’s homelessness» as consisting in the inability to the think of
the proper plight of dwelling «in our precarious age» as the plight.

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Dwelling to which (not only thinking but also) building intrinsically
belongs is what constitutes spaces laden by meanings that unfold the
manner in which mortals are on the earth, under the sky, and before
the divinities. These are spaces that presumably bear the traces of the
primal oneness of earth, sky, divinities, and mortals. Dwelling brings
into play the kinds of spatial reminiscent of the primal oneness. Spaces
of dwelling are constituted by initiating mortals, by receiving the sky, by
saving the earth, and by awaiting the divinities. The fourfold appears as
a four-dimensionality of such spaces. Notoriously, Heidegger states that
the thing of a special kind (e. g. a bridge) may gather the fourfold in such
a way that allows a site for it. There is no metrics of a dwelling-space
since its «four-dimensionality» is «gathered» by means of a thing that
is itself a locale. On Heidegger’s counter-geometrical dictum, the thing-
as-a-locale that gathers the fourfold makes space for a site. The inquiry
into the way in which the thing is making space for a site opens the dis-
cussion of the issue of space-locale-site in the essay under examination.
The «essential being» of the dwelling-spaces is received from things-
as-locales and not from characteristics of «space». By the same token,
the «topology of the fourfold» (the analysis of the sites for the fourfold)
has nothing to do with the properties studied by means of topological
spaces. Dwelling-spaces are by no means «in space». A dwelling-space
has an open boundary for whose illumination Heidegger appeals again
to a central phenomenological notion — that of horizon. In quasi-par-
adoxical formulation, sites are gathering within a horizontal openness
that sets a boundary for dwelling.

At this point Heidegger’s line of reasoning undergoes a strange turn.
He begins to pay more attention to what was carefully removed from the
field of inquiry in the first part of the essay — the possibility of measuring
things in space as spatium and extensio. The first step in this turn is to
treat (not the thing/locale which makes space for a site of the fourfold
as a place, but its) surrounding items as places: the space allowed by
the thing-as-a-locale — so Heidegger’s argument goes — contains many
places variously near or far from the thing. The next step is to introduce
a stronger abstraction by treating the places as mere positions between
which there lies a measurable distance. Thus, the door to formalizing the
concept of space as a variety of positions becomes open. In this formal-
ization the nearness and remoteness between people and things are re-
duced to mere distances, «mere intervals of intervening space». Height,
breadth, and depth are transformed into such intervals. The outcome
is a pure spatium as a container of things. Yet the formalization can go
further.

Once the measurable distance gets established as the only identi-
fiable relation between positions, there is no obstacle to work out the
concept of the manifold of the three dimensions. The room created by
this manifold is no longer determined by distances. Heidegger argues
that this room is no longer a spatium and no more than extensio that
can be further formalized by placing emphasis on analytic-algebraic re-
lations. What he has in mind is not so much analytic geometry (repre-
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senting geometrical shapes in a numerical way), but the construction of
manifolds with an arbitrary number of dimensions. Thus idealized, «the
space» contains no spaces and no places. The rupture with the dwelling-
spaces and the «topology of the fourfold» is complete. On this construal,
spatium and extensio are intermediate stages in transforming spatiality
from a readiness-to-hand (in dwelling-building) into a pure presence-
at-hand as an idealized entity that my means of mathematical construc-
tion may generate other idealized entities (some of them with a possible
empirical interpretation). Spatium and extensio make room for things
whose existence is only determined by computing the magnitudes of
distances, spans, and directions.

In making a detour in the field of space’s formalization (and ap-
proaching the problematic of a pragmatic-constructive philosophy of
geometry), Heidegger manages to delineate a context of discussing «the
relation of man and space». The starting-point is the claim that spaces of
dwelling and building cannot be interpreted as something that a person
faces. These are spaces that are at once constituted and opened up by
the finitude of mortals. Only finite beings that are able to stay before the
divinities on the earth and under the sky are in need to dwell. In dwelling
they persist through spaces by virtue of thrownness among things-as-
locales. Being thrown and going through spaces is a destiny that human
beings cannot avoid. To put it in a terminology closer to Being and Time,
because of their ek-sistence in spaces of dwelling human beings are never
here only as present encapsulated bodies. Human beings can never leave
these spaces since the mortals cannot leave behind their belonging to
the fourfold. They are doomed to stay with things-as-locales. This is why
Heidegger® reaches the conclusion that woman’s relation to locales, and
through locales to spaces, inheres in her dwelling.

My short comment on Building Dwelling Thinking cannot omit
the concept of the «double space-making» which is allotted to explain
why building through constructing locales is a founding and joining of
spaces. On the one hand, the things-as-locales admit the fourfold. They
are structured in a manner that admits the fourfold as a fore-structure
of their structuring. On the other hand, the things-as-locales install the
fourfold. As space-making these things are a house of the fourfold. The
unity of admitting and installing the fourfold in the process of the double
space-making is building. Building is a constant response to the sum-
mons of the fourfold. In forging the concept of the double space-making,
Heidegger puts forward another strangely sounding claim: Though
building never shapes pure «space, it is closer to the origin of «space»
(the ontic presupposition for having spatium and extensio) than any ge-
ometry and mathematics. The argument to this claim is that there is no
mathematical space that does not stem from forms of dwelling-building,
and accordingly, that does not hide sites for the fourfold.

Let me now compare the claim with the elaborations in Being and
Time. To begin with, in Section 24 of this opus, Heidegger announces

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a program for treating the stages of conceptualizing spatial relations
within the scope of existential analytic. It is the program of investigating
the «existential genesis» of the main geometrical concepts of space. Hei-
degger states:

«When space is intuited formally, the pure possibilities of spatial rela-
tions are discovered. Here one may go through a series of stages in laying
bare pure homogeneous space, passing from the pure morphology of spatial
shapes to analysis situs and finally to the purely metrical science of space»*.

Immediately after outlining the sketch of this investigation, Hei-
degger declares that it will not be undertaken in the present book. Yet
the study of the existential genesis of mathematical space is by no means
a «side-program» within the scope of fundamental ontology. Searching
for this genesis is sine qua non for overcoming that hypostatization of
mathematical space which characterizes the ontological approach to the
world as res extensa. Thus considered, it is a prerequisite for destructing
the «ontology of presence» (Vorhandenheitsontologie). Not by accident
in Being and Time the a nnounced sketch of the program supervenes
on the hermeneutic critique of the Cartesian conception of the world.

To be sure, there is an important «mathematical aspect» in Hei-
degger’s sketch. Obviously, what he has in mind in stressing the «se-
ries of stages» is a kind of Felix Klein’s hierarchy of geometrical spaces.
Heidegger believes that by addressing the problematic of spatiality of
circumspective manipulation within-the-world from the viewpoint
of the role played by existential analytic as a kind of (phenomenolog-
ical) constitutional analysis of meaning, one would give an account of
changes in the pre-scientific articulation of spatial contexts of routine
practices leading to the need of conceptualizing and formalizing space.
Though guided by different interpretations of the ontological difference
the scenarios of the «space» origin are converging in several respects.
In Being and Time scenario there is a continuity between the existential
spatiality and all mathematical spaces (regardless their degree of ideal-
ization and formalization). By the same token the scenario of Building
Dwelling Thinking states that there is no kind of «space» that is not
genealogically related to spaces whose locales make room for the four-
fold. There is also a significant kinship between existential spatiality and
dwelling-spaces. In saying this, now I would like to pay more attention
to the way Heidegger approaches the derivability of space’s formalized
concepts from the spatiality of being-in-the-world and the spatiality of
making room.

Tentatively speaking, in Being and Time spatiality is a «secondary»
existentiale grounded upon the primary attributes of Dasein’s care —
interpretative understanding, discourse, state-of-mind, and fall. As a
constant process of making room within-the-world, spatiality is always
temporalized, i.e. there is no spatiality beyond the horizon of tempo-

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rality. Thus, spatiality is always interpretatively understood, expressed
within a configuration of discursive practices and by means of a certain
discursive genre, thrown in the average everydayness, and temporalized.
At the same time, one might speak of the «spatiality of understanding»,
«attuned spatiality», «spatiality of discourse», and «spatiality of falling»,
all of them being distinguished by concomitant kinds of temporalizing
of temporality. What gets temporalized is the ways of making room for
a meaningful articulation of the world. A case in point here is the way
of making room for anticipation that indicates Dasein’s ownmost poten-
tiality-for-being, or the way in which the «authentic future» is winning
itself from the «inauthentic future». In addressing this issue, Heidegger
makes the case that the way of making room for anticipation (as opposed
to awaiting of inauthentic future) constitutes the spatiality of resolute
existence. To be sure, however, the problematic of this spatiality has little
to do with the issues of the afore-mentioned program for treating the
stages of mathematical conceptualization of spatial relations. What is
significant for the latter is that the spatiality of being-in-the-world privi-
leges various directions of circumspective manipulation. The pre-scien-
tific images of space reflect these privileged directions. By implication,
the «oriented space» of routine everydayness is essentially anisotropic.
The most important step on the way to geometrical concepts of space is
the change of anisotropic images in isotropic constructions.

The «series of stages in laying bare pure homogeneous space» Hei-
degger refers to is to be continued by another series distinguished by
moves from one to another formally codified spaces, i. e. from one to
another group of transformations, each of which determining a class of
possible spatial objects one can construct in the framework of a certain
geometry. Accordingly, such a group defines criteria of existence of spa-
tial objects as characterized by invariant (with respect to the algebraic
transformations) properties. Thus, only some very general properties
(such as sidedness, insideness, outsideness, and all «connectivity prop-
erties») can be identified as invariant under the most extended group
of topological transformations. If one is in need of a stronger idealiza-
tion (formalization) of the concept of space, one has to restrict the topo-
logical transformations (as defining the morphology of spatial shapes),
specifying thereby the group of projective transformations. The latter
do not preserve sizes or angels. Yet the relations of incidence and cross-
ratio remain invariant under this group. In a next move one arrives at
the transformations of affine geometry which in contrast to projective
transformations preserve the property of parallelism. Under this new
group the properties of the homographic spatial objects are invariant.
(Roughly speaking, Klein’s celebrated program is an attempt to charac-
terize geometries on the basis of projective transformations and group
theory. On the basic assumption of this program, the more one is pro-
gressively restricting the range of transformations, the greater is the
enrichment with regard to specific spatial objects. In other words the
less of the properties remain invariant under the respective group, the
greater is the number of particular geometrical objects.)
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Heidegger believes that the most extended group of algebraic trans-
formations of geometrical relations has a genesis from contexts of spa-
tializing within the circumspective manipulation of the everyday being-
in-the-world, while the more restricted groups (including those of Eu-
clidean geometry and metrical geometry that conserves the property of
distance) are arising out through enhancing already existing geometrical
idealizations. According to him, the homogeneous (topological) spaces
as expressed by continuous transformations which bring new points
into a one-one correspondence with the old points are closest to the
pre-scientific image of space (as generated immediately by the «existen-
tial spatiality» within-the-world). The topological transformations not
only preserve spatial properties of objects which are under continuous
deformations, but they also keep intact to a certain extent the idea of
«place» or «locality» (as basic moment of the spatiality of circumspec-
tive manipulation). It is another question that localities in the spatiality
of circumspective comportment within-the-world are related to an
anisotropic heterogeneity of spatial relations that is incompatible with
space’s homogeneity implied by the topological transformations.

The intended program of searching for an existential genesis of geo-
metrical space is to be placed in the context of Heidegger’s existential
interpretation of science. Yet the program (as sketched out in Section
24) differs essentially from the existential conception of science (as
developed in Section 69). The program admits that the metric space
stems out of the spatiality of circumspective manipulation, or the spa-
tiality that belongs to the ecstatic unity of Dasein with what is ready-
to-hand within-the-world. Metric space is a cognitive structure that
becomes possible when the ecstatic unity is replaced by an epistemic
distance between knowing subject and objective reality. A particular as-
pect of the way this structure gets established consists in transforming
the «locations» of things that are ready-to-hand in everyday practices
into «world-points» which are released from specific «environmental
confinements». The existential environment becomes a homogeneous
space. It can be detached from Dasein’s concernful circumspection, and
analyzed with regard to its own properties that are independent of the
ecstatic existence within-the-world. The independence itself is «guar-
anteed» by the group of transformation that preserves the invariance
of space’s basic properties. Put differently, the projection of an abstract
mathematical structure allows one to disentangle space from the spati-
ality of Dasein’s everyday being-in-the-world. Yet before this projection
takes place, there is a «tendency» in everyday mode of being-in-the-
world towards objectifying whole regions of entities present-at-hand.
(An outcome of this tendency is the plurality of pre-scientific images of
space stressing various asymmetries and anisotropic features.) The pro-
jection of mathematical structure (group of transformations) is not to be
isolated from an interrelatedness of practices that articulate context and
environments. The projection of a structure that objectifies the homoge-
neous space has always its existential genesis within the contextualized
dealings with what is ready-to-hand.
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In scrutinizing the origin of the theoretical attitude out of circum-
spection, Heidegger observes that by committing to such an attitude one
overlooks not only the tool-character of what is ready-to-hand within-
the-world, but also something that is inherent in ready-to-hand equip-
ment — its place. The contextual location of a tool becomes a matter
of indifference whereby a manifold of spatio-temporal positions begins
to take shape. The theoretical attitude requires a formal closure of the
manifold with regard to some invariant structure. The «mathematical
projection» of such a structure — so Heidegger’s argument goes — trans-
forms the manifold of spatio-temporal positions into a formally codified
space. What is decisive in the mathematical projection is that this pro-
jection discloses something that is a priori for theoretical idealizations
about empirical phenomena. In other words, the mathematical codifica-
tion of space discloses at the same time a possible domain of empirical
theorizing. To reiterate, Heidegger never attempted to carry out the pro-
gram of the existential genesis of geometrical spaces out of the spatiality
of circumspective manipulation within-the-world. Why?

I mentioned that there is an essential difference between the gen-
esis of mathematical space as addressed in the existential conception
of science and the program of the transition from existential spatiality
to geometrical spaces. In contrast to the continuity between existential
spatiality and the stages of formalizing the concept of isotropic space,
the existential conception of science concedes that there is an ineluc-
table discontinuity. The mathematical space is an outcome of the «math-
ematical projection of the world». The former depends entirely on the
structure of the latter. Hence, the analytics of existential spatiality has
nothing to do with the formation of science’s concepts of space. Just as
the science’s existential genesis the formation of these concepts requires
an analysis carried out exclusively in terms of the theory of ecstatic tem-
porality. If this genesis is to be addressed also in terms of the theory of
ek-static spatiality, then spatiality must be regarded as a primary exis-
tentiale. This is what the author of Being and Time cannot accept. In
other words, the existential conception of science provides an additional
argument for the claim that spatiality is not only a secondary exitentiale,
but it is (in principle) derivable from temporality. The program of the
existential genesis of geometrical spaces out of the spatiality of circum-
spective manipulation within-the-world remains unfulfilled for it is in
conflict with that claim.

In the remainder I will pick up the thread of Arisaka® and Casey®
who, based upon Heidegger’s confession (in 1962 lecture Time and
Being) that the attempt to derive human spatiality from temporality is
untenable, are trying to defend the status of spatiality as primary ex-
istentiale. Arisaka’ argues, in particular, that the relationship between

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temporality and spatiality has to be spelled out as an equiprimordial and
not as a foundational one. The equiprimordiality of both existentiales
implies interdependence between temporality and spatiality. Casey®
goes further in asserting that

«the dogmatic restriction of Platz and Gegend to the instrumental
world and of Raum to the scientific world closes dawn on their scope within
the existential analytic of Dasein».

What does it mean to consider ek-static spatiality as a primary ex-
istentiale? Trying to answer this question I will concentrate my atten-
tion on the types of spatiality Heidegger differentiates in the existential
analytics.

Dasein’s temporalized spatiality is not to be detached from the way
of conceiving the world as a horizon that temporalizes itself in tempo-
rality. In advocating this claim, Heidegger distinguishes between the
«spatiality of the ready-to-hand within-the-world» and the «spatiality
of being-in-the-world». The former is the closeness of utensils and
equipment that Dasein implements in the circumspective manipula-
tion within-the-world. This spatiality is a function of the closeness’ self-
regulation in the ongoing articulation of contexts of equipment (Zeug-
zusammenhdnge). Closeness expresses the contextual being of a utensil
or equipment. (The rationale for speaking that closeness regulates itself
is provided by the very nature of the worldhood of the world. Changing
connections among contexts of equipment correspond to the changing
configurations of practices within the world. It is the changeability of
both, configurations and contexts that provokes variability of the spatial
locations of tools and equipment employed in circumspective manipu-
lation.)

Heidegger attributes the «production of closeness» to the trans-sub-
jective totality of interrelated practices and contexts of equipment. This
production is irreducible to a purely subjective behavior. Furthermore,
closeness is a function of the contextual involvements of a tool or equip-
ment that is ready-to-hand in circumspective manipulation. Obviously,
closeness cannot be measured objectively, since it is the circumspective
manipulation within a context of equipment that ascertains whether the
utensil is enough «to hand». What gets ascertained is the place of the
utensil within this context. Because spatiality is a complexity of contexts
and environments that does not display characteristics of a dimensional
space, the contextual place of a tool is not reducible to a position in a
mathematical manifold of positions. By the same token, closeness or re-
moteness of a tool in a particular environment cannot be equated with a
distance which is a purely geometrical notion applicable solely to metric
spaces. Heidegger insists on the fact that closeness and remoteness are
not measurable variables. They are entirely dependent on the contex-
tuality of circumspective manipulation. (Remoteness and closeness are
qualitative features of Dasein’s circumspective thrownness in everyday

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practices. Relativity effects of spatiality belong to this thrownness. In
this regard, Heidegger® provides the following illustration:

«When a man wears a pair of spectacles which are so close to him dis-
tantially that they are ‘sitting on his nose; they are environmentally more
remote from him than the picture on the opposite wall. Such equipment has
so little closeness that often it is proximally quite impossible to find. Equip-
ment for seeing — and likewise for hearing, such as the telephone receiver —
has what we have designated as the inconspicuousness of the proximally
ready-to-hand».

Generally speaking, the relativity effects are due to the discordance
between contextualizing a utensil for reaching a purpose and grasping
the outcome of that contextualization as an actualized possibility.) Hei-
degger defines a context of equipment as a multiplicity of places which
are not statically present-at-hand, but depend on the definite «here» and
«yonder» that accompany the dealings taking place in the context. This
is why the places that are circumspectively interpreted within a con-
text of equipment are not to be catalogued by procedures that objectify
space as a mathematical structure.

Roughly speaking, in introducing the «spatiality of being-in-the-
world», Heidegger is willing to demonstrate that there is a higher degree
of spatiality’s «ontological autonomy» from the readiness-to-hand. This
type of spatiality characterizes the situatedness of the «circumspection
of concern» in a world that is always already transcendent rather than
what is going on within-the-world circumspectively. Dasein is dealing
with readiness-to-hand — so Heidegger’s argument goes — with famil-
iarity just because this spatial dealing takes place «in» the world that
transcends (as an open horizon) all particular contexts of equipment. It
is the «transcendence of the world» that launches the spatiality of being-
in-the-world. (The example Heidegger provides with regard to the
above-mentioned «ontological autonomy» is the left-right-direction-
ality. Left and right are not something entirely dependent on Dasein’s
concernful circumspection. They are directions of the directedness into
a world that because of its horizonality is always already transcendent.
Thus considered, left and right are directions of the spatiality that belong
to the «transcendence of the world».)

The difference between both types of spatiality reflects to a certain
extent the ontico-ontological difference since the spatiality of the ready-
to-hand within-the-world can be established by a purely «ontic obser-
vation» whereas the spatiality of being-in-the-world requires an onto-
logical reflection upon the transcendence of the world. In this regard,
Heidegger goes on to lay the claim that the spatiality of being-in-the-
world (as related to the transcendence of the world) provides the ontic
possibility of Dasein’s environmental encountering of the readiness-to-
hand. (This spatiality is generated by the «worldhood of the world». But
there is a worldhood because the world is transcendent.) I use the ex-

pression of «existential spatiality» for designating the dynamic unity of
both types of spatiality in the process of meaning constitution.

There is also another way in which both types of spatiality (or as-
pects of existential spatiality) are to be differentiated. Since the spatiality
of being-in-the-world gets constituted by means of the way the world
is transcending all kinds of subjectivity (including the inter-subjectivity
of being-with-one-another), one should ascribe to this spatiality a sort
of trans-subjectivity that is irreducible to the inter-subjectivity. By con-
trast, the spatiality of ready-to-hand within-the-world is only a charac-
teristic of being-with-one-another because it is generated by the inter-
subjective articulation of relatively closed environments. (I am using the
expression of a «relatively closed environment» as a translation of what
Heidegger calls Gegend.) Thus, the opposition between trans-subjec-
tivity and inter-subjectivity plays an important role in elucidating the
difference between both types of spatiality.

In existential analytics the notion of «making room» is assigned to
render possible the dynamic unity of types. Making room (spatializing)
within-the-world consists in releasing the ready-to-hand for its possible
contexts and relatively closed environments. Making room is constantly
accompanying the constitution of meaning as ongoing appropriation
of possibilities. Put differently, there is no interpretative articulation
without spatializing. Furthermore, one can state that in each context of
equipment Dasein is making room for a leeway of possibilities that can
be actualized. At the same time these are possibilities projected as a ho-
rizon by the same configuration of practices that discloses a particular
environment of interwoven contexts of equipment. As an existentiale
making room belongs to both the contextual spatiality of manipulating
the ready-to-hand and the spatiality that is called into being and es-
tablished by the transcendence of the world. Only by making room for
entities within-the-world one is able to encounter a totality of spatial
involvements of these entities that can be made accessible for cognition.

From the viewpoint of the transcendental position advocated in
Being and Time, space becomes accessible for cognition and is consti-
tuted as a possible object because the contextual making room belongs
at once to the circumspective manipulation and to the transcendence
of the world, i.e. it belongs at once to the ontic availability of what gets
spatialized and to the transcendental condition of having such an avail-
ability in the world. All «entities» (including space) that are disclosed in
the world by Dasein’s circumspective being-in-the-world can be made
under certain conditions possible objects of knowledge. This is why the
possibility of space as an entity that can be thematically objectified is
laid bare not within the epistemic subject-object relation: Space is not in
the subject, nor is the world in space. In stressing the pre-epistemological
origin of space, Heidegger' indicates several lines of developing this
claim. On his account, the possibility of objectifying space depends on
the changeability of the circumspective deliberation inherent in making
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room within-the-world in an attitude of de-contextualizing spatial rela-
tions (of contextual involvements) whereby the latter become relations
of positions in a mathematically expressible manifold.

Let me note again that according to Heidegger, there are concepts
of space (both in Dasein’s average everydayness and in doing research
guided by a theoretical attitude) just because the interpretative appro-
priation of possibilities within-the-world is constantly making room,
uniting thereby the spatiality of circumspective manipulation and the
spatiality of being-in-the-world. Heidegger’s hermeneutic phenom-
enology shows the ubiquity of the existentiale of making room. There is
no scheme of ecstatic temporality without a specific regime of making
room (a regime of spatializing that accompanies a certain kind of tem-
poralizing). This is why in Being and Time there is a section devoted to
«the temporality of the spatiality». Its task is to outline the integrity of
«Dasein’s spatio-temporal character». More specifically, Heidegger tries
in this section to address (though superficially) the problematic of how
the modalities of temporalizing get (necessarily) complemented by mo-
dalities of spatializing whereby in each «chrono-topos» one is making
room for one’s leeway. In extrapolating issues of this problematic one
might go on to develop a sort of chrono-topology in terms of existential
analytics.

In fact, this is the idea that is already exploited in existential psy-
chiatry. The point here is that each state of temporalizing-spatialing
within the world (including the psychopathological states) constitutes
a heterogeneity of spatial relations that leads to a peculiar image of an
anisotropic space. The constitution of meaning within routine everyday-
ness accentuates always certain directionalities, loading thereby its out-
come — the «oriented and directed meaning» — with specific values. The
«axiological structure» of the oriented (and attuned) spaces is precisely
what gets lost in the transition to homogeneous space.

The existential spatiality upon which the uncovering of space within-
the-world is founded is characterized by two «parameters» of de-sever-
ance (Ent-fernung) and directionality (Ausrichtung). More specifically,
Dasein’s making room for its own leeway of actualized possibilities is
constituted by directionality and de-severance. The former is not to be
confused with the notion of vector that is only definable in a mathe-
matical space. In its «deliberative circumspection» Dasein manages to
eliminate the farness of what is ready-to-hand to it. By contextualizing
the utensils in the everyday dealing within-the-world, Dasein creates
constantly de-severance. In other words, the delineation of a particular
context of equipment brings to the fore a kind of de-severance. This is
why Heidegger goes on to assert that Dasein is essentially de-severant,
i. e. Dasein is making the farness vanish by putting utensils in readiness.
Consequently, in Dasein’s primordial mode of being-in-the-world an
«essential tendency towards closeness» takes place. The «morphology»
of existential spatiality is defined by «circumspective concern» which
decides as to the closeness and farness of what is proximally ready-to-
hand environmentally.
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Directionality is a characteristic of circumspective concern which
is de-severing. By means of it in this concern a «supply of signs» for
«whithers» to which something belongs or goes, or gets brought or
fetched is coming into being. Making room within a configuration of
practices through appropriating and actualizing possibilities is tempo-
ralized since it is a directional awaiting of a relatively autonomous en-
vironment. Thus, temporalized directionality of dealing with the ready-
to-hand is a prerequisite for articulating the world in environments.
Finally, out of the temporalized directionality of making room the fixed
directions of right and left are arising. Like de-severance, directionality
of making room is mediating between the spatiality of readiness-to-
hand and the spatiality of being-in-the-world. The former contains only
contingent and occasional directions of near and remote directions,
while the latter is stabilizing and privileging directions like up and down
of vertical axis, right and left, before and behind of horizontal plane,
and so on. The images of «oriented space» are called into life thanks to
privileged directions in the constitution of meaning through actualizing
possibilities. These are images that help to identify «great» and «small»
as well-defined, qualitatively different sizes.

In conclusion I would like to indicate a task that still has a philo-
sophical actuality. In order to treat spatiality as a primary existentiale
that is equiprimordial with temporality one has developed a theory of
the «spatializing of spatiality» in analogy with the temporalizing of tem-
porality. Heidegger’s term for contextual spatializing within-the-world
is «making room». Yet the latter is by no means spatializing of spatiality.
The extension of the existentiale of making room as spatializing of spati-
ality amounts to figuring out the ecstatic schemes of spatiality. Presum-
ably, these should be the schemes of spatiality of understanding, attuned
spatiality, spatiality of discourse, and spatiality of falling.

Abstract

The article addresses post-Soviet transformation of urban
public space as part of the society’s public sphere. Drawing from
an actor-network theory and concepts of social production of
space (Lefebvre, de Certeau) and territorial production (Kar-
rholm), the authors analyze the transformations of public places
in Minsk, Vilnius and Kazan. The focus of the study is the idea of
«fence» as a means of regulating a city’s symbolic — and public
space. The article argues that the use of barriers and, notably,
bodies as barriers has led to developing a specific set of strategies
of «disciplining» of the public sphere and practices of resisting
them in post-Soviet cities.

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NON-CONVENTIONAL PERCEPTION
AND (TRANS)FORMATION OF URBAN SPACE:
THE STUDY OF VILNIUS GRAFFITI WRITERS

Veronika Urbonaité-Barkauskiené!

Abstract

This article examines graffiti as the illicit strategy of contem-
porary urban space formation and presents the non-conventional
cityscape perception of the graffiti subculture members. The find-
ings of the study based on detailed interviews with graffiti writers
from Vilnius, the capital of Lithuania, reveal their motivations to-
wards illegal spatial practices and their attitudes towards politics
of urban structure and design. The main difference between tra-
ditional perception of urban space and the views of graffiti writers
lies in the distinction of ‘free’ and controlled, public and private,
striated and smooth space experience. The social context of the
struggles over ‘free’ urban space is determined by the emergence
of symbolic economy in post-industrial city and its hyper-aes-
theticised and commercialized cityscape that enables the visual
resistance — a subversed form of production of symbols known as
illegal graffiti practice.

Introduction

The tradition of illicit urban inscriptions called graffiti is an
inseparable part of contemporary cityscape in most of democratic
states. However, being illegal, usually anonymous and public graf-
fiti challenges ordinary interpretations of urban space as well as
patterns of behaviour offering its own non-conventional approach.

Members of illegal graffiti subculture do have a distinctive percep-
tion of public urban space. According to empirical data, their approach
differs from conventional views of cityscape, the ones reflecting the
dominant order. Graffiti writers perceive the space as open and smooth,
which means — ‘alive’ Such perception enables participation, creativity
and active relationship with the urban space and its artifacts, despite
the social status of an actor. The sense of spatial smoothness is opposed
to spaces produced by orthodox perception which reinforces hierarchy
and control. According to people involved in illicit spatial practices,
when the space is being perceived as open and smooth, the biggest part
of urban community — ‘ordinary citizens’ and graffiti writers themselves,
people without any access to power, — is enabled to act spontaneously
and create its own living environment.

The article reflects the most important findings of qualitative study
conducted in Vilnius in the spring of the year 2010. The target group of
the study was the community of writers and street artists who practice
illegal graffiti in the streets of the capital city of Lithuania. The study was
based on in-depth interviews with people selected according to the cri-
terion of experience — the number of years spent in graffiti subculture.
They are the members of community long enough to have internalized
common views and values regarding urban space, to have developed
skills and a distinctive style of writing or drawing graffiti. Besides the in-
formants do have strong personal motivations and arguments justifying
and rationalizing their illegal practice of graffiti.

Graffiti has not been frequently studied in social sciences until the
last decade, when it became a noticeably popular subject, especially
among young researchers and the ones devoted to critical theory*. Graf-
fiti as a territorial marker and a factor of social segregation of urban
space is relevant to a variety of disciplines, such as urban geography?®,
urban sociology®, anthropology’. Therefore the comprehensive analysis
of graffiti is almost inevitably interdisciplinary. However, in the field of
Lithuanian urban studies graffiti is not a popular subject yet (apart from
one exceptional example, the book by Vytautas Navickas Graffiti as an
Illegal Visual Expression, 2008%). A few remarks on Lithuanian graffiti

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can be found in particular studies of the philosopher G. Mazeikis® and
the ethnologist E. Ramanauskaité-Kiskina'®.

In following chapters I will present the subject of the study (What
is graffiti?), the context of urban space (trans)formation and graffiti
writers‘ contribution to it. Moreover, I will cover the features of Vilnius
graffiti writers and their perception of urban space.

What is Graffiti?

In the most general sense, any unauthorized intervention into the
urban spatial structure is called illegal urban inscription.! Those may
take various physical forms, including graffiti which is defined as an
illegal typographic or iconographic'? urban inscription performing a
number of cultural functions, including communication, representa-
tion, subculturation. According to Navickas, graffiti is described by
four main criteria: 1) anonymity, 2) publicity, 3) illegitimacy, 4) visu-
ality."* However, first three criteria are quite problematic.

First, the validity of anonymous authorship criterion is debatable
because according to it any non-anonymous work could not be called
graffiti. Anonymity is questionable criterion because namely consoli-
dation of own identity, self-branding and fame are distinctive features
of graffiti (territorial graffiti in particular) culture.'® In addition, ano-
nymity, at least within the graffiti writers’ community, is always pretty
relative, given that fact that the writer’s tag or logo or his/her distinctive
style is a recognizable ‘brand’ all over the city or even on much bigger
territories and the author himself/herself sometimes gets the status of
celebrity.

Second, the definition of graffiti relying on criteria of publicity and
illegitimacy is a bit problematic as well. Since 1973, when graffiti was
introduced to official gallery exhibition, it occupies both public and pri-
vate spaces. Besides there is both legal'® and illegal graffiti, while the
combination of the private and the legal reduces graffiti into a particular
trend of the official contemporary art'. Furthermore, legal and illegal
graffiti may be produced by the same person (as many informants have
indicated). This means that criteria of illegitimacy and publicity do not
include all possible forms of graffiti and refer only to graffiti as a deviant

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urban inscription. Nevertheless this article focuses namely on illegal
graffiti and its impact on urban space with only few brief examples of
legal cases.

There are two distinctive traditions of graffiti culture: territorial graf-
fiti and post-graffiti. The former is an initial form of the urban inscrip-
tion that has appeared around the late 1960s in Philadelphia and New
York. It is defined by three main characteristics. First, the content of
territorial graffiti is the nickname of a writer or his/her crew, called ‘¢ag!
Second, it is usually written with aerosol paint or permanent markers.
And third, the space where territorial graffiti is being located usually
is chosen according to the quantity of possible audience what means
writing on the walls of crowded streets or surfaces of public transport
(subway, trains, buses, etc).

‘Post-graffiti’® movement implies an antithesis to territorial graffiti
and is defined by a considerable shift of its content, form and spatial
dimensions which emerged in the last two decades of the 20th century.
First, the content of inscriptions became diverse because personal or
collective tag was no more the universal message of graffiti — urban
surfaces started to be used as a media for a very broad range of in-
formation’. Second, many alternative techniques of graffiti were in-
troduced, including stencils, wheatpasting, stickers, installations, etc.
Therefore, graffiti which has been primarily significant as the culture of
writing has shifted from typography to iconography®. Finally, the third
shift appeared in the field of graffiti-space relationships. New forms
of post-graffiti approached urban space by applying totally different
strategies — seeking rather quality than quantity of audience and im-
pression, trying to grab the attention of passers-by in unusual, strange,
aestheticized locations. What is more, post-graffiti inscriptions are
dedicated to all the members of urban community while territorial
graffiti is usually understandable and appreciated by graffiti writers
themselves.

Aesthetics (Trans)forming Urban Space

Urban space is not merely a geographic location embodied in phys-
ical forms. Apart from that it is also filled with cultural symbols. The
formation of urban space is a process, composed of these two insepa-
rable parts: physical and symbolic. At the second part an abstract geo-
graphic dimension, physical objects and their blank surfaces turn into
the cityscape filled with social, cultural, historical meanings and start
functioning as a media for collective memory and social experiences.
However, it is important to emphasize that the relationship between

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urban space and institutionalised social practices is reciprocal: they con-
stantly affect each other*.

The first stage of urban space formation is usually analyzed by macro-
sociologists with a focus on political power and economic impact over
physical urban structures while the symbolic stage which is called so-
cial construction/production of space is explored by micro-sociologists.
However, both macro and micro approaches offer two different angles
to observe urban space, each of them being just one side of the coin.
To have a coherent view we inevitably need a third way which can be
found in the theory of the American urban sociologist Sharon Zukin.
Combining micro-sociological views and macro-sociological assump-
tions, synthesizing economic and cultural approaches she formulates a
theory of symbolic economy that enables interpretation of graffiti and
its functions in a cityscape. Zukin proposes* an explanation of hyper-
aestheticized and visualized contemporary cityscapes which is, in her
opinion, caused by a new form of production.

Symbolic economy is associated with a post-industrial shift from
manufacturing to service industries that has had a direct impact on the
spatial organization of cities because the capital having no new locations
to expand territorially had to turn up to endless reconstructions and a
spatial redifferentiation (sometimes called urban space recycling).?® This
new kind of spatial exploitation is implemented by cultural means be-
cause culture supplies the basic resources for nearly all service indus-
tries. Culture becomes the base of post-industrial production which is
therefore called symbolic economy.*

Symbolic economy is comprised of two parallel production systems:
(1) production of space; (2) production of symbols. The former is the first
stage of shaping cityscape where aesthetic principles and cultural mean-
ings are incorporated into physical dimensions of space (design of build-
ings, streets, parks and other public spaces). The latter reflects the sym-
bolic stage of urban space formation when physical space is adjusted to
more abstract cultural representations — images, symbols or meanings.
Zukin claims that symbolic economy leads to a contemporary condition
of urban space: immoderately filled with symbols, patterns and mean-
ings. Accidentally the development of symbolic economy has started at
the same time (the 1960s) as the graffiti movement has appeared to pro-
pose alternative reflections of the urban space flooded more and more
with symbols and its kind of contribution to it.

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Social Aspects of Representation in Urban Space

The system of symbolic economy is based on culture, which equal-
izes significance of finance and cultural capital. Capitalist economy,
powered by cultural consumption, commodifies urban space. This is
why any cultural representations in urban space are shaped in accor-
dance with the preferences and values of a consumeristic middle-class.
Consequently, the public space is more and more controlled in order to
ensure safe and imperturbable consumption, and the selection of sym-
bols accessible to public is immanently involved in politics of cultural
representation.”

The categories of social structure, such as segregation and exclu-
sion, hierarchy and differentiation, are conceptualized in public spaces,
neighborhoods, types of buildings or even architectural details*, social
meanings are institutionalized in architecture, laws and rules regulating
practices of public space. Therefore, all the visual artifacts of material
culture do have the ability to reinforce (or otherwise — question) the
status quo. Thus all the possible options of visual representation are usu-
ally limited to only a few dominant strategies, subordinated to tourism
industry and heritage policy and any non-conventional form of visual
representation — for example graffiti — is being destroyed and displaced,
excluded from visible public places and located in conventional space of
an art gallery.”

The conception of urban space production by Henri Lefebvre* em-
phasizes the space as an integral part of all social practices. The produc-
tion of urban space is always related to circulation of capital. On the level
of social relationships space is being manipulated in order to exploit the
labour force and increase the value of a real estate. Lefebvre's objective
was to show that space was political, and for him the urban was the
field of power relations, apparently bringing to the light the mechanisms
of social control. However, he understands urban space as a constantly
changing, active process of everyday life. Lefebvre emphasizes the ev-
eryday experiences of urban space, described by the conception of ‘the
right to the city’ — the personal right to act and to re-make the urban in
a very practical sense.”’

The symbolic production of urban space is directly related to the
problem of ‘the right to the city, what is expressed by asking ‘Whose cu!l-

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ture? Whose city?*®. This question illuminates serious social problems
concerning privatization and commercialization of public space, spatial
control and surveillance® destroying the right to experience the con-
temporary city spontaneously.

Graffiti and (Trans)formation of Urban Space

Selection of publicly acceptable symbols and the right to mark the
city is determined by the subject’s position in the field of power. There-
fore, economic and political elites have the most direct approach to the
control of a physical shape, social interpretations and an access to public
space in the city. The other privileged social group is the space-profes-
sionals, people directly involved into either production of space or pro-
duction of symbols: architects, urban and regional planners, landscape
architects, designers, historic preservationist, etc.>> They mediate the
relationship between political, economic elites and the places that they
want to be built. Space-professionals filter interests and agendas of di-
verse clients through culture, and the ‘discipline’ of design, which means
they are able to control the shape of urban space and its symbols to a
much greater extent than the third social group involved into politics of
urban space — the ‘ordinary people™ who ‘extract from continuous and
abstract space a bounded, identified, meaningful, named, and significant
place™?, but do not have the right to transform urban spatial structures.

Graffiti writers and street artists are related to two social groups
mentioned above. On the one hand they are non-sanctioned space-pro-
fessionals, but on the other hand they are ordinary passers-by who may
reshape only few fragments of urban surface, illegally change its sym-
bolic dimension but not the physical structure.

Illicit graffiti writers add non-conventional meanings to urban space
that function without any accordance with orthodox spatial patterns.
Post-graffiti inscriptions more than territorial graffiti tags express the
right to the city in practice and give voice to otherwise invisible cultural
traditions of ordinary people. There are many instances of the street
art representing the images of ethnic minorities, urban subcultures or
various social movements® and this is how graffiti realizes the right to
mark the living space, to fill it with symbols and thus consolidate cul-
tural identities of powerless communities®.

The city dwellers, ordinary passers-by and organized communities
use distinctive strategies of cultural representation, for example, ethnic
street festivals, spontaneous street performances, urban theatre and
urban music, etc. Consequently, the space of a post-industrial city is usu-

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ally saturated with plenty of different (ethnic, sexual, subcultural, etc)
identities.?” Graffiti as a media of everyday urban practices also evokes
the sense of place belonging and becomes one of many urban identity
markers, established in the perception of urban space®, and that is one
of the reasons why it is being exploited in the pop-culture, advertising,
cultural industries, city image campaigns®.

In symbolic economy illegal graffiti exists as a subverted form of of-
ficial production of symbols since the images it produces subvert the
dominant cultural forms and conventions. The best examples of such
a transformation of mainstream meanings and ideas are ‘subvertising,
‘adbusters’ or ‘The Billboard Liberation Front* — the movements visu-
ally subverting textual and visual content of outdoor advertising and
branding systems in public. Graffiti escapes subordination and social
control by rejecting official production of symbols and thus the writers’
symbolically expressed resistance against social disorder should be in-
terpreted as ‘semiotic disobedience™ — a socially productive act en-
suring their right to the city.

The Community of Vilnius Graffiti Writers

The study was based on nine in-depth interviews with graffiti writers
and street artists all of whom have the broad experience of illicit writing
in public space of Vilnius. The informants were selected through recom-
mended-contact by deploying snowballing sampling technique which
was the most relevant in order to reach the experienced members of a
relatively small and closed community.

The majority of selected and interviewed writers and post-graffiti
artists have studied arts or are currently working in the field. Their
motivations and aesthetic criteria of shaping urban space significantly
differ from the other sub-group of graffiti writers who have nothing in
common with professional arts and those whose motivations are based
on political rather than aesthetic criteria. Thus, the occupation is one of
the most explicit categories that divide graffiti writers into two groups:
the ones who perceive graffiti as a form of artistic expression and the
others who consider it as an alternative media.

The mean age of the informants (24.4 years) does not represent the
whole population of Vilnius graffiti writers. All the informants have ex-
tensive experience in doing graffiti and in subcultural communication (5
to 10 years) and thus they represent the ‘elite’ of the writers’ community.

The American founders of graffiti in the 1960s and the 70s were pre-
dominantly young working-class non-white (African American or His-

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panic) males with strong ties to marginal neighborhoods. These days
ethnic and social distinctions of graffiti writers are not that clear — they
do not belong to some socially isolated groups or categories only. The
social profile of a graffiti writer has considerably changed — while they
remain almost always male, practitioners today are generally older, more
occupied in media and art-world, upwardly mobile and entrepreneurial
in their approach than the early graffiti writers®>. Such a social shift il-
lustrates the change of a graffiti status itself as it draws closer to conven-
tional creative industries and commercial pop-culture.

Graffiti subculture in general and community of Vilnius graffiti
writers in particular are usually ethnically and nationally mixed. Prac-
titioners collaborate with Lithuanian writers as well as colleagues from
other countries (all the informants mentioned such cases). For instance,
two of the interviewed graffiti writers do not constantly live in Lithuania
and participated in Vilnius graffiti scene while temporarily visiting the
country.

Graffiti Writer’s Perception of Urban Space

The majority of people who have no connections with graffiti cul-
ture, do not understand (and therefore do not accept) non-conventional
perception of the urban space that causes various motivations for cre-
ating graffiti. Obviously, interpretation of graffiti practice and perception
of urban space is not equal to all the members of the community. Only
writers and street artists who have broad experience of writing graffiti
and those who are involved in subcultural communication consciously
consider graffiti as a method of approaching urban space and debating
dominant rules of public behaviour.

Australian criminologists Halsey and Young have conducted a de-
tailed analysis of Melbourne graffiti writers*® and the findings of their
study correspond to inferences drawn from Lithuanian informants’ in-
terviews. Researchers emphasize graffiti writers’ distinctive perception
of urban landscape. First, their point of view differs from the orthodox
appreciation of clean or ‘blank’ walls — urban surfaces that are not cov-
ered with graffiti or other ‘visual trash! Writer’s gaze upon the cityscape
does not capture clean objects in order to damage them or ‘blank’ walls
to deface them. It is more likely that there is no such category as ‘clean’
in the urban space — ‘the surfaces which make up the city are always
already marked by signs of deterioration and decay (such as rusted fa-
cades, storm-damaged roofs, cracked stonework, weathered timber),
and constituted by competing and questionable aesthetics (such as the
signs telling of the presence and nature of business, or of political can-
didates, or of speed limits, no parking zones and one-way streets). The
consequence of such a view is that orthodox notions of cleanliness and
purity undergo something of an implosion™*. Therefore, urban inscrip-

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tions are never completed either by the illicit writer or by any of the
city’s more legitimate authors — it is a never ending urban dialogue be-
tween people and institutions.

The study of Vilnius graffiti community has indicated that there
were two main motivations deriving from the distinct writers’ percep-
tion of the urban space (apart from general motivations such as aesthetic
appeal and peer recognition). Motivations justifying and rationalizing
illegal practices of graffiti are: 1) the belief that graffiti has positive aes-
thetic impact on urban space and 2) the notion that illicit urban inscrip-
tions produce public, vibrant social space, open to all the people living
in the city despite their social status. According to writers, graffiti is not
supposed to be chaotic and an irrational territorial marker as it is usu-
ally perceived in public discourse. On the contrary, it has inner logic and
ethical taboos indicating proper and prohibited surfaces.

Graffiti writers themselves do not consider their activity as harmful.
Apparently, they claim that graffiti brings ‘tedious’ and ‘lifeless’ walls to
life. According to Halsey and Young, ‘a uni-coloured wall is considered
‘boring’ — as ‘negative space’ — and therefore as something to be filled
out or brought to life"*. The informants from Vilnius seem to mostly
agree with these ideas:

Inf 7: 1t [street art] brings life to the space. Even if there are some de-
structive or violently invading pieces, the sarcasm of the street art often
just precisely describes the situation. For example, the message “This wall
is boring” on the concrete wall in the suburbs... because it is really boring.

The conceptions of a ‘live’ city or space are quite frequently used in
the interviews with other informants as well:

Inf I: If there is no graffiti, it seems that something is wrong with the
town. The town is dead, nothing happens, no economic or any activity. Be-
cause people, they live and while they live they produce garbage and make
all kinds of nonsense. Because if you look... from the social point of view...
it [graffiti] is nonsense. And you come to some town and you see that there
is nothing, not even a single tag anywhere... You take a look around and
everything is clean: there isn’t anything, this lad is an alcoholic, another one
is a prostitute, just nothing happens at all.

So an illegal urban inscription is not perceived as harm, but on the
contrary — as a positive influence on urban space: its improvement that
‘beautifies;, ‘colours the city’ and ‘rejoices some tame places’ (Inf_5),
‘gives warmth, ... personalizes the space’ (Inf_8).

In the graffiti writers’ perception the urban space is always open to
the spontaneous intervention, surfaces are replete with possibilities, they
are ‘canvasses permanently in waiting’ According to Halsey and Young,
this is ‘accomplished through the nature of the writer’s gaze, which does
away with the actual (banality) and ushers in the virtual (creativity)'* A
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blank wall has no informational or aesthetic surplus value and that is
why ‘it... wants to be painted’ (Inf 8).

Thus the graffiti intervention into urban space is perceived as an ac-
tive participation in public sphere, its transformation into a collective
event where every passer-by is allowed to leave his or her mark and thus
personalize cold and ‘abstract’ anonymous urban space.*’

Smooth and Striated Urban Space

According to Schacter’s study of the writers from London, UK, graf-
fiti is experienced as a form of ‘appropriation® and altering of urban
space for the citizen’s discrete intentions. This transformation of the en-
vironment empowers the writer, gives an active role in producing and
constructing their lived-in surroundings that makes the urban space
more personal, more inalienable.*

Halsey and Young suggest that ‘illicit writers spend much of their
time using, creating and locating smooth spaces while an ‘ordinary’
citizen (in so far as he/she exists) spends much of their time acting in
accordance with the dictates and pre-established schemas of striated
space’® This insight is based on Gilles Deleuze and Felix Guattari’s dis-
tinction between smooth and striated types of space, examined in ‘A
Thousand Plateaus™ where smooth space is generally characterized by
action ‘free’ of social control, while striated spaces are associated with
work and strict hierarchy.

According to informants from Vilnius, graffiti writer’s role in the
urban space is conceived in accordance with smooth space conception.
The smoothness of space is defined by rejecting the distinctions between
public and private, individual and collective urban spaces:

Inf_9: Public space is one space more or less, and not many different
places within the city. ... You interfere into public space everyday, but you
don’t have the ability really to interfere. Only in the way this kind of society
allows you to do it, which is almost always related to commercial uses of
space. This is why in the beginning it is very important to feel that this
space is your space. Like in your house, your environment is built in way
you imagine it. For example, the decorations or the way you put the things
in the kitchen. The same you can slowly develop in your relationship with
environment in the city.

Inf 8: Yes, and if everybody starts to interfere like in their house...
because actually it is like our house, but extended, it’s like all the people’s
house... So if we all feel free to interfere, then it’s more natural. It should
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be like this. Because it’s a part of social control that we cannot interfere in
the space and there are some people who are higher and they control this
interfering, but actually it belongs to all people.

The social control of urban surfaces, privatization and commercial-
ization of public space is usually criticised in the interviews with graffiti
practitioners and has an effect upon justification of illicit writing. Partic-
ularly commercial spaces ascribe the passive roles of consumer, spectator
and worker which restrict the ability of creative and spontaneous act and
thus space becomes lifeless and striated. This is why the graffiti writers
criticise commercialized urban spaces, especially outdoor advertising
and other legal urban inscriptions (it is, however, important to note that
informants were not asked to talk namely about commercialized urban
space, outdoor advertising and other critical aspects of the topic):

Inf_5: But this public space... It’s not only graffiti that violates all that
visuality. Many things do. Advertisements, for example. No one asks you.
For example, I don’t want to watch that man in briefs all the time. And still
they violate you visually.

Inf 3: The things I did and still do sometimes they debate with those...
the thing that irritates me the most, ads. ... All those people with white
teeth, they act as if it’s oh so perfect, just the only thing you lack in your life
is to go to some shopping mall or buy toothpaste or get plastic surgery...

Inf 8: This cult of beauty and youth, it has influenced me a lot. ... And
maybe that is the reason why I dislike advertisements so much and I think
that we also have the right to do things in the street. If those people who
pay for advertisement space can do it, we can do the same. Because — who
do they buy from? The state. But we get nothing from that, we are exploited.
They change our values. This is why we have the right to pay back, finally to
exploit the same space too.

By illegal intervention into the urban graffiti writers create the space
open to social critics and civic engagement. Consequently, illicit urban
inscription is perceived as positive aesthetic or informational impact
over space, the city and citizens. Graffiti is interpreted as a struggle for
the publicity and smoothness of the urban space, considered as public
good, that must be accessible to every person, despite his or her social
characteristics. Thus, the illegitimacy of graffiti practice is opposed to
legal urban inscriptions such as outdoor advertisement that striates and
commercializes the space that belongs to all the dwellers of the city.

Conclusions

Formation of urban space is a dual process composed of two parts:
production of space and production of symbols. Illegal graffiti is a sub-
verted form of official production of symbols invading public space with
non-conventional symbols, despite any legal and social restrictions.
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Graffiti writers are illicit space-professionals who create alternative
cityscapes according to their distinctive urban space perception.

Graffiti practitioners do not perceive illegal writing as harmful be-
haviour. They find urban inscriptions as a neutral or positive aesthetic
impact on urban space and the communities of city dwellers.

According to writers, graffiti turns urban space into ‘live’ and smooth.
Smooth space exists in between of the public and the private, the indi-
vidual and the collective, creating a utopian vision of the city open to
civic participation and ‘free’ actions.

Abstract

In the article the author analyses theoretical approaches to
the phenomena of industrial study and analysis of practices of
working with industrial space that determines self-identification
and image-creating process in a city. Industry played the leading
role in the Soviet economic system, industrial discourse was all-
absorbing in Soviet culture and factory space was almost sacral.
A lot of films, songs, TV-reports, performances were devoted to
industrialization, power of industry, workers and their heroism.
Being sacral for the Soviet era, today the industrial space have
become Terra incognita, a heroic image of working men and in-
dustry have changed into a negative image, Russia is associated
with an idle factory and romantic and nostalgic attitude to indus-
trial culture and spatiality is not typical for contemporary culture
and for citizens.

Post-soviet city space tends to be a space of post-fordism,
the industrial areas are hidden by the city maps and ejected from
post-soviet citizens’ mental maps. Currently there is an increasing
interest to the industrial culture revealed in different ways of
working with industrial space: from revitalization to deindustri-
alization, from functional renewal to rethinking of cultural sense
of industry. Art practices of working with industrial areas became
the subject of the analysis in this article. The contemporary art’s
meditations and representations on industry and its place in city
image and city geography are analyzed as a fixation of dichotomy
of industrial/postindustrial and connected contradictions.
