Governor’s MERIT Scholarship STEM Scholarship
Awarded to one qualified student from each Montana high 

school accredited by the Montana Board of Public Education. 
Students who continue to meet the requirements; $2,000 per 

year, up to 4 years (contingent upon funding**)

Awarded to students from Montana high schools accredited 
by the Montana Board of Public Education. Students who 

continue to meet the requirements; $1,000 the first year and 
$2,000 the second year (contingent upon funding**)

Funding for the Governor’s MERIT and STEM Scholarship Programs is not guaranteed and final approval for scholarship awards may 
be determined after the application period has ended. Criteria noted for each scholarship is used as a minimum starting point for
consideration. Since the final number of scholarships may be limited, meeting the eligibility criteria does not guarantee selection.

To Apply

**IMPORTANT NOTE**

   Applying is a multi-step process. Students must complete each of the
   following steps by the deadline for their application to be considered;
     1.  Take the ACT or SAT by December 31st of your senior year
          (only required if applying for Governor’s MERIT)
     2.  Apply to and be accepted by one of the eligible campuses
     3.  Register online at www.mus.edu/scholarships
     4.  Print application and have counselor sign Page 3
          (only required if applying for STEM)
     5.  Mail the application and additional required documents
          postmarked by March 15th 

o  Copy of official 7th semester high school transcript reflecting
        all classes from freshman through first semester of senior year and       
        cumulative GPA (request from your high school in early February)
o  Copy of College Acceptance Letter
o  Proof/certification of ACT/SAT score taken by Dec. 31st

       (print out from ACT/SAT OR listed as part of high school transcript)
        (only required if applying for Governor’s MERIT)
o  High School counselor’s verification and signature must be included 
       on Page 3 of the application (only required if applying for STEM)
