The Virginia Register has several functions. The fuil text of:ail
regulations, both as proposed and as finally adopted or changed
by amendment are required by law to be published in the
Virginia Register of Regulations.

In addition, the Virginia Register is a source of other
information about state government, including all Emergency
Regulations issued by the Governcr, and Executive Orders, the
- Virginia Tax Bulletin issned periodically by the Department of
Taxation, and notices of all public hearings and open meetings of
state agencies,

ADOPTION, AMENDMENT, AND REPEAL OF REGULATIONS

An agency wishing to adopt, amend, or repeal regulations must
first publish in the Virginia Register a notice of proposed action;
a basis, purpose, impact and summary statement; a notice giving
the public an opportunity to comment on the propesal, and the
text of the proposed regulations.

Under the provisions of the Administrative Process Act, the
Registrar has -the right to publish a summary, rather than the full
text, of a regulation which is considered to be too lengthy. in
such case, the full text of the regulation will be available for
public inspection at the office of the Registrar and at the office
of the promulgating agency.

Following publication of the proposal in the Virginia Register,

sixty days must elapse before the agency may take action on the
proposal.
"~ During this time, the Governor and the General Assembly will
-- gview the proposed regulations. The Governor will transmit his
- ¢commenis on the regulations to the Registrar and the agency and
suck comments will be published in the Virginia Register.

Upon receipt of the Governor's comment on a proposed
regulation, the agency (i) may adopt the proposed regulation, it
- the Governor has no objection to the regulation; (li) may modify
~-and adopt the proposed regulation after considering and
incorporating the Governor’s suggestions, or (iii) may adopt the
regelation without changeés despite the Governor’s
recomnmendations for change.

The appropriate standing commitiee of each branch of the
General Assembly may meet during the promulgation or final

adoption process and file an objection with the Virginia Registrar -

and the promulgating agency. The objection will be published in
the Virginia Register. Within twenty-one days afier receipt by the
agency of a legislative objection, the agency shall file a response
with the Registrar, the objecting legisiative Commitiee, and the
Governor i : .

When final action is iaken, the promulgeting agency must again
publish the text of the regulation, as adopted, highlighting and
explaining any substantial changes in the final regulation. A
thirty-day final adoption period will commence upon publication in
the Virginia Register.

The Governor will review the final regulation during this fime
and if he objects, forward his objection to the Registrar and the
agency. His objection will be published in the Virginia Register. It
the Governor finds that changes made to the proposed regulation
are substantial, he may suspend the regulatory process for thirty
days and require the agency to solicit additional public comment
on the substantial changes.

A regulation becomes effective at the conclusion of this
thirty-day final adoptlon period, or at any other later date
specified by the promulgating agency, uniess (i) a legislative

bjection has been filed, in which event the regulation, umless
ithdrawn, becomes effective on the date specified, which shall

be aiter the expiration of the twenty-one day extension period; or
(li) the Governor exercises his authority to suspend the regulatory
process for solicitation of additional public comment, in which
event the regulation, unless withdrawn, becomes effective on the
date specified which date shall be after (ke expiration of the
period for which the Governor has suspended the regulatory
process. ‘
Proposed action on regulations may be withdrawn by the
promulgating agency at any time before final action is {aken.

EMERGENCY REGULATIONS

It an agency determines that an emergency situation exists, it
then requests the Governor to issue an emergency regulation. The
emergency regulation becomes operative upon its adoption and
filing with the Registrar of Regulations, unless a later date is
specified. Emergeacy regulations are limited in time and cannot
exceed a twelve-months duration. The emergency regulations will
be published as quickly as possible in the Virginia Register.

During the time the emergency status is in effect, the agency
may proceed with the adoption of permanent regulations through
the usual procedures (See “Adoption, Amendment, and Repeal of
Regulations,” above}. If the agency does not choose to adopt the
regulations, the emergency status ends when the prescribed time
limit expires.

STATEMENT

The foregoing constitutes a generalized statement of the
procedures to be followed. For specific statutory language, it is
suggested that Article 2 of Chapter L.1:1 (§§ 9-6.14:6 through
9-68.14:9) of the Code of Virginia be examined carefully.

Sumrmary:

The propesed amendments: (i) clarify that this is one
program with three funding sources; (ii) allow the
loan and energy funds to be used for nonexpansion
projects; (iii) allow for-profit entities to apply for loan
and energy funds for single-room-occupancy (SRQO)
projects; (iv) add site control and project design to the
ranking criteria; (v) revise the maximum request for
SRO projects from $500,000 for all projects to $15,000
per unit up to $500,000; and (vi} make several minor
clarifications and revisions to the regulations.

PART 1.
GENERAL.

§ 1.1. Definitions.

The following words and terms, when used in these
guidelines shall have the following meaning unless the
context clearly indicates otherwise;

“Acquisition” means the purchase of real property
(building, structures, land).

“Application” is the request, on behalf of the applicant
to the State, for a loan or grant fund reservation under
the SHARE-Expansion Loan and Grant Programs.

“Appraised value” is the value of the building and land
as determined by a ceriified appraiser for marketing
purposes.

“dssessed value” is the value of the building and land
as determined by the real estate assessment office of the
local government for iax purposes. The applicable assessed
value shall be that which is in effect as of the application
date.

“DHCD” means the
Community Development.

Department of Housing and

“Emergency shelter” means a building or (facility
operated on a nonprofit and nendiscriminatory basis,
which provides free temporary accommodations and
related human services for homeless persons, wherein the
typical stay is less than 30 days.

“Energy grant” means a grani which may be awarded
to finance certain energy-related improvements within the
SHARE-Expansion Grant/ Loan Program,

“Energy-related improvements’” means physical
improvements to structures which are being rehabilitated
which contribute to fuel cost savings and overall less
energy consumption, and which have been so designated
by the department. They may include installation or
replacement of storm doors and windows; caulking and
weatherstripping; rcof, floor and wall repair as associated
with insulation improvements; and furnace repair.

“Expansion” means increasing the number of beds
provided by the sponsor through rehabilitation, addition of
new space to an existing building, through the acquisition
of an existing building, or through construction. The
addition or rehabilifation of nonresidential space which is
essential to the operation of the facility is also premitted,
but only in conjunction with an increase in beds.

“Facility” means either an emergency shelier,
transitional shelter, or single room occupancy housing.

“Fund” means the Virginia Housing Partnership Fund.

“Grant” means a grant made under SHARE-Expansion
Grant /Loan Program.

“Grant agreement” means the agreement between DHCD
and the project sponsor pertaining to the terms and
conditions provided within the SHARE-Expansion Grant
/Lecan Program.

“Grantee” means a grant recipient
SHARE-Expansion Grani/Loan Program.

“Homeless” means persons or families who are without

housing or who are in imminent danger of being without
housing.

“Loan” means a loan made under SHARE-Expansion
Grant/ Loan Program.

“Loan agreement” ineans the agreement between DHCD
and the project sponsor pertaining to the terms and
conditions provided in the SHARE-Expansion Graamt/ Loan
Program.

“Locality” means a city or county,

“Project sponsor” is a nonprofit, incorporated
organization er a governmental entity , or a for-profit
(limited te SRO projects and only for loan and energy
funds) . Examples of project sponsors include, but are not
limited to, cities, counties, towns, redevelopment and
housing authorities, area agencies on aging, independent
nonprofit housing organizations and others.

“Program” means the SHARE-Expansion Grant/ Loan
and SHARE Expansion Graat Progrems Program .

‘““Rehabilitation’” means substantial physical
improvements/repairs to a facility which will secure it
structurally, correct building, health or fire safety code
related defects, increase energy efficiency and assure safe
and sanitary operation.

“State” means the Department of Housing and
Community Development or such other entity as DHCD
shall designate to act on its behalf.

“Single room occupancy housing” means permanent
residential facilities for the homeless, consisting of a single
room housing uni{ with either private or shared bath
facilities with the optional provision of kitchen facilities,
and in which rents may be charged to occupants.

“Transitional housing” means residential facilities for the
homeless designed to meet their longer-term housing and
human services needs, wherein the typical stay is over 30

days and less than {wo years, and in which rents may be
charged to occupants.

“VHDA" means Virginia Housing Development Authority.

PART IL
ELIGIBILITY.

§ 2.1. Eligible applicanis.
To be eligible applicants must be:

1. Nonprofit organizations incorporated under the laws
of the Commonwealth of Virginia, e

2. Governmental entities, including redevelopment and
housing authorities : ; or

3. For-profit entities (may only apply for Expansion
Loan and Energy Grant funds for SRO projects).

§ 2.2. Eligibility requirements.
To be eligible applicanis:

1. Must be providing for expansion of number of beds,
not just rehabilitation;

2. Must maich SHARE funds for non-Virginia Housing
Partnership Funds on a onefcr-one basis. The
department DHCD reserves ihe right {o reduce the
match for SRO’s in order fo meet the goals and
objectives of the program; and

3. Must operate on year-round hasis.

§ 2.3. Eligible activities.

To be eligible activities must be related to:

1. Acquisition, new construction, rehabilitation, and
furnishings whick will result in ar imerease im the
number of beds previded .
2. Energy-related improvements are encouraged.
NOTE: Luxury improvemenis are prohibited.

§ 2.4. Operational requirements.

To be eligible applicanis:

1. Must operate facility for the homeless.
2. Must practice nondiscrimination in all programs and
services including, but not limited to the delivery of
services, opportunities or benefits based on race,
national origin, color, or religion;
d. Must not require participation in a religious,
sectarian, or philosophical service, rite, meeting or
ritual as a condition for receiving shelter or related
services;
4, Must not require a fee or donafion as a condition
for receiving emergency sheilter or related services
(iransitional and SRO housing are excluded); and
5. Must operate a facility that is in compliance with
applicable state and lecal healith, building and fire
safety codes, or agree to make necessary
improvements/repairs for such code compliance on
such schedule as the depariment shall determine.

PART IIIL
DISTRIBUTION OF FUNDS,

§ 3.1. Distribution of funds.

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A, Funding priority.

There are no set asides although the department DHCD
shall endeavor to fund at least one emergency shelter, ona
transitional facility, and one single room occupancy
facility.

B. Competitive ranking.

All applications will be ranked competitively by the
department within the areas of cost effectiveness,
administrative capacity, leveraging, project readiness
design , unmet needs, site conirol and the provision of
support services. There are no geographic set asides of
funds; however, the departmment DHCD shall seek to
achieve an equitable geographic distribution of funds.

The maximum amount available for each loan or grant
application, or both, is as foliows;

1. Loan or grant, or both, to shelter or transitional
facility - $125,000,

2. Loan or grant, or both, to SRO - $15000 per unit
up to $500,000.

PART 1IV.

LOAN AND GRANT TERMS AND CONDITIONS.
§ 4.1, Loan and gran{ terms and conditions.

A. Loans will have a 0%, interest rate for a term of up
to 15 years. Energy-related improvements may be eligibie
for an energy grant. Loan recipients will sign a loan
agreement, note, and deed of trust with the state.

B. Grants must be repaid to the state, if during the first
five years after the closing of the grant(s), the facility is
used for some purpose other than that stated in the grant
or loan agreement, unless approved by the siate.

C. All loans and grants exceeding $10,000 total will be
secured by a lien on the property. This lien may be
subordinate to any primary financing on the project. Title
insurance will be required unless waived by the
department DHCD for loans or grants, or both, over
$10,000.

D. lLoan and grani applications will be analyzed by
DHCD staff on two financtal criteria:

1. The project sponsor's track record and potential for
raising the funds needed for loan amortization will be
analyzed,

2. The loan or grant amount plus any existing debt
may not exceed 100% of the after-rehab property
value, After-rehab property value may be estimated by
the local tax assessor based on the current tax
assessed value and the work write-up, cost estimates,
and design plans for the rehabilitation, or it may be
estimated by an appraiser using the current market
appraigal and the related plans for rehabkilitation.

E. The Virginia Housing Development Authority will
disburse funds and collect payments for loans.

F. The project sponsor must own the property or have a
lease for use of the building. If the project sponsor is
leasing the property, that lease must be for a period of
not less than 10 years, unless otherwise approved by the
state.

G. A loan or grant may be assumed provided the new
borrower continues to comply with the requirements of the
loan or grant agreement, and approval is given by DHCD.

H. SHARE-Expansion Loans may not be prepaid unless
authorized by the state.

Summary:

Water quality management plans to provide a
management tool to assist the Commonwesalth, units of
local government, industrial firms and agricultural
interests in achieving and maintaining applicable water
quality goals. This proposal is the repeal of the
Tennessee-Big Sandy River Basin Water Quality
Management Plan (VR 680-16-06) and the adoption of
an updated Tennessee-Big Sandy River Basin Water
Quality Management Plan (VR 680-16-06:1). The
updated plan reflects current Virginia Pollutant
Discharge Elimination System (VPDES) final permif
limits and wasteload allocations as defined by federsl
regulations. Water gualily problems in the
Tennessee-Big Sandy River Basin are Identified and
remedial actions fto aleviate these problems are
outlined so that desired water qualily objectives can
be met, The Pian includes chapiers entifled; Prefsce,
Introduction, Water Quality Evaluation, Nonpoint
Sources, Point Sources, Other Programs, Ground
Water, and Management and Implementation of the
Plan.

VR 680-16-06:1. Tennessee-Big Sandy River Basin Water
Quality Management Plan.

§ 1. Preface.
A. Plan purpose.

The purpose of the Flan is to provide a management
tool to assist the Commonwealth, uwaiis of  local
government, industrial firms, and agricultural interesis in
achieving and mainfaining applicable water quaiily goals in
the Tennessee-Big Sandy River Basin. The Tennessee-Big
Sandy Water Quallly Management Plan updates the
Tennessee-Big Sandy River Basin Water Resources FPlan,
Water Qualily Managemeni Flan and the 208 Southwest
Virginia Plan, §§ 303(e) and 208, respectively, of the
Federal Clean Water Act.

The Siate Waier Confrel Board’s infent, as reguired by
federal regulation (460 CFR 130.6), is to use the data and
information contained in the Plan as follows:

L. As input to the § 305(b) Virginia Waler Quality
Assessment submitied every iwo years fo the US.
Congress and the US Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA);

2. As input fto the issuance of Virginia Pollutant
Discharge Elimination System (VFDES) permils:

3. For the estzblishment of compliance schedules for

VPDES permittees for meeting final i{reatment limifs;
and

4. For the assessment of municipal sewage lreatment
needs for the purpose of disbursing construciion loan
funds,

The Plan conlains specific actions to be faken by fthe
State Water Control Board In carrying out the Pian. The
Plan guides the isstance of VPDES Permits to dischargers.
If requires that the Jissued permif be in compliance with
the appropriate area of the Plan. The Plan can thus
impose requirements upon the discharger({s) in these
instances. The upgrade and construction of new wastewaler
treatment works will provide for the protection of public
health and safefy. Financing is to be borne by the entities
within the subarea. Meeting the waler quality goals in the
Tennessee-Big Sandy River Basin will provide adequate
water quality in sireams and reserveirs for public water
supplies aflowing for water based recreational achivities
and for fhe protection and propagation of fish and aguatic
lite.

The board's further intemt is fo update and amend the
Plan periodically fo reflect current dafs and scientific
studies; new or revised legisiation, procedures, policy and
regulations; changes In area growth and development and
the results of facilities planning. Federal regulation 40
CFR 130.10 requires suck action and the submission of ihe
updated Plan for EPA review and appioval.

B. Development and adoption of the Plan,

The Tennessee-Big Sandy RKiver Basin Waler Qualify
Mansgement Plan was prepared in the Southwest Regional
Office. Funding was joinfly provided by appropriations of
the Virginia General Assembly and by § 106 granis from
the EPA,

Adoption of the Plan by the Commonwealth consists of
the following steps:

1. Meetings with an advisory commitiee consisting of
representatives of affecfed dischargers, public inferest
groups and governmental agencies;

2. Publication of Notice of Intended Regulaiory Action;

3. Commencement of the Public Hearing Process with
opportunity for public comments;

4. Submission fo the Sfate Water Contro! Bpard for
adoption after comuments from the public have beem
addressed;

&, Filing with the Siate Regisirar of Regulalions, and

§. Subimittal of the State-certified Plan lo the EPA. A
similar process is required for Plan amendiments.

§ 2. Introduction,

Virginia Register of Regulations
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Physical description of basin. The Tennessee-Big Sandy
River Basin lies in the southwestern part of the State of
Virginia and covers 4,140 square miles, or approximately
10.5% of the stale’s total surface area. Geographically, the
Tennessee River Basin exitends from Lee Counly in the
west to Tazewell County In the east. The basin drains an
area of 3,131 square miles, which Is approximately 8.0%
of the lotal area of Virginia. The Big Sandy River Basin
lies beftween West Virginia and Kentucky. It is made up of
Buchanan and Dickenson Couniies and northern third of
Wise Couniy. The area of the Big Sandy River Basin is
1,009 square miles or about 2.5% of the total area of
Virginia, (See Plaie 1),

§ 3. Water quality evaluation.
A, Goals for the Tennessee-Big Sandy River Basin.

The overall water quality goals of the Commonwealth
are to guard against surface and ground water degradation
and to maintain the existing high quality state walers,
These goals provide for the protection of public waler
supplies; water-based recreational activities;, and for the
protection and propagafion of fish and aquatic life.

The water quality parameters which will provide for ihe
achievement of the threc water quality goals (fishable,
swimmable, drinkable) in the Tennessee-Big Sandy River
Basin are coniained in the Virginia Water Control Board
publication Water Quality Standards.! Water quality
standards consist of narrative staiements that describe
water quality requirements in general terms, and numeric
limits for specific physical, chemical or biological
characteristics of water. The narrative statemenls and
numeric limits are adopled under the authorilty of §
62.1-44.15(3a) of the (State Water Control Law) as the
Commonwealth’s in-stream standards for the quality of
water throughout the Commonwealth. These narraiive
statemenis and numeric limits describe water gquality
necessary to meet and maintain reasonable and beneficial
uses such as swimmming and other waler-based recreation,
public water supply and the propagation and growih of
aquatic life and specific descripfions, since not all
reqitiremenis for water guality protection can be
numerically defined. In those cases where for scienfific or
practical reasons numeric standards have not been
formulated, the general siandards establish broad
requiraments fo protect and maintain beneficial uses of
state waters.

For the Tennessee-Big Sandy River Basin, the Best
Management Pracfices Management Handbook outlines the
state strategy for implementing BMPs necessary to meet
waler quality goals. It includes a separale Section on
Institutional arrangements for each nonpoint source
category of agriculture, foresiry, urban, hydrologic
modifications, and sources affecting groundwater. The
BMPs recommended in these technical BMP Handbooks
are designed to reflect the soils, climate, and topographic
congditions,

1. Segment classification. Virginia streams are divided
into segments, each of which is classified according to
instream water quality under two major categories:
Effluent Limited Segments (E.L.) and Water Quality
Limited Segments (W.Q.}.

E.L. segments are those siream reaches where the
water quality does and will probably continue to meet
state standards, or where there is adequate
demonstration that water quality standards will be met
after secondary (realment levels are applied in
Privately or Publicly Owned Treatment Works
(POTWs} or Best Practical Technology (BPT) is
achieved in industrial treatment plants.

W.Q. Limited segments are those where it Is known
that water quality does not meet or is nol expecited fo
meet applicable water quality standards even though
secondary treatmeni levels or BPT are achieved. In
other words, Water Quglity Limifted segments regquire
higher treatment levels. The exact treatment levels

required are determined by the SWCB via VPDES
permijt ysing a wasteload model. The model is based
on biplogical, chemical and hydrologic characteristics
of the siream segment.

Table 1 depicts the recommended segment
classification within the Tennessee and Big Sandy
River Basins.

To ald the reader, a list of definifions follows:
Municipal facilities:

Secondary Treatment - wastewaler treatment planis
designed fo meet permit lmits from 24-30 mg/! BODS5
and TSS or those facilities that have been classified as
equivalent to secondary under federal and sfate
regulations.

Advanced Secondary Treatment (AST) - wastewater
treatment plants designed fc meei permit iimits from
11-23 mg/1 BOD5 and TSS.

Advanced Wastewater Treatment (AWT) - wastewaler
treatment plants designed to meet permit limifs from
10 mg/1 or less for BOD5 and TSS. (A range is given
in the definitions to recognize various waste freatment
processes and treatment efficiencies).

Industrial facilities;

BCT/BAT - Best Conventional Pollutant Conirol
Technology (BCT) - This level of treatment is applied
to discharges for the control of conventional poliutants
from existing industrial point sources. BCT replaces
BAT (Best Available Technology) for the control of
conventional pollutants. The Act requires that BCT
limitations be assessed in light of a i{wo “cost
reasonableness” test. The first test compares the cost
for private industry lto reduce ifs conventional
pollutants to the cosis of Publicly Owned Treatment
Works (POTW) to reduce thefr conventional poliutants.
The second test examines the cost effectiveness of
additional industrial treatment beyoend BPT. EPA musi
find that iimitations are “reasonable” under both tesis
before establishing BCT. In no case may BCT be less
stringent the BPT.

BPJ - Best Professional Judgment is used when EPA
guidelines have not been promuligated. BPJ is the local
establishment of limitations based on the permit
writer’s professional assessment in setting limitations.
As a general rule, BPJ for BCT Ilimitations are set
using promulgated BPT guidelines.

Section 305¢(b) of lhe Clean Water Act reguires states
to report bienniglly to EPA and Congress on the siatus
of the qusality of iheir waiers and the programs
underway or needed fp altain waler quality goals. The
SWCB published in April of 1988 the Virginia Water
Quality Assessment, a two volume document that Is a

Technical Support Document to fhis Plan. The waler
quality in each segment is assessed in ferms of §
205(b) criteria (fishable/swimmable waters), Virginia
Wafer GQuality Standards and EPA's criteria for loxic
pollutants,

During the past four
two-year § 303(b) reporting periods, violations of the fecal
coliformy  Standard occurred in 63% o 100% of the
samples iaken. Violations occurred in 89% of the samples
taken for FY 86-87. These violations are probably due fo
raw sewage discharges and poorly treated sewage from the
communities of McClure, Clinckco, and Trammel A
Facilities Plan has not been completed for ihese
communities, buf facllities are included on the Pofential
Loan Eligibility List, (Table 9) and have a projected cost
of $2,507,000. There is one bielogical monitoring station in
this segment at the confluence of Russell Fork. This
station indicates fair water quality in this segment.

Secondary treatment is recommended for the McClure,
Clinchco, and Trammel communities, (see Potentiai Loan
Eligibility List, Table 9). It is believed that the segment
would meet wafer qualily standards with secondary
ireatment leveis. Fecal coliform violations should be
significantly reduced and meet stream standards with
sewage ireatment being provided to these communities.

flow) plus 7-dav/10 year low flow from 8. F. Pound River,
secondary treatment will be sufficient fo meet siream
standards.

The segment has an ambient monitoring station located
at river mile 815 The siream experiences some fecal
coliform vielations. Duyring the past four two-year 305(b)
reporting periods, viclations in the fecal coliform standard
occurred in 12% to 259 of the samples taken. Vielations
occurred in 17% of the samples taken for FY 86-87. These
viclations should be further reduced with the expansion of
the Pound service area. Siream standards sfioculd be met
with secondary lreatment and BPT for future lreatment
systems.

8A-8 Russell Fork River - Main and Tributaries - Effluent
Limited River Mile ¢ - 34

There are 16 municipal VPDES permitited discharges
located in ihis segment (Table 4).

Four ambient monitoring stations are located in this
segmeni; ope on Russell Fork, itwo on Cranesnest River,
and one on Holly Creek. Of the five stations, the
Cranesnest River station indicates partial compliance with
the fecal coliform standard, the other three indicaie
noncompliance. Moniioring data indicates a dissolved
oxyveen problem on Holly Creek below the Cliniwood STP.
There are four biclogical monitoring stations: Russell Fork,
S.F. Pound River, N.F. Pound River, and Cranesnest River.,
Fair waler quality is indicated for the Cranesnest River
and fair to poor water quality is Indicated at the
remaining stations,

The largest discharge, Clintwood STP, is located on
Holly Creek and recently exlended the ouifall {o the
Cranesnest River. The upgrade sfiould resolve the dissolved
oxygen problems on Holly Creek and should reduce fecal
coliform standard vielations on Holly Creek and Cranesnest
River.

There Is a proposed project on fthe Poteniial Loan
Eligibility List to construct the Council STP. Fecal coliferm
viclations sheould decrease when this proposed profect is
implemented.

The Haysi

STP s required to provide secondary
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treatment and there are no propesed expansions planned.
Stream standards should be met when secondary freatmemnt
is provided to the communities in this segment.

There are four municipal VPDES permitted discharges

The design capacity of the
Vansant-Big Rock STP is 1.25 MGD and it impacts the
water quality of this segmenf Waler quality should bse
monitored below each of these discharges to determine
water quality during low flow conditions.

There is one ambient water quality monitoring sfation
and ihree biological monitoring stations located on ithis
segment. Fecal coliform violations have been significantiy
reduced over the past four two-year § 305(b) reporiing
periods. The violations range from 94% to 29%, with 29%
vigiations for the FY 86-87. These violations should be
further reduced for FY 88-88 since the Vansani-Big Rock
STP was recently constructed.

Population projections indicate thal the Vansant-Big Rock
freatment piant will need fo be expanded during ihe
planning period.

Straight Creek samples indicated an 82% rate of
viclation of the fecal coliform sfandard, a condition caused
by poorly trealed or unireated sewage discharges from the
town of St Charles and its surrounding communities. The
Potential Loan List, Table 9, indicates that St Charles will
upgrade their facility and extend their service area.

The Poweil River sampling effort Indicated a 76% rate
of fecal coliform violation af the station located in Lee
Cotinty just oufside of Jonesville and a 31% rate of
violation at the station located at Big Sfone Gap.

The Town of Appalachia is seeking a loan to extend
sewer lines. Stream standards should be met with
gsecondary ireatment and BPT of existing and proposed
discharges in fhis segment,

There are three mupicipal VPDES permitted discharge
and two industrial VPDES permitted discharges in . this
segment, The Town of Tazewell Is located in this segment,
which owns and operates a 0.7 mgd wastewaler freaiment
plani, providing secondary ireatment of the municipal
wastewater via trickling filter design. Tazewell will replace
the old trickling filfer plant (see Potential Loan Eligibility
List) with a plant of Jlarger capacity and of contact
stabilization design. The Pounding Mill Quarry Corporation
discharges irealed wastewater and siormwater o the
Clinch River in this segmenf. The town of Richlands
discharges wastewater from ifs wastewafer treatment plant
and ifs potable water treatment plani to this segment. The
Raven-Doran Aerated lagoon also discharges into this
segment.

Results of an intensive siream survey performed on the
Ciinch River (o determine the impaci of fhRe discharge
from the Tazewell wasiewaler treagiment plant were
inconclusive and additienal study is fo be performed this
symmer season (1888).

There are no water gquality monlforing stations in the
segment. The extension of the segment six miles
downstream from ifs most downsiream limif, Clinch River
mile 114, will include one surface waiter maonitoring station
at Clinch River mile 315811, This station is located
approximately 1.5 miles downstream of the Richlands
wastewaler treatment plant and has been in service since
January 1871. During the past tweniy-four months of
sampling (once per month), there have been Itwo
excursions from the daily average dissolved oxygen
standard of 5.0 mg/l. The excursions were 4.6 and 48
mg/l and occurred in the moaths of August and September
1987, respectively. Fecal coliform vipiations were gbserved
in 46% of the samples taken at this station for the past
305¢(b) reporting period (June 30, 1886 to July 1, 1987).
There are no biological moniltoring stations in this
segment.

The Poiential Loan Eligibility List indicates construction
of 2 pew plant at Richlands and pumerous construction
activities to provide sewer lines info areas no! presently
served. Additionally, the flow received at the Raven/Doran
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wastewaler (reatment plant will be trealed at the new
Richlands plant,

An intensive siream survey was performed on the Clinch
River In the area of the Richiands wasfewaler treatment
plant in 1985. The purpose of the survey was fo delermine
the impact of the L0D5 constituenf on the ambient
dissplved oxygen content of the stream. The results of the
survey indicated the discharge from the Richiands facility
impacts the Clinch River for approximately fwo miles
downsiream before recevery starts taking place.

There are four wafer gualily monitoring siafions in this
segment, two on the Clinch, one op Sieck Ureek and one
on Liftle River in Russell Counly. Addifionally, thers gre
five biological monitoring stations, tiree on Siock Creek to
monitor the discharge from Foote Mineral Company at
Sunbright and two biological siatioms bracketing the
discharge form fthe Appalachisn Power Company &t Carbo,
The ambient wafer gualify moniforing stalions indicafe no
excursions from ihe dissolved cxygen siandard for the past
24-monfh period. The three biological siations on Siock
Creek indicate continued impact on the benthic
macroinveriebrate communily from the discharges at Foofe
Mineral Company. The iwo biplogical stations brackeling
the discharges from Appalachian Power Compzay indicale
variable Impact with falr fo good water gualily indicated
by the macrobenthic conunuaily, however Analysis of
water quality dala for this segmeni of the Clinch River,

For the past § 305(b) reporting period, fecal coliform
analysis Indicated partial support of the EPA
fishable/swimmable criferia at the three stations in this
segment. Biological monitoring at the one station in this
segment indicates continued fair to good water guality as
does the biological monitoring station located 0.5 miles
downstream of the “muck” ponds. Mercury analysis
indicates that sediments in this segment do not exceed
EPA Region 5 sediment criteria and mercury in fish tissue
is below FDA guideline of 1 ppm.

The Town of Saltville is in this segment and discharges
treated wastewater from jis activated sludge {treatment
facility to the North Fork of the Holston River at river
mile NFH 83.30. The plant does not experience any major
problems at this writing and there are no plans to upgrade
or expand in the near future, Land use in the surrounding
area js primarily agricultural. Stream standards should be
met with seceondary treatment and BPT of exiting and
proposed discharges in the segment.

8C-2 The North Fork of the Holsion River, Main Stem
Only - Water Quality Limited - River Mile 0 - 81

This segment begins at the toe of the Olin Company
“muck” ponds at river mile 81, and extends downsiream
to the Virginia/Tennessee stale line at Kingsport,
Tennessee, There are four ambient water quality
monitoring stations in this segment, one CORE station, and
one biological monitoring station. All stations indicate
elevated levels of mercury in the sediments and in fish
tissue, however the fish tissue analysis indicates trends in
mercury contamination continne to decline. Last iwo
samplings, 1986-1987, indicate that the average mercury
value of all fish at all stations in segment are below the 1
ppm methyl mercury action level set by FDA.

Fecal coliform analysis indicates noncompliance of the
EPA fishable/swimmable criteria at station NFH 80.43 and
partial compliance at the remainder of the stations, There
is one VPDES permitted municipal wastewater (reatment
plant in this segmeni. The town of Weber City discharges
its {reated wastewater foc the N.F. Holston River at river
mile 8.5. There are no plans to upgrade or expand the
facilily in the near future. This segment Is classified Water
Quality Limifed because of the mercury concenlrations in
the North Fork of the Holston River.

6C-3 The North Fork of the Holston River, Tributaries
Only - Effluent Limited - River Mile 0 - 81

This segment begins at the foe of the Olin Company
“muck” ponds and extends to the Virginia/Tennessee state
line at Kingsport, Tennessee.

There is one VPDES permitted Industrial discharger In
this segment. The US. Gypsum Company discharges
treated wastewalter from Iis ({treatment facilities to
McHenry's Creek, a tributary of the N.F. Holston in this
segment.

There is one VPDES permitted municipal wastewater
treatment plant in this segment. The Town of Gate Cily
discharges ifs treated wastewater to Big Moccasin Creek, a
tributary of the N.F. Holston River in Scott County. The
Potential Loan Eligibility List indicates Gate City will
undertake I & I abatement work and sewer extensions in
the service area.

6C-4 The Middle Fork of the Holston River, Main and
Tributaries - Effluent Limited - River Mile 39 - 58

This segment begins just upstream of the Marion
wastewater freatment plant and extends to the headwalers
of the stream. There are no VPDES permitted municipal
wastewater {treatment plants in this segmeni. However,
there are three VPDES permilted Industrial wastewater
discharges in the segment. The Marion raw waler Intake is
located in this segment below an industrialized area. There
are four animal waste VPA permits issued in this segment.

There are no surface water qualily monitoring nor
biological monitoring stations in this segment.

6C-5 The Middle Fork of the Hplston River, Main Only -
Water Quality Limited - River Mile 34 -39

This segment begins five miles downstream from (the
discharge from the Marion wastewater treatment plant and
extends fo just upstream of the Marion wasiewater
treatment plant discharge. There are npo other dischargers
in this segment nor are there any surface walter
monitoring sites in this segment. Resulis of an intensive
stream survey conducted in 1987 by the board’s staff
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indicate that the wastewater from the Marion plant is
assimilated by the siream in approximately two miles.

6C-6 The Middle Fork of the Holston River, Tributaries
Only - Effluent Limited - River Mile 34 - 38

This segment begins five miles downsiream of (the
Marion wastewater treatment plant discharge and extends
to just upsiream of the plant’s discharge poini. There are
no ambient water quality monitoring siations and no
biclogical monitoring stafions in the segment There are
four VPDES permitted municipal discharges in (this
segment and no VPDES permitted Indusirial discharges.
There are sixteen animal waste VPA permils in (his
segment.

6C-7 The Middle Fork of the Holston River and ils
Tributaries - Effluent Limited - River Mile ¢ - 34

This segment is the Middle Fork of the Hplsfon River
from river mile ¢ lo 34 There are !wo ambient water
quality monitoring staticns located on the main stem of
the siream at the Route 58 bridge in Washingion County
and at the Smyth/Washingion County line. There are no
biological monitoring stations in this segment.

Emory and Henry College treats domestic wasfewater
from the campus with an Imhoff tank and (rickling rilter,
and discharges to Halls Creek. The Rhea Valley
Elemeniary School discharges from a package (reatment
plant to an unpamed tribulary fo the Middle Fork of the
Holston River, and the communily of Glade Spring, focated
on an unnamed tributary of Hution Creek, has no ceniral
wasfewater treatment facilify. Howsver, the potential loan
eligibility list indicales a system may be built for the
community in the near future.

There are seven menicipal VPDES permiited discharges
from package planis in this segment There are 11 animal
waste VPA permifs isstied in this segment,

For the past § 305(b) reporiing period, fecal coliform
analysis indicated  nonsupport of the EPA
fishable/swimmable criteriz for the 34 miles assessed in
this segment Siream standards showuld be met with
secondary Ireatment and BPT of eXisiing and proposed
discharges.

6C-8 Weife Creek Main Stem - Water Quality Limited -
River Mile ¢ - 10

This segment begins af the conflusnce of Wolfe Creek
and the South Fork of the Holston River and exfends
upstream for a distapce of 10 miles. The segment Includes
the discharge from the Abingdon wastewaler freatment
plant and the Brisiol waler treatment plani

There are fwo ambient waler quallly moniforing stations
In this segment There are no biological monitoring
Stations In the segment.

The surface waler quality monitoring for the past §
205(b) report indicated that lhe stream dges net support
the EPA fishable/swimmable criteria.

6C-9 Woife Creek Main Stem - Effluent Limited - River
MMile 16 - 12

This segment begins near the northern town MHmit of
Abingdon and extends fo the headwalers of the stream, a
disfance of approximately two miles.

There are no surface waler stafions in this segment.

There are no VPDES permiffed discharges in {this
segmet,

8C-10 South Fork of the Holston River - Main and
Tributaries - Effiuent Limifed - River Mile ¢ - 54

This segment begins at the Virginia/Tennessee siate line
and extends for a distance of 54 miles upstream.

There are five ambient water qualify monitoring sitations
in this segmen{ and ihree biological moniforing stations.
For the past § 305(b) reporf period, the stations on
Beaverdam Creek and the South Fork Holston partialiy
supporfed the EPA fishable/swinmmable criteria and the
stations on Little Creek, and the two Beaver Creek stations
did not support the EPA fishable/swimittable criferia.

The cause of the violalions may be refated fo diffuse
nonpoint source poliution. Monitoring fo include Fecal
Coliform/Fecal Strep analysis will aide in (ke
determination of the sources and tltimately in decisions on
how best to eliminate or reduce the poliution.

The Town of Damascus discharges treafed wastewafer io
the South Fork of the Holston River from an activated
sludge plant located in Washingion County. The major
indusiry in the segment, Mobay Company, Is now closed
with no discharge fo Beaverdam Creek or the South Fork
of the Holston River. The land use in the drainage basin
is primarily agricultural which accounls for ihe eleven
animal waste VPA permifs In the segment.

There is ope municipal waler supply infake located in
this segment. The Cify of Bristol withdraws water from the
South Ferk of the Holston River at river mile 5.5,

§ 4 Nonpoint sources.
A, SWCB procedures and policies.

The Siate Water Control Law (SWCL) provides broad
authority for the State Water Conitrol Board io conduct a
waler qualily management program in accord with the
following, It is the policy of the Commonwealth of Virginia
and ithe purpose of this law lo:

1. Protect existing high qgualily state walers and
restore ali other waters to such a condition of guality
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that any such walers will permi{ reasonable public
ises and will support the propagation and growih of
all aquatic life, including game fish, which might
reasonably be expected to inhabit them,

2. Safeguard the cfean walters of the state from
poilution.

3. Prevea! any increase in pollution by reducing
existing pollution.®

4, Promote waier resource conservation, manageinent,
and distribution, and encourage water consumption
reduction in order to provide for the health, safety,
and welfare of the present and fuiure cifizens of ihe
Commonwealih.*

Part of the SWCL sfates “to establish policies and
programs for effective areawide or basinwide water
quality control and managemeni” Development of a
management program In Virginia was closely associated
with the Clean Water Act’s planning activities focusing on
nonpoint source pollufion. Nondesignated 208 areas were
studied with 208 funding.

B. Best Managernent Practices (B Ps).

A series of Best Management Practices (BMP)
handbooks have been developed. Each handbook covers
one of six categories of NP5 polluianis, agriculiure,
foresiry, hydrolegic modifications, sources affecling ground
water, surface mining, and urban areas. The six books
describe structural and nopsiructural BMPs for mitigating
the NPS pollution addressed. Additionally, a management
handbeook sets forth the overall strategy for implementing
the state program.

A significant characteristic of Virgiaia’s NPS
Management Program is its volunitary siatus. The approach
is based on education and encouragement of citizens of
Virginia fo initiate measures fo coatrol NPS pollution.
Each state is required f{o develop reports which identify
state waters, which without action fp control nonpoint
sources of poliution cannot be ¢Xpected to altain or
maintain water qualify signdards or goals of ithe Clean
Water Act. States are fo submit a managemeni program
for control of nonpoint seurces of pollution over a
four-year period. The Division of Spil and Water
Conservation (DSWC) in cooperation with the SWCE has
submitted a management plan fv EFPA in accordance with
§ 319 of the Clean Water Act. An assessment of nonpoini
source poliution has been submiffed fo EPAS

The DSW(C has been designated lead agency for
implementing the Virginia Nonpoint Source Pollution
Management Plan. Management of stormwaler from urban
areas Is divided belween the SWCB and DSWC, The SWCB
maintains responsibility for older developed urban areas
while DSWC is the lead agency for those urbanizing areas
undergoing construction and development,

The DSWC’s responsibilities are described in a
memorandum of uaderstanding belween the SWCB and
DSWC. This memorandum provides for the promotion of
the use of urban BMPs for erosion and sediment conirol
and stormwater management through its administration of
the Virginfa FErosion and Sediment Conirol Law and
through an education program,

in developed arcas where the NPS program I3
administered by fthe SWCB, lIocal governmenpts are
encouraged to develop and implement a program o
reduce nonpoint pollution from areas of existing

developmeni under s own jJurisdiction. The SWCB
encourages Iocalifies to fake advantage of the greater
flexibility in dealing wiih the problem when the
opportunity is available to plan for and incorporate BMFEs
and ofher meastures into new developmenf The SW(CB
recommends the use of a variety of techniques such as
Iand use conirols through Iocal zoming and subdivision
ordinances, lax Incentives and planning for capital
improvemenis.

Virginia has employed cost sharing as a means lo
encourage compliance with voluntary BMPs, with the
DSWC responsible for administering funding Planped use
of these funds designafed for urban areas inciude cost
sharing of technical specialist positlons at the local
government level and implementation of demonstration
projects to defermine the effectiveness of innovafive urban
BMPs. Part of the funds for agricultural NPS control are
scheduled for direct cost-sharing with individual
landowners fo implement BMPs,

There are three sources of nonpoint source pollution
that are regulsted: No discharge facilities, land disturbing
activities resulting from construction and from mining
Construction activities are reguiated by the DSWC in
conjunction with local governments and surface mining by
the Division of Mined Land Reclamation (DMLR) which
issues SWCB permits and performs inspections of facilities.

C. Virginia Pollution Abatement Permits (VP4).

A Virginiz Pollution Abatement (VPA) permit (formerly
known as a No-Discharge Certificate) is issued whenever
an owaer handles waste or wastewalers iIn a manaer
which does not involve discharging to a POTW or o
surface waters. Types of facilities approved by this
pregyam inciude pifs, ponds and lagoons for wasie storage,
freatment or recycling and on=ite facilities such as land
treatment systems, The basis of approval for such systems
inciudes assurance that waste or wasiewaler will not
discharge directly inio the Commonwealth’s surface waters
under prescribed rainfall conditions and thaf ground water
guality will be proiected.

D. 5WCB Inspection Program.
Inspections of VPA permit holders are conducted with

the frequency outlined In Table 2 of Chapter III SWCB
Inspection Program. No Discharge Facilities Inspections
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are conducfted on Animal Feeding Operations, Land
Application of Sludge and other No Discharge Inspections.

Animal Feeding Operations Inspections involve an
evaiuation of both feedlpt and wasle (reatmeni/handling
facilities with regard Io consiruction, operation and
maintenance of the facility. These inspections may occur
as a periodic inspection or in response to a complaint,

Inspection of other no-discharge facilities encompass a
wide variety of diverse operations from wood preserving
plants to small industrial facilities with mass drainfields.

E. Erosion and Sediment Control Law (ESCL).

The FErosion and Sediment Conirl Law contained in
Article 4 of Chapler 5 of Title 10.1 of the Code of
Virginia, as amended, was enacied in 1973. Enaciment
was in recognition of the accelerated soil erosion and
sedimentation problems caused by the shift in land use
from agriculiural to nonagricultural uses. The DSWC was
given the responsibility to establish a statewide soil
erosion and sediment control program containing
minimum guidelines, standards and criteria. These were
developed and adopted by the division on July 1, 1974.
The law exermpis certain minor land disturbances and
usual horticultural, forestry and agricultural practices.
Local programs cnsistent with the stale program and
subject to approval by the division were developed by
counties, cities and incorporated towns or by the Soil and
Water Conservation Districis.® Local programs, in
accordance with the siate program, require a Sediment
and Erosion Conlrol Plan to be submilted and approved
before commencing the land disturbing activity. The
localities also monitor, inspect and have the authority to
stop activities that violate local ordinances.

§ 5. Point sources.
VPDES Permit Issuance

The Clean Water Act requires the operation of a

nationally uniform permil program to conirol industrial
and municipal wastewater poini source discharges of
pollutanis and thus protect water guality standards. The
permits are called Virginia Pollutant Discharge Elimination
System permits (VPDES). The Commonwealth of Virginia
has successfully operated a permit program since the
SWCB’s inception in 1946. In Virginia, VPDES permits are
issued according to the procedures in various SWCB Laws
and Regulations and EPA Effluent Guidelines and criteria.

State Water Control Law, Title 62.1, Chapter 3.1, §
62.1-44.1513) of the Code of Virginia, requires the State
Water Control Board to establish policies and programs
and develop comprehensive pollution abatement and water
quality plans on an areawide or basinwide basis. The
approval of proposals for waste treaiment facilities must
be in accordance with the appropriate water quality
management plan as prescribed in the Permit Regulations
and state law. Each draft permit is reviewed to assure
compliance.

To ensure that secondary treatment levels are met by
Publicly Owned Treatment Works (POTWs), the U.S.
Environmenital Proteciion Agency (EPA) developed the
National Municipal Policy as published in the Federal
Register on January 30, 1984 This policy required all
POTWs to achieve compliance with secondary treatment
levels by July 1, 1988, regardless of the availability of
grant funds.

Additionally, the policy requires states with VPDES
programs to develop sirategies and procedures ito
implement the policy. Pursuant lo the EPA’s National
Municipal Policy the SWCB developed procedures and
policies which were approved by EPA. The SWCB strategy
required a locality to submit a Municipal Compliance Plan
(MCP) if major construction is required. An existing
facility which is capable of meeting final secondary limits
must submit a Compliance Correction Plan (CCP). This
plan defines the work needed and the method of financing
fo altain compliance.

The SWCB has adopted a new policy entitled, Nutrient
Enriched Waters. The standard is adopted under the
authority of §§ 62.1-44.1%3a) and 62.1-44.1510) of the
Code of Virginia. This policy provides for the control of
discharges of phosphorus from point sources affecting
state walers that have been designated “nutrient
enriched.”

A. Compliance schedules.

Listed in Table 10 are the schedules for wastewater
treatment facilities to be built according to the National
Municipal Policy.? Compliance schedules are established
and regulated through enforcement actions taken by the
board. Any changes in compliance schedules or failure to
comply are handled through Conseni Orders or Consent
Decrees. '

B. Individual freatment units.
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The SWCB issues permiis for the point source
discharges fo surface walers of individual treatment units
Jor individual residents, ITUs. Each of the permits require
secondary level of treaimeni. The stream impact of these
discharges i5 considered insignificant because recovery
occurs rapidly and siream standards shouid not be
violated. The Tennessee Basin has approximately 40 ITUs
located within the Basin as of April 1988,

Permits should continue to be issued and secondary
treatment required for all suck discharges. Total impact
miust be evaluted for any concentration of ITUs on a river
segment before permits are issued. No VPDES permit will
be issued for an ITU when a ceniral sewer is available.
ITU permits will be considered in complinnce with (his
planning document when other means of treaiment is not
feasible.

C. Strategy for “Nutrient Enriched Waters.”

The SWCB has adoped a new standard entitled, Policy
for Nutrieni Enriched Waters® The policy is adopted
under the authority of §§ 62.1-44.153a) and 62.1-44.1519)
of the Code. This policy provides for the control of
discharges of phosphorus from poini sources affecting
state waters that have been designaied “nutrient
enriched.”

As specified in the policy, the board shall reopen the
SWCEB permits of certain poini source dischargers to
“nuirient enriched walers” and shall impose effluent
limitations on phoshorus in the discharges authorized by
those permits and ceriain new permits. Currently there
are no designated “nuirient enriched waters” in the
Tennessee-Big Sandy River Basin.

D. Determination of Effluent Limitations.

Information included in the SWCE permit application
regarding (1) facility location; (i) facility operation; (i)
wastewater treaiment; and (v} wasfewater analysis is
evaluated. An inspection of proposed or existing discharge
sites Is made to asceriain the following:

1. Location of the proposed or existing discharge for
which an application has been filed;

2. Location of nearby, existing or proposed
discharge/s);

3. Description of the receiving waters ai the discharge
Site,

4. Determination of stream uses;
5. Familiarization with plani operations.
Complete applications are also reviewed immediately fo
determine if the proposed discharge contains significant

toxic pollutants (pollutants which exceed the in-stream
standards and criteria as determined by mass balance). If

toxicity or poftentiagl toxicity problems are determiined io
exist, the application is reviewed o determine if the
facility showld be included in the Toxics Munagement

Program (TMP).

Determinations are made as fo application of EPA
efffluent limitation guidelines, EPA criteria, Virginia's
Water Quality Standards, or modeling will be required io
determine effluent [imils as noled earlier. Application of
standards and criteria and less complex modeling is then
performed and effluent limitations sef.

If the need for more complex modeling is identified, the
following procedures apply:

1. Determination made as fo the need for a new
wasteload allocation. And the selection of a model for
determination of allowable loads.

2. Data gathering and modeling work performed
according io the SWCB Modeling Manual.

3. Completenessfcorreciness of the modeling effort is
then reviewed fo ensure that it is comsisteni, accurate
and in accordance with accepied practice. I the
modsling effort is found acceptable it is used to
develop permit effiuent lmitations and any associated
special conditions.

Timely issuance of SWCB permifs (s crucial to ensuring
that appropriate effluent limits and other corditions are in
force for each discharger. Applicatfions for new permits
are processed expeditiously.

E. Wasteload allocations.

A variely of models were used fo delermine the
assimiiative capacity and degree of ireatment required for
a stipulated wasieload on a specific stream af a given
point. Listed in Tables 4 through 7 are the wasteload
alflocations.

The assimilative capacily of a river segment is the
maximum amount of waste that can be discharged under
specified conditions and still echieve water quality goals.
The assimilative capacity is defined as the maximum datly
load that can be discharged to a siream segment withoul:

1. Viclating the minimum stream quality standards;

2. Significantly degrading waters of existing high
quglity; or

3. Interfering with the beneficial use of stote
waters. !

The point source pollutant wasteioad allocation (WLA),
expressed in Rilograms per day (kgiday) of BODS or
CBODS is given in Tables 4 through 7 for dischargers in
the Tennessee-Big Sandy River Basin. This value is based
on 7010 or critical flow. A safety factor is included as an
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estimate of the nonpoint source load allocation.

Efffuent Limited (EL) scgments require secondary

trealment levels; also nofted in Tables 5 and 7 as
“secondary”. Water Quality Limited (W.Q) segments
require higher degrees of freatment and wasteload
ellocations as prescribed by federal regulation.”

it is important to recognize that the waste treatment
levels listed in Fables 4 through 8 represent final effluent
fimits, Some jacilities may operate under Interim
treatment [imits of secondary/best practical technology
(BPT} or betfter while strearn standards and effluent
policies are further evaiuated and verifled through
intensive stream sampling and detailed modeling. Due fo
the high cost associated with advanced waslewater
treatment, the SWCB is commitfed lo conducting a
detailed evaluation of all municipal projects which require
greater than sccondary/BPT levels of ifreatment and to
Jurither refine the freatment levels required to profect
waler guality and public health.

F. Total Maximaun Daily Load (TMDLs).

Total Maximum Daily Loaed is comprised of wasteload
aflocations (WLA), background and nonpoint source load
(L4), e.g. runoff evenis, and may include a safety factor.
In other words TMDLs can be expressed us the following:

TMDL = WLA + L4l + LA2 + SF
Where:
WLA = Wasteload Alfocation
LAI = Buckground
LAZ2 = Nonmpoint Source Load (runoff evenis)
SF = Safety Factor

Unallocated stream capacity is comprised of natural
strearn background conditions and nonpoint source load.
The SWCB's modeling procedures consider background
conditions and nonpoint source discharge to be that
portion of ¢ stream’s total assimilative capacity which
cannot be aflocated to a point source discharge. TMDL’s
were only calculated for Water Quality segments and are
listed in Tables £ through 7.

. Methods for allocation between dischargers.

In some instances & may become necessary to
determine wasteload allocations between dischargers in
order to maintain water gualily standards. The following
are offered as suggested methods for making these
determinations:

i, Equal Treatment: Afl dischargers provide equal
lreatment, i.e. the same removal efficiency.

2 Equal Effluent: All dischargers provide the same.
effluent concenirations.

3. Population Equivalent: Industrial waste and other
dischargers converted to populafion equivaient, ie.
240 mgA BOD3.

H. SWCRB Inspection Program.

The SWCE permit programs rely primarily on the
concept of discharger selfcompliance monitoring. The
SWCEB conducts facility inspections as the principle form
of reguletory surveillunce. This is done o ensure
self-monitored information is representative and accurate
and that wastewater treatment facilities are properly
maintained and operated. Authority for this program is
given in the State Water Control Law, Chapler 3.1 of
Title 621 of the Code of Virginia, and the Permit
Regulation VR 680-14-01.

The objectives of the program are fto: (i) delermine if
Jactlities are in compliance with statutes, regulations and
permit requirements; (i) improve facility performance; (1}
support permit development; and (iv}) support
administrative civil and criminal actions. There are two
basic types of inspections for SWCB permit holders:
SWCB Permit Inspections and Compliance Inspections.

SWCEB permit inspections are broken into two basic
categories; Technical Inspections and Laboratory and
Sampling Inspections. Inspections of municipal facilities
are coordinated with the Virginia Department of Health
(DOH). Compliance Inspections are conducled as a result
of significant violations of @ Board-Issued SWCEB permit,
previous enforcement action, or stateffederal statuies. A
Notice of Violation (NOV}) is presented from a board
representative at the time of inspection. The frequency of
SWCB permit inspections is presented in Table 3.

(1) Small is considered fo be an indusiriagi facility with
low envirommenial fmpact polentigl such as
discharges of noncontact coofing waler, sand and
grave! operations, car washes, gic.

The SWCB also performs other inspections desigred fo
assist permiftees, investigale compiainis and fo follow up
on previpus inspeclions. This {ype of inspeciion
Assistance/Compiaint/Reinspection, is scheduled based on
the request of an ownerfoperalor for assistance, a
complaint or as a resull of subsiantial deficiencies from a
previous inspection. Diagnostic evaluaiions are also
performed to assist those POTWs withou! self-diagnostic
capability or fo evaluate causes for noncompliance in
support of enforcement and are e [ore rigorous
inspection, Diagnostic evaluations are scheduled bosed on
the prioritizing of facilities according to established
criteria and focuses primardy on smaller POTWs that are
in noncompliance with permit requirgiients.

Major POTWs with Prefrealment Programs are audiled
annuatly, usually af the iime of inspeciion. Additionally,
20% of significant and 50% of Categorical FPrefreaiment
Industries are scheduled and inspected annually.

1. Standards ard criteria,

The SWCR hus adopled waler qualily standards and
criteria designed fo protect beneficial uses of Siale walers.
VPDES applications are reviewed fto insure that rthe
discharge will nof cause violation lo fhe waler quolity
standards. There are two standards that have the mosi
impact on municipal discharges in this basin, chlorine and
ammonia. For chiorine, all discharges have been evalualed
and schedules for upgrade of facilities have been provided
where necessary. As permils are reissued, evaluation will
be made to determine any upgrade of factlities necessary
to meet the ammonia standards.

J. Urban stormwater manageiient.

The rapid release of runoff inio a combined sewer
system may cause an overflow of stormwaler and
sanitary waste. The Best Managemerni Practice Handbook,
Urbarn,” developed by the SWCB and other agencies of
the Commonwealth found that the separation of combined
sewers is very expensive. Alternative methods include
regulation of flows in combined sewers by conventional
regulators such as: (i) static (i) semi-quiomatic dynamic
and (i) auformatic dynamic iype of regulators. These
glternative methods entail an increasing degree of control
and sophisiication and, of course, « corresponding
increase in capital and operating and maintenance cosis.

A newer approuch is the fluidic flow regulators. Anm
advantage in using a fluidic device is that they have no

moving parts in their flow regulation mechanisms. Storage
of stormwater within conveyance systems is, perhaps, the
maost cost-effective method available for reducing poliution
resuiting from combined sewer overflows and flo improve
management of urborn stormwater runoff.

Storage and the resulting sedimentation thal occurs can
also ke lhought of as g freatment process. Storags
facilities possess many of the favorable aitribuies desired
in combined sewer overflow treaiment. They are relatively
Jail-safe and adapt well to stage construction. Draw backs
of such facilities are related primarily fo their lorge size,
cost, and visual impact. Construction may be in-line or
offline. In-fine storage is provided by damuming, gafing, or
otherwise restricting flow within the conduit fo create
additional storage by backing up waler in upstream lines.
Off-line storage is accomplished through rowting overflows
info separate holding facilities. Typical offdine storoge
devices incliude reservoirs, lagoons, underground silos and
deep tunrels.

K. Combined sewer overflows.

Any discharge made from storage facilities noted above
or from sewer pump stations are subject to the VFPDES
permitting process and the esiablishmeni of Efffuent
Limitations discussed earfier in this chaepter. Financial
costs for making corrections are borme primarily by the
local government. The City of Brisiol, Virginia has
efiminated afl of iis combined sewer overflows by
sgparation of s storm waler from its sanitary waste. No
other combined sewers exist in the basin.

L. Toxics.

The SWCEB has adopled the Toxic Maragement Program
Regulation Po comirol foxic discharges to stale waters.
Whenever VPDES permits for discharges to surface walers
are issued, reissued or modified, a determination of the
need for foxics management shall be made. The iniiial
step of loxics management shali be a program of
bivlogical and chemical monitoring for toxic pollutants.
The purpose of this monitoring program shall be o
develop the data required for establishing waler quality
based effluent limitalions ond assessing the extemt of
efffuent foxicily, Further toxics mandagement dctivities, to
include toxicity reduction if needed, shall be required in
the permift whenever the resulis of Ehis monitoring
program indicate that toxicily does or may exist
Following the initial dala generation, biclogical moniioring
may be required of certain caftegories of discharges to
assure coniinued compliance with the goals of his
reguiation.

M. Pretreaimaent,

The Pretreatment Program s designed fo protect
Publicly Owned Treaiment Works (POTWs) and the
environment from nondomestic wastewater that could
cither cause a lIrealment malfunciion or conlaminagte
receiving streams. Congress directed EPA lo establish
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national standards for pretreaiment of this wastewaler.

Municipalities are required fo develop and implement
plans  for enforcing federal standurds which govern
industrial dischargers of foxic pollutants te POTWs. These
murnicipal plans must include industrial waste surveys;
legal authorities; complience moniforing; procedures for
program administration and resources fo carry out and

maintain the program. Industries must comply with
national standards, report the effectiveness of their
pretreatment facilities, submit baseline moniioring reports;
and submit compliance progress reports. The state wil
become the approval authorily for the municipalities

pretreatment program and relain responsibifity jfor
administering National Pretreatment Standards until the
municipality has an approved program. Currently there
are no Pretreatment Programs in the Temnessee-Big Sandy
River Basin. :

N. Residual wastes and lend disposal.

The disposition of residual waste from wastewaier
treatment processes s controfied by VPDES permifs when
murticipal dischargers are fnvolved. The permiils inchide
effluent [imits, monitoring and reporting regquirements,
sludge disposal plan requirements, and operafing
conditions. The efffuent linuts wre based on either
technology based [Hmitations common ifo alf discharges
within a given calegory, or [limilations whick will
maintain the receiving stream water gqualily standards,
whichever is more stringent.

Residua! waste generated by indusirial dischargers is
controlled by either an VFPDES permif or through the
VP4 permiiting process discussed previously when
discharge inte surface waters is fo be prevented.

The Virginia Depariment of Health (DOH) has primary
responsibility for the development, Implementation, and
enforcement of regulations perfeining fo on-site
wastewater disposal, seplage manugement and disposal.
Land application of sludge is a joinl responsibility
beiweern the SWCR and DOH.

The process to control the disposition of all residual
wasles from sewage treatmeni planis is referenced in the
Commonwealth of Virginia Sewerage Regulations.™ A plan
shall be provided for the disposal of sludge and solids
from each ireatnent facility as parf of the final
engineering documenis. The above Sewerage Regulations
have provisions for sludge disposal on lond areas, but
only after detailed short ferm and long lerm chemical
effects on the land and ground water are evaluated. Dried
sludge may be disposed of in soiid waste landfills. Oniy
application sites especially selected for sludge application
and approved by the Office of Water Frograms (DOH) and
the State Waler Corntrol Board may be wused Liguid
sludge may be applied o land by piowing, discing, efc.
SWCB and DOH must approve applicalion sifes.

The Virginia Department of Waste Management
regulates a number of programs regarding sofid and

hazardous wastes. These programs include: solid waste
management, hazardous waste management, the siting of
new hazardous maferiels, “superfund,” and the
marnagement of low-level and high-evel nuclear waste.
Commercial and industrial facilities which generole, store,
ireat, dispose of, or transport hazardous waste in Virginia
are subject to the Federal Resource Conservation and
Recovery Act (RCR4) on the federal level and the Virginia
Hazardous Waste Managemeni Regulations in the
Commonwealth. The SWCE consulis for DWM upon
request.

Proposed Regulations

§ 6. Other programs.
A. Dredge and fill program.

The State Water Control Board maintains a 401
ceriification program to address the discharges of dredge
or fill material into navigable waters. The Army Corps of
Engineers issues 404 permils lo cover such activities.
There are three calegories of Corps Section 404 Permuts
which could apply ic activities needing a 404 permil in
the Big Sandy River Basin. They are: (i) Individual
Permits (i) Regional General Permits, and (i} Nationwide
Permits. The Siate Water Control Board may require a
401 certification for any activity covered by any of the
above permits. Waving certification for projects may
occur when Sltate Waler Control Board 401 conditions
duplicate those contained in the Corps permits for the
projects.

B, Saltwater intrusion.

There are no saltwater intfrusion problems in the
Tennessee-Big Sandy River Basin.

C. Poliution Response Emergency Program (PReP).

The Commonweaith of Virginia maintains a 24-hour
emergency response service for investigation of poliution
complaints, and fish kills. The maojority of complaints
received involve the transportation of or storage of
petroleum or chernical products.

D. Virginia Revolving Loan Fund.

The Virginia Revolving Loan Fund (Fund) was
established as a renewing source of low interest loan
funding for localities for wastewater system improvements
to publich~owned facilities. Initiallv, funds are being
provided through appropriations from both the federal and
state governments. The Fund is separate, permanent and
perpetual, with afl principel and interest repaid info the
Fund used for loans and other projects. The State Water
Control Board (SWCB) Is responsible for developing the
policy and procedures for the Fund, for determining who
will receive funds, at what rate and terms and for
ensuring that admmistration of the Fund complies with
applicable federal and state policies, statutes and
regulations. The Virginia Resources Authority (VRA) serves
as the financial manager of the Fund and negotiates
individua! loans, collects loan paymenis and invests any
uncommitied Fund moneys.

Virginia’s loan eligibility list was assembled using a
priority ranking of iIndividual profects based on an
assessment of these local governments' needs to meet
enforceable requirements of the Clean Waler Act (Nalional
Municipal Policy), severity of pollution, growth related
needs and financial needs. The Water Quality
Management Plan contains many of the elements needed
for assembling such an eligibility list and is to be used as
a guiding policy. To ensure compliance with program

policies and requiremenis, the SWCB will offer assistance
to loan recipients from the time of loan application to
project compietion and performance certification.

Loan Eligibility for Facilities

Localities requiring improvements o their collection and
treatment systems may submit application for state loan
funds for planning, design or construction costs. These
requests are ranked and placed on Virginia’s Potential
Loan Eligibility List. Loans are awarded from this list
through the State Water Control Board Revolving Loan
Program. This lst currently consists of loans being
considered for the 1987-88 fiscal year. Table 9 lists loan
eligible communities which own facilities included in this
Plan. For details regarding Virginia’s Revolving Loan
Program, consult: Procedural Guidance for Virginia
Revolving Loan Fund Recipients, Loan Program Guidelines
Package Nos. 1-13, Decemnber 1, 19587, State Walter Conirof
Board. New loan requests generated by requirements of
this plan will be reflected in future loan eligibility lists.

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§ 7. Groundwater.

State walter is defined to Include ground waler in
Virginia. Therefore, alf waier control laws that apply to
surface waler apply fo ground water. Ground water
protection differs from surface water in that removal of a
pollutant source does nol alleviate the poliutant plume in
a reasonable time jframe.

A. Antidegradation policy.

The SWCB maintains an Antidegradation Policy with
respect to ground water pollution. An Antidegradation
Group composed of a broad range of interest groups has
been formed fo provide input inte future revisions of
Virginia’s Antidegradation Poiicy. The infent of the
revisions will be to clarify the existing policy so that it
can be easily applied by all agencies that administer
programs Which have pofentiol ground water impacis.

B. Ground waler protection siralegy.

Virginia developed in May of 1987 a ground waler
profection strategy.” The dociment was prepared by the
Groundwaiter Prolection Steering Comtitiee under a grant
Jrom the United Stotes Environmental Protection Agency.
Nine State agencies were represented on the Sleering
Comnitiee chaired by the State Waler Control Board It
is the nleni of the Board fo follow fhis strafegy in
accordarice with § 205BEZFR of the Clean Water Act.

C. Disposal site nvestigation.

The primary responsibility jor regulation and over site
of solid wasie management [es wWith the Virginia
Depariment of Waste Managemeni (DWH). The SWCB
when necessary consulis for the DWM on proposed
lardfill sites.

D, Underground Storage Tank Progrom.

The SWEs has initinted a new program fo implement a
State regisiration and regulation program for underground
storage tanks. A Virginia Underground Storoge Tank Fund
kas been established that will work in comfunciion with
federal funds to finance clean-up of cerfain leaking
underground storage tanks. Details of this program are
now being defermined.

A Managing agencies.

The agercies identified in Chapters I and IV are the
primary authoritaiive agencies involved in the conirol of
Both point and ronpoint source polfution. However, many
other agencies are involved through direct or indirect
profection of water gquality in the Commonwealth, A
fisting of all involved agencies and fheir authorifotive
Fospoiisibilities are lsted in Table 11,

B. Water Quality Management Plan Costs and
Implementation.

The Plan contains specific actlions to be taken by ihe
State Water Control Board in carrying out the Plan. The
Plan guides the issucnce of VPDES permits fo dischargers.
It requires that the issued permit be in compliance with
the appropriate area of the Plan. The Pign can thus
impose requirements upon the dischargerys) in these
instances.

The wupgrade and consiruction of new waslewaler
treatrment works will provide for the protection of public
health and safety. Financing is fo be borne by the entities
within the basin. The cost for ndividual profects are
contained in the Polential Loan Eligibility List {Tuble 9}

C. Water Quality Management Plan Updaies.

Waier Quality Managemeni Plans shall be updated as
needed fo

reflect changing water quality conditions, results of
implementation aclions or fo reflect new state or federal
requirements. A schedule of planned updates can be found
in the Continuing Planning Process document. All updates
shall include all mecessary pian elements and ensure
consistency.

In Virgimia, Water Quality Management Plans are
regulatory and sel forth those measures to be loken by
the Siate Water Conirel Board jfor reaching and
maintaining applicable water guality goals both in general
terms and numeric loadings for jive day Biochemical
Oxygen Deman (BODS in Water Quulity Limited (W.Q)
SEEIMEnts.

Section 62.1-44.1%3a) of the Code of Virginia authorizes
the Stale Water Control Board to establish Water Quality
Standards and Policies for any siafe waters consistent
with the purpose and general policy of the Stale Waler
Confrol Law, and fo modify, amend, or cancel any such
standards or policies established.

Section 62.1-44.1513) of the Code of Virginia authorizes
th establishment of policles and programs for area and
basinwide water ality control and management.

D. Water Quality Management Plan amendments,

No VPDES permit may be issued unless i is in
compliance with the appropriate Water Quality
Management Plan. Whern determining Efffuent Limitations
rew wasteload allocations may be deemed necessary,
therefore, the appropriate Water Quality Management
Plan must be amended prior fo the issuance of @ VPDES
permit for discharge to a Water Quality Limited segment
wher:

Fhe new wasteload allocation has been delermined io
be higher than that already estabiished by the appropriaie
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WOMP.

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E. Board actions for conirolling point source discharges.

The planning and design of future facilities must assure
that applicable water quality goals and standards are not
violated. The following board actions are designed fo
achiieve this goal:

1. Utilization of this Plan as a policy guide in making
decisions regarding wastewater dischargers in this
subarea;

2. Continued issuance of VPDES dischurge permits
consistent with receiving stream assimilative
capacities, profected area growth, and effluent
limitations and compalible with area Water Quality
Management Plan recommendations;

3. Reguire, whenever practicable, owners that
generate fulure wasteloads within a service area fto
discharge to the appropriale sewerage service area;

4. Solicitation of loan applications for the Revofving
Loan FProgram for wastfewater treatment projects;

5. Issuance of Virginia Pollution Abaternent (VPA)
Permils for wastewater management systems;

6. Review and approve projects which employ
innovaiive or alternative wastewaler treaiment
technigues such as  holding ponds and
evapotranspiration beds, where costs and site
conditions render such systems suitable;

7. Consideration of waler conservation assumption in
wastewaler treatment planning;

8. Continued issuance of Permits, which require the
preparction of operation and mainienance manua.Ls‘
and sludge management Dlans;

9. Continuance of wasie {treatment plant operator
training through the Operator and Management
Assistance Section activities;

10. Continuance of the toxic mancgement program
which assures that foxic constituents of wastewater
discharge will be monitored and controlled In
accordance with Stafe and Federal regulations; and

11, Require adequuate treatment of raw sewage
discharges as they are located and identified.

F. Board actions jfor controlling nonpoint source
discharges.

Primary responsibility for nonpoint source pollution

control rests with the Department of Conservation and.

Historic Resources, Division of Soil and Water
Conservation. The State Water Conltrol Board remains
-responsible for discharges from urban storm sewer

systems and will respond as appropriate fo federal

regulations regarding such systems. The board will:

1. Consider expansion of the monitoring program to
investigate nonpoint pollution problems, especially in
segments classified as “Water Quality Limited” (W.Q.)
and areas of critical concern, such as public water
supply impoundments,

2. Encourage the use of the Stale BMP Handbooks;

4. Encourage strict enforcement of state and local
sediment and erosion control ordinances;

4. Provide assistance to the Division of Soil and
Watler Conservation in the matter of sediment and
erosion problems in accordance with the agreemenis
between that agency and the SWCB;

5. Provide necessary and active assistance to EPA
and other state and jJederal agencies for the
implementation of the Spill Prevention Control and
Counter Measures program;

6. Continue to work closely with the LENOWISCO,
Cumberlond Platequ, and Mount Rogers Planning
District Commissions and other agencies to develop
gffective nonpoint source management programs In
urban areas which will lead to the implementation of
Best Management Practices; and

7. Continue the issuance of 401 Certifications.
G. Board actions for water quality monitoring.

The State Water Conirol Board recognizes the unigue
importance of a water quality monitoring program. All
monitoring in the Tennessee-Big Sandy River Basin
requires that the board comntinue to work closely and
cooperatively with many other state and federal agencies
conducting water quality monitoring in the basin. Ground
water quality moniforing needs coniinued emphasis due to
the potential public health problems which can result
Jrom landfills and other sources. These can creale
immediate problems for users. The board will:

1. Monitor and analyze both surface and ground
waiter in the Basin lo establish water quality trends,
to supply effluent and ambient data needed for
establishing water quality based permit requirerents.
Conduct moniloring for assessing and enforcing
compliance with permits and water quality standards
and allow for the assessmeni of nonpoint sources.
Water Quality Limiled segments will receive [first
priority in these activities;

2 Continue to give high priority to intensive stream
surveys which are designed o provide information for
the calibration and verification of water quality
models;

3. Continue the ground water quality monitoring
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program to allow an assessment of ground watler
quality throughout the Basin as per the Ground
Water Protection Strategy;

4. Continue the biological water qualily moniforing
program to allow for the assessment of conditions for
agquatic life and for assessing and enforcing
compliance with permits and water quality standards;

5. Continue to cooperate with other agencies,
Wwherever possible, to avoid duplication of monitoring
efforts and to coordinate sampling programs, to
include the coordinated timing of sampling,
compatible sampling procedures, and consistent
parameiric analyses;

6. Continue to require holders of permits to furnish
data indicating the quality of their effluents, to
include the presence of foxics;

7. Require selected permit holders to monitor ambient
water quality in the immediale vicinily of respective
wastewater outfalls as needed; and

8 As resources are aqvailable, perform special fecal
coliform surveys fo delermine and locate sources.
Segments with continued high standard violations
would receive priority. '

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STATE CERTIFIED SEED BOARD

Title of Regulation: VR 172-01-01. Rules and Regulatioms
Providing for the Certification of Seeds and Other
Materials Used for Plant Propagation Purposes.

Staintory Authority: 8§ 3.1-277 and 3.1-280 of the Code of
Virginia.

Effective Daies: April 4, 1990, through April 3, 130§

Preamble:

The State Certified Seed Board is responsible for seed
certification in Virginia. The Board iz charged wilh
the responsibility of adopting minimum standards by
which seeds are certified. The Board promotes the
development and planting of geneticaily pure seed of
the highest quality in the greafest quantities possible.
This relationship between gquality and guantity is
expressed in terms of slandards (inciuding standards

of certification), set by regulation. Certified seed is of
four classes—breeder (the progeny of a c¢ross and the
beginning of a new genetic line, often developed by
plant breeders al a state university), foundation
(genetically the purest seed, derived from breeder
seed, perpetuated and increased at the farm owned

and operated by the Virginia Crop Improvement
Association, Inc.,, a non-profit organization devoted to
the Improvement of seed crops), registered (the
progeny of foundation or breeder seed and increased
by seed growers), and certified, the seed which the

seed growers sell to farmers to grow the commercial
grain and oil-producing crops that are for ultimate use
by consumers. Because each crop Improvement
association in each state prodices uvsuwally only enough
foundation seed for producers in thai siate that meet
certification standards, the needed seed most offen

comes from that grown within the state. In some
cases, because of poor weather during harvest, the
seed does not meet the certification standards, with
the conseguence that if this, the best available seed is
not plantfed, the quantity and quality of seed in future
years Is jeopardized.

The lack of a sufficient quantity of certain recentiy
developed soybean and peanut seed in Virginia at lhe
currently specified standards for the 1890 planting
season requires that the standards for certified seed
be amended. Because these stapndards cannot be
amended through normal regulation making under the
Administrative Process Act in time to meet farmers’
needs for the 1930 planfing season, this emergency
amendment to the regulation is necessary.

Hutcheson soybeans and the iwo varieties of peanut
seeds involved in this amendment, the NCE and NCI6C
varieties, cannot be spld except as a class of certified
seed, named above, under the provisions of the Plant
Variety Protection Act. Because of {he current
germination and inert-iafter standards, these seeds

cannot be certified unless the standard is amended.

With respect fo peanut seed, the current standard
requires & germination rate of B5% for foundation
peanut seed, Several lots of peanut foundaHon sced
stock of the NC6 and NCIOC varieties in Virginia fail
to meet (his stapdard (But can meet a 75%
germination raie). Thiv failure is directly related fo
epvirpnmenta! conditions of the previous growing
season. For the NCE varlely, ail of the foundation
peanut seed that exists in Virginia is needed to
Produce both the registered and certified seed. This is
due lo an early frecze in 1988 thai climinated all of
the foundation NCE production, The NCEB varfeiy is the
only Virginia-lype peanul variety having any resistance
to Southern coin reol Worm.

Ajl of the foundation seed of the NCIOC wariefy is
needed for planting in 1990 due to its resistance fo
CBR (root rol) disease. The lposses due to CBR in
Virginia for the 1989 peanut crop amointed fo 4.3
miiflon doliars or 4% of the crop. In order to make
this newly developed variety, which Rhas some
resistance fo CBR, available to ssed multipliers for
increase, It Is npecessary fto reduce the germination
standard for NCIOC foundafion peasui seed from 85
tv 75%. Other siates would not be adversely affected
by this measure, because they de nof have a
minimam germinafion standard for foundation peanu!
seed.

The Huicheson sovbean was developed by the Virgiaia
Polytechnic Institute and Siate Universily and is
protected usnder provisions of the Plant Variely
Protection Acl. Arkansas and Alabama are just iwe of
the states that are large purchasers of certified

Huicheson sovbean seed, and if they cannot buy
Huicheson soybean seed as a class of certified seed,
they caaaot buy it at all, because Virginia (specifically
Virginia Polytechnic Institute apd State Unlversity) is
the sole source for this sced. Because of it increased
yield potential and resistence to stem canker and frog
eyve leafspol, the Hulcheson Soybean is (hus very much
in demand. Owing o adverse weather condifions
during the most recent harvest, maay Iois have failed
to meet ceriification standards, becsuse of a lower
germination rate or higher inert-matter levels than
current certification standards permil. Most seed
produced of this variety will meet a 70%-germination

and, for the cerfified class, a 2.00% Inert-matter
standard. From tesis compieted by the Departmeni of
Agriculture and Consumer Services, fhere are 25
producers of Hufcheson soybeans with 3 gquaniity of
seed that failed to meet germination or inertmatier
standards uader the presenf certification standards.

While it is Impossible to determine the tolal number
of bushels Invplved, for six growers the amouni
exceeds 28,400 bushels With a difference of 3$8.50
between the price of seed if if can be used as seed,
and the price that the seed would bring if it could not
be used as seed and were used for pirposes oiher
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than seed, there will be a minimum estimated loss of
potential income of $248,200 to Virginia seed growers
for soybeans that will germinaie between the 70% and
80% rafe. The loss of potential increase in crop ylelds
and income i even greafer to farmers. It is estimated
that without this amendment fo the regulgfion, Virginia
farmers will forego approximately $450,00¢ in 1850
soybean profits. Out-ofsiate farmers will suffer a loss
in the same amount

VR 172-01-6}. Rules and Regulations Providing for the
Certification of Seeds aand Other Materials Used for Plant
Propagation Purposes.

Pursuant to the authoriiv coniained in Article 2, Chapter
18, Title 3.1, Code of Virginia (1950), As Amended, ihe
State Certified Seed Cominission hereby adopts the
Following Rules and Regulations:

Section 1. Certifying Agsncy.

The official seed cerfifving agency in the State of
Wirginia shall be the Virginia Crop Improvement
Assoclation, a nonprofit organization of seed growers duly
chartered under the laws of Virginia.

Section 2. Duties of Cerlifying Agency.

The Certifying Agency shall work in cooperziion with
seed growers, seedsmen, the Divisions of the Virginia
Polytechnic Institute and Staie University, the Virginia
Departmernit of Agriculture apd Consurher Services and the
State Certified Seed Commission and the Association of
Official Seed Certilying Agencies in providing an adequate
seed certification program for the Stale of Virginia. Dufies
of the Ceriilying Agency chall include, but nof be
resiricted to, the following

A. Select gualified growers and producers of certified
gseed

B. Mainiain and supply foundation seed required in the
certification program

C. Supervise and adminisier the branding, labeling and
tagging of all classes of certified seed

D. Promote the producton and use of certified seed

E. Provide field inspection, sampling, tagging and other
services and fo make charges for such services io the
exteni necessary

¥. To enforce all standards of certification hereafier
promulgated by the State Ceriified Seed Commission

G, To provide for, require and imzintzin appropriate
records of pedigrees, varicties and production of all crops
under certification

H. To establish procedures, schedules, deadlines, guoias

and guidelines necessary te ihe administration of an
effective seed certification program

Section 3. Classes, idealification, and sources of certified
sead,

A. There shall be four classes of seed recogrized in the
certification program as follows:

1. Brecder seed. Breeder seed is a class of certified
seed directly controlled by the originating or
sponsoring plant breeding institution, or person, or
designee thereof, and is the source for the produciion
of seed of the other classes of certified seed.

2. Foundation seed. Foundation seed is a class of
certified seed which is the progesy of Breeder or
Foundation seed and is produced and handled under
procedures established by the cerfifying ageacy, in
accordance Wwith this part, for producing the
Foundation clase of seed, for the purpose of
maintaining genetic purity and identity.

3. Registered 3z2ed. Regisiered seed is a class of
certified seed which is the progeny of Breeder or
Foundation seed and is produced and handled under
procedures egtablished by the certifying agency, in
accordance with this peri, for producing the
Kegistered «class of seed, for the purpose of
maintaining genetic purily and identity.

4. Certified seed. Ceriified seed is a class of certified
seed which is the progeny of Breeder, Foundation, or
Registered seed and is produced and handied under
procedures esiablished by the certifying agency for
producing the Certified class of ssed, for the purpose
of maintaining genetic purity and identity.

B. Identification of the above classes shali be as follows:
1. Breeder class - white fag
2. Foundaiion class - while tag
3. Registered class - purple tag
4. Certified class - blue tag

Attaching of tags to bags shall depend upon the crop
and shall be in accordance with guidelines specified by
the official Certifying Agency.

C. The source of seed planted for the production of any
¢of the above classes of seed shall be documented to the
Certifying Agency which shall establish appropriate criteria
of acceplance from Yme to time considering variety,
origin, diseases, limiied generations and other factors that
may be necessary to implement the standards of
certification established by the State Certified Seed
Commission.
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Section 4. Limitations of generations for certified seed.

The number of generations through which a variety may
be mulliplied shall be limited to that specified by the
originating bresder or owner and shall not exceed two
generations beyond the Foundation seed class with the
following exceplions wWhich may be made with the
permission of the originating or sponsoring plant breeder,
institution, or his designees:

A, Recertification of the certified class may be
permitied when no Foundation seed iz being maintained.

B. The preduction of an additional generation of the
Certified class may be permified on a one-year basis only,
when an emergency is declared prior (0 the planiing
season by any official seed certifying agency stating that
fire Foundation and Regisiered seed supplies are nof
adequate to plant the needed Certified acreage of the
variety. The additional generation of Certified seed to
meet the emergency need is ineligible for recertification.

Section 5. Seed testing.

Analyses and test of seed samples shall be conducted by
the Division of Product and Indusiry Reguiation of the
State Departmenti of Agriculture and Consumer Services or
by commercial seed laboratories approved by the State
Certified Seed Commission. Guidelines indicating size of
sample, sampling preocedures, schedules, reporting
procedures and related factors shall be established and
administered by the official Ceriifying Agency,

Section 6. Noxious and/or objectionabie weeds.

A For the purpose of cerfification all weeds designated
as noxious under the Rules and Regulations for the
enforcement of Article 1, Chapter 16, Title 3.1, Code of
Virginia (1930), as amended shall be considered
objectionable;, however, allowances for seeds of those
weeds designated as restricted may be esiablished in the
seed standards for specific crops.

B. Objectionable weeds shall include ail species incinded
under A. of this section and whatever non-noxicus weeds
that may be designated as cbjectionable in the specific
field and seed standards hereafter promulgated for specific
Crops.

Section 7. Field inspections.

Field inspections shall be made by qualified inspectors
in accordance with appropriate procedures and schedules
specified by the official Certifying Agency.

Section 8. Responsibility for compliance.

The Certifying Agency shall implement ceriification and
insofar as practicable enforce Certification Siandards;
however, each grower, producer, or handier of any class
of certified seed shall be responsible for compliance with

all reguiremenis of ceriification as well as all
reguirements of the Virginia Seed Law and the Faderal
Seed Act Sale of any class of certified seed inienticnally
in violation of any of {he foregoing my serve as a basis
for revoking ihe responsible party’s right to grow, produce
or sell clagses of certified seed.

Section 2. Certification standards.

The foregoing regulations shall be applicable ic the
certification of ali seed defined by § 2.1-263 of the
Virginia Seed Law and tc all tubers used for propagation.
Specific Certification Standards for the crops stbject shall
be as foilpws;, provided, however, that crops not provided
for herein may be ceriitied according to Certification
Standards last established by the Association of Official
Seed Cerfifving Agencies and such standards shail
subsequenily be adopied or amended by the State Certified
Seed Commission.

A. Corn certification standards-hybrids, foundation single
crosses and inbred lines.

1. Gengral standards. The general stendards as
adopted in the fromt of this publication are basic and
applies to corn.

a. Definition of {erms:

(1) Hybrid corn i& seed to be planted for any use
except zeed production. It may be any one of the
following:

(a) Single-cross. The term “single cross” means the
first generation hybrid between two inbred lines.

{b) Double-cross. The term “double cross”™ means
the first generation hybrid beilween {wo singie
CTosses.

(¢) Three-way cross. The ierm “three-way <ross”
means a first generation hybrid between a single
cross and an inbred line,

(Z) Foundaiion single cross, The term “foundation
single cross” means a single cross used in the
production of a double cross, a three-way or a top
cross. A foundation single cross to be eligible for
certification must bhe produced from approved
inbred lines whose source assures their identity and
is approved by the certifying agency.

(2) Inbred line. The term ‘“‘inbred line” means a
relatively true-breeding strain resulting from at least
five successive generations of conirolled
seli-fertilization or of back-crossing to a recurrent
parent with selection, or iis equivaleni, for specific
characierisiics. To be eligible for certification,
inbreds must be from a source such that its ideniity
may be assured and approved by the certification
agency.
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b. Classes of seed recognized.

(1) Omly the class “Certified” is recognized in
hybrid corr. Hybrid corn must be produced from
seed that has been grown under conditions that
insure lis purity and trueness to type and must be
approved by the certifying agency. Proof of the
restoring ability of the Hne must be supplied by the
originator.

(2) A Foundation single cross shall consist of the
first generation hybrid between two inbred lines fo
be used in the production of double, three-way or
top crosses. A feriility restoring line may be
substituted for its non-restoring counierpart in a
Foundation single cross provided the fertility
regtoring Hne is the same in other observable
characteristics as ifs nonresioring ceunterpart.

(b) Adequate natural barriers are permitied for
modifying isolation distances.

(c) Differential mafurity dates are permitied for
medifying isclation distances, provided there are neo
receptive silks in the ear parent al the same tlime
pollen is being shed in the coniaminating fieid.

(a) A hybrid will be disqualified for certification if
more than 1% of the seed parent stalks have shed
pollen on any one inspection or if the total for
three inspections on gdifferent dates exceeds 2%.

(b) Sucker, tassels, portions of tassels or tassels on
main plants will be counted when two inches or
more of the ceniral stem, the side branches, or a
combination of the two have the anthers extended
irom the giumes and are shedding polien.

(3) Other varieties and off-type plants, foundation
single cross and inbred lines:

(a) A field which contains at any one inspection
more than 0.1 percent of definitely off-type or more
than 2% of doubiful type plants that have shed or
are shedding pollen when 5% or more of the planis
in the field have receptlive silks, shall not be
certified.

FISCAL/BUDGETARY IMPACT: The national fiscal
effect of this OBRA change will be to shifi some of
the funding burden for this ambulatory care from the
100% federally funded PHS Act grants to the 50%
federal/50% state funded medical assistance grants.
By increasing paymenis from the Title XUX source,
the individual grantees will concurrently decrease
their need for 100% federal Public Health Service
grants.

In order to develop an estimate of the cost for
implementing this policy change in Virginia, an
analysis of Community Health Center paid claims was
made. Since the reimbursement for physician care
(the type of care delivered in Community Health
Center settings) was increased on January 1, 1990, the
analysis focused on claims for services delivered after
January 1, 1990. The analysis found that the average
fee-for-service payment per encounter during those two
months was approximately $33.18, which includes
primary and ancillary services. Charges were used as
a proxy for costs, average charge per encountier was
approximately $42.70.

A full year cost estimate was developed by taking the
differential between average fee-forservice payment
and average charge (§9.52) and muitiplying that
differential back over the total primary care uniis for
1989 (19,578) to generate a total dollar, full-year cost

of §$186,383 ($93,191 GF). Biennium costs are
presented below.

There are approximately 30 community health centers
currently enrolied in Medicaid to provide ambulatory
services. This OBRA mandate will not result in any
new providers or any expected increase in service
utilization.

The current DMAS fee-for-service payment mechanism
will be supplemenied with cost adjustments at six
months and final settiements at twelve months for
these providers in response to the OBRA mandate to
reimburse reasonable costs. DMAS expects that these
additional cost settlements can be conducted within
existing resources. Once experience is gained with
community health centers, 28 more precise cost impact
can be predicted which may require budget
modification.

RECOMMENDATION: Recommend approval of this
request to take an emergency adoption action to

become effective April I, 1990, in conformance tfo
OBRA 89. From its effective date, this regulation is to
remain in force for one full year or until superseded
by fina! regulations promuigated through the APA.

6. BACKGROUND: The Omnibus Budgel Reconciliation Act

of 1989 (OBRA 839) § 6402 mandates the filing of
obsietric and pediatric fees in the State Plan for
Medical Assistance. The Plan section affected by this
amending action is Attachment 4.15 B which contains
the reimburseinent methodologies for all covered
services except for inpatient hospital and long term
care. A new supplement 1 is heing added to this
aftachment.

The states establish their own payment levels for
Medicaid services. Medicald regulations (42 CFR
447.204) provide that payments must be sufficient to
enlist enough providers so that covered services will
ke available to Medicaid beneficiaries to at least the
extent that such services are available to the general
popuiation.

This federal codification and enforcement of adequate
payment level provisions incorporaies the regulatory
provision in the Medicaid statuie. Additionally, it
specified that the fest of comparative availability of
services may be applied to specific geographic areas.
This new federal regquirement provides that a State
Plan will not be considered to meet this requirement
unless, by April 1, 1980 and each succeeding year, the
state submits an amendment to the Plan specifying the
payment rates for non-institutional obstefrical and
pediairic services to be effective during the period
beginning July 1 of that year.

The amendment must include data on how these
payment rates are taken imip account in developing
the payment rates for HMOs with Medicaid contracts,
along with additional data that will asgist the
Secretary in evaluating states’ compliance with the
minimum payment requirement. The Secrstary of the
federal Department of Heaith and Human Services
(DHHS) is required to review and approve or
disapprove the amendment within 90 days; in the
event of disapproval, the state must immediately
submit a revised amendment that complies with the
payment requirement.

This regquirement provides that, bheginning in 1992,
data submitted by the state with the amendment must
include information on average Medicaid payments, by
procedure, for cobstetrical and pediastric services during
the second previous year. It requires thai information
be provided separately for providers in each
metropolitan statistical area (or similar area) in the
state and for the remainder of the state. It further
provides that no provision of Medicaid law shail be
construed as prohibiting a state from making higher
payments for obstetrical and pediatric services in
rural areas than in urban ones.

This section of OBRA 82 also requires the staftes to
tile additional data with HCFA “as will assist the
Secretary [of the Department of Health and Human
Services] in evaluating the siaie’s compliance with
such requirement, including data relating to how rates

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established for paymenis to healih maintenance
organizations under section 1903(m) take into account
such payment rates”. Upon the advice of the HCFA
Regional Office, DMAS is complying with the April 1st
initial filing requirement and will supply this
additional data once the federal agency defines its
reporting reguirements.

7. AUTHORITY TC ACT: The Code of Virginia (185(0) as

amended, § 32.1-324, grants to the Director of the
Department Medical Asgistance Services the authority
to administer and amend the Plan for Medical
Assistance in lieu of Board action pursuant to its
requirements. The Code also provides, in the
Administrative Process Act (APA) § 9-6.149, for this
agency's adoption of emergency regulations subject to
the Governor’'s approval. Subsequent to the emergency
adoption action and filing with the Registrar of
Regulations, the Code requires this agency to initiate
the public notice and comment process as contained
in Ariicle 2 of the APA.

OBRA 89 § 6402 mandates the filing of obstefric and
pediatric fees in the State Plan for Medical Assistance.

Without an emergency regulation, this amendment io
the State Plan cannot become effective until the
publication and concwrent comment and review
period requirements of the APA's Article 2 are met.
Therefore, an emergency regulation is needed to meet
the April 1, federal filing deadline and the July 1,
1990 effective date established by the Congress.

The attached amended Aftachment 419 B page 2
contains emergency regulation language relating to
rural health clinics, as required by the the Registrar
of Regulations, because there are concurrent
reguiatory actions.

8. FISCAL/BUDGETARY IMPACT: This amendment has no

fiscai impaci. It simply places additional information
on current policy in the State Plan.

RECOMMENDATION: Recommend approval of this
request to take an emergency adoption action to
hecome effective upon July 1, 1990, pending the
approval of the Health Care Financing Administration.
This regulation is to remain in force for one full year
or uniii superseded by final regulations promulgaied
through the APA. Without an effective emergency
reguiation, the Department lacks the authority to
conform the State Plan to this OBRA requirement.

DISCUSSION

8. BACKGROUND: The Nursing Home Payment System,
Supplement to State Plan  Atftachment 419D (VR
460-03-4.194), § 2.7 seis forth the reimbursement
formula and pavment methodology for nursing home
reimbursement of institutional providers’ operating
costs.

Under current regulations, nursing home providers
subject to the Program’s prospective payment system
are reimbursed their prospectively determined actual
allowabie per diem operating cosis subject to the
respective peer group operating cost ceiling. During
fiscal 1980, there will be approximately ninety-six (96)
skilled nursing facilities (SNF) and itwe hundred (200)
intermediate care facilities (ICF) enrolled in the
State’s Medicaid Program. Based upon current nursing
home cost data, 55% of the skilled facilities and 35%
of infermediate care facilities will be above the
Program’s established peer group ceilings.

The Code of Virginia § 9158, amended July 1, 1989,
requires nursing homes which operate within the
Commenwealth o file annual budget and cost data
with the Virginia Health Services Cost Review Council
for each fiscal year ended on or after July 31, 1989.
Each nursing facility is required to pay a fee of $.07
per adjusted patient day upon filing iis annual report
with the Council to comply with the Code of Virginia
§ 9-159 A (1) and (2).

In the absence of regulatory authority to allow relief
for the additional cost that must be incurred by those
nursing homes which are above the Program's
established operating cost ceilings, financial hardship
is ezpected ito be experienced by 55% of the skilled
and 35% of the intermediate care providers.

In November, 1989, the nursing home industry
requested the DMAS Director to consider granting
relief to the 55% of the skilled facilities and 35% of
the intermediate care {facilities which exceed the
Program’s esiablished peer group «ceilings, as the
Council’s filing fees were not included within the
ceilings established in 1982, An emergency regulation
was drafted on December 28, 1989, for approval by
the previous adminisiration by January 12, 1980
However, regulatory action was deferred, at the
previous administration’s request, to the current
administration for action..

7. AUTBORITY TO ACT: The Code of Virginia (1950) as
amended, § 32.1-324, granis to the Director of the
Department Medicl Assistance Services the authority
to administer and amend the Plan for Medical
Assistance in lieu of Board action pursuant to the
Board’s requirements. The Code also provides, in the
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Administrative Process Act (APA) § 9-6.14:9, for this
agency’'s adoption of emergency regulations subject to
the Governor's approval. Subsequent to the emergency
adoption action and filing with the Registrar of
Regulations, the Code requires this agency to initiate
the public notice and comment process as contained
in Article Z of the APA.

The Code of Virginia chapier 26 authorizes the
Virginia Heslih Services Cost Review Council fo
require “each nursing home provider [to] comply with
subdivisions A 1 and A 2 of § 9-159..” during the year
July 1, 1989, through June 3¢, 1990, The Council’s
emergency regulation, approved by the Governor and
filed with the Registrar of Regulations on July 17,
1988, authorizes the Council to set the filing rate fee
providing the impetus for this Medicaid budget impact.

Without an emergency regulation, the companion
amendment to the State Plan cannot become effective
until the publication and concurrent comment and
review period reguirements of the APA’s Article 2 are
met.

8. FISCAL/BUDGETARY I[MPACT: Without this regulation,
the Department will lack the authority to modify ils
reimbursement methodology to allow relief to nursing
home providers who exceed the Program’s operating
cost ceilings. Based upon patient days budgeted for FY
1996, additional expenditures of §$156,787 will be
required to reimburse nursing homes for costs
incurred for the fees imposed by the Virginia Health
Services Cost Review Council. Although not explicitly
funded for this policy, the DMAS budget for nursing
home reimbursement will cover this cost,

9, RECOMMENDATION: Recommend approval of this
request o take an emergency adoption action. Pending
the approval of the accompanying State Plan
Amendment by the Health Care Financing
Adminisiration, this regulation is to remain in force
for one full vear or untii superseded by final
regulations promulgated through the APA. Without an
effective emergency regulation, the Depariment lacks
the authority to reimburse nursing home providers for
costs incurred in complying with the Virginia Cost
Review Council's requirements.
