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WORLD WOOL PROSPECTS
With
QUARTERLY STATISTICAL SUPPLEMENT
Summary

Barly provisional ostimates of wool production for 12 countries which
furnish a l1ittle over three fifths of the world's clip, cxclusive of Russia
and China, indicate a clip in 1935 of about 2,093,000,000 pounds, a dccrease
of 3 percent compared with 1934 and of 8 percent as compared with the record
clip of 1932, Reductions in Australia and the Unitcd States so far appear to
offset indicated increases in the Union of South Africa, New Zealand, and
a few Buropean countrics. However, no estimates are as yet available for
Argentina and Uruguay, two of the important producing countries in the
Southern Hemispheres A definite bresk in the drought in Quoensland has
greatly improved conditions in Australia and the production eostimate for
that country may be revised upward if the improvement is maintained. Sce
wool production table in statistical supplcment.

It is now apparent that there will be only small stocks of carry-over
wool on.hand at the opening of the new sclling season in the Southern
Hemisphere. The only country with a large carry-over appears to be New
Zecaland and even there, stocks will undoubtedly be considerably reduced
before the beginning of the 1935-36 auction season which opens in November.

With supplics of wool in both the United States and foreign countrics
in 1935 probably below the avorage for the last few yoars, and with domestic
dnd foreign demand conditions somewhat improved, prices in this country are

likely to be fairly well maintained during the rcmainder of 1935.
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The price sitﬁation in'the 35§é5£ market improved with dn increased
demand for raw wool in August. No wool suctions werce held at London in ’
August. The néxt series is scheduled to opcn on September 17. The new
selling scason will opcen in Australia on Scptember 2.

Consumption of apparel class wool.ir the United States showed an
almost continucus deeline in the fiscal years, 1926-27 to 1931-32. A
marked incrcase in cansumption was reported in 1932-33 but because of the.
long period of low mamufacturing activity in 1934 consumption for the fiscal
years 1933-34 and 1934~-35 was smaller than in 1932-33. (See Figuro 2, at
end of reclcase).

Consumption of wool by the manufécturing industry of the United Kingdom
hag been on a very high level in the last few yocars. Statistics qf trade

in partly manufactured products show that the heavy increase in congumption

is partly the result of the new balance betwcen import and export trade in

the last few yecars. Imports of woolen and worsted yarns and tissues since v

1932 have becen very small compared with the imports of earlier yecars.

From a world standpoint therefore, a cdnsiderable part of the improvement

in consumption in the Unitéd Xingdot may be regarded as a shift of machinery
activity from the Furopean Continent to England. (See~pagqs & and 7

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. The Boston wool market has been fairly active since the middle of
July, according to reports from the Boston Office of the Bureau of
Agricultural Economics. The volume of sales roported for the first
2 weeks of August was about twice as large as during the first 2 weeks of
Julye.

The price gituwation in the Boston market has improved with the
increased demand for raw wool., Priccs-had eased slightly in the latter
part of July. 'Most sales weore being made at the low side of the rangcs
quoted and’'early in August some . types of térrifory wools sold at prices

-beléw the July réanges. With the incrcased’volume of sales in August and

the increase in the number of buyors operatlng in the market thig weakness
largely dlsanpeared.

Ayerage prices for July for most grades of Ohio and sinilar flecce
wool showed no change compared with the-June average. Prices of the
finer grades of territory wool averaged slightly higher in July than in
June. (See price flgure in. supplement.) The average farm price of wool as
of July 15 was 20.5 cents a pound COﬂpared with 1%9.8 cents for June 15
and 21,4 cents in July 1934.

Demand for fine grades.of Ohio and similar fleece wools has been
weak in the Boston market. Choice Ohio delaines brought 31-32 cents in
the grease, the middle of August, while average lines werc available at
30-31 cents. Demand for medium fleeccs improved and 56s (3/8 Dblood) Ohio
and similar wools were sold at 31-32 cents in the greasc with very little
available at the lower figure. There has been a fairly good movement of
semibright nedlam fleeces with strictly combing 56s bringing 57-60
cents scoured basis and 48s, 50s, bringing 53-54 cents. Sales of
strictly combing 46s (low 1/4 blood) flceces were renorted at 27-28 cents
in the grease.

Sales of average to short, French combing 64s and finer territory
wools are being made at 65-67 cents and average to good French combing at
68-70 cents the middle of August. Prices of strictly combing 56s
territory wools were slightly irregular in the first half of Aucust and
were mostly 1/2 ceni-a pound lower than during July., Fair quantities of
this grade were sold near the low side of tle range 59-63 cents scourcd
basis. Sales of lower grades of terrltory wools were very snmall,

Wools suitable for the woolen tradc were less active in Aurust
Prices of scoured pulled wools declined slizhtly. Demand for noils has
been fairly stcady. Average fine noils have sold at 53-56 cents, with
choice fine noils bringing up to 58 cents. Choice 3 8 blood noils
sold at 48-50 cents.
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New business in wool tops was not large in the latter part of

July and first half of August, but most houses reported a fairly steady
demand for small gquantities. Sales were made late in July by some firms

at 1/2 cent below prices obtained in the previous month. Average staple
0il combed top sold mostly at 88-89 cents with short dry combed 64s selling
at 86-88 cents. Sales of 58s top Were reported at 80 v cents and fair
quantities of 1/4 blood tops at 70 cents, The volume of deliveries conw
tinues fairly good although somewhat smaller than for a few months previous.

Wool consumption by the domestic wool manufacturing industry detlined
in June from the record consumption reported in May. The weekly average
consumption of apparel class wool by United States mills in the 5 weeks »
ended June 29 was 5,677,000 pounds, scoured basis, compared with 6,361,000
pounds in May and 5,392,000 pounds from January 1 to June 28. The weekly
average consumption for cach month so far in 1935 has been larger than
for any month in 1934, With the exception of February, the weekly average
for each month in the first half of 1935 was also well above the average
for the corresponding month in the 10 years 1924 to 1933, See Figure 1
at end of release. Total consumption of apparel class wool from January 1
to June 29 of this year was 254,900,000 pounds of shorn wool, greasy shorn
basis, and about 38,000,000 pounds of pulled wool, greasy pulled basise

Reports indicate that consumption was fairly well maintained in
United States mills in July. The New York Wool Top Exchange service re-
ports that new business in the goods market in the first half of August
was light but that the wool manufacturing industry os a whole continued to
operate at an active rates In view of the high rate of consumption since
November 1934 it seems proboble that consumption in the last half of 1935
will be lower then in the first half of the year, but it may be considerably
greater thaon in the last half of 1934, Incomes of consumers, as indicated
by incomes of industrial workcrs for the first half of 1935, are higher
than at any time since 1931, The great improvement in the worsted branch
of the industry this year as compared with last ycar is favorable to the.
larger consumption of virgin wool in proportion to the quantity of reworked
wool and wool substitutes used by the industrye.

Machinery activity in the woolen ond worsted industry in percentage
of moximum single shift capacity and in ntmber of active machine and spindle
hours reported by months in the first half of 1935 is shown on page 25 in
the statistical supplement. ' ‘

Receipts of domestic wool at Boston in the first 4 months of the
current season beginning April 1 were 133,800,000 pounds compared with
107,400,000 pounds in the same months of 1934 when shipments were unusually v
smalls Average receipts for the April-July period in the 5 yecars 1929 to
1933 were 135,900,000 poundse Imports of wool into the'United States in
the first 7 months of 1935 were 11,889,000 pounds of combing and clothing
wool ond 87,586,000 pounds of carpet wool., In the some months of 1934
imports were 16,276,000 pounds of combing and clothing wool and 58,805,000
pounds of carpet wools, Imports by months, by classes, for 1934 and 1935
to date are given in the statistical supplemente '
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Average prices for wool and semi~manufacturcs in the Bradford
market were higher in July than in Junce. The nearncss of the August holi-
days resulted in some slockening in business in the latter part of July
and in August the market became very quicte Quotations werce reported to
be slightly lower on most qualities of tops and yarns the carly part of
August but business was scarccly sufficicnt to test prices. o wool
auctions were held at London in Avcuste. The next scries is scheduled to
open on Scptomber 17.

The Weekly Wool Chart (Bradford) index number for raw wool priccs
for July was 77 (English currency basis, July 1914 = 100) comparcd with
73 in Junc ond 62 at the low point in March. Crossbred wools showed a
slightly larger advance than merino wools during July but the merino wool
index wos 87 compared with 67 for crossbreds. Thc index for tops Was 83
in July compared with 79 in Junc and 68 in March, while the yarn index
advanced to 100 in July compared with 96 in June ond 88 in March.

The Ministry of Labour reports that 13.5 percent of insurcd workers
in the woolen and worsted industry were registered as unemployed on July 22
compared with 14.5 percent on Junc 24 and 24,3 percent in July 1924, A
slight decline in activity was reported in most bramches of the worsted
industry in July as compared with June but activity improved in the woolen
scctione

Stocks of raw wool in London and at other ports of the United Kingdom
showed o further rcduction at the cud of June as comparcd with stocks held
at the end of April and February ond were also lower then at the same time
in the 2 preceding years, according to statistics published in Wool In-
telligence Notes by the Imperial Economic Committcce On the other hond,
stocks at railway and canal depots in Yorkshire were 20 percent larger at
the end of June than at the end of April, but were smaller than at the cnd
of Junc in either of the 2 preceding ycars. The stocks at Yorkshire more
nearly reflect movemonts in the trade although they are only a small part
of the total trade stockse Combined stocks at ports ond at railway and
canal depots in Yorkshire at the end of Junc were 172,000,000 pounds
compored with 165,000,000 at the end of April and 220,000,000 ot the end
of Junc 1934, ‘

Statistics of the trade in wool and manufactures of wool of the
United Kingdom in the first 6 months of 1935 with corparisons for rccont
years arc given in the tables on pages 27 nnd 28 in the statistical supple-
mente  Refained imports of wool were sligatly lerger in the first half of
1935 than in the same months of 1934 but werc smaller than in 1933 Exports
of tops and also of tissues have increased as commared with the same period
of the 2 provious years and exports of yarns while slightly smeller than
in the first half of 1934 are larger than in the corresponding montas of
1933.
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Consumption of wool by the manufacturing industry of the United
Kingdom has been on a very high level in the last few ycars. The quontity
of imported wool retained in thé United Kiugdon in the 3 ycars 1932 to
1934 was 11 percent greater than the Quantity retained from 1929 to 1931
(Scc table in supplement.) but the increase in mill consumption Wwas probably
greaters Estimates of consumption of foreign and colonial wool mado by _
the Weekly Wool Chart (Bradford) indicate that consumption in the 3 ycars
1932 to 1934 was about 30 percent greater than from 1929 to 1931. Con-
surption in the first half of 1935 was higher than in the same months
of the 3 previous years.

Because of the lack of data on carry-over from yecar to year the csti-
mates of quantities of wool retaincd arec not an accurate indication of
changes in conswption from year to yeare Statistics on employment and
information on inlustrial conditions indicate that consumption of wool in
the United Kingdorm declined from 1927 until the latter part of 1931 and
then increased rapidly in the following years. The heavy imports from 1929
to 1931 resulted in a congiderable accumulation of stocks in those years
wilch were disposed of by the high activity of the last few yearse

Statistics of imports and exports of tops, yarns and tissues from
1929 to datc (Sce table in supplement, pages 20) show that the heavy = ..
increasc in consumption is partly the result of tanc new balance betweon
import snd export trade in the last few ycars. Imports of woolen and worsted
yarns and tissues since 1932 have becn very smoll compared with the irmports
of earlier yearse

Thic great decline in imports is due in part to the imposition of a
tariff on such imports. A 50 percent emergency tariff was imposed in November
1931 but this was reduced in May 1932 to 10 percent on yarns and 20 percent
on tissuess. The decline in imports is also duc in part to the deprecintion
in the British pound which followed the abandonment of the gold standard
in Scptomber 1931, Imports of yarns and tissues into the United Kingdom
caric caniefly from France and Germony, countries whosc currency remained
on o gold basis. The imposition of the tariff together with the depreciation
of the Britisa pound removed the advantage of low production costs formerly
held by these continental countricse Thig resulted in the shutting out of
imports ond created an additional demand for home manufactured goods in
England to take the place of goods previously imported.

Exports of yarns from the United Kingdom werc only slisghtly larger
and exports of tissues were 22 percent smaller in the 3 years 1932 to 1934
than from 1929 to 193l. However, if imports are subtracted from exports,
net cxports of tops in the 3 yvears 1932 to 1934 were 50 percent larger than
from 1929 to 1931, net exports of yarns show on increase of 97 percont and
net exports of tissues an increasc of 10 percent.

The recent demand for washed wool, tops and yarns for the German
market, to supplerent the restricted imports of rew wool into Germany has
resulted in increased exports of these products from the Unlted Kingdon
to Germany, made possible by credit arrangements between the two countricse
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From a world standpoint, therefore, & considerable part of the
improvement in consumption in the United Kingdom may be regarded as a
‘shift of machinery activity from the European continent to England.

The firm tendency of wool and wool products' prices im the first
half of July'stimulated general buying asctivity on the Continent, »ut
the subsequent declincs in price werc cqually effective in dampening busi-
ness sentimont in the second helf of fthe monmth., The ovstaclcs in the
way of o%»taining raw mutorial in Gormeny and Italy likowisc contributed
to quictncss in July whon the scasonal tondeney is normally toward some
slackcening of cctivitics. Mill occupation for the Continent taken as a
whole has not changsd significantly from a month ago, with possibly a slight
-1ull in July as compurcd with Junc, Scasonal revival will probably szt
: in in tho carly fall. :

Changes in stocks of tops in commiscsion combing c¢stiblishments of
Continontal Burop. have followed thi usual scasoncl trond during thoe past
2 months. ILittlce change has boen reported in morino stocks while stocks
of crossbrec tops have shown a scasonal incrcisce. Stoeks of crossbred
tops were considorebly smeller at th. end of J.ly than at the sume date
in the past 3 years. Stocks of merino tops &t the cnd of July were smaller
than the July stocks of «py yeer since 1928, Stocks orf merino tops in the
four countrics combinud were 22,774,000 pounds =t the cnd of July comparcd
with 22,987,000 pounds in Junc and 30,976,000 pounds in July 1934. tocks
of crossbred tops were 29,908,000 pounds at the ¢nd of July compcrud with
27,919,000 ¢t the cnd of June cnd 35,191,000 pounds in July 1934. (Scc
tahls in Supplemcnt, page 21.)

Trading in noils and wool continued quiet throughout July with only
occasional pick-ups in the case of fine type tops. The industry is fairly
well occupied and a feir amount of domestic and export business was booked
by worsted spinners and by weavers during the month. Toward the end of
July and early in August new orders fell off and summer gquietness in busi-
ness became pronounced. :

Belgium

Conditions continued satisfactory in the Belgian wool industry in
July. Spinners as well as weavers and hatmekors are well supplied with
unfilled orders and occupation of these plants is very good.

July treding in washed wool and tops wes gquict and cxports to Gor-
many and Italy werc almost at & standstill, but at the roginning of August
Germen demend revived as @ resuvlt of the new piyment wgrecment concluded
between Germoany and Belgium. Trading in noils was wetive throughout July
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Italy

Italy's proporation for military operations in Bast Africa., Pricos for '

wool and wool products continucd firm throughout July and carly in August

(in part contrary to world morkct dovelopments), although busincss in foreign
tops and wool romainoed limited. A4 very strong demand end firm pricts pre-
vailed in the mrrket for domestic wool, notably for typos ShltublC Tor
nilitary dcliveries.

Since import purchases of wool and tops have been restricted for
many months while there has been good business in domestic wool eand noils,
it would appear that mill operations in the woolen spinning section should
have gained relative to.activity in the worsted spinning branch. This
assumption is borne out by.the figurss on mill activity given in the table
below, hus, occupation in woolen spinning establishments during the first
5 months of the current year was considerably sbove the corresponding months
of 1934, while worsted spinning activity was greatly below lest ycar. Weaving
mill occupation in recent months has also risen considcorably as compared
with the same period a yoar augo.

Wool textile mill operations and mill sulcs during July continued
along the somewhat reduced lines roported last month. The difficulty
of obtaining raw material and slackening in reteil sales remained dampen-
ing influences on mill occupation. Stocks of tops with commission combers
continued their downward trend through July, the scarcity of fine material
showing up in the relgtlvely larger reduction im merlno top stocks than
in crossbreds. :

According to recent reports the specisl wool compensation and pay-
ment sgresments concluded between Germeny and South Africa lost season
have resulted in & considereblc increase in the proportion of South African
wool tcken by Germany. During the scosons 1932-33, 1933-34 and 1934-35

e
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South African wool exports to Gormany amounted to 60,600,000, 52,300,000
and 63,900,000 pounds, wheroas cxports to Frcnee in those scasons fell
from 96,700,000 to 56,400,000 and 51,300,000, ¢nd those to England from
75,100,000 to 54,700,000 and 41,300,000 pounds, respectively. Germany,
formerly the third largest importer of South African wool, in 1934-35
ranked first among South Africa’s wool customers. The agreement thus
appears to have worked out more satisfactorily than hed been expected
originally.

Supply Situstion

A‘definitevbreak in the drought in Queensland which greatly improved
late winter and early spring conditions in Australia is the most importent
change affecting the future supply . situation, since the issue of the last
World Wool Prospects. There has been no chenge as y»t in the original Aus-
tralicn estimete mads early in Junc, which placcd production et 948,000,000
pounds, although it may be nccessary to reviso this cstimate upward if the
improvement is maintainecd. It scems probable that the preceding scason's
clip was larger than originally estimatcd and it may hove reachzd
1,050,000,000 pounds which is not grsatly bclow the record clip of 1932,

The ncw c¢lip of the Union of South Africa is ostimated at 245,000,000
pounds or 17 porcent above the smell clip of last ycar. The recudtion
in the 1935 clip in the United States was smwllor than snticipstoed owing
to an increasc in sverage flcecoe woights. The shorn wool clip including
fall wool in Texas anG Californic is estimated at 344,000,000 pounds,
a decreasc of 4 parcent compered with 1934,

It is too eariy as yet to meke a definive statement concerning the
size -of the coming wool c¢lip in the Southern Hemisphere as shearing does
not become general unitil the last .few months of the calendar year and es-
timates for Argentina and Uruguay are not'yet available., Xarly provisionsl

_ The amount of wool shorn or to bo shorn in the United Stutcs in
1935 is 343,882,000 pounds, according to thc proliminary estimite of the
United Stotes Departmont of ‘Agriculture issucd August 2 by the Division
of Crop «und Livestock Estimates. This is a deerci.sc of 4 percent compered
with 1934 and is 4 porcent less thum the S-your average 1950-1934.

The decrease in production this yeur resulted from & deeline of
5 percent in the number of sheep shorn, s the weight per fleesce wis 1 per-
cent lerger thon ¢ yoor &go. It seems probeble, states the report, thetd ‘
the rother hecvy fleece welghts in ¢ number of Western Stotes wes the.
result of more thoan usucl cmount of dirt in the wool cnd thit the decrecse
in clesn content of wool shorn may be relatively greater then the decrecse
in greusc wool.

Practicelly 75 percent of the totcl wool clip wes shorn invﬁhc
14 Western runge States for which monthly condition reports werc aveileble.
The conditiom of shesp in those states for the season July 1, 1934 to
June 1, 1935 was only 77 percent of normel compared with 84 percent in
1933-3%. Production in those states in 1935 is estimrted ¢t 256,000,000
pounds from 31,000,000 sheep, cveraging 8.3 pounds per shcep compered with
272,000,000 pounds in 1934 shorn from 23,000,000 sheep with «n avercge
welght of 8.2 pounds per sheep.

Celifornic =nd Idiho wers the only Western Stctes showing increased
production this yerr. In Texrs, the leading wool producing Stete of the
United Strtes, production fecll off 9 percent in 1935. Conditions in that
stcte were very much below normel, cespeciclly during the first helf of last
secson June 1 to Deccmber 1, 1934. Since the beginning of 1935 conditions
heve been improving ster uzly tnd it is estimcted thaet the fill cllp will
exceed thet of yokr cgo by rbout 2,000,000 pounds.

The condition of sheep in the 14 Woestern Stotes on August 1, 1935
wes 90 percent of normwl compered with only 76 percent lrst August rnd &
1C-yerr evercge of 89.5. The condition of renges was &lso much better
thin ¢ yecr cgo.

The 5 prin¢ipal centril :nd erstern wool producing stctes produced
cbout 1,000,000 pounds more in 1935 then in 1934, the tot:l being ,
47,7C0,000 pounds from 6,000,000 sheep. (See deteiled. teble in Stetisticel
Supplement ).

The 1935 lamb crop estimeted at 27,63C,000 wes about 7 pecrcent
smaller thin the 1934 lemb crop, 1l percent below the record cwp of 1931
1nd the smellcst since 1929, ccecording to the Crop Reporting Borrd of the
United Strtes Depertment of Agria lture. Not only was the number of
brecding ewes smcller but the lembing percentage lso showed e decrecse.
The deerease wes «ll in the Western gheep gtetes ¢ s the nctive lrmb crop
We s lerger thon & yell ago.

Letest reports nre to the effect thet the scvere drought vhich
previiled in Queenslend :nd noar thern New South Sicles for severel months
hes beon breken. Heevy riin ot the end of June which continued into July
ovir mest of tho prstoral creas he s grectly improved the cutlook for the
spring (Sceptember-Novembsr). <quoenslend's averazge reinfill during the summer
months (December-Febru.ry) of 1934-35 wes very deficient cnd & severe
drought develeped. Errly in June it wes thought thet there wes little pros-
pect of winter rins of sufficicent cbundrnee to relieve the situction ’
grectly. However, this yerr the unexpected heppencd cnd hei vy roeins
cime just - hen gucenslend wos freing tho .orst drought on record.
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The rein came after unduly cold and bleck weather and losses emong
weak shorn sheep will be heavy in some areas. It is difficult to estimate
drought losses in sheep, in lembs that should heve been dropped, in forced
seles, &nd -in the cost of feeding or transportinz to relief country. It
seems probable, however, that unofficisl estimstes from Lueenslund sources
feporting losses of shegp renging from 4,000,000 to 6,000,000, including
lambs, ‘may have been exurgercted. Sheep numbers in Quecnslend on Jeanuery 1,
- 1935, before.the drouzht became severe, were officiclly eostimuted €1

Disposcls of current clip wool tot:led 504,000 pounds in July 1935 cs com~
prred with 670,000 pounds in July 1934. However, in cddition to current
c¢lip wool sold or shipped, 3,000,000 pounds of cerry-over ool wes sold in
July 1935, whereas, in July 1834 23,000,000 pounds cof cerry-over ool wes
sold.

Exports for tac first .wonth of the new so: son cmounted to
pounds, compi.rcd with »,000,000 pounds in July 1954 tnd en everees of
¢ 37,000,000 for the 5 yours 1920 -1933.
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Last season's wool clip in Australia was probably not greatly below
the record clip of 1932. The official estimate of production for last
season is not yet available, but an estimate based on receipts into store .
for the season and other available data places production in 1934-35 at
about 1,050,000,000 pounds compared with the revised official estimate of
994,000,000 pounds in 1933-34. . The coming clip is still estimated at about
948,000,000 pounds, the smallest.clip since 1930. At the time this estimate
was made prospects were rather unfavorable us far as Quoenslund was concerned.
The unusual winter rwins which havo improved the conditions immeasureably
may cause the originul estimute to be rovised upward, providing the improve-
ment in condition continues. It wis estimuted ut the cambined mceting of
growers und wool brokers held eurly in Junc thet New South Wules, Qucenslund,
Western austrulia and Victoria would .1l show decrecuses in production this
season, whereas Tasmania and South Australia were expected to show increases.
Dalgety and Company's estimate of wool production for the season 1934-35 was
969,000,000 pounds, grease and scoured wool combined, an increase of 6 per~
cent above the preceding season.

The total quantity of greasé #ool sold in Australia during the 1934-35
season was 873,345,000 pounds at an average price per pound of 15.89 cents,
compared with 718,648,000 pounds in 1933-34 valued at 25.98 cents per pound.
The quantity of scoured wool sold was 33,435,000 pounds valued at 27.79 cents
per pound as compared with 35,082,000 pounds averaging 3¢ .36 cents per pound
in 1933-34. The total value of the wool sold in australia in the 1934-35
season was ©148,435,000 compared with $200,838,000 in 1933-34. The preceding
5-year average was 141,791,000, , :

_ Shipments of wool from Australia during the season are estimated at
867,000,000 pounds, according to statistics of H. Dawson and Company, Ltd.,
showing exports by countries. This is an increase of 6 percent above
1933-34. The United Kingdom and Japan and France took increased quantities.
(See table in 3tatistical Supplement.)

New Zealand

Sheep numbers in New Zealand have been increasing for the past 2
years and on April 30, 1935 totuled 28,967,000, according to the preliminary
official estimate, an increase of 1 percent above 1934 and 4 percent above
1933 when numbers were the smallest in 5 years.

Yool production in New Zealand hLas been fairly large during the past
% years, reaching or exceeding 300,000,000 pounds each year. It is unoffi-
clally estimated that the current clip will be about 306,000,000 pounds com-
pared with about 302,000,000 in 1934 and 301,000,000 in 1933. The S~-year
‘average 1927-28 to 1931-32 was 272,000,000 pounds.

The carry-over of wool in New Zealand on June 30, 1935 was consider-
"ably larger than at the same time a year ago, in fact over twice as large.
Withdrawals from sales during the past season were large because of the low
prices offered. ' '

It is estimsted by Dalgety and- Company that the carry-over of grease ’
wool on June 30, 1v35 reached 56,393,000 pounds, an increase of 163 percent
above the 21,402,000 pounds reported on hand in that condition at the sume
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date of 1934. - Of the total quantity of grease wool on hand this year
31,950,000 pounds were in the hands of wool brokers and 24,443,000 pounds
held by farmers.. In addition, 7,638,000 pounds of scoured wool and slipes
were.carried.over which, converted %o a grease basis,. would be approximately
13,887,000 pounds. There are probably also small quantities of crutchings
and wool on skins not yet acecounted for. :

Last year the official estimate of. carry-over on June 30 placed
stocks of grease wool at 27,444,000 pounds or about 55 percent of total
wool stocks. In addition to grease wool there was a certain quantity of
scoured, washed and sliped wool, cruitchings and wool on skins, the total
in all hands amounting to 49,800,000 grease equivalent compared with
78,600,000 pounds in 1933 and 117,900,000 pounds on June 30, 1932. The
quantity of scoured wool and slipes included in the official estimate last
year amounted to 10,090,000 pounds converted to a grease basis with a fur-
ther 7,177,000 pounds of crutchings, wool on skins and unspecified wool,
making the total quantity on - hand, grease equivalent, on June 30, 1934,
49,800,000. It seems probable that total stocks on hand this year will
exceed 100,000,000 pounds. The quantity will undoubtedly be somewhat re-
duced before the opening of the auction secason in November. It was stated
earlier that the larger quantity was held in North Island. Crutchings sales

-take place in North Islund during august.

Offerings of wool at selling centers during the 1934~35 season were
estimated at 184,000,000 pounds grease and scoured wool combined, a decrease
of 24 percent as compared with the unusually heavy offerings of 1933-34 and
6 percent as compared with the preceding D-year average. Sales during the
season just passed amounted to only 165,000,000 pounds, which was a decrease
of 27 percent compared with the large sales of 1933-34, but were only 3 per-
cent smaller than the preceding 5~year average.

The value of the wool sold in New Zealand in 1934-35 (July l-Junc 30)
was only $17,655,000. compared with $41,188,000 in 1$33-34, The average
Price per pound 1n.l934-3b was 10.7 cents dbdlnst 18.2 cents the previous
season.

Union of South Africa

It is estimated that apparent supplies of wool for disposal in the
Union of South Africa during the 1935-36 season will show an increase of
about 6 percent above 1934-35. The 1935-3%6 wool clip is placed at ’
245,000,000 poumds according to the preliminary estimate, an increase
of 17 percent above the small clip. of 1934-35. The revised estimate for
last season is 210,000,000 pounds which is 23 percent below that of 1933-34
and; 30 percent bclow the . preceding S5-year average. The original official
estimate of last season's clip issued in July 1934 was 245,000,000 pounds,

which was later revised downward to 205,000,000 pounds.

Last season exports totaled 235,000,000 pounds converted to a grease
equivalent, a decrease of only 5 percent as compared with 1933-34. This
small reduction in exports, compared with the large reduction in production,
was the result of the fact that approximately 24,601,000 pounds carried
over from the preceding year was exported during the 1934-35 season. The
carry-over of unsold wool on Junc 30, 1935 was only 3,853,000 pounds grease
and scoured wool combined compared w1th 24,098,000 pounds at the same date
a year ago.
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Receipts of new season's wool into store during July amounted, to .
about 3,350,000 pounds compared with only 790,000 received during the
same month last year. There were no auctions during the month. Exports
during July amounted to 2,261,000 pounds of grease wool compared with
2,136,000 pounds a year ago and 718,000 pounds of scoured against only
174,000 pounds last year. Stocks of unsold wool at the end of July
amounted to -only 4,188,000 pounds, whereas last season there were
26,129,000 pounds on hand at that date.

South America

It was estimated at the beginning of the 1934-35 season that
argentina and Uruguay, combined, had about 13 percent more wool for dis-
posal than in the preceding season. Zxports for the first 10 months,

i.e., up to July 31, from these two countries have reached 389,812,000
pounds, an increase of 10 percent above the same period of 1933-34, Ex-
ports from Argentina amounted to 285,484,000 pounds, an increase of 10
percent, whereas those from Uruguay also increased 10 percent to 104,000,000
pounds. Monthly exports from both Argentina and Uruguay for the 3 months,
November, December and January, were smaller than a year ago. These months
arc usually thosc of lurgest cxports. Sinee February, however, exports each
month have been larger than a year earlier.

Reliable estimates of wool production for the new season beginning
October 1 are not yet available. Stocks have been greatly reduced and the
carry-over is not expected to be unduly large.

Those parts of argentina reported to have been suffering from un=
usually dry conditions had not received much relief up to the early part
~of August, although light rain fell over the greater part of Buenos dires
Province during the first week of that month. Livestock generally, how-
ever, was reported to be in good condition in the central, southwest and
La Plata zones of Buenos aires Province. In those zones at least, suffi-
cient feed was available for stock. The southern provinces appear to have

received ample rain and pasturage was reported as good. No losses of stock .

of any importance have been reported.

Exports of wool from Argentina and Uruguay by countries of destina-
tion from October 1 to June 30 may be found in the Statistical Supplement.
During July exports from Argentina totaled 19,096,000 pounds, or more than
twice as much as in the same month a year ago, whereas Uruguay shipped out
8,165,000 pounds cocmpared with only 451,000 pounds in July a year ago. The
- largest exports from both Argentina and Uruguay in July, amounting to

7,172,000 pounds and 3,272,000 pounds, respectively, went to the United
Kingdom. ZExports to Germany from argentina, which has taken the second
largest quantity from Argentina for the season, have been very small for.
the past two months, whereas June exports to France were largs. aslthough
-Uruguay sent the largest quantity of wool to the United Kingdom in July,
the sccond largest quantity went to Germany. Shipments from argentina. to
North smerican ports, probably chiefly to the United States, totaled
54,958,000 pounds during the first 10 months this scason. Last year ex-
ports. to the United States for that period totaled only 18,250,000.
