Cash receipts from sales accounted for  2,630,491,000 or 85 percent of the gross
income. The remainder was the value of products consumed on farms where procduced.

Chicken Prices Down, Egr Pricés Up: The average rrice per pourd live weight
of chickens sold from.farms in 1947 was 26.8 cents compared with 28.0 cents in 1946,
Ega-prices averaged 45.3 cents per dozen in 1947, the highest of record, compared
w1th 57 5 cents in 1946,

Sales of Chickens Pecrease: All chickens sold in 1947 totaled 2,146,784,000
pounds Iive weicht -- 6 percent less than in 1946. Of the total. pounds sold 48 per=
cent was voung chickens and 52 percent mature chickens. The average live weight of
all chiﬁkens sold in 1947 was 4.3 pounds, the same as in 1946. Younz chickens sold
averaged 3.7 pounds in 1947, compared with 3,6 in 1946, Iature chickens sold aver-
aged 5.2 pounds in 1947, the same as in 1943, '

.~ Egg Production Dovm Slightly: Egg nroduction in 1947 amounted to 53,301
million eggs corperea with 55,590 mllllon in 1946. The annual rate of lay per hen
and pullet on hand January 1 was 127 eggs compared with 117 in 1946, This increase
of 10 eggs in the rate of lay in 1947 almost offset an 8 percent smaller laying -
flock at the beginning of the vear. Gross income from ferm eggs in 1947 was
$2,073,106,000 -- 20 percent more than in 1946 and 19 percent above the previous
record hlgh income of 1945,

Chicken Inventories Decrease: Chickens, excluding corriercial broilers, on .
farms Jenuary 1, 1948 totsled 462,976,700 -- 2 percent less thean a year ear11er~
Of the chwcleno on farms January 1 1948 about 30 percent were hens, 62 percent
pullets and 8 percent other “1ckense This compares with 32 percent hens, 60 n»er-
cent pullets and 8 percent other- chickens on hand a vear earlier, Iens on farms .
January 1, 1948 numbered 141,417,000 -- 8 percent less than e vear earlier. Fullets
on farms totaled 286,446,000 about the same as a yesr earlier. Other chlckens on
January 1 numbered 55 113 000 --'9 percernt fexez than on January 1, 1947.

Farmers Eat Less Bggs ana»Chlckens- Farwers consuned 7,828 million eggs in
1947 -- 2 percent less than in 1946, Consumntion of chickens in households of
farm producers was 176 million birds -- 4 percent less than in 1946,

Commercial Broiler Production Increases: About 8A9 715,200 nounﬂs of commer-
cial broilers, live weight, vere produced in 1947 -~ an increase of 3 percent from
1946, Tre 1947 average live weicht price vas 32.1 cents per pounc compered with
32.6 cents in 1546.

One
percent in the death rate is equivalent to & lcss of about 5 willion layers. -fuchn
higher feed costs in 1947, resulting ir e considerablv less favoreble feed-egg
price relationship, induced farmers to mush their layers to a record high egn pro-
duction in an effort to offset some of the increerse in.feed costs. This vype of
menagement has 2 tendency to incrcase the rate of death loss.

Fever Egers Used for Farm Hatching: Farrers used 240 million egys for farm
hatching in 1947 --" 13 percent less than were .sed in 1946, althourh threy raised
the same number of chickens in 1947 as in 1946. Terrers required a smaller number
of eggs for form hstching ir 1947 because they hstched on Tarns only 11 percent
of the 1947 chicken crop, compared with 13 mnerce..t hetched on farms in 194C. There
has been a gradual increese in the purchese of babv chicks dvring the past 10 vears.
In 1938 farrers rurchased 70 percent of the c-ickens they raised, whlle in 1947 the;
purchased 89 pnercent.

Young chickeng raised on frrms in 1948 are estimated at 635,036,000 — 15
percent less than were raised in 1947 and 17 percent less than the 1937-46 average,
This preliminary estimate is based on reports as of June 1 obtained by rursl mail
carriers from 103,000 farms and supplemented by later information from crop respon-
dents and commercial hatcheris, Numbers of chickens reised are below those of last
yeor in all States except 6, The largest decreases are in the West North Central
States, with an average decrease of 25 percent for the area, The smallest decreases
are in the Western States, with an average decrease of 4 percent for that area,

The estimated number of young chickens raised and the number of layers on
hand June 1 indicete a smaller laying flock on January 1, 1949, than on Japuary 1
this year, The number of layers on hand June 1 was L percent less than a year ago,
and the smallest June 1 holdings since 1941, At the beginning of this yesr, poten—
tial layers were 2 percent below a yeer earlier. Although the relative decrease in
layers since January 1 has been greater than last year; it has been less then the
10-year average decrease,

On February 1, formers reported their intentions to buy 20 percent fewer baby
chicks because of very unfavorable egg-feed and chicken~feed orice relationships.
Although the egg-feed ratio grew less favorable as the year advanced, the chicken-
feed ratio grew more favorable, with the result that farmers bought more chicks than
they intended last Februery 1,

The demand for chicks was very slow during the first three months of this
year, At the end of March, hatchery chick production was running 18 percent below
that of 1947, April hatchery production picked up and vas only 6 percent below
April last year, In May, however, it slipped again to 12 percent below May lest
year, With more favorable egg and chicken prices in June and a slight decline in
feed costs, hatchery production increased in June to a level 7 percent greater than
in June lest yesr, However, the increase was in broiler chicks to meet the demand
from commercial broiler producers, The demand for chicks for farm replacements was
probably about the same in June this year as last, Hatchery production during the
first half of this year was 11 percent below that of 1947, This decrease is 4 per-
cent smaller than.the decrease in farm chickens raised because of a considerable
increase in commercial broiler chicks this year, Commercial broiler chicks have beer
included in hatchery production but not in the estimates of chickens raised on farms,

_Farmers reported on June 1 that 88 percent of their young chicken holdings
came from hatcheries, compared with 89 percent lsst year, 87 percent in 1946, 85 per-
cent in 1945, 83 percent in 1944, 82 percent in 1943, 80 percent in 1942, 76 percent
in 1941 and 72 percent in 1940, ‘
