plying broiler hatching eggs, about the same as a year earlier. The number
tested for broiler production July through February in these States totaled
7,752,824, compared with 7,165,903 during the same months a year earlier -- an
ihcrease of 8 percent, The number of chickens for all other purposes tested
during February totaled 178,897, compared with 148,417 in February a year ago--
