The number of turkeys teste® during May for pullorm disease, while
ceasonally small, was larger than the number tested during May 1957. The
number of heavy breeds tested totaled 26,493, compared with 19,509 in May
last year. The number of light breed turkeys tested totaled 17, 780, compared
with 5,536 during May 1957.

Chiskens Tested

In Ctates for which comparisons are available, 1,554, 780 chickens for
supplying broiler hatching eggs were tested for pullorum disease during
May 1958--6 percent less than in May 1957. Testings for the period July
through May 1957-58 totaled 20, 554, 010, compared with 23, 735, 627 during
the same month a year earlier--a decrease of 13 percent,

The number of egg-type chickens tested during May 1958 totaled 246, 376,
compared with 235,554 in May 1957--an increase of 5 percent. Testings

July through May totaled 11, 833, 262--down 3 percent from the testings during
these months a year earlier,
