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Turkeys Tested

Considerably more turkey breeders were tested during February 1959 for

~ pullorum disease than a year earlier. Testings of heavy white breeds were
up 101 percent from February 1958. Testings of other heavy breeds, mostly
broad breasted bronze, were up 97 percent. The testings of light breeds
were up 54 percent from February 1958, The numbers of turkeys tested dur-
ing February were heavy white, 97, 720; other heavy breeds, 196, 269; and
light breeds, 77, 281.

During the months July 1958 through February 1959, testings of heavy white
breeds were 57 percent larger than during these months a year earlier. Dur-
ing the same comparative period testings of other heavy breeds were down

1 percent and testings of light breeds were up 40 percent.

Chickens Tested

In the States for which comparisons are available, 2,363,505 chickens for
supplying broiler hatching eggs were tested during February 1959 -- up 84
percent from February 1958. Testings for July 1958 through February 1959
were up 26 percent from this period a year earlier., Chickens for other pur-
poses (egg-type) tested during February 1959 totaled 756,079 -- 66 percent
more than the number tested in February 1958, The number tested for July
1958 through February 1959 totaled 11, 893, 848, approximately the same as
the number tested during this period a year earlier.
