There is a feeling among many of the rresent nembers, however, that
invitations should be extended only to revresentatives of countries which -
have definitely aiigned themselves with the Free World, and there exists
some doutt concerning Japan's attitude toward the menace of International
Communism,

"I cannot, of course, sveak for all of the members of the League,
But the course of wisdom would seem to indicate the need for extreme caution
and careful study before exvanding, by invitation, the vnresent membership

of the Asian Peonle'!s Anti-Communist ILeague,"
