Operations:

1) Number of patrons inside and outside

Item 1.  The dining room/inside bar/ covered patio has seating for 79 occupants as noted on the drawing. The outside open air patio has seating for 80.  Additional standing room patrons outside, service staff, and/or, customers ordering food at the counter should be anticipated. I believe the total number of occupants will be 200. Since the building code doesn’t regulate outside spaces (only the inside of buildings) we do not have a firm # of occupants for the entire site.

2) Hours of operation inside and outside

Item 2- Depending on patio & sidewalk licensees of course, hoping to run 11am - 1:30am inside 7 days a week and until permitted to outside in the warm weather months. Also planning for morning hours on the weekends to do breakfast/brunch. Toying with the idea of doing breakfast during weekdays also but maybe down the road, not as of now.

Items 3 & 4 . Deliveries are off the back service alley, and will not be off Damen or Rice. We show the service corridor on our floor plan.
