The Yankees of the 1920s and ’50s. 
The Packers of the 1960s. The Bulls of 
the 1990s.

In the annals of greatest sports dy-
nasties, the New England Patriots of 
the last 15 years certainly fit in with that 
group. Boasting 14 playoff appearances, 
seven Super Bowl appearances and five 
league titles over that span, the Patriots’ 
dynasty is the longest in NFL history and 
arguably the most dominant in any sport. 
And given the right NFL package or city 
of residence, we get to see it in action 
every week.

Tom Brady and his teammates open 
defense of their 2016 league title when 
they take to the turf at Gillette Field in 
Foxborough, Mass., against Alex Smith 
and the Kansas City Chiefs. NBC will 
have live coverage of the NFL’s 2017 
Kickoff game Thursday, Sept. 7.

The scary thing is, it’s quite possible 
the Patriots are better than the team that 
mounted a 25-point comeback last Feb-
ruary in Super Bowl LI to defeat the At-
lanta Falcons 34-28. True, Brady is now 
40, an age where most quarterbacks 
have long since settled into retirement 
and/or a broadcasting career, but he’s 
shown no signs of slowing down, as his 
3,554 yards passing and 112.2 rating in 
2016 will attest.

And now he has a few new weapons 
at his disposal in 2017, among them 
wide receiver Brandin Cooks, whom the 
Pats acquired from the New Orleans 
Saints during the offseason; and tight 
end Rob Gronkowski, who missed the 
last month of the regular season and 
all of the postseason with a back injury. 
Add in cornerback Stephon Gilmore 
(a free agent signee from the Buffalo 
Bills) and defensive end Kony Ealy, who 
comes from the Carolina Panthers via 

trade, and one gets the feeling the AFC 
is New England’s to lose.

As for those that might challenge the 
Pats in the conference, the team they’re 
opening the season against, the defend-
ing West champion Chiefs, could be a 
factor. Alex Smith runs a ball-control of-
fense and the defense bends but doesn’t 
break. Clearly, this is a team that doesn’t 
beat itself.

Also in the mix is the defending North 
champion Pittsburgh Steelers, assum-
ing quarterback Ben Roethlisberger 
is healthy and clicking with wide re-
ceiver Antonio Brown and running back 
Le’Veon Bell. The Tennessee Titans, the 
South champs that boast quarterback 
Marcus Mariota and a dynamic running 
game, could be poised for a breakout 
year. And don’t count out the Oakland 
Raiders, who loaded up on defense in 
the draft and coaxed running back Mar-
shawn Lynch out of retirement to give 
quarterback Derek Carr another weapon.

Q: Is “Shameless” coming 
back? I saw that Emmy Ros-
sum was involved in some sort 
of pay dispute over it. — John 
Hanson, Boynton Beach, Fla.

A: The seriocomic Showtime 
show’s eighth season is scheduled 
to start Nov. 5, with Rossum still 
featured prominently after lob-
bying for pay parity with fellow 
series star William H. Macy. That 
involved her negotiation to be 
paid more for future seasons to 
bring her to the same level he 
had received for earlier seasons, 
and however it ultimately worked 
out, it did work out. Newly mar-

ried to “Mr. Robot” mentor Sam 
Esmail, Rossum also has become 
a director on “Shameless,” having 
done her first episode in that role 
last season.

Q: A friend told me that Sylves-
ter Stallone is going to be on 
“This Is Us.” Is that true? — Mi-
chelle Scott, via e-mail

A: It is. He’ll appear during the 
upcoming Season 2 of the Emmy-
nominated NBC drama (which 
starts Sept. 26), playing himself. 
He’ll be in a movie in which Justin 
Hartley’s actor character Kevin 
also appears, serving as a mentor 
of sorts.

The link between Stallone and 
the series is Milo Ventimiglia, 
alias the show’s Jack, who 
played the “Rocky” and “First 
Blood” veteran’s son in “Rocky 
Balboa.” They’ve remained 
friends ever since, and while it 
would be fun to see Jack and 
Stallone together given those 
circumstances, that probably 
won’t happen due to events in 
the famously moving timeline 
that the program uses.

Q: I am a fan of the “Diver-
gent” series, and I hear that ei-
ther a TV-movie or a TV series 
will be made out of “Allegiant, 
Part 2.” Can you tell me where 
this stands? — Alan McClure, 
Schaumburg, Ill.

A: “Ascendant” — which follows 
“Allegiant” in the Veronica Roth 
book series — is expected to be 
the next story to be tackled for 
the screen, reportedly as a se-
ries for Starz. The same reports 
suggest that many actors who 
have been in the movie versions 
wouldn’t return in a television 
version, but a key one could be 
back. Shailene Woodley has said 
that she’d like to finish telling 
the story of her character Tris, so 
she well might do that, whatever 
form the franchise takes going 
forward.

Q: I’ve heard that Hilary Swank 
is going to do television again. 
If so, in what, and when will it 

be on? — Heather Green, Nor-
man, Okla.

A: The two-time Oscar winner 
— who did the sitcom “Camp 
Wilder” and a stint on “Beverly 
Hills, 90210,” as well as a number 
of TV-movies, early in her career 
— will return to the home screen 
in “Trust,” a limited, fact-inspired 
series set to debut very early 
in 2018 on FX. She’ll play the 
mother of John Paul Getty III, who 
is virtually the only person in the 
family to take action to get her 
son back after he’s kidnapped. 
Fellow Academy Award recipient 
Danny Boyle (“Slumdog Million-
aire”) is an executive producer of 
the drama and also is directing it.
