Motion by CGommissioner Bickett, seconded by Oom-
missioner Burkett that the road from Kilgore to Gladewater,
in gregg County, be designated a State Highway, and alse,
that the road from Longview, @Gregg County, to Tatum. in
Buekx County, be designated a State Highway.

Motion by Commissioner Blckett, seconded by Conme
missioner Burkett that the road from Rook Springs, JEdwards
Gounty, to Uvalde, JUvalde County, be designated a State
Highway. This rosd was designated several years ago, but
cancelled in 1923.

fhe Commission authorized the advertisement for
bids for the widening of the Jort-Worth-Dallas plke to 24°
a3 per the plans and specifications prepared by Engineer
Courterand iredersal Engineer Losh. The Oommission wished to
€0 oy record that it was not considering the building of
any other highway between Fort Worth and Dal lae at this
time. .

The Commission authorized the advertisment for

bids for bridge on Highway No. 10 in iLrgth County by
Pebruary 1, 1926

The citations served on the Highway Commission in
the case of Neylsnd-Smith vses the Highway Commission re-
lative ocancellation of maintenance ocontract in Yal Verds
County referred to Attorney Generalte Department for such
action as that Departiment may think the matter may deservee.

Upon motion of Commissioner JJurkett Highway No. 1l
through }Jolen County was awarded §$160,000.00 additional
Federal Aid to oomplete road inm acoordance with plans and
speoifications desired by the Federal Distriot &ngineer,
said funds to be avalleble in July 1927,

On motion of Gommiﬂsioner Burkett, road from
Ballinger, Ruunelg County, to Bronte, Joke County, by way
of Maveriok, was designated as a 3tate Highway conditioned
upon the counties putting sald road in proper shape to pass
inspection of the Division Engineer, and to be taken over
not before January l, 1926,

Upon the recommendation of Commissicner Burkett,
Highway No. 10 through Rrgth County is to be re-surfaced
with gravel and asphalt topped in the Spring of 1926 whebd
tunds are avalilabole. _ ,

County was re-sllotted the sum of
+800,000.00 Federal 4id, $421,560.28 being available in
1926, and $378,439.72 avallable in 1926,
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OQoctober 26, 19256,

_QGounty was allotted $250,000.00 Federal
Ald available in 1926 and 1927 to be used in hard surfac-
ing higbways No. 7 and No. 28 from county line to county

line on the condition that Bajley County vote bonds to
the amount of §$250,000.00.

Lapb County wsas allotted $300,000.00 Federal aid
to be used im harad surfacing Highways No. 7 and No. 28
through the county, on condition that Lamb County vote
bounds to the amount of $300,000.00.

Nalker County was granted $108,000.00 Federal Aid
to be used on Highway Nos 456 from Hunteville to the Grimes
Walzer County line, & distance o0f 18 miles.

The matter of Jim Wells County, which asked for a
letting on F+A+Pe 429-5, Lighway No. 12, from nesar Nueces
River to epproximately three miles south Alfred, was re-
ferred to Engineer R. J. Hank.

The Xarnee County delegation from Kenedy who
asked that the designation which wae granted at the meeting

The request of Wjilliamsop County for §6,892,39
additional State Ald for overrun on Job £46«H, FeAePse 418-4

from Florence to Georgetown was referred to State Engineer
Henk.

Brazoria and Fort Bend Countles asked for desig-
nation of road from Rosenberg, Xoxt Bend County, to Free-
port, in Bragoxrla County, via Needville, Damon, West Col-
umbia and Brazoria, and also 50% aid. Commission Lanham
suggested that the proposition be put into writing, stating
what money the counties would need, etc. &nd filed with
the Department for further consideration.

Motion by Commissionmer Bickett, seconded by Com-
missioner Burkett that J. E. Motheral be appointed a
temporary resident engineer, located at Austin, at a salary
of $R250.00 per month with the understanding that he is not
allowed any ofiice rente.

Application in writing has been filled for the re-
locating of a portion of Highway No. 6 bBetween Calvert and
Hearne in Rohertsgpy County, eliminseting three railroad
crossings of said public highway &and shortening the distanc#
«44 of a mile. The County has heretofore spent ¥50,000.00
on highway Nos« 6 and the State and Federal Government has
not, up to this time, matched any of the expenditures on
this portion of said highway. The city of Calvert, a town
of less than two thousand population , has recently voted
$40,000.00 to build Highway No. 6 through the city limits
of £aid town of (Calvert, This applloation ile for at least
$90,000.00 State and Federal Ald to matoh the §50,000.00
8lrendy spent and the $40,000.00 now ready to be used on

this highway. The application also asks that sald Highway
Noe 6 be relocated so as to eliminate these railroad cross-
inge in accordance with map on file in the Ytate Highway
Engineer's office, and also asks that the portion of
Highway No. 6 between Calvert and Bremond be included in
this project to be resurfaced wWith an asphalt topping, and
that this $90,000.00 asked for be used on any portion of
said highway north or south of Calvert as ssked for in the
petition and shown on the map. The Kighway Commiseion,
therefore, hereby grants to Bobertson County $90,000.00
to be allotted $40,000.00 the first of March 1926 and the
other §50,000.00 £by the first of July 1926, and it is unp-
derstood and agreed that the city of Calvert will with
its $40,000.00 above mentioned pave Highway No. 6 1n the
city limits of Celvert under its own contract and engin-
eering, and that the State Highway Commission will handle
and contraot for the portion of said Highway No. 6 upon
which -the $90,000.00 is to be expended.

Dimmit County was granted $3,653.43 additional
State Ald to oover cost of damesge done by overflow on
Section B of S.A.P. 483, Highway No. 856.

In Waller County authoriziation was given a8
follows;

To have maintenance contrsctor, Mr. Boyette, to
widen and grads roadway, do the necessary clearing and
grubbing and furnish in place the necessary wooden cul-
verts and corrugated pipes on 20-mile section of Highway
No. 73 from Harris-Waller county line to the San Fellipe
Ferry on the Brazos River at cost plus 10% in a sum oot
to exceed $12,000,00.

Also, to grade roadway and place corrugated iron
oulvert pipes already delivered on Highway No. 20 from
its intersection on Highway Noe. 6 for the distance of
approximately seven miles to the brazos River, the work
to be done on & basis of coet plus 10 %, the amount not
to exceed $3,0004004
