Airport The official airport for the tournament is Cardiff Airport (CWL) 
However, Bristol Airport, Birmingham Airport and London Airports offer a bus service 
via National Express which arrives 200m from the venue.

Events Men’s and Women’s Singles (32 main draw) Men’s and Women’s Doubles (32 main 
draw) Mixed Doubles (32 main draw). 
 

Eligible Players No player shall be eligible to compete unless he or she is a player in good standing 
with his or her National Association. 
 

Conditions of 
Play 

The tournament shall be played in full accordance with the laws of Badminton and 
General Competition Regulations adopted by the BWF as well as the regulations of 
the Badminton Europe Circuit and Badminton Wales (BW) including the prohibition 
of doping for which tests may be carried out. 
- No more than 20 matches will be played per court per day. 
- The draw will be seeded in accordance with the regulations of the BWF. Badminton 
Europe will make the draw. 
- It is required that every event in a particular BEC Circuit tournament has at least 8 
competitors. If the required number of competitors is not met, this particular event 
shall not count towards any ranking. 
- The period for knocking-up before any match shall not exceed three minutes. 
- All competitors must be prepared to play at the times determined for the events for 
which they have entered; failure to do so may result in the players disqualification.  
- Players shall not plan their departure less than two (2) hours after their last match 
is planned to conclude. If a player/pair is unable to compete due to early departure, 



 

 

 

 

such a player/pair shall lose all the Circuit Ranking points gained at the particular 
tournament and BADMINTON EUROPE shall propose to BWF that the gained BWF 
ranking points are also removed. (Regulation 9.5 in Badminton Europe’s Circuit 
Regulations). 
 

Clothing and 
Advertising 

Clothing and advertising (please refer to regulation 18 -  in Badminton Europe’s 
Circuit Regulations). 
18.1 Colour, design, lettering and advertising on clothing shall be regulated by BWF 
General Competition Regulations 19 to 23. A player violating these regulations shall 
be penalised by an administrative fine of 50,00 EUR.  
18.2 The name on the back of the shirts is mandatory for all matches at all times 
during play in both the qualification and the main draw. - A player failing to wear the 
name on the back of his/her shirt when mandatory shall be penalised by an 
administrative fine of 100,00 EUR.  
18.3 It is mandatory - that partners in doubles wear the same colour of the T-shirt 
and shorts/skirts at all time during play in both the qualification and the main draw. 
Failing to do so shall result in an administrative fine of 100,00 EUR

Scoring System All events shall be played on a Knock out system according to the rules of the BWF. 
Scoring shall be best of 3 sets to 21 points with extended play to 30.  
 

Shuttles Yonex AS50 shuttles will be used. 
 

Courts There will be 5 Yonex portable playing mats used during the event. 4 practice courts 
will also be available. 
 

Practice Courts Practice courts can be booked upon request to Carissa.Turner@badminton.wales  
Please note: there will be an exhibition match on the evening of the 28th of 
November; therefor players will not be able to practice in the Playing Hall however 
the Warm Up Hall will be available.

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Entries and Visas All entries must be made by using the BWF Online Entry System. Entries must be 
submitted no later than Tuesday 31st October 2017 at 23.59 BWF HQ time (GMT 
+08.00).

No late entries will be accepted. 
It is required that every event in a particular BEC Circuit tournament has at least 8 
competitors (i.e. actual competitors, not merely entries). If the required number of 
competitors is not met, this particular event shall not count towards any ranking. 
Any withdrawal after the Sunday immediately preceding the draw, for any reason 
whatsoever, renders the Member Association concerned liable to an amount of US$ 
150,00 for the inconvenience caused by the withdrawal (as defined in BWF General 
Competition Regulations). No entry fees will be refunded or cancelled if a player 
withdraws from the tournament for any reason whatsoever. 
Any player not showing up at the tournament, without having been withdrawn in 
advance, renders the Member Association concerned liable to an additional amount 
of US$ 500,00 for the inconvenience caused by the “no show” (as defined in the BWF 
General Competition Regulations).  
When a player is entered in a BWF-sanctioned event, television/broadcasting and 
still photography of that event is permitted at all associated venues (including 
training/practice) without further need to seek the consent of the player of Member 
Association concerned.  Television signals can be shown in any and all territories on 
live or recorded television, Internet, web casting, audio, film and other media of 
similar nature. 
After entering a player(s) in the tournament it is the Member Nation’s responsibility 
to secure a letter confirming entry to supplement their VISA application. Member 
Associations (MA) are advised to contact Badminton Wales immediately if they 
require a VISA.  Names of competing players and coaches should be clearly shown. 
An official invitation letter will then be sent to the Member Association.  MA should 
apply for visas immediately thereafter. 
 

Entry Fees Singles: £35 per player 
Doubles: £30 per player 
Card payments will be accepted at the tournament however a 5% fee will be charged 
per payment. 
Badminton Wales will not be responsible for any bank charges incurred.  
Please note that should BW receive payment which has incurred a charge and 
therefore doesn’t cover the full cost, BW will invoice for the difference or ask the 
players for the remainder of the amount at the tournament. This should be paid 
prior to the players first match. 
Note: The Member Association that enters a player into a BEC Circuit tournament is 
responsible for paying the entry fees for that player. The entry fees become due if a 
player is entered and has not been withdrawn when the entry deadline passes.
