
Free Visitor & Education Center,
Open everyday from 9 am to 4 pm:
☼ Explore exhibits
☼ Rent a pair of binoculars at the front
desk before 1 pm at no charge.
☼ Stop by the Refuge Nature Store,
operated by the “Ding” Darling Wildlife
Society. All proceeds support the Refuge.
 
Bailey Tract, on Tarpon Bay Road, is the
Refuge’s inland freshwater marsh habitat,
featuring trails for hiking and biking. Open
dawn to dusk. Parking is FREE.
 
Wildlife Drive Walk, bike, drive or take a
guided tram tour.  Open Saturday through
Thursday, and it is CLOSED on Fridays.
 
Indigo Trail is open seven days a week for
hiking or bicycling. Discover the Wildlife
Education Boardwalk, only 3/10 mile from
the Visitor & Education Center!
Note:  Entry fees apply for Wildlife Drive
& Indigo Trail.

Sensible Safety
What to Bring:
 
☼ Water: Be sure to stay hydrated!
Filtered water is available for FREE
to refill your own re-usable bottle,
or Just Water (an eco-conscious
water bottle) is available for
purchase at the Refuge Nature
Store.
☼ Sunscreen/Hat: Exposure to
sun can be harmful. Protect your
skin!
☼ Bug Spray: Insect repellent can
defend against mosquito's, no-see-
ums, and chiggers. Available to
purchase in the Nature Store.
 
 
Although incidents with wildlife
are rare, please exercise caution
during your visit. Fire ants are
found at the Refuge, so watch
where your step!
