1. The under mentioned observations have been raised regarding 
proposed de-limitation of seven assembly segments those falling in 
Dharwad District.  

 
2. The proposed changes recommended for Navalagund and Kundagol 

Assembly segments are agreed to. 
 

3. However, the changes proposed for Dharwad, Hubli-Dharwad (west), 
Hubli –Dharwad (East), Hubli-Dharwad (Centra) and Kalaghatagi 
assembly constituencies are enumerated, constituency wise in the 
succeeding pargraphs. 

 
(a) Dharwad (Existing Dharwad Rural) and Hubli – Dharwad West 

(Existing Dharwad City) As per the proposed changes the population 
of this constituency is 2,26,336 Out of the said existing constituency 
half of the portion is merged with Kalaghatagi Constituency which is 
not correct geographically. Therefore, it is recommended that the 
existing Dharwad Rural Constituency be kept unchanged. However 
two wards of Hubli-Dharwad Municipal Corporation, viz ward no. one 
and three be added to Dharwad Rural constituency. With this change 
Dharwad Rural (Proposed Dharwad) and Dharwad City (Proposed 
Hubli-Dharwad (west)) will fall within the accepted range of 
population.  

 
(b)  Hubli – Dharwad Central (Existing Hubli Rural)  
 

As per proposed changes the population and geographical area is in 
excess as compared to district average population and neighboring 
constituencies. Therefore it is recommended that Ward No. 35, 36, 37 of

constituency. The said wards are very adjacent to Kalaghatagi 
constituency.

c) 3 Kudligere Part is replaced by Shimoga Kasaba II Circle because the 

area is adjustment to other areas of the proposed Shimoga Rural

1. Yeshwanthpura Villages was one of the Hobli Headquarters in the 

erstwhile Bangalore North Taluk. In 1962, along with other villages of 
its folding as Hobli Headquarters, the Yeshwanthpura Villages was 
included in the city of Bangalore.  

 
2. Again in 1995, out of the remaining Yeshwanthpura Hobli major 

villages, about 13 BMP wards were added to the existing 100 wards 
of the city of Bangalore.  

 
3. Soon after, once again in 1995 itself, the Yeshwanthpura Hobli 

remaining major villages together formed the (a) 35 wards of 
Dasarahalli CMC & (b) 13 wards of Pattanagere CMC.  

 
Thus the number of villages presently come under Grama 

Panchayats are 10% only. Above 20 Bangalore Corporation Wards & 
48 wards of 2 CMCs are formed out of Yeshawanthapura Hobli 
villages. Evenafter 34 years of its merger with the city of Bangalore, 
still Yeshawanthapura is continued to be the Hobli Headquarters. 
Like all other Hobli Headquarters, not even one Public Relations 
lower officer’s / quarters situated at Yeshawanthapura. Leaving the 
areas around the Yeshawanthapura & tagging on to it the far off 
villages coming under Grama Panchayats is improper & unwanted.

Amendments to the Proposed Delimitation Commission 

draft pertaining to Assembly Constituencies of Kodagu District. 
 
Delimitation of assembly constituencies – prayer for retaining the 
present 3 assembly constituencies in Kodagu district of Karnataka 
States.  

 
After British rule, Kodagu District was a “C” state with a legislative assembly 
having 24 members and two M.P. (1 Loksabha & 1 Rajyasabha member). 
After amalgamation & re-organization  of the “C” state Kodagu was made as 
District of the Karnatka State with three Taluk without any change in its 
geographical feature. Geographically District is a Hilly terrained having about 
4102 sq K.M. Trs. The traditional culture and customs of the people of 
Kodagu District is unique and District, when compared to the other part of the 
states.   

 
The Kodagu District has three Taluks and three assembly constituency 

namely, 126 Virajpet, 127 Madikeri and 128 Somawarpet. As per 2001 censes 
population of Kodagu District is 5,48,561. The population of Virajpet Taluk is 
200628 Madikeri Taluk 142012 & Somawarpet Taluk – 205921. The average 
population of Kodagu District for three Taluk is 1,82,853. The proposed 
recommendation in for average population for a constituency is 274281 (246852 
to 301709) 

 
Keeping in view of the above aspects request you the Existing number of 

assembly constituencies of Kodagu District may be retained for the reasons 
stated below:  
 
1. Reducing the No. of constituencies on the basis of state  average 

population is unscientific, cities and plain areas are thickly populated and 
reaching a voter (or any people) is easier. Whereas in hilly areas (western 
Ghat area) are thinly populated, houses are scattered, officers or peoples 
representatives have to traverse more area, spend more time for reaching 
the people.  

 
2. The educated disciplined and law-abiding people of Kodagu district 

voluntarily accepted the small family norms for proven economic and 
social reasons. Hence the percentage of increase in the population is 
lowest in Kodagu district, when compared to other parts of the state and 
country. Reducing the assembly constituencies on the basis of population 
(if there is any such thinking) of Kodagu district, it could amount to 
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penalizing the people of  Kodagu district for lowering the percentage or 
growth rate, which has been consciously done for economic reasons.  

 
3. Under the Panchayath Raj Act concession is given to Malnad districts 

(Ghat areas) including Kodagu district of Karnataka state with regard to 
No. of seats based on population . In Kodagu district for each Zilla 
Panchayath seats the population fixed in the state is 18000 as against 
state average of 30000. The same principle should hold good for 
assembly constituency also while considering de-limitation of 
constituencies. If the state average concept is adopted to Kodagu district 
then the district identity of district will be disintegrated.  

 
4. Kodagu district and its 3 taluks (and also the existing 3 assembly 

constituencies) have district and well demarked boundaries with well 
defined administrative unit. The 3 taluk Panchayath (Madikeri, Virajpet and 
Somwarpet) and 3 well defined taluks of the district and time tested 
administrative unit have been in existence ever-since 1947 on wards. The 
boundaries of the Panchayath and taluk Panchayaths have well defined 
boundaries with good communication system and contiguity of 
administrative unit, which is the main basic requirement while considering 
de-limitation. Since Kodagu district has all the required parameters and 
basic requirements as per the guidelines of the commission, the 
commission has no legal impediments in retaining all the 3 assembly 
constituencies as it is without any change. In this connection we would like 
to draw the kind attention of the commission to Clause IV of Para III under 
the head population. Clause IV reads thus “The de-limitation commission 
has however, taken an internal decision that as constituencies can not be 
delimited having exactly equal population in all cases, a deviation to the 
extent of 10 percent plus or minus from the state / district average would 
be acceptable to the commission, if the geographical features, means of 
communications, public convenience, contiguity of the areas and 
necessity to avoid breaking of administrative unit so demand”.  

 
As per this clause the commission has every right to take the district average of 

population more particularly in the case of Coorg district. Since the geographical 
features, means of communication, public convenience, contiguity or the areas demands 
the commission to take such a decision to avoid breaking of well defined, time tested and 
well knit administrative units of Kodagu district.  

 

The total population of Kodagu district in 5,48,561 and the average 
population for 3 assembly constituencies works out at 1,82,853. As per clause IV 
of the commission guide –lines district average. Populations can be taken as a 
guiding factor. The commission would be fully within its rights to apply this para-
meter for our district to protect the existing 3 assembly constituencies and there 
by protecting the district individuality and district characteristics of Kodagu district 
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characteristics of Kodagu district, which has the privilege of being “C” state 
before integration.  

 
Conclusion: 
 For the justifiable reasons as stated in the paragraphs above we 
earnestly request the commission to maintain the status quo as for as our 
district is concerned. In respect of 3 assembly constituencies and in doing 
so the commission will only protect the district individuality and 
characteristics of this great district of India (once, 1’ great fine ‘C’ state of 
India) and there by honouring the sentiments, feelings, aspirations of the 
people of Kodagu district.

DISSENTING NOTE FOR THE FAVOR OF PUBLICATION  
THROUGH THE MEDIA 

 
We regretfully note some of the suggestions which were made by us with 
sole public interest in mind has not been given due consideration and 
summarily rejected without appreciating the public interest and good 
intention behind it. 
 
These suggestions has unanimous support of the people and takes into 
consideration note only the public interest but also response to the public 
sentiments with regard to the local culture ethnicity and tradition in mind. It was 
our intention to bring to the notice of the Hon’ble Commission about the injustice 
meted to the Hilly Districts like; Kodagu, Chikkamagalur, Hassan which are being 
punished by reduction of representation for their good performance in population 
control keeping National Interest in mind.

The entire hilly region 
or Malenadu (Western Ghats), Karavali or Coastal Karnataka has been 
victimized for their higher literacy and responsible performance in family 
planning.  
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INJUSTICE THROUGH OVER DOSE OF SOCIAL JUSTICE 
 
By blindly following the criteria of highest percentage of population in the 
allotment of the seats for the S.T. without considering the consequences has 
created a most unjust and imbalanced situation. In the present proposal we had 
objected for the concentration of ST seats in only 2 Districts Bellary and Raichur 
and with sound arguments we had requested to distribute or shift these S.T. 
Constituencies to other Districts where substantial S.T.’s are there and they get 
the benefit of this provision. Because of this anomaly only 2 Constituencies out of 
9 Assembly Constituencies in Bellary District 2 are available for other Backward 
Classes and General Category where their population is more than 65%. 
 
SHIFTING OR RESERVE CONSTITUENCIES WHICH ARE 

ADJECENT TO EACH OTHER 

 
We had sought for shifting of SC or ST Constituencies which are adjacent, to 
some other districts. For example the proposed Lokasabha Constituencies like 
Bidar and Gulbarga in the Gulbarga division are adjacent to each other. Similarly 
in Bangalore Division Bangalore-IV and Kolar Lokasabha Constituencies which 
are next to each other are allotted to S.C.   This has denied S.C. representation 
for other Revenue Divisions like Mysore and Belgaum which consists of 15 
districts and has S.C. population of 33,57,125 out of total S.C. population 
85,63,930. 
 
In respect of Assembly Constituencies in the following Districts S.C. seats are 
allotted to the adjacent Constituencies. For example in Kolar District Mulabagal, 
Robertsonpet and Bangarpet. In many districts also the same concentration S.C. 
seats next to one another has taken place. 
 
In case of SC assembly segments as proposed by the Commission, out of 36 
about 10 assembly segments are continued to be reserved for SC since 1952. As 
per the Act while reserving for the SC the population need not to be largest. It is 
as far as possible large. By taking into consideration the Commission may de-
reserve the Constituencies which were reserved since 1952 and same 
reservation may be extended to other assembly segments where SC population 
is large. For example Mallavalli AC in Mandya District, Pavagada AC in Tumkur 
District, Robertsonpet and Bangarpet in Kolar District, Moodigere in Chikmagalur 
District. If it is continued for another 30 years these Constituencies will remain as 
SC’s and other Schedule Caste people within the district will not get the benefits 
of reservation. 
 
The Hon’ble Commission has violated the provisions of Section 9(1) (C) of the 
Delimitation act which directs that the Constituencies for SC’s are to be 
distributed in different parts of the State. Further the Constituencies like Kolar 
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and Bidar are reserved for S.C. from the last 54 years i.e. since 1st General 
Election this will remain so at least till 2026. 
 
It was suggested in the public interest and administrative convenience to 
interchange Afzalpur and Chincholi between Gulbarga and Bidar Lokasabha 
Constituencies. This suggestion had continuity in mind and will help the public in 
reaching the center of the Parliament Constituency. 
 
Similarly our suggestion regarding shifting of Siraguppa and Hospet between 
Koppal and Bellary Parliament Constituencies for the aforesaid reasons like; 
logistic and administrative Constituencies. This does not violate and provisions of 
the law or methodology prescribed by the Commission.  
 
In our suggestions we had made an submission regarding giving just 
representation to western ghat by retaining Chikmagalur Parliamentary 
Constituency, which is in existence since inception by making minor 
readjustment of few assembly segments in Chikmagalur, Udupi and Hassan 
Districts. The western ghat (Malnad region) has got distinct history, culture and 
ethnicity and problems which can not be over looked. This would have gone long 
way in satisfying aspiration of people of Malnad region.  
 
In the public interest it was suggested to inter change some of the Assembly 
Constituencies between Parliament Constituency Bangalore-I and Bangalore-II 
has not been taken into consideration without giving any reasons or explaining 
the logic behind continuing the proposals as it was in the Draft proposals. 
 

NAMING OF CONSTITUENCIES BY NUMBERS AND 
UNCONNECTED NAMES 

 
The Names of the Constituencies represents the history, culture and it gives a 
distinct and identifiable face to the Constituency. Some of the names which have 
been replaced by the Commission are inappropriate and misleading and 
confusing in case of use of numbers to identify Lokasabha and Assembly 
Constituencies in Bangalore Districts like 1, 2, 3, 4 and so on. We had suggested 
appropriate names for both the Lokasabha and Assembly Constituencies in 
Bangalore Districts. Further in Dakshina Kannada district claims where demands 
were made to name the some Constituencies with their earlier names which have 
history of their own. Once again we insist that the all the Constituencies shall 
have to be appropriately named as suggested by us. 
 
For example; 
 
1. Bangalore-1 (Lokasabha) 
to be named as BANGALORE NORTH 
2. Bangalore-2 (Lokasabha) 
to be named as BANGALORE CENTRAL 
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3. Bangalore-3 (Lokasabha)

to be named as CHIKKABALLAPUR 
 
5. The proposed 15-Udupi Parliament Constituency should be renamed as 
UDUPI CHIKMAGALUR because the new constituency has been carved by 
including 4 Assembly segments each from erstwhile Udupi and Chikmagalur 
Parliamentary Constituencies.

We had sought for shifting of SC or ST Constituencies which are adjacent, to 
some other districts. For example the proposed Lokasabha Constituencies like 
Bidar and Gulbarga in the Gulbarga division are adjacent to each other. Similarly 
in Bangalore Division Bangalore-IV and Kolar Lokasabha Constituencies which 
are next to each other are allotted to S.C.   This has denied S.C. representation 
for other Revenue Divisions like Mysore and Belgaum which consists of 15 
districts and has S.C. population of 33,57,125 out of total S.C. population 
85,63,930. 
 
In respect of Assembly Constituencies in the following Districts S.C. seats are 
allotted to the adjacent Constituencies. For example in Kolar District Mulabagal, 
Robertsonpet and Bangarpet. In many districts also the same concentration S.C. 
seats next to one another has taken place. 
 
In case of SC assembly segments as proposed by the Commission, out of 36 
about 10 assembly segments are continued to be reserved for SC since 1952. As 
per the Act while reserving for the SC the population need not to be largest. It is 
as far as possible large. By taking into consideration the Commission may de-
reserve the Constituencies which were reserved since 1952 and same 
reservation may be extended to other assembly segments where SC population 
is large. For example Mallavalli AC in Mandya District, Pavagada AC in Tumkur 
District, Robertsonpet and Bangarpet in Kolar District, Moodigere in Chikmagalur 
District. If it is continued for another 30 years these Constituencies will remain as 
SC’s and other Schedule Caste people within the district will not get the benefits 
of reservation. 
 
The Hon’ble Commission has violated the provisions of Section 9(1) (C) of the 
Delimitation act which directs that the Constituencies for SC’s are to be 
distributed in different parts of the State. Further the Constituencies like Kolar 
and Bidar are reserved for S.C. from the last 54 years i.e. since 1st General 
Election this will remain so at least till 2026. 
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It was suggested in the public interest and administrative convenience to 
interchange Afzalpur and Chincholi between Gulbarga and Bidar Lokasabha 
Constituencies. This suggestion had continuity in mind and will help the public in 
reaching the center of the Parliament Constituency. 
Similarly our suggestion regarding shifting of Siraguppa and Hospet between 
Koppal and Bellary Parliament Constituencies for the aforesaid reasons like; 
logistic and administrative Constituencies. This does not violate and provisions of 
the law or methodology prescribed by the Commission.  
 
In our suggestions we had made an submission regarding giving just 
representation to western ghat by retaining Chikmagalur Parliamentary 
Constituency, which is in existence since inception by making minor 
readjustment of few assembly segments in Chikmagalur, Udupi and Hassan 
Districts. The western ghat (Malnad region) has got distinct history, culture and 
ethnicity and problems which can not be over looked. This would have gone long 
way in satisfying aspiration of people of Malnad region.  
 
In the public interest it was suggested to inter change some of the Assembly 
Constituencies between Parliament Constituency Bangalore-I and Bangalore-II 
has not been taken into consideration without giving any reasons or explaining 
the logic behind continuing the proposals as it was in the Draft proposals. 
 

NAMING OF CONSTITUENCIES BY NUMBERS AND 
UNCONNECTED NAMES 

The Names of the Constituencies represents the history, culture and it gives a 
distinct and identifiable face to the Constituency. Some of the names which have 
been replaced by the Commission are inappropriate and misleading and 
confusing in case of use of numbers to identify Lokasabha and Assembly 
Constituencies in Bangalore Districts like 1, 2, 3, 4 and so on. We had suggested 
appropriate names for both the Lokasabha and Assembly Constituencies in 
Bangalore Districts. Further in Dakshina Kannada district claims where demands 
were made to name the some Constituencies with their earlier names which have 
history of their own. Once again we insist that the all the Constituencies shall 
have to be appropriately named as suggested by us. 
 
For example; 
1. Bangalore-1 (Lokasabha) 
to be named as BANGALORE NORTH 
 
2. Bangalore-2 (Lokasabha) 
to be named as BANGALORE CENTRAL

to be named as CHIKKABALLAPUR
