In Norse mythology, Freyja (Old Norse the "Lady") is a goddess associated with love,
sexuality, beauty, fertility, gold, seidr, war, and death. Freyja is the owner of the necklace
Brisingamen, rides a chariot pulled by two cats, owns the boar Hildisvini, possesses a cloak of
falcon feathers, and, by her husband Odr, is the mother of two daughters, Hnoss and Gersemi. Along
with her brother Freyr (Old Norse the "Lord"), her father Njoror, and her mother Nerthius, she is a
member of the Vanir. Stemming from Old Norse Freyja, modern forms of the name include Freya,
Frejya, Freyia, Froya, Frojya, Freia, Frejsha, and Freja.

The name Freyja is in fact a title meaning 'lady', from Proto- Germanic *fraw(j)on, cognate
with, for example, Old Saxon friia 'lady, mistress' and Old High German frouwa (compare modern
German Frau 'lady'). The theonym Freyja is thus considered to have been an epithet in origin,
replacing a personal name that is now unattested. The connection with and possible earlier
identification of Freyja with Frigg in the Proto- Germanic period (Frigg and Freyja origin
hypothesis) is a matter of scholarly debate. Like the name of the group of gods to which Freyja
belongs, the Vanir, the name Freyja is not attested outside of Scandinavia, as opposed to the name
of the goddess Frigg, who is attested as a goddess common among the Germanic peoples, and
whose name is reconstructed as Proto- Germanic *Frijjo. Similar proof for the existence of a
common Germanic goddess from which Freyja descends does not exist, but scholars have
commented that this may simply be due to lack of evidence. Regarding a Freyja- Frigg common
origin hypothesis, scholar Stephan Grundy comments that "the problem of whether Frigg or Freyja
may have been a single goddess originally is a difficult one, made more so by the scantiness of pre-
Viking Age references to Germanic goddesses, and the diverse quality of the sources. The best that
can be done is to survey the arguments for and against their identity, and to see how well each can
be supported." Some scholars hypothesize that both Frigg and Freyja may have their origin in a
Common Germanic goddess. There is no firm evidence for this, but scholars have found some
similarities both in their mythological features and the possible etymologies of their names, as well
as place- names associated with them. Due to linguistic variations between branches of Germanic
languages, where even a god that is the same may be called by different- looking names, confusion
about apparent cognates has not been conclusively resolved. Scholar Stephan Grundy comments that
"the problem of whether Frigg or Freyja may have been a single goddess originally is a difficult one,
made more so by the scantiness of pre- Viking Age references to Germanic goddesses, and the
diverse quality of the sources. The best that can be done is to survey the arguments for and against
their identity, and to see how well each can be supported".

Weekday

The day of the week Friday in Old Norse is called both Freyjudagr and Frjadagr (for Freyja
and Frigg respectively), in Fardese Friggjadagur, and in Old High German was Friatac, Frigetac,
and now Freitag, for Frigg. On Old English Frigedceg referred to Frigg as well. The name of the
early English goddess is attested only in the name of the weekday, although frig (strong feminine) as
a common noun meaning "love" (in the singular) or "affections, embraces" (in the plural) is attested
in poetry.

Mpythological similarities

Frigg is the most prominent female member of the Aesir faction of the Germanic gods, and
often identified as the spouse of the chief god, *Wodanaz (Woden, Odin). Freya is the most
prominent female member of the Vanir faction of the gods, is described as being adept at seid
(magic), and is the wife of Od. In West Germanic traditions only Frigg is attested. Frigg appears a
number of times in surviving Norse mythology. In Gylfaginning Frigg is described by Snorri as the
preeminent goddess. She fills the role of wife, mother, and advisor to Odin. In the story she warns
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Odin not to doubt Vafthrudnir, the wisest giant. Frigg quarrels with Odin in the prose introduction to
Grimnismal. Frigg is sometimes accused of infidelity to Odin, specifically in Ynglinga saga, Gesta
Danorum and Lokasenna, where Loki accuses her of it. Frigg does not deny the charge from Loki,
and in this story Freyja intervenes, warning Loki that Frigg has powers of prophecy. Some
significant similarities between Frigg and Freyja have been noted:

o The power of prophecy is attributed to Frigg, which seems more properly related to the seid
(magic or divination) of Freyja.

e Hugo Junger argues that place- names in Scandinavia seem to link cult sites for Freyja with
names derived from Frigg.

« Freyja's husband Od is often away on journeys, like Frigg's husband Odin.

o Both Frigg and Freyja are described as having traded sex for jewelry.

Frigg is often associated with weaving, combining the aspects of a love goddess and a
domestic goddess. In Sweden and some parts of Germany, the asterism of Orion's Belt is known as
her distaff or spindle. Fulla is named as Frija's sister in the Merseburg charms. In Norse mythology
Fulla appears as one of a train of sixteen goddesses. These goddesses have been theorized as each
performing a task representing an aspect of Frigg's, among them also Freyja. (Edwardes and Spence
(1913); in Swedish both Friggerock "Frigg's distagg" and Frejerock "Freyja's Distaff", see Schon,
Ebbe. (2004). Asa- Tors hammare, Gudar och jdttar i tro och tradition. Falt & Hissler, Varnamo. p.

Connection between Frigg and Freyja

des Nibelungen. Frigg is the highest goddess of the Zsir, while Freyja is the highest goddess of the
Vanir. Many arguments have been made both for and against the idea that Frigg and Freyja are
really the same goddess, avatars of one another. Some arguments are based on linguistic analysis,
others on the fact that Freyja was not known in southern Germany, only in the north, and in some
places the two goddesses were considered to be the same, while in others they were considered to be
different. There are clearly many similarities between the two: both had flying cloaks of falcon
feathers and engaged in shape- shifting, Frigg was married to Odin while Freyja was married to Odr,
both had special necklaces, both had a personification of the Earth as a parent, both were called
upon for assistance in childbirth, etc.

There is also an argument that Frigg and Freyja are part of a triad of goddesses (together
with a third goddess such as Hnoss or Idunn) associated with the different ages of womankind. The
areas of influence of Frigg and Freyja do not quite match up with the areas of influence often seen in
other goddess triads. This may mean that the argument is not a good one, or it may show something
interesting about northern European culture as compared to Celtic and southern European culture.
Finally, there is an argument that Frigg and Freyja are similar goddesses from different pantheons
who were first conflated into each other and then later seen as separate goddesses again (see also
Frige). This is consistent with the theological treatment of some Greek, Roman, and Egyptian deities
in the late classical period.

Toponyms

In Vistergotland, Sweden, there is a place called Friggerdker. An English charter from 936
AD displays the name Frigedune, which means "Valley of Frig," thus implying that Friden in
Derbyshire is named after Frigg. The villages of Froyle ("Frigg's Hill") and Freefolk ("Frigg's
People") in Hampshire, England may also be named after Frigg.



Friday

The name Friday comes from the Old English Frigedeg, meaning the "day of Frigg", a result
of an old convention associating the Old English goddess Frige with the Roman goddess Venus,
with whom the day is associated in many different cultures. (McrouHuk BUKHIIEIHS).

Semele (Greek: Xepéln, Semelé), in Greek mythology, daughter of the Boeotian hero
Cadmus and Harmonia, was the mortal mother of Dionysus by Zeus in one of his many origin
myths. Certain elements of the cult of Dionysos and Semele came from the Phrygians. These were
modified, expanded and elaborated by the Ionian Greek invaders and colonists. Herodotus, who
gives the account of Cadmus, estimates that Semele lived sixteen hundred years before his time, or
around 2000 BCE. In Rome, the goddess Stimula was identified as Semele.

Agave (Agaué, "illustrious") un Greek mythology, was the daughter of Cadmus, the king and
founder of the city of Thebes, Greece, and of the goddess Harmonia. Her sisters were Autonoé€, Ino
and Semele, and her brother was Polydorus. She married Echion, one of the five Spartoi, and was
the mother of Pentheus, a king of Thebes. She also had a daughter, Epirus. She was a Maenad, a
follower of Dionysus (also known as Bacchus). (McTtounuk Bukumenus).

Greek: Onpa, Thiva, ['Oiva]) is a city in Boeotia, central Greece. It played an important role in
Greek myth, as the site of the stories of Cadmus, Oedipus, Dionysus and others. Archaeological
excavations in and around Thebes have revealed a Mycenaean settlement and clay tablets written in
the Linear B script, indicating the importance of the site in the Bronze Age. The Greeks attributed
the foundation of Thebes to Cadmus, a Phoenician king from Tyre (now in Lebanon) and the brother
of Queen Europa. Cadmus was famous for teaching the Phoenician alphabet and building the
Acropolis, which was named the Cadmeia in his honor and was an intellectual, spiritual, and cultural
center.

According to legends recounted by Herodotus, the alphabet was first introduced to Greece by
a Phoenician named Cadmus: “The Phoenicians who came with Cadmus - amongst whom were the
Gephyraei - introduced into Greece, after their settlement in the country, a number of
accomplishments, of which the most important was writing, an art till then, I think, unknown to the
Greeks. At first they used the same characters as all the other Phoenicians, but as time went on, and
they changed their language, they also changed the shape of their letters. At that period most of the
Greeks in the neighbourhood were lonians, they were taught these letters by the Phoenicians and
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adopted them, with a few alterations, for their own use, continuing to refer to them as the
Phoenician characters - as was only right, as the Phoenicians had introduced them. The lonians
also call paper 'skins' - a survival from antiquity when paper was hard to get, and they did actually
use goat and sheep skins to write on. Indeed, even today many foreign peoples use this material. In
the temple of Ismenian Apollo at Theba in Boeotia I have myself seen cauldrons with inscriptions
cut on them in Cadmean characters - most of them not very different from the lonian”.

Hyginus recounts the following legend about the introduction of Phoenician letters to
Greece: “The three Fates created the first five vowels of the alphabet and the letters B and T. It is
said that Palamedes, son of Nauplius invented the remaining eleven consonants. Then Hermes redu-
ced these sounds to characters, showing wedge shapes because cranes fly in wedge formation and
then carried the system from Greece to Egypt*. This was the Pelasgian alphabet, which Cadmus had
later brought to Boeotia, then Evander of Arcadia, a Pelasgian, introduced into Italy, where his
mother, Carmenta, formed the familiar fifteen characters of the Latin alphabet. Other consonants
have since been added to the Greek alphabet. Alpha was the first of eighteen letters, because alphe
means honor, and alphainein is to invent”.

Some ancient Greek scholars argued that the Greek alphabet should not be attributed to the
Phoenician alphabet. Diodorus Siculus (mpum. 90 - 30 rr. 10 H. 3.) in his Historical Library, Book 5,
suggests that the Phoenicians merely changed the form and shape of earlier letters: ”But there are
some who attribute the invention of letters to the Syrians, from whom the Phoenicians learned them
and communicated them to the Greeks when they came with Cadmus into Europe; hence the Greeks
called them Phoenician letters. To these that hold this opinion, it is answered that the Phoenicians
were not the first that found out letters, but only changed the form and shape of them into other
characters, which many afterwards using the name of Phoenicians grew to be common”. It has been
argued by various scholars, that in a letter from the King of Ahhiyawa to the Hittite King, written in
the Hittite language in ca. 1250 BC, a specific Cadmus was mentioned as a forefather of the
Ahhijawa people. The latter term most probably referred to the Mycenaean world (Achaeans), or at
least to a part of it. Nevertheless this reading, about a supposed Cadmus as historical person, is
rejected by most scholars. (McTouHuK BUKHIICTHS).

Melqart (lit. Milk- gart, "King of the City"; Akkadian: Milgartu) was the tutelary god of the
Phoenician city of Tyre. Melqart was often titled Ba ‘/ Siir, "Lord of Tyre", and considered to be the
ancestor of the Tyrian royal family. In Greek, by interpretatio graeca he was identified with
Heracles and referred to as the Tyrian Herakles. As Tyrian trade and colonization expanded,
Melgart became venerated in Phoenician and Punic cultures from Syria to Spain. The first
occurrence of the name is in a 9th- century BCE stela inscription found in 1939 north of Aleppo in
northern Syria, the "Ben- Hadad" inscription, erected by the son of the king of Arma, "for his lord
Melqart, which he vowed to him and he heard his voice". (McTounuk BuKHIIEANS).

Wisdom is the ability to think and act using knowledge, experience, understanding, common
sense, and insight.

Baha'i Faith

Wisdom and the acquiring of it is mentioned frequently in the Bah4'i scriptures. According to
the scriptures "The essence of wisdom is the fear of God, the dread of His scourge and punishment,
and the apprehension of His justice and decree." Wisdom is seen as a light, that casts away darkness,
and "its dictates must be observed under all circumstances", other concepts associated with wisdom
and being wise are considering "the regard of place and the utterance of discourse according to
measure and state" and not believing or accepting what other people say so easily. One may obtain
knowledge and wisdom through God, his Word, and his Divine Manifestation and the source of all
learning is the knowledge of God. (MicTouHUK BHUKHIIEIHS).

The Tower of Babel has often been associated with known structures, notably the Etemenanki, a
ziggurat dedicated to the Mesopotamian god Marduk by Nabopolassar, king of Babylonia (c. 610
BC). The Great Ziggurat of Babylon base was square (not round), 91 metres (300 ft) in height, and
demolished by Alexander the Great. A Sumerian story with some similar elements is told in
Enmerkar and the Lord of Aratta.

The phrase "Tower of Babel" does not appear in the Bible; it is always, "the city and its tower" ( -n¥
7R0-NR) 1YY or just "the city" (7°y;). "Babel" means the "Gate of God", from Akkadian bab- ilu,
"Gate of God" (from bab "gate" + ilu "god")." According to the Bible, the city received the name
"Babel" from the Hebrew word balal, meaning to jumble. One recent theory first advanced by David
Rohl associates Nimrod, the hunter, builder of Erech and Babel, with Enmerkar (i.c., Enmer the
Hunter) king of Uruk, also said to have been the first builder of the Eridu temple. (Amar- Sin (c.
2046 — 2037 BC), third monarch of the Third Dynasty of Ur, later attempted to complete the Eridu
ziggurat.) This theory proposes that the remains of the historical building that via Mesopotamian
legend inspired the story of the Tower of Babel are the ruins of the ziggurat of Eridu, just south of
Ur. Among the reasons for this association are the larger size of the ruins, the older age of the ruins,
and the fact that one title of Eridu was NUN.KI ("mighty place"), which later became a title of
Babylon. Both cities also had temples called the E- Sagila. (Mcrounuk Bukumemus).

Multiplication of languages

There have also been a number of traditions around the world that describe a divine confusion of the
one original language into several, albeit without any tower. Aside from the Ancient Greek myth
that Hermes confused the languages, causing Zeus to give his throne to Phoroneus, Frazer
specifically mentions such accounts among the Wasania of Kenya, the Kacha Naga people of
Assam, the inhabitants of Encounter Bay in Australia, the Maidu of California, the Tlingit of Alaska,
and the K'iche' Maya of Guatemala. (See also: Mythical origins of language). The Estonian myth of
"the Cooking of Languages" has also been compared.

Enmerkar and the Lord of Aratta is a legendary Sumerian account, of preserved, early post-
Sumerian copies, composed in the Neo- Sumerian period (ca. 21st century BC). It is one of a series
of accounts describing the conflicts between Enmerkar, king of Unug- Kulaba (Uruk), and the
unnamed king of Aratta (probably somewhere in modern Iran or Armenia).

Because it gives a Sumerian account of the "confusion of tongues", and also involves Enmerkar
constructing ziggurats at Eridu and Uruk, it has, since the time of Samuel Kramer, been compared
with the Tower of Babel narrative in the Book of Genesis (Samuel Noah Kramer, The "Babel of
Tongues": A Sumerian Version, Journal of the American Oriental Society, 1968). Vac is the Hindu
goddess of speech, or "speech personified". As brahman "sacred utterance", she has a cosmological
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role as the "Mother of the Vedas". She is presented as the consort of Prajapati, who is likewise
presented as the origin of the Veda (Veda, Prajapati and Vac" in Barbara A. Holdrege, 'Veda in the
Brahmanas', in: Laurie L. Patton (ed.) Authority, anxiety, and canon: essays in Vedic interpretation,
1994, ISBN 978- 0- 7914- 1937- 3). She became conflated with Sarasvati in later Hindu mythology.
Vak or Vac (stem vac- , nominative vak) is the Sanskrit word for "speech", from a verbal root vac-
"speak, tell, utter".

In Ancient Greece there was a myth which told that for ages men had lived without law under the
rule of Zeus and speaking one language, gifted to them by the god and goddess of ingenuity,
Philarios and Philarion. The god Hermes brought diversity in speech and along with it separation
into nations and discord ensued. Zeus then resigned his position, yielding it to the first king of men,
Phoroneus. In Norse mythology, the faculty of speech is a gift from the third son of Borr, who gave
also hearing and sight.

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Historical experiments

History contains a number of anecdotes about people who attempted to discover the origin of
language by experiment. The first such tale was told by Herodotus (Histories 2.2). He relates that
Pharaoh Psammetichus (probably Psammetichus I, 7th century BC) had two children raised by a
shepherd, with the instructions that no one should speak to them, but that the shepherd should feed
and care for them while listening to determine their first words. When one of the children cried
"bekos" with outstretched arms the shepherd concluded that the word was Phrygian because that was
the sound of the Phrygian word for bread. From this Psammetichus concluded that the first language
was Phrygian. King James V of Scotland is said to have tried a similar experiment: his children were
supposed to have spoken Hebrew. Both the medieval monarch Frederick I and Akbar are said to
have tried similar experiments; the children involved in these experiments did not speak. (Mctounuk

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The Hurro-Urartian languages are an extinct language family of the Ancient Near East,
comprising only two known languages: Hurrian and Urartian, both of which were spoken in the
Taurus mountains area. Hurro- Urartian was related neither to the Semitic nor to the Indo- European
language families of the region. Proponents of linguistic macrofamilies have suggested that Hurro-
Urartian and Northeast Caucasian form an "Alarodian" family, but this is without support in
mainstream linguistics. The poorly attested Kassite language may have been related to Hurrian."

Hurrian was the language of the Hurrians (occasionally called "Hurrites"), and was spoken in the
northern parts of Mesopotamia and Syria and the southeastern parts of Anatolia between at least last
quarter of the third millennium BC and its extinction towards the end of the second millennium
BC.I There have been various Hurrian- speaking states, of which the most prominent one was the
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kingdom of Mitanni (1450-1270 BC). It has also been proposed that two little known groups, the
Nairi and the Mannae,”™ might have been Hurrian speakers, but as little is known about them, it is
hard to draw any conclusions about what languages they spoke. Furthermore, the Kassite language
was possibly related to Hurro- Urartian."’

There was also a strong Hurrian influence on Hittite culture in ancient times, so many Hurrian texts
are preserved from Hittite political centres. The Mitanni variety is chiefly known from the so- called
"Mitanni letter" from Hurrian Tushratta to pharaoh Amenhotep III surviving in the Amarna archives.
The "Old Hurrian" variety is known from some early royal inscriptions and from religious and
literary texts, especially from Hittite centres.

Urartian is attested from the late 9th century BC to the late 7th century BC as the official written
language of the state of Urartu and was probably spoken by the majority of the population in the
mountainous areas around Lake Van and the upper Zab valley. It must have branched off from
Hurrian approximately at the beginning of second millennium BC.!®!

Igor Diakonoff accepts a Hurro- Urartian etymology as plausible for thirteen lexemes in Old
Armenian.!”

Javan (Hebrew 17, Standard Hebrew Yavan, Tiberian Hebrew Yawan) was the fourth son of
Noah's son Japheth according to the "Table of Nations" (Genesis chapter 10) in the Hebrew Bible.
Flavius Josephus states the traditional belief that this individual was the ancestor of the Greek
people. Also serving as the Hebrew name for Greece or Greeks in general, 112 Yavan or Yawan has
long been considered cognate with the name of the eastern Greeks, the lonians (Greek Iomes,
Homeric Greek Idones; earlier Iawones).!'! The Greek race has been known by cognate names
throughout the Eastern Mediterranean, Near East and beyond- even in Sanskrit (vavana). In Greek
mythology, the eponymous forefather of the Ionians is similarly called Ion, a son of Apollo. The
opinion that Javan is synonymous with Greek Ion and thus fathered the lonians is common to

numerous writers of the early modern period including Sir Walter Raleigh, Samuel Bochart, John
Mill and Jonathan Edwards, and is still frequently encountered today.

Javan is also found in apocalyptic literature in the Book of Daniel, 8:21- 22 and 11:2, in
reference to the King of Greece (11°)- most commonly interpreted as a reference to Alexander the
Great.”! While Javan is generally associated with the ancient Greeks and Greece (cf. Gen. 10:2,
Dan. 8:21, Zech. 9:13, etc.), his sons (as listed in Genesis 10) are usually associated with locations
in the Northeastern Mediterranean Sea and Anatolia: Elishah (modern Cyprus), Tarshish (modern
southern Turkey), Kittim (modern Cyprus), and Dodanim (alt. I Chron. 1:7 'Rodanim,' the island of
Rhodes, west of modern Turkey between Cyprus and the mainland of Greece).™

Hellen (Ancient Greek) was the mythological progenitor of the Hellenes, the son of Deucalion (or
sometimes Zeus) and Pyrrha, brother of Amphictyon and father of Aeolus, Xuthus, and Dorus. His
name is also another name for Greek, meaning a person of Greek descent or pertaining to Greek
culture, and the source of the adjective "Hellenic". According to the Hesiodic Catalogue of Women,
his sons were themselves progenitors of primary tribes of Greece: Aeolus the Aeolians, Dorus the
Dorians, and Xuthus the Achaeans and Ionians through his sons Achaeus and Ion. According to
Thucydides, they conquered the Greek area of Phthia and subsequently spread their rule to other
Greek cities. The people of those areas came to be called Hellenes, after the name of their ancestor.
The ethnonym Hellenes dates back to the time of Homer. In the //iad, "Hellas" and "Hellenes" were
names of the tribe (also called "Myrmidones") settled in Phthia, led by Achilles.
