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3. THE MANUAL

This Manual has been prepared to assist the Unions, the Tournaments Directors, Teams Managers, Media
and Partners on all aspects of the Tournament. All parties concerned should be familiar with the contents
of the Manual and have it readily accessible during the Tournament. The procedures set out in the Manual
should be met. Rugby Africa reserves the right to make amendments at all times. A technical note will be
added to the manual for each match and will be sent to the teams and match officials ahead of each match

day.

3.1. Definitions and interpretations

4. TOURNAMENT STRUCTURE

4.1. General principles

Rugby Africa owns the tournament, and the right to organize this same tournament and the brands;
The tournament will be played according to the World Rugby regulations.

Each participating union and each team members will sign with Rugby Africa a participation
agreement;

The tournament is composed of 8 teams.

8 matches will be played over 2 match days: the 28th and the 31st of March 2018.

The 2018 edition of the U20 Barthes Trophy will be played between two pools. The North Pool
gathers Tunisia, Ivory Coast, Morocco and Senegal. The South Pool gathers Namibia, Kenya,
Madagascar and Zimbabwe. There will be 4 matches by pool.

The winner of the tournament (North and South combined) will be chosen at the end of the
competition based on all results, points scored and discipline.

The team ranked 8™ will be relegated in 2019 and a substitute will be picked from other african
unions based on merit.

The host union will be responsible for the accommodation: 25 players and 3 officials per team for
6 nights; for the restauration: 2 meals and 1 breakfast per day per person (28 persons maximum)
from the day of arrival to departure.

Any person beyond the 28 planned by this regulation will be at the expense of the union (flights,
food, internal transportation).

The host union will have to pay a full board accommodation to the match officials appointed by RA.
Any other costs will be at the expense of Match officials.

RA will subsidize the international transportation of the participating teams and their
accommodation as well.

RA will subsidize the international transportation of Match officials and their local costs as well.

4.2. Tournament Squads

All teams will be entitled to have the following squads in attendance at Rugby Africa Gold Cup Tournament:

Teams will be entitled to bring a properly certified doctor or physiotherapist (among the above 3
management persons)

A delegation cannot contain more than 4 players playing in a foreign championship.

4.3. Declaration of Squads

The team manager shall be required to submit:

The formal acceptance form (joined to the tournament manual) filed and signed by all the players
no later than the end of the technical meeting held the day before the match.

A squad (maximum 25 players) for the match on the form contained in this section. The squad shall
be submitted no later than the end of the technical meeting held the day before all the matches.
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v" Should a player become injured within the 24-hour period up until 7.00pm on the night prior to
the start of the tournament then the player may be replaced at the Participating Unions cost
provided he is certified as injured by the tournament doctor.

v' The Team Manager must submit his Team of 15 players and 8 replacements no later than 60
minutes prior to each match to the match commissioner.

v/ Team managers must ensure that all players representing their Union are eligible to do so in
accordance with World Rugby Bye Laws and Regulations.

4.4, Disputes

4.4.1.Match commissioner

The Match commissioner shall deal with minor complaints and disputes relating to the day-to-day
administration and management of the Tournament but shall refer all complaints and disputes which are
not, in the opinion of the Match commissioner, of such a nature to the Disputes Committee in accordance
with clause below.

4.4.2.Constitution of Disputes Committees and notification of complaints

v' Subject to clause above, Rugby Africa shall appoint a Disputes Committee to deal with those
disputes relating to the Tournament. The Disputes Committee shall ordinarily comprise two (2)
representatives appointed by Rugby Africa (one of whom shall also act as Chairman) and one
representative of the Tournament.

v" The Tournament’s host shall provide and/or arrange such facilities as are necessary for the Disputes
Committee such as typing, meeting room, and interpreter.

v Subject to the provisions of this Manual and the provisions of the Disciplinary and Anti-Doping
Regulations, the Disputes Committee shall conduct all of its activities in accordance with World
Rugby Bye-Laws, Regulations Relating to the Game and/or the Laws of the Game as may be
appropriate.

v" The host union will organize and plan to hand over to the match commissioner at the latest two (2)
hours after the game a copy of the match video.

v" Formal notice of any complaint and/or dispute and all relevant documentation and materials
relating thereto should be lodged with the Match commissioner with a copy to the Participating
Union, within 2 hours after the complainant becomes aware of the incident/issue giving rise to the
dispute. Subject to clause above, the Match commissioner shall pass copies of all such
documentation and materials to the Chairman of the Disputes Committee.

4.4.3. Powers of Disputes Committee

In relation to disputes handled by the Disputes Committee, the Disputes Committee shall have the power
to determine all issues of any nature arising in connection with the conduct of the Tournament including
but not limited to disputes, disagreements or the interpretation or performance of the rules of the
Tournament and matters covered in the Tournament Manual between and among Participating Unions, the
Host Union, Rugby Africa Members of the Teams, Referees, the Tournament Director and all other persons,
institutions and companies involved in the Tournament.
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4.4.4 Procedures

The Disputes Committee shall have full discretion as to its procedures and as to what evidence it may
require. The Disputes Committee will not be bound by judicial rules governing the procedure or the
admissibility of evidence provided that the proceedings are conducted in a fair manner with a reasonable
opportunity for each party to present its case.

4.4.5.Sanctions

The following sanctions shall be available to the Disputes Committee:

v' To expel a Participating Union and its Team from the remainder of the Tournament; and/or

v' To expel any Member of a Team from the remainder of the Tournament; and/or

v" To suspend or otherwise discipline a Participating Union and/or its Team and/or any Member of a
Team; and/or

v' Torequire the payment or repayment of any sum by a Participating Union and/or Team and/or any
Member of a Team and to impose fines on the same; and/or

v" To cancel and/or vary the result of a Match and/or the points awarded in relation thereto; and/or

v" To caution, reprimand and warn as to future conduct any Participating Union and/or Team and/or
any Member of any Team; and/or

v" To impose such other punishment, penalty, restriction or other terms as it considers appropriate
sanction.

4.5. Miscellaneous

The Disputes Committee may also carry out the following functions:

v' Act as an Appeal Committee for decisions made pursuant to the provisions of the Disciplinary
Manual and the Anti-Doping Manual; and/or

v Exercise such other powers necessary or incidental; and/or

v" Hear and decide such other matters as Rugby Africa may from time to time refer to the Disputes
Committee for adjudication.

v The decision of the Disputes Committee shall be final and binding immediately upon notification to
the parties.

4.6. Insurance and Medical Provisions:

Each Participating Union will be required to maintain in effect appropriate travel, personal accident, public
liability and medical insurance cover for each Team Member. A copy of such insurance policy shall be
provided to Rugby Africa no later than 10 days before the matches in question. Please send to below email
addresses:

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6. REGULATIONS

Preamble:

The 2018 edition of the U20 Barthes Trophy will be held at two different venues, in two different countries
and in two different hemispheres. The north group Tournament will be held in Tunisia with the participation
of teams from Senegal, Cote d'lvoire, Morocco and Tunisia. The south group will bring together in Windhoek
the young people of Namibia, Kenya, Zimbabwe and Madagascar. In each pool, 4 matches will be played.
The winner of the two tournaments A and B merged will be designated at the end of the competition
according to the results obtained, the number of points scored and even the disciplinary part.

The last ranked (of the 8 teams) will be relegated to make way, next season, to a new team which would be
selected on application and on evaluation of the level of development of the federation by the RDO and the
RTM.

Please note that Rugby Africa may want to organize a final between the two groups winners. Should it be
confirmed, then the two teams ranked 1% of their respective group will be forced to send their team to the
event. Should a union refuse to send its team, then it will automatically be ranked 2.

6.1. Ranking

v' Within a same group, every game is eliminatory and will have a winner and a loser. In the eventuality
of a draw after regulation time, two extra-times of 10 minutes each will be played. The first team
who scores win the match. Should the tie persist after extra-times, then the referee will organize a
penalty session as per World Rugby regulations.

v The ranking of the two pools will be made, at the end of all the matches. Teams will be ranked
based on the following criteria:

o Victory: 3 points

o Loss: 1 point

o Abandon or refuse to play: O point
Winner of the U20 Barthes Trophy will be directly qualified for the 2018 edition of the World Rugby
Junior Trophy.
If a team refuses to play or abandons a match or was expelled from the tournament, its opponent
will be declared the winner of the match opposing both teams (unless different decision made by
Rugby Africa) and will received 3 points (+20 points scored)

6.2. Tied ranking

To rank two teams rank at the same position on their respective group, the following criteria shall be used
in the following order until one of the Teams can be determined as ranked higher than the other:

a) The Team with the highest difference between points scored and points conceded in all its Matches
shall rank higher;

b) The Team having scored the highest number of points in all its Matches shall rank higher;

c) The Team having scored the highest number of tries in all its Matches shall rank higher;

d) The team with the least number of suspended players following red cards on the field or citings
during the tournament, and if there is still a draw:

e) The team having received the least number of temporary suspensions (yellow cards) during the
tournament.
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f)  Should the tie be unresolved after steps 1 to 6, the winner will be declared by a Toss organized by
the representative of Rugby Africa in the presence of representatives from the teams.

6.3. Delayed, stopped or Abandoned Matches

Delayed Matches

Where a Match cannot be started at the scheduled time, it will be considered delayed. Decisions on the
delay of Matches will be taken as early as possible on the Match day and be communicated to Teams by
the Match Commissioner.

Stopped Matches
Where a Match is stopped (force majeure) following commencement, and cannot be completed the same
day, it will not be rescheduled to the following day.

In such situations, the following procedures shall apply:

Where a Match has to be stopped either at half time or at any time during the second half, the score at the
time of the abandonment shall be considered as final and used to determine the result of the Match. Should
the match is stopped on a tied scored, then the time which scored the most tries is declared winner; if the
tie persists it’s the team which has received the less red and then yellow cards which will be the winner;
should the tie persists, then the youngest team will be declared the winner.

Abandoned matches

Where a team deliberately refuses to play or abandons a match then and pending confirmation by the
dispute committee the said team will be expelled from the tournament and Rugby Africa reserves the right
to impose financial and/or disciplinary penalties on the team.

6.4. Players structures

A match shall be played by no more than fifteen (15) players in each team on the playing area.

v" A delegation cannot contain more than 4 players playing in a foreign championship.

A player may be replaced because injury or substituted.

A team cannot nominate more than eight (8) replacements/substitutes;

Up to eight players may be replaced or substituted.

Temporary replacement for a blood injury to a player is permitted.

A player who has been replaced through injury cannot play again in the same match unless he had

been replaced temporarily because of a blood injury.

A player who had been substituted for tactical reasons cannot play again in the same match unless

he is temporarily replacing a player out because a blood injury.

v" No replacement or substitution may be made except with the permission of the Referee, and only
during a stoppage in play.

ANANENENEN

Only players, the referee, touch judges and medically trained persons may enter the playing area to tend to
an injured player. During the interval coaches, water boys and camera crews may enter the playing area,
but they must leave it before resumption of play and must not do anything to delay the punctual resumption
of play.

A player sent from the field, under Law 10, will not be permitted to play again until the matter has been
dealt with, in accordance with the applicable Tournament Disciplinary rules.
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6.5. Outfit - Team Jerseys — Colour Clashes

v' Every endeavour will be made to avoid clashes; however, the participating Unions acknowledge
that the issue of colour clashes between Team Kits normally worn by Participating Unions is of
critical importance.

v' Teams must play all matches in the registered jersey/shorts colours. No variations to these will be
permitted except in the case of a pre-determined colour clash.

v" Where pre-determined colour clashes do occur, the alternate colours must be registered.

v" The following rule shall be observed by Participating Unions and the Teams.

v" For all matches where there is a colour clash, the team wearing the alternate kit will be determined
by coin toss.

v" During matches, substitutes of each team must wear at any time a bib which is of a different colour
than their match jersey. Same for water carriers, medical staff and the coach. Coach must also wear
an arm band clearly indicating that he is the coach.

6.6. Toss

The toss to decide who will kick off and to choose ends shall be conducted by the match referee with a
representative of each team in attendance.

6.7. Match Officials

Rugby Africa shall nominate and appoint the Tournament Referees and Assistant Referees for all matches
and the Host Union shall appoint the number 4, 5 and 6.

The Official Table - for all matches an Official table comprising the Match Commissioner, Referee Manager
and the Number 4 Official shall be constituted.

Substitutions/Replacements — The Host Union shall print and hand the required substitute cards to the
Match Commissioner no later than the morning of the day of the match.

6.8. Ordering Off

(i) Sin Bin (yellow Card) — Players ordered of temporarily shall sit at the Number 4 Referee during the sin
bin period. The time keeper only may inform the Referee when the sin bin period has experienced but the
decision to let the player back into the field is the sole responsibility of the Referee.

(i) Definite Ordering off (Red Card): The Match Commissioner and the Number 4 Referee shall assist the
Referee when a Player has been shown a Red Card for such player to leave the field of play.

6.9. Match Commissioners

Rugby Africa shall nominate a Match Commissioner for each match. He will be the responsible for matters
related to the playing enclosure, the conduct of the Match and the elements related to teams in the
organisation of each match.

Such responsibilities shall include decisions related to the delay of matches and the completion of the
official forms

Upon request from Rugby Africa or World Rugby, the union shall provide any necessary
document to prove that its player is apt to play with adult players.

Eighteen (18) years old is the official adult age according to World Rugby regulations.
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7. DISCIPLINARY PROCEDURES

The Tournament Disciplinary Programme is based on the World Rugby Regulations Relating to the Game,
specifically Regulation 17 of the World Rugby Regulations.

Participating Unions are reminded that they are responsible and accountable for the conduct of their
Players, Team Members and other persons in attendance at the Tournament in an official capacity with the
Union and must ensure that their conduct is of the highest standard and that Matches are played in
accordance with disciplined and sporting behaviour.

Each Participating Union and Team Member agrees to be bound by and comply with the provisions and
requirements of this Tournament disciplinary programme and any decisions made thereunder. Each
Participating Union also acknowledges its responsibility and accountability for the acts and/or omissions of
other persons in attendance at the Tournament in an official capacity with the Union.

All Participating Unions are required to provide certification in writing to the Tournament Director by
the Team Managers’ Meeting that having undertaken all necessary enquiries, they are not aware of
any of the following in relation to the Players scheduled to participate in the Tournament:

v' The existence of any outstanding disciplinary proceedings in respect of Foul Play and/or
Misconduct;

v the existence of any outstanding appeal proceedings in relation to the above;

v that the Player is subject to any suspension from the Game because of disciplinary proceedings,
appeal proceedings or otherwise.

v'If a Union is unable to provide such certification, then the Participating Union shall inform the
Tournament Director of the reason for this, and the Tournament Director shall act as appropriate.

When a player is ordered off:

Referee and where applicable, Assistant Referee, prepare a written report of the incident. Such
Reports shall ordinarily be provided to a Designated Disciplinary Official within 2 hours of the
conclusion of the Match.

The Player Ordered Off will be provided with % copy of the applicable report (s) and notified of the
date, place and time of the Judicial Officer hearing.

|

The Judicial Officer hearing will take place as sdon as reasonably practicable following the Match. The
Player and witnesses will attend the hearing to give evidence.

|
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The Judicial Officer shall consider the evidence. He may decide to impose a sanction or take no further
action. Judicial Officers shall apply the World Rugby’s recommended sanctions for Illegal and/or Foul
Play subject to relevant aggravating and/or mitigating factors.

|

A Player may appeal against the decision of the Judicial Officer provided such appeal is competent
and made within 48 hours of notification of the Judicial Officer’s decision. The appeal must state the
specific grounds of appeal and a deposit of no more than 300€ must be paid upon the lodgement of
an appeal.

The appeal will be heard by an Appeal Commiftee as soon as reasonably practicable after the appeal
is lodged. Pending the appeal, the Player is not entitled to play.

|

The Appeal Committee has the power to quashv, vary or increase any decision and/or penalty appealed
against and/or refund any deposit lodged on an appeal.

When a player is cited:

Citing Commissioners may cite a Player for lllegal and/or Foul Play, which in the opinion of the Citing
Commissioner warranted the Player concerned being Ordered Off, notwithstanding that the act of
lllegal and/or Foul Play may have been detected by the Referee and/or Assistant Referee.

Citing Commissioners shall be entitled to issue a Citing Commissioner Warning (CCW) to a Player who
has, in his opinion, committed an act(s) of Foul Play which falls just short of warranting that the Player
concerned be ordered off in circumstances where the act of Foul Play was not subject to a Temporary
Suspension or Ordering Off. Citing Commissioner Warnings will form part of the totting up process
along with yellow cards such that any combination of five Citing Commissioner Warnings and/or
yellow cards in the Tournament and/or two in one Match (which is the equivalent to a red card) will
require the Player to appear before a Judicial Officer.

Citing Complaints must be made by the &fting Commissioner to a Designated Disciplinary Official
within 24 hours of the completion of the Match in which the lllegal and/or Foul Play is alleged to have
occurred. |‘|

Participating Unions are not entitled to cite Players, but they may refer acts of Illegal and/or Foul Play
through a Designated Disciplinary Official to the Citing Commissioner for consideration, provided such
reference is made within 12 hours of the conclusion of the Match. The Citing Commissioner decides
whether or not to pursue a citing complaint and his decision is final.

If a citing complaint is initiated by a Citing Commissioner a copy of the complaint is sent to the Player

and the matter will be referred to a Judicial Officer.

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A Judicial Officer will hear the citing complaint as soon as reasonably practicable and will consider
evidence from the Player and other relevant witnesses. It is recognised that the hearing may be held
by way of a video conference or teleconference.

The Judicial Officer shall consider the evidence. He may decide to impose a sanction or take no further
action. Judicial Officers shall apply the IRB’s recommended sanctions for lllegal and/or Foul Play
subject to relevant aggravating and/or mitigating factors.

In respect of offences not referred to in Appendix 1 above, appropriate sanctions may be imposed at the
discretion of the relevant Judicial Officer, Disciplinary Committee, Appeal Officer and/or Appeal Committee
(as the case may be).

Notwithstanding the Sanctions in Appendix 1 and/or the provisions of Regulation 17.19 in cases where the player’s
actions constitute mid-range or top end offending for any type of offence which had the potential to result and, in
fact, did result in serious/gross consequences to the health of the victim, the Judicial Officers and/or Disciplinary
Committees may impose any period of suspension including a suspension for life.
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8. ELIGIBILITY PROCEDURES

REGULATION 8 OF THE WORLD RUGBY REGULATIONS

8.1. Eligibility to play for national representative teams

A player’s eligibility can be proven by:
e presenting his passport or national identity card for the country he is playing for
If he can only present a foreign passport he must:

e fill in and sign the eligibility form and

e Dbring a proof of his country of birth or

e prove that his parents / grand-parents are from the country he is playing for with official documents
or

e bring a certificate of residence or consular card proving he has been residing in the country he is
playing for 36 consecutive months or more immediately preceding the time of playing

e prove that he has completed ten years of cumulative residence preceding the time of playing

8.5. Responsibility, breach and penalties for a breach of regulation 8

Regulation 8 is a strict liability offence and shall be construed in accordance with the principles of strict
liability under English law. It is not, therefore, necessary that fault or intent on the part of a Union be shown
for a breach of Regulation 8 to be established.

Nor is lack of fault or intent on the part of a Union a defence to a breach of Regulation 8. For the avoidance
of any doubt (and without limiting a Union’s other obligations and responsibilities for the conduct, acts or
omissions of its members and Persons under its jurisdiction pursuant to any other Regulation) Unions are
responsible and accountable for the conduct of their Players and all Persons under its jurisdiction in relation
to compliance with the provisions of Regulation 8 and any breach of Regulation 8 by such Player(s) or
Person(s) shall be deemed to be a breach of Regulation 8 by the Union concerned. Each breach of Regulation
8 by a Union, howsoever arising, will result in a minimum fixed fine being imposed on the Union concerned.
The minimum fixed fines for each breach of Regulation 8 are as follows:

(a) For a Union that is represented on the Council £100,000 sterling;
(b) For all other World Rugby Member Unions £25,000 sterling.

Based on the facts and circumstances of any breach of Regulation 8 the applicable minimum fixed fine as
set out above may be increased. In addition, other penalties as set out in Regulation 17.6 may also be
imposed on the Union concerned.

In exceptional circumstances, a Union in breach of Regulation 8 may make submissions to the relevant
disciplinary body appointed under Regulation 17 to adjudicate on the case as to why the Union should not
be subject to the applicable minimum fixed fine. For the avoidance of any doubt, however, the relevant
disciplinary body shall only be entitled to reduce the applicable minimum fixed fine set out in this Regulation
where the Union is able to provide clear and indisputable evidence that truly exceptional circumstances
exist, and that the Union concerned had taken all necessary steps to comply with Regulation 8.In exceptional
circumstances,
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8.6. Explanatory guidelines on the implementation of regulation 8

8.6.1. Eligibility to play for national representative teams

Following its deliberations on the question of Player eligibility, the Working Party has produced these
Explanatory Guidelines on the implementation of Regulation 8. These Explanatory Guidelines must be read
in conjunction with the terms of Regulation 8.

1. What is the Rationale/Philosophy of Regulation 8?

The rationale/philosophy of Regulation 8 is to ensure that Players selected to represent either the senior
and next senior fifteen-a-side National Representative Teams of a Union or a Union’s senior National
Representative Sevens Team have a genuine, close, credible and established national link with the country
of the Union for which they have been selected. Such a national link is essential to maintain the unique
characteristics and culture of elite international sporting competition between Unions. The integrity of
International Matches between Unions depends upon strict adherence to the eligibility criteria set out in
the Regulations.

2. Who establishes the eligibility criteria in Rugby Union?

The World Rugby will continue to establish the criteria by reference to which a Player’s eligibility to play for
the senior or next senior fifteen-a-side National Representative Team of a Union or a Union’s senior National
Representative Sevens Team will be determined. Citizenship of a country and/or whether a Player holds a
passport of a country are not, of themselves, determinative in identifying which Union a Player is eligible to
represent. This will be determined solely in accordance with the World Rugby’s eligibility criteria.

3. What is the eligibility criteria in Rugby Union?

The existing World Rugby eligibility criteria set out in Regulation 8.1 will be maintained. This is based on the
following:

(a) The country in which the Player was born; or
(b) The country in which one parent or grandparent of the Player was born; or

(c) The country in which the Player has completed thirty-six consecutive months of Residence immediately
preceding the time of playing. Residence means the place or location in which a Player has his primary and
permanent home and Resident shall be construed accordingly.

4. What is the age of majority?

For the purposes of the Regulations (including, but not limited to Regulation 8), the age of majority is
deemed to be acquired on a Player’s 18th birthday.
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5. Does the eligibility criteria apply to all forms of Rugby?

The eligibility criteria applies to the fifteen-a-side Game at senior and next senior National Representative
level and in respect of a Union’s senior National Representative Sevens Team.

6. Does the eligibility criteria apply to all Unions in membership of the World Rugby?
Yes, all Unions in membership of the World Rugby are obliged to comply with the eligibility Regulation.
7. What does place of birth mean?

This should be the most straightforward criterion to apply. A Player’s place of birth shall be the country
within whose geographical borders he was born. However, difficult scenarios can arise even in relation to
this criterion. For example, where a Player was born within the geographical borders of one country, but in
a part of that country deemed by the law of the country concerned, to be the sovereign territory of another,
or where a Player was born in a military hospital. In such circumstances the matter should be referred to
the Regulations Committee for a ruling. The Regulations Committee would need to establish the legal
position together with other relevant facts and circumstances. In exceptional circumstances it may be
possible for a Player to demonstrate, to the satisfaction of the Regulations Committee, that he is eligible to
play for the Union within whose sovereign territory he was born, even though that sovereign territory may
be within the geographical borders of another country.

8. What does Parent mean?

The term “parent” in the Regulations is limited to either a blood parent or a parent that has formally
adopted a Player in accordance with the applicable legal requirements of the country concerned. Unless a
Player has been adopted in accordance with the formal, legal requirements of the country concerned, the
application of this criterion will be based on a Player’s blood parent. When a Player has been formally
adopted in accordance with the applicable legal requirements of the country concerned, the birth place of
the Player’s blood parent will no longer be relevant for the purposes of establishing the Player’s eligibility
pursuant to Regulation 8.1(b). The relevant parent will be the parent that has formally and legally adopted
the Player. For the avoidance of any doubt, stepparents and fostering parents will not be considered to
constitute a Player’s parent for the purposes of Regulation 8.1(b). These relationships are deemed to
constitute care and custody only. It is not possible under Regulation 8.1 (b) to acquire eligibility via adoption
through a grandparent.

14. How is the Residence criteria satisfied?

Regulation 8.1(c) requires a Player to complete 36 consecutive months of Residence immediately preceding
the time of playing. Regulation 8(d) requires a Player to complete 10 years of cumulative Residence
preceding the time of playing. Residence is defined as “the place or location in which the Player has his
primary and permanent home” and Resident shall be construed accordingly. Regulation 8.1(c) constitutes
a sporting naturalization procedure, based on a geographical/presence test. As in any naturalisation
process, many factors will influence the determination of what constitutes a Player’s permanent and
primary home. Such factors include, but are not limited to, the actual time spent in a country and the
purpose of any absences during the qualification period. By being Resident in a country for a period of 36
consecutive months immediately preceding the time of playing for a Union, a Player is deemed to acquire
a credible, close and established national link with a country/Union that entitles him to participate in
sporting competitions for that Union. Based on the overriding rationale of the eligibility Regulations, in cases
where a Player’s eligibility is uncertain the Regulations Committee will consider that Player’s eligibility by
reference to the facts and circumstances of his case to establish if the Residency test, in the context of the
overall rationale of the eligibility Regulations, has been satisfied.
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The principles set out in responses to the questions below will act as guidelines to the Regulations
Committee when it is asked to consider any cases pursuant to this criterion.

15. Whose burden of proof?

In all cases where a Player is seeking to establish eligibility by reference to the Residency criteria in
Regulation 8.1(c) (and, indeed, in relation to Regulation (or 8.1(a) and (b)), the burden of proof is on the
Player and the Union that he wishes to represent to prove that Player’s eligibility. Under Regulation 8.1(c),
the Player and his Union must be able to demonstrate that, during the relevant period, the country in which
he claims he has been Resident was, genuinely, the country that the Player treated as his home and is clearly
the country in which the Player has his primary and permanent home. If a Player has moved from one
country to another, and is seeking to establish Residence in that new country, then he must also be able to
demonstrate that he is clearly no longer Resident in the country in which he lived previously and that he no
longer treats that country as his home. For the avoidance of any doubt, a Player cannot nominate a country
as his home without demonstrating that he has satisfied the geographical commitment/presence test
enshrined in Regulation 8.1(c). The geographical commitment/presence test will be vigorously upheld and
applied to avoid abuse of the Residency criteria. For example, a Player that acquired/leased property in a
country and who nominated that property as his permanent and primary home (even though he may only
be present at that property and in that Union on a short term/temporary basis) would not satisfy the
Residency test.

16. Will short breaks interrupt a period of Residence?

Short breaks in Residence, for example, for holidays, attending family/friends in other countries who may
be ill etc, are unlikely to change the place/location of a Player’s primary and permanent home and are,
therefore, unlikely to interrupt a Player’s period of Residence. By way of a guideline, however, as a minimum
requirement, it is likely that, save in exceptional circumstances, at least 10 months actual physical presence
of the Player in the country concerned throughout any qualifying year of the Residency period, will be
required to demonstrate that the country is the place where the Player has his primary and permanent
home.

17. Does the 36-month period of Residence have to immediately precede playing for a Union?

Save in exceptional circumstances, the 36 months Residence will be expected to have been completed
consecutively and be achieved immediately before the Player represents a Union. This is designed to create
a contemporary national link with the country of the Union concerned. This factor will be particularly
significant if a Player has moved to make a “new” country his Residence having been Resident in another
country previously. In such circumstances, the Player, as well as demonstrating his commitment to a new
country, must also be (and seen to be) relinquishing his ties with the country in which he lived previously.
For the avoidance of any doubt, seeking to rely on short periods of Residence as a child in a country,
combined with a short period of Residence in that same country prior to playing for a Union, is likely to
create a link that would be too tenuous to satisfy the underlying intentions of establishing a contemporary,
permanent, national link with a Union. However, each case will be assessed on its overall merits to establish
if a Player is able to demonstrate a genuine, close, credible and established national link by reference to the
amount of time the Player can demonstrate that he has treated the “new” country as his home and other
relevant factors.

18. What is the position of students?

As far as students are concerned, particularly those that are not financially independent, being resident, as
a full-time student, in another country, is likely to be considered as a series of temporary

absences from the parental home. It is anticipated that in most of cases involving students the parental
home is likely to continue to constitute the student’s permanent and primary home. Accordingly,
attendance at college/university in such circumstances is unlikely to break a Player’s consecutive period of
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Residence. However, as in all matters of eligibility, the overriding concern of the Regulations Committee in
assessing any such case will be to ensure that there remains a close, credible and established link with the
country in which the Player claims to have retained his primary and permanent home. There could be
circumstances in which a student living in another country may be deemed to have interrupted his
Residency period.

19. Who is responsible for compliance with the eligibility criteria?

In accordance with Regulation 2.1.2, each Union is responsible for ensuring compliance with all Regulations
Relating to the Game This includes, but is obviously not limited to, Regulation 8. Accordingly, it is the
responsibility of each Union to ensure that all Players it selects are properly eligible within the provisions of
Regulation 8 and, in the event of any uncertainty, to ensure that the position is clarified before the Player
is selected. Unions must have in place all necessary procedures and internal controls to ensure compliance
with the eligibility Regulations.

20. What must Unions do to ensure (and demonstrate) compliance with the eligibility Regulations?

Unions must ensure that before a Player is selected for the first time for its senior or next senior fifteen-a-
side National Representative Team or its senior National Representative Sevens Team the Player completes
the standard form declaration attached to these Explanatory Guidelines at Schedule [1]. In addition, before
selecting a Player, Unions must ensure that they obtain valid/authentic documentation and such other
evidence that may be necessary to prove, definitively, a Player’s eligibility to play for that Union. Each Union
must notify the World Rugby of the names of all Player’s selected for its senior and next senior National
Representative Team and its senior National Representative Sevens Team on an annual basis. The World
Rugby shall maintain a database of all such Players. If requested, by the Chairman, or his designee, Unions
must supply copies of the completed declaration forms of a Player(s) together with supporting
documentation relied on to demonstrate the Player’s eligibility. On 1 December each year, each Union must
certify to the World Rugby that each Player selected to represent the senior or next senior fifteen-a-side
National Representative Team of the Union or its National Representative Sevens Team during the past year
has completed, in full, the declaration form and that each Player was eligible to represent the Union in
accordance with the provisions of Regulation 8.

The World Rugby may, through the Chairman, or his designee, of his own motion or on receipt of a
complaint undertake an investigation into a Union’s compliance with Regulation 8. Unions, Players and
officials must aid with any such investigation and disclose such information and documents deemed
necessary by the Chairman, or his designee, for the purposes of that investigation.

21. What are the consequences of a breach of the eligibility Regulations?

Compliance with Regulation 8 is of fundamental importance in maintaining the integrity of international
Rugby Union at senior National Representative level. Any breach of such a fundamental Regulation,
howsoever arising, has a detrimental impact on the image and reputation of the sport. Unions must,
therefore take all necessary steps to put in place comprehensive review/compliance procedures to ensure
that a breach of the eligibility provision does not occur whether negligently or otherwise. Alleged breaches
of Regulation 8 may be investigated and handled in accordance with Regulation 17 (Disciplinary and Judicial
Matters). However, a breach of the eligibility Regulations constitutes a strict liability offence. This means
that a failure by a Union to fulfil its obligations and to comply with the eligibility Regulations will be regarded
as a serious breach of the Regulations, howsoever such breach may have occurred. As a reflection of the
seriousness with which any breach of the eligibility Regulations will be treated by the World Rugby, it has
been agreed by Council to establish a minimum fixed penalty to be imposed on a Union that has breached
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Regulation 8. These minimum fixed penalties will appear in Regulation 8 and, for ease of reference, are also
set out below.

- 8.5 Responsibility, breach and penalties for a breach of regulation 8
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9. ANTI-DOPING

The Anti-Doping program and procedures to be applied at the Tournament are set out in these Terms of
Participation in Section 17 and are based on World Rugby Regulation 21.

9.5. Team Member Consent Form and copy of Player passport

Each Player nominated in the Participating Union’s squad travelling to the Tournament is required to read
and sign the Team Member Consent Form included in these Terms of Participation.

A copy of all participating Player passports is also required. The picture page of the Player is the only page
required to be provided and must be clear. The copy of each Player’s passport and the signed Team Member
Consent Form must be completed and submitted no later than the administration day to be held in the host
city.

Any new Player that replaces another within your squad during the Tournament must also complete and
return the Team Member Consent Form with a copy of the picture page of their passport.

Capitalized terms used in this Section 10 not otherwise defined in these Terms of Participation have the
meanings given to them in the Tournament Anti-Doping Program (Rules) outlined in Section 11.

9.6. Therapeutic Use Exemptions (TUEs)

This is the process whereby a Player can apply to World Rugby in conjunction with his prescribing physician
to take a specific Prohibited Substance which is required to treat a legitimate medical condition the Player
has. All Team doctors are urged to consult with every individual Player in a preliminary training squad and
discuss what medications they have or are currently taking to ensure that this process is complied with and
where necessary the relevant TUE is applied for. An Adverse Analytical Finding for a Prohibited Substance
that was used to treat a medical condition which does not have a valid TUE in place is considered an Anti-
Doping Rule Violation and is an offence that may result in a sanction.

9.7. TUE Application

A TUE application requires supporting medical information to be provided along with the application form.
This includes a comprehensive medical history, results of all examinations, laboratory investigations,
specialist medical reports and if relevant imagery studies to support the application.

The application will be reviewed by the World Rugby TUE Committee against the WADA International
Standard for Therapeutic Use Exemptions to determine if the application receives approval. This process
must occur before a Player is authorized to take the Prohibited Substance that he has applied for to treat
his medical condition unless emergency situations or exceptional circumstances occur preventing this in
which case the Player must apply for retroactive TUE approval. A retroactive TUE application must be lodged
to the TUE Committee within 48 hours of such circumstances occurring this includes pre- or during the
Tournament.

Any TUE application for Players participating in the Tournament must be received by the World Rugby TUE
Committee no later than 30 days prior to the start of the Tournament to allow the World Rugby TUE
Committee time to review the application.

Further information and the TUE application form can be found under Schedule 3a & 3b of the Tournament
Anti-Doping Program.

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All TUE applications may be submitted by either fax +353 1 2409 289 or email TUE@worldrugby.org If any
part of the application is not suitable for transmission via these means then the application and/or
accompanying supporting evidence may be posted to Chairman of the TUE Committee, 8-10 Pembroke
Street Lower, Dublin 2, Ireland.

9.8. Players that currently have a valid TUE from World Rugby

Any Player that has a current and valid TUE issued to them from the World Rugby TUE Committee which is
valid is not required to apply for a new TUE specifically for the Tournament provided the current TUE is valid
for the duration of the Tournament and the conditions (such as the substance, route of administration
and/or dosage etc.) have not changed.

9.9. Mutual Recognition of TUEs

Any Player who has been granted a TUE approval by another Anti-Doping Organisation’s TUE Committee
(i.e. a National Anti-Doping Agency) that is current and valid must submit a copy of the application and the
certificate of approval to the Chairman of the World Rugby TUE Committee. This must be submitted in
accordance with the timeline set out above i.e. 30 days prior to the start of the Tournament. The World
Rugby TUE Committee reserves the right to review any TUE application where prior approval has been made
by another Anti-Doping Organization’s TUE Committee.

9.10. Nutritional Supplements & Medications

Following many recent Adverse Analytical Findings from Rugby Players involving nutritional supplements
containing Prohibited Substances, all Participating Unions are urged to advise their Players of the dangers
and risks of Prohibited Substances appearing as part of a mixture within nutritional supplements and to
check the supplements their Players are taking. Participating Unions are reminded of the strict liability
principle that applies to the Tournament Anti-Doping Program, the effect of which is that Players are
responsible for any Prohibited Substances found in their system.

All Players and Team management are referred to World Rugby's policy on nutritional supplements and a
fact sheet on MHA contained within the World Rugby Anti-Doping educational handbook or on World
Rugby's Anti-Doping website www.keeprugbyclean.com

This also applies to the use of medications and all Players should be consulted by the Team physician prior
to taking any medication (whether over the counter or prescribed) to ensure such medication does not
contain Prohibited Substances which may result in an Adverse Analytical Finding or that requires a
Therapeutic Use Exemption.

9.11. In Competition Testing

In Competition testing takes place immediately after a Match. Testing may occur after any Match during
the Tournament. The selection process may either consist of a random draw and/or target testing.

Random Selection Process

If selections are random then the random draw will ordinarily take place before kick-off of the Match in the
Doping Control station and will be conducted in the presence of each nominated Team representative
(normally Team Manager), the Anti-Doping Commissioner (if present) and the Doping Control Officer from
the contracted Anti-Doping agency. The Anti-Doping Commissioner or the Doping Control Officer will seek
the Team representatives if they are required for the draw process.
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For the avoidance of doubt, if a selected Player is injured or is replaced for any reason prior to the start of
a Match, he shall remain selected for testing unless they require immediate hospitalization. If the Player
does require immediate hospitalization then one of the reserve selections shall be used.

The selections, whether random or targeted will not be made known to the Team Manager or any other
party outside of the authorized Sample Collection Team until the end of the Match.

Target Testing

Target testing may also take place either in conjunction with or in place of the random draw. If target
testing occurs in conjunction with the random draw the Team representatives will be advised at the time of
the random draw that target testing is also taking place. If no random draw is taking place and target testing
is, the Team representatives will be advised at the end of the Match that target testing is taking place and
the number of Players that have been selected.

9.12. Out of Competition Testing

Any Player that is selected or scheduled to participate at the Tournament may be tested Out of Competition
at any time or place during the Tournament Anti-Doping Period.

The Tournament Anti-Doping Period is the period from the date of the Squad Announcement as defined in
Section 4 of the Terms of Participation for the Tournament to the end of the Tournament Term as defined
in Section 1 of the Terms of Participation for the Tournament inclusive.

Those Players that may also be part of the World Rugby’s Registered Testing Pool or Testing Pool for Out of
Competition Testing remain subject to the whereabouts requirements and consequences as outlined in
World Rugby Regulation 21.10 during the Tournament Anti-Doping Period. All such Players are advised to
keep their Player whereabouts information up to date at all times.

All Testing shall be conducted with No Advance Notice by an authorized Doping Control Officer. A Player
may be selected for Out of Competition testing by either random or target selection.

9.13. Provision of the Sample

The Player shall be required to provide a minimum urine Sample of 90ml; however, the Player should
attempt to provide a greater amount if possible.

Once the Player has provided their Sample, they shall keep control of the Sample always until the Sample is
sealed. The Doping Control Officer shall keep the collection vessel in sight at all times. Additional assistance
may be provided in exceptional circumstances to any Player by the Player’s representative or Doping Control
Officer during the Sample collection session where authorized by the Player and agreed to by the Doping
Control Officer / Anti-Doping Commissioner.

Blood testing may also be conducted in conjunction with urine testing or on its own. A qualified blood
collection official will be responsible for the collection if the blood testing is conducted. Further information
of blood collection can be found in Schedule 1, Section 25 of the Tournament Anti-Doping Program.

9.14. Player Representative and interpreters

Any Player selected for Doping Control during the Tournament is entitled to have a representative present
with them during the Doping Control process in the Doping Control station. All Participating Unions are
urged to provide a representative to sit through the process (except the Sample provision) with their
Players.
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If the Player does not speak English, then his Team will be responsible for the provision of a person who can
interpret and assist in the communication of the Doping Control process between the Player and the Doping
Control staff.

This may be the same person who acts as the Player representative or an additional person to the
representative.

9.15. Anti-Doping Education

World Rugby will provide anti-doping educational information and resources to each Participating Union in
advance of the start of the Tournament.

All World Rugby anti-doping educational information and resources are also available in English, French,
Spanish and other selected languages in the resources section of the World Rugby Anti-Doping website
www.keeprugbyclean.com. It is the responsibility of each Participating Union to ensure that each Player,
Team Manager, Team Coach and medical support personnel who participates in the Tournament has either
received or been given access to (in hard copy, electronic, or any other means) the World Rugby Anti-Doping
educational resources in particular the World Rugby Anti-Doping Handbook.

The Participating Union is responsible for ensuring that any new Players, Team Managers, Team Coaches
and/or medical support personnel who join its squad during the Tournament also receive a copy of the
handbook.

Anti-Doping E-Learning

Further to the World Rugby Anti-Doping Handbook, an Anti-Doping e-learning program is available on
www.keeprugbyclean.com and it is compulsory that all Players, Team Managers, Team Coaches and medical
support personnel who participate in the Tournament complete this program prior to their participation in
the Tournament. Unions must ensure that all of their Team Members access the website, register and
complete the program which should take about half an hour. The program is currently available in 6
languages (English, French, Spanish, Italian, Romanian and Russian) Unions are requested to assist Teams
which do not speak one of those languages to complete the program.

Anti-Doping Outreach Session

An Anti-Doping Representative and Anti-Corruption Representative will also visit each Team in their Team
hotel during the Tournament to conduct the World Rugby Outreach education session. This session will take
approximately one hour to deliver.

The World Rugby’s Anti-Doping representative will be in contact with each Union in advance of the
tournament to schedule the outreach session.

9.16. Outstanding Anti-Doping Matters

In accordance with Clause 34 of the Program, it is the responsibility of each Participating Union to ensure
that there are no outstanding Sample results, anti-doping rule violation cases and/or ongoing investigations
in respect of Players or Persons (relating to possible anti-doping rule violations) who form part of or are
intended to form part of the Participating Unions Team in respect of the Tournament.

All Participating Unions shall not select a Player or Players to participate in the Tournament if they are aware
of any of the following in relation to the Player or Players:

The existence of any Samples provided pursuant to drug tests in respect of which analysis results have yet
to be provided. Participating Unions should contact their National Anti-Doping Organization to advise them
of Clause 34.2 to avoid where possible any outstanding results prior to the departure of a Team to the
Tournament. Participating Unions are encouraged to arrange for expedited analysis of any Sample/s
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collected by a National Anti-Doping Organization in relation to Players scheduled to participate in the
Tournament in the weeks prior to the departure of a Team to the Tournament where possible;

v/ The existence of any outstanding disciplinary proceedings in respect of any anti-doping matters
including but not limited to anti-doping rule violations and/or investigations;

v' The existence of any outstanding appeal proceedings in relation to the proceedings referred to in
(b) above;

v" Any period of suspension from the Game in force during the Tournament Term as a result of any
anti-doping rule violations.

If a Participating Union selects a Player or Players and subsequently discovers any of the items listed in (a)
— (d) above the Participating Union shall advise the World Rugby Anti-Doping Manager immediately. In
circumstances where such advice is not provided or not provided immediately World Rugby shall be entitled
to take such steps as it deems appropriate including but not limited to requiring that the relevant
Participating Union(s) and/or the relevant authority expeditiously has the matter dealt with and/or
provisionally suspends the Player(s) or other Person(s) from any involvement in the Tournament and/or the
Game pending the final determination of the matter. World Rugby may bring disciplinary action against a
Participating Union under this Clause where appropriate.

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10. MINIMIM MEDICAL STANDARD

Introduction

As from September 1, 2015, the following terminology will be used by World Rugby when describing medical
positions at World Rugby Tournaments. This terminology will be used for consistency in Host Union
Agreements (HUA) and also Terms of Participation (ToP) documents which are the legal documents used by
World Rugby to outline service expectations and responsibilities at Tournaments.

World Rugby recognises that differences in Tournament medical coverage exists and that financial and
medical restrictions on Host Union will also influence services supplied during a Tournament but this
terminology should be applicable to all World Rugby Tournaments. It is also acknowledged that one doctor
may be responsible for more than one position outlined in this document.

The different medical terms include:

v" Tournament Medical Manager

Match Day Doctor

Immediate Care Lead

Tournament Team Doctor — specifically applies to SWS Tournaments
Immediate Care Team

ASRNENEN

Also outlined in this document are minimum medical standards that should be applied by Host Unions.

10.5. Medical treatment terminology

The following terminology should be adopted for consistency across all World Rugby and Elite Tournaments:

10.5.1. Tournament Medical Manager (TMM)

This person is ultimately responsible for the planning, co--ordination and governance of medical services
provided by tournament medical staff to players, officials and team management during the Tournament
(both at the venue and at team hotels).

The person appointed to this position must have a medical or healthcare professional qualification and
should have experience working at an international Tournament or Competition.

He/she may or may not personally deliver medical services in the other roles listed below (Match Day Doctor
and / or Immediate Care Lead).

The name and contact details of the holder of this role must be made clear to participating teams in advance
of the tournament.

10.5.2. Match DayDoctor(MDD)

v" This person is responsible for decisions on Match Day regarding replacement for blood and head
injury.

v" Ideally in elite Tournaments this role should be separate from the Immediate Care Lead and
where practical be independent of country and team.
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v" In Tournaments where the provision of medical staff is limited the Immediate Care Lead and the
Match Day Doctor may be the same person. This role or combined role may also be held by the
Tournament Medical Manager (TMM) if the TMM is appropriately qualified.

v" This name and contact details of the holder of this role is typically made clear to participating
teams before game day.

10.5.3. Immediate Carelead

This person is responsible for coordinating and providing on--field game day immediate medical care
services and onward referral to secondary care if appropriate at the Tournament.

The person(s) covering this position must be a medical practitioner and as a minimum have a Level 2 ICIR
or equivalent accreditation.

This role may be held by the Tournament Medical Manager if they are a medical practitioner.

The name and contact details of the holder of this role is typically made clear to participating teams before
game day.

10.5.4. Tournament Doctor

This person provides team doctor services during Tournaments to all teams, away from the
match/tournament. They can also provide off---field game day support if requested by the Team
Physiotherapists.

It is expected that The Tournament Team Doctor will liaise with the Immediate Care Lead regarding
the appropriate follow up of injured/ill players once they depart the tournament medical facilities.

The name and contact details of the holder of this role must be made clear to participating teams
in advance of the tournament.

10.5.5. Immediate Care Team

The Team must provide a list (not specific names) of all other available medical and paramedical staff
(including the pitch retrieval team) providing on and off--field medical services at the game/tournament.

10.6. Minimum Game DayMedical Coverage

10.6.1. Adult professionalrugby matches

Ideally, as a minimum, a Health Care Professional with experience, skills in immediate pitch side care and
skills in managing sports injuries should be present at all adult professional Rugby matches.

10.6.2. Elite world rugby tournaments

The minimum game day medicalcoverageshouldbe:

v Team Doctors or Tournament Team Doctor

v" One other medical practitioner providing services as both Match Day Doctor and Immediate Care
Lead.

v' Ambulance stationed at the ground* for emergency transfer of injured players to designated
hospitals or trauma centres. The ambulance must can provide advanced life support services and
spinal evacuation services. The location of this ambulance must be provided to each Team Doctor.
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As a guide to minimum standards at elite World Rugby Tournaments, the following capabilities must be
covered by attending staff at matches. These requirements may be provided by an attending ambulance or
pitch side specialist coverage:

v

Airways Management -- ability to intubate + Oxygen & suction available

10.7. Minimum non--game day medical coverage for elite world rugby tournaments

The Tournament Medical Manager (TMM) must provide to all teams prior to the Tournament, the

name and contact details of the following:

v" Doctor responsible for providing non--match day medical support including prescriptions, general
medical consultation coordination and priority radiology access.

v Dentist

v" Physio supply company (tapes, braces etc)

v" Medical and surgical supply company

v Oxygen supply company

v' Massage services

v" Closest hospital to hotel and training grounds

v’ Closest swimming pool to hotel and training grounds

10.8. Payment and documentation:

Insurance: All treatment provided away from the game will need to be paid for at the time of care.
Players and Management will need to pay at the time of consultation and claim through their own
insurance companies later.

Passport Details: A list of passport names and numbers may be required by hospitals. It is recommended
that managers have these available when accessing hospital and medical treatment.

It is recommended in Tournaments that Host Unions provide the Tournament Team Doctor with the
Stadium Emergency Medical Equipment kit for use in the Hotel during the week leading into a Match or
Tournament. This equipment should be retrieved by the Match Day Medical Staff the night prior to the
match or on the morning of the match. This equipment should supplement the medical equipment and
supplies brought by visiting medical staff and would provide for most non--match medical emergencies.

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11.COMMUNICATION

11.1. Rugby Africa Communication & Media

In order to provide good communication services around the tournament, hosting unions will have to supply
and organise the following:

11.1.1. Before the tournament

For each tournament, unions will appoint a communication manager at least 1 month before the
tournament to ensure information is properly circulated.

Promote the tournament through all communication channels available (social networks, poster,
radios, press releases...)

Organise a press conference for the launch of the tournament.

Ensure that adequate infrastructure is available at the stadium to allow accredited journalists and
media to do their job.

Give a photo of your team (in their official kits or not) at least 3 days before the tournament.

Send the poster of the tournament at least 5 days before the tournament to be validated and
shared on our social networks.

Send the streaming link of the match when available at least 3 days before the beginning of the
tournament.

Ensure that perimeter branding is planned according to all contractual obligations towards Rugby
Africa and / or its partners (blank stadium, no commercials other than Rugby Africa and its partners
in the camera field unless pre-approved by Rugby Africa)

Rugby Africa must approve at least 2 weeks prior to the beginning of the tournament any naming-
right sold by the host union to a host-partner. The name of the competition exclusively belongs to
Rugby Africa and the host partners may only be associated in this way: (name of the competition
of Rugby Africa) hosted by Host-Partner.

Make sure hospitality and visibility is offered to Rugby Africa’s partners as per the instructions given
by Rugby Africa.

11.1.2. During the tournament

v

Send at least one good photo of both team’s captains in their match kit with a Gilbert match ball as
well as a photo of all Rugby Africa’s match officials with a Gilbert match ball
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v" Organise short interviews on the side lines or at a designated interview area or press area at the
stadium. All interviews are to be conducted in front of the interview backdrop which will have Rugby
Africa’s logo on it and/or the competition’s logo and/or Rugby Africa’s partners’ logo.

v' Safeguard the integrity of the tournament and the reputation of the game, by discouraging the
journalists and medias to make any political or religious comment or to linger over a fight or to film
injured players.

v" Welcome and assist the production tv teams by ensuring all their reasonable requirements have
been met (camera platform, telephone, internet connection)

v Send live scores of the game for Rugby Africa live tweet via WhatsApp at the following number: +27
76 493 7593

v" Each host union will have to get a Rugby Africa’s and World Rugby’s flag to be displayed at the
match venue.

11.1.3. After the tournament:

v" Send photos and match sheet on the night of the match or at the latest the next day.

v" The videos of the whole match and/or the highlights will have to be sent to Rugby Africa at the
latest 2 days after the end of the tournament to be able to share it with television channels.

v" Make sure that any equipment potentially lend by Rugby Africa goes back to Rugby Africa (bibs,
backdrop, boards...)

v' Send a report to Rugby Africa on the number of journalists and medias present during the
tournament and if possible some details about the media coverage of the tournament (before,
during, after)

v" Confirm the numbers of spectators who attended the tournament.
