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FOREWORD

The Security Service of Ukraine continues to interview Ukrainian citizens
who were held captive by Russian terrorist organizations on the territory of
occupied regions of Donetsk and Luhansk Oblasts. The evidence given by
another 102 hostages, who got over the tortures of pro-Russian terrorists both in
Donbass and on the territory of RF itself are presented in the second issue.

Their simple and sincere words about the sufferings, tortures and inhuman
humiliations spark panic not only among the performers - Russian servicemen,
but also among the supporters of "Russkii mir" in Donbass.

Every testimony confirms the fact that tortures and executions of Ukrainian
hostages on the occupied regions of Donetsk and Luhansk Oblasts are the part of
Russia's aggressive policy towards Ukraine. But the day of reckoning is coming
soon.

The materials collected and made public by the Security service of Ukraine
in the previous issue (124 persons) have already been handed over to
international human rights institutions. We appreciate the activities of Ukrainian
human rights advocates who are now providing legal advice to the former
hostages.

But taking into consideration a large number of hostages (3084 persons who
were already freed, 111 Ukrainian citizens who are still illegally kept on the
occupied regions of Donetsk and Luhansk Oblasts and 499 missing people) this
demands joint efforts of the state and civil society.

In the nearest future the Security service of Ukraine is hosting a round table
with the participation of former hostages, human rights advocates, Ukrainian
politicians, Ukrainian and international experts on the facilitation of cooperation
in providing legal advice while filing complaints to international courts.

At the same time it is very important to disseminate among the people of
Russian Federation the truth about tortures and executions of Ukrainian
hostages. Today the media controlled by Putin brainwash their citizens praising
Russian servicemen in Donbass as heroes. But their mothers, relatives and
friends, neighbours and colleagues should know that these "warriors" got the
Russian state awards exceptionally for inhuman tortures and humiliation of the
Ukrainians.

That is why this and the next issues will be published in three languages -
Ukrainian, English and Russian. We ask all Ukrainian patriots to ensure the
greatest possible repost via the social networks of documentary and video
materials on torturing of Ukrainian citizens. These materials are to be found at
the SS site www.ssu.gov.ua.

Only through the joint efforts we can advance our victory over the Russian
aggressor.

EVIDENCE OF UKRAINIAN CITIZENS WHO WERE HELD CAPTIVE
BY RUSSIAN TERRORIST GROUPS ON THE TERRITORY
OF OCCUPIED REGIONS OF DONETSK AND LUHANSK OBLASTS,

ON THE MILITARY AGRESSION OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION
AGAINST UKRAINE

1. Volodymyr B. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 12 days)

“...I was taken captive during our withdrawal from Ilovaysk. Russian Armed forces
(Pskov and Kostroma Airborne Divisions, Kursk Armoured Brigade) attacked
Ukrainian military units. There was a protracted battle, our combat equipment was
almost totally destroyed, and we had major casualties among our personnel (up to
90%). After the Ukrainian soldiers had been captured, the Russian soldiers handed
them over to the militants of the DPR...”.

2. Thor N. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
17 days)

“...1 was captured near Dzerkalne village, Donetsk oblast. We were captured by
servicemen of the RF Armed forces. I learned about this fact in captivity during talks
with Russian soldiers. Russian fighters said that officially they were on military
training in Rostov Oblast, but actually they were fighting in Ukraine. What is more,
those servicemen had weapons, that were not in the inventory of the Ukrainian Armed
forces (for example, Russian tanks)...”.

3. Viktor P. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive for
119 days)

“...1 was taken captive during the warfare near Ilovaysk. We were surrounded and
taken prisoners by servicemen of the RF Armed forces...”.

4. Mykhailo S. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 12 days)

“...I was interrogated by a member of the GRU (Main Intelligence Agency of the
General Staff of the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation), who was recognized by
one of the Ukrainian captives (they had used to study together in a military higher
educational establishment)...”.

5. Mykhailo F. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
11 days)

“...Among those, who tortured and exerted psychological pressure upon the captives,
there were soldiers of the Russian Armed forces (they were wearing Russian military
uniform and had a strong Russian accent)...”.
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6. Oleksandr Yu. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 24 days)

“...The tortures and beatings were committed by militants of the LPR, the servicemen
of Pskov Airborne Division of the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation, as well as
by members of the Russian military intelligence. Russian soldiers of Chechen national
origin were the most brutal and cruel...”.

7. Oleksandr M. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 4 days)

“...I was captured by the RF Airborne forces servicemen together with "Kadyrovtsy"
(Russian mercenaries from Chechnya) captured me...”.

8. Yaroslav P. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
148 days)

“...Interrogations and tortures of the captives were performed by the representatives of
Russian secret services. I realized that clearly (Russian military uniform and insignia,
specific accent)...”.

9. Volodymyr B. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 34 days)

“...We fought against RF Airborne forces servicemen of Pskov and Kostroma Divisions...”.

10. Hennadii M. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 125 days)

“...I was captured during the warfare. Our unit was surrounded and attacked by the
regular Russian troops — paratroopers from Pskov. Then they handed me and other
soldiers over to the DPR militants...”.

11. Dmytro P. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
5 days)

“... I was captured during the fights near Novohryhorivka village (position "Kopje").
We were captured by the Russian Armed forces servicemen...”.

12. Anton U. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
4 days)
“...While in captivity we were interrogated by the staff officers of Russian Federal
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security service (FSB). They accused me of being the "betrayer of the nation"...”.

13. Jaroslav H. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
15 days)

“...Ukrainian captives were tortured by the RF citizens. During the first day of
captivity Ukrainian defenders of Donetsk airport were interrogated by the servicemen
in Russian uniform and with obvious Russian accent (later on the militants said that
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those people were the Russian secret services officers). One of the militants with call
name «Almazy, who tortured me, was the Russian citizen from Ural as I learned later.
The Russian journalist Serhii Zhuk also took an active part in beatings...”.

14. Vitalii H. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive for
51 days)

“...I and my friends were taken captive by RF Armed forces servicemen near
Novoivanivka village, Amvrosiivsky district Donetsk region. The Russian soldiers
and officers didn’t hide their nationality and understood clearly that they were on the
territory of Ukraine...”.

15. Andrii K. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive for
125 days)

“...1 was taken captive during the withdrawal of our unit from Ilovaysk via so-called
‘green corridor’. It should be noted that the ‘green corridor’ had been agreed on with
Russian terrorist groups for the secure withdrawal of Ukrainian troops, but they
insolently broke the reached agreements: they straddled us with concentrated artillery
fire, after that they attacked us. I and my friends were taken captive by RF Armed
forces unit (as it turned out later in captivity during the conversations with Russian
servicemen, they were paratroopers from Pskov and tankmen of Russian Army unit,
which is constantly stationed in Moscow region). The commander of that unit was RF
Armed forces officer with call name ‘Lys’ ('"Fox'). The next day the Russians handed
the captive Ukrainian soldiers over to the DPR militants...”.

16. Volodymyr D. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 133 days)

“...There were RF citizens among our wardens (call names ‘Morpeh” and ‘Rusyi’).
They told us about their living in the RF and also that they received a reward of 15
thousands Russian rubles monthly for their participation in the operations in Ukraine...”.

17. Oleksander B. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held
captive for 70 days)

“...The captives were threatened with tortures — for example to cut off an ear, to put
needles under nails, etc. The Russian servicemen liked such threats very much, who
wore Russian military uniform openly and talked with specific accent. The captives
were constantly beaten. The representatives of Russian secret services (GRU (The
Main Intelligence Agency) and FSB (The Federal Security Service) with call names
‘017 and ‘Kupol’ tortured the captives with exceptional cruelty. The above
mentioned persons even boasted with their impunity by virtue of their Russian
citizenship...”.




DONETSK OBLAST

18. Viktor D. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive for
125 days)

“...During the battle action near Ilovaisk city I and 110 servicemen of our unit were
captured by militants of the Russian Federation regular forces. It was leaded by the
person with the call name “Lys”. During the battle we damaged 4 Russian tanks T-72,
2 infantry combat vehicles and 1 armoured vehicle, captured 9 Russians (paratroopers
and the crew of the tank we damaged), who said they were servicemen of the Armed
Forces of Russian Federation and according to their commanders, they were going to
have drills in Rostov Oblast, but, in fact, they were sent to war in Ukraine...”.

19. Serhii L. (volunteer, was held captive for 154 days)

“...The captives, both civilians and Ukrainian servicemen were tortured by the citizens of
the Russian Federation, especially the combatant with the call name “Monhol” — the
resident of Zabaikallia...”.

DNIPROPETROVSK OBLAST

20. Oleh B. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
15 days)

“...During the conversation with the combatants of illegal armed group “Vostok” who
were holding me in captivity I was convinced that most of them were citizens of the
Russian Federation (according to their avowals and also specific phraseological units and
the accent)...”.

21. Serhii B. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive for
125 days)

“...I was captured during the battle action near Ilovaisk city. I and about 40 Ukrainian
servicemen were captured by regular militants of the Russian Federation Armed
forces. 1 was interrogated by the representatives of the secret service of Russian
Federation; moreover, they were video recording the interrogation process...”.

22. Konstantyn D. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 23 days)

“...I was captured near Osykove town of Donetsk Oblast, where our unit got into an
ambush of the task force of the Russian Federation...”.

23. Oleksandr M. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 378 days)

“...I was captured and during the first three months held by the representatives of the
illegal armed group, so called “kozaky” — most of them were citizens of the RF
(boasted of their passports). They were visited by the groups of Russian servicemen
(specific Russian uniform, behavior and accent). Kozaky said that they were leaded by
the regular officers of the Armed Forces of RF, during the battle actions all their
activities are coordinated by the regular military units of the Armed Forces of RF
which support them...”.
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24. Volodymyr P. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
378 days)
“...In captivity I was interrogated by the officers of the Armed Forces of RF...”.

SUMY OBLAST

25. Volodymyr H. (the serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held
captive for 20 days)

“...I was captured during the withdrawal of our unit after the massive shelling and the
attack of Russian Army near the town of Amvrosiivka...”.

26. Ruslan Z. (the serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 10 days)

“...During the withdrawal from Ilovaisk via pre-agreed ‘“green corridor” Ukrainian
troops came under the massive fire. Then Russian regular army launched an offensive.
After the continuous combat our unit attempted to burst open the line but some
soldiers were captured by Russian staff officers...”.

27. Vyacheslav T. (the State border service of Ukraine serviceman, was held
captive for 123 days)

“...I was taken captive near the village of Olhinske of Donetsk Oblast having been
surrounded by Russian paratroopers, who presented the ultimatum that in case of
further armed resistance our unit would be killed...”.

28. Igor L. (the serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
4 days)

“...The militants of the Russian Armed Forces captured me and other captives and
then transported us in the body of a lorry “Ural” (with the registration plate and
military insignia of the Russian Armed Forces) to the territory of the Customs Station
in the town of Donetsk, Rostov Oblast, Russian Federation. There were
representatives of the FSB who interrogated every captive. Moreover, they already
had all the basic information about my relatives and me, which I had not given them
before. During the interrogation FSB officers, beating and exerting psychological
pressure, offered me to become a citizen of the Russian Federation or to work covertly
for the benefit of Russia. They also incited us to consolidate the residents of Rivne
Oblast who had radical views and to organize civil disobedience actions against the
government of Ukraine on return from captivity. It should be noted that the officers of
the FSB by means of heavy beating forced me and other captives into signing clean
pieces of paper. To my mind, they can be used to the damage of Ukraine...”.

29-30. Yurii L. (the serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 31 days) and Oleksandr M. (the serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine,
was held captive for 23 days)

“...In captivity we were interrogated by the officer of Main Intelligence Agency
(GRU) of the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation (Russian uniform, insignia of
the Armed Forces of the Russian Federation and the GRU, the strong Russian
accent)...”.
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31. Leonid R. (the serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 31 days)

“...I was captured by Russian servicemen during the fulfillment of the combat
mission near the Savur-Mohyla (got into an ambush). Russians handed us over to
local terrorists from the so called DPR. In Donetsk I was interrogated by the officers
from Main Intelligence Agency of the General Staff of the Armed forces of the
Russian Federation (Russian military uniform, chevrons with a bat set against the
globe with the inscriptions at the top and at the bottom: “Military Intelligence,
Russia”. Besides, they had a strong accent, typical for Muscovites). During the
interrogation one of the Russian officers, holding an APS pistol to my head, stated
that he would kill me in case I didn’t tell him all the truth about the Ukrainian Armed
Forces disposition. Then, he took out a knife, and raising it up to my face, he
threatened to cut my left eye out...”.

32. Oleksandr S. (the serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held
captive for 43 days)

“...In captivity Ukrainian soldiers were interrogated by a staff officer of the Armed
Forces of the Russian Federation (may be he was a secret services officer) with a call
name “Sova...”.

33. Oleksandr T. (the serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held
captive for 191 days)

“...Servicemen from the Russian Federation (they had Russian insignia on their
military uniform) were involved in vicious tortures of the captives...”.
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EVIDENCE OF UKRAINIAN CITIZENS WHO WERE HELD CAPTIVE
BY RUSSIAN TERRORIST GROUPS ON THE TERRITORY

OF OCCUPIED REGIONS OF DONETSK AND LUHANSK OBLASTS,
ON INHUMAN CONDITIONS OF DETENTION OF THE CAPTIVES

VINNYTSIA OBLAST

1. Volodymyr B. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held
captive for 12 days)

“..I and my friends were kept in the basement of the so-called "Donetsk Cossacks"
base. When in captivity, we were deprived of any rights, including the right for legal
representation. There were no conditions for holding people in the vault: no places
for sleeping and eating. There were just bare walls around and the concrete floor
(there were 30 captives in the basement together with me)...”.

2. Dmytro V. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
6 days)

“...I was held captive in the former weapon storage room in the barracks of a military
unit in Donetsk city. There were no necessary sanitary conditions for holding people,
we slept on the floor and also ate there. We were given 0.5 plate of porridge for
2 captives, 6 liters of water for all per day (there were 31 captives together with me).
Medical aid was minimal — "brilliant green" or iodine for the wounded...”.

3. Vadym H. (officer of Ministry of Internal Affairs Of Ukraine, was held
captive for 80 days)

“..We were held in the basement of the former administrative building of the
Donetsk regional traffic police. We slept and sat on the concrete floor. Our wounded
soldiers were actually deprived of their right for treatment; medical care was not
provided...”.

4. Dmytro K. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
7 days)

“...In captivity I was held in some basement in Donetsk city (I was brought and later
taken for exchange with the package on the head). The captivity conditions were
extremely appalling; I was fed once per day, taken out to the toilet only if most
captives also had such a need. All captives were systematically beaten and
psychologically intimidated...”.

5. Volodymyr L. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 129 days)

“...The detention conditions were inhuman, I and 107 other people were kept in the
basement of the former Donetsk regional Department of the Security Service of
Ukraine. There were no even simple sanitary-hygienic conditions. In fact, wounded
and sick captives were left for the mercy of fate...”.
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6. Igor N. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
17 days)

“..I and other captives were kept in the former detention cell of the Ministry of
Internal Affairs in the town Snizhne, Donetsk Oblast. There were 7 captives in the
cell together with me. There were no facilities for having a rest (beds, chairs), we
were sleeping and sitting on the concrete floor. Our wounded soldiers, who remained
in captivity without any treatment, suffered most...”.

7. Oleh O. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
32 days)

“...I was kept in a concrete garage. There were no necessary conditions for people to
live there or stay for a long time. There wasn’t enough food, the captives were always
hungry. As to medical support, we were given only bandages and "brilliant green", no
treatment was provided for the wounded or sick captives. The captives were deprived
of rights to any personal hygiene items or clothes...”.

8. Viktor P. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive for
119 days)

“...I was kept in the basement of the former SSU Donetsk Regional Department; later
I was moved to a prison cell at the former Ilovaisk railway police office. Ukrainian
captives were starved to death, constantly beaten and mocked. Militants have
repeatedly stated that there was only one way for a captive to improve conditions of
detention — to be shot...”.

9. Oleksandr Yu. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 24 days)

“...I was kept in the basement of the so-called "LPR Intelligence Headquarters". We
were given only half a loaf of bread per day and 1 liter of water; health care workers
didn’t even go over to see the captives. Hunger, filth, tortures and psychological
abuse made the captivity a living hell...”.

10-11. Mykola N. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held
captive for 44 days) and Andrii O. (serviceman of the National Guard of
Ukraine, was held captive for 124 days)

“..We were kept in captivity in the bomb shelter of the former SSU Regional
Department in Donetsk Oblast. Food supply was irregular, usually one time per day
(pearl barley porridge and a slice of bread), but militants added diesel fuel to porridge
on purpose. They gave ten plates and ten spoons for 100 captives. They didn’t
arrange any walks for captives, we were continually kept in the cellar. There was lack
of drinking water and medical care, excessive overcrowding of captives, as well as
lack of sanitary-hygienic conditions (on the basement floor, where we were sleeping,
there was always water from the sewer)...”.
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12. Serhii T. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
52 days)

“..The militants kept me and the other captives in the garage at their premises
(restaurant and hotel complex "Tornado" in the town of Perevalsk, Luhansk Oblast).
There were no sanitary conditions, they kept us hungry. From time to time they beat
us; they were particularly violent to fighters from Ukrainian volunteer battalions.
They constantly threatened us with execution. The captives weren’t taken out to have
a wash, thus the captives suffered from parasites (lice)...”.

13. Volodymyr B. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 34 days)

“...Wounded soldiers were kept separately from other captives, but these were cages
for animals in the street. They weren’t provided with any medical help and fed at all,
their sufferings were terrible...”.

14-16. Oleksii K. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held
captive for 182 days), Andrii Z. and Vasyl K. (servicemen of the National Guard
of Ukraine, were held captive for 125 days)

“...We were held in the basement of the former SSU Donetsk regional department.
We were deprived of the right for any legal protection. There wasn’t enough food for
captives, in fact we starved (a cup of porridge and a piece of bread). They didn’t
provide us with any medical help, the sanitary-hygienic facilities for our detention
were almost absent, around us there was dirt and completely unsanitary conditions, at
least on our own we tried to somehow improve our conditions of life. The militants
entered our room very seldom because of the fear of being infected...”.

17. Vasyl K. (civilian, was held captive for 17 days)

“...During the first 4 days of captivity we weren’t given any food and water at all, we
weren’t allowed to ease nature. After some time they began feeding us, but the
portions were scanty, in fact the captives were made to starve. It was a kind of horror,
I don’t want to recall that horrible days anymore...”.

18-21. Vasyl K. and Henadii M. (servicemen of the National Guard of Ukraine,
were held captive for 125 days), Oleksandr K. and Ruslan K. (servicemen of the
National Guard of Ukraine, were held captive for 70 days)

“...The food supply of the captives was absolutely unsatisfactory: we were fed once a
day with 100 g of liquid, similar to soup (more often - the scraps of the militants’
food). We were brought to the toilet once a day, the time of visit was 1 minute, the
wounded Ukrainian soldiers were left without medical help almost during all the time
of captivity, in the isolator cell that was 5-6 m” (designed for 5 persons) there were
kept more than 30-35 Ukrainian captives...”.

22. Oleksandr L. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held
captive for 125 days)

“...At first I was imprisoned together with other captives in the detention centre on
the territory of the former regional police department in Snizhne, after some time I
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was transferred to the automobile boxes. The conditions were absolutely awful, they
almost didn’t feed us and water was given to us only on our numerous requests, but
not always. The Russian Armed Forces servicemen ruled the guarding of Ukrainian
captives...”.

23. Igor P. (civilian, was held captive for 51 days)

“...I was held captive in the basement of TV centre. There were no even minimal
living conditions in this room; we slept on the floor, there was dirt around us, we
weren’t taken to the shower at all, there wasn’t any drinking water”.

24. Denis S. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
28 days)

“... There were poor sanitary conditions of our captivity; there was dirt, too many
prisoners, lack of medical care and very limited food supply. I was held in a
basement, which was not suitable for people at all. I witnessed the situation when the
captives were visited by representatives of some international organization. One of
them talked to us, but the guarding militants had warned us before that in case of any
complaints, all prisoners would be shot. So, we could not tell the truth about torturing
and inhuman detention conditions...”.

25. Anton U. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
28 days)

“...The captives were held in the basement (probably it was a sports school) in the
room, which could accommodate up to 10-12 people; there were 56 Ukrainian
soldiers. There were no appropriate sanitary conditions, food supply was awful,
medical care was provided too rarely. The representatives of OSCE came to us (they
spoke Russian), but the contact with captives was held under vigilant supervision of
militants. Unfortunately, we didn’t get any help; the conditions of our captivity were
not improved, even though they had to understand that Ukrainian captives were held
under really terrible conditions...”.

26. Yaroslav H. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 15 days)

“...I was captured during the defense of new terminal of Donetsk airport. The
captives were beaten severely at once and were taken to the basement (archive room)
of the former SSU building in Donetsk region. The conditions of captivity were
terrible, we were sleeping on the shelves without mattresses and linen, there was no
toilet, we eased ourselves using plastic bottles (located nearby)...”.

27-28. Eugene H. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 52 days) Vitalii H. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held
captive for 51 days)

“...I was captured in prison in car boxes on the territory of the former police office in
Snizne in Donetsk oblast (the Russian troops handed us to the militants of DNR a day
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after our being taken prisoners). All captives were involved in the work of
dismantling the ruins of the city and unloading ammunition which the terrorists got
from Russia. We worked both day and night. Those of us who showed the slightest
signs of displeasure, were brutally beaten...”.

29. Andrii K. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 120 days)

“...I and my sworn brothers were held captive in Donetsk, in a building of a former
SSU Department. In two months I and 70 other captives were taken to the basement
in Ilovaysk. In both places the conditions were very bad, there were no places of
personal hygiene, vary bad food (once a day a cup of spoilt mush), no places for
having a rest, we slept on the floor without beds or mattresses. I and some other
captives needed medical assistance (were wounded or fell ill from inhuman
conditions), but we were not provided with it despite our requests.”

30. Eduard K.( serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 5 days)

“...I was held captive in the building of the former Academy of Interior Affairs in
Donetsk. I remember that times with fear, the conditions weren’t up to any sanitary
standards. We were fed once a day, but often there were cases when the captives
didn’t get any food at all. We slept on the concrete floor...”.

31. Oleksadr P. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 5 days)

“I and other Ukrainian warriors were held captive in the basement on the territory of
Luhansk zoo (bear’s and lion’s roaring were heard repeatedly). The captives were
placed in two rooms: in the first one, up to 20 m’, there were 35 people, in the other
one — 50 captives on 30 m”. We slept on the floor (there were no beds or mattresses at
all). The imprisonment meant abuse and tortures for us...”.

32. Olekasndr B.( serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held
captive for 70 days)

“...I was captured in Snizhne on the territory of a former police station. In the ward,
optimized for 5 people, DPR warriors kept 25 Ukrainian captives. Later we were
taken to the lock-up garage, but there also were no conditions: we slept on the
concrete floor; the ceiling was leaking and that’s why during the rain we often slept
in the water. Captives were deprived of common sanitary-hygienic conditions. Only
those who involuntarily worked in “Zorya” mine (dismantling equipment for scrap
metal), had a shower once a month. We were fed twice a day (a cup of porridge and a
piece of bread), but the portions were not enough, captives were starving, even
though there was so-called big portion for working captives...”.




33. Victor D. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 119 days)

“...I and my comrades were transported to the former SSU Department in Donetsk
Oblast. Our uniform was immediately taken away and some rags were given instead.
The basement was overcrowded with captives, there was not enough place, we didn’t
go for a walk, were not provided with qualified medical treatment. We ate porridge
containing glass and small stones added by militants deliberately...”.

34. Oleksii D. (civilian, was held captive for 33 days)

“...I was captured in Horlivka in the basement of the former department of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs which had been seized by the terrorists. There were
absolutely unsanitary conditions; I had to ease myself using the plastic bottle. Despite
my wound which I received while being captured, I was not provided with qualified
medical treatment, during the first days of captivity we didn’t get any food...”.

35. Volodymyr V. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 11 days)

“...I was captured by the DPR terrorists when I was receiving mail (in spring, 2014)
and was held in the basement of some administrative building. My only fault was that
I was a serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine and could provide the terrorists,
as they thought, with military information. For 11 days of my being held captive |
was given food only 3 times, there were no appropriate living conditions in the
basement (no beds, chairs, tables, toilet)...”.

36. Serhii L. (volonteer, was held captive for 154 day)

“...1 was captured by unknown people with George ribbons who said that I would
stay in the pit till the end of war. I was kept in the the cellar of the former SSU
Department in Donetsk Oblast. The conditions there were awful. 10 captives were
held in the 4m” room, we had to ease ourselves using plastic bottles. Together with
me there were women, people with bullet wounds in the room who didn’t get any
medical aid. We received bread and water through the window in the iron door.
Overall there were near 9 rooms in the cellar, where only civilians were held.
Ukrainian servicemen were held separately. DPR militants periodically beat the
captives. Thus, after a captive had been beaten by the the head of “Ibushka” (how the
militants themselves call SSU Department in Donetsk Oblast) call-named
“Shakhtar”, he died...”.

37. Serhii P. (civilian, was held captive for 19 days)

“...Militants of the DPR kept me in different places: in the basement of “Tsarska
ohota” entertainment complex and the former State Traffic Regulation Inspection in
Donetsk. Beside this at night I was taken to the entrenchment near Avdiivka and left
there tied for several days. All these places were not accommodated and there were
no sanitary conditions for the captives. The food supplies didn’t meet generally
accepted human standards — just some scraps once a day...”.
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38-39. Serhii B. (serviceman of the National guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 125 days), Kostiantyn D. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was
held captive for 23 days)

“...The captives were held in the archive building of the former SSU Regional
Department in Donetsk Oblast. The medical aid for the wounded wasn’t provided
during almost 4 months. The basic medical aid was given by our captive military
medical man. Only in December 2014 medical files of the captives were set up and
some formal medical examination was carried out. We were fed 2 times a day with
boiled cereals (about 150 g) and one slice of bread. The first time I had taken a
shower was after 3 months of being in captivity. In the archive building the captives
slept on bare metal five-storeyed storage shelves...”.

40. Thor K. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
4 days)

“...I was captured during the warfare near the town of Debaltseve, Donetsk Oblast.
Though a bilateral truce was declared, terrorists didn’t keep to it. We were held in
one of the buildings of the former Children’s Art Centre in the city of Luhansk. All
captives (43 Ukrainian soldiers) were locked in the room of 4 by 6 meters. A desk
was the only piece of furniture, where a 20-litre bottle with drinking water stood. We
slept on the floor; we were not allowed to wash ourselves, and we washed our faces
pouring water from a pitcher. We were fed just so as not to let us die of hunger. The
wounded were not treated. We ourselves tried to ease their suffering...”.

41. Oleksandr M. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 378 days)

“...During first three months I was held captive in some basement which belonged to
“Russian Cossacks”; the medical aid wasn’t given and they didn’t let us go for a walk
in the yard. Then I was brought to the archive building of the former SSU Regional
Department in Donetsk Oblast, but the confinement conditions there were even
worse...”.

42. Ruslan M. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
9 days)

“...In captivity, where I got after several severe battles with units of the Russian
Federation Armed forces near the town of Debaltseve, we were held in an
administration building of Luhansk zoo. There were no basic confinement conditions
(neither water-closet, nor beds, nor chairs). We were given only bread and water, and
we were guarded by Russian contract fighters from a Cossack illegal armed group,
who always beat the captive Ukrainian servicemen...”.

43. Volodymyr M. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 5 days)

“...I was held in the so-called “commandant’s office of the LPR” in the city of
Luhansk. The captives (about 100 persons) were divided into two groups and kept in
basements (their size was 6 by 6 meters). There were no proper confinement
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conditions in the basement. We slept on the floor in turns (there was lack of space),
we eased ourselves into plastic bottles; we were given food once in two days — it was
some kind of waste products...”.

44-45. Vasyl M. and Vladyslav M. (servicemen of the Armed forces of Ukraine,
were held captive for 21 days)

“...During the first eight days we were kept near the town of Starobeshevo in a
"hole". We were given almost no food, we have to ease ourselves there. After that we
were transported to the building of the former regional Department of the SSU in
Donetsk Oblast (the archives room), but the conditions of the captivity there were not
better...”.

46. Oleksandr P. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 37 days)

“...I' was kept in the basement, there were no basic conditions for a long-term stay of
people and they often forgot to feed us, as the wardens who were DPR militants
usually drank heavily. But on such days they didn’t forget to beat me...”.

47. Serhii S. (serviceman of the Armed Forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
15 days)

“...I and nine other captives were kept in the basement of some building in Donetsk.
Despite being seriously wounded (my legs were shot through while in captivity), 1
didn’t get any medical treatment. Instead, I was constantly intimidated — they
threatened to "finish me off, for me not to suffer"...”.

48. Vitalii F. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive for
120 days)

“...For the first month and a half [ was kept in the basement of some building in the
city of Donetsk; after that [ was transported to the town of I[lovaysk. We slept in the
boxes used for keeping weapons, there were no blankets. The captives were
famished, as they were had to eat the soup with added diesel fuel and one slice of
bread per day. In Ilovaysk the captives were forced to collect bodies of servicemen of
the Armed forces of Ukraine who were killed on the minefield...”.

SUMY OBLAST

49. Volodymyr H. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 20 days)

“...I was kept in the town of Snizhne, Donetsk Oblast, (the former police isolation
ward). Along with me there were 300 hostages and captives. No legal defense was
provided; militants defined us as "ukropy". The captivity conditions were terrible:
most people were kept outdoors, the wounded were held in prison cells, but they
didn’t get any medical treatment (the first medical aid was provided by the captured
Ukrainian military doctors). We were fed like slaves — one meal per day, which
consisted of a plate of porridge and a slice of bread. We were constantly forced to
work: mine clearance (removal of mines near the Savur-mogyla region), preparation
of battle positions for militants (digging of entrenchments, building of blindages etc.)...”.
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50. Artem H. (serviceman of the Armed Forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
32 days)

“...I was taken captive during the barbarian explosion of the remnants of the new
terminal of Donetsk airport by DPR militants, | was among its defenders. I was held
in captivity in the basement of the former SSU Department in Donetsk city. We slept
on a concrete floor, were fed just not to "die of hunger" (several spoonfuls of porridge
and a slice of bread), the captives didn’t have enough drinking water. They
maltreated our injured; militants used to watch their sufferings with pleasure...”.

51. Ruslan Z. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
10 days)

“...I and other captives were kept in former arms room on the territory of one of the
military bases in Donetsk city. In this room, which was 4 by 4 meters, 30 people were
kept. The captives were forced to dismantle the debris of the buildings, ruined during
the shellings, pick up the ammunition equipment from the crushed military vehicles
of the Armed Forces of Ukraine. We did it at great risks of our own lives without
special equipment (there were unexploded ordnance everywhere)...”.

52. Maksym K. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
32 days)

“...I was taken captive after the fierce battle in Donetsk airport, when illegal military
division "Sparta" savagely exploded the remnants of the new terminal. Despite
serious wound, I was imprisoned in the basement of the former SSU Department in
Donetsk city, where 1 was not provided with any medical aid. Besides, my serious
wound didn’t stop militants from abusing me and exerting psychological pressure
upon me...”.

53. Yevhen M. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
4 days)

“...I was captured during the defense operation in Debaltseve city of Donetsk Oblast.
We were kept in Luhansk city in the basement of some administrative building, 50
people in a room. This building was not suitable for living. We slept on the floor, which
was partly covered with old mattresses. They fed us with only one meal per day — some
crackers and one liter of water. Some seriously wounded Ukrainian servicemen died
as they had received no medical aid”.

54. Vyacheslav T. (serviceman of the State border service of Ukraine serviceman,
was held captive for 123 days)

“...I was held captive in Snizhne Donetsk oblast in the basement of the former city
police department. I and other captives were deprived of the right for legal protection
and the right for proper medical aid for the wounded and ill persons. We were kept in
lock-up garages which were not fit for our stay there”.
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55. Thor L. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
4 days)

“..We were held captive in a warehouse of the Customs Station in the town of
Donetsk, Rostov Oblast, Russian Federation. We slept on a concrete floor; we were
fed on the remnants of the Russian soldiers' food only twice during four days...”.

56. Petro Ye. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
400 days)

“...They kept us in the building of the former SSU Regional Department in Donetsk
Oblast. What we ate was difficult to be called food, as militants added diesel fuel in
our porridge; the food was often cooked from rotten foodstuff. We slept like birds —
on five-storeyed storage shelves without mattresses and bedclothing. Proper sanitary
conditions for easing ourselves were lacking...”.

57. Leonid R. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
31 days)

“..I was held captive in the basement of the former SSU Regional Department in
Donetsk Oblast. It was in unsanitary condition, the drain system was leaking. We
were fed once a day; it was mainly stewed wheat porridge. The food was given on
pieces of carton, without any spoons or forks. We slept on wooden pallets used for
transporting bricks. Militants didn't give any medical aid to the wounded Ukrainian
soldiers. Our captive medical man, who saved many lives of our soldiers, did this
using materials at hand...”.

58. Oleksandr S. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 43 days)

“...We were held captive in the basement of Luhansk Customs Service. The captives
slept on the floor, it was very cold. We were fed occasionally, we starved. Wardens
from among militants continually battered and tortured the captives...”.

59. Oleksandr T. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 191 days)

“...I was held captive in the basement of some administration building in the town of
Horlivka, Donetsk Oblast. Sanitary conditions were awful. Wardens-militants didn't
allow the captives to go to the toilet for days at a time. We were given the food which
looked and smelled bad, it was unfit for human consumption. I wasn't given proper
medical aid, the militants didn't pay any attention to the wounded Ukrainian
soldiers...”.
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EVIDENCE OF UKRAINIAN CITIZENS WHO WERE HELD CAPTIVE
BY RUSSIAN TERRORIST GROUPS ON THE TERRITORY
OF OCCUPIED REGIONS OF DONETSK AND LUHANSK OBLASTS,

ON PHYSICAL ABUSE AND TORTURE

1. Volodymyr B. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 12 days)

“...The captives were regularly interrogated, using physical and psychological
pressure, after the torture and beatings they were taken back to the cellar. They were
constantly threatened by execution...”.

2. Dmytro V. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
6 days)

“...The captives were tortured and beaten. The militants of the illegal armed group
“Oplot” had broken my lower jaw (they hit me with a gun butt on purpose), they had
also hit me in my right leg and put it out of the knee and hip joints, and then they had
broken the back of my head...”.

3. Dmytrro K. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
7 days)

“...The captives were beaten cruelly during the interrogations. I had several ribs
broken while they were beating me with a piece of metal fitting, then I was made to
push-up in spite of the fact that I was seriously injured in my head (the frag of the
grenade hit my head during the combat operation in Donetsk Airport)...”.

4. Volodymyr L. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 129 days)

“...1 and other captives were regularly beaten with rubber truncheons; ex-convicts
(“zeks”) were the cruelest guards. They were constantly humiliating us, intimidating
and threatening with execution...”.

5. Thor N. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
17 days)

“...The captives were tortured all the time, they were taken to interrogations and
beaten; we were shot at from the traumatic weapon. I personally was cruelly tortured
by the so-called DPR militants whose call-names were “Kent” and “Krutoi”. Russian
mercenaries were often under the effect of drugs, in this state they were beating the
captives much more aggressively...”.

6. Viktor P. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive for
119 days)

“...Beating of the captives was a usual matter. The militants would run into the cellar
at night (about 10 people) and beat everyone without exception. Also, during the
interrogations all the captives were kicked, beaten on their legs, on the back and on
the stomach with gun butts, rubber truncheons...”.
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7. Oleksandr P. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 21 days)

“...The militants of the so-called DPR were starving the captives to death...”.

8. Myhailo S. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 12 days)

“...They regularly exerted physical pressure (beating) on the captives. Militants
whose call-names were “Lis”, “Mayba”, “Dorn”, “Semyorka”, “Sem” and others
were torturing the Ukrainian soldiers. Some captives had their legs shot, besides we
were made to eat our Ukrainian insignias...”.

9. Mykhailo F. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
11 days)

“...They constantly used tortures; the captives were beaten and treated cruelly.
Besides, several Ukrainian soldiers, with whom I was kept together, were shot by
terrorist...”.

10. Oleksandr Yu. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 24 days)

“...The captives were beaten every day; I had my ribs and several fingers broken,
they also stuck the knife into my leg under the knee. Sometimes when the captives
were exhausted and couldn’t work (we were forcibly sent to work — to dismantle
destroyed buildings), militants used electric shockers...”.

11. Oleksandr D. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 77 days)

“...The captives were punched, kicked, beaten with automatic machine gun-butts and
truncheons. Among militants-sadists there was a Russian citizen with the true to type
call name «Maniaky...”.

12. Vitalii K. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
53 days)

“...Militants from illegal armed groups regularly exerted tortures and psychological
pressure on the captives...”.

13. Oleksandr M. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 4 days)

“...I was tortured by «Kadyrovtsy» — Russian mercenaries from the Caucasus region.
They beat me with a grenade launcher RPG-25 on the head, kicked me on the face
and kidneys. They claimed that they knew where my relatives lived in Ukraine, and
threatened to kill them. They also called on my wife’s mobile phone and intimidated
her. They sadistically cut out parts of the captives’ skin where they had tattoos with
national Ukrainian or patriotic symbols. All those things were filmed and uploaded on
Youtube. When my wife saw how they tortured me and other captives, she fell
seriously ill...”.

59



14. Mykola N. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 44 days)

“...The captives were beaten every day both in the basement, where they were kept,
and during interrogations. They beat us with clubs and made us raise our hands while
they were beating. Because of the tortures many captives got serious injuries (broken
arms, legs, ribs, heads, and even spinal fractures — Dmytro K.). The militants with
call names «Adrenalin», «Batony», «Molchuny», «Peclikan» and others tortured us...”.

15. Andrii O. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 124 days)

“...The captives were regularly tortured. The interrogations with merciless beatings
lasted for several hours; after that our soldiers lay on the floor for 2-3 weeks and
couldn’t walk. We were taken out for mock executions many times...”.

16. Yaroslav P. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
148 days)

“...During interrogations captives were punched and kicked. After I was interrogated,
I lay for 3 days with severe headache and pain in my chest. Tankmen and gunmen
were treated especially cruelly...”.

17. Volodymyr B. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 34 days)

“...The captives were hurt regularly. They were constantly putting pressure on us,
trying to recruit us...”.

18. Andrii Z. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive for
125 days)

“...I was beaten repeatedly and constantly forced to join illegal armed groups...”.

19. Vasyl K. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive for
125 days)

“...Physical and psychological pressure was permanent. They used firearms for
tortures, beat us into the chest. Some of the torturers were Russian Federation citizens
from among the so-called “Kuban Cossacks”...”.

20. Vasyl K. (civilian, was held captive for 17 days)

“...We couldn’t say a word without risking our lives. I and other captives were
regularly beaten with truncheons, tubes, hung to the wall on the neck, tortured with
electric current. The captives were victimized mainly by terrorists from among the
Russian Federation citizens...”.

21. Oleksandr L. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held
captive for 125 days)

“...During interrogations they tortured the captives in a horrible, sadistic manner...”.
22. Genadii M. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 125 days)

“...The captives sustained physical tortures regularly; we were under constant
psychological pressure. The militants under the influence of alcohol and drugs were
especially cruel. We were like slaves there...”.
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23. Igor P. (civilian, was held captive for 52 days)

“...The hostages and captives were made to stand on their knees, were kicked into the
head, shot near the head and legs. They spat in the face. They constantly threatened to
use tortures and to kill us. Such tortures and psychological humiliation were
performed by militants from among Donbass locals and Russian mercenaries of
terrorists...”.

24. Tymofii S. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 125 days)

“...The DPR militants regularly beat captives during the interrogations and for
personal pleasure. Once, I and my comrade Ruslan K. were taken from the basement
and cruelly beaten by three militants, who had recently returned from combat site (as
[ was beaten with a machine gun, I had my tooth knocked out). Ukrainian captives
were usually victimized by the so-called “Don Cossacks”, who spoke with the clear
Russian accent. I can remember the call names of the torturers — “Zombi”, ‘David’
and “Zaiets”...”.

25. Denys S. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
28 days)

“...The captives were beaten regularly, my liver sustained serious injury as a result of
tortures. They tortured the soldiers from volunteer battalion with exceptional cruelty
and beat them almost to death...”.

26. Anton U. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
4 days)

“...During interrogations Ukrainian fighters were beaten cruelly”.

CHERNIVTSI OBLAST

27. Yaroslav H. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 15 days)

“...1 was regularly beaten — with metal pipes, stools, weapons, legs and arms. My
comrade Oleksandr M. from Lviv Oblast during the tortures had his arms burnt with
an iron, and Artem H. from Sumy was forced to shoot the other captive (for his
refusal to do so the militants broke Artem’s hand with the weapon butt). Thor B. from
Kyiv was beaten because he was a machine-gunner; they beat him with metal pipes
until he fainted, and after that the terrorist with a call name “Motorola” pulled out his
gun and killed Thor by a headshot...”.

ZAPORIZHZHIA OBLAST

28. Yevhen H. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
52 days)

“...I was captured after the battle with the DPR terrorist group (our checkpoint was
attacked unexpectedly). I was taken to a farm, where they threw me to the basement.
The militants beat us cruelly (both there and in other places of my captivity: Snizhne
town and Donetsk city), and as a result I got a spine injury...”.
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29. Vitalii H. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive for
51 days)

“...The militants were regularly using violence towards the captives. Besides, one of
the captives was battered and after that he was handcuffed to the burnt car and they
forbade to feed him and give him water. We were warned that anyone who would
feed him or give him water would take his place. 11 days later this person died in
agony. The most noticeable among the militants were Russian servicemen, who didn’t
conceal this fact. One of the terrorists’ commanders was Russian servicemen with a
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call name “011”...”.

KHMELNYTSK OBLAST

30. Serhii B. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
239 days)

“...During the whole time of being in captivity I was regularly punched, kicked and beaten
with a wooden stick, weapon butts, rubber truncheons; during the interrogations they beat
me with anything at hand...”.

31. Andrii K. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive for
125 days)

“...From the first day of being in captivity I and other Ukrainian soldiers were tortured
on a daily basis, the militants came to the basement and, without saying anything,
punched, kicked and beat us with weapon butts and wooden truncheons. Extremely cruel
tortures were employed towards Ukrainian volunteers. During the interrogations I was also
beaten by the representatives of the RF Armed forces who treated impudently not only the
Ukrainian captives but also the militants of the so-called DPR illegal armed groups...”.

32. Eduard K. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 5 days)

“...While I was in captivity they punched, kicked and beaten me with weapons in all the
parts of my body. Not only local militants employed tortures, Russian mercenaries from
Chechnya — so-called “kadyrivtsi” — were exrtemely violent. The latter always threatened
to cut our heads off, grabbed the captives and put their knives close to our necks. They
also shoot from their rifle guns close to the feet of the captives to intimidate us...”.

33. Volodymyr D. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 133 days)

“...In captivity I suffered from cruel treatment and tortures all the time. During first
two weeks I was beaten every day, then — during interrogations or when militant-
wardens got drunk. As a result of these beatings I got my teeth knocked out...”.

34. Andrii Ye. (civilian, was held captive for 17 days)

“...In captivity I was interrogated by a member of the so-called Ministry of State
Security of the Donetsk People’s Republic (nickname “Zombie”) three times. Every
time during the interrogations I was kicked, punched and beaten with rubber
sticks...”.
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35. Oleksandr P. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 5 days)

“...The tortures started from the very beginning of our being in captivity. We were
cruelly beaten with gunstocks. Besides, while searching me the militants found a
piece of paper with my friend’s telephone number, but the terrorists decided that I
was a gunner spotter. I was kicked, beaten with guns and truncheons. Later the
militants started taking off warm clothes (reefing jackets, hats, shoes) from the
captives. In fact, we stayed almost naked and were forced go on foot under guard to
the place of gathering of all the captives. We were beaten almost every day; in
particular we were fiercely beaten during interrogations — several militants attacked
one captive and punched him in the face and in the head. During such interrogations I
fainted...”.

KHERSON OBLAST

36. Oleksandr B. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held
captive for 70 days)

“...The captives were forced to work — to clear the debris of houses, to unload
ammunition from echelons, to cut coal mine equipment for scrap, to bury fallen
Ukrainian soldiers. During the works militants regularly beat the captives for their
lack of initiative. I, for one, witnessed the beating of a captive in the face with the
butt of the Simonov SKS carbine. His had his jaw broken and teeth knocked out.
Such beatings were regular...”.

37. Viktor D. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 125 days)

“...When we were brought into the basement in Donetsk we were forced to tread the
national flag of Ukraine which was spread on the floor by militants. Those captives
who refused to do it were kicked in the head and in the back with gun butts. During
interrogations captives were beaten and forced to kneel. We were regularly
threatened with execution, physical abuse; they also threatened us with knives. The
captives were forced to do push-ups and knee bending until they fainted, and then
they were beaten on the back with rubber sticks...”.

38. Oleksii D. (civilian, was held captive for 33 days)

“...While capturing me, DPR militants wounded me with small weapons, but in the
hospital the terrorists fended the doctors off from conducting an operation in a proper
way. I was immediately brought from the intensive care unit of the local hospital to
the basement. The captives, both military men and civilians, were regularly beaten. In
the basement I was kept together with other 15 captives. They were fiercely beaten
because they were suspected of spreading pro-Ukrainian leaflets. In fact those people
delivered promotional materials to private houses in the town of Horlivka...”.
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39. Volodymyr V. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 11 days)

“...I was often beaten on my body, arms and legs with an iron stick (I had a fractured
radius of the left leg and multiple bruises). Apart from me, other Ukrainian
servicemen also endured physical tortures...”.

40. Roman H. (civilian, was held captive for 6 days)
“...Captive Ukrainian soldiers and civilian hostages were regularly beaten...”.

41. Sergii L. (volunteer, was held captive for 154 days)

“...The representatives of the so-called Donetsk People’s Republic (DPR) regularly beat
me: they fractured my head, pierced my cheek with a knife, broke 5 fingers on two
hands, and several ribs. The wound on my head begun to decay and fingers still do not
bend in full because I wasn’t provided with a medical assistance. I was also tied to a
wooden cross and thrown into the lake, after that they took me out to take a breath of air
and then drowned me again. DPR’s militants planted their "pseudocaptives" among us,
we knew it, that’s why we were afraid to talk to each other even in the cell...”.

42. Oleksii P. (officer of the Ministry of Internal Affairs Of Ukraine, was held
captive for 2 days)

“...Unknown persons wearing masks and military uniforms armed with machine
guns detained me at the checkpoint of the so-called DPR. Militants beat me and took
to Horlivka in the trunk of my car, then I was thrown into the basement of the former
Organized Crime Unit building. I was interrogated by Ihor Bezler, nicknamed “Bes”,
and later — by the representatives of the so-called “KGB of DPR”. During the
interrogation | was severely beaten (I had hematomas). As it turned out, all my fault
was that I just was the officer of the Ministry of Internal Affairs Of Ukraine...”.

43. Serhii P. (civilian, was held captive for 19 days)

“..After unlawful detention I was sregularly beaten (with a machine gun butt)
punched and kicked, in addition, my hands were tied. [ was beaten every day during
the whole period of captivity, they broke three ribs on my right side. When I was
transported from one place of unlawful detention to another, I was placed in the trunk
of the DAEWOO LANOS car. The spare wheels to the car laid there, so there was
not enough space for me. Militants beat me with a machine gun butts in the head,
legs, stomach, trying to “tamp” me into the trunk. Apart from me, militants severely
beat other captives — Volodymyr K. and Anton T...”.

DNIPROPETROVSK OBLAST

44. Oleh B. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
15 days)

“...In captivity we were regularly beaten. I saw with my own eyes as militants shot
several captive officers and soldiers of the Armed forces of Ukraine — my colleagues:
senior lieutenant Andrii K., soldiers Roman S., Albert S., Serhii S. During the
interrogation one of the militants just shot my left leg (thigh) through from a machine
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gun...”.
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45. Serhii B. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive for
125 days)

“...While we were transported to Donetsk city, after being captured, at every
checkpoint of the so-called DPR militants came to the bus and beat all the captives.
Every day captives were kicked and beaten with weapons, trancheons. Ukrainian
artillerymen were treated with particular cruelty...”.

46. Kostiantyn D. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 23 days)

“...The tortures were held every day. Militants took two or three captives into the
room. There they were surrounded by terrorists. The militants turned on the video of
ruined cities of Donetsk Oblast and began to beat the captives cruelly. Terrorists
nicknamed “Rulet” and “Varvar” tortured us sadistically. Ukrainian artillerymen
were tortured the most...”

47. Yurii L. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
272 days)

“...Before being taken captive I was badly wounded (contusion, numerous shrapnel
wounds of the head, legs, arms and body), but despite this, militants beat me cruelly
on a regular basis. I had four broken ribs, brain concussion, broken nose...”.

48. Oleksandr M. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 12 days)

“...Every day they kicked, punched, beat us with weapons, truncheons, special
whips. Beating was done without any reasons, just for satisfaction of the militants. I
saw with my own eyes as Russian "Cossacks" finished off wounded Ukrainian
captives. The most violent were militants with the call names "Botsman",
"Militsioner", "Shchuka" and "Tesak" (Russian mercenaries), "Muzykant", "Davyd",
"Zaitsev". I also witnessed how militants carved Nazi swastika on the back of the
Ukrainian captive Orest P...”.

49. Dmytro M. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 120 days)

“...In the captivity for I was repeatedly beaten cruelly by masked DPR militants,
they inflicted wounds on my head and heavily injured my left arm...”.

50. Volodymyr M. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held
captive for 5 days)

“...I was beaten cruelly immediately after being taken captive, they beat me on my

head and stomach, they injured heavily my eye; numerous bruises were left on my
body...”.
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51. Vasyl M. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
21 days)

“... They beat us every day, sometimes even twice a day. As a result of being beaten
in the captivity I had my teeth knocked out and 7 ribs broken...”.

52. Volodymyr P. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 133 days)

“...In the captivity I was handled with violence (they beat me repeatedly), besides,
they exerted on me psychological pressure (threatened with homicide, imitated
execution twice)...”.

53. Oleksandr P. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 37 days)

“...The captives were not only beaten regularly but also tortured. Once I was taken
to the yard, militant with the call name "Batia" (mercenary from the RF) made the
first shot, imitating the execution (he fired near my ear in the wall), the second shot
hit my left leg (thighbone)...”.

54. Serhii S. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
15 days)

“..I was taken captive after pro-Russian terrorists had attacked our checkpoint. The
battle lasted for about three hours, but the militants outnumbered us, besides they
had tanks, so we were taken captive. Enraged by their losses, they immediately
killed 3 Ukrainian unarmed captives. They sent bullets through my legs — right shin
and left thigh (the shots were made by a militant girl, approximately 25 years old). In
the captivity I didn’t receive any treatment; they just stitched up my wounds (later
they suppurated as I was held in the basement). After I had been released from the
captivity I was treated for a long time, even abroad, but full function of my
musculoskeletal system wasn’t restored...”.

55. Vitalii F. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 120 days)

“..The captives were regularly kicked and beaten with weapons and sticks. As a
result of tortures my jaw was broken, they also shot at me with traumatic weapons.
Besides that, we were starved — during the captivity I lost 16 kg of weight.”

56. Oleksandr Sh. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 144 days)

“...I and other captives were systematically beaten with a baseball bat and tortured
by electric current, being bound hand and foot...”.
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57. Volodymyr H. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 20 days)

“...The captives were constantly beaten. Every evening we in turns were taken to a
so-called “excursion” — militants used captives for working out hand-to-hand
fighting holds (head blows, body, legs). Apart from this, every interrogation turned
violent...”.

58. Artem H. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
32 days)

“...Beating of captives was a sort of amusement for militants. Every person in turn
was beaten in the basement, then they forced us to sit on the chair one by one, while
one of the militants delivered a blow in the back using a spade; as a result of this the
captives had their ribs fractured and they fainted. After the spade got broken, they
started beating us with a metal pipe, shouting “You are a cyborg, stick it”. I also was
a witness to the tortures of captives with the use of an iron. Apart from this, some
militants deliberately brought their female friends to the basement with captives;
those female friends punched Ukrainian servicemen in the groin. One of the captives
was beaten to death because a small red-and-black flag was found in his pocket. The
tortures were controlled by a person with the nickname “Moskva”...”.

59. Viacheslav T. (servicemen of State Border Service of Ukraine, was held
captive for 123 days)

“...I and other captives suffered from physical abuse regularly. The militants beat us
“for pleasure”. They tortured the members of volunteer battalions sadistically. I
witnessed the man who called himself the Ukrainian Orthodox church of
Patriarchate of Moscow priest participated in tortures. He arrived in a company of
Russian mercenaries — “Don Cossacks”. That “priest” broke the head of one of the
Ukrainian captives with his cross...”.

60. Thor L. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
4 days)

“...After being taken prisoners and being transported to the territory of the Russian
Federation, Russian servicemen of Chechen nationality beat me and other captives
cruelly: they hit our heads with butts of machine guns, cut our necks with knives,
imitating cutting off the head. As a result of such tortures, I became a disabled
person, disability class 2. During interrogations, when my answers didn’t satisfy the
Russian Federation FSB officer, he ordered unknown people in black uniform and
balaclavas to enter the room and beat us in a sadistic manner...”.
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61. Petro Ye. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
400 days)

“...1 was beaten regularly, both during interrogations and also for pleasure of the
militants. As a result of tortures I got a closed craniocerebral injury, had my nose
broken and lots of haematomas on the body...”.

62-63. Yurii L. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
31 days) and Oleksandr M. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was
held captive for 23 days)

“...We were repeatedly tortured and beaten. In captivity we witnessed how militants
executed mass shooting of the Ukrainian prisoners of war...”.

64. Leonid R. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
31 days)

“...At the time of being held captive we were regularly beaten with rubber
truncheons, kicked and punched. They beat us without any reason, whenever they
wanted; we were beaten especially cruelly when the guards were under the effect of
alcohol or narcotic intoxication. The militants who have just returned from the
“trenches” were the cruelest. Among the militants-sadists | remember the head of the
guard shift with the call name “Adrenalin” and guards called “Buryi”, “Skif”,
“Varvar”, “Rulet”, “Ded”...”.

65. Oleksandr S. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 43 days)

“...They delivered blows on my and other captives’ heads with the machine gun
butts, kicked and punched us. They beat us on a regular basis. I know that they cut
the hand of one of the serviceman because there was a tattoo of the Ukrainian small
coat of arms on it (trident)...”.

66. Oleksandr T. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 191 days)

“...During the interrogation my arms and legs were wound with sticky tape, then
they began beating and torturing me with electric current. Beating was regular, they
did it with machine gun butts, kicked me, beat me with rubber truncheons.
Especially cruel tortures were executed by terrorists with the call names “Virtuoz”
and “Taison” (the latter has a tattoo on his right and left hands). The militants carved
Nazi swastika on the back of Orest’ P., who was also one of the captives...”.
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EVIDENCE OF UKRAINIAN CITIZENS WHO WERE HELD CAPTIVE
BY RUSSIAN TERRORIST GROUPS ON THE TERRITORY

OF OCCUPIED REGIONS OF DONETSK AND LUHANSK OBLASTS,
ON MORAL AND PSYCHOLOGICAL HUMILIATION

1. Dmytro V. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
6 days)

“...We were always humiliated and intimidated. One of the militants (former
employee of the SSU Regional Department in Donetsk Oblast, nickname “Variag”)
personally took me and other captives out to execution three times; we were standing
near the wall and he was shooting his rifle above our heads. I became 50% disable
because of the tortures in captivity...”.

2. Vadym H. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
80 days)

“...Militants in turns beat the captives, bullying and threatening them...”.

3. Dmytro K. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
7 days)

“...The captives were under psychological coercion, they were intimidated and
forced to defect to the terrorists...”.

4. Mykhailo K. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
16 days)

“...Militants from illegal armed groups always threatened with execution, beating,
tortures; they actively used Russian propaganda: “We will come to Kiev soon and
“lay all “ukrops” in the ground” there...”.

5-8. Volodymyr L. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 129 days), Ihor N. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held
captive for 17 days), Oleh O. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was
held captive for 32 days), Viktor P. (serviceman of the National Guard of
Ukraine, was held captive for 119 days)

“...Captives were constantly under psychological pressure exerted by terrorists
(degraded their dignity, offended, threatened to kill, intimidated). We knew that at
any moment terrorists could kill us just for their own pleasure or under the effect of
alcohol or drugs...”.

9. Oleksandr P. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 21 days)

“...Captives were regularly threatened and intimidated. Militants blackmailed them
saying that they had all information about the captives’ relatives who were on the
territory controlled by Ukraine: ”We have our people there, too, so we will get you
there as well...”.
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10. Mykhailo S. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 12 days)

“...Captives were constantly under psychological pressure. We were intimidated,
threatened to be shot, degraded, called “fascists, who came to fight on foreign land”.
But we felt that militants threatened us because of the fear for their lives, as they
knew the following: they would bear responsibility for the crimes against
humanity...”.

11. Mykhailo F. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 11 days)

“...Russian servicemen and militants of the DPR and LPR regularly exerted physical
violence and different types of psychological pressure upon me, such as: intimidation,
threats of physical violence, humiliation of honor and dignity. The Russians not only
hated Ukrainian captives, but they also abused Donetsk separatists: “We have places
to return to, Russia is waiting for us, and where will you leave like rats? There are a
dime a dozen of own drunkards and drug addicts in Russia...”.

12. Oleksandr Yu. (serviceman of the Armed Forces of Ukraine, was held
captive for 24 days)

“...They always intimidated and forced [us] to defect to the terrorists. At the same
time, Russian servicemen said that during combat actions against the Armed forces of
Ukraine they had lost a lot of soldiers and officers, but we, Ukrainian soldiers, unlike
separatists from Luhansk and Donetsk, didn’t hide behind other people’s backs.
“Ukrainian soldiers can fight with dignity and die with dignity...”.

13-17. Oleksandr D. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held
captive for 77 days), Oleh K. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was
held captive for 53 days), Vitalii K. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine,
was held captive for 53 days), Mykola N. (serviceman of the National Guard of
Ukraine, was held captive for 44 days), Yaroslav P. (serviceman of the Armed
forces of Ukraine, was held captive for 148 days)

“...There was constant psychological pressure. They intimidated us with weapons,
the captives were beaten violently...”.

18. Andrii O. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 124 days)

“...The captives were under constant psychological pressure, threatened to be
executed. They were forced to voluntarily go in advance of the militants to storm
Donetsk Airport (as a “human shield”), and in case of refusal they were threatened to
be executed. The militants complained that a lot of their “Donetsk™ soldiers refused
to attack the airport, so the Russian servicemen put retreat-blocking detachments
behind the militants to shoot in the backs of the most weak-hearted separatists...”.
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19. Yevhen H. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 70 days)

“...They tried to force the captives to defect to the Russian terrorists. For that they
were constantly intimidating and threatening me and my family. In case I agree they
promised that I would be paid three times as much as the DPR-LPR militants were
paid, as the latter “can only drink hard behind the backs of the Russians, and all the
dirty tasks to implement the ideals of “Novorossia” had to be done by Chechens,
Buryats and Kalmyks...”.

20-21. Oleksii K. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held
captive for 182 days), Vasyl K. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine,
was held captive for 125 days)

“...We were regularly intimidated and humiliated. All the tortures and abuse were
aimed at breaking us, forcing us to become as brutal as Russian separatists are.
Militants-wardens were afraid that they would be sent to a frontline to participate in
the battles against the Armed forces of Ukraine (“we can be killed there”). We knew
that the militants’ leaders promised the wardens not to engage them in combat
operations if the captives replaced them in the ranks of the terrorists. That is why they
tried, in all possible ways (by beating and persuasion), to convince the captives to
defect to the illegal armed groups...”.

22-25. Vitalii K., Ruslan K., Oleksandr K. (serviceman of the National Guard of
Ukraine, were held captive for 70 days), Oleksandr L. (serviceman of the
National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive for 125 days)

“...The captives were intimidated and threatened to be killed all the time. It was done
by the militants from the Donbas as well as by the Russian mercenaries. Among those
who tortured the Ukrainian captives there was a Russian citizen, named Serhii,
resident of the Trans-Baikalia. At the same time, the terrorists feared that the captives
would get to know the information, which could help to establish the identity of the
militants. They know that they will be tried for torturing and execution of the
captives...”

26-27. Hennadii M. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held
captive for 125 days) and Andrii N. (serviceman of the National Guard of
Ukraine, was held captive for 81 days)

“...Powerful psychological pressure was exerted on the captives by the local militants
as well as by the Russian mercenaries (constant abuse, humiliation, violation of
human rights). Besides, the captives were beaten and tortured. One of the captives
had a part of his ear cut off. Some terrorists were boasting that they did so during the
Chechen war, but at the same time it was obvious that they were very much afraid of
the Russian servicemen of Chechen origin...”.
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28. Dmytro P. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
5 days)

“...They regularly exerted psychological pressure on the captives (threatened to use
physical tortures and execute us). The Ukrainian soldiers were victimized by the local
militants, as well as by the servicemen of the Armed forces of the Russian Federation
and by the bastards from the so-called Russian Don Cossacks”.

29-30. Thor P. (civilian, was held captive for 51 days) and Vasyl K. (civilian, was
held captive for 17 days)

“...Everyday they tortured us in different ways, demanded from our relatives to raise
ransom to free us from captivity...”.

31-32. Tymophii S. and Anton Ts. (servicemen of the National Guard of
Ukraine, were held captive for 125 days)

“...They constantly tortured us, tried to force Ukrainian servicemen to betray Ukraine
under moral and psychological pressure. Militants who returned from the military
operations immediately took to drinking, beat the captives or held “educational
discussions” during which they complained that Russia didn’t need the Donbas, and
its citizens were only the cannon fodder for the Russian Armed forces...”.

33. Denys S. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
28 days)

“...They tortured us every day. Under tortures, moral and psychological pressure they
tried to make Ukrainian servicemen join illegal armed groups of DPR LPR”.

34. Anton W. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
4 days)

“...There was a constant moral and psychological pressure”.

35. Yaroslav H. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 15 days)

“...They tortured the captives all the time, imitated shooting. There were people with
criminal past among the executors, including those who completed their term for
raping children (such people form one of the shifts of militants wardens)...”.

36-37. Yevhen H. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 52 days) and Vitalii H. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was
held captive for 51 days)

“...They constantly intimidated the captives and threatened to kill them. Several
times they took us outdoors and imitated shooting...”.
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38. Serhii B. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
239 days)

“...They exerted psychological pressure, threatened not only me but also my relatives
via social networks. They constantly threatened to kill us. The militants competed
with each other who would beat the captives till the loss of consciousness faster or
who would find a better obscene name for us...”.

39. Andrii K. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 120 days)

“...Everyday the captives were tortured in all possible ways, they threatened to kill
us, took us out for “mock shooting” many times just to exert psychological pressure.
At the same time the militants held discussions that in case of returning the Donbas to
Ukraine the Hague Tribunal would try them for tortures and excruciations, so they
had to look for the ways of leaving to Russia in advance. They complained that
Russian border guards didn’t allow them to enter the RF...”.

40. Eduard K. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 5 days)

“...They exerted psychological pressure every day, beat, humiliated us by giving us
obscene nicknames...”.

MYKOLAIV OBLAST

41. Volodymyr D. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 133 days)

“...1 together with other captives was daily intimidated with death, threatened with
tortures; my dignity was humiliated in every possible way. Often these threats turned
into violent beating. The militants stated that the captives should be shot, as after
their release from captivity, they are sure to tell everyone about the tortures and
humiliation they underwent. What irritated Russian terrorists mostly was that not a
single Ukrainian captive had defected to them...”.

42. Oleksandr P. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 5 days)

“...In captivity I witnessed militants arguing over whether to kill us straight away or
to spare our lives until the ransom was paid for me...”.

43. Oleksandr B. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held
captive for 70 days)

“...The captives were always under pressure, they were incited to defect to terrorists.
Threats to massacre our families were made regularly. While in captivity we were
involved in collecting and burying the remains of Ukrainian soldiers who died during
the warfare. When we found the bodies of Russian terrorists killed during the warfare
(we recognized them by “Novorossia” chevrons, the so called “St. George ribbons”
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and other insignia), militants ordered us to throw the dead down into the same pit (“it

b2

makes no difference to them, moreover, they stink so much”)...”.

DONETSK OBLAST

44. Viktor D. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 119 days)

“...When we were in captivity, Russian journalists came to see us. They were video-
recording us and asking us provocative questions: “Why did you come here? Why do
you kill civilians? Why don’t you overthrow hunta?” etc. At the same time they
humiliated us, calling us “banderovtsy, murderers, bastards, castigators”. Every day
the terrorists threatened to kill captives, were shooting blank or over their heads...”.

45. Oleksii D. (civilian, was held captive for 33 days)

“...Hostages and captives were constantly victimized and threatened to be killed. The
terrorists put sacks on the captives’ heads, tied their hands together, gagged them and
brought them out into the street, where their shooting was simulated. They forced
captives and hostages to kneel, menaced them with guns and threatened to stab them
to death or take out their eyes with a table-spoon...”.

46. Serhii L. (volunteer, was held captive for 54 days)

“...The captives were regularly threatened to be killed. Militants repeatedly phoned
my mother and offered her to pay a ransom to release me. In my dreams I always see

the nightmare I experienced, I see them beating me....”.

DNIPROPETROVSK OBLAST

47. Oleh B. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
15 days)

“...We were regularly threatened, humiliated in every possible way, forbidden to
speak Ukrainian — we had to speak only Russian (in case of failing to comply with
the requirement, we were beaten)...”.

48. Serhii B. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive for
125 days)

“...Captives were regularly victimized by militants. We were intimidated in every
possible way, threatened to be shot, humiliated. We were taken out (captured officers
of the Armed forces of Ukraine), where we were placed next to a tracker dog (a sheep
dog), which was set on a captive by a militant. Besides, we were made to sing the
anthem of the former USSR (there is a video on Youtube)...”.

49. Kostiantyn D. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 23 days)

“...Captives were regularly victimized; their honour and dignity were humiliated.
They were undressed and made to kneel, menaced with a gun while being vide-
recorded and taken photos of. Militants had albums containing pictures of the
captives’ tortures. They boasted that the tortures of the captives in Syria or Iraq were
nothing special compared to tortures of the Russian militants in Ukraine...”.
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50. Thor K. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
4 days)

“...Captives were threatened to be killed every day. Armed militants came over to us
and threatened to shoot all of us. Besides, militants of illegal armed group “Vostok”
phoned our wives and parents, informing them about our shooting...”.

51. Yurii L. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive for
272 days)

“...In captivity my shooting was simulated several times, I was regularly intimidated
and threatened to be executed. Besides, I together with other captives was carried in a
car boot around LPR terrorists’ checkpoints (the person named Yurii did it), where
the militants victimized me, beat me and stubbed their cigarette butts...”.

52. Oleksandr M. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 378 days)

“...I was constantly threatened with execution. They menaced to find our relatives
and punish them, as the terrorists had their “own people” on the territory
subordinated to Ukraine”.

53. Dmytro M. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive
for 120 days)

“...I have always been intimidated, threatened to be killed and humiliated...”.

54-56. Ruslan M. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 9 days), Vasyl M. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held
captive for 21 days) and Serhii S. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine,
was held captive for 15 days)

“...The captives experienced constant psychological pressure, they were intimidated
and forced by verbal and physical means to go over to the terrorists...”.

57. Vitalii F. (serviceman of the National Guard of Ukraine, was held captive for
120 days)

“...We always experienced moral and psychological pressure. The prisoners were
threatened to be executed for their “attacking the DPR”. Besides, the militants
demanded 30.000 hryvnas for my release from captivity”.

58. Oleksandr Sh. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 144 days)

“...When in captivity besides tortures I always felt psychological pressure — militants
from the so-called DPR threatened to kill me (they loaded their weapon and pointed
it at me). Once I heard real shots above my head. The militants also allowed the
locals to torture Ukrainian prisoners for money...”.
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59-61. Artem H. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 32 days), Volodymyr H. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was
held captive for 20 days) and Ruslan Z. (serviceman of the Armed forces of
Ukraine, was held captive for 10 days)

“...The prisoners always faced pressure; we were humiliated and abused. The
captives were shot at from pneumatic weapons. At the same time the militants made
shots from their machine guns, pointing them above people’s heads. The captives
were as well ordered to kill each other. When they refused to obey, they were beaten
cruelly. The militants threatened us with grenades and promised to execute us; they
brought us into the street so that the locals could throw stones and garbage at us. The
captives were humiliated as they were made to sleep in their own faeces. The
militants from the “Oplot” group and Russian mercenaries from the Caucasus
appeared to exert the greatest psychological pressure upon us. The militants hated the
Russian Caucasians as they practiced looting, kidnapping and raping. While talking
to prisoners DPR militants complained that those Russians escaped punishments due
to the order of the RF Armed forces principal officers...”.

62. Maksym K. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, was held captive
for 32 days)

“...I often fainted because of the lack of medical aid. However it didn’t prevent
militants from abusing me and exerting psychological pressure upon me...”.

63. Vyacheslav T. (serviceman of the State border service of Ukraine, was held
captive for 32 days)

“...The captives were constantly abused, cursed or threatened to be executed. They
were forced to work for militants. Together with other captives we were cleaning
terrorists’ lodgings from the so called “Sparta” unit. There were syringes for drug
injections and a lot of empty bottles from alcoholic drinks on the floor almost in each
room. While doing jobs the captives were beaten by militants who wanted to “have
fun”. This unit was compiled of ex-criminals convicted for grave crimes (murders,
raping, kidnappings etc)”.

64. Thor L. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, held in captivity for
4 days)

“...The captives suffered regular pressure. Terrorists forced us to join them or agree
to work as militants’ instructors for high pay. They also used to put the guns to the
captives’ temples to make us give the needed answers during the compulsory
interviews to the reporters of Russian media (Russia 24 and Life News). Besides
during the video recordings servicemen of the RF armed forces were standing behind
the reporters to control our answers...”.
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6S. Petro Ye. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, held in captivity for
400 days)

“...The captives were regularly humiliated, threatened to be executed, forced to do
dirty work (cleaning the toilets, sewage systems etc). During this they beat the
captives because of the ‘lack of initiative’...”.

66-67. Yurii L. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, held in captivity for
31 days) and Oleksandr M. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, held in
captivity for 23 days)

“...During our captivity we were psychologically humiliated, they degraded our
dignity. Under the threat of execution we participated in the “march of prisoners”
organized by the Russian terrorists in Donetsk on August 24, 2014. The Ukrainian
prisoners, the heavily wounded being no exception, were escorted along the city
streets by the armed DPR militants accompanied by the sheep-dogs.”

68. Leonid R. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, held in captivity for
31 days)

“...Every time beating of the captives was accompanied with psychological pressure.
We were forced to join the separatists or to collaborate with Russian secret services.
The most large scale psychological torture was the so called “parade of the Ukrainian
captives” carried out by the DNR militants on August 24, 2014 in Donetsk. It was the
abasement of human dignity of the captives”.

69-70. Oleksandr S. (serviceman of the Armed forces of Ukraine, held in
captivity for 43 days) and Oleksandr T. (serviceman of the Armed forces of
Ukraine, held in captivity for 191 days)

“...The captives were humiliated and intimidated in different ways. We were
addressed to offensively, the most decent of the words were “banderovets”, “facist”,
“natsic”, “ukrop”. They forced us to join the terrorists, deprived of food, humiliated
in different ways. For fun the militants used to bring the captives in the streets and to
propose the locals to mock them. They used to take us to sweep the streets, to cut the
grass to improve the image of Donetsk on the eve of various festivities. They beat o

speed up the work...”.
