Test Results

Indiana Virtual School has contracted with vy Tech to provide testing locations across
the state of Indiana. Attendance during these testing sessions has been significantly
depressed as compared to enrollment which has had a detrimental impact on both the
participation rate as well as the pass rate. Many students are not returning beyond the
first day of testing while others do not show up at all.
