WHAT HAPPENED
TO COLOMBIA?

In recent years Colombia’s
achievement record has been
quite impressive (ITALIA 90,
WyC ‘89, U-17 '89), and they
came to Barcelona in the hope
of confirming their status and
still being involved in the
tournament when it came to
battling for the medals. In the
event they managed only one
point from three games, and
afterwards team officials
spoke of the tournament as
one of Colombian football's
biggest disappointments for a
long time.

Their opening game against
Spain was a disaster in two
respects. First, the players
totally lost their self-control
and Spain ruthlessly exploited
this weakness, scoring four
goals with no reply. Second,
Colombian players saw two
red and six yellow cards, in a
match full of interruptions and
an effective playing time of
only 44 minutes. This result
severely compromised their
chances of further progress in
the tournament, and they did
not manage to turn the tide,
earning only a draw against
Qatar (with a missed penalty)
and then suffering the embar-
rassment of losing 3-4 against
Egypt having been 3-2 ahead
only seven minutes from time.
The Colombian association
will certainly want to analyse
the events in Barcelona very
carefully before making any
decision about the future of
this team. The potential is
certainly available, as they
demonstrated in the first half
hour against Egypt, whom they
completely dominated as they
built up a 2-0 lead. Also their
results and performances in
the qualifying games, where
they held their own against
Brazil and Uruguay, certainly
indicate that talent is available.
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A technical/tactical analysis
is not a simple matter in this
case. The knowledge that this
team certainly could have
done much better makes it
hard to understand why they
allowed their own lack of
discipline to prevent them
from reaping the rewards of
their efforts. The continuity of
development in Colombian
football is clear from the fact
that no less than 12 of this
squad had played in earlier
FIFA competitions. Some of
the players on view in
Barcelona will definitely find
regular places in future nation-
al sides, the more certainly
since the Olympic team is
currently the association’s
most prestigious selection. We
can only hope that these re-
cent disappointments will not
adversely affect development,
since the obvious talent of
many of these players indi-
cates a promising future.

Tactically the Colombians
used a 4-4-2 system with
libero Bermudez playing in
line with his defensive col-
leagues. Bermudez, plus mid-
fielders Gaviria (top scorer
with 2 goals) and Pacheco,
and star forward Asprilia (re-
cently transferred to AC Parma
in Italy) were the team’s out-
standing players. Vallenciano,
the other highly-promising
striker, also on his way to ltaly
where he will play for Atalanta
Bergamo, found that his
Olympic tournament lasted
exactly 18 minutes: he was
sent off after allowing himself
to be drawn into a revenge
foul.

There is no doubt that the
Colombians were a disap-
pointment. It is to be hoped
that the team officials and the
players themselves will draw
the right conclusions from
their unfortunate experiences
to get the development of
football in their country back
on the right track and help it
along with increased intensity.

La Colombie espérait pou-
voir confirmer a Barcelone
ses précédents résultats (ITA-
LIA "90, CMJ '89, U-17 '89) et
pouvoir ainsi participer a la
lutte pour les médailles. Elle
est repartie avec un seul point
en trois matches. Ce qui a fait
dire aux responsables de
I'équipe que le football co-
lombien avait connu 1a I'une
des plus grosses déceptions
de son histoire.

Le premier match contre
I'Espagne fut un désastre total.
Les joueurs ont perdu le
contréle de leurs nerfs et I'Es-
pagne n'a pas mangué de
profiter des chances qui lui
étaient offertes. Deux cartons
rouges, six cartons jaunes et
quatre buts encaissés dans un
match dont la durée de jeu
effective ne fut que de 44
minutes: le bilan était catastro-
phique et il compromettait
sérieusement |'avenir de
I'équipe colombienne dans le
toumoi. Cette déconvenue
initale a été suivie d'un pauvre
match nul contre le Qatar (un
pénalty manqueé) et d'une
nouvelle défaite contre I'Egyp-
te (3-4), alors que la Colombie
menait encore par 3-2 a sept
minutes de la fin. Les respon-
sables de la Fédération vont
analyser les raisons de cet
échec et prendre, dans le
calme, les décisions néces-
saires quant a |'avenir de cette
sélection. Un potentiel existe.
Onen aeu la preuve dans la
premiere demi-heure du mat-
ch contre I'Egypte. La Colom-
bie a alors nettement dominé
et elle s'est assuré deux buts
d'avance. La sélection avait
auparavant déja démontré sa
valeur dans les matches de
qualification (victoires sur le
Brésil et I'Uruguay notamment).

Une analyse technique/tac-
tique n'est pas facile. Il est
indiscutable que I'equipe
avait les moyens de faire
beaucoup mieux et gue |'in-
discipline de certains joueurs
a ruiné bien des espoirs. Le
travail en profondeur a travers
les sélections de juniors a
porté ses fruits. On ne comp-
tait pas moins de douze
Joueurs ayant participé préce-
demment & des compétitions
de la FIFA pour les jeunes.
Plusieurs des joueurs présents
a Barcelone devraient se re-
trouver dans le cadre de
I'équipe nationale, et ce d'au-
tant plus que I'équipe olym-
pique constitue présentement
la principale des sélections de
la Fédération. |l reste a espérer
gue ce qui s'est passe a Bar-
celone ne viendra pas pertur-
ber le travail effectué jusgu’ici
car guelgues joueurs ont in-
discutablement du talent.

Tactiquement, la Colombie
a joué en 4-4-2. Les éléments
les plus en vue furent le libero
Bermudez, qui évoluait sur la
méme ligne que les autres
défenseurs, les milieu de ter-
rain Gaviria (meilleur buteur
avec deux réussites) et Pache-
co, ainsi que |'attaguant
Aprilia, qui s'en est allé pour-
suivre sa carriére en ltalie, a
I'AC Parma. Pour Vallenciano,
I'attaquant-vedette, transféré &
I'Atalanta Bergame, le tounoi
olympigue n'a duré que 18
minutes. Il a été expulsé pour
une agression,

Le Colombie fut une décep-
tion, cela ne se discute pas. Il
faut souhaiter que dirigeants et
Joueurs sachent tirer la legon
de ce qui s'est passé en Es-
pagne et que le développe-
ment du football en Colombie
ne subira aucun coup d'arrét
et qu'au contraire méme, le
travail dans la continuite se
poursuivra avec une plus
grand intensité encore.




a delegacion colombiana
ue viajo a Barcelona'92

con la esperanza de ver con-
firmaclo su gran progreso en el
sector futbolistico (ITALIAQ0,
CMJ'89, Subb-17 '89) con una
medalla en los JJ.OO., tuvo
que retornar a casa con un
Unico punto contabilizado en
tres partidos. Después del
Torneo, los funcionarios de la
seleccion titularon esta pre-
sentacion como una de las
decepciones mas grandes del
fltbol colombiano en los
Gltimos afos.

El primer partido contra
Espafia fue un desastre por
dos razones principales: pri-
mero, porque los jugadores
colombianos perdiercn com-
pletamente el dominio de si
mismos Y, segundo, porgue
Espafia aprovecho todas las
posibilidades con una frialdad
despiadada. Dos tarjetas rojas
y seis amarillas asi como cua-
tro goles encajados fueron el
infausto saldo de este choque
que durd Unicamente 44 mi-
nutos de juego efectivo. Con
este resultado, los sudameri-
canos se encontraban ya de
entrada en una posicion suma-
mente desventajosa.

Un magro empate contra
Qatar (con un penal fallado) y
una derrota embarazosa (3:4)
contra Egipto, tras ir ganado
por 3 a 2 a siete minutos del
término, fueron los restantes
resultacdios de los colombia-
nos. La direccién de la asocia-
cién colombiana tendra que
analizar exactamente los acon-
tecimientos de Barcelona'92 y
reflexionar detenidamente
sobre el futuro de esta selec-
cién. Sin duda alguna, el equi-
po dispone de un gran poten-
cial, lo cual se vislumbro
brevemente en los primeros
30 minutos del enfrentamiento
con Egipto, en el cual los
colombianos dominaron clara-
mente, pasando al frente con
dos goles. Igualmente los
resultados y el rendimiento
exhibidos en los partidos
clasificatorios, donde se eli-
min a Brasil y Uruguay, demu-
estran que el equipo cuenta
con algunos talentos.

Es muy dificil efectuar un
andlisis técnico/tactico de esta
escuadra. A sabiendas de que
la seleccion colombiana po-
dria haber rendido mucho
mas, resulta incomprensible
gue se haya privado ella mis-
ma del fruto de sus esfuerzos
por su actuar indisciplinado y
antideportivo. La continuidad
del desarrollo en el sector
juvenil parece funcionar bien,
hecho que fue confirmado
por |a presencia de nada
menos que 12 jugadores que
habian actuado ya en compe-
ticiones juveniles precedentes
de la FIFA. Algunos de los
protagonistas en Barcelona'92
formardn seguramente parte
de la seleccion nacional de
adultos, tanto mas que la
seleccion olimpica es consi-
derada momentdneamente el
equipo mas importante de la
asociacion. Esperemos que la
decepcionante presentacion
en Espana no influya en esta
labor de desarrollo, ya que el
talento evidenciado por varios
jugadores hace que el futuro
sea prometedor.

El planteo tactico colomibi-
ano era un sistema 4-4-2, con
el libero Bermudez que juga-
ba en una linea con sus com-
pafieros de defensa. En la
linea media se destacaron

lozano, Manulanda, Gaviria,

Bermudez.

Kneeling: Asprilla, Pacheco,

Restrepo, Aristizabal, Santa,

Moreno.

Gaviria (con dos goles, mejor
ariete colombiano) y Pacheco,
asi como el delantero Asprilla,
recientemente transferido al
AC Parma.

Para el atacante estrella
Vallenciano, fichado por el
Atalanta Bergamo, el Tormeo
Olimpico durd Unicamente 18
minutos. Fue expulsado tras
agredir violentamente a un
adversario.

La actuacion de la escuadra
colombiana fue una gran de-
cepcion. Queda por desear
que los jugadores y funciona-
rios sean capaces de sacar las
conclusiones correctas de esta
mala experiencia y gue con-
tintien fomentando con mayor
intensidad el desarrollo tan
prometedor en el fltbol en
Colombia.

Mit der Hoffnung auf Be-
statigung der in Kolumbi-
en vorangeschrittenen Ent-
wicklung (ITALIA ‘90, WYC ‘89,
U-17 '89) nach Barcelona ge-
reist, um im Kampf um die
Medaillen mithalten zu kén-
nen, musste das kolumbiani-
sche Team mit nur einem Punkt
aus drei Spielen nach Hause
reisen. Die Teamverantwortli-
chen sprachen nach dem
Turnier auch von einer der
gréssten Enttduschungen, die
der kolumbianische Fussball in
den vergangenen Jahren erlebt
hatte.
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Das erste Spiel gegen Spa-
nien wurde aus zweierlei
Hinsicht zum totalen Desaster.
Die Spieler verloren ihre
Selbstkontrolle komplett und
Spanien nutzte die ihnen ge-
botenen Chancen gnadenlos
aus. Zwei rote und sechs gel-
be Karten, plus vier Verlusttore
waren die brutale Ausbeute
dieser mit einer effektiven
Spielzeit von nur 44 Minuten
dauernden Partie. Damit waren
die Chancen der Stidamerika-
ner bereits arg kompromittiert;
ein mageres Unentschieden
gegen Katar (mit einem verge-
benen Elfmeter) und eine
peinliche 3:4-Niederlage ge-
gen Agypten, nachdem man
sieben Minuten vor Schluss
noch 3:2 gefuhrt hatte, waren
die restlichen Resultate der
Kolumbianer. Die Verbands-
fuhrung wird die Grinde der
Vorkomnisse in Barcelona
genau analysieren und sich in
Ruhe Uber die weitere Ent-
wicklung dieser Mannschaft
Gedanken machen missen.

Das Potential ist eindeutig
vorhanden. Dies zeigten starke
Szenen in clen ersten 30 Minu-
ten gegen Agypten auf, als
Kolumbien seinen Gegner klar
dominierte und mit 2:0 in
FUhrung gehen konnte. Auch
die Ergebnisse und Leistungen
in den Qualifikationsspielen,
wo Brasilien und Uruguay in
Schach gehalten werden
konnten, zeugen vom Talent,
das in diesem Team steckt.

Eine technisch/taktische
Analyse fallt nicht leicht. Im
Wissen, dass die Mannschaft
viel besser hatte abschneiden
mussen ist es schwer ver-
standlich, dass sie sich mit
ihrer Undiszipliniertheit selbst
um die Friichte ihrer Anstren-
gungen brachte.

Die Kontinuitat in Bezug auf
die Entwicklung im Junioren-
bereich scheint zu stimmen,
was die Tatsache beweist,
dass nicht weniger als 12
Spieler an friheren FIFA-Ju-
gendkompetitionen teilge-
nommen haben. Einige der in
Barcelona prasenten Akteure
werden sicherlich zum Stamm
der Nationalmannschaft
gehoren, umsomehr als die
Olympiamannschaft momen-
tan die wichtigste Auswahl
des Verbandes darstellt. Wir
hoffen, dass das enttduschen-
de Abschneiden in Barcelona
diese Entwicklungsarbeit nicht
beeintrachtigen wird, denn
das bei vielen Spielern festge-
stellte Talent lasst Gutes fur die
Zukunft hoffen.

Taktisch spielte Kolumbien
mit einem 4-4-9-System mit
dem auf einer Linie mit seinen
Abwehrkollegen spielenden
Libero Bermudez, den Mittel-
feldspielern Gaviria (mit zwel
Toren bester kolumbianischer
Torschitze) und Pacheco
sowie dem neu zur AC Parma
transferierten Stlrmer-As
Asprilla als herausragende
Akteure.

FUr Stirmerstar Vallenciano,
zu Atalanta Bergamo transfe-
riert, dauerte der Wettbewerb
ganze 18 Minuten; er wurde
vom Platz gestellt, nachdem er
sich zu einer Tatlichkeit hin-
reissen liess,

Kolumbien war eine Enttau-
schung, das ist eine ganz klare
Tatsache.

MOROCCO - TOO

LONG ON THE ROAD

Morocco had eliminated the
strong Cameroon team in the
qualifying tournament and
German-born coach Werner
Olk brought 6 players to
Barcelona who had also par-
ticipated in the African Cup of
Nations in Senegal in January
‘09 As aresult it was guite an
experienced team that started
in the matches in the
Clympics following an inten-
sive training period in Europe.
An opening draw against
the Korea Republic was a
promising start but two de-
feats against Sweden and
Paraguay in which 7 goals
were conceded resulted in a
(very) early exit. The team
featured some talented indi-
vidual players who on occa-
sion shared good speed and
endurance but in the final
analysis it was to individual
mistakes and an inability to
take advantage of goal- scor-
ing opportunities that con-
tributed to their overall poor
performance. This was best
exemplified in the final game
against Paraguay when indivi-
dual defensive mistakes con-
tributed to the three goals
conceded whilst at the other
end of the field only one goal,
in the final minute, was scored
from 23 goal opportunities.
Tactically the team changed
its formation from a 3-5-2
system to 4-4-2 and 4-3-3
systems as the situation de-
manded but often the team
was unable to adapt to the
play of the cpposing teams,
notably in the game against
Sweden. Gap-defending
which featured a sweeper and
man-marking defenders was
not always adequate and in
this respect the support play
from the midfield players was
not often sufficient to provide
some depth to the defence.
The team tended to use a
slow controlled build up in
attack, utilising short passes
and often a preference by
individual players to dribble
the ball into the midfield and
attacking areas of the field.

This often led to a loss of
possession and quick counter
attacks by opponents but the
area of the field where this
was most noticeable was in
the opposing team's penalty
area. The game against
Paraguay was notable for the
number of occasions in which
Morocco’s attacking players
got into excellent positions to
shoot at goal but either
passed to another teammate
in the penalty area or waited
too long with the resultant
shot being blocked by de-
fenders.

The team usually featured a
line-up in defence with Achab
in goal who, apart from a bad
mistake in the game against
Paraguay, performed quite
capably, sweeper Bouhlal and
central defenders Moudakkar
and captain Nayoet who was
to score a fine goal with a
header against Paraguay in the
final game. El Hadrioui and
Abrami played in the fullback
positions and both operated
in attacking positions when
there was the opportunity. It
was however the midfield
area of the field that featured a
wide range of players and this
changed lineup probably
contributed to some of the
problems on the field. It was
certainly to be a factor with
regards to the support given
to the attacking players usually
El Badraoui, Samadi and
Rokbi.

Ahmed Bahja also came on
as a substitute on several oc-
casions and in fact scored the
only goal in the game against
Korea Republic.

One factor that could have
contributed to the disappoint-
ing performance of the Mo-
roccan team could well have
been the fact that they had to
travel by road to Barcelona on
two occasions during the
tournament thus preventing
the team from adequately
preparing for upcoming
games, since the overall jour-
ney usually took 9-10 hours. In
the final analysis however this
young team with undoubted
potential can look back on
Barcelona ‘92 as an excellent
preparation experience of the
upcoming qualification rounds
for the 1994 World Cup.

LZMaroc s'était qualifie aux
épens de la redoutable
équipe du Cameroun. Son
entraineur, I'Allemand Werner
Olk, avait retenu pour Barcelo-
ne six joueurs ayant participe a
la Coupe d'Afrigue des na-
tions, en janvier 1992 au Séne-
gal. C'est donc une équipe
expérimentée gui entama ce
tournoi olympigque apres une
Intense peériode de prépara-
tion en Europe.

Apres un bon deépart, avec
un match nul contre la Repu-
bligue de Corée, le Maroc a
¢te battu tant par la Suede
que par le Paraguay, encaissant
sept buts en deux matches.
D’ou une élimination prématu-
rée. On trouvait dans |'equipe
marocaine quelgues indivi-
dualités qui ont su faire valoir
leur rapidité et leur endurance
mais, dans |'ensemble, 1| y eut
trop d'erreurs individuelles et,
surtout, trop de lacune a la
finition pour gue la selection
puisse prétendre & beaucoup
mieux. Le troisieme match
contre le Paraguay constitue le
meilleur des exemples a ce
sujet: trois erreurs de la défen-
se ont permis aux Paraguayens
de marguer a trois reprises
cependant gue, de |'autre
coté, le Maroc n'a pu transfor-
mer, a la derniére minute,
qu'une seule de ses vingt-trois
occasions de but.

Sur le plan tactigue, le 3-5-2
s'est transformé en 4-4-2 ou en
4-3-3 selon les circonstances.
Léquipe a toutefois éprouve
des difficultés a s'organiser en
fonction de I'adversaire. Ce fut
le cas contre la Suéde notam-
ment. La défense, avec son
marguage individuel et un
«balayeur», n'a pas brillé par
son organisation et le soutien
de son milieu de terrain lui fit
trop souvent défaut. Sur le
plan offensif, on tenta de
construire posément ses ac-
tions & I'aide de passes cour-
tes mais les dribblings super-
flus amenérent des pertes du
ballon et facilitérent les mou-
vements de rupture adverses.
Mais c’'est devant les buts
adverses que les probléemes
ne furent pas résolus. Dans le
match contre |le Paraguay, les
attaguants marocains se cree-
rent nombre d'occasions. Bien
qu'en bonne position, ils
n'oserent cependant pas
prendre de risques, préférant
la passe a un coequipier ou
temporisant avant d'armer
enfin leur tir.

Devant le gardien Mustapha
Achab, qui n’'a commis gqu'une
erreur, contre le Paraguay, la
défense a évolué avec l'arriere
libre Mouhcine Bouhlal et les
arrieres centraux Mouloud
Moudakkar et le capitaine
Noureddine Naybet, auteur,
de la téte, du but contre le
Paraguay. Les latéraux Abdel-
krim El Hadrioui et Lahcen
Abrami tenterent tous deux
des montées sur les ailes
quand les circonstances le
permettaient. En milieu de
terrain, les changements furent
constants et ils furent certaine-
ment & l'origine de plusieurs
problémes, comme le man-
gue de soutien apporté aux
attaquants, Mohamed El Ba-
draoui, Mohamed Samadi et
Said Rokbi. Ahmed Bahja est
entré en cours de partie en
plusieurs occasions et il s'est
fait I'auteur du but contre la
Républigue de Corée.

L'un des facteurs qui ex-
pligue peut-étre la contre-
performance marocaine est le
fait gu'a deux reprises, I'equi-
pe a di effectuer des dépla-
cements par la route, ce qui a
écourté son temps de récupeé-
ration. Il nest reste pas moins
que cette jeune selection a
démontré un potentiel indis-
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cutable et que Barcelone '99 a
sans doute constitué pour elle
une excellente expérience en
vue du tour préliminaire de la
Coupe du monde 1994,

Marruecos eliminé a la
potente escuadra de
CamerUn en el tomeo de clasi-
ficacion. El entrenador aleman,
Werner Olk, llevo a Barcelo-
na'9? a seis jugadores gue
habian participado en la Copa
Africana de Naciones en Se-
negal en enero de 1992, Co-
mo resultado, pudo presentar
un equipo sumamente experi-
mentado que habia cumplido
un intensivo periodo de pre-
paracion en Europa antes de
los Juegos Olimpicos.

El empate contra la Rep. de
Corea en el primer partido fue
un comienzo prometedor,
pero las dos derrotas subsi-
guientes contra Suecia vy Para-
guay, en las cuales concedie-
ron siete goles, significé su
eliminacién del Torneo. La
seleccion marrogui dispuso
de algunos talentosos jugado-
res, veloces y resistentes, pero
en el analisis final se constato
gue su debil actuacion se
debid a errores individuales y
a la incapacidad de los juga-
dores de materializar las opor-
tunidades de gol.
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Este hecho se mostro clara-
mente en su Ultimo partido
contra Paraguay, en el cual
encajaron tres goles por erro-
res individuales en la defensa
Yy consiguieron marcar un uni-
co tanto en los Ultimos instan-
tes del partido sobre un total
de 23 oportunidades tenidas.

Desde el punto de vista del
plantec tactico de su juego, la
seleccion cambid su forma-
cion 3-5-2 a 4-4-2 y 4-3-3,
segun lo exigian las circunstan-
cias, pero muchas veces fue
incapaz de adaptarse al juego
de sus oponentes, particular-
mente en la contienda contra
Suecia. La marcacion en zoha
con un barredor y varios mar-
cadores gue encimaban al
hombre estrechamente no
produjo la firmeza necesaria y
el apoyo de los centrocampis-
tas carecio del acompania-
miento requerido para dar
profundidad a esta defensa.

El equipo africanc tendié a
armar su juego lenta y pausa-
damente, sustentando en el
control de la pelota vy llevan-
dola con gambetas individua-
les a traves de la media can-
cha hasta la zona de ataque.
Esto condujo, a menudo, a
gue fueran despojados del
balén y gue los adversarios
armaran veloces contragolpes
peligrosos. Donde maés peca-
ron de este desmesurado
Jueguito de togues fue en el
drea penal contraria, como
contra Paraguay, partido en el
cual los delanteros marroquis
tuvieron un sinnumero de
oportunidades propicias para
rematar al arco, pero las dese-
charon todas por efectuar
siempre un toque més a algln
companero © por esperar
demasiado, siendo el tiro
tardio blogueado luego por
un defensa adversario.

Generalmente, el equipo
sali a jugar con el mismo
plantel, formado por Mustap-
ha Achab en el arco, quien -
aparte de un error garrafal en
el encuentro con Paraguay-
actuo bastante bien; el barre-
dor Mouhcine Bouhlal y los
defensores centrales Mouloud
Moudakkar y el capitan Nou-
reddine Naybet, quien anoto
un estupendo gol de cabeza
contra Paraguay. Abdelkrim El
Hadrioui y Lahcen Abrami
ocuparon las posiciones de
zagueros laterales, sumandose
a los despliegues ofensivos

KUWAIT REACHED
ITS TARGET

It was something of a surprise
that Kuwait won through to the
Olympic toumament at the
qualifying competition in
Malaysia in 1992. They edged
out China, but only on goal
difference. Getting this far was
an achievement for them, and
any further progress would
have been just icing on the
cake, as well as a chance to
gather international experi-
ence.

When the groups were
drawn, it was clear that while
Kuwait would be rather an
unknown quantity for their
oppeonents, they themselves
could hardly be expected to
finish anywhere but in last
place. This in fact happened,
but despite their failure to earn
even a single point and a goal
line of 1-6, there were periods
during their three games when
they gave a good account of
themselves,

Technically these players
had been well trained, and on
this account could stand com-
parison with any of their op-
ponents. What proved their
downfall was their inferior
physical condition and their
lack of international experi-
ence. Against the USA they
dominated their opponents
for the first half, took the lead
and held on to it until the
interval. But then their stamina
ran out, and during the final 45
minutes the Americans tumed
the tables and scored three
times.

Kuwait used all their players
except the reserve goalkeeper.
For the last match, when it was
clear that they had been elimi-
nated, their Brazilian coach
Walmir Louruz used all the
players who had not yet had a
game, giving them a chance to
showv their skills against Italy,
the Champions of Europe, and
they in fact earned a
respectable result.
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The tactics their coach
chose were very defensive.
Knowing the strengths and
limitations of his own players,
he understandably opted for
this formation, a style that was
certainly not going to offer
much for the spectators. On
the defensive they used exclu-
sively zone marking, but in
midfield it was man to man.
Although the defence often
appeared to be over-
stretched at times, they man-
aged to keep results within
respectable limits. Their at-
tacks were not frequent, espe-
cially when they began to
show signs of tiredness, when
they would scarcely get the
ball out of the danger zone. In
addition they had trouble
applying the new rule, when a
pass back to the goalkeeper
would have been expected
but now was not allowed. The
Arabs had their best players in
midfield. Al Khodari, Al-Ah-
mad and Saihan all looked
good thanks to their skills and
overview. But they too, like
their colleagues, lacked pene-
tration and speed off the mark.
The forwards made little im-
pression on opposing de-
fences, and if danger did arise
it was usually due to one of
the midfielders.

Under the circumstances,
Kuwait can be satisfied with
their performance. Just to
qualify was itself a success,
considering the short time
available for the Olympic team
to prepare after the shattering
events of the Gulf War.

e fagcon surprenante,

I'equipe du Kowveit avait
reussi a se qualifier pour Bar-
celone, aux dépens de la
Chine (méme nombre de
points, meilleure différence
de buts) lors du toumnoi déci-
sif organise en Malaisie. Son
objectif était ainsi d'ores et
déja atteint, les matches du
tournoi olympigue ne consti-
tuant qu'un supplément de-
vant permettre de s'aguerrir
sur le plan international.

MEDICAL

OBSERVATIONS

At the XXVth Olympic Games,
a study was carried out on the
injuries suffered during the
football tournament. The re-
sults were as follows:

Not surprisingly, most of the
injuries (85%) concerned the
lower extremities, predomi-
nantly knee and foot, and
15 % other parts of the body.
70% per cent of the injuries
were of a serious nature, the
other 30 % relatively minor,
due to overload on muscles
and joints.

Very few of the injuries
involved ligaments or muscle
insertions (entesitis), and this
is connected with the fact that
none of the players were over
93 years old, as demanded by
the regulations.

We point this out because
normally older players are the
ones to suffer from damaged
ligaments, while for younger
ones muscle insertion prob-
lems are more commaon.

Of the injuries to joints:
7% were damage to menis-
cus-side knee ligaments 15%
damage to ankle ligaments;
mostly injuries to the outer
ligaments sustained during
backward motion.

95% of the muscle injures
were rated as light or medium,
such as cramps, bruises or
pulled muscles. The other 5%
were serious muscle ruptures.

The number of the injures
occurred during training was 7.
During the competition, how-
ever, this figure rose to 17,
most likely a consequence of
the extra effort the players
made; this was evident during
the whole tournament and
probably led in many cases to
players’ forgetting the well-
intentioned warnings and
cautions given to them by their
technical advisers.

Nos cbservations confir-
ment gue les lésions ligamen-
taires touchent surtout les
joueurs les plus dgés alors que
les plus jeunes en restent au
stade de |'entorse.

7% de lésions menisque/liga-
ments du genou, 15% de
lésions ligamentaires de la
cheville, parmi lesquelles une
majorité de déchirures tou-
chant les ligaments externes.

Le 95% des Iésions muscu-
laires furent des Iésions
moyennes ou légeres
(contractures, contusions,
déchirures ligamentaires).

Thanks to only two yellow
cards in four games, and their
sporting behaviour both on
and off the pitch, Sweden
came out top in the fair play
evaluation. This was something
of a surprise, since in recent
years the award has always
gone to a team reaching the
semi-finals (bonus points for
getting into the last four). FIFA
would like to congratulate the
Swedish teamn and the
Swedish Association on this
fine achievement.

In general, it was a very fair
tournament. Despite the
“flood” of 105 yellow and 15
red cards, which were due to
the referees following their
mandate of adhering strictly to
the rules, the players were
largely correct in their actions
and showed due respect for
their opponents. None of the
injuries sustained was the
result of hard play on the part
of one of the players. The only
serious casualties (Sweden'’s
Brolin and Australia’'s Murphy)
were the result of unlucky
collisions.
