Lfforts must also be doubled to achieve the best investments in the hydrocarbon and other sectors
in the country and abroad for the benefit of the future generations, so that the revenue proportion
Jfrom our ivestments in the State budget be increased.

» «What applies to our economic activity also applies to the structuring of the State administrative
apparatus. Inconsistencies and duplication belween various government departments must be
removed. Inconsistencies and duplication mean waste of money and overstaffing. 1t also means
complicating procedures for the investor and the citizen. There should not be duplication in some
fields, and at the same time there should not be important and major domains without government
institutions to cover them. These obstacles must be overcome and even if they necessitate the
public sector to be restructured. T he private sector activity and its role in the economy must also
be supported and actwaled, and monopoly that hampers its work must be prevented because it 1s
antithetical to the competitive economyn.
