% It will be the 314th Gold Cup match in history.

* MTQ and MEX will meet for the 3rd time in the Gold Cup. México has won the previous
2 matches with 12 goals for and 1 against.

* H2H DEATILS IN GOLD CUP:

* July 11, 1993 in USA/Mexico 1993 (Group B), Mexico win 9-0 at Azteca Stadium (Luis
Alberto Alves Zague x7, Ramén Ramirez and Juan Hernandez).

* July 15, 2013 at USA 2013, Group A, 3-1 Mexico win at Sports Authority Stadium at Mile
High in Denver, CO (Kévin Parsemain; Marco Fabian, Luis Montes an Miguel Ponce).

* Of the active players in both teams, Raul Jiménez and Luis Montes (MEX) and Audrick
Linord, Fabrice Reuperne, Jean-Sylvain Babin, Daniel Herelle, Jordy Delem, Sebastian
Cretinoir, Stéphane Abaul and Kévin Parsemain (MTQ), appeared in last Gold Cup
meeting.

% Meéxico is the 2019 GC’s leading scorer (10). In 2017 edition, it scored 6 goals in 5
games. .

MTQ will play its 17th GC match. Record: 4W-2D-10L, 14GF-34GC.
MEX will play its 70th GC match. Record: 50W-10D-9L, 165GF-42GC.

In Gold Cup, 50 of Mexico’s wins came against Caribbean opponents.

Kévin Parsemain is Martinique’s all-time leading scorer in GC. 4 goals between
2013 and 2017. In addition, he is one of MTQ’s leaders in GC appearances, along with
Daniel Herelle (8). Scored lone MTQ goal vs. Mexico in 2013.
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* On active squad, Andres Guardado is the leader in GC games played, 20 games.
Overall, he is the active leading in goals (12) and assists (7) in GC. GC champion in 2011
and 2015.

% México is the team that has scored the most goals in Gold Cup history. (165-GF /
2.4 per game).

* The 4 wins for Martinique in Gold Cup were all clean sheets.

* MTQ will play its 16th GC group stage match. Record: 4W-1D-10L, 13GF-33GC. Has
qualified for the QF once. In 2002, finishing 2nd in their group.

* MEX will play its 39th group stage match in GC. Record: 28W-7D-3L, 108GF-24GC.
Has qualified 14 times, 10 to QF and 4 to SF. 10 times in 1st place and 4 times as 2nd
place.

* Mexico has lost 1 of last 13 GC matches. 0-1 vs. Jamaica in 2017 SF (Kemar
Lawrence). The rest were 9 wins (2 in extra time) and 3 draws. Has allowed 2 goals in
last 6 matches.

* MTQ has played 8 games vs. North American opponents in GC: 1W-2D-5L, 7GF-
24GC. Lone win was against Canada in 2013, Group A, 1-0 with goals from Fabrice
Reuperne.

* México will play its 24th match vs. a Caribbean opponent. Record: 20W-2D-1L,
79GC-12GC. Lone loss was vs. Jamaica in 2017 SF, 1-0, goal from Kemar Lawrence.

% Mario Bocaly (MTQ), Martinique coach, has a record of SW-1L.

* Gerardo Martino (ARG), México coach, has a record of 6W-0D-0L. His team has
scored 23 goals and conceded 7 between international friendlies and Gold Cup.

* It will be the 6th GC match at the Bank of America Stadium (Charlotte, NC).

% México will play its 2nd match at the Bank of America Stadium (Charlotte, NC). Tied
Trinidad and Tobago 4-4 in 2015, Group C.

% Roberto Alvarado (MEX), youngest player on team, 20 years, 5 months. Scored his first
GC goal vs. Canada.

% Guillermo Ochoa (MEX), veteran GK is third in passes in Gold Cup (87). Has completed
100% of apsses. Has 3 saves vs. Cuba and Canada and has conceded 1 goal.
