In case of
Individual entries from the Host Association only (not being part of the National Contingent), the
following entry fees shall be charged:

Singles: INR 1,500/- (Per player)

Doubles: INR 2,500/- (Per pair)

The General Competition Regulations of BWF shall be applicable to the Championship including
for the clothing and advertising. In the event of any dispute, the decision of the Tournament
Referee will be final.

Medals will be awarded to All Champions and Runner ups of the competition.

The tournament will adopt rally point system of best of three games of 21 points.

Clothing and advertising will be permitted in accordance with the General Competition
Regulations of the Badminton World Federation. (GCR 20 - 24).

Any name of a Player appearing on the back of the shirt must be in accordance with the Summary
Sheet for GCR 21 & 23 (BWF Statutes, Section 5.3.7). On Player clothing the Player’s name, if
used, shall be identical with the name registered as the Last Name (or an abbreviation thereof) in
the BWF Player database, and if desired, the initial(s) of the name(s) registered as the First Name
in the BWF Player database. Last Name is defined as the family name, surname or similar name
under the respective naming protocol of the Member country

Mandatory Clothing Regulations

1. Name of player is MANDATORY from the first day of the event.

2. From Quarter Finals onwards, doubles partners must wear clothing of the same color.
3. From Quarter Finals onwards, opposing players must wear clothing of significantly
different colors from each other.

Fixed Height Service : As of year 2019, Fixed Height Service law will be applicable on all Grade 3 Events.

» The check-in and check-out time will be at 12 noon and 12 noon respectively.
» Early Check-in / late check-out will be charged as per the rules of the hotel.

/ officials attending the tournament and who are booked through the organisers in the official
hotels. You are required to kindly let us have the travel details in the registration form, which
should reach us at least 7 days before the event, to enable us make the necessary arrangements.

Transport from the Official Hotels to the Venue will also be provided.

Teams who choose not to stay in the hotel (as listed above) or are unable to get rooms at the
official hotel due to late submission of hotel requisition, have to arrange for their own
transportation for transfers.

The Physio services will be available with prior appointment and payment of fees directly to the
physio.

Contingents requiring visa for entry into India, are required to furnish their personal details in the
enclosed format to enable us send an official invitation letter for processing of the visa. The forms
must be sent to indiaic@badmintonindia.org so as to reach us before the date specified in the form.

e You must apply for your visa at least 21 working days before it is needed, to allow time for
your application to be processed.

e Please note, the letter of invitation we provide does not guarantee entry into India and the final
decision is made by the Indian Embassy in your country. It is the responsibility of the
applicant to ensure that they apply for their visa in sufficient time. Any issues with the visa
application need to be dealt directly with the Embassy Officer who is dealing with your
application.

e We accept no responsibility nor are liable under any circumstances for the costs and / or
hardship because of non-granting of visa for any reason whatsoever.

e Where required, courier costs to post letters of invitation will be charged to your association.

e Doping control in badminton, in accordance with BWF Anti-Doping Regulations, is
conducted out-of-competition and in-competition with the collection of urine and/or blood
samples.

e Athletes are responsible for any substance found in their body. Before an athlete takes any
medication, they should check with their doctor, and if necessary, get a Therapeutic Use
Exemption (TUE).

e Section 2.4 of the BWF Statutes (Code of Conduct in Relation to Betting, Wagering and
Irregular Match Results) relates to anti-corruption and anti-match manipulation, and this code
applies to all participants at this tournament.

e To protect the integrity of BWF sanctioned tournaments, participants are not allowed to bet in
any way on badminton matches, respect the principle of fair play, and shall not attempt to
influence the course or result of a game or match.

e Every person has an obligation to report to the BWF any approaches by anyone to gather
inside information or to change the outcome of a matches.

GCR 7.9: “In making or authorising entries, the Member concerned is reconfirming its acceptance,
and acceptance by the Players being entered, of the BWF’s regulations and Disciplinary
Processes.”

During the presentation ceremonies, players may wear tracksuits, but headgear, rackets and racket
bags are not permitted. No other form of advertising will be permitted. This will be strictly
enforced by our stewards prior to each presentation ceremony.

Dope testing will be conducted as per BWF norms.

The players will be required to fulfil the media obligations as per BWF norms.

e Written authorisation, in form of a sticker, for the use of any video equipment only by coaches
of the participating national associations, must be obtained in advance from the Tournament
Office. The sticker must be clearly displayed on the cameras. Security will confiscate cameras
set up in incorrect positions or without a valid authorisation sticker.

e The recording can be done on such approved cameras from a limited number of pre-
designated positions.

e Video footage captured must be used solely for training purposes by the Member Association
and/ or its coaching staff. Member Associations may be liable for any costs incurred by BWF
if their video footage is used for any other purpose.
