Community Shutkle 
Starting this September 4th we're maklng a small but 
significant change to the transit service in Burnaby 
Heights - it's called Cornmunlty Shuttle. It's a small 
vehicle that dellvers big benefits. 
With extremely low ridership levels on the # 139 route 
and the planned introduction of traffic cahnimg 
measures that preclude the use of full-size buses in 
Bumaby Heights. Translink concluded that the 
Community Shuttle, introduced in the Strateglc 
Transportation Plan was the answer. 
To provide shuttle service in the Bumaby Heights area, 
TransLink has reached an agreement with Bonny's 
Taxi Ltd. They will replace the conYentional#139 bus 
service with %vehicle that has room for eight 
passengers. tnctuding two wheelchair-accesslble 
positions. They M U  rxmintain exhting levels of service 
while provitung greater flexibility and accessibility and 
reducing operating costs. 
For instance. during the daytime, BurnaLy Hefghts 
Community Shuttle wiU operate on a set schedule. but 
in the evening customers can ask the driver to devlate 
off the route to dellver thm to their homes. 
The regular Tra~sLk& transit fare system applies.
