Entering his 19th year as Commissioner of the PGA
TOUR, since succeeding Joseph C. Dey, Jr., on March 1,
1974, Deane R. Beman has cverseen the most explosive
period of growth in the TOUR's history.

During the Beman administration, the "business side"
of the PGA TOUR has shown dramatic growth and now
includes many herefofore unchaned paths, each designed
to help encourage continued prosperity and 10 ensure the
future of the game.

PGA TOUR Investments. Inc.. created 11 years age.
has already grown to include 15 Tournament Players
Clubs naticnally with more clubs in the planning stage
across the United States. 1989 saw the unveiling of TPC
international with a Players Club in Japan. December.
1986 saw the opening of the first "Family Golf Center”in Clearwites. Swiney Srtwanh Lo b oo oo
1o Include another Family Golf Center at the Golf Club of Ja tksonvile, a municipisi couse operatod Dy
the PGA TOUR for the city of Jacksonville. in addition to pro sding tournament state-of-the -art facilities.
Tournament Players Clubs have been instrumental in the growth of the PGA TOUR assels, which have
climbed from $730.000 to more than $175 milfion during the Beman era.

The marketing arm cf the PGA TOUR continues to mak.e steady progress in its quest 1o open new
opportunities ingo!ffor commercial sponsors and the TOUR's members. Long-lerm programs with Coca-
Colaand IBM, 1o be initiated in 1992, are the [ates! in a long line of markeling efforts designed to infuse
for the combined benefit of players. sponsors and charities.

1981 atso saw the birth of PGA TOUR Partners. whase mission is o enhance the golt experience
for sericus fans by giving them a unique, inside lock at the PGA TOUR. and providing charitable support
to worthy non-profit organizations. In less than a year the Parners program now includes over 37
thousand members.

PGA TOUR Productions. created in 1985. is the TOUR's first-ever in-house TV/audio visual
praduction entity, Created to produce tournament hightight videc films. vignettes. commercials, spacialty
pieces and the acclaimed “Inside the PGA TCUR,” a weekiy Falf-hour show airing on ESPN. Productions
agded "Inside the SENIOR PGA TOUR" in 1991, “Inside th2 PGA TOUR" was nominated for an ACE
Award honoring cable television’s best for 1he second consecutive year.

Other important innovations introduced during the Be nan administration include a professional
Agronomy department, PGA TOUR Stats Program. Electroric scoreboards, “Official Gelf Destinations”
and establishment of mobile fitness training centers, spensored by Centingla. on beoth TOUR's.
Competitively, the Beman era has witnessed the birth of the Senior FGA TOUR which slarled with two
events in 1880 and has grown (g its present 43 events. The Ben Hogan Tour. bornin 1980, has been a
success by all measures and has provided aspiring professionals with TOUR-ike competition as a
stepping stone to the PGA TOUR. Inall. over 120 tournament s are on the combined Tours, and lotal prize
money has increased from $8.2 million in 1874 1o over $84 million for the 1892 season,

Theplayer Retirement Plan was instituted in 1883 to help provide PGA TOUR members with a stable
source of income upon retirement from tournament compet tion by virtue of their performance on the
TOUR. Atthetime. establishment of the Plan was viewed as a significan! step towards bringing the TOUR
cioser o the ranks of other "major” spars with respectio playe "benefits. The Pian has already contributed
over $13 mitlion towards the future benefit of active player participants.

Charity has easily been the TOUR's leading money winer during the Beman era. Surpassing the
$18 million mark for the third straight year in 1881.the American Golf Sponsors and the PGA TOUR have
donated over $115 miflion gver the past six TOUR seasons alone. Combined tolal of all three tours is
expected to top the $25 million mark this year.

During his active years as a player. Beman established an enviable slate of accomplishments,
compiling cne of the great amateur records of afl-time. He wor the USGA Amateur title in 1960 and 1963,
and the Brittsh Amaleur Championship in 1858. Beman was a member of four Walker Cup teams, four
World Amgteur Cup teams and three U.S. America’s Cup Scuads.

In 1967, at the age «f 28, he leht a prosperous insurance brokerage firm in Bethesds, MD. to join
the PGA TOUR as a full-time player. During his 6-year profe ssional career. won the 1968 Texas Open,
1870 Greater Milwaukee Open. 1872 Quad Cities Open and the 1973 Shrine-Robinson Classic before
hanging up his spikes to hecome the Commissioner in 1874

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A BRIEF HISTORY OF THE PGA TOUR

“The PGA TOUR is enjoying these days the healthiest perfod of
its existence. The reasons are oo numerous to mention here, but in
the opinior of many. including myself. the P3A TOUR is one of the
lasttrue forms of capitalism left in the world of sports today. Everyonie
starts out at zero the first of the year. and in the most literal sense.
everyone starts out the same each week...One is merely paid for
performance on the professional goiftour, andthat may be one of the
reasons itis held in such high esteem by the public. We as players.
along with administrators, must endeavortoprotect this idea forever.”

From the forward by Ben Crenshaw
in the Doubleday book. The History
of the PGA TOUR. by Af Barkow.

Itis notalways easy todiscover the exact beginninig of something. Soitis with the PGA
TOUR. Certainly. there were professionals who competed against each other from the
earlies! days of the game.

Thenon New Year's Day. 1895. ten professional golfers played 36 holes of stroke play
and competed for money. The total purse was $150 and the winner took home $75. Due
to the fact that a large gallery had come to witness the event. the New York Times covered
the tournament. Shortly thereafter. tournaments began to pop up across the country. There
was the Western Open in 1899. But this was not “four” golf. The events lacked continuity.

Interest in the game, however, continued to grow. American protessionals were
rapidty improving and when John McDermott became the first home-bred to win the U.S.
Open, enthusiasm for the game blossomed.

Helping this growth was a commercially backed “tour” by Englishmen Harry Vardon
and Ted Ray. The duo travelled across the country ard attracted good crowds wherever
they stopped during the warmer months of 1913. However. the biggest explosion for the
game occurred that September. A 20-yearold "local boy". Francis Ouimet, defeated the pair
in a playoff tor the Uniled States Open Championship at Brookline. MA. Suddenly. golf
pecame front page news and a game for everyone.

in the early tweniies. the PGA TOUR could have seen its first development.
Tournaments were held on the West Coast, Texas and Florida. These events were held in
the winter and the goifers played their way east and up to Pinehurst in the spring. By the
middle of the decade, the TOURwas doing relatvely wall--offering $77.000 in total. What's
more. resorts, hotels and Chambers of Commerce began to reahize the publicity value
professional golf brought to their facilities. Names like Walter Hagen, Gene Sarazen and
Bobby Jones became folk heroes.

In the thirties, the TOUR confinued to grow. The PGA of America was providing
support and despite the nation's financial woes during the period. golf tournaments
continued fo attract good crowds. It is interesting 1o look back at some figures of the time.
Pau! Runyan was the leading money winner of 1934 with $6.767.

The names of the golters continued to become Fousehold wards. In the late 1930's
and early 1940's Sam Snead's name started to appear i1 the headlines with regularity. Then
came Ben Hogan, Byron Nelson. Jimmy Demaret and others who were beginning to gain
nationwide fame.
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A Brief History of the PGA TOUR, continued

The TOUR became more structured following World War I and then expioded in the
late 1950's and early 60's. Flip through the Facts and Figures section of this TOUR Book
and look at such areas as leading money winners and growth of tournament purses to
wiiness the sudden and continuing growth.

Once television became aplayer in the game, the eyes of the world were on golf. This
exposure inspired millionstotry the game and atthe sametime, TV rights fees sentpurses
soaring. The bulk of these rights fees, which are distribuied by the PGA TOUR to all co-
sponsors, have gone back into the purses, accounting for the tripling of prize money in the
tast decade.

The touring professionals began to gain some contrel of the TOUR in late 1968.
Joseph C. Dey was the firstcommissioner of what wasthen called the Tournament Players
Division. He served from early 1969 through February 28, 1974 and was succeeded by
Deare R. Beman, who took office March 1. 1974,

During the Beman administration, the value of tournament purses has escalated at
an unprecedented rate; PGA TOUR assets have grown from $730.000 in 1974 to nearly
$180 million today. and total revenues have increased from $3.9 million to over $210
million in 1992.

Since 1938. PGA TOUR events have donated over $185 million dollars to charity.
Over $100 million of that total has been donated since 1984. The slogan. “The leading
maney winner on the PGA TOUR is Charity.” is definitely not just a catch phrase.

The competitive scope of the PGA TOUR is aiso much broader today. The SENIOR
PGA TOUR is considered by many as the sports success story of the 198Q's. In 1990 the
PGA TOUR, with the help of the Ber Hogan Company and PGA of America sections,
added another addition to its family. Named for one of golf's greats, the Ben Hogan Tour
was created to help golfers sharpen their skills with hopes of earning a place on either the
PGA TOUR or the Senior PGA TOUR.

Also continuing to grow is the Tournament Players Club Network. When the PGA
TOUR opened the Tournament Ptayers Ciub at Sawgrass in 1980, it beckoned the era of
Stadium Golf. Owned and operated by the TQUR. the concept means these courses are
the only major league sports arenas owned by the players themselves.

The TPC Network has expanded to 15 clubs in cities across the world, with more
clubs in either the construction or the plarning stages.

Six years ago the PGA TOUR opened its first Family Golf Center in Clearwater,
FL. and the TOUR has constructed municipal courses for Florida cities, Jacksonville and
Miami. This, and other concepts, are expected to mature with the PGA TOUR.

CHIP BECK TIES TOUR
MARK WITH 59

Earns $1 Million Bonus from Hilton Hotels

Chip Beck, using advice from his caddy David Woosiey, tied Al Geiberger's 18-
hole scoring record and collected $1 million from Hilton Hotels with a 59 during the third
round of the Las Vegas Invitational.

By reaching the sub-60 milestone, Beck earned $500,000 as part of the Hilton
Tournament Record Challenge. Hilton also gave $250.000 to both PGA TOUR
Charities and the PGA of America Junior Golf Fund. Beck’s $500.000 will be paid in
$25,000 payments for 20 years.

Beck earned a spot in the
PGA TOUR record bock after
starting on the back nine of the
Sunrise Goif Club with a 29 and
playing the front nine in30 strokes
on the par-72 course. Beck had
13 birdies and five pars during
the round--hitting 17 greens in
regulation and one-putting 12
times.

Beck had notseen
the course prior to his Friday
round. That's where caddy
Woosley came in to help. “This
was definitely ateam effort”. Back
said. | hadn't seen the course
and he gave me great yardage
all day.”

The original concept of the PGA TOUR, The Tournament Players Clubs have within
the decade of the '80s gone from a dream to a network that now encompasses 22
courses in 12 states and. with the addition of TPC Internaticnal. two countries.

it was the TOUR's view thal the spectator had been left out in golf course design
throughout the years. When it came time for the PGA TQUR to buiid its own course. the
oppertunity presented itself for the TOUR 1o build a course that not only chalienged the
players but aiso allowed speciators to see the action as never before.

It's called “Stadium Golf"-- and once ycu've viewed a tournament on a Stadium Golf
Course, you'll understand why the network has grown in such a short period of time.

Spectator mounds abound that afford fans unrestricted views whether on tee shots.
fairway shots oronthe greens. Infact, the 181 hole atthe original TPC at Sawgrass can
accommodate crowds of some 30,000 people--ail with a clear view of the action. You
won't see any periscopes at an event on a Players Club course.

Ali TPCs are
designed to host PGA TOUR or Senior PGA TOUF: events, and to date the clubs have
been designed by some ¢f the top architects in the business--Pete Dye. Arnold Palmer,
Arthur Hills, Jay Morrish. Bob Cupp, the Von Hagge/Devlin team and Jack Nicklaus. to
name just a few.

In addition, one of the things that adds a bit of spice to all TPCs is that a PGA TOUR
player (or, in some cases. two) is assigned to serv2 as consullant to the designer. To
date, Ed Sneed, Tom Weiskopf. Fuzzy Zeoeller. Hubert Green. Craig Stadler, Ben
Crenshaw. Al Geiberger and Chi Chi Rodriguez hzve been among those lending their
expertise to the TPC Network.

In reality a nationwide country club. a membership at one TPC affords the member
achance to play atany of the other clubs across the country and an opportunity to view
the greatest players in the world (n action on his own course once a year.

Since the Tournament Players Club at Sawgrass opened, the TPC Nelwork has now
truly become “the best set of clubs in America.”

Charitable contributions generated from PGA TOUR events surpassed the $13 million
mark for the third straight year in 1891,

Last year the American Golf Sponsors and the PGA TOUR donated $19. 5 million to
charity. raising the all-time total to $184.5 millien. More than $100 million of the overall
figure--$115.6 million, to be exact--has been generated in the past six TOUR seasons
alone, a per-year average of over $18 million.
