During the Beman administration, the "business 	 .yr 
side" of the PGA TOUR has shown dramatic growth 
and now includes many heretofore uncharted paths, 
each designed to help encourage continued prosper- 
ity and to ensure the future of the game. 

PGA TOUR Investments, Inc.. created eight 
years ago, has already grown to include 14 Stadium 
Golf facilities nationally with more clubs in the plan- 
ning or construction stages across the United States. 1989 saw the unveiling of TPC International 
with three TPC's in Japan with more to come. In December. 1986. in Clearwater, FL. the PGA TOUR 
opened the first in a network of Family Golf Centers. In 1989 the TOUR opened another 'Family 
Golf Center' at the Golf Club of Jacksonville. a municipal course the PGA TOUR built for the city of 
Jacksonville. In addition to providing state-of-the-art tournament and teaching golf arenas. Tourna-
ment Players Clubs and Family Golf Centers have been instrumental in the growth of PGA TOUR 
assets, which have climbed from $730,000 to more than $128.5 million during the Beman era, 

PGA TOUR Properties, the joint marketing venture of the TOUR and PGA of America. continues 
to make steady progress in its quest to open new opportunities in golf for commercial sponsors and 
the TOUR's members. The Nabisco Golf competitions on the Regular TOUR and the Vantage Cup 
involvement with the Senior TOUR, an infusion of millions of dollars combined for players, sponsors 
and charities, is the largest example of these efforts. 

PGA TOUR Productions, introduced in 1985, is the TOUR's first-ever in-house TV/audio-visual 
production entity. the creative possibilities of which are nearly limitless. Tournament highlight films. 
vignettes, commercials, specialty pieces and the acclaimed "Inside the PGA TOUR"weekly half-hour 
show airing on ESPN are several of Production's successful projects. In 1990 "Inside the PGA TOUR" 
was nominated for an ACE Award honoring cable television's best. 

Other important innovations introduced during the Beman administration include a professional 
Agronomy department. the Nabisco Stats program, electronic scoreboards, "Official Golf Destina-
tions" and Centinela Fitness Training Center. 

Competitively, the Beman era has witnessed the birth of the SENIOR PGA TOUR which started 
in 1980 with two events and has grown to 40 events this year and the Ben Hogan Tour, which enjoyed 
a successful birth last year. In all. overt 20 tournaments are on the combined slate with prize money 
having increased from $8.2 million in 1974 to over $80 million this year. 

The Player Retirement Plan, inaugurated in 1983, has already contributed over $12 million 
toward the future benefit of active Plan participants. and larger contributions are expected in future 
years. 

Charity, easily the TOUR's leading money winner during the Beman era, continues to benefit 
at a yearly record pace. Contributions by American Golf Sponsors to charitable organizations rose 
to another unprecedented total of $20.2 million in 1990. 

During his active years as a player. Beman established an enviable slate of accomplishments. 
compiling one of the great amateur records of all time. He won United States Amateur titles in 1960 
and 1963 and the British Amateur championship in 1959. As an amateur, Beman was a member of 
four Walker Cup teams. four World Amateur Cup teams and three U.S. Americas Cup squads. 

At the age of 29, in 1967, he left a prosperous insurance brokerage firm in Bethesda. MD, to join 
the PGA TOUR as a full-time player. During his six-year professional career, he won the t 969 Texas 
Open, 1970 Greater Milwaukee Open. 1972 Quad Cities Open and 1973 Shrine-Robinson Classic.

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A BRIEF HISTORY OF THE PGA TOUR 

' The PGA TOUR is enjoying these days the healthiest period of 
its existence. The reasons are too numerous to mention here, but in 
the opinion of many, including myself, the PGA TOUR is one of the 
last true forms of capitalism left in the world of sports today. Everyone 
starts out at zero the first of the year. and in the most literal sense. 
everyone starts out the same each week... One is merely paid for 
performance on the professional golf tour. and that maybe one of the 
reasons it is held in such high esteem by the public. We as players. 
along with administrators, mustendeavor to protect this idea forever." 

From the forward by Ben Crenshaw 
in the recently publishedDoubleday 
book, The History of the PGA TOUR, 
by Al Barkow. 

It is not always easy to discover the exact beginning of something. So it is with the 
PGA TOUR. Certainly, there were professionals who competed against each other from 
the earliest days of the game. 

Then on New Year's Day, 1895, ten professional golfers played 36 holes of stroke 
play and competed for money. The total purse was $150 and the winner took home $75. 
Due to the fact that a large gallery had come to witness the event, the New York Times 
covered the tournament. Shortly thereafter, tournaments began to pop up across the 
country. There was the Western Open in 1899. But this was not "tour" golf. The events 
lacked continuity. 

Interest in the game, however, continued to grow. American professionals were 
rapidly improving and when John McDermott became the first home-bred to win the U.S. 
Open, enthusiasm for the game blossomed. 

Helping this growth was a commercially backed "tour" by Englishmen Harry Vardon 
and Ted Ray. The duo travelled across the country and attracted good crowds wherever 
they stopped during the warmer months of 1913. However, the biggest explosion for the 
game occurred that September. A 20-year old "local boy". Francis Ouimet, defeated the 
pair in a playoff for the United States Open Championship at Brookline, MA. Suddenly, 
golf became front page news and a game for everyone. 

In the early Twenties, the PGA TOUR could have seen its first development. 
Tournaments were held on the West Coast, Texas and Florida. These events were held 
in the winter and the golfers played their way east and up to Pinehurst in the spring. By 
the middle of the decade, the Tour was doing relatively well--offering $77,000 in total. 
What's more, resorts, hotels and Chambers of Commerce began to realize the publicity 
value professional golf brought to their facilities. Names like Walter Hagen, Gene 
Sarazen and Bobby Jones became folk heroes. 

In the thirties, The TOUR continued to grow. The PGA of America was providing 
support and despite the nation's financial woes during the period, golf tournaments 
continued to attract good crowds. It is interesting to look back at some figures of the time. 
Paul Runyan was the leading money winner of 1934 with $6,767. Last year, the top two 
money winners-- Greg Norman and Wayne Levi-- each earned over $1 million. 

The names of the golfers continued to become household words. In the late 1930's 
and early 1940's Sam Snead's name started to appear in the headlines with regularity. 
Then came Ben Hogan, Byron Nelson, Jimmy Demaret and others who were beginning 
to gain nationwide fame. 

The TOUR became more structured following World War II and then exploded in the 
late 1950's and early 60's. Flip through the Facts and Figures section of this TOUR Book 
and look at such areas as leading money winners and growth of tournament purses to 
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A Brief History of the PGA TOUR, continued 

witness the sudden and continuing growth. 
Once television became a player in the game, the eyes of the world were on golf. 

This exposure inspired millions to try the game and at the same time, TV rights fees sent 
purses soaring. The bulk of these rights fees, which are distributed by the PGA TOUR 
to all co-sponsors, have gone back into the purses, accounting for the tripling of prize 
money in the last decade. 

The touring professionals began to gain some control of the TOUR in late 1968. 
Joseph C. Dey was the first commissioner of what was then called the Tournament 
Players Division. He served from early 1969 through February 28, 1974 and was 
succeeded by Deane R. Beman. who took office March 1, 1974. 

During the Beman administration, the value of tournament purses has escalated at 
an unprecedented rate; PGA TOUR assets have grown from $730,000 in 1974 to nearly 
$129 million today, and total revenues have increased from $3.9 million to over $140 
million in the same time period. 

Since 1938 PGA TOUR events have donated over $165 million dollars to charity. 
Each of the last 14 years have seen charitable contributions increase dramatically, to the 
point where over $100 million has been donated since 1984. The slogan, "The leading 
money winner on the PGA TOUR is Charity," is definitely not just a catch phrase. 

The competitive scope of the PGA TOUR is also much broader today. The Senior 
PGA TOUR is considered by many as the sports success story of the 1980's. Last year, 
the PGA TOUR, with the help of the Ben Hogan Company and PGA of America sections, 
added another addition to its family. Named for one of golf's greats, the Ben Hogan Tour 
was created to help golfers sharpen their skills with hopes of earning a place on either 
the PGA TOUR or the Senior PGA TOUR. 

Also continuing to grow is the Tournament Players Club Network. When the PGA 
TOUR opened the Tournament Players Club at Sawgrass in 1980, it beckoned the era 
of Stadium Golf. Owned and operated by the TOUR, the concept means these courses 
are the only major league sports arenas owned by the players themselves. 

The TPCNetwork has expanded to 14 clubs in cities across the world, with 
more clubs in either the construction or the planning stages. 

Five years ago the PGA TOUR opened its first Family Golf Center in 
Clearwater, FL, and the TOUR has constructed municipal courses for Jacksonville, 
FL and Miami, FL. This, and other concepts, are expected to mature with the PGA 
TOUR.

"If they had this setup several years ago" Fuzzy Zoeller said, "it might have saved me from 
having back surgery."

The original concept of the PGA TOUR. The Tournament Players Clubs have within 

the decade of the 80's gone from a dream to a network that now encompasses 22 
courses in 12 states and with the addition of TPC International, two countries. 

It was the TOUR's view that the spectator had been left out in golf course design 
throughout the years and when it came time for the PGA TOUR to build its own course, 
the opportunity presented itself for the TOUR to build a course that not only challenged 
the players, but allowed spectators to see the action as never before. 

It's called "Stadium Golf" and once you've viewed a tournament on a Stadium Golf 
Course. you'll understand why the network has grown in such a short period of time. 

Spectator mounds abound that afford tans unrestricted views whether on tee shots, 
fairway shots or on the greens. In fact, the 18th hole at the original TPC at Sawgrass can 
accommodate crowds of some 30,000 people-all with a clean view of the action. You 
won't see any periscopes at an event on a Players Club course. 

The network began in 1980 with the club at Sawgrass where it annually hosts THE 
PLAYERS Championship, and quickly grew into the present number of 22. All TPCs are 
designed to host PGA TOUR or Senior PGA TOUR events and to date the clubs have 
been designed by some of the top architects in the business-Pete Dye. Arnold Palmer, 
Arthur Hills, Jay Morrish, Bob Cupp. the Von Hagge/Devlin team and Jack Nicklaus to 
name just a few. 

In addition, one of the things that adds a bit of spice to all TPCs is that a PGA TOUR 
player (or in some cases. two) are assigned to serve as a consultant to the designer. To 
date, Ed Sneed, Tom Weiskopf, Fuzzy Zoeller, Hubert Green, Craig Stadler, Ben 
Crenshaw, At Geiberger and Chi Chi Rodriguez have been among those lending their 
expertise to the TPC Network. 

In reality a nationwide country club, a membership at one TPC affords the member 
a chance to play at any of the other clubs across the country and an opportunity to view 
the greatest players in the world in action on his own course once a year.

CHARITABLE CONTRIBUTIONS 
CONTINUE TO GROW 

The American Golf Sponsors and the PGA TOUR were proud to announce last year that 
the $20 million mark in charitable contributions in a single year has been surpassed for the first 
time. In 1990, the AGS donated $20,190,762 to charity from proceeds generated from PGA 
TOUR events. 

"It is to the credit of the AGS and the many fine volunteers that give so much of their time, 
that this milestone has been reached." said PGA TOUR Commissioner Deane R. Beman. 

"The AGS is proud of its association with the many fine communities and organizations that 
make an endeavor such as this possible," said Jim Bell, President of the AGS. "Without their 
dedication and support this effort would not be possible." 

The money donated in 1990 brings to $165 million the total that has been given to charity 
by PGA TOUR events since 1938. Since the AGS was formed in 1977, the organization has 
contributed $151 million of that total. 

1990 also marked the 14th consecutive year that the previous year's donations had been 
surpassed. 

In addition to the money earned through the proceeds of tournaments, the PGA TOUR also 
sponsors the PGA TOUR Charity Team Competition, in which 40 events compete for $2 million 
with the winning team earning $500,000 for charity. Last year Phoenix, AZ area charitable 
organizations were the beneficiaries of the first place winnings as the Phoenix Open won the 
competition by a slim margin over the Honda Classic,

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PGA TOUR STATS 
An integral part of the PGA TOUR since 1980. the PGA TOUR Stats program has 

helped to clearly indicate who the most skilled TOUR players are in a variety of categories. 
The ten stat categories are: Scoring, Driving Distance, Driving Accuracy, Greens In 

Regulation. Par-Breakers, Putting, Eagles. Birdies, Sand Saves and All-Around. 
Statistics are gathered at each TOUR event by the walking scorers who accompany 

each group of players. The TOUR's Official Statistician then enters the raw data into an 
on-site computer, which then feeds the information back to TOUR Headquarters in 
Florida. There the weekly lists and standings are tabulated. Epson computer products are 
used to gather and compile the data. 

Since its inception, the PGA TOUR Stats program has proven to be a real eye- 
opener. Prior to 1980, only the most sophisticated golf tans would have recognized Calvin 
Peete's amazing accuracy off the tee. However, with Calvin now winning the last ten 
consecutive Driving Accuracy titles, almost everyone realizes that Calvin is the game's 
most accurate player. 

Another benefit of the PGA TOUR Stats program is felt by the players. Many of 
today's TOUR players have found the statistical printouts available at each TOUR site to 
be an excellent source of information about their own respective games. For example, a 
player can be working on his bunker play in practice and can chart on a weekly basis his 
progress through the keeping of statistics. 

In order to be eligible for the PGA TOUR Stats program, a player must complete a 
minimum of 50 rounds in 1991. 

NABISCO SCOREBOARDS 
The PGA TOUR over the years has introduced many innovations to enhance the 

spectator enjoyment of the tournaments. One such innovation was "Stadium Golf " 
another was the electronic scoreboards. The introduction of the Nabisco Scoreboards in 
1981 provided up-to-the-minute information about action on the course to all spectators. 

The electronic Nabisco Scoreboard systems that travel the PGA TOUR are indeed 
a phenomenon. Not only do they bring status reports, current scores, biographical and 
statistical information, special reports and messages to players and fans spread out over 
many acres, but they also survive a gamut of weather conditions as well as the vagaries 
of travel as the two systems leapfrog around the nation. 

In 1988 they became even more phenomenal with the introduction of new state-of 
the-art technology. By the end of the 1988 TOUR schedule the existing systems were 
replaced by scoreboards featuring the new "Glowcube" technology from Daktronics Inc. 
of Brookings, S.D.—the manufacturer of the electronic scoreboards for the 1988 Winter 
Olympics. This "Glowcube" technology driven by Epson computers allows for faster 
scoring, better graphics and features the use of radio signals to transmit the data. The 
need for telephone lines from the greens to the scoreboards and from the scoreboards to 
the computer center in the van was eliminated. 

Nabisco Golf will be responsible for the transport, set up and maintenance of the 
electronic Nabisco Scoreboard systems while PGA TOUR personnel will be responsible 
for the on-course operation during tournament week.

John Adams has found a steady improvement in his game the last few years and he has every 
reason to believe the upward swing will continue. 

Three years ago, after going to noted teacher Jim Flick for help, John was able to finish first 
in the Greens in Regulation Nabisco statistic. He won by a slim margin over Dave Barr, hitting the 
greens average of .739 percent of the time. "Jim Flick is the reason I won it," John said. 

In 1989, his progress continued and he had two top ten finishes and earned more than 
$100,000 for the first time. Last year he back-to-back top 10 finishes in The International and 
Chattanooga Classic and went on to his best money year. 

"It was a rebuilding year," he said of 1989. "I'm still trying to get back to the way I played in 
the early 1980's. Jim (Flick) has taken me from a large hook to a straight ball to a fade and it has 
helped a lot." 

John doesn't remember how old he was when he started to play golf. Smiling he says, "All 
I know is I was as young as I could be and still hold a club." 

In those days, he does know he played crosshanded and putted the same. When I was about 
three-years old, I finally gave up playing crosshanded." 

His father was a golf professional in the Midland, TX area, but retired when John was still a 
youngster. His father continued to coach and assist him him through the years but in 1986 he 
passed away. 

John played in junior events around Texas and eventually headed for Brevard Junior 
College. He transferred to Arizona State University, and while there, he won the 1975 Arizona State 
Amateur championship. 

His first year on TOUR was 1978 and he found little success. Then, as he says, "I found a 
course I could play, but we don't play it any longer." 

He was referring to Pinehurst No. 2. In the fall of 1982, he tied with Jay Haas in the Hall of 
Fame Classic, but lost in a playoff when he bogeyed the second extra hole. However, his check 
for $27,000 was more than he had won in any single season. It boosted his season earnings to 
$54,014, and that's more than he had won through his first four years on the TOUR combined.

Fulton Allen was a fine player in South Africa before he decided it was time to cast his lot 
with the pros on the PGA TOUR. Since doing so in the Fall of 1987, he has demonstrated the skills 
needed to be a valuable member for a long time. 

When he won the South African PGA Championship in 1987, it qualified him for the NEC 
World Series of Golf, to be played at Firestone Country Cub in Akron, OH, later that year. 

He arrived with little fanfare but lie departed as a man with a future on the TOUR. He battled 
Curtis Strange to the finish, playing four solid rounds and finishing alone in second place. 

He earned $86,400 and that was more than enough for him to quality for his TOUR player's 
card. And, it also let him finish among the top 125 money winners for the year and thus gain exempt 
status. 

"I was planning on going to the Qualifying Tournament in the Fall," he said, "but I wasn't 
looking forward to all the pressure that goes with it. I felt I could play well enough to be on the PGA 
TOUR it I had the opportunity." 

Since then, he has put together three solid years to maintain his exempt status with ease. 
Allen has been a winner on his home circuit but Ye points out, "I had 18 second-place 

finishes before I finally won." 
As it was reported in South Africa, "The dynamic Allen couldn't break through after 10 tough 

years of trying but he subsequently annexed tour titles in one year. 
"The cherry on top was his superb win the Lexington PGA over a difficult Wanderers course 

in late January (1987) where he outdeuled a plucky Hugh Baiocchi over the final stretch to claim 
the most important success of his career thus far." 

Fulton started to play golf at age 7 under the encouragement of his father. Through the 
years. it has been his father who has been there to teach him the tine points of the game. 

"Gary Player was a big influence," he said. "He was so serious about his golf that I tended 
to be the same way. I couldn't take it lightly like some of -he amateurs. so , I decided to take the 
plunge and I turned pro when I was just 19." 

Even today, Player is his favorite. "I have the higrest respect for Gary and what he has 
done," Fulton said, "but I've always like Jack Nicklaus too. 

"What I admire so much about Gary is that he has grinded all the way from nothing and has 
beaten the giants. He has guts and determination. He never gives up. I just love the man."

Billy Andrade is what you might call an "impact" player. He not only has a bright future on the 
PGA TOUR, but he has a wonderful personality to match. He is the type of young man every 
sponsor loves to have in the field. 

He has enjoyed great success at all levels of the game and his peers believe he will be a 
standout on the TOUR for many, many years. In 1981, for example. as a 17-year old, he was ranked 
the No. 1 junior player in the nation. 

His first year as a member of the PGA TOUR was not too bad, but certainly not what he 
expected of himself. He finished 134th on the money list with nearly $75,000. 

He returned to the Qualifying Tournament in the Fall of 1988 in an effort to improve his position 
as an exempt player. He finished fifth and, after a slow start on the West Coast at the start of 1989. 
he made his move. He had three top 10 finishes during the summer. 

"I knew I would be all right,' he said, "when I had guys like Fuzzy Zoeller and Tom Kite tell 
me,'You're going to be out here a long time. Take your time and be patient. Don't try to force it." 

His tie for second place in the 1989 Buick Open is his best TOUR finish but last year he made 
tremendous strides in his consistency. At one point, he had made the cut in 16-straight events. 
Obviously, he went on to enjoy his finest money season. 

Billy started the game at age 5 when he would tag along behind his grandmother on the 
course. He played in his first tournament in Rhode Island when he was 11. 

"I followed in the footsteps of Brad Faxon," he said. "Brad was three years ahead of me in 
school but we played together alot at the Rhode Island Country Club in Barrington." 

He played most sports through school even though he lacked height, he was named all-state 
in basketball white at Providence (RI) Country Day School. 

Knowing he wasn't big enough to play basketball in college, he started to concentrate on golf. 
He did well at an early age and "that fueled the fire,' he said. 

He was the recipient of an Arnold Palmer Scholarship to Wake Forest. He went on to win four 
collegiate events and lead the Deacons to the 1986 NCAA Championship. He was an All-American 
choice three times. 

Through the years he gained considerable experience as a winner. He joined with Sam 
Randolph to win the Junior World Cup crown in Ireland in 1981. He also played on the World 
Amateur Cup and Walker Cup teams.

When your name is Tommy Armour III, it does attract a little extra attention. There are not 
many in the game who can say their grandfather--known as Silver Scot--was a winner of the United 
States, and British Opens, plus the PGA Championship. 

The Silver Scot passed away in 1968 but he would have been proud of his grandson. It took 
him a few years to get settled in on the PGA TOUR but once he did. Tommy let you know that he 
is here to stay. 

Last year was a big one for him as he won his first tournament--the Phoenix Open--by five 
strokes over Jim Thorpe. He was tied for the first-round and then took total command in the second 
round. He never was headed in the run to the finish. 

He nearly won again three weeks later but he had to settle for second place in the Shearson 
Lehman Hutton Open, two strokes behind Dan Forsman. 

He qualified for the TOUR's 1982 season, but won only $4,254. He kept trying to get his card 
back, but didn't make it until the Fall of 1987. Meanwhile, he travelled the world, spending most of 
his time on the European and Asian Tours where he had enjoyed exempt status. 

"It was a great experience," he said. "The main thing I was able to play in real golf 
tournaments." Each year, he became a little better and his patience paid off handsomely. 

Tommy said he was "about 10" when he started to play the game, going out with his "Mom 
or Dad." 

He played junior golf all around southern California, winning the occasional tournament. He 
played high school golf in Las Vegas. "I played baseball, too, but since the golf and baseball 
seasons were at the same time, I decided it was best for me to stick with," 

Tommy went on to Lincoln Trail College in southern Illinois and then on to the University of 
New Mexico. "We played the Western Juniors in Albuquerque and I liked the course and the school 
so much that I decided to go there." he said. 

While at New Mexico, he did win the William Tucker Intercollegiate event and he helped the 
Lobos to a fifth place in the NCAA Championship.

His rise to superstardom began in 1987 whenhe won three times and was named PGA Player-
of-the-Year. He won his first start of the year, the Phoenix Open and then added the Panasonic- 
Las Vegas Invitational and Canon Sammy Davis, Jr. titles to his list.  

He won in Las Vegas with an eagle putt of 30 feet on the last hole. 
One of the keys to Paul's success has been his ever-improving consistency. Two years ago, 

an route to earning $951,649--he had 13 top-10 finishes in 25 starts, he finished the season with 
asecond in the Texas Open and ties for third at W alt Disney World/Oldsmobile Classic and Nabisco 
Championships. 

Last year, he opened with an impressive victory in the MONY Tournament of Championships 
and three times he came within a whisker of winning again. At Doral Ryder Open, he suffered a 
disappointing playoff loss. 

In the 1989 Ryder Cup against the European team, Paul played exceptionally well. His big 
moment came in a singles victory over Seve Ballesteros. 

He first gained international attention in the 1987 British Open. He led by one stroke with two 
holes to play, but finished bogey-bogey due to bunker problems and Nick Faldo slipped in to win. 

A turning point in Paul's career came when he attended Brevard Junior College and his coach 
there, John Suttie, introduced him to John redman. "As he has said. "John has taken me to the level 
I'm at now. 

He moved to Florida State University and in 1981 he turned professional and headed for the 
TOUR's Qualifying Tournament. He made it. Although he missed the 1983 season, he was back 
in 1984. After a season or two to get his spikes firmly implanted, his star began to soar. 

As good as he has played. Paul has been even more impressive in his personal life. He has 
become a favorite of the galleries because of his exciting play. but, even more important, he is 
regarded as one of the nicest guys in the business.

Toward the end of last season, Emlyn Aubrey started :o play the way he knew he could. A 
tie for eighth place in tie Hardee'sGolf Classic and a tie for seventh in H.E.B. Texas Open a month 
later gave him enough money to assure his exempt status -or this year. 

He said he put "too much pressure" on himself in the early going; trying too hard to be 
successful right out of the chute in his first year on TOUR. 

He also pointed out that "late in the year, I had some good Sunday pairings with players such 
as Raymond Floyd, Paul Azinger and Craig Stadler. 

"It gave me a chance to meet some of the really good players and watch them," he continued. 
"I found them real easy to play with and that helped a lot." 

Four rounds in he 60s with a closing 67 at the Hardee's led to a check for $28,000. He started 
the H.E. B.Texas Open with a63 at Oak Hills and closed with a 67 and that meant another $25,800. 

Emlyn started to play the game at age four and, since h s father was a high school golf coach, 
it was the natural game for him to play. 

He had his first taste of competition at age 7. When Emlyn was nine-years old, his father 
transferred to another school. "He wanted to watch me play but felt it would be difficult for him to 
be my coach as wet .' 

His father did :each him well, however. He won three straight Pennsylvania State Public 
Links titles. Along the way, he headed for Louisiana State University "because I wanted to go to 
school in the South.' In 1984, he won the Southeastern Conference championship. 

After he was graduated, he tried for his TOUR card three times without success but made 
it on his fourth attempt in the Fall of 1989. 

Meanwhile, he played wherever he could. He won tie 1989 Philipine Open and finished 
second on the Asian Tour Order of Merit that year. The experience proved beneficial. 

Once on TOUR, he said it took awhile to get used tc the routine. "I honestly expected the 
cuts to befour-and-f ve under par every week and I put too much pressure on myself on Thursdays 
and Fridays to shoot low scores." 

He missed the cut in four of his first five starts in 1990 and then settled down. Although he 
didn't post any really low finishes until later in the year, he did develop some consistency. 

"I had some p roblems with my putting." he added. "I could putt well for a couple of days but 
it was tough doing rt for four days, but it did improve toward the end of the year."

It was a big decision for Ian Baker-Finch but he now knows it was the right one. At the end 
of 1988, Ian decided "it was time to pull up roots and play the U.S. TOUR fulltime." 

He would forget about trying to play all over the world, hopping on airplanes from his 
homeland of Australia to Japan to Europe to the United States and back again. His pretty wife 
Jennie was delighted. 

Golf Fans around the world--and in Akron. Ohio-knew he had exceptional talent and he put 
it all on display at the Southwestern Bell Colonial in Fort Worth, TX. in May of 1989. 

He led all the way at the Colonial Country Club with rounds of 65. 70, 65 and 70 for a total 
of 10-under-par 270 and won by four strokes over David Edwards. He led by one after the first and 
second rounds and by four after three 

In the 1988 NEC World Series of Golf at Firestone Country Club. Ian was tied for the third' 
round lead with Larry Neslon and Mike Reid. He shot a final round of 71 and that dropped him into 
a tie for third place, two strokes out of the Reid Tom Watson playoff. 

However, in four starts, he earned $75,840 to rank 133rd on the money list at the season's 
end. It was enough for him to gain membership in the PGA TOUR and, thus, could accept unlimited 
sponsors exemptions. 

In some ways, his 1990 campaign was even better than the previous year's. Certainly, he 
won considerably more money but it was because he became a consistent challenger. 

Twice he finished second--to Paul Azinger by a stroke in the MONY Tournament of 
Champions to open the year, and then by a stroke to Gil Morgan in the Kemper Open, thanks to 
a last round of 66. 

A final round of 64 pushed him into place in the Hardee's Golf Classic. 
Baker-Finch's home is in Sanctuary Cove, near Brisbane in Queensland, the same 

"neighborhood" as Greg Norman and Wayne Grady. 
He turned professional in 1979 and his first important pro victory was in the 1983 New 

Zealand Open. He led the 1984 British Open at St. Andrews after three rounds, but a poor fourth 
round dropped him down the list. 

He has won seven times on the Australia/New Zealand Tour, with his most impressive and 
chreished victory being in the 1988 Australian Masters.

He has won 12 Canadian Tour titles 
including the 1985 Canadian PGA Championship and the 1988 Canadian Tournament Players 
Division title.He alsc led the Canadian Order of Merit four times, including last year.

Andy Bean was one of the game's leading players for more than a decade before a bout with 
tendinitis cut into his effectiveness a couple of years ago, so, now, its good to see the big fellow back on 
his game.

Open--and he came close to winning another pair in 1989. 

Andy shot a 66 the final day of the PGA Championship and came within a stroke of forcing a playoff 
with Payne Stewart. Three weeks later, he was second in the Greater Milwaukee Open, only because 
of a superb winning effort by Greg Norman. 

His victories have not been limited to official events on the TOUR. He has won in Japan and twice 
was the victor in the Isuzu Kapalua International on Maui in Hawaii. 

After winning twice in 1986 and finishing fourth on the money list, Andy came up with a severe case 
of tendinitis in his right elbow in 1987. He dropped to 120th on the money list and the next year, he fell 
all the way to 149th. He simply couldn't play well. 

Interestingly enough, he did play well in the Ryder Cup matches in 1987 and one of his victories 
was in singles over Ian Woosnam. 

Andy certainly had the background to become a professional golfer. As a youngster, he lived on 
Jekyll Island, GA, where his father was associated with a golf course. When he was 15, the family moved 
to Lakeland, FL, where his father bought a course. 

He is one of the biggest men in the game and he has the personality and the heart to match his size. 
Wherever the game is played, he always is one of the more popular men in the field.

Chip Beck had the kind of season in 1988 that many rave been expecting of him since this 
talented young man joined the TOUR in 1979. 

That year Chip finished second on the money list with a whopping $916,818. He won twice 
and came close a third time losing in a playoff to Bob Lohr late in the year at the Walt Disney World/ 
Oldsmobile Classic. 

He broke through with his first-ever victory at the fabled Riviera Country Club taking home 
the Los Angeles Open title with a brilliant 17-under par effort. He won again two months later at the 
USF&G Classic with a near record performance of 26-under-par 262. 

He earned a spot in the Disney playoff with a 25-under par performance and his brilliant 
scoring earned him the 1988 Vardon Trophy with a scoring average of 69.46. 

Last year was a special one as well. He won the Buick Open at Warwick Hills in Michigan 
with a blazing final round of 7-under-par 65. His 18-under-par 272 was one better than Hale Irwin, 
Mike Donald and Fuzzy Zoeller. 

In addition, three weeks before the tournament, his wife, Karen. presented him with Mary 
Catherine. 

Chip well remembers the day he was introduced to golf. He was only 10-years old at the time, 
and his mother was going to the Highland Golf Club in Fayetteville, NC, to attend a clinic that was 
to be given by the head professional. 

Once he started to hit balls, he was hooked. He played 311 summer and the golf career of Chip 
Beck was well under way. By the end of the summer, he wan the Pee Wee division at the club. 

A journalism major at the University of Georgia, he enjoyed considerable success on the 
Bulldog team. As a senior, he was named the Athlete of the Year and that's the first time a golfer 
had ever been honored at Georgia. He won six collegiate events, such as the Southern 
Intercollegiate three times and the All-America championship hosted by the University of Houston. 
He also was an All-America choice three years.

Phil Blackmer picked a good week to get his game together last season as he tied for third 
place in the Las Vegas Invitational with Corey Pavin and collected $75,400. 

Until that week, Phil was looking at the possibility of losing his full exempt status, but five 
rounds in the 60's and the healthy check eliminated that dire possibility. 

Phil is a big. easy-going fellow who has a golf game that can border on the awesome when 
he gets everything in synch, such as he did in Las Vegas. 

He has won twice since starting on the TOUR in the Fall of 1984, but has been close to winning 
on several other occasions as well He has won well over $100,000 in five of the last six seasons. 

Phil admits his rookie season of 1985 was even better than he expected it would be. 
He won the Canon Sammy Davis Jr. Greater Hartford Open in a playoff over Dan Pohl and 

Jodie Mudd as he birdied the first extra hole to earn $108,000. He went on to collect a healthy 
$198,537 for the year. 

"It wasn't really a surprise," he said of the victory. "but I hadn't planned on it either. I did know 
that it I got hot, I could win. It was just a question of being lucky and getting hot at the right time." 

He could have made the same statement in 1988 after the Provident Classic in Chattanooga, 
TN. He won the title and $81,000 after a playoff against Payne Stewart. Phil rolled in a birdie putt 
on the first extra hole to clinch it. 

Phil started in the game as a youngster and he had a teacher with good credentials-his father. 
Phil's dad won the National Lefthanders title in 1965 and he introduced Phil to the game. 

Phil was a three-time All-Southwest Conference selection while at the University of Texas. 
He performed splendidly at the 1984 Qualifying Tournament at La Quinta, CA, to finish one 

shot in back of medalist Paul Azinger. 
"I recognize my limitations. I'm not one of the pure strikers out here," he said. "However, when 

I get hot I'm going to try and run the table.'

It took awhile for Jay Don Blake to settle into life on the PGA TOUR, but once he did, he started 
to establish himself as a solid player and one who will contend frequently. 

Two years ago. Y e made a couple of strong bids at victory and he displayed the skills needed 
to win. In the BellSouth Atlanta Classic, he finished third, just one stroke out of the Scott Simpson- 
Bob Tway playoff. 

The next week he started 68-64 in the Kemper Open and finally tied for eighth. He had a 66 
the first day of the U.S. Open. The point is he continues to get better and better. 

Two solid finishes toward the end of last year in the Canadian Open and the Las Vegas 
Invitational cemented his position for exempt status once again. 

When Jay Don was a youngster in St. George, Utah, he spent most of his time on the nine- 
hole course that was adjacent to his family's home. Since his mother, father and four brothers all 
played the game, it was the natural thing for him to do. By the time Jay Don was 12, he knew that 
he wanted to play golf for a living. With little formal instruction, he set out to accomplish his goal. 

He attended Utah State and for the first two years, was merely content with showing a little 
improvement. However, his junior year "things started to come together." 

He won the NCAA title his junior year and then carried over the feeling from "my first real big 
confidence boost" to have an outstanding senior year that saw him named as the 1981 College 
Player-of-the-Year. 

He nearly repealed as the NCAA champion, losing by a single shot to Ron Commans after 
he held a six-shot leas entering the final round. Despite that disappointment, he was ready to turn 
pro and earn his spot on TOUR. 

He found out it wasn't that easy. After he didn't make I through the Qualifying Tournament 
on his first attempt, he stepped away from the highly-competitive game for a couple of years. 

Gradually, he started to get back into it. After enjoying some success on secondary tours, he 
tried again in the fall o' 1986 and he made it. After a slow start in 1987, his climb up the money list 
began in earnest in mid-summer and by year's end, he easily finished among the leading 125 
money winners. 

He did enjoy another taste of victory in 1988 even though it was not on the PGA TOUR as 
he captured the Utah State Open.

Jim Booros saved his best for the finish last year as he put together four solid rounds to finish 
third in the Buick Southern Open. The check for $40.800 boosted him well over the $100,000 mark 
for the second straight year and assured his exempt status. 

The last two years have been his most successful and he believes one of the main reasons 
may be because he finally has been able to devote his full time to the game and his life on the TOUR. 
For many years he tried to play the TOUR and also work as the head professional at the Allentown 
(PA) Municipal course, 

"Early in my career," he said, ill wasn't playing well, I'd bail out and go back home to the club. 
I knew I always had that waiting for me." 

As a result, he did struggle trying to keep his TOUR card. Only twice before did he enjoy 
exempt status and that was in 1983 after finishing 89th on the 1982 money list and again in 1984 
after finishing 125th in 1983. 

He lost his card again after the 1984 season and was not able to regain it until the start of 1988. 
He did win the 1989 Deposit Guaranty Golf Classic in Hattiesburg, MS. in a playoff over Mike 

Donald. While the victory was unofficial. the $36,000 he collected definitely counted. Two weeks 
later he finished fifth in the K mart Greater Greensboro Open to earn another $36,500, 

At Hattiesburg, the tournament was called after 54 holes due to severe storms, and Jim and 
Mike were tied. Jim laughed, "Mike is one of the best friends I have, but I was doing a rain dance 
in the parking lot." 

In their playoff, Jim won it with a par on the fourth extra hole. 
He said his play at Greensboro was a "carry-over," and he was pleased with his performance. 

"I hung in there on the weekend to tie for fifth," he said. "and I felt good about being able to do that. 
It's something I will remember." 

Jim enjoyed playing golf around his hometown of Reading, PA, but basketball was his game 
in those days. He was named to the all-state team in high school and went to Edinboro State 
College on a basketball scholarship. 

However, late in his senior year in high school, he tore a cartilage in his right knee, and he 
says, "that had a lot to do with my turning to golf," 

After one year at Edinboro State, he left school to devote more time to golf. After he won the 
1973 Pennsylvania Public Links crown, he played the mini-tours for three years, On his fifth try in 
the O-School, he obtained his card at Brownsville, TX, in the Fall of 1976.

Bill Britton finally received his reward in 1989 
when he took home his first title at the Centel Classic.

His closing 
round of 65 left him one stroke out of the playoff. 

Bill began his golfing career when he used to sneak under the fence at a public course near 
his home in Staten Island, NY. He enjoyed amateur success winning the Metropolitan Amateur in 
1975 and 1976 anc he also won the Metropolitan Open in 1979. 

He won the National Junior College title while at Miami Dade North and then attended the 
University of Florida where he graduated in 1979.

He didn't win, 
as he did in 1988, but he collected more money and had more top 10 finishes than ever before. 

He set the tone for the year early with a tie for third place in the Honda Classic; and certainly 
back-to-back ties for fifth place in the Centel Western Open and the U.S. Open were impressive. 

His victory two years ago came in the Canon Sammy Davis Jr. Greater Hartford Open in a 
playoff over Joey Sindelar and Dave Barr. 

He put together four splendid rounds of 66-65-69-69 for a 15-under-par 269. In the playoff, 
Sindelar was eliminated on the first extra hole. On the second. Mark rolled in a birdie putt of 10 feet 
to win it, 

"It was on the same line as my 3 1/2-foot par putt in regulation," he said. "I gave the winning 
putt just a little more. 

"This will take a few days for it all to sink in," said Brooks. "There are so many things that you 
don't think about, out on the course, so many things that you shouldn't think about. Things like the 
playing in the Masters and such. My only goal was make good golf swings; that was the ticket all 
week." 

He nearly won again ate in 1988 losing in a playoff to Tom Purtzer at the Gatlin Brothers 
Southwest Classic. He gained entry into sudden death with a 50-foot eagle on the final hole. 

"I exceeded all of my expectations in 1988," said Brooks. "My first goal was to stay away from 
Qualifying School. Winning was just icing on the cake. 

Mark began the game at the age of eight, while visiting his grandparents. His grandfather was 
an avid golfer. and soon had Mark feeling the same way. 

He enjoyed much success at the high school and junior levels, winning several titles. From 
there he moved on to the University of Texas, where he was a two-time All-America selection. 

He obtained his TOUR card four different times, only to have to go back to Qualifying School 
at the end of the year.

Billy Ray Brown has been making marvelous strides up the ladder of success on the PGA 
TOUR and it seems evident to followers of the game that ('is star will continue to rise. 

The big, friendly fellow out of the University of Housto-f joined the TOUR for the start of the 
1988 season and his progress has been very positive. 

He made grand strides a year ago and the highlight cf the campaign had to be at the U.S. 
Open at Medinah. He was tied for the third round lead with Mike Donald and while most eyes 
through the closing rounds were on Hale Irwin, Donald anc Nick Faldo, Billy Ray made a move. 

A birdie at the par 3, 17th hole, where he hit a 9-iron to two feet put him at 7-under-par, just 
one stroke out of the lead. On the 18th, another good approach left him with a 15 footer for a birdie 
that would place him in a tie with Irwin and Donald. 

Unfortunately, he played a little too much break and the ball rolled just to the left of the cup. 
So, he tied for third place with Faldo. 

He had two other third-place finishes early on, in the Fhoenix Open and the Honda Classic. 
He also was fifth in THE PLAYERS Championship. 

His best-ever TOUR finish was a tie for second place in the 1989 Kemper Open. 
It is no great surprise that Brown has done as well as he has, due to his excellent amateur 

background. As a freshman at the University of Houston in 1982, he won the NCAA Champion-
ship. He finished his four years at Houston as a four-time 411-America selection. 

Although winning the NCAA Championship was a wonderful accomplishment for Brown, it 
also raised expectations for him. His next three years at Houston were good, but never quite what 
he wanted them to be. 

While at Houston, Billy Ray was a teammate of Steve Elkington. During that time, the 
Cougars won three NCAA team championships. 

Brown was raised in a very athletic household. His dad was a center for the Oakland Raiders 
of the National Football League, and his brother played tackle for the St. Louis Cardinals

Brad Bryant should receive an award for perseverance. His career was starting to blossom 
in the early 1980's when he was struck down by Injuries and serious illnesses within his close-knit 
family. 

It is a testimony to his strong character that he has been able to wade his way through it all 
without complaint and finally put together solid performances through the last two season. 

Last year, a final round of 64 in the Independent Insurance Agent Open at The Woodlands, 
TX, left him tied for third place, just one stroke out of the Tony Sills-Gil Morgan playoff. He finished 
the year with more top 10 finishes than ever before and his best-ever money year. 

How good was he early in his career? In 1982, he came within a whisker of winning the 
Tournament Players Championship as he tied for second place and later in the year was second 
in the Quad Cities Open. The following year, he again was a runner-up in the Byron Nelson Classic. 

In 1984, however, he not only tore up his left shoulder, but his father and wife, Sue, were 
stricken with serious illnesses. He tried to play with the shoulder, but played hurt. 

Finally in December of 1985--after the injury had been properly diagnosed--he underwent 
an operation. The recovery period was long and slow but the good signs started to reappear in 
1988. 

"It was the first time I had been able to play healthy since 1983," he says matter-of-factly. No 
question, without the injury, his life on TOUR would have changed dramatically through the middle 
1980's. 

Brad started in the game at age 10, going to the course with his father in Rosebud, TX. At 
age 15, he started to work hard on his game and says "you can't believe how many golf balls I hit 
when I was 15-and-l6-years old:' 

The effort made him the terror of New Mexico junior golf and he went onto the University of 
New Mexico. 

He obtained his TOUR card in the Fall of 1978 and progressed steadily. In the 1982 
Tournament Players Championship, he was tied for the lead after three rounds with Bruce Lietzke. 
Jerry Pate, the eventual winner, was three strokes behind. 

When he birdied the 14th the last day, he still was tied, now with Lietzke and Pate. However, 
he three-putted the 15th and, even though he birdied the 16th, Pate birdied the 17th and 18th to 
win it. Brad tied with Scott Simpson for second place.

It is easy to understand why Curt Byrum has a special fondness for the Hardee's Golf Classic 
and the Oakwood Country Club in Coal Valley, IL. 

First of all, he claimed the 1989 Hardee's title as his first on the PGA TOUR. A final round 
4-under-par 66 for a total of 12-under-par 268 was all he 'eeded to earn the winner's check of 
$126,000. 

On a historical note, his younger brother Tom, won the Kemper Open seven weeks earlier 
so they became the first brothers to win in the same year s nce Dave and Mike Hill did it in 1972. 

As Curt said with a laugh afterwards, "I started to feel the pressure when Tom won because 
I'm the oldest and I've always been one up." The he added, "It's nice to have the first one out of 
the way. I feel I'm over the hump and I hope to go on from here." 

There is another good reason why the Hardee's and Oakwood are special. He had lost his 
TOUR membership after the 1985 season, but the folks at Hardee's gave him a sponsor exemption 
into the 1986 event. It was his first start of the year. 

Curt played marvelously. Rounds of 64 the first-and-third days put him two strokes ahead 
of Mark Wiebe going into the final round. Although Wiebe nme on strong to gain the victory, Curt 
finished second and earned $43,200. It was enough to earn him a special membership and his 
career blossomed from there. 

A month later, he joined with Bobby Nichols in the Slowdown Classic at Jeremy Ranch in 
Utah--a popular Senior PGA TOUR event--and he playec brilliantly as they won the title. 

He used that confidence to put together an excelent 1987 campaign in which he won 
$212,450, highlighted by a runnerup finish at the prestigious Memorial Tournament at Muirfield 
Village. 

Curt and Tom grew up in Onida, South Dakota. "We used to have a nine-hole course with 
sand greens there." Curt said. "It's grown over now, but wh an Tom and I would go home, we would 
get out the mowers and cut down a couple of the fairway3 so we could practice." 

He was exceptional as a high school athlete. He was all-state as a quarterback in football 
and as a guard in basketball. His senior year in 1977, he was named the South Dakota Athlete of 
the Year. 

He was recruited by the University of New Mexico tc play golf so that's where he decided to 
go. 

Alter three years at the University. Curt came under he tutelage of Ken Venturi and they still 
spend time together although for many years the Byrum brothers have helped each other.

Everyone knew it was only a matter of time before the Byrum brothers broke through and won 
golf tournaments. 

Tom. who is two years younger than Curt, was the first to do it and he was most impressive 
at the 1989 Kemper Open on the TPC at Avenel course. He won by five strokes after shooting 65-
68 for his final two rounds and totalling 16-under-par 268. It was worth $162,000. 

Several weeks later, Curt won the Hardee's Golf Classic, so they became the first brothers 
to win in the same year since Mike and Dave Hill did it in 1972. 

Tom said afterwards, "I'm not real excited to be the first in the family to win. My brother has 
taught me more than anybody and he's been an inspiration to me." 

He came close to winning on a few occasions. He finished second in the Southwest Classic 
during his rookie season of 1986. He appeared headed for victory in the Pensacola Open late in 
1988, leading by four strokes going into the final round, but Andrew Magee came on strong to win 
it. 

Early last year. he fashioned closing rounds of 69 and 68 to gain a third-place finish in the 
Shearson Lehman Hutton Open in San Diego. 

A lot of hard work and patience has paid off for Tom, but he also points to the week of the 
Hardee's Golf Classic in July of 1986 as one that had a tremendous impact on his life on TOUR. 

His older brother, Curt, who had lost his TOUR card at the end of 1985, received a sponsor's 
exemption and finished second and earned $43,200. That was enough to get his playing privileges 
back so the Byrum brothers were a team again. 

"Curt has helped me with my game more than anyone else," Tom said. "We know each 
other's swings and we constantly watch each other. A lot of the success I've had happened after 
he came back on TOUR." 

After he was graduated from high school, Tom headed for New Mexico where Curt was going 
to the University. He took a part-time job at a country club in Albuquerque and became a walk-on 
for the golf team. He played for two years, one of them with Curt, and then transferred to New 
Mexico State where he did exceptionally well. 

"That was when I decided to see how far I could go in the game,' he said. After he was 
graduated in 1984 with a degree in Sociology, he entered the TOUR's Qualifying Tournament in 
the tall of 1984 He didn't make it. 'I simply wasn't ready," he said, matter of factly. 

He played in Asia in the Spring of 1985 and the experience was invaluable. He went back 
to the 0-School in the fall of 1985 and made it easily. finishing third. 

The folks up in Onida, South Dakota--all 850 of them--are mighty proud of the Byrum boys 
and well they should be.

It took him a few season to put all the pieces of his powerful game together and once he did, 
he demonstrated the skills to match any player at anytime. 

He enjoyed a great campagin two years ago. winning the Phoenix Open by seven strokes 
with a 65-64 finish and the Nissan Los Angeles Open. 

His biggest week came in mid-July during the British Open Championship at Troon. 
Scotland. Mark birdied the final hole and his score of 13-under-par 275 tied him with Greg Norman 
and Wayne Grady. 

The Royal and Ancient uses a multi-hole playoff system and this time it was to be decided 
over four holes. Mark went to the fourth extra-hole tied with Norman. but the Aussie drove into a 
bunker and more problems followed. 

Meanwhile, Mark won it with a drive to the right and then a great 5-iron shot from 190 yards 
to within seven feet. His birdie that followed was icing on the cake. 

Mark's first victory came in the 1986 Southwest Classic in Abilene, TX. It gave him exempt 
status for the first time and he made the most of it. The next Spring he won the Honda Classic. 
and the following year, he won the Bank of Boston Classic. 

Last year. he had an incredible start to the season with tour runner-up finishes in his fist nine 
events, including three in a row - Doral Ryder Open where he lost in a playoff to Greg Norman, the 
Honda Classic and then THE PLAYERS Championship. 

After his family moved from Laurel. Nebraska, to the Palm Beach area in Florida when he 
was 13-years old, he discovered he could play golf every day of the year. "I couldn't believe it at 
first," he said, "and the greatest thing was playing golf on Christmas Day afternoon." 

He turned professional in January of 1981 and six-months later, he qualified for his TOUR 
card. He was barely 21 years old.

David Canipe tried the PGA TOUR circuit back in the mid-70's with little success. But after 
years of triumph on the mini-tours, he returned to the TOUR in 1987 and in 1988 he broke through 
into the top 125 money winners for the first time. 

After graduating from the University of Georgia, where he teamed with Bill Kratzert and Lyn 
Lott to name a couple, Canipe set his sites on the PGA TOUR. He first appeared in 1976 and he 
played off and on through 1980 earning only a total of $4,576 for the four years. 

"That was back in the days of Monday qualifiers." recalled Canipe. "Monday qualifiers and 
myself didn't get along very well." 

Canipe headed to Florida after the 1980 season to tackle the then extensive mini-tour system. 
After an estimated 25 victories, though. Canipe decided to come back out on the fledgling 
Tournament Players Series circuit sponsored by the TOUR. 

He won the 1984 Provident Classic in Chattanooga and his success on that level heightened 
his desire to try the big league again. When the Space Coast tour in Florida started to encounter 
difficulties, Canipe headed back to the PGA TOUR Qualifying School in the fall of 1986. 

It was an excellent decision for Canipe although 1987 was not as good a year as he would 
have liked. He earned only $36,927 to finish 167th on the money list and he was forced to return 
to the Q-School 

He tied for eighth place at the 1987 school and returned to the TOUR with confidence for the 
rest of the 1988 season. Early on the West Coast, he tied for ninth place in the AT&T Pebble Beach 
National Pro-Am. 

In May, his career received a big boost. He posted scores of 71-69-68-68 over three 
windswept courses in Las Vegas to finish tied for fourth at the lucrative Panasonic Las Vegas 
Invitational to take home a check for $52,361. 

"Las Vegas was the turning point of my comeback," said Canipe. "I wasn't sure I'd be 
successful until then. I felt like I was going to play better, but not rock solid sure." 

Last year, he enjoyed his best-ever finish, a third place in the Federal Express St. Jude 
Classic and collected $68,000. 

"The main thing about last year," he said, "was my game was more consistent. I was more 
comfortable."

He barely made it through the Qualifying Tournament in the Fall of 1989 and then went on to 
enjoy a successful season last year, easily earning exempt status. A seventh-place finish in the 
BellSouth Atlanta Classic was the start of making the cut in 12 straight events. 

Right in the mddle of the stretch, he took two weeks off and during that time, his wife. 
Tracy.presented hi 'n with a son, Zackary. 

"He gives me something extra to play for," Brian said, "My wife and my son both deserve a nice 
future."

Keith Clearwater believed he had the golf game to win on the PGA TOUR but, as he said. 
'when it will happen, you just don't know." 

Even in his wildest dreams, however, he never pictured himself winning the way he did, first 
with back-to-back six-under-par 64s the final day of the prestigious Colonial National Invitation 
Tournament and then closed the official season by winning the Centel Classic. He became the first 
"rookie" in a decade to win two in a year. 

Consider these figures. His total score of 14-under-par 266 equaled the Colonial record set 
in 1 985 by Corey Pavin. And. his f inal two rounds of 12-under-par 128 on Sunday put him in a class 
by himself in the record book. 

"This is just the greatest experience of my life." he said, "at least on the golf course." 
Keith was five strokes out of the lead at the halfway mark and then had to face a 36-hole 

windup on Sunday since the second round on Friday was rained out and had to be played on 
Saturday. 

His 64 moved him into a tie for second place, just one stroke behind Ben Crenshaw who was 
leading at 9-under-par 201. He stayed close to the lead through the early going in the afternoon 
and then made his move on the back nine with birdies at the 11th. 12th, 13th and 15th holes. He 
won by three strokes over Davis Love III and collected $108,000. 

He gained more national attention at the U. S. Open at the Olympic Club in San Francisco 
when he equaled the Open record with a 6-under-par 64 in the third round. 

Keith struggled a bit the next two seasons and he said it mainly was due to a balky putter. 
last year, he said, "I went back to the things I did during my rookie year. not only with the putter 
but with some swing thoughts as well." 

As a result, his performance improved. He led the BellSouth Atlanta Classic by two strokes 
after a third-round 66. but Wayne Levi came on strong the final afternoon to win by one. 

Keith started in the game at age 12. "There was a municipal course near our home in Walnut 
Creek (CA), and I'd sneak across the fence with my buddies. As soon as I started to play. I knew 
I wanted to be a golfer." 

He enjoyed success at the high school and junior level and then moved onto Brigham Young 
University where he was a teammate of such TOUR players as Bobby Clampett, Rick Fehr and 
Richard Zokol. He earned All-America status in 1981. the year he helped to lead BYU to the NCAA 
team championship. 

The Clearwalers have made Utah their home for nearly a decade, but when he seeks help 
with his game, he goes to Mike LaBauve at Alta Mesa in the Phoenix area.

The highlight 3f that season was a tie for second in the Federal Express-St. Jude Classic in 
Memphis. He finished just one stroke behind Curtis Stran g e and many of his friends from Kentucky 
were there to see him do it. 

Russ started in golf when he was about 10-years-olc. He used to go to a neighboring course 
with his older brother. A couple of years later, when he wo 1 a state age-group tournament, he truly 
was hooked. He played junior golf in the area and then through high school, winning the state 
scholastic title in 1975. He went to the University of Kentucky and played for three more years. 

Oh, yes, he does play lefthanded. "When I was younger, I used ladies' clubs because they 
were the only lefthanded ones I could find. Several people told me I should switch around and try 
to play right-handed, but no one made a real effort to charge me, so I stayed with it. I do everything 
left handed, anyway."

Everyone loves to see a young man rewarded for hard work, so it has been especially 
pleasant to see John Cook enjoy some very good years on the PGA TOUR.

John never was better than he was during The International at Castle Pines near Denver 
in August of 1987. He went the distance in the tournament that uses a modified Stableford system 
for scoring and earned $180.000. It was an eagle three at the 17th hole that put him over the top. 

A week after Jan presented him with Jason, their third child, in January of 1986, John played 
extremely well in the Bob Hope Chrysler Classic. He tied with his good friend Donnie Hammond. 
Unfortunately for John, Donnie won the playoff with a birdie on the first extra hole. 

In 1983, when he earned $216,868. he won the Canadian Open in a strring six-hole playoff 
over Johnny Miller and accumulated seven top ten finishes. 

One of his best-ever efforts on TOUR came in the 1981 Bing Crosby National Pro-Am, when 
he was tied with Hale Irwin. Ben Crenshaw, Bobby Clampett and Barney Thompson. John finally 
won the title on the third extra hole. Due to heavy rains, it was a 54 hole tournament. 

John has been successful during all stages of his golfing career. He won the 1974 World 
Junior title when he outlasted Gary Hallberg. One of his biggest titles came in 1978 when he won 
the U.S. Amateur Championship. The next year, he lost in the Amateur final to Mark O'Meara. 

He was an All-American choice three years at Ohio State, and in 1979, he helped the 
Buckeyes win the NCAA team title. In December of 1983, he was on the U.S. World Cup team with 
Rex Caldwell and they combined to win the team championship.

Fred took the lead the second day 
with a brilliant record-tying 8-under par 64 and he stayed ii front the rest of the way. He had to fight 
off the challenges of the game's finest players to get the victory. Seve Ballesteros and Tom Watson 
were chasing him after the third round and the final margin was only one stroke over Lee Trevino. 

He had another one of those weeks last year in the Nissan Los Angeles Open at Riviera 
Country Club. He equaled the course record with a 9-under par 62 the third day and his 18-under 
par 266 was good for a three stroke victory over Gil Mogan. 

He continued on to have another great season, finishing second in the PGA Championship, 
third in the Memorial and fifth in the Masters Tournamen, plus a sew other strong top 10 finishes. 

Fred's first victory came the hard way in the 1383 Kemper Open on the demanding 
Congressional Country Club course, he had to defeat Cl Morgan, Scott Simpson. Barry Jaeckel 
and Tze-Chung Chen in a playoff. On the second extra hole, the 211-yard 16th, he hit a splendid 
5-iron shot to within two feet of the hole and he made it hr his victory. "I felt like crying," he said. 
I've never hit a shot that amounted to so much." 

He won the 1987 Byron Nelson Classic in a playoff over Mark Calcavecchia, The next year, 
he lost the Phoenix Open in a playoff to Sandy Lyle. A second place in the 1989 Doral Ryder Open 
was the best of his nine top 10 finishes that year.

"He's been in the hunt in a lot of major 
championships. This is his first, and I know what it must mean to him." 

He followed the great year with a horrible season in 1985 but it wasn't diagnosed until late in 
the year that he was suffering from a hyperactive thyroid. 

Once on the proper medication, he came back strong--vintage Crenshaw. He won twice in 
1986 and added victories in 1987 and 1988. In 1989 he played extremely well in the NEC World 
Series of Golf, only to lose in a playoff to David Frost. 

Last year Ben won again and it was in one of his favorite events, the Southwestern Bell 
Colonial. He also won the title in 1977, then known as the Colonial National Invitation. It certainly 
was the highlight of another very successful campaign. 

Ben's first victory was in the 1973 San Antonio-Texas Open. It was a historical week since, 
after a splendid amateur career, he was making his first start as an official member of the TOUR.

Jay Delsing came close to getting his elusive first victory on the PGA TOUR last year as he 
tied for third place in the Hardee's Golf Classic, just one stroke out of the Joey Sindelar-Willie Wood 
playoff. 

Nevertheless, it was his best-ever TOUR finish as he shot rounds of 66, 65, 70 and 68 for 
an 11-under-par 269. 

He had other good finishes in this, his best season, such as a fifth in the USF&G Classic and 
a tie for eighth place in the Phoenix Open. 

He had another "day to remember" in the 1985 B.C. Open. He matched the EnJoie Golf Club 
tournament record with a 9-under-par 62; equalling the mark set by Fuzzy Zoeller in 1982. 

"I finally had the hole get in the way most of the day," the lanky former UCLA standout said. 
"I had almost the same putts yesterday in the first round when I shot a 73, but they didn't go in. It's 
a crazy game." 

He was born into a sports atmosphere. His father, Jim Delsing, played for many years as an 
outfielder in the major leagues with such teams as the Yankees, White Sox, Tigers, St. Louis 
Browns and Kansas City A's. 

"I love baseball probably more than golf," Jay said. "but I took up golf when I was about 14 
because I wanted something that I could do by myself." 

During his days at St. Louis University High School in St. Louis, the 6'S 1/2" Delsing was an 
outstanding basketball player, but UCLA recruited him for his golf and not basketball. With the 
Bruins, he was a teammate of Corey Pavin and Steve Pate. 

After earning his degree in economics, he played the mini-tours for a year to gain more 
experience. Then he tried the TOUR's Qualifying School in 1984. He finished 24th and was on his 
way. 

He displayed considerable talent as 1985 progressed, but it took the 62 at the B.C. to put his 
name in the headlines. "I once shot a 61 when I was in high school ,"he said, "but that was my best 
in competition." 

Incidentally. Jay never had the pleasure of watching his dad in the major leagues. He was 
the fourth of five children and Jim had put his spikes away by the time Jay was old enough to know 
what was going on. "I did see him play in an old-timers game, though, and that was special."

Teary-eyed. Irwin said, "Mike Donald, God bless him. I almost wish he had won.' 
A month later. Mike tied with Irwin and Fuzzy Zoeller for second place in the Buick Open. 
During his 10th year on TOUR. Mike finally broke through and won in the 1989 Anheuser 

Busch Classic. He did it in a playoff over Hal Sutton and Tim Simpson. 
Well liked by his peers. Mike was elected in the fall of 1987 to a four-year term as a Player 

Director on the TOUR's Policy Board. 
When Mike was in the ninth grade, he gave up baseball to concentrate on golf. It was a good 

move. He went on to Broward Community College and won the National Junior College 
championship. It earned him a Chris Schenkel scholarship to Georgia Southern College. 

In his first tournament at Georgia Southern, he finished fifth, not bad at all when you consider 
the players who were 1-2 respectively were Jay Haas of Wake Forest and Chip Beck of Georgia. 
His parade didn't last long though, because "I had a conflict with the coach and they took my 
scholarship away." 

So Mike headed for home. "I didn't have any money, so I delivered flowers and umpired 
baseball games for a year." Georgia Southern brought in a new coach the next year and Mike was 
back in school. Before he returned though, Mike was impressive again as he went to the finals of 
the 1978 North and South Amateur before losing to Gary Hallberg. 

Mike started in the game at age 12. "My parents bought me a set of clubs because they didn't 
know what else to buy me.'

Ed has been on-and-off the TOUR several times since first qualifying for his card in Spring 
of 1975. His best previ pus year had been in 1 987 when he collected $76,705 to earn exempt status. 

When not on the TOUR, he proved to be the terror of tie PGA Club Pro series. In 1985, he 
was named the PGA Club Pro Player-of-the-Year, mainly on the strength of winning the national 
club pro championship. 

He won both the club pro match and stroke play championships in the mid-80s and also won 
three Philadelphia PGA Sectional crowns. 

Ed was a TOUF. regular from 1975 through 1982 but Fever earned more than $27,948 in a 
single season. 

He returned home to Pennsylvania to work at Edgemort Country Club as a club professional. 
In the years that followed, he played exceptionally well in the regional and national club pro events. 

"I had won everything that the PGA has." he said at the time. "the Grand Slam of club pro 
tournaments. I decided then to try and do something more with my game." 

He went back to the Qualifying Tournament in the fall of 1986 and made it.

Bob Eastwood has been able to enjoy a number of good years on the PGA TOUR but early 
in his career, he was wondering if he would be able to say that. 

So, it is easy to understand why he found it difficult to express his feelings in 1984. He simply 
said, "Incredible. I knew I was capable of winning It was just a matter of time for me to get 
everything together." "Time" turned out to be in his 13th year as an active player, and he not only 
broke through with his first victory, but he won his second as well. 

He won again in 1985 but his victory in the Byron Nelson Classic came in a rather 
unexpected fashion. He trailed Payne Stewart by two strokes as Payne played the last hole. 
Surprisingly, Payne double bogeyed the 18th to drop back into a tie with Bob. On the first extra 
hole, Bob won the title. 

His first victory was in the 1984 USF&G Classic in New Orleans and then he won the Danny 
Thomas-Memphis Classic. He also tied for third in the World Series of Golf that year. 

Last year was the fifth time he has collected more than $100.000. There certainly would 
have been more but injuries also cut into his effectiveness during a few years. 

He was four years old when he started to play golf. His father was in the golf business in 
Stockton, CA., and helped to build the Dry Creek Ranch GC in the 1960s. It was a family affair. 

His skills surfaced early, as he won city amateur titles in Stockton and Sacramento. He won 
the 1966 California State Amateur and while at San Jose State, he won the West Coast Athletic 
Conference title. 

Bob headed for the TOUR Qualifying School in the Spring of 1969 and he not only made 
it through, but he was the medalist. His life on the TOUR had to wait awhile. though. In October 
of that year, he went into the Army and was not discharged until October of 1971. So, he really 
didn't join the TOUR full-time until 1972. 

Several people have helped him along the way, such as Bob Warner in junior golf and Tom 
LoPresti during his college and early days on TOUR; but in recent years, Butch Baird has been 
his guiding hand on the practice tee.

Throughout his career, David Edwards has shown an ability to post really low numbers on 
some of the more difficult golf courses.. 

Two years ago for example. he trailed Ian Baker-Finch by nine strokes entering the final round 
of the Southwestern Bell Colonial. He then went out and shot a 65 on the tough Colonial course 
to leap into second place. 

Three years ago, he finished 65-67 to move into second place in the Bob Hope Chrysler 
Classic. 

Last year, two of his top 10 finishes came as results of final round 65s, in the Doral Ryder 
Open and the MCI Heritage Classic. 

His best may have been in the 1984 Los Angeles Open on the great Rivieria Country Club 
course. He shot a magnificient 7-under-par 64 to win by three over Jack Renner. 

The victory put him in the 1984 Masters Tournament for the first time and the experience was 
all he expected it to be--and more. A final-round 67 boosted him into a tie for third place. 

David enjoys telling people how he got started in the game. "I was about 12-years old." he 
said. "and I played because my brother Danny (who is five years older) played. That's all there was 
to it. All I did when I was growing up was tag along. I did whatever he did. He was the one who talked 
me into getting a set of clubs." 

In the fall of 1980. they carried their brother relationship to the ultimate, winning the Walt 
Disney World National Team Championship. 

David has enjoyed his share of success during his career, but he said it hasn't been easy. 
"At every level, from juniors, through high school, then college and now on the TOUR, I have had 
to start at the bottom and work my way up. I haven't been any instant success." 

He always found that success, though. He won the Oklahoma State Junior title in 1973, and 
won the National Collegiate championship for Oklahoma State in 1978. and twice was named to 
the collegiate All-America team.

Steve Elkington has never been better than he was during the final round of the 1990 K mart 
Greater Greensboro Open. 

He was seven-strokes behind Mike Reid starting the day and then blistered the Forest Oaks 
course with a 6-under-par 66 to win by two shots over Reid and Jeff Sluman. 

The effort did not surprise his peers. They had been saying that Steve was overdue to win. 
Now, they expect that winning trend to continue. 

Another in a long line of Australians to enjoy success here on the PGA TOUR, Steve grew 
up idolizing Bruce Devlin and says that he was often compared to him back home although Steve 
modestly attributes that to "the tact that we were both skinny." 

While winning the Doug Sanders Junior World Championship in 1981, Elkington was spotted 
by University of Houston coach Dave Williams who recruited the no-longer skinny Elkington to play 
for the Cougars. He had an excellent career at Houston winning All-America honors twice, 
collecting two individual Southwest Conference titles and he helped lead the Cougars to two NCAA 
Championships. 

It was while attending Houston that he first had thoughts of playing the TOUR, but first he 
spent a year on the European circuit as a tuneup. 

"Playing in Europe was the best thing that ever happened to me," said Elkington. "It really 
got me ready for the PGA TOUR and I needed the experience because the TOUR is even tougher 
than I thought it would be." 

Despite discovering an early season allergy to grass that obviously made playing golf 
difficult, Elkington got off to a strong start with two top ten finishes early in 1987 highlighted by a 
tie for eighth at the Honda Classic. It would prove to be his best finish of the year and it propelled 
him to exempt status for 1988, 

Two years ago he had three top ten finishes, including a tie for second at the Shearson 
Lehman Hutton Open. A brilliant final-round 62 propelled him into third place at the B.C. Open. 

Good things have been expected of Elkington ever since he won the Australian-New Zealand 
Amateur in 1980 and the Australian Amateur in 1981. He attributes his success to playing a lot as 
a child. 

"I grew up in the Outback and we really didn't have much to do so we spent all of our time 
playing, caddying. etc.,' said Elkington. "I've been going at it pretty strong since I was 10 years old." 

His reward was the scholarship to Houston, although he admits he almost left and he credits 
Coach Williams for keeping him here in the U.S. 

And what about those childhood comparisons to Devlin? 
"Bruce Devlin is still my favorite player, I really looked up to him and now he's a neighbor and 

a friend," smiled Elkington.

He was an 
exceptional basketba I player--gaining all-district honors aramd Abilene, TX his junior and senior 
years--but "when I was about 12 years old, I knew I wantec to play on the TOUR." 

He was only fogy  r-years old when his father took him t the golf course for the first time. By 
the time he was "six or seven' he was playing in junior everts around Abilene. "They were on a 
Par 3 course," he said, "and my Dad helped to run them." 

He played basketball and golf through high school; in feet he won the Texas High School Golf 
Championship in 1983. 

He earned a go f scholarship to the University of Texas and enjoyed considerable success 
as a collegiate. In 1988, he was awarded the Jack Nicklaus and Fred Haskins awards as the 
college-player-of-the-year. 

His close friend and teammate through these years-- rom eighth grade on--has been Kyle 
Coody, son of former Masters champion Charles Coody. 

In 1988 after leaving Texas. Bob turned professiona and played in five TOUR events on 
sponsor exemptions. He made the cut in four of them. "That gave me some added confidence going 
into 0-School," he said. 

He made it to become eligible for the 1989 campaign. He struggled in the early weeks of his 
rookie season, but in the summer, he obtained some help f-om Frank Johnson, a pro in Abilene, 
and Mike Adams in Pustin. 

"My short game was in pretty good shape anyway," ie explained, "but after working with 
Frank and Mike, my ball-striking improved greatly."
