ORDER
 

On motion of Jeffrey R. MacDonald [DE-184]/ the evidentiary hearing now scheduled 

for the week of October 31, 2011, is CONTINUED to 10:00 a.m. on November 28, 2011, in 

the Alton Lennon Federal Building, Wilmington, North Carolina.
