The mass merchandising era. Label 
investments in key acts. These are 
several aspects of the current music 
industry scene that have contributed 
to a "large volume or nothing" ap- 
proach in the sale of LP product. And 
the fact that dozens of LP's, some 
multi -LP sets, have had million unit 
sales contribute to this high volume 
sales psyche. 

We wonder, however, if all the obvi- 
ous benefits of doing a land office 
business in album sales have reduced 
to veritable insignificance the impor- 
tance of doing business in less than 
100,000 units. If the business disre- 
gards this slice of the sales pie, it 
may also be disregarding not only 
good profit potential, but the growth 
of artists and fields of music as well. 
An artist who can come up with a 
40,000 sales figure is not to be 
sneezed at-yet the business seems 
to think of this achievement as a poor 
showing in the light of those artists 
who come through with sales in the 
hundreds of thousands. This might 
well contribute to a malaise among 
label staffers in putting greater effort 
behind the act or area of music. And 
lost, perhaps, is the attraction that 
can eventually rise the sales ladder. 

As for fields of music, it certainly 

would be a shame if such areas as 
M -O -R, jazz and the classics are not 
receiving a greater share of industry 
sales simply because volume "doesn't 
warrant" more effort in these areas. 
Might it not be that these areas, with 
millions of recording buying con- 
sumers going for them, are more the 
victims of pale label efforts rather 
than an evolution in music? 

It's time, we feel, that manufac- 
turers weigh more carefully the sales 
response in the LP field for an act in 
any area of music. They should seize 
the opportunity presented by "medi- 
um" volume and investigate if there 
is more than meets the eye in this 
kind of consumer reaction. 

This could mean that there are, in- 
deed, more new acts than can be de- 
veloped. It could mean that some of 
the industry's established talents, es- 
pecially those in M -O -R, jazz and the 
classics, can penetrate the upper 
reaches of sales volume. 

We feel there is much to gain by a 

new look at the less -than -sensational 
volume sellers. If high volume is spoil- 
ing the business, it's also spoiling a 
chance to generate new high volume 
successes or, at least, a good profit 
return from medium-sized hit makers.

Jerry Moss To Industry 

At HARM: Examine Your Ethics 
BAL HARBOUR, FLA. - Tracing 
key developments of the ten years 
since the founding of A&M Records, 
of which he is co-founder and pres- 
ident, Jerry Moss opened the 1972 
NARM convention with a keynote ad- 
dress examining "The Challenges of 
Change." He singled out 1967 and 
1968 as being the years that brought 
the most significant changes during 
that decade, and tied them to the fu- 
ture with an appeal to the industry at 
large: "Before you take that next 
step forward, I beseech you, examine 
your ethics. Otherwise, pretty soon, 
they may be all you have left." 

Moss saw 1968 as "the year Wall 
Street started to really notice us. Not 
that there wasn't already a fair 
amount of public holding in our in- 
dustry.... But some of you become 
more concerned with hyping your 
stock than promoting your artists. 

"If you were to ask me what is the 
challenge of change, it is the chal- 
lenge to make sure that greed and 
ugliness don't completely overtake 
each and every one of us. It is the 
challenge to redefine our `bottom line' 
and to make that bottom line our own 
reservoir of values-the ones we 
wouldn't trade in just to effect the 
price of our stock." 

The Early Years 

Looking back a bit further, Moss 
noted, "The single major event of the 
music industry that year (1967) did 
not take place at NARM's convention 
in Los Angeles, though NARM's 
contribution was a splendid one in 
setting up their own scholarship 
foundation. 

"But the event of 1967 of which I 
speak took place in June in the sleepy 
picturesque town of Monterey, Cali- 
fornia. There took place an event 
titled "The Monterey International 
Festival. During three days and three 
nights of `music, love and flowers,' 
there appeared some of the brightest 
artists in the field of rock. Jimi Hen- 

drix emerged from his incredible per- 
formance at Monterey to become one 
of the most important artists our in- 
dustry has seen. The same could be 
said of Janis Joplin, whose appear- 
ance there generated such talk as to 
make her an instant star. Simon and 
Garfunkel brought one show to a 
stunning close as the Mamas and Pa- 
pas received one standing ovation af- 
ter another on the following night. 
Otis Redding proved what campus au- 
diences around the country already 
knew: that he was, perhaps, one of 
the greatest entertainers ever to set 
foot on a stage... 

FM Popularity 
"The `underground' truly surfaced 

at Monterey, and the event proved 
that (1) pop or rock festivals could 
happen with a number of star attrac- 
tions appearing on the same bill on 
two or more successive days at a fixed 
location, usually out of doors, and (2), 
most importantly, youthful audiences 
were absolutely ravenous for serious 
`rock' with or without the `roll.' 

"You know what followed. FM sta- 
tions sprang up all over the country 
to play heavy rock music. So-called 
rock palaces throughout the land, led 
by the success of the Fillmores, began 
to feature these artists in regularly 
scheduled venues. Newspapers and 
magazines that discussed nothing but 
rock flourished. And long hair, which 
was a major rallying point, began to 
grow and grown longer in every city 
and hamlet from San Clemente to 
Fitchburg, Mass." 

It was at this time, Moss pointed 
out, that the serious young record 
buyer appeared on the scene. "Not the 
consumer who bought records only as 
gifts on birthdays and holidays, not 
the buyer who would only cover fads 
and hit streaks of the established 
stars of TV and films. But we now 
had the consumer who needed the mu- 
sic, needed it like he or she needed

Cherie Amour," "You Really Got A 
Hold On Me," "Get Ready," "Do You 
Love Me," "You Made Me So Very 
Happy," "Hey Big Brother," "What's

Adams, acknowledged the signifi- 
cance of the move said, "The Society 
is extremely pleased and proud to wel- 
come this noteworthy publishing firm 
and its writers.

Mr. Gordy stated that 
through Stone -Diamond and Stone - 
Agate Music his organization will 
maintain a BMI catalogue and will 
continue to work with important BMI 
writers including Norman Whitfield, 
Barret Strong, Frank Wilson, and R. 
Dean Taylor. 

The Jobete firm which was formed 
in 1958 has had more than 500 top - 
100 single chart "A" sides including 
59 last year, and has been the number 
one chart activity publisher for a 
number of years. 

Adams pointed out that the Jobete 
election is the most recent indication 
that the Society's open-door and equal 
treatment policy has become widely 
known and brought many important 
catalogues under its banner. Among 
the recent outstanding contemporary 
writers joining ASCAP are Carole 
King, Livingston Taylor, Webb Pierce, 
Jonathan Edwards and Rod Stewart, 
as well as such great groups as Chase, 
Dr. John, J. Geils Band and War.

Label Presidents View Role Of 
Racks In Getting Product Across 
BAL HARBOUR, FLA. - The rack - 
jobber, as seen through the eyes of 
the presidents of eight leading record 
manufacturers, was the subject of the 
first formal panel feature of last 
week's NARM convention. 

The Presidential Panel, moderated 
by Stan Gortikov, former president of 
Capitol Records and just named to 
the newly -created post of permanent 
president of RIAA, were asked a 
series of questions by Gortikov, and 
following this, questions were han- 
dled from the floor. 

In response to what extent the rack 
jobber had "damaged the growth and 
stability" of manufacturers, there was 
general agreement that rack failure 
to handle catalog product was viewed 
with a good measure of frustration 
by manufacturers. 

Rocco Laginestra, president of RCA 
Records, saw it as "a lack of sufficient 
catalog support," while Ahmet Erte - 
gun, president of Atlantic Records, 

Bogus Recording 
Battle: The 2nd 
Phase Is Here 
MIAMI BEACH, FLA. - The value 
of the Federal recording copyright 
will become more apparent as the 
months go by, but the battle against 
bogus recordings must continue. 

A panel of lawyers and wholesalers 
discussed the record/tape piracy situa- 
tion during a "Problems of Piracy" 
session at last week's NARM conven- 
tion. 

Panel moderator Earl Kintner, 
NARM counsel, said the industry had 
entered "Phase 2" of the illegal dupli- 
cation problem, one that is designed 
to "finally stamp out bootlegging and 
counterfeiting that is threatening the 
life of this industry." 

Despite the Federal legislation, 
Charles Ruttenberg, a lawyer on the 
Federal Commission on the Fine Arts 
& Humanities, noted that much cur- 
rent hit product is not covered by the 
new law, which covers only product 
made after Feb. 15. "It's value will 
become increasingly apparent," he ex- 
plained, "as time goes by. In six or 
nine months, the leading recordings 
will fall under the new law. We are 
now in a period of transition." 

The panel also made these points: 
there is no such thing as a "legal 
duplicator" of unauthorized record- 
ings; the approach by those who 
are trying to declare the new Federal 
copyright unconstitutional has no 
merit; that fact that music publishers 
may deal with illegal duplicators does 
not establish their legality. 

Jules Yarnell, counsel to RIAA on 
the unauthorized recordings problem, 
noted the association's new drive- 
allocating $1 million-against the 
evil. It will involve investigatory 
shoppers in each key community of 
the country, who are being trained to 
do the job "unobtrusively and effec- 
tively." 

Other panel members, including 
Sam Marmaduke, head of Western 
Merchandisers in Texas, who played a 
role in the establishment of Texas 
legislation against bogus recordings, 
Howard Smith, a lawyer, John Clark, 
of Abeles & Clark, cited the need for 
continued vigilance and recourses on 
State and Federal levels. 

"There must be constant pressures 
on District Attorneys," said Rutten- 
berg," and a redoubling of efforts to 
get more legislation and enforce 
laws." Eight states presently have 
laws on their books making illegal 
duplication a crime. Legislation is 
now pending in Mississippi and Mary- 
land. 

noted that "more and more serious 
collectors" require rack attention. He 
added that new retail establishments 
were blossoming to take care of this 
need. Larry Uttal, president of Bell 
Records, saw a "substantial balance 
between racks and retailing" in inven- 
tory stocking, yet he wondered if re- 
tailers might be heading toward the 
rack philosophy. Jay Lasker, pres- 
ident of ABC/Dunhill, said that racks 
were failing to aid manufacturers in 
building new acts. Larry Uttal felt 
that, perhaps, all that was required of 
racks was to offer the business high 
volume selling. Clive Davis, president 
of Columbia, said that the music busi- 
ness "must not be analogized to 
newsstand selling," as indicated by 
Lasker earlier, "and that "knowledge 
of the industry's product was essen- 
tial for a prosperous business." Ear- 
lier, Davis had cited "lack of involve- 
ment in music" as his major gripe 
against rack -jobbers. As an example, 
he stated that racks who do not keep 
tabs on singles sales often lose a lot 
of sales in the follow-up album. 

On the catalog issue, Mike Mait- 
land, president of MCA Records, said

Lundvall, Munves Discuss 
Marketing At NARM Confab 
BAL HARBOUR, FLA. - "Merchan- 
dising," said Columbia's Bruce 
Lundvall, addressing racks and re- 
tailers at last week's NARM conven- 
tion, "is something we all do. And 
we're here to explore ways of doing 
it better." 

Under the general heading "The 
Missing Dollars: Challenges in Mer- 
chandising and Advertising," the 
Tuesday morning (March 7) business 
session zeroed in on areas that war- 
rant a closer look in order to meet 
these challenges. Of these, the need for 
more artist information and greater 
sophistication in ad layout and con- 
tent, were cited by Lundvall in his 
opening speech. Another, the sales 
potential in "minority product"- 
classics, children's records, jazz and 
tape-was the subject of a lively talk 
by RCA's Red Seal tapper Peter Mun - 
ves. A third opportunity to turn up 
those "missing dollars," the use of 
television as a medium of record ad- 
vertising, was examined first by 
Lundvall and later during the ses- 
sion's panel discussion, which he mod- 
erated. 

Panelists, in addition to Munves, 
were Brown Meggs, Capitol Records' 
vice president of marketing; R. A. 
Harlan of ABC Records & Tape 
Sales; Barrie Bergman, president of 
the Record Bar stores in the South; 
Tom Bonetti, president of GRT Cor- 
poration; Steve Binder of Binder - 
Porter Television Productions; Russ 
Solomon, of the Hollywood retail 
outlet Tower Records; and Columbia 
Records' Al Teller. 

In his opening remarks Lundvall 
pointed to the information gap he be- 
lieves exists today and the correspond- 
ing losses in sales on "packages that 
attract but do not inform." He also 
called for more knowledgeable sales 
staffs, reflecting a similar position 
taken by Clive Davis the day before. 
"Self service," Lundvall said, "is obvi- 
ously not the answer for so diverse a 
product as records and tape." He sug- 
gested that some form of in-store au- 
dio, filling the role once played by the 
listening booth, might "make the rec- 
ord store as exciting to be in as rec- 
ords are to be into." 

Lundvall went on to criticize record 
advertising as "often wasteful and 
untargeted." He stressed the need to 
build consumer awareness of new 
product via a greater degree of so- 
phistication in advertising messages 

and in choice of media, including tele- 
vision on a local level, as well as the 
need to pinpoint advertising to the 
demographics of the record -buying 
public. 

"To break new ground," Lundvall 
said, "we must break with tradi- 
tion." 

The illustrated talk by RCA's Peter 
Munves looked to tradition at one 
point to make a point. Quoting Shaw 
("The damnest things are done to 
music"), Munves cited the many in- 
stances where the classics have served 
to produce today's hit albums- 
Emerson, Lake & Palmer's "Pictures 
at an Exhibition," "The Clockwork 
Orange" soundtrack and "Death in 
Venice," among them-instances 
where "the industry is ripping off the 
classics." Or where symphonic groups 
covered popular hits, like the "Love 
Story" album by the Philadelphia Or- 
chestra under Eugene Ormandy. Or 
rip-offs of rip-offs, where record 
companies pick up from today's clas- 
sic -inspired hits to come up with 
more of their own. Or his own series 
of Greatest Hits albums, where "the 
packaging said 'try it, you'll like it'- 
and they did." 

Munves noted that in all these forms 
plus novelty items like the Bern- 
stein "Mass," Ravi Shankar's sitar 
concerto and a number of sound spec- 
taculars-the classics business had in 
four years come close to the $10 mil- 
lion mark and still had a long way to 
go. Children's records ("our opportu- 
nity to build a future market to- 
day"), jazz and tape were likewise 
viewed as sources for increased sales 
by way of reaching "a vast potential 
audience." To do that, Munves said, 
"give 'em greater selectivity." 

The session was then opened to 
questions and answers, the latter 
from both panelists and audience. Top 
ics discussed included the future di- 
rection of record retailing (Solomon: 
"the bigger the better"), the best 
guide to a starter collection in the 
classics (Meggs: "our salesmen"), 
ways in which to measure the effec- 
tiveness of advertising (Teller: "no 
single answer, nothing accurate or 
certain"), the marketing of tape 
(Bonetti: "it's a portable market so 
we aim our merchandising that way") 
and the uses of television (Binder: "I 
predict the biggest seller of the audio 
experience will be the TV tube").

Davis On `Bangla' LP: 

Klein Publicity Unjust 
BAL HARBOUR, FLA. - The "Ban- 
gla Desh" LP was a topic for discus- 
sion last week at the NARM conven- 
tion in Miami. The subject arose at 
the president's panel discussion via a 
question from the floor by David Lie- 
bermann, Minneapolis rack jobber. He 
asked why the "Bangla Desh" LP was 
merchandised in such a manner that 
the rack operator was not given an 
opportunity to make his normal 
mark-up on a $10.00 cost item. 

Clive Davis defended the desire of 
George Harrison and Allen Klein, 
Abkco president, to give the UNICEF 
charity $5.00 from each album, al- 
though he remarked that if he had 
control of the package he would have 
marketed it "completely differently." 
He did not elaborate on his state- 
ment, other than to say that from 
time to time a unique project like the 
"Bangla Desh" LP has such unusual 
qualities that it has to be handled in a 
different fashion than normal by the 
racks. 

Davis also commented that some of 
the adverse publicity against Klein of 
late (probably referring to the recent 
"New York" magazine article) had 
"done Klein a terrible injustice" when 
Klein and Harrison were trying to 
get maximum benefit for the Bangla 
Desh refugee charity. 

`Super Rap' Comments 

The Bangladesh LP was again sub- 
ject for discussion at the NARM 
meeting when Artie Mogull, disk vet- 
eran, at the Wednesday "Super Rap" 
session, commented that the rack job- 
ber's darkest hour was in their at- 
titude toward the Bangladesh LP and 
their desire to make a normal mark- 
up on a charity LP that could have 
done the industry tremendous good. 

Dave Rothfeld of Korvette said he 
ordered 50,000 units of the LP and 
felt everyone should have gotten be- 
hind it. Another record exec pointed 
out that the person losing the most 

money on this venture was Apple 
who lost an LP by George Harrison, 
since the artist probably cannot come 
up with another LP in the same year. 

Everyone seemd to agree that com- 
munications on the distribution of 
monies from the album were so bad 
that it created doubts as to how the 
money was being divided, and many 
retailers, as a result, wanted their 
normal mark-up. 

Russ Solomon of the Tower Retail 
Shops on the west coast, said that he 
stocked loads of the LP and made 
"a lot of money" from them. 

Most of the jobbers seemed to agree 
that if there had been a better return 
privilege on the album than the 10c/e 
return offered by Apple, they would 
have been able to order better and 
sell more.

NARM Show 
Problems 
MIAMI, FLA.-There is a definite 
need to set up a show production group 
for NARM if the association hopes 
to have talent perform at their an- 
nual convention in the future. That 
was the sentiment of a number of 
people who went to great expense to 
bring their artists down to last week's 
NARM. 

Because too many acts perform in 
a given evening, because many are on 
stage for too long, because the shows 
often start too late after dinner, 
awards presentations, etc., and be- 
cause the air-conditioning in the ho- 
tels is ridiculously cold, too many 
people leave the banquet hall be- 
fore the star performers come out to 
do their act. The result is that the 
star attraction, usually the closing 
performer, works to an embarrassing 
handful of people. That happened re- 
peatedly at this year's NARM and 
it will discourage good entertainment 
from coming to future conventions. 

Many manufacturers, who supply 
the talent at great cost, feel that the 
subject should take top priority at 
a forthcoming NARM board meeting.

'Truth Of Truths' To Play Eight Cities 
HOLLYWOOD -Ray Ruff, president 
of Oak Records, announced plans to 
stage and broadcast "live" presenta- 
tions of the rock opera "Truth of 
Truths" in nine cities. Eight will be in 
conjunction with sunrise services 
Easter morning, April 2. The ninth 
will be held as part of San Antonio's 
Festival of Lights, April 23. 

Seven of the eight Easter events 
will utilize local choral groups sing- 
ing against a specially -edited, pre- 
recorded background track from the 
Oak album of the opera.

In San An- 
tonio, that city's Youth Symphony 
will provide instrumental backing for 
a 100 -voice choir. 

The event was originally proposed 
by Bob Wilson, program director of 
Los Angeles radio station KDAY. The 
station, which does a large amount of 
remote broadcasting, usually delayed 
types of local club dates, was looking 
for an effective Easter promotion, and 
approached Ruff. Oak Records agreed 
to assist the station in setting up the 
location and supplying the cast. 

Enthusiasm grew to the present sit- 
uation, with the following stations co- 
operating in local stagings and 
broadcasts: WWDJ, New York; 
KIMN, Denver; WSAI, Cincinnati 
KJR, Seattle; WQIX. Atlanta, KQV, 
Pittsburgh; WFIL, Philadelphia and 
KTSA, San Antonio. 

KDAY's Wilson estimated the cost 
of the local production at between 
$6,000 and $8,000, to be split between 
the station and Oak.

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NARM Board Resolution: Fight l«JSCISPSrSVeJJOVI 
Against Piracy to Continue 
BAL HARBOUR, FLA. - It a reso- 
lution passed by the NARM board of 
directors on March 4, the association 
vowed to continue its fight against 
piracy, bootlegging and counterfeit- 
ing. 

Noting an original resolution 
passed by the board in 1970, they 
pointed out that the subsequent in- 
dustry drive resulted in stronger 
copyright protection in several states 
and a severe national copyright law 
passed this year. 

Promising to continue the drive, the 
NARM board revealed a plan to es- 
tablish committees of key members in 
every region of the nation to work 
with other organizations in searching 
out violators of the copyright 
statutes. 

Concluding the resolution, the 
NARM board urged . . that all 
segments of the recorded music indus- 
try-manufacturers, music publish- 
ers, artists, distributors, racks, one - 
stop and retailers-dedicate them- 
selves in the next year to solving this 
crisis which faces the whole industry 
to the end that those who are stealing 

the industry's product shall be driven 
from the marketplace and that the 
consumer once again may purchase 
the industry's product with assurance 
that he is producing a legitimate 
product of his favorite musical ar- 
tist." 

Clive Davis 
Has A Son 
NEW YORK - It was just another 
week in the life of Clive Davis. Fly 
down to Miami to attend the RIAA 
meeting. Hold planning meetings with 
the Columbia team on Sunday. Serve 
as one of the panelists on the Presi- 
dential Panel which opened the 
NARM Rack Jobber Convention at 
the Americana Hotel in Miami.

Fly back 
down to Miami to m.c. the Columbia 
sponsored dinner and show Wednes- 
day night.

New & Old Jazz Alive At Columbia 
NEW YORK - As in the old Mark 
Twain anecdote, rumors of the death 
of jazz have been greatly exaggerat- 
ed. In fact, in recent months the re- 
surgence of this traditional American 
musical form has given jazz aficion- 
ados and record companies cause to 
reflect. At Columbia, the reflection 
has taken the form of an increased 
emphasis on the label's current jazz 
album entries, coupled with a re - 
emphasis on some of the great jazz 
and blues artists of the past. 

In the forefront of the former cate- 
gory are the works of Miles Davis. 
According to Columbia's director of 
press and information services Bob 
Altshuler, it was the enormous suc- 
cess of Davis' "Bitches Brew" which 
triggered the jazz revival. That dou- 
ble LP crossed over to become a 
huge chart item and shot new blood 
into Davis' career, even to the extent 
that he began playing such rock hal- 
lowed halls as the Fillmore. 

Two recent additions to the label, 
Charles Mingus and Omette Coleman, 

are considered by many jazz critics to 
have been as influential as Davis. 
Each has released his first album for 
Columbia during the past month. The 
Mingus set, issued this week, is titled 
"Let My 'Children Hear Music," while 
the Coleman LP is called "Science 
Fiction." 

Newer artists who have been re- 
leased on Columbia during the past 
several months include Weather Re- 
port, Soft Machine, the Mahavishnu 
Orchestra and Compost. 

The surprising popularity of the 
Bessie Smith series has prompted 
Columbia to search through its ar- 
chives for more vintage jazz and 
blues. Some never before released 
Charlie Christian material was literal- 
ly uncovered in a warehouse and will 
soon be made available in LP form. 
Other upcoming sets include a Billie 
Holiday double album and a collec- 
tion of renowned Count Basie so- 
loists. In addition, the fifth volume in 
the Bessie Smith series is scheduled 
for release later this month. 

JUST DROPPED IN-Recent Warner Bros. Records pactee Claudia Lennear 
is seen visiting with Warner Bros. executive vice president Joe Smith in the 
latter's Burbank office. The two discussed recording plans which call for Nash- 
ville sessions with production work by Jack Nitzsche. Lennear comes to Warner 
Bros. as a solo artist after building a national reputation on the basis of her 
back up work with such artists as Leon Russell, Joe Cocker, Ry Cooder, Ike 
and Tina Turner and George Harrison. 

Soundesign Joins 
Columbia SQ Ranks 
NEW YORK-Soundesign Corpora- 
tion, a major importer and distribu- 
tor of stereo systems and related 
audio equipment, has become the lat- 
est addition to Columbia's impressive 
growing list of SQ disc system licen- 
sees. 

The American Stock Exchange 
listed Soundesign Corporation, head- 
quartered in Jersey City, had sales 
of approximately $50 million in 1971 
and is one of the most rapidly grow- 
ing factors in the audio home enter- 
tainment field. Soundesign markets, 
its products in the United States and 
Canada under the "Soundesign" and 
"Realtone" brand names and recently 
introduced a sophisticated line of 
stereo systems to be marketed under 
the "Winthrop" brand name. This 
line was designed by their audio en- 
gineering and product design staff in 
Tokyo. 

Soundesign joins such other hard- 
ware manufacturers as Sony, Har- 
man - Kardon, Kenwood, Sherwood 
Electronics, Masterwork, Lafayette 
Radio, Radio Shack and Instruteck 
in opting for Columbia's quadra- 
phonic disc system. 

Software manufacturers like EMI, 
Vanguard, Stan Kenton's Creative 
World label and CBS/Sony have also 
chosen the SQ system for their quad 
disc release and Columbia expects 
other major labels are expected to 
jam the ranks shortly. (Columbia is 
in the process of readying Leonard 
Bernstein's "Mass" in SQ to meet 
existing demand and will soon re- 
lease additional titles in SQ and 
stereo simultaneously.)

The new SD -1 features soft padded 
leather -like vinyl earpieces to afford 
comfortable seating around the ears 
for isolation from external noise and 
provides the listener with extended 
bass response. Newly designed metal- 
lized mylar diaphragms provide fre- 
quency response from 20 Hz to 20 
kHz. 

Listed at $29.95, the model SD -1 
will be available at dealers worldwide 
starting April 1972. Marantz is a 
subsidiary of Superscope, Inc. 

Co-op Ampex Ad Pgrm. 
NEW YORK-The first reported co- 
operative advertising program in the 
consumer blank tape industry is being 
inaugurated this month by the Ampex 
magnetic tape division. 

The program is aimed at furthering 
the division's penetration in the con- 
sumer blank tape market, according 
to Jim Lantz, national sales manager, 
consumer tape products. It pledges 
the division to help defray the cost 
of local advertising undertaken by 
dealers of Ampex blank tape products. 

"Similar co-op programs have been 
successful in other consumer indus- 
tries, but this is the first such pro- 
gram originated by a manufacturer 
of blank tape," Lantz said. 

SONY Bows CRO-60 
Chromium/Ox Stock 
SUN VALLEY, CAL.-A "high per- 
formance" chromium dioxide cassette 
from SONY, CRO-60, has just been 
introduced by Superscope, Inc. 

According to Superscope: "SONY 
designed the CRO-60 to meet the de- 
mand for a cassette tape that cap- 
tures music with utmost fidelity. It 
provides an extended frequency re- 
sponse, enabling it to record the high 
ranges as well as the low frequencies; 
and a high saturation point, allowing 
it to accept an increased amount of 
recording energy before distortion." 

Chromium dioxide tape, such as 
that used in CRO-60, employs an 
oxide coating with inherent high co- 
ercivity and retentivity. These char-

GARDENA, CAL.-Audio Magnetics 
has launched an 8 -track blank cart- 
ridge promotion to take advantage of 
the growth in this segment of the 
blank tape business. It has introduced 
a revolving display of blister packed 
8 -track cartridges. Each rack holds 
13 36 -minute, 26 72 -minute and 1;3 
head cleaner cartridges. 

"There is reason to believe that 
1972 will show an even more dramatic 
growth picture for blank 8 -track 
tape," said Scott Conover, sales vice 
president. "Lack of equipment avail- 
able to consumers for recording 8 - 
track blanks has been a limiting fac- 
tor in the past, but hardware manu- 
facturers are doing something about 
improving the situation." 

He cites industry figures that re- 
port that sales of 8 -track playback/ 
record equipment will be up about 13 
per cent this year. "This is one reason 
why we feel the sales outlook for 8 - 
track blanks is very good." 

Conover said the company's sales 
increased 180 per cent in 1971 for 
36 -minute 8 -track blanks over the pre- 
vious year and 71 per cent for 72 - 
minute cartridges in 1971 over 1970. 
"These are significant gains, however, 
there is reason to believe the blank 
cartridge market is just now begin- 
ning." he said. 

The program covers the full line 
of Ampex 300 Series blank tape prod- 
ucts, which include cassette, cartridge 
and open reel tapes. Ampex dealers 
will be notified this month of the co- 
on program. All purchases made by 
dealers since January 1 are eligible 
to be credited to the dealer under the 
co-op advertising program.

-Winding up their first tour without 
Duane Allman, this Capricorn Rec- 
ords band confirmed that they still 
hold just claim to being the best 
around. 

Perhaps in an effort to lead the 
audience slowly into adjusting to the 
late co -leader's absence, much of the 
material presented has been in their 
repertoire for some time, even those 
songs presented as being from their 
new "Eat a Peach" LP. The group 
opened with "Statesboro Blues," pro- 
ceeded with "It's a Man Down 
There," "Stormy Monday," and a very 
fast "You Don't Love Me." "In Mem- 
ory of Elizabeth Reed" was particu- 
larly well -accepted. And, of course, 
the set concluded with a long jam on 
Donovan's "There Is A Mountain." 

Dicky Betts, founding member and 
now the sole guitarist in the band, 
now has to carry the entire guitar 
load. Fortunately, and as we all 
knew, he is powerful enough to do it. 
He plays slide guitar for the first 
couple of numbers, and then returns 
to his regular style. As usual, the 
rhythm section was totally superb. 
It's impossible to single out any 
member-they don't work that way. 
That's why .they're so good. 

If there was any doubt about the 
future of this excellent musical orga- 
nization it should be quickly dis- 
pelled. Duane Allman will be missed, 
to be sure, but the Allman Brothers 
Band can continue to wear his name 
proudly.

Laura Nyro & Labelle 
Miguel 

SANTA MONICA CIVIC AUDI- 
TORIUM, L.A.-Laura Nyro's return 
to Los Angeles after a lengthy ab- 
sence proved to be a welcome return; 
her fans were most enthusiastic. 
Cameras were in profusion, flowers 
were brought to the stage, and the 
noisy talkers who dominated the 
opening set kept themselves respect- 
fully quiet. 

Opening the evening was Miguel, a 
guitarist specializing in Spanish mu- 
sic with a quasi -Arabian number and 
a Scarlatti adaptation thrown in for 
good measure. His set was fairly 
brief, well -played and a nice opener 
for what followed. The example of 
bringing one's own opening act might 
well be followed by other acts of Miss 
Nyro's standing. 

Seated alone at the piano, Miss 
Nyro performed a 45 -minute set 
opening with the title song from her 
most recent Columbia album, "It's 
Gonna Take a Miracle." Included in 
the unaccompanied portion of the 
program were several original songs, 
all warmly received, and such materi- 
al as "Ooh Child" and "Up on the 
Roof." The set ended with a strong 
reading of "Save the Country" and a 
large ovation. 

Returning to the stage for what 
many people might have thought to 
be an encore, Miss Nyro brought with 
her the three members of Labelle, the 
excellent singing group backing her 
on the "Miracle" LP. Together, they 
proceeded through spirited versions 
of several songs from the album, 
none originals. Labelle showed them- 
selves to be the classiest backing 
group east of the Blossoms, and their 
assistance on "The Bells" was partic- 
ularly noteworthy. 

The added variety the group 
brought to the Nyro show made all 
the difference in the world from past 
local performances; timing and pac- 
ing are just right, where in the past 
the show tended to be a bit draggy. 

It might also be pointed out that 
the entire presentation was carried 
out in a most complementary manner: 
quiet jazz over the p.a. before the 
show and during intermissions, no 
"boss jock" announcer, and guards 
were kept pretty invisible. t.e, 

The Temptations 
Willie Tyler 

COPACABANA, NYC-Not too many 
groups are known by nicknames, but 
the Tempts have earned the right to 
be recognized by the first syllable of 
a moniker which has stood them in 
good stead through ten years, many 
musical changes and the loss of many 
tap lead vocalists, the most recent 
being Eddie Kendricks. 

But the word "loss" really doesn't 
apply here. The Temptations always 
seem to "gain" more than a reputa- 
tion for interchangeable parts when 
personnel changes occur. At the pres- 
ent, the additions of Damon Harris 
and Richard Street to the stalwartly 
Otis Williams, Melvin Franklin and 
Dennis Edwards have resulted in the 
sharpest, smoothest and most quick - 
paced act the quintet has ever put 

over. Ripping through 16 of their hits 
(not counting medley numbers) they 
virtually left the audience awestruck 
by their supercompetence and super - 
showmanship. Masters of choreogra- 
phy as well as vocal magic, no act 
even comes close to their dynamic 
range of mood and groove. The quin- 
tessential quintet of soul is still just 
that. 

Willie Tyler is the foremost black 
ventriloquist in the world, and is fast 
becoming the busiest, black or white. 
He is a perfect opening act for the 
Tempts (or for any Motown act, for 
that matter) and his renown is solid- 
ly grounded. In addition to his tech- 
nical prowess, he is devilishly funny. 

David Steinberg 
PERSIAN ROOM, NYC-How can 
you be under six feet tall and still 
go over people's heads ? If you're 
David Steinberg at the Persian Room, 
it's easy. 

Steinberg is clever and subtle, 
working toward achieving mind -blows 
more than belly -laughs. On the night 
we caught his act, the wining and 
dining crowd seemed more interested 
in belly -laughs, which Steinberg soli- 
cited with his more obvious lines. But 
his timely transitions and subtle mo- 
tions onstage breezed right by. Most 
of all, his unique philosophy of humor 
had difficulty establishing audience 
rapport. 

Nonetheless, David Steinberg is a 
very funny man, and a very honest 

r.a. 

one. He is not afraid to make fun of 
the truth, even if it means laughing 
at society's sacred cows. Even if it 
means laughing at himself. 

His act now consists in part of his 
time -tested material, such as avant- 
garde interpretations of the Bible and 
high school flings with Judy Disney. 
Another portion of his set involves 
newer material while ad-lib and exper- 
imentation are interspersed through- 
out. And all these segments relate 
back to a very basic talent-a broad 
laugh -winning smile that seems be- 
guilingly boyish until you realize that 
it is parked under two very sophisti- 
cated eyes that radiate a sly sense of 
absurdity.

Dory Previn 
SCHOENBERG HALL, U.C.L.A. - 
Even though she's never done a real 
public appearance and her record 
sales are hardly staggering, Dory 
Previn has a devoted coterie of fans. 

Ms. Previn came nervous, but 
prepared for the occasion with a fine 
backing group of two acoustic guitar- 
ists, bass, drums and piano. She 
played guitar also, as well as singing 
a set of all -original material. 

Her "thing" is a very frank presen- 
tation of her personality to her audi- 
ence, roughly the same sort of thing 
John Lennon has been doing for the 
last couple of years. The prime differ- 
ence is that Ms. Previn is a pop 
songwriter of the old school, and her 
material is structurally and melodi- 
cally very non -rock and rollish. She 
chatted with the audience in a most 
agreeable fashion, and they recipro- 
cated by cheering, singing along, and 
finally awarding her a well -deserved 
standing ovation. She didn't include 
one of her older compositions, 
"You're Gonna Hear From Me," but 
she might well have. t.e. 

Dianne Davidson 
GASLIGHT II, NYC - We told you 
before, but we'll tell you again. This 
woman is going to be big. Dianne 
Davidson is a country -folk -blues -rock 
genius who could only have come out 
of the Nashville scene so clogged 
with "good" talent that you have to 
be a genius just to keep head above 
water. 

Joining Dianne on this set was the 
finger-pickin' good Mac Gayden and 
there's talk of his hitching up with 
her on a permanent professional ba- 
sis. Their guitars and voices combine 
to produce the finest male -female duo 
since Delaney & Bonnie, and what's 
more they can cause an explosion 
without requiring any friends at all. 
Improvising their way through an 
evening, fingers and falsettos fly and 
if there's an unmoved body in the 
crowd by set's end, it's either a corpse 
or a manikin. 

Her upcoming Janus LP is as mon- 
strously good as her live act. Oh, to 
be stuck inside the Gaslight with 
those Nashville blues again!

The Kinks 
Lindisfarne 

CARNEGIE HALL, NYC-The Kinks 
are the sort of band your big brother 
(the one they always said wouldn't 
amount to anything) might play in. 
And if you never let your sibling 
rivalries get out of hand, you'd prob- 
ably go to see them whenever and 
wherever they played. Last week the 
Kinks turned up at Carnegie Hall and 
a lot of little brothers and sisters 
came to hear, dance, maybe even to 
overlook. A Kinks fan doesn't attend 
a concert just to listen to the songs- 
he comes to cheer for his favorites: 
that they will be in tune, that they 
will remember the words, sometimes 
even that Ray Davies will be able to 
stand. 

Enough of motivations. On Thurs- 
day night the Kinks were in top 
form. Davies was just loose enough 
and the band was instrumentally 
sound. "Muswell Hillbillies," the 
group's most recent RCA album, was 
the focal point for the evening. The 
boys did "Acute Schizophrenia Para- 
noia Blues," "Skin And Bone," "Com- 

plicated Life" and a raucous singa - 
longing "Have a Cuppa Tea." Not 
surprisingly, some of the most hilari- 
ous moments came when Raymond 
Douglas sauntered to the solo spot- 
light for "Alcohol!' Spritzing beer in 
all directions and pouring the re- 
mainder down his throat, Davies was 
at his comic best. The group followed 
with "Lola" and topped off the night 
with "You Really Got Me." 

Lindisfarne was a revelation. Play- 
ing to a predominantly Kinks audience, 
this five man group was so engaging 
and solid that they won everyone 
over in no time flat and then went 
on to play one of the finest opening 
sets we have witnessed in the past 
several years. Theirs is an irrepressi- 
ble blend of British folk music and 
out -front rock and roll. Concentrating 
mostly on their recently released 
Elektra set, "Fog On The Tyne," 
Lindisfarne served notice that they 
have what it takes to be a head- 
lining act before long. e.k. 

Potliquor 
Alex Richman 

WHISKY A GO GO, L.A. - For their 
first L.A. engagement, Janus Records' 
Potliquor proved themselves to be an 
impressive, blues -based club band. The 
group, from Baton Rouge, Louisiana, 
specialize in a hocks -and -greens type 
of music that's pretty appealing even 
when performed badly. When the act 
knows what they're doing, as is the 
case here, they're all the more prom- 
ising. 

Most of the vocals are handled by 
the keyboard player, George Ratzlaff. 
They're good, funky and all that, but 
a bit more variety might be helpful. 
The selections performed included a 
variety of types of material, from 
"Night Time is the Right Time" to a 
semi a cappella "Barbara Ann" and 
E. A. Poe's "The Raven" set to music. 
Also included, of course, were the 
group's current single, "Cheer," and a 
good original called "Chattanooga." 

Second -billed was Alex Richman, 
who writes, sings and plays piano. 
Judging her performance at the 
Whisky is difficult, owing to a sound 
system imbalance that left her all but 
overpowered by her band. 

She appears, however, to be a gut- 
sy singer whose forceful belting can 
generate a lot of momentum among 
herself, the band members and their 
audience. A more precise evaluation 
must wait until her voice and writing 
have a better chance to display them- 
selves. The Capitol artist's version of 
"To Love Somebody" is nice. My first 
impulse is to suggest that she switch 
to organ, work only with a bassist 
and drummer and get into the same 
sort of thing Lee Michaels does 
(which includes making a lot of mon- 
ey) . t.e. 

Livingston Taylor 
Travis -Shook 

TROUBADOUR, L.A. - When Phil 
Walden first signed Livingston Tay- 
lor, it was as a songwriter. That was 
a few years ago, and thankfully Liv's 
recording now, and making personal 
appearances such as this. For he's 
truly an appealing performer, nearly 
as gifted in that respect as he is as a 
writer. 

Taylor has a highish, reedy voice- 
sounding, at times, a bit like Jose 
Feliciano. He enunciates his words 
very clearly, pushing certain phrases 
and clipping off words from time to 
time in the same way that a jazz 
musician might, when singing. There's 
a lot of tension in his voice and man- 
ner; tension that is cut down a bit 
when he shifts from guitar to piano. 

His original material is largely up- 
beat in nature, with words especially 
worth listening to. His writing shows 
intelligence, perception and crafts- 
manship, particularly on numbers like 
"In My Reply." One factor possibly 
discouraging cover versions of many 
of his songs is that they tend to be 
intricately constructed, and it's hard 
to tell the titles without having a 
songbook in hand. 

In addition to his own numbers, 
Taylor offers a well-chosen repertoire 
of other people's songs-"With a Lit- 
tle Help From My Friends," "Don't 
Let Me Lose This Dream," "Six Days 
on the Road," and "Over the Rain- 
bow," to name a few. Liv tends to 
throw away songs he didn't write, but 
they add a lot of depth to his per- 
formance and the performances are 
always quite credible. 

Opening the show was Travis - 
Shook and the Club Wow, a highly 
amusing two man band whose musi- 
cal position is somewhere between 
Seals and Crofts and the Bonzos, with 
a bit of Dan Hicks added. Their pro- 
gram ranges from originals to oldies- 
but-obscuries like the Cadets' 
"Stranded in the Jungle" and a Sand- 
pipers parody. "Teenage Prayer," a 
contemporary answer to Eddie 
Cochran's "Teenage Heaven" was 
particularly amusing. t.e.

Harold Sulman 
To ABC Sales 
FREEPORT-Harold Sulman, with 
the Scepter organization for three 
years in varying capacities, will be- 
come the record buyer for ABC Sales 
out of Seattle upon leaving Scepter 
this week. 

Ed Kushins, v.p. of sales for Scep- 
ter, expressed his regrets at seeing 
Harold leave. 

The move created a bit of a prob- 
lem at Scepter's sales meeting on this 
island last week. Because Harold, 
still representing Scepter, had to dis- 
cuss with Stan Sulman, the number 
of records ABC would order out of 
the new Scepter release, knowing full 
well that right after the convention 
was over, Harold would have to be 
on the receiving end of the records 
ordered and would have to be able 
to get rid of them. He was selling 
to himself. 

Tommy Smalls Dies 
NEW YORK-Veteran disk jockey 
Tommy Smalls, who played an im- 
portant role in the tremendous growth 
of rock and roll music in the late 
fifties, died of cancer last week.

that "it was a revelation to me" to 
discover the success of the MCA ca- 
talog in record clubs, and other mail- 
order operations. 

Mike Stewart, president of United 
Artists Records, felt that "schlock" 
merchandise was hurting the ex- 
posure of new acts, and he considered 
this both a failure of manufacturers 
as well as racks. 

Headshops 

Turning to retail operations, Clive 
Davis called attention to "headshops" 
and their role as a "training ground" 
in breaking new acts. He said the in- 
dustry was witnessing a return to 
greater new act development, a 
"healthy" trend that "starts at the 
headshop." Bhaskar Menon, president 
of Capitol Records, called for more 
effective use of point -of -sale tools by 
retailers. 

Ahmet Ertegun reiterated his long - 
held feelings about the continued 
vitality of the single by terming it 
the major breaking ground. Not 
enough effort is being made, he de- 
clared, in singles merchandising. 

On the subject of returns, there was 
general acknowledgement that little 
could be done to ease the problem. 
However, Mike Stewart suggested 
that there was a greater return prob- 
lem on hits than on flops. "Rack com- 
puters," he explained, "are buying 
after a record has stopped selling." 

Clive Davis then expressed, once 
again, the need for knowledge "to 
work to improve the problem." He 
called for an end to "indiscriminate 
returns on LP's that could be recycled 
properly." 

Also scheduled is "This Way Mary" 
by Johnny Mathis from John Barry's 
score for "Mary, Queen of Scots" and 
Sammy Davis' "Take My Hand" from 
"The Selling of the President". 

Additional activity, according to 
Agnes Kelliher and Ray Wetzler who 
direct the contemporary department, 
will surface soon in light of several 
recently completed recording pacts. 

Esther Jack has been signed to a 
production deal with Sonny & Cher's 
indie firm and will be produced for 
release on Kapp Records by Sonny 
Buono and Dennis Pregnolato. They 
also reported the signing of concert 
attraction Jerome to a United Artists 
contract and have been working with 
writer/performer David Byron. 

Alan O'Day, who earned recogni- 
tion as a writer for Bobby Sherman, 
Three Dog Night and other top ar- 
tists, will be produced by Dallas 
Smith for release on the Viva label, 
according to Sidney Goldstein of the 
Los Angeles E. H. Morris office. 

While deeply involved in many the- 
atre and film projects such as "The 
Selling of the President", "Mary, 
Queen of Scots" and the off- 
Broadway rock musical "Grease", the 
publishing company is interested in 
the development of young, contem- 
porary writers and the placement of 
their material with currently popular 
artists.

and still needs fresh air . . . This 
buyer I refer to is not only important 
to us because of his bulk, though his 
purchases make up the largest per- 
centage of most of your sales. He 
became most important to us because 
his taste made us all a bit more hon- 
est. He wasn't going to jump and buy 
something just because you dropped 
the price, though cost was an impor- 
tant factor to him... He wanted to be 
sure that he was getting something 
new and fresh and unique.. . 

"You saw the dollar signs in long 
hair, so you bought albums whose 
covers virtually blossomed with friz- 
zled and furry heads." 

Only a year or so later, according 
to Moss, there occurred one very im- 
portant shift in these rapidly acceler- 
ating developments, and that was the 
effect of the Wall Street market on 
the music market. "New terms started 
to prevail: 'My multiple is bigger 
than your multiple,' or 'the Hell with 
the new release, when's the new issue 
coming out?' Most of you were asked 
in one way or another, `Do you sin- 
cerely want to be rich?' Most of you 
responded, 'Oh my God, yes. Is there 
any other way?' And you merged and 
amalgamated and consolidated and 
converted just about everthing you'd 
ever worked for during your lifetime 
into paper certificates called stock. 
And now those little pieces of paper 
are running your lives rather than 
you running theirs. You have suc- 
ceeded in trading in the thrill of your 
independence for what is commonly 
called `security.' And is it, really? 

"I would like to borrow a line from 
Don McLean and suggest that the 
year 'the music died' might really 
have been 1968, for that was when, 
whether you knew it or not, we were 
crashing under the coming weight of 
Wall Street." 

Concluding his keynoting remarks, 
Moss described himself as a record 
man-"a grateful record man"-and 
the industry as one that has been as 
exciting as it has been profitable, with 
a good deal of growth to look for- 
ward to. 

"I owe the industry everything I 
am," he added. "So many of you out 
there have the same debt to pay. 
Shouldn't we want at this time to 
start giving back to this industry just 
a small part of what we have taken? 
I think we do, and I'd like to address 
myself to that challenge. I hope 
you'll all join me." 
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NEW YORK-THE POP MUSIC SCENE: IT'S A FAMILY AFFAIR 

Remember the adage "the family that plays together, stays together?" Well, 
more than ever, the pop music scene is being infiltrated by the so called 'family 
affair.' Be they brother and sister, husband and wife, or an entire family-the pop 
charts reflect their influence on the record buying public, and radio stations across 
the country project their dominance to the listening audience. 

The family recording is by no means new to the music industry. Family acts 
were very big in the 40's. By far, the most successful of that decade was a sibling 
act, Decca's Andrew Sisters. From '43-'49, they produced nine gold singles: three 
with Guy Lombardo ("Easter Parade" was one), two completely on their own 
("Rum And Coca-Cola" and "I Can Dream Can't I") and four with Bing Crosby 
(two being "Jingle Bells" and "Don't Fence Me In". In 1950, Crosby got the 
family idea himself, and recorded a million seller with son Gary, "Play A Simple 
Melody." 

The Mills Brothers rivaled the Andrew Sisters, and are still actively recording 
today on Paramount. Also on Decca at the time, their forties' triumphs included 
"You Always Hurt The One You Love" and "Paper Doll." "Glow Worm" was a 
million seller for them in '52. 

One of the most inventive and successful husband and wife duos, Capitol's 
Les Paul & Mary Ford began their career in the late 40's, scoring with "How High 
The Moon" ('47) and "Vaya Con Dios" ('53) among others. They pioneered the 
use of the electric guitar and the big family duo of the seventies, Karen & Richard 
Carpenter, have credited them with being their major musical influence. 

The fifties brought more family talent to the fore. The Ames Brothers' success 
was cut short by rock 'n roll's entrance in '55, but to their triumphs of "Rag Mop" 
and "You You You" in pre -Bill Haley days, they managed to add a soothing 
"Melodie D'Amour" to their scrapbook even though another RCA act, Elvis Presley 
had already begun to change the music scene by then. Other 50's family acts were 
helped by the devil r&r. The Fontaine Sisters (Dot) covered many r&b tunes for 
the white market and their "Heart Of Stone" was just one of their giants. An 
extremely younger brother and sister team, Patience & Prudence (Liberty) took 
the repetitive piano -thirds of rock at the time and caressed them into a million 
seller, "Tonight You Belong To Me" in '56. 

But they were typical of many "overnight" success family acts of the decade 
that didn't enjoy prolonged fame: Art & Dotty Todd ("Chanson D'Amour" . . . 

rat-di-dah-di-dah ...) and The Kalin Twins, ("When") to name just two. This trend 
continued into the sixties with groups like The Paris Sisters ("I Love How You 
Love Me.") For the most part, to stay big, a family act had to have a tie-in with 
the real success story of the decade,TV. Moving from radio to the new medium 
with Arthur Godfrey, The McGuire Sisters quickly took up where The Andrews left 
off. In '55, their cover of the Moonglows' "Sincerely" went gold for them, and

HOLLYWOOD-THE CARPENTERS: KEEPING IT IN THE FAMILY 
We had been wanting to meet Karen and Richard Carpenter for some time. 

Really, ever since their single of "Ticket to Ride" had been released and was 
getting a pretty fair amount of local airplay. But for various reasons the oppor- 
tunity had not presented itself until six million -sellers in a row later. When we 
did finally get a chance to meet the two, last Monday in fact, they were in the 
middle of a recording session for their next album. They and producer Jack 
Daugherty kindly agreed to take a breather from the work and discuss themselves 
and their career with Cash Box. 

We were there to talk about the fact that Karen and Richard are brothers and 
sister; something we thought everybody took pretty much for granted, but it seems 
that there are still fans who think of them as husband and wife. The idea of 
"family groups" isn't a concept to particularly thrill us, so we started off with 
another subject entirely. Why is it that they bill themselves as "Carpenters." 
The article is one of our favorite parts of speech, you see, with "the" particularly 
near to our heart. Richard answered. "We've always been 'Carpenters.' The idea 
is that we didn't want to sound like all the other groups-'The Four Freshmen, 
The Beach Boys, The Diamonds, and the rest. So we just started calling our- 
selves 'Carpenters.' " 

"Since then," Karen added, "the Osmond Brothers have started calling them- 
selves 'Osmonds,' the Lettermen have started calling themselves 'Lettermen,' 
and the Small Faces are calling themselves 'Faces.' And everybody's asking us 

why we changed our name from 'The Carpenters.' We've never been 'The Car- 
penters.' 

Before too long, we managed to get on the track. Family groups. We recalled 
having interviewed Keith Relf, at the time leader of Renaissance, a group featuring 
his sister. We had asked Keith if he had any special problems, travelling with 
Jane through the grungy club circuit. We certainly wouldn't want our sister in 

some of those dressing rooms. Keith said at the time that it didn't make any 
difference to him. We asked Richard the same question. His answer was, in 
essence, that he and Karen have reached such a plateau in their career that they 
don't have to worry about such things; there are people around to keep them 
out of trouble and they only play the nicer halls. 

There are definite advantages to being brother and sister, though. One is that, 
having lived together for all their lives they have each other pretty well figured

Will you tell the story of John Lee 
And all you see is nothing and yet everything lives on 
I was born to pay the hangman's fee. 

Wake up John it's time to go 
Come along John, Don't be slow 
A priest joins the procession just to help me kneel 
With a warder at my elbow and another at my heel 
Marching in the morning down a path I've lately seen 
I was sleeping with this garden am I still within my dream? 
The echo of my heartbeat is the beating of a drum 
And all the earth is singing with life's sweet hum 
We filed in solemn silence, shuffled through a door 
The place where life is taken for the letter of the law 
Shake the holy water, summon up the guard, 
Dying's very easy, waiting's very hard 
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John 'Babbacombe' Lee was taken to the 
gallows three times and three times survived 
the attempts to hang him. 

The story that surrounds this fact was 
written as an autobiography in Lloyd's 
Weekly News, 1907. 

Dave Swarbrick found a curled, yellowing 
bundle of these papers buried in a Ware 
antique shop; they were bound and signed by 
John Lee himself. 

Now the story of 'The Man They Could 
Not Hang has been brought to life again by 
FAIRPORT CONVENTION on their new 
album 'Babbacombe Lee. A photograph of 
John Lee and his mother has been used for 
the front cover. 

Songs on Side 1 cover John's reflections 
on his boyhood; his introduction to Miss 
Keyse and The Glen; his life in the Navy, by 
far his happiest period; and his illness, which 
finally resulted in his return to the servica of 
Miss Keyse. This side ends with the 
beginning of tragedy: the brutal senselessness 
of the apparent criminal who slays his kind 
old mistress. 

Side 2 continues the tragedy. John was 
hardly more than a bewildered observer at his 
own trial. He waits three sad weeks in the 
condemned cell for his last night on earth. 
When it arrives, a strange, prophetic dream 
comes to him, helping him to bear the strain 
of the next day's ordeal, as scaffold and its 
crew try in vain three times to take his life. 

A rope is hanging from the roof, a sight which puzzles me 
I thought a gibbet and a cart would make the gallows tree 
But now all is revealed "Stand there" is the command, 
My feet are on the trapdoor with a rope around my hands 
And now the executioner is shaking hands with me 
"My duty I must carry out, you poor fellow," says he 
A strap is tied around my feet and a bag upon my head 
And then the noose that separates the living from the dead 
Berry whispers tome have you anything to say 
My mouth is dry, my throat is tight, I answer "Drop away" 
Silence now surrounds me my heart is beating on 
The trapdoor hardly moved at all my life is still my own 
They stand me in a corner with my hands and feet still bound 
While the carpenter is called for and an explanation found 
"The rain has warped the timbers" I hear the hangman say 
"It's funny but it worked well, I tried it yesterday" 
"All is mended now" they say "your ordeal's nearly over 
Your life's as good as ended" but I hear their voices quaver 
Once more the bolt is shaken and again I hang in limbo 
While the guards jump on the trapdoor and my body stands on tiptoe 
They stand mein a corner with my hands and feet still tied 
A warder holds on to the noose, the trapdoor opens wide 
Is it magic or coincidence that keeps me on the brink? 
It seems to work without me, will it kill me now I think 
Please I'm tired of living and I really want to die 
I was taken to the scaffold and I heard the hangman cry 
"Lee I'm truly sorry, forgive these hands of mine" 
He drew the bolt and I felt the jolt the third and final time 
My life was spared that morning for it wasn't theirs to take 
Three's the most the law requires a man to feel the stake.

The Runt is coming of age. Starting out in 
Philadelphia in 1966, Todd Rundgren has 
played his way through groups such as Woody's 
Truck Stop and Nazz as well as producing 
"Stage Fright" for the Band and "Straight 
Up" for Badfinger. His new double -LP set in- 
cludes three sides where he plays all instru- 
ments, wrote all the songs and produced the 
sessions. The fourth side features hordes of 
top studio musicians in a semi -impromptu set 
of tunes, in addition to two old cuts from 1966 
that trace Todd's roots. Todd, who considers 
himself the Renaissance Man of pop music 
and aspires to one day become President, has 
something for you, if you're looking for any- 
thing. Something very musical and hitbound: 
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LIVE CREAM, VOL. Il-Atco SD 7005 
Although they separated more than two 

years ago, Cream continues to trickle. Second 
installment of live tracks includes several of 
the most memorable songs made by this 
dynamic British trio. In addition to "White 
Room," "Tales Of Brave Ulysses" and "Sun- 
shine Of Your Love," there are four more 
sparklers-all infused with that special blend 
of frenzy and control which distinguished this 
group. Those who look back and fondly re- 
member will quickly add this set to their col- 
lections. 

MUSIC OF MY MIND-Stevie Wonder-Tamla 
T314L 

A major star while still in his early teens, 
Stevie Wonder has continued his own personal 
growing process and "Music Of My Mind" 
marks the most advanced step in that process. 
The artist provides virtually all of the instru- 
mental sounds, playing piano, drums, harmo- 
nica, organ clavichord, clavinet and arp and 
moog synthesisers, and, perhaps more im- 
portant, his compositions reflect his psycholo- 
gical and emotional maturing. Stevie has now 
reached the point where he must be considered 
a composer of the first order. "Happier Than 
The Morning Sun" and "Superwoman" are 
only two of his many sides. A vital and ex- 
pressive album from a man who used to be 
"Little" and now is very big indeed. 

ROADWORK-Edgar Winter's White Trash- 
Epic KEG 31249 

Once upon a time, and not so very long 
ago, Edgar Winter had to be identified as. 
Johnny's kid brother. But that was before he 
put together one of the cookingest bands go- 
ing, featuring Jerry LaCroix as co -vocalist and 
ex -McCoys guitar whiz Rick Derringer. Edgar 
is really coming into his own now and this 
double set, recorded live at the Apollo, the 
Academy and the Whisky, is the powderkeg 
which will rea;ly catapult him into the ranks 
of superstardom. While the whole album is a 
treat, side three-a long jam of "Tobacco 
Road" and "Rock And Roll Hoochie Koo," on 
which Johnny puts in a surprise appearance, 
are worthy of special mention. 

ONE HAND CLAPPING-Big Sur Festival-Co- 
lumbia KC 31138 

Smell the surf pounding against the moun- 
tains. Feel a closeness with a sea of human 
bodies that approaches without ever engender- 
ing claustrophobia. Natural settings yield nat- 
ural festivals yield naturally fine LPs. Joan 
Baez wafts across three of her own solos as 
well as harmonizing with Kristofferson and 
Mickey Newbury who also solo. Taj Mahal 
does his organic blues thing and Blood, Sweat 
& Tears outdo their studio version of "Lucretia 
MacEvil" and close the LP with joyous noise 
unto the world outside. 'Big Sur, big seller, 
big LP. 

TIMES HAVE CHANGED - Impressions - 
Curtom CRS 8012 

Curtis Mayfield has been gone from the 
singing ranks of the Impressions for some 
time now but his presence continues to be 
felt via his superb production work. Times 
may have changed but he continues to guide 
the group with a steady hand, providing them 
with some of his greatest compositions too. 
"Stop The War" (not to be confused with the 
Edwin Starr hit) gets things off to a fine start 
and the trio comes on strong for a treatment 
of Marvin Gaye's "Inner City Blues," plus half 
a dozen more. Fans of this sturdy and long- 
lived group will be quick to pick up on this 
outing. 

WE'VE GOT TO GET IT ON AGAIN-The Addrisi 
Brothers-Columbia KC 31296 

The songwriting team which has clicked a 
couple of times with "Never My Love" and 
which recently scored on the performing front 
with "We've Got To Get It On Again," offers 
an album which features both those songs 
and eight others. Some of Nashville's finest, 
among them Norbert Putnam and Kenny But - 
trey, are heard on accompaniment, and the 
Addrisi's themselves contribute some winning 
low-key vocals. This duo definitely has what 
it takes to be around for a long time.

Every bit as tasty and invigorating as the 
ale which is brewed in their native Newcastle 
is the sound of Lindisfarne. And the good 
news is that their second LP is in the same 
fine tradition as the first, which was one of 
last season's most appealing items. Every- 
body pitches in on the songwriting front with 
special honors going to Alan Hull for his 
bouncy title piece and Rod Clements for his 
infectious "Meet Me On The Corner." "Peter 
Brophy Don't Care," with an excellent vocal 
performance by Hull, is another first rate num- 
ber. Despite the title, there is nothing foggy 
about Lindisfarne; they are clean and clear. 

COCHRAN-Wayne Cochran & The C. C. Rid- 
ers-Epic E30989 

He's been called everything from the white 
James Brown to the last of the big time bikers, 
but whatever the appellation, the fact remains 
that Wayne Cochran is a force to be reckoned 
with. Alas, he's been one of those artists 
whose in -person impact has never been con- 
veyed on record vinyl. Until now. "Cochran" 
is the album which packs the punch, Wayne 
rips through nine originals like a hurricane 
and his band (which is almost pure brass) 
matches him step for step. Check out "Do 
You Like The Sound Of The Music" and 
"Somebody's Been Cuttin' In On My Groove." 
Ride on, Wayne! 

FROM THE ROOTS CAME THE RAPPER-Joe 
Tex-Atlantic (Dial Series) SD 8292 

All new, never before released Tex toughies 
which should fare well, especially since "I 
Gotcha" has restored his gift to Top 100 
prominence. No one can talk a rap like Tex, 
and if you don't believe that gospel truth, 
listen to his 11 -minute -plus reading of "I'll 
Never Fall In Love Again" and especially his 
nine minute "Oh Me Oh My" which ranks as 
one of his best performances of all time (and 
he's been up and around since the early six- 
ties). AM play will focus on Eugene McDaniels' 
"Lovin' Man," whose lyrics really capture what

JF MURPHY & SALT-Elektra 75024 
Mix American Rock with Blarney Stone, add 

the dash of Salt, and you have JF Murphy- 
a very tasty recipe for festive occasions as 
welt as private listening feasts. A unique and 
inventive sextet, JF Murphy & Salt dish out 
musical food for thought, liberally spread with 
"Country Jam" and merrily washed down with 
a glass of ale and a good old Irish drinking 
song. Best when served on a piping hot plat- 
ter such as this new album, the group's debut 
on Elektra. May we suggest that you savor 
"Soft September," "Silver Horn" and "If

REVIVAL-Kama Sutra 2047 
Usually when one reads a review that states 

a group has great potential, the implication is 
that the group will become good eventually. 
but is currently not cutting the mustard. In the 
case of Revival, this potential will unfold as 
the group matures, but the potential is also 
being realized right now on this album, as 
the folk-rock group lays down a solid musical 
foundation for the directions in which it can 
later branch. The appeal that Revival now 
exerts comes 'from freshness and youth-they 
are four sensitive musician -songwriters with 
tasteful instincts. They are on a joyous ma:den 
voyage, spreading happiness in music tfiat 
will revive the weary and restore faith in the 
jaded. 

BACK HOME AGAIN-Lee Wiley-Monmouth-

Sounding as good as all those re -issue al- 
bums, including some on this label, Lee Wiley 
returns to the studio with that familiar, effort- 
less style of superior jazz singing. Trumpeter - 

leader -arranger Rusty Dedrick heads the swing- 
ing, sensitive backdrop sounds. Ubie Blake 
and Andy Razaf's "You're Lucky To Me" is 
one of the LP's happy finds. In 1972. Lee 
Wiley is still a good song's best friend.

even as late as '58, they could take a twenties -flavored tune like "Sugartime" 
and turn it into a million seller for Coral records. The McGuire Sisters often put 
their family disagreements out into the open: Phyllis McGuire split from them to 
go solo more times than Ed Sullivan didn't smile. 

TV helped keep Ricky Nelson a powerhouse for Imperial records. While a solo 
performer, much of his appeal beyond the teen audience was attached to his 
family role on ABC's "Ozzie And Harriet" sitcom. TV also worked well for the 
talents of The Everly Brothers. Years before they got a summer replacement 
series of their own in 1970 they became staples of other TV variety shows after 
their first disk, "Wake Up Little Suzie" became a million seller on Cadence. While 
they've certainly known their ups and downs since (and who hasn't), they've 
just released a new LP, "Stories We Could Tell" on RCA. 

As the fifties came to a close, The Isley Brothers established themselves on 
that label with "Shout" and have since known a number of hot periods. Last 
year, they ranked as Cash Box's #2 r&b group. They now record for their own 
Buddah-distributed label, T -Neck. 

The most productive years for family acts were, without question, the 60's and 
early 70's. For those years produced groups that are still giants in the industry 
today. The mid 60's saw the emergence of husband and wife team, Sonny & Cher 
whose "I Got You Babe" in 1965 turned into one of the years biggest. More re- 
cently, the same combo scored million sellers with "All I Ever Need Is You," and 
"Gypsies, Tramps and Thieves," Cher's solo effort. 

In the late 60's, the scene shifted to the entire family as a recording act. The 
Cowsills, via much tv exposure, garnered gold for their "The Rain, The Park And 
Other Things," and "Hair" efforts while three brothers, terribly famous in Austra- 
lia, were preparing to make their American debut. The Bee Gees (brothers Barry, 
Robin, & Maurice) struck it rich with their "New York Mining Dis-ster," "Massa- 
chussets," "Holiday," "Words," and a string of others bringing us to their latest 
goldies, "Lonely Days" and "How Can You Mend A Broken Heart." 

Late in 1969, there emerged a Motown family act who has succeeded in 
recording one million seller after another. The Jackson 5, who debuted on the 
Ed Sullivan Show in Dec. of '69 have a string of million sellers to lengthy to 
mention. And as if that weren't enough, young Michael Jackson, lead vocalist of 
the group stepped out as a solo performer only to prove that their list of hits is 
indeed endless. Michael's "Got To Be There" went on to become an inst-nt num- 
ber 1 single, and his follow-up, "Rockin' Robin" will do the same. Currently the 
subjects of a Saturday morning cartoon show. their exposure on nationwide tv 
has served to further establish the J5 as America's number one family. 

Not too far on the heels of the J5 are The Osmonds who for years were the 
clean cut kids appearing with Andy Williams on his weekly series. Now, with "One 
Bad Apple" and "Yo-Yo" certified as million selling singles, Donny Osmond steps 
out on his own to earn gold awards for his solo efforts, "Sweet & Innocent." 
and "Go Away Little Girl." And it looks as though his re -make of the Paul Anka 
classic, "Puppy Love" will do the same. 

But not all of the family acts were actually families. Many were put together 
for appeal. Case in point: The Partridge Family who have sold millions of records 
based on the popularity of their Friday evening tv show and the youthful appeal 
of David Cassidy who, as a soloist has done exceptionally well with "Cherish" 
and "Could It Be Forever." 

Apart from the aforementioned groups, other Family acts now being repre- 
sented on the charts are The Poppy Family, The Adrissi Brothers and Ike & Tina 
Turner. Interesting, is the fact that a major portion of these success stories were 
written on nationwide television-with The Partridge Family, The Osmonds, The 
Jackson 5, Sonny & Cher, and Ike & Tina Turner all being subject to extensive 
viewing audiences. Even recent newcomers, Karen and Richard Carpenter have 
had tv specials to further their appeal. 

It now seems apparent that the music industry will always serve as an outlet 
for those talented families who have something unique to offer. Because of its 
appeal, and because there are no age barriers to overcome, it looks as though 
the pop music scene will continue to be a family affair.

SOUNDTRACKS-Evolution Records released it's first album, "Paintings" by 
newly signed artist Mike Quatro, and the album received an unusual premiere 
with the Kansas City Symphony. 

Quatro, a keyboard artist, who conceived, arranged, and produced the album, 
filled some 32 basic tracks while playing 8 different keyboard instruments. 
"Paintings", (the album title and one of the 8 original songs) is credited to the 
"Mike Quatro Jam Band", actually composed of only 2 people, Quatro and drum- 
mer Terry Mullens with the only addition to the album being guitar tracks and 
vocals. 

Quatro and the Jam Band on a college concert tour through the midwest and 
just coming off a highly successful concert at the University of Wisconsin, was 
invited to perform as guest artist with the Kansas City Symphony, and as p:rt 
of the arrangement he was asked to do a 40 minute "set" prior to the concert ... 
reproducing "live" his new Evolution album . . . a mixture of rock, boogie, and 
classical material. Radio station KBEY-FM taped the set and the concert and 
broadcast both that same night. 

An extra bonus to the evening was the fact that the NEC convention (college 
concert bookers) was taking place in Kansas City the same weekend ... and by 
special invitation of DMA (Diversified Management Associates) of Detroit (Quatro's 
agent), some 200 bookers were present at the concert. 

Leo Fenn, Quatro's manager, reported one interesting sidelight. The audience 
at the Quatro/Kansas City Symphony appeared to be 70% youth oriented (under 
30), an unexpectedly high ratio for a basically classical performance. 

Honk, a four -man group with a sizeable west coast following, has been signed 
to score and write the title theme of a new film, "Five Summer Stories," being 
produced by the award -winning team of Greg MacGillivray and Jim Freeman. 

Two of Honk's original recorded songs, "Don't Let Your Goodbye Stand" and 
"Smoke," on the Prince label, will be used in the production. The Beach Boys 
are also contributing various tunes to the film. 

MacGillivray-Freeman produced the films "Sunshine Sea" and "Waves of 
Chance." The new movie has a March deadline.

out. "Can you think of anything more germane than a guy writing and arranging 
for his sister?" asks Daugherty. 

Richard says "A year or so ago, an interviewer from a magazine asked us each 
a list of questions, separately. The funny thing is, not only did we answer all the 
questions the same, when we were asked things like our favorite groups we'd 
answer in the same order." 

Karen and Richard still live with their parents, in suburban Downey. "We go 
out together a lot. Just yesterday, we all went to the Miller 500." The drive into 
Hollywood is thirty minutes; the two work out song concepts on the way in. "We 
can have the whole album done in half an hour," Karen kids. 

"It's a matter of working together. Richard plays piano, arranges and writes. 
I do most of the singing. And we both know each other's strengths and weak- 
nesses. We consider our groups part of the family, too. We always use the same 
rhythm section on our records, and the band that tours with us has always been 
the same-no one's ever left it. The singers went to school with us, and had the 
same music teacher." 

Anything else about families that enters your career? "We get a lot of families 
at our concerts. Parents and their children get dressed up, go out to dinner, and 
come to see us. They tend to think of us as part of their family. A lot of our fan 
mail has requests from people expecting us to help with their problems." 

Karen and Richard had to return to their recording session. There's an obliga- 
tion, after all. to those families to m'ke good product available to them. We 
promised to meet again, and discuss Karen's statement that their personal musical 
tastes were very decidedly non -MOR. "We like The Beatles, The Chi -Lites, Rare 
Earth, The Stylistics and The Mothers of Invention. But we owe it to our audiences 
to stay within certain musical boundries. A lot of that stuff we couldn't do if we 
wanted to, anyway. You don't have to sound like somebody to like them."

countries, excluding North America, 
increased from £4,036,000 to £4,191,- 
000 but North American profits 
dropped from £1,161,000 to £844,000. 
The reduction in North American 
sales reflects the lower turnover in 
Capitol Industries. While stringent 
cost control measures have been in- 
troduced there must still be some un- 
certainty as to how quickly an accept- 
able level of profits can be achieved. 
During the year an extraordinary 
gain arose as a result of the sale of 
the investment in Pickwick Interna- 
tional Inc. but this is not included in 
the results. Profits from other over- 
seas countries are shown after writ- 
ing off inception costs of new records 
operations abroad.

EDITORIAL: 
Games Popularity 

The thing that separates a hit record from a dud 
also segregates your "hit amusement games" from 
the "also-rans". Call it the "X Factor" or "charisma" 
or whatever, but there's a sort of intangible element 
found in certain games that sweeps them out of the 
commonplace and into such favor with location cus- 
tomers that even the hard -crusted, tight-fisted op- 
erators ultimately have to buy one. 

As with records, it's darn difficult for a factory 
engineer to guarantee super -success on any new 
game, even tho there are obvious features on nearly 
every new piece that's certain to engender some en- 
thusiasm . . . be it a new spinning feature on a 
flipper, a tape deck in a novelty or a new way to 
play shuffle alley. But for every location sensation 
there's always a couple of well -planned, but relatively 
ignored, items collecting dust at the distributor. 

The "why" of the disparity in games popularity is 
basically a moot question. The "what" can an op- 
erator do to insure best fortune with his purchases 
is what we'd like to discuss. 

Every operator doubtless relies upon his "games 
sense" when he buys a new piece. Surely, when cer- 
tain factories bring out a new flipper and he learns 
of it thru a trade ad or brochure, he'll order one or 
more. But with bigger novelties, they like to play 
them a few times at the dealership. "Games sense" 
means playing the game and guaging its play appeal, 
plus its "stay -appeal" on the location floor. But in ad- 
dition to games sense, the smart operator looks for 
other signals such as the results the distrib has got- 
ten from his test locations, the opinion of other op- 
erators on the item (if you're friendly enough with 
any), the brand name, certainly, and the opinion of 
your routeman. 

Most of today's games will ultimately earn their 
purchase price back, but the operator isn't out of 
order if he expects three, four or more times that 
price (his end) before he trades in. 

While it's a bad bet to lay back buying a new 
game until every other operator in the territory has 
proven its worth, it's good policy to thoroughly test, 
inspect, judge and estimate a new game's earning 
potential. And further, it's good to check all the 
games out at every one of your local distributors. 
Hit -picking is a science as well as an intuition.

SIGNS OF THE TIMES-We recently checked into the local Broadway arcade 
action. Although it was an early hour on a mid -week night there was considerably 
activity. In our wanderings through a couple of arcades, we made special note 
of the amount of play and attention given to the target novelty games. One 
quick observation we made was the degree of sophistication in styling and play 
inducement offered in these games. Manufacturers have made tremendous ad- 
vances in coin -operated equipment in bringing to the public the total involvement 
type quarter novelty games. It struck us that the spender/player is a highly 
sophisticated individual who is seeking a challenging and rewarding experience 
in pitting his skill against the novelty game, or any game he selects to play. The 
today player is not easily fooled. In other words, if the objective of the game is 
clearly portrayed, the game will gather the location coin, regardless of play price. 
"I like what happens when this occurs/the sound on this one is tremendous" 
these are the comments that help put a game across. Word of mouth is still one 
of the most effective selling tools available. Factories pretest games before 
official release to distributors. An important factor for an operator to remember: 
There is a legitimate reason for recommended play pricing. Also, from our observa- 
tions on the arcade scene, we discovered the importance that sight and sound 
has in p"ay appeal of a game. This involvement concept takes in many dimensions, 
all in an effort to achieve the most dramtic effects of realism. Authentic type 
controls are used. Three-dimensional effects and sound tracks are used. The 
player has been educated to accept these sophisticated machines, and in the 
last analysis, the game getting the repeat play is the game offering the player a 

challenging and rewarding experience. Of special interest was the appearance 
of the arcades we visited: We found that they were clean. The equipment we 
saw was in working condition and also had a play -appeal cleanliness.
