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Today’s ‘Excitement’

Does the current recording scene really “lack excitement,” as many
tradesters declare? This feeling is based on the traditional industry viewpoint
that one or more newer acts have to go "wild" in terms of acceptance and
therefore act as a “traffic draw” for other recording talents.

Certainly, there is some basis — or vacuum — in citing the “present drift” in
the industry. We believe, however, that the business should be looking at all
thisin a newer perspective. We've arrived at a number of conclusions to
support our view. The overall “shock value” of rock acts in terms of their
personalities and music is past. The middle to late 60's did, indeed, see a
revolution in “tell-it-like-it-is” performers whose very openness of opinions
and manner of dress were social revolutions in themselves. In general public
acceptance of such characteristics, there has been a loss of excitement. Also,
the re-emergence of the solo artist with a more intimate, personalized
approach to his art has also tended to create a climate that lacks much of the
“color” of the past. And even the current “instrumental” trend tends to limit
controversy about an act.

Yes, if we apply standards that no longer apply, then we may, indeed, sense
ageneral "lack of excitement.” Yet we believe we are now entering an eraofa
“new excitement” that may in the long run be healthier for the industry. We
see it as an eraof “performance-and-material,” a combination that in its many
forms is finding an interested audience — whether it be for group sounds, solo
sounds or the general run of fine material that now appears on the charts.
These acts, these songs need no longer “shock’” in terms of their personalities
and structure; they simply provide musical entertainment that in our opinion
offers more variety, skill and intrinsic artistic pleasure. Sure, it's nice to have
that one big “traffic draw"” that comes along now and then. But the top 10 in
both singles and albums are abundant with strong talent that is meeting with
anincredible flow of gold-selling merchandise. Isn't it better to have in-depth
artist impact, rather than the impact of a few, ho matter what the latter can do
to stimulate the sales of others?

In asense, our feeling boils down to the simple but wonderful fact that we
hear more people in and out of the trade referring to that "great act” and,
importantly, that “great song.” All this says a lot for the world of recordings and
for an industry whose foundation is strong and secure.

NEW YORK — Jeff Kruger, vet English
music man who recently formed a new
jabel through Famous Music, Para-
mount-Ember Records, believes that the
U.S. trade can take a lead from its
English counterpart to rid itself of the
“returns’” problem.

According to Kruger, the English
recording industry “got rid of the cancer
of returns and cut-outs” through an "un-
written understanding” within the trade.
“Manufacturers,” Kruger explains, “sim-
ply said to the distributor that discount-
ing to you reduces our profits, forces us
to increase prices, which means you buy
less and your profits are less in the end.”

Kruger notes that despite the recent
end to price controls in England. “prices

NEW YORK - Famous Music president
Tony Martell reports the highest first
quarter profit in the history of the com-
pany. Gross sales increased 22v2% over
the first quarter of 1973, contributingto a
total growth in sales of 55% since 1971.

New releases cited as responsible for
the sales increase were: the soundtrack
from "The Great Gatsby,” now qualifying
for a gold record; "The History of British
Rock,” Roy Clark's "The Entertainer;”
"They Say |'m Different,” by Betty Davis;
and Melanie's new album, “Madrugada,”
among others.

In the singles department, “"Eres Tu.’
by Mocedades (written up in Newsweek
when it became the first foreign
language record to hit the top 10 since
“Nel Bleu di Pinto di Bleu"). Last count
has sold over 850,000 copies.

Meanwhile, Famous's country Dot
label Country Boom has had an average
of 13 chart records each week and a
weekly average of four disks in the C&W
top 20. One result Martell said., was
heavy interest in the entire Dot Records
catalog, which includes such country
stars as Roy Clark, Diana Trask, Donna
Fargo, Tommy Overstreet, Joe Stampley
and Hank Thompson.

Awards also contributed to country
success. The National Association of
Record Manufacturers (NARM) named

Enjoin Pirates

PHOENIX — A suit brought by four
record companies against Martin Stern,
Skaggs Companies, Inc. et al., was con-
cluded in Federal District Court here by
the consent of the defendants to a per-
manent injunction barring them from
duplicating, selling or offering for sale

unauthorized duplications of legitimate |

sound recordings and their paying
damages to the plaintiffs.

The plaintiffs included Columbia
Broadcasting System, Inc.. Dunhill
Records, A & M Records, and Warner
Bros. Records.

ST. LOUIS — A Circuit Court judge here
has issued permanent injunctions bar-
ring Donald Ray Nance, Gayron C. (Moe)
Lytel, Vancil Foods, Inc. and J. P. Vancil
from making. selling or offering for sale
pirated versions of sound recordings.

In addition, Judge James Ruddy or-
dered the defendants to account for
sales and profits derived from the
manufacture and sale of pirated sound
recordings.

Judge Ruddy's orders were a
culmination of actions brought against
the defendants by the Columbia Broad-
casting System. Inc. and the National
Broadcasting Company, Inc., charging
Nance with producing pirated tapes un-
der the labels of “Magnasound,” "“Stereo
3," and “Cool Products USA." Lytel,
doing business as Boothill Records, was
said to be a distributor of the pirate
recordings, and Vancil Foods. Inc. was
named as an alleged retailer. The suit
had asked that the defendants be per-
manently enjoined and demanded an ac-
counting of profits and an assessment of
damages.

Judge Ruddy, who in both cases ruled
against the plaintiff record companies,
was reversed by the unanimous decision
by the Missouri Court of Appeals to
which the case was brought by the plain-
tiffs.

Conn. Enacts
Law vs. Pirates

HARTFORD — Gov. Thomas J. Meskill
has signed a bill into law making the
piracy of sound recordings a criminal
misdemeanor in Connecticut. This is the
26th state to have enacted an anti-piracy
statute.

Effective Oct. 1, 1974, the new law im-
poses a fine of up to $1,000 and/or im-
prisonment of up to one year on anyone
convicted of manufacturing, selling or of-
fering to sell pirated versions of sound
recordings or of making available any
equipment or machinery with a
knowledge that it will be used to
reproduce unauthorized duplications of
sound recordings. Second violations of
the law are punishable by a fine of up to
$2.000 and/or imprisonment of up to one
year in jail.

The law also requires sound record-
ings sold within the state to carry the
name and address of the manufacturer
and the name of the featured performer
or group prominently displayed on the
outside jacket of the recording.

Bill also men-
tioned other names he would have liked
to have appeared with him on record, the
most prominent of which was guitarist
Roy Buchanan.

No Individual Tour

Aside from the obvious question of his
future with the Stones, Wyman noted
that he had no intention of touring as a
solo artist now or in the near future, His
allegiance was, at that time of his recor-
ding sessions, and now, to the Rolling
Stones and their continued success as a
group.

Discussed was the possibilities of
future Stones tours but nothing has yet
materialized concerning any specific
tour. He did say, however, that the
group’'s next LP should be reaching the
public sometime around July, at which
time a new tour of the U.S. might be
finalized.

Wyman's "Monkey Grip" is the first
album on Rolling Stones Records by an
artist other than the group Rolling
Stones. The reason was simple, he ex-
plained. “Any decision on any group
must be a unanimous decision as the
label is equal partnership among the five
group members. We all must OK. a
group before signing them and so far we
all haven't agreed on any artist or group.”
He did elaborate by saying that there are
SO many many groups about these days
that quality is not as easy to find as it
used to be, and that so much of the
available talent seems to be spread
much thinner. He hopes that eventually
the entire group will be agreeing on
many acts so that they may bring fresh,
young talent into the recording market,
the original intention of the label.

Concerning his solo recording career,
Wyman first recorded as Bill Wyman
back in 1967 when he recorded “In
Another Land.” a track he described as a
flowerly. special effected studio track
that he recorded simply because the
studio time was booked. It was released
as a single because as most observers
noted at the time, "it was the only love
song on the "Satanic Majesties .. .
album and that it was getting response
from many markets as a single disk.
Recently. after word of Wyman's solo
recording sessions got out. a Miami radio
station revived “Another Land™ and the
disk became one of the most requested
on the station.

Stones Still First Priority

As for future recordings, Wyman still
insists that the Stones come first and that
any future solo recordings would have to
be done on his own time when the group
would not be affected. He did say,
however, that the initial nervousness
concerning his recording sessions solo
IS now gone and he would like to record
more in the future simply because he en-
joys the means of expression. In fact.
he's even gotten a bit more into song-
writing than he ever was. Over the past
year he wrote 40 songs, none of which
he feels would be suited for the Stones;
but is material that he would like t record
on his own in the future. Time is the
problem however, as the Rolling Stones
are one of the most in demand groups in
the world and Wyman's time off is usually
spent on holiday resting from the rigors
of recording sessions or the road.

Wyman stressed a point. In the actual
marketing of "Monkey Grip.” he will
prefer to promote the disk as a Bill
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Wyman album and not a Bill Wyman of
the Rolling Stones album. He would like
the public to accept him as an artist with
his own merits or not at all. "Rolling
Stones fans shouldn't buy this album just
because I'm one of the group. It's not a
Rolling Stones album. It's a Bill Wyman
album. That's the way ti should be.”

The interview closed on that note. The
album will be available in shops shortly
and the resulting sales figures will be an
interesting thing to follow. Whatever the
figures turn out to be. Bill Wyman is still
the first Rolling Stone to travel the solo
road and that, in itself, is an important
fact. In the future, Wyman mentioned
during the course of the interview, other
group members might be recording on
their own, but s he stressed. they have
been talking about that for years. Bill
Wyman is the first. Should the others fol-
low suit later, their solo pursuits will be of
equal interest. Either way, that's later.

best records possible. They made it onto
the soul charts with their very first
release, ‘Kool & The Gang by Koo! & The
Gang.. As they matured, it was a step by
step progression with each new record.
Each release did just a little bit better
than the previous one.

“"There was never a big explosion, but
we felt that if we stayed with Kool & The
Gang they would eventually emerge as
one of the great acts in the business. Af-
ter nearly four years of consistent chart
entries, they came up with ‘Jungle
Boogie'. Our biggest pop crossover
record up to that point. we gave it
tremendous promotional support. The
effort paid off. "Jungle Boogie' went gold
and produced the breakthrough ‘Kool & |
The Gang' needed.

The next Kool & The Gang record,
‘Hollywood Swinging.” had the largest
advance order of any of the group's
previous releases. And a short time later,
“"Wild And Peaceful,” the album that in-
cluded "Jungie Boogie,” "Hollywood
Swinging and an earlier hit, "Funky
Stuff,” topped the million dollar sales
mark.
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Artie Kaplan: ‘Harmony’—‘Down By The Old
Stream’

Anyone who has ever met Artie Kaplan probably says at first glance, “wierd" but if
that person were to sit down and have an extended conversation with him they would
come to know, just as | did, that Artie Kaplan is not wierd but a very nice “far out”. |
first met him at Melanie’s birthday party back in New York in 1973. He and the others
at the table were freaking on Brooks Arthur about his sports fetish. The discussion
was going hot and heavy when | decided to interject myself into the conversation.
Upon asking Brooks if indeed he was going to be a back line coach for the New York
Jets, Artie quickly broke in and stated something along the lines that, “Yogi Berra
hasn't made up his mind yet!” That was my introduction to the bright whimsical, but
yet serious world of Artie Kaplan.

Artie’s professional music career began with the Nevins-Kirshner team at Aldon
Music. Here he worked with Barry Mann, Neil Sedaka and Carole King and Gerry Gof-
fin to name a few. He has progressed from those early days to today where he is one
of the finest composers and studio musicians around. His first recording session was
a demo for a new Goffin-King song, a demo which just happened to turn into one of
the biggest records of that year. It was originally planned as a follow up for DeDe
Sharpe, who at the time was coming off a hit called, “The Mashed Potatoes”. The ses-
sion was produced by Carole King and the vocals were handled by her baby sitter.
The girl who sang that sone was Little Eva and just in case you can't remember the
record it was “The Locomotion”. On that session he played six saxophones and in fact
he played all the instruments except the drums. He has also done session work with
Barry Mann, Len Barry, Jay & The Americans, Neil Diamond, Melanie, The McCoys and
the Isley Brothers again also just to name a few.

Artie, with the experience he gained at these sessions, decided to branch out into
contracting. A contractor is the person who is retained to hire the necessary
musicians for a recording session. Some of the sessions he has contracted show that
he did indeed learn his job well. He has contracted Melanie’s gold album, “Gather Me”
and also the soundtracks for “Midnight Cowboy” and “I Never Sang For My Father.”

Artie, having tasted the back stage portion of the music industry decided one day
that he would like a chance to step into the spotlight. That idea led him to a recording
contract with Hopi records. He recorded one album for the label called “Confessions
of A Male Chauvenist Pig;” it met with mild success here in the states but was a smash
hitin Europe. The single pulled from that album was a track called “Harmony”. It gave
him a number one hit in italy & Holland. He is justly proud of that song because as he

says, "We had over 63 cover versions including Perry Como and the Ray Conniff
Singers.” His dream with that song is to have Ray Charles cut a version. The reason
he feels that this album didn't make it was because, “it didn't reach enough people as
I'd have liked it too. and "It was misunderstood. Confessions was a pro-womans lib
song not anti. | guess it had just too much controversy.

Artie now reccrds for Paramount Records. | asked him why he left Hopi and he sim-
ply stated, “my contract ran out™!. He has a new album out which by the way is his first
for his new label. It's called “Down By The Old Stream”.| quizzed him on why he chose
Paramount and he stated, "I think that it is going to become a major label and I'd like
to be a part of it. Tony Martell and Chuck Gregory were the prime enthusiasts who
made me want to go with the label!” He feels that this album will reach everyone
regardless of age because it's good time music. Artie went further and said. "With
music variations today, people have an assortment. They should be able to be happy.
Music is there to entertain everyone. This album contains those variations. | really
think that they can relax and enjoy it.’

Artie has other goals he would like to achieve. He would someday like to work with
Bette Midler, Hal David, Roger Miller, Bobby Goldsboro and many many others. To
many people that would seem like a very tall order but don't underestimate his
talents. He is down to earth because as he says, "it's a big thrill to go over to Europe
and appear on television and have people know you. It can kinda swell your head but
when you get off that plane at JFK and your not a real celebrity anymore but just your-
self, it keeps you in the proper perspective.” What I'd really like to be is the Ambas-
sador of Good Will to the entire world!”

Presently Artie is working with Bob McAllister of Wonderama fame writing childrens
songs. "We're planning an album to be done shortly. It's exciting but it's also a great
challenge because you can't fool kids. You can't write down to them because they
know when you are!” His performing career should begin to speed up as he is in the
process of rehearsing his back up band to the point where they will all feel confident
on stage. A busy schedule of television and radio appearances are also in the plan-
ning stages.

I asked him why after all these years of security as a studio musician and composer
he felt the desire to become a performer. He responded with this, “It's a fantasy come
true. I'm probably the most unlikely person to be a singer song stylist. 1've dreamt
about it a lot. The fantasy is where you dream of everyone being in show business but
you really don't think that it will happen to you. | woke up one morning and said
nothing was impossible. | hope to prove it.” They said Edison, Ford and the Wright
Brothers were dreamers but they had faith in their own ideas and convictions. Artie

. Kaplan is that kind of person. As one New York fm jock stated after hearing Artie, “He
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Sound Of 914: “Welcome To The Brick Hit House”

“That take was good but if you don't mind could we have another one that's even
better!” Just for a moment place yourself at a recording session. You are in the booth
laying down the vocal track to what, you hope, will be a hit record for you. If you heard
the voice that is at this studio, in all probability. that's exactly what you will have. That
voice speaks with authority, but most important, experience. It is the voice of Brooks
Arthur. He is the owner, chief engineer and resident producer there if you should
happen to need anyone of those people. He is ably assisted by Louie, Larry and a
wonderful young lady, Chouteau.

Brooks knows the recording industry like most of us know the layouts of our homes
or apartments; he is capable of taking a good song and making it a great one. He star-
ted in the industry as a mail clerk at Decca records. From there he went with Jay
Lasker and Dave Kapp to form Kapp. It was here that he got the promo out of the
mailroom to the company jack-of-all-trades (something a lot of us can identify with).
Mind you. believe it or not, while all this was happening he was studying medicine (he
is a certified MD today). The question you are all probably thinking right now is, “"Why
would anyone who graduated from med school want to go into the recording in-
dustry?” Well think of it this way, “why would anyone in the music industry want to go
into medicine?" Brooks’ answer was | love the music field.”

For awhile he wrote songs for Nevins-Kirshner. While he was writing songs a friend
told him about an opening at Dick Charles Recording Studios; he applied for an
engineers job and was hired. He left there later to work at Mirror Sounds. Between
those two jobs he engineered three number one records: “My Boyfriends Back” by
the “Angels,” “The Locomotion” by Little Eva (he also engineered the LP) and “Hey
Girl” by Freddie Scott. During his early years in the business he worked with a lot of
important people. Some of them were Carole King & Gerry Goffin, Lieber & Stoller,
Jeft Barry, Neil Diamond, The Shangrala’s, The Dixie Cups, The Ronnettes, the
Crystals, Phil Spector and Van Morrison. At one time in his career he had twenty
singles in the top 100 that he had engineered.

He realized early that the best thing for him to do was to treat the business like a
scholar — to attack with the intent to learn. absorb and retain what ever he learned. It
was neccesary for him to become a excellent engineer so that he could become an
excellent producer in his later years and the best place to learn is behind the control
board. Evidently he was right because his producing career is building rapidly.
Brooks feels that a record producer “must extract the best from a group as a director

would from his actors.” He stated that “a lot of producers extract from a formula
where they really should be extracting from a feeling!’

Since he opened 914 sound recording studios he has enginnered Blood, Sweat &
Tears, Melanie, Bruce Springsteen, James Taylor, Loudin Wainwright, Eric Weissberg
& Deliverance, Artie Kaplan, Pearls Before Swine ("a great group,” he interjects), and
Janis lan. He also engineered Janis lan’s hit called “Societys’ Child.” He has already
produced Peter Nero, three Astrud Gilberto LP!s and Janis lan’s present album for
Columbia, “Stars.” He hopes to produce Dusty Springfield for Dunhill records and
stated that "my dream is to produce Barbra Streisand and Liza Minelli.” He would also
like to do an album on his own where he does the singing and playing

914 is located around forty minutes from mid-town Manhattan in Blauvelt, New
York. Brooks feels that “it gives me a chance to treat work in a style and tempo | would
like. It's also a proving ground for the artists and myself. it gets us a lot closer a lot
sooner!”

The entertaining aspect of his career was with The Brooks Arthur Ensemble. They
recorded two albums for Verve. One of them, titied *MacArthur Park,” won a grammy
for best contemporary award for a chorus. He has been nominated for several other
grammies for Astrud Gilberto, The Heartbreak Kid and a few Neil Diamond singles and
albums. Back in the 60's Newsweek Magzine ran an article that stated he had over 200
hitrecordsas an engineer.

Recently Brooks was elected president of the New York chapter of NARAS. | asked
him how that felt and was it really a big thrill. He stated “that it is a thrill and a great
honor to be recognized by your peers. It's also a lot of hard work. We are improving
the New York scene. It's now a profit making organization. | couldn’t have done it
alone, | had the support and cooperation of the whole community.” He would like to
see music to continue where it's going. That is to let a lot of different people with a ot
of different ideas be accepted and successful. He stated. “It shouldn't be restricted to
one area” he went on further to say that “everyone and everything that is worthy, no
matter what age, color etc.”

Brooks Arthur is at that stage of his life where he is the one locking back at the
pecple he has worked with. In a few years someone else will be talking about him and
no matter what else happens, that's the best compliment that anyone can pay a per-
son. “Hey! | worked with Brooks Arthur.”

FELT FORUM, NYC — an exciting
culmination came about for the Country
In New York series, as the historic return

' of Tammy and George to the core of the

‘Big Apple’ brought a significant end to
the highly successful Al Aronowitz and
Madison Square Garden produced
series. An historic return for George and
Tammy. because their sold out concert
last May at Philharmonic Hall began a
movement which has seen a tremendous
boon to the popularization of country
music in the New York metropolitan
area.

The George Jones Tammy Wynette
show included the talents of the Jones
Boys, who serve as a back-up group for
the rest of the show. including Patsy
Sledd. Harold Morrison and of course
George and Tammy.

James Holly and the Jones Boys
opened the show with the Johnny
Rodriguez smash “Pass Me By and
"Ride Me Down Easy.” Fine renditions of
“"Happy Hour,” and That Girl Who Waits
on Tables,” made way for Patsy Sledd.
The sweet-voiced Mega recording artist
did her recent chart item “"Chip Chip.”
and a medley of songs including "Slip-
pin’' Away,"” "Paper Roses,” "Nothing Can
Stop My Loving You." and a hand clap-
pin’ gospel hymn entitled “Satisfied.
The jovial Harold Morrison provided
some light-hearted amusemen and did a
few novelty songs. A fine banjo player,
Morrison did an excellent adaptation of
the Bob Wills classic "The Maidens
Prayer.”

The “first lady of country music” was
then introduced. Tammys poise and
sweet vocals were in excellent form as
the lady delivered a very fine set. Such
numers as “Di-vor-ce,” "Kids Say The
Darndest Things,” "Another Lonley Love
Song.” | Don't Wanna Play House," and
a duet with her daughter Tina. of Melba
Montgomery's “No Charge.” displayed
her heartwarming talents. A very relaxed
delivery that was natural and just the es-
sence of Tammy made listening to the ar-
tist a real treat. She concluded her set
with the powerful “Stand By Your Man’

George then came on and went right
into his up-tempo "White Lightnin” which
immediately stirred the audience.
George's charisma on stage is a strong
asset to his performance and with a
catalogue of over 82 LPs it is safe to say
that he will be around for a while. "The
Race Is On,” "Picture Of Me Without
You," and his most recent Epic single
"Once You've Had The Best." His
delivery was smooth and very much the
kind of energy that George and Tammy
always fill their shows with.

Tammy and little Tina both rejoined
George and the famous duo sang such
numbers as “We Go Together,” ("We're
Not) The Jet Set,” and “We're Gonna
Hold On,” the title track from their most
recent Epic LP. The entire entourage in-
cluding Harold Morrison, and Patsy
Sledd came out and all joined in for a
rousing gospel number, “Let's All Go
Down To The River.

Mott The Hoople
Queen

URIS THEATRE, NYC — So this is Broad-
way. huh? That must have been the chat-
ter backstage before Mott The Hoople
and Queen took to the stage in presen-
ting rock and roll for the first time ever on
Broadway. If this one week stand was
any indication, on either talent or
audience response levels, rock will be
hitting the Great White Way again, and
regularly.

Queen, one of the strongest four man
rock and roll bands to come out of
England since the early days of Led Zep-
pelin, opened the show with a very
energetic set that ran three quarters of
an hour. Material from their two Elektra
albums, "Queen.” and "Queen Il was
performed and was well received by the
crowd, who, for the most part. seemed to
recognize much of the material perfor-
med. Highlights were “Liar” and “Long
Gone Rock and Roll,” both very hard,
very driving songs that showed the
group at their powerful best. Lead singer
Freddie Mercury is the almost classic
lead singer, moving about the stage, em-
phasizing everything going on around
him musically. The tight quality of the
band's music impressed the crowd and
almost guaranteed Queen a return trip to
New York City, probably as the
headlining act next time around. Unfor-
tunately, Brian May of the group has
since contracted infectious hepatitis,
and Queen has had to cancel the remain-
der of this American tour. A speedy
recovery Brian. New York is looking for-
ward to seeing you and Queen again
shortly.

Mott The Hoople, looking just that
much more outrageous this time around,
was what the crowd was assembied for,
though. In the course of their set, lasting
something over an hour, lan Hunter and
Company totally dazzled the audience at
this beautiful theatre with theatrics as
well as music. "Marionettes” included in-
credible real-life dummies being
manipulated about the stage as well as a
small, but spectacular puppet show that
was as important to the song as the
music was itself. Other tunes performed
by the group included their "Golden Age
Of Rock and Roll,” the curtain raiser and
current single, "All The Way To Mem-
phis,” another of their great rockers, an
encore which included "All The Young
Dudes" and others, all of which seemed
to fit exactly where they were placed in
the set. All in all, this Mott The Hoople
week on Broadway was by far the
group’s most impressive series of ap-
pearances in this city if not anywhere
else inthe world.

Here's to all those folks associated
with bringing Mott The Hopple and
Queen together on the same bill, for
bringing rock to Broadway and, most of
all, for giving something to an audience
besides the music. Le'ts hope it all hap-
pens again soon, and, on a more regular
basis.

Bob Seger

WHISKY L.A. — For far too long. Detroit
had kept secret the existence of the
rotary engine and Bob Seeger. And just
as it took clever Japanese merchan-
dising to expose the possible advan-
tages of pistonless engines, it may take
the resources of Warner Bros. Records
to reveal to the world that a major talent
lurks In the dark corners of the motor
city.

Seeger is an old-school rock 'n’ roller,
a blue-jeaned shouter in the most com-
plimentary sense. His voice is noc empty
rasp, but a colorful instrument carrying
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much emotional impact. Backed by the
Silver Bullet Band featuring keyboardist
Robin Robbins, Seeger ran thrugh a
mixed bag of southern-flavored blues
and rock numbers, including such stan-
dards as "Bo Diddley" and “"Ramblin’
Man."”

Seeger hasn't played the Whisky since
1968. His engagement here was long
overdue and he took the opportunity to
present material from his current Warner
Bros. LP, "Seven."

Ten Years After
ZZ Top

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC —
The overall theme of this evening might
have been “boogie 'til your brains fall
out” because that's what happened on
this Monday evening at New York's
cavernous sports palace as Ten Years
After led by the incredible Alvin Lee, and
ZZ Top rocked on for a full house of
totally receptive fans.

ZZ Top opened the show with a strong
set of Texas boogie-rock and was suc-
cessful, except for the fact that they were
far too loud to really be appreciated. In
performing material from their London
albums, especially their latest, “Tres
Hombres,” the three man band had the
crowd on their feet almost throughout
their set. The group, however, does
need to examine their decibel level. Sit-
ting in the orchestra was, at times, a pain-
ful experience.

Following a twenty-five minute inter-
mission, Alvin Lee and Ten Years After
took to the stage to the roaring approval
of the 18,000 gathered for the event.
Opening with "Rock and Roll Music To
The World,” one of the group’'s few hit
singles, they stayed right on target for
well over an hour and gave the crowd
everything they wanted from their new
Columbia LP, "Positive Vibrations” as
well as previous outings over the span of
the group's ten years as recording artists.

Alvin Lee, one of the premier guitarists
in rock (if not the best around today) was
in unusually rare form, even when things
werent going right all the time. Early
tuning and string problems brought
about his comment, “I'll probably break
me leg next.” After those kinks were
ironed out, the music flowed fast and
furious. In rapid succession the crowd
was presented with "Good Morning Little
Schoolgirl,” “Love Like A Man,” the
group’s classic “"I'm Going Home" and
encores of “"Sweet Little Sixteen,” “Roll
Over Beethoven' and others that con-
tinually had the fans up and dancing.
Also, the course of the set offered Chick
Churchill with a strong keyboard solo
and an unusually entertaining drum solo
by Ric Lee {no relation to Alvin).

It's hard to believe that Ten Years Af-
ter has been one complete unit now for
ten years with no personnel change, but
listening to their set here at the Garden
proved that, of every other English rock-
blues-boogie band in existence today,
this is one organization that is talented
on every level. Here's hoping that Ten
Years After will still be rocking on for yet
another ten.

TROUBADOUR. L.A. — There are many
country and western performers who
would seem disparate, obtuse, to the pop
oriented audience except save a few
among which one would have to include
RCA recording artist Waylon Jennings.
It's probably Waylon’s rotund burly voice
which manages to captivate even the
pop devotee more so than his mobility
on stage since Jennings stands
resolutely by the mike, giving only an oc-
casional but rare raise of an eyebrow.
These kinetics occur along with a well-
deserved confident smile usually after
he's completed another of his unannoun-
ced tunes.

A three man comedy act, their material
was highly contemporary and the
audience response was very good. They
were humorous but the punch to their
skits could have been a little more hard
felt. Material covered included “The
Exorcist,” a marijuana commercial the
Joe Franklin show, and a Howard Cossell
take off.

Melissa's band seemed more together
on their return to the Bitter End this time
around. Cooker LoPresti supplied excel-
lent background vocals and bass, while
drums, guitar, and assorted woodwinds
and electric piano rounded out the ful-
Iness of the instrumentation which was
very tight.

Melissa who looked less nervous this
time around performed a bright set.

Although the set could have
been longer, the audience dug her act
and it's safe to say the lady is building a
substantial following.

(Ed. Note — This is the debut of a new weekly CASH BOX column which will in-
vestigate the songwriter's medium of lyrics and music, examining the method, the
madness, the personality, stamina, and overall tenacity of today's tune-tellers).

Triangles have long played not only an important part in mathematics but also in ar-
chitecture (the great pyramids) and literature as well. In literature. the German critic
Gustav Freytag (you all remember good old Gustav) raised himself above his critical
peers by constructing a pyramid in which one point of the base stood for the introduc-
tion, the summit represented the climax to a story. and the other point to the base. the
catastrophe. Now there is a new angle to the triangle which pertains to music. This
time its dreamer was Paul Williams and this time the triangle represents the col-
laboration in songwriting between the lyricist and the musician. Paul has been writing
quite a few new tunes with Kenny Ascher and unlike other collaborations where Wil-
llams is usually asked to add lyrics to an already completed melody. this time he
writes in a way aptly illustrated by a triangle. Paul explains that he represents one
point of that base. while Kenny represents the other and the two of them are guided
by the head writer of the welkin world. and all worlds for that matter. stationed far
above the triangle's apex. far above the clouds of visibility.

The triangle also symbolizes working from the basic inception and building to con-
ception, which hopefully leads to perfection. The verb pyramid means to “increase
rapidly and progressively step by step . . . and that's exactly what Williams and
Ascher have been doing working together on several new tunes for Paul’'s next A & M
album. They've already penned together in pyramid perfection "You and Me Against
the World" (on Paul's "Here Comes Inspiration” LP) which is Helen Reddy's new
single.

Occasionally Williams will also write his own music and “Here Comes Inspiration’ to
those who can't play a musical instrument but are nonetheless still covetously har-
boring illusions of composing grandeur. for Williams didn't start until he was 27. Wil-
lhams admits to understanding illusions and his career certainly has captured the
‘grandeur’. but it wasn't always that way as he admits: “For a great part of my life fan-
tasies outweighed my reality. It's hard to compare being a houseboy in Denver,
Colorado to this present songwriting stature.” Paul's lyrics represent both fact and
fantasy. He has written both about the fact of loneliness and the fantasy of the perfect
love. Loneliness is in'fact,” a subject he deals with in one of his brand new songs and
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‘| write about the dirty dishes in a love affair . . .’

to get the point across, the one in that pyramid that will ascend to the top of the
charts, he recited. "Loneliness. like a love song or an old cliche, has its hideouts but
it's never far away. Loneliness takes the romance out of falling stars. fills the wishing
wells. and fills the bars.” After sharing the ‘fact’ of craftsmanship. Paul paused and
then pontificated, “| write about the dirty dishes in the love affair. things that people
usually ignore.” Paul attends to those dirty dishes in an affectionate way. constantly
polishing his lyrics. carefully putting some words away as one would do with dishes to
allow for economy in the stringent space of a stanza.

To write about the things that people usually ignore requires the kind of intel-
ligence J. Krishnamurti refers to as "reading between the lines,” being aware of that
reality others may stare at but never see. Paul. often called hobitron (the same name
of his new 20th Century Publishing firm) because of his blithe and lithe mien. could
have inspired J. R. R. Tolkien’s Hobbit character. and has an uncanny way of obser-
ving Life's stage from every aperture, every wing, from the base to the top of the
thing. He's been both at the base of the triangle and at the top. He's even gotten close
enough to that triangle's tip top, the part that fastigiates into clouds, where he was
able to catch a glimpse of cosmic truth. Here Paul affirmed that in 1970 he decided to
brave going out into the sun, an endeavor which had always been forlorn “never,”
due to the sensitivity of his skin to the sun. However. that particular summer another
aspect of "sensitivity” defied "don't,” with the premise that he was the same as the
totality of the universe (as is everyone) and therefore "I could not be hurt by
something that was also a part of the universe.” He continued to explain, "I lay out
totally naked in Arrowhead and this time got brown, not burnt.” This experience in the
sun. truly an en-light-enment, greatly affected his songwriting. It was immediately put
to use when he was asked to write the lyrics to Michel Colombier's pop cantata
"Wings," which dealt coincidentally enough with man’s unseen, untapped ability to
soar way above the triangle’'s summit. Upon hearing this the interviewer's commen-
ted. "Then you actually came up with the spiritual theme before "Jonathan Livingston

After having his ‘moment in the sun’ Paul returned tc the city to discover that he
had two songs on the charts: “Out in the Country” and “"We've Only Just Begun ' (both
penned with Roger Nichols) and of the latter tune even the dreamer that Paul is would
never have dreamed this one to be a hit. He recollected how he and Roger had writ-
ten only two verses for a bank commercial jingle and then finished the song only as a
favor to the bank so that they could give completed versions of the song to their
customers. He had no idea that the song would end up being recorded by the
Carpenters and become a hit. How does one write a hit song? Paul might be hesitant
to answer that, as he no longer deliberately sets out to write a song that has to be a hit.
He offered, "Thank God nobody has heard the times that | have sat down to write a
hit. It's putrid. Just the worst.” It's difficult imagining Paul penning anything that's
putrid, for he's the kind of lyricist who could even use the word putrid in a love song
and make it sound euphonic. On writing lyrics, Paul persists, “There isn't anybody in
the world that can teach me anything about writing lyrics because writing lyrics is
something that | don't know anything about. ! just do it.” He then added. “Whenever |
get to thinking that maybe I'm the best | sit down and listen to "Here's That Rainy
Day" by Johnny Burke or "Funny Valentine by Larry Hart and it's a great ego killer
that puts you right back where you belong again.” However, if Larry or Johnny were
around to do the same thing they might have sat down and listened to "Nice to Be
Around.” the song Paul wrote with John Williams which was nominated this year for
an Academy Award, since its lyrics are some of the best “dirty dishes” ever stacked in
the tin pan pantry.

In addition to working on his new A & M album. Paul has also scored and starred in
‘The Phantom' (a travesty on the tune industry which was a year in the making). Qur
triangle may stand for still another thing. and that is the teamwork tangent in Paul's
career of his recording company, A & M. and that of his new publishing ad-
ministrators, 20th Century Music. both concentrative of aiding the composer's own
conatus. or state of striving to the tip of the triangle. Paul praised the work always
achieved by A & M and of his new publishing arrangement with 20th Century. he glib-
bed that it'sa move which Jerry Moss would have done if Jerry had been Paul. for now
he has two giants to help lift him. and at 52" you need all the help you can get.

editorial

The criticism that periodically pops up concern-
ing operator record buying habits is once again in
the air. This time, certain record label people are
returning from sales trips with the impression that
just about every operator relies 100% upon the
advice of his one stop in selecting new records.
While they are pleased to see such trust between
operator and one stop, they wonder why “so many
jukebox people” are personally indifferent to the
product they are really selling — music.

Clearly, there are dozens of excellent one stops
in this country manned by people who are far
more hip to the current singles market and what's
selling than any operator could ever hope to be.
Armed with trade paper charts, local radio lists and
in constant contact with label distributors and
manufacturers, your better one stop is a most ex-
cellent source of information and a guy who can
get every quarter’s worth of play out of the money
you spend.

But that shouldn't mean the operator or his
people shouldn't stick their two cents in, should it?

There's nothing more embarrassing than to
watch a location owner ask the operator why he
hasn’'t put on the number one single yet and to
learn the operator never heard of the tune. We've
seen this happen. If it's happened to you, then
spend a little time pouring over the charts and turn
onthe AM radio a couple of hours a day.

One stops, when they are at their best, provide
an excellent service to the busy operator. But no
operator should be so busy that his records are i
relegated to the same barrel as cue sticks and flip-
per bumper rubber.

$2.30 Min. Wage
Set by Washington

WASHINGTON — A $2.30 minimum
wage bill has been signed by President
Nixon following quick House and Senate
approval of a Conference Committee
Report.

Victor Musical
Reports $ Gains

TOKYO — Victor Musical Industries Co.
held the conference of directors to settle
accounts for its 4th term (Sept. 21, 1973
to Mar. 20, 1974) at its head office in
Tokyo. The results were introduced in
the regular shareholders' conference
held May 18.

Gross sales were 12,552 000,000 yen
($44.800,000), 25% more than the
previous term and 29% more than the
same term of the previous year. This was
the highest figure in the company's
history. The profit before tax was
1,060,000,000 yen ($3,800,000), 50.4%
more than the previous term and 55.4%
more than the same term of the previous
year. Among the gross sales, disk-record
was 9,274,000,000 yen and music-tape
was 3,278,000,000 yen. The percentage
of Japanese music vs. western music
was 67% to 33% by disk-record while
81% to 19% by music-tape. The com-
pany attributed the success to the
development of western music besides
Japanese music.

Japan’s Crown
Increases Its
Sales, Profits

TOKYO — Crown Records held a con-
ference of its officers to settle accounts
for its 21st term (Sept. 21, 1973 to Mar.
30. 1974) and to elect all directors at its
head office in Tokyo.

Gross sales were 2,419,500,000 yen
($8.640,000), 35% more than the same
term of the previous year and 39% more
than the previous term. The profits

before tax were 230,000,000 yen
($820,000), 35% more than the same
term of the previous year and 56% more
than the previous term. The annual
dividend was kept at 20% as previously.
The company attributed the increase to
many hits of “Enka” (Japan's traditional
song). The percentage of disk-record vs.
music-tape was 83% to 17%. The sales-
target for next term (Apr. to Sept. 1974)

was settled at 2,000,000,000 yen
($7.100,000).
