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When the price is wrong While Tony Powell argues lhat iadependent stores should be better represented on the chart panel (see page six), a more fundamental question is raising ils ugly head once more: for how much longer can we expect even to bave an independent sector? Talking to one indie Ibis week, it was hard not to be pessimistic. His dilemma was knowing whatto stock at ail these days. With Woolies and Asda currently selling CD singles for less than he can buy them, that market doesn't look foo promising. WH Smith's £9.99 offer on the Top 10 CDs puis the biggest selling albums out of his reach, while on video, he's long become accustomed ta being priced out of the running. "Whal do my suppliera actually expect me to sell?" he asked.That's why the action of PolyGram in the US bas caused sa much comment in independent circles. There the campany has threatened to stop supplying retailers for 90 days if they sell below cosl. While such action might not be the smartest thing to do in the UK just after the industry has defeated the MMC investigation into the "over-pricing" of CDs, surely something needs to be done to both better protect independents from predatory pricing and record labels from the constant dévaluation of their product?
