17 Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, coming down from the Father of lights, with 
whom there is no variation or shadow due to change. 18 Of his own will he brought us forth by 
the word of truth, that we should be a kind of firstfruits of his creatures. 19 Know this, my beloved 
brothers: let every person be quick to hear, slow to speak, slow to anger; 20 for the anger of man does 
not produce the righteousness of God.

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself; and when we had sinned 
against you and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent your only Son Jesus Christ 
into the world for our salvation.
