Advertising Clothing and advertising will be permitted in accordance with the competition regulations of Badminton World 

Federation. (GCR 20 - 24) 

 

The player’s name on the back of clothing shall be identical with the name registered as the Last Name (or an 

abbreviation thereof) in the BWF Player database. Last Name is defined as the family name, surname or similar 

name under the respective naming protocol of the Member country. (GCR 23.3) 

 

MANDATORY CLOTHING REGULATIONS 

1.  Name of player is MANDATORY from the first day of the event. 

2.  From Quarter Finals onwards, doubles partners must wear clothing of the same colour. 

3. From Quarter Finals onwards, opposing players must wear clothing of significantly different colors.

Doctor 
On Court Doctor will be on duty throughout the competition at the tournament Venue.  

Doping Control  

 

Doping control in badminton, in accordance with BWF Anti-Doping Regulations, is conducted out-of-competition 

and in-competition with the collection of urine and/or blood samples.  

 

Athletes are responsible for any substance found in their body. Before an athlete takes any medication, they 

should check with their doctor, and if necessary, get a Therapeutic Use Exemption (TUE).

Special Covid-19 Announcement  

• The organizers are committed to ensuring as safe and conducive environment for all participating players, 

officials and guests etc. The organizers will ensure necessary prevention measures and testing protocols are in 

place before, during and after the tournament.  

• Organizers are bound by the Government of Bangladesh’s Covid health & safety guidelines and regulations, and 

will accordingly work closely with state and local authorities within the scope of these requirements to minimize 

all risks to the maximum extent possible.  

• Only participants who are fully vaccinated are permitted to participate in this event as per BWF guidelines. 

Participants must submit official vaccination certificate (printed in English only) as proof of having the requisite 

doses of vaccination as mandated / approved by the participants home country.  

• Necessary guidelines will be formulated by the organizers to minimize unnecessary contact between attendees to 

the event. Only personnel who have been properly tested will be allowed to come in close contact to players, and 

the number of persons in the hall will be restricted at all times to avoid any unnecessary risks.  

• All foreign participants must follow the current Covid safety protocols mandated of the Government of 

Bangladesh during their travel/stay in Bangladesh. This can be found at the website of the Ministry of Health &

• Players and officials must submit a negative PCR test conducted by an authorized testing agency in the home / 

departing country of the participant which is not older than 72 hours from their date of arrival in Dhaka, 

Bangladesh  

• The negative test report must be produced at the place of stay / competition venue for participants to gain entry 

to these venues. Failure to comply with this rule will result in exclusion (w. o.) from the tournament. No refunds 

will be given for this reason. Further you will not be allowed to enter the competition venue during the tournament 

until a subsequent negative test report is submitted.  

• Covid tests will be conducted at the venue upon arrival, and subsequently only for those who are symptomatic. 

The costs of these tests and any treatment availed will be on payment basis.  

• Participants who are suffering symptoms of respiratory ailments such as cold, cough and fever at the time of 

travel, are urged to cancel their trip and shelter in place, rather than undertake travel to Bangladesh endangering 

their own health and that of others.  

• All participants are requested to cooperate in ensuring a safe and smooth conduct of the tournament. 

• All participants and staff wear mask at all times during the duration of the competition
