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In FPDAM 6, the Javanese virama character A9C0 has the name JAVANESE PANGKONG.
Donny Harimurti, who assisted on the Javanese proposal, recently noticed that this is an error:
the name should be JAVANESE PANGKON.

The preliminary proposal (N3292) had JAVANESE PANGKONG, but the final proposal
(N3319R3) had the correct name, JAVANESE PANGKON. The name JAVANESE PANGKON

should have appeared in the ballot, but was not. This correction needs to be made.

Below is documentation from N3319R3, attesting to the correct name. (Source: Reichsdruckerei

Michael Everson also confirmed that the spelling JAVANESE PANGKON appears in Roorda
1855 (Roorda, T., Javaansche grammatica, benevens een leesboek tot oefening in de javaansche taal,

Amsterdam Johannes Miiller).
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
