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Pop Helps Give
Country Music
Broader Exposure

To hear someone declare that “‘the
next big thing will be country music”
may seem about as current as an as-
sessment that “‘rock is going to make
it". Yet, the major label exec who
made the statement about country
music was really declaring that a whole
new world of pop exposure was on its
way for the country sound.

As Cash Box stated in its recent
editorial, ‘‘Country Music: A Home-
coming,” the sound of country music
is ever-traditional and ever-changing,
a combination that just can’t be beat
in the continuing acceptance of a par-
ticular musical idiom.

What is happening now is quite sim-
tlar to the emergence of black artists
as an across-the-board factor in pop
music. For many years, it was the
white rock performer who, recogniz-
ing the vitality of soul music, adapted
much of the blues expression in his
own art. What the white artist inad-
vertently accomplished was to whet
the appetite of white rock audiences
for the real-thing. Together with the
strides made by blacks in general in
moving into the mainstream of Amer-
ican life, this process of getting to the
roots of soul music has made the mu-
sic itself a part of the musical main-

stream of this country.

The social aspects of country mu-
sic's increasing pop acceptance differ,
of course, from that of the soul area,
but a basic element remains: country
music styles have crept into the ef-
forts of many pop-rock groups, and
this has paved the way for the real
thing among pop buyers. This is cer-
tainly the belief of some companies
which are making their initial ventures
into the Nashville area. Two of the
more recent entities include Atlantic
and Metromedia.

As the ‘“Homecoming’ piece sug-
gested, country music itself has been
open to evolution in its own basic ap-
proach. This is, plainly, what much of
the pop excitement about country mu-
sic is all about. Kris Kristofferson and
Mac Davis are two currently leading
examples of the new look in country
music.

This cross-over aspect of country
music is but another indication of pop
music's now vague lines among all
forms of music. Like soul, the basic
country ingredient, thankfully, re-
mains, while it entertains a broader
spectrum of the record-buying public.
That's the “next big thing” for C&W.

000,000 damages resulting from the
exploitation by Marks of five early
songs written by Simon under a pseu-
donym. The tunes, “Carlos Dom-
inguez,” “Bleeker Street,” “He Was
My Brother,” “The Side Of A Hill”
and “Benedictus” have heen released
by Marks as a song folio entitled

Allegations

The plaintiffs allege that the copy-
vights in disnute were assigned to
Marks in 1963, before Simon gained
his current popularity. Plaintiffs
claim that the material does not
reflect the stvle of writing and per-
forming that has since established Si-
mon’s success, and that the material
can therefore be misvepresentative
and detrimental. In the complaint filed
before the Supreme Court of the
State of New York, the plaintiffs also
state that Marks acquired the copy-
rights under the nseudonym of “Paul
Kane” and that Marks has no right
to identify Simon as the author.
However, Simon was listed as the art-
ist on the Tribute Record, and in the

Marks folio, credits were listed as
“Paul  Simon, pseudonym: Paul
Kane.”

Representation

Simon is represented by the law
firm, Orenstein, Arrow, Silverman &
Parcher. The Coudert Brothers are
the attornevs for CBS Records. At-
torneys Abeles & Clark are conduct-
ing allegations for Marks Music.

Simon eclaims that the folio and
record have injured his career since
he does not consider them up to par
with his artistic standards. The
Tribute recording is a rough demo
that is approximately ten years old,
recorded without intentions of being
used as a single release. Simon is
known to spend large amounts of

HOLLYWOOD — As reported exclu-
sively, in Cash Box last week, Capi-
tol’s general manager of special mar-
kets, Marty Weiss, has reorganized
his department—but for a specific
reason. He has totally separated pre-
mium sales from custom services
within his division. Both of these
functions are administered by We'ss,
with an assist in A&R and creative
services from veteran Capitol staffer
(21 years) Ernie Dominy. Otherwise,
neither in any way overlaps with the
other, and in this, Weiss believes he
has a pretty unique setup.

“Capitol has only been in the pre-
mium business, as an aggressive
force, for about six years,” said
Weiss, “and maybe 15 years total in
the custom business.

As an after-market merchan-
dising division of the company, and in
share of market, I believe there’s a
place for us today.”

Weiss noted that in the premium
field he was actively pursuing innova-
tive ways to market catalogue prod-
uct, through non-retail channels of

heavy concentration on mail-order
broadcast packages.

“The television and radio audience,
as a potential record-buying market,
1s more important than it’s ever been.
It’s the best way to sell catalogue
that has more-or-less run its course
in retail.”

Added Dominy, “It’s virtually the
only way, today, to reach the MOR
buyer in a top-40 market.”

“We’re not waiting for clients to
come to us, in any case. We feel we
know who the accounts are, the hard-
core accounts we should be going af-
ter and serv.ng creatively, much as an
advertising agency would. I think
premium sales have noticeably lacked

any kind of creative imagination in
the past, and we’re going to turn that
situation around.

“You must meet the client’s specifi-
cations and get to know his business
just about as well as he does. And
keep in mind, too, that anything
worth putting on record is worth pro-
gramming as if it were a full-price
retail item.”

The same kind of individual atten-
tion, according to Weiss, is an essen-
tial factor in the custom field: “You
must provide the kind of service to
create a lasting professional image,
and along with it quality and a com-
petitive price. 'The client almost has
to believe that our factory is his fac-
tory and that he’s the one who calls
the shots.

Capitol’s Scranton, Pa., plant is
presently geared entirely to premium
and custom production—and it is
working at full capacity. Weiss is
thus seeking growth in the mid-west,
served by the company’s Jacksonvile,
I11., facility, and in the west, served
by the Los Angeles plant. (A fourth
plant in Winchester, Va., turns out
disks as well as cassettes—a recent
shipment of the latter to one client
alone totaling 150,000.) The compa-
ny’s special markets division, as such,
operates autonomously and, as Weiss
emphasizes, functions wholly apart
from Capitol’s marketing or manufac-
turing divisions.

“We intend to go after any known
user in the premium field,” he said,
“and there are many areas of applica-
tion as yet untried. We have a way to
go, but our objectives are set. What
we're looking for are the Motowns
and A&Ms of the 70s.”

WCBS-FM Becomes Nation’s Most Listened
To FM Via The All-Oldie Route In ARB

NEW YORK -- It’s hard to shake up
the radio scene here. But solid gold
WCBS-FM and program director
John Gehron has done it. When the
station was a modified progressive
rocker until a few months ago, it
ranked below all its contemporary
competition. The first rating books on
their new format are just out and the
results are nothing short of ex-
plosive. The station is the most lis-
tened to FM in the country, according
to the latest ARB.

The July/August ARB ranks the
station #1 for adults 18-34 in the M-F
Tpm-midnight category. At all other
times, WABC retains its lead in the
market but WCBS-FM comes in sec-
ond in the following day/time group-
pings: M-F 10am-3pm, M-F 3-Tpm
and M-Sun  6am-midnight. The
weakest showing is in the 6-10am
period where the station ranks #4.

The Pulse book for the same period
(adults 18-24) shows the station #2
all day and #5 at night. “These are
both music books,” Gehron explained.
“We are proud of our new line-up,
but at the time these ratings were
compiled, we hadn’t yet firmed up
that part of our operation.”

The current line-up is: Jack Miller
(former morning man at WDRC) 6-10
am; Bill Brown, 10am-2pm; Dick
Heatherton (from KLIF and WFIL)
2-6pm; Bobby “Wizard” Wayne,
6-10pm; Don K. Reed, 10pm-2am and
John Vidaver (2-6am). Ed Osborne
does weekends. Brown, Wayne, Reed
and Vidaver have moved with the sta-
tion to the new format.

According to Gehron, oldies are
programmed from three chronologi-
cal periods. There is no weekly play-
list, but the jocks who pre-program
their own shows work under some
general guidelines to avoid duplica-
tion and maintain the station’s sound.
All cuts now being aired are either
former Top 10 items nationally or
former New York regional hits. “We
are not programming any current
music at present—for the initial
shock value—but we do have plans to
do so in the future.”

CBS Chain

Gehron was envolved with the first |

solid-gold operation in the CBS
chain, WCAU-FM in Philadelphia—
the city’s #2 rated station currently.
Program director Jim Nettleton han-
dles all the jock activities via tape at
CAU-FM but plans for a live set up
along WCBS-FM lines are in the
works. The San Francisco FM station
of the chain, KCBS, went with the
format three weeks ago under the
direction of station manager John
Kekalos.

Format Effects

WCBS-FM is already attracting
advertisers with messages geared to a
nostalgia-hungry crowd from such
firms as Chrysler and Thom McAnn.
Many stations in the area have be-
gun counter-programming measures,
among them WXLO-FM, WNBC and
WABC—all of whom are playing
more gold than ever before.

Record companies such as Colum-
bia, A&M, Atlantic and London have
been most co-operative in enlarging
the music library; Candy Henry is
handling the day-to-day co-ordination
of music at the station
Gehron’s direction.

“This format can do well anywhere,
if done right” Gehron has observed,
but he does attribute the station’s
success in some part to the eity’s
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under |

| position as one of the major birth-
places of rock 'n roll.

In reaction to specific audience re-

sponse on a one-to-one level, the sta-

tion plans to install a request line

‘set—up which will be connected to
Gehron’s office. “The more feedback I
| get, the better the station will
sound.”

Word-Of-Mouth

Besides a co-sponsored festival of
50’s films at a local theatre and a
tie-in with Richard Nader’s “Rock 'N
Roll Revival” shows at Madison
Square Garden, the promotion for the
station has largely been word-of-
mouth. It all reminds you of a recent
song by Dion, “Attraction Works
Better Than Promotion.”

Gehron is quite philosphical about
the counter-attack destined to make it
difficult for the station to maintain
its present rating status. “It’s good
when everyone is doing well. The
more competitive the market, the bet-
ter everyone sounds. And that’s all to
the benefit of the audience.”

WJIMD Brings
Quad To DC

WASHINGTON — WJMD Radio is
now broadcasting in four channel
sound on a regular basis, a first in
area radio. Each evening 10- 11 PM,
Monday through Sunday, WJMD is
presenting Telex Studio 4, a four
channel good music program hosted
by Skitch Henderson.

Telex Studio 4 features the music
of such well known artists as Andy
Williams. Henry Mancini, Percy
Faith, Floyd Cramer, Barbra Strei-
sand, Chet Atkins, Johnny Mathis,
101 Strings and others.

Al Kessler, program manager for
the station said “Studio 4 fills a need
created by the growing popularity of
four channel sound since at the
present time there is a major shor-
tage of four channel encoded material
suitable for easy listening, good mu-
sic FM stereo stations.” He pointed
out that the Studio 4 broadcasts can

be heard on all home receivers, in
monophoni¢, in stereo or in four
channel.

Telex Studio 4 is scheduled to con
tinue on WJMD until December 31,
1972, Four channel programming be-
vond that point is currently being
investigated.

Dan is a group with a big sound. But
it’s not the kind of big sound that
horn conglomerates like Chicago and
orchestrated acts like Frank Zappa
have. The big sound is under the
surface, bubbling away in musical
innuendos that can be heard if the
listener tunes in completely. On the
surface, the sound remains tight and
compact enough to be funky.

The reason for this is that Steely
Dan expresses itself more through
tone than throvgh notes themselves.
Each of the five instrumentalists is
highly skilled and capable of run-
ning riffs around most other musi-
cians, but this talent is not applied
so that the result becomes five indi-
vidual egos attempting to outdo each
other with an avalanche of notes. All
the plavers will concentrate on a
group riff, adding a laver of tone
and subtle personal flair to the group
sound. The result is a sound that
cooks with basie upfront drive but
can also be enjoved on any listening
level.

“Do It Again,” “Dirty Work” and
“Midnite Cruiser” are examples of
funky drive, while “Brooklyn (Owes
The Charmer Under Me)” highlights
the creative lyrical head of Walter
Becker and Donald Fagan.

TROUBADOR, L.A. — All too often
capable performers become trapped in
the notion that in order to be ac-
cepted as a creative artist you must
produce totally new material. Johnny
Rivers proved that this concept isn’t
always valid. Mixing his versions of
old favorites (“Sea Cruise,” “Mem-
phis”), currently popular hits (“Take
It Easy,” “Brown Eyed Girl”), and
his own creations both new and old
(“Rockin’ Pneumonia,”  ‘“Summer
Breeze”), Rivers built a show that
combined solid material with great
polish.

His “take-offs” on other people’s
music are by no means direct copies
of past hits. Instead, Rivers adds his
own talent and style to the base that
other performers have established.

Rivers clearly is an artist that is
more concerned with entertaining an
audience than becoming totally self-
indulgent in his own creations. He
gives a crowd the taste of his own
easy rock, the 50’s rock & roll, and
the folk/country/rock sound all in one
package. Taking the position of both
an innovator and creator, Rivers’
blending of styles is unquestionably
effective.

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NEW YORK—PATRICK SKY: THE SONGS THAT COULD MAKE AMERICA INFAMOUS

Legal departments in the trade have been kept quite busy with the new anti-
piracy legislation. The publicity this aspect of the job has received is quite
justifiable. And perhaps it is too pie-in-the-sky to expect that even under less
hectic circumstances, company lawyers would ride their white horses into the
fray for the glory of the First Amendment. But we feel it should not go un-
noticed that there is something called Proposition #18 on the California ballot
which could conceivably prove more harmful than a shipload of pirates to the
spirit of the industry. .

Proposition #18 is so nvolved and so complicated, we cannot possibly quote
it here. Basically it deals with a change in obscenity legisiation in the state. |
Firstly, it would transfer the burden of enforcing obscenity laws from the state
to the level of ‘‘county, city and political subdivision.” Secondly, it allows for the
deletion of the Supreme Court qualification ‘as a whole, utterly without re-
deeming and social importance” from the definition of obscenity. It does not |
change the penal code wherein anyone connected in any way with the produc-
tion, distribution and sale of obscene material is subject to heavy fines and
five-year prison terms.

How does this apply to the music industry? How doesn't it? Many companies
have offices in California. All market their product in the state. The repercussions
of a ‘‘yes’ vote will be felt in studios around the country. And we don't mean
photographic studios.

When the California voter enters the booth, he is presented with a lever
bearing the inscription '‘Proposition #18: Obscenity Legislation.” There is no
clarification. He votes “‘yes’ or “‘no."”

Almost two years ago, Patrick Sky recorded an album of tunes whimsically
entitled ““Songs That Made America Famous."” In it, there are various and sundry |
references to acts, natural and otherwise, being performed on such personages
as The Pope, Nixon and Agnew, and Jackie Kennedy. A personal account of the
history of this project from Pat Sky himself follows. We are presenting it not to
indict any record company, executive or industry group in general, but to simply
alert our readers to the fact that it can—no, it is—happening here, already.

We spoke to Pat Sky by telephone. He knew we were calling and answered
“‘pornomovie and smut factory!”” We admire his sense of humor considering |
the following circumstances:

HOLLYWOOD—BULLDOG! BULLDOG!

Many musicians have undergone changes over the past few years. Some leave
groups to venture on alone. Others go from writing to singing, or from playing
to producing. Some disappear all together while others move on to new groups.

One such new group has emerged on the Decca label called Bulldog. The five
members of this rock and rollin’ outfit have all been in the music scene for
some time, and have now combined their talents and experiences into one unit.

Two members of Bulldog, Gene Cornish and Dino Danelli, are both formerly
of the now-defunct Rascals. It's only natural that people carry that association
over to Bulldog with, ““Bulldog? Oh yeah, that's the old Rascals isn’t it?"”" Well,
it's only natural, but the Rascals are no more, and Bulldog is very much alive.

Cornish explains, “Our main concern is that each guy gets known individually
as well as the group. When people think of Bulldog, we want them to think of
everybody, not just certain people.”

Bill “‘The Hooch’ Hocher handles most of the singing and plays bass guitar.
Some have likened his vocal work to that of Cocker and Nilsson (a strange cross,
you say), but no matter what labels you choose, ‘“The Hooch” is one of the
best new vocalists around. His strong, raspy voice is perfect for Bulldog music.

Much of the material on the debut LP, *‘Bufldog,” is co-written by Hocher and
John Turi, keyboards man for the group. Turi also plays sax, does a little singing,
and is largely responsible for developing the melodies and chord progressions
to great little tunes like ‘“No,”’ their first single, which is already climbing the
charts.

Eric Thorngren was the most recent member to join Bulldog. His talents as a
musician and writer were welcome assets in rounding out a group that needed
an additional voice and sharp guitar work.

Completing the picture are Cornish and Danelli, who produced Bulldog’s first
album. For both of them, Bulldog is a tremendous departure from their old days.
‘“With the Rascals, we were forced to perform certain songs for the people be-
cause that’s what they wanted to hear. Now we can play some good ole rock
with original ideas. It's alot of fun, and we're very excited about the group and

- where we’re going.”

Says Turi, ‘“Being a part of Bulldog has been great for all of us. We've ali
shared good experiences together and get along fine. We can’t wait to tour and
get people off on our music as much as we are.”

| got the idea for the record from Alex Bennett actually. He came up to the
house one weekend and | already had a few ‘‘offensive songs” | had written. He
had his cassette going and then we listened to the playback. Alex thought they
were pretty good and asked if | had ever thought of making a record of that kind
of stuff. | hadn’t. But after he left, | wrote some more songs. . . .

I've written poetry, a Broadway musical and songs that I'd never sung or
recorded. | write all the time. Not always ‘‘songs.” Originally, before | got the idea
from talking to Alex, | wanted to do a straight comedy record. Funny stuff called
‘‘Postwhistle & Smunn’’ a duet whose name is based on a law firm from a W. C.
Fields movie. Alex was the one who first said ‘“Well, why just be humorous?
Some of these ideas are really offensive.” . . .

Meanwhile, Alex met Larry Klein of an upstate New York studio, ZBS Media—
which stands for Zero Bull Shit, but that's another story. Anyway, we all made
a deal on the tape. Alex produced it. It was a partnership type deal. After | made
the tape, ZBS decided that they couldn’t do anything with it, so | took it myself
and starting going around to the major record companies. Everywhere | went, |
got good listening response but | couldn’t get anyone to commit themselves.

Herb Garr (Don McLean’s manager now and mine a number of years back)
started doing the same thing with the tapes a year after | had started. He had
called me up because he had heard about it and was very interested. But he got
the same response that | did: “It’s fantastic . . . | don’t want my name on it.”’
Got all kinds of reasons and excuses why they felt they couldn’t put it out. Dave
Wilks at Vanguard said it was the most disgusting thing he had ever heard. Herb
finally took the tapes to United Artists where he had the deal with McLean. They
were really interested in it and they decided we'd put it out. . . .

The promotion people listened to the record, and one guy who hears fifty rock
groups a month said ‘“If we can sell this, we can sell anything!” It represented a
challenge for them. . . .

We got the contracts—I even got the album cover and title, **‘Songs That Made
America Famous’’ approved. The first bitch they had was ‘‘We can’'t have ‘America’
on this album cover” | couldn't figure out why, but they said it would offend all
these patriots. Said it would eliminate a ot of the hassles immediately if we
left ‘America’ out of it. But Herb and | wouldn't back off of that, and we finally
had the cover approved as is.

But then, the three major pressing plants the company usually deais with
(RCA, Capitol and Columbia) all refused to press it. The story | was told here
was that there are these little old ladies in quality control who listen to whatever

musically speaking, their heads are alt on the same level. They make good
music they want people to enjoy, and that won’t be hard at all. Because Bulldog
is, indeed, enjoyable. mark albert

HOLLYWOOD—MARK/ALMOND: GETTING IT ACROSS—Around the writing of
Jon Mark and the solo work of Johnny Almond, Mark/Almond have built a struc-
ture designed to produce a means of communication from performer to audience.
Their goal is to transfer all the feeling in their music to the people, so they can
get the same pleasure out of listening to the sound as the musicians get out of
delivering it. This concept, of course, is extremely basic. Yet, too many artists
take it for granted—that as long as they are on stage or on records they are
communicating, which isn’t necessarily the case.

Mark/Almond, on the other hand, make sure the conditions are right for convey-
ing good vibrations, from where they are playing to what they are playing. As
Jon Mark states, “‘We have a policy that whenever we do our own concert tours
the maximum halli we’ll play at is a 4,000-seater. Normally we choose halls that
seat two or three thousand because that’s where the real communication is. You
don’'t make as much bread, but you can really communicate where there’s good
seating, where the sound system is perfect, where the acoustics are going to
be perfect, where there are not going to be any police hassles, and where the
people can come and sit down and have a whole, proper, enjoyable evening of
music.”’

The sound they produce is quite unique. It's more of an amalgam of different
forms of music than any one set scheme. With each member of the group bring-
ing different talents into play, they combine many styles into one unit. Within
the outline of a song there is space for improvisation, where individuals have the
liberty to play what they are feeling. This asset is, of great value in adding a
fresh flavor to everything the group performs: “We try to take elements from
everything we like. Nothing is impossible with this band. K can be classically
influenced, folk, blues, jazz, rock, pop, whatever you want to label it. But
obviously there’s a basic structure. Or else there wouid be chaos on the stage,
and you'd be selling the audience short. There is a definite structure, and there
are certain areas within that structure, where you can achieve proper freedom.”

The basis that this freedom revolves around is the composing of Jon Mark. in
his writing he elaborates on personal emotions, yet strives to make the work
understandable to anyone who listens to it: “Self indulgence is a very important

On each of
eleven cuts, he proves his staying power. Two
standards, ““This Is All | Ask’ and ‘‘He"” join
forces with the best of the tunefuls from the
past twelve months: ““Song Sung Blue,”” “Run
To Me,”” “The Candy Man” and ‘“‘Daddy Don't
You Walk So Fast” to name a few.

A MILLION TO ONE—The Manhattans—
Deluxe 12004

Group with the most urbane of names is
perhaps the smoothest and least-concerned-
with-frills soul contingent going. And they have
been going strong since 1965. Their latest LP
is the first with new lead singer Gerald Alston,
replacing the late George Smith. Titled after
their chart soul item, it includes a fine re-
interpretation of ‘‘Fever’” as well as some im-
pressive originals. ‘‘Blackbird’ is a particularly
strong mid-tempo outing.

HOME FREE—Dan Fogelberg—Columbia KC
31751

Dan Fogelberg is far from the most mel-
lifluous name we've come across, but it’s one
you should be hearing a lot more of as time
does its number on you. The original materia
benefits tremendously from what just could be
producer Norbert Putnam’s proudest mo-
ments. Norm plays bass and cello and brings
Kenny Butrey, Weldon Myrick, Buddy Spicher,
Farrell Morris and David Briggs in on the
beautiful bounty of a session. But Dan’s own
moog work and multi-tracked vocals are the
real stars of the show—one that any card-
carrying CSN&Y fan should quickly get into.

STRANGE FRUIT — Billie Holiday — Atlantic
SD 1614

Diana Ross is Billie Holiday on the screen
and in the forthcoming soundtrack LP; on
records in general, only Billie herself is that
Lady who sang her heart, body and soul into
every song. Her Commodore recordings are
often cited as her best work (1939-44) and for
the first time. all 16 tracks have been collect-
ed on one LP. Titled after the first protest
song ever to deal w.th racism, this LP should
become both a collector’s item and a strong-
selling companion to the renewed interest in
her life sparked as by the film.

EARTHSPAN — The Incredible String Band —
Reprise 2122

Liner notes are sorely missed here. From
the grooves of their latest, as well as the
songwr ter credits, it is clear that a number of
new additions to the basic duo of Heron &
Williamson have been made. There's a child-
like female voice which pops in and out and a
number of male personages which give this
album (their first for the label) a different
approach from their former records. Highlights
include “Sailor and the Dancer’’ and ‘“My Fa-
ther Was A Lighthouse Keerer.” ISB continue
to be the Mad Hatters of folkdom.

CONNECTION—Don Ellis—Columbia KC
31766

The titles here are a bit unusual for an Ellis
package—mostly current hits of the day. But
it all seems to fit in with a prediction made in
the 60’s by the orchestra leader that he would
evolve into the Stan Kenton of the 70s. He
has also evolved into his own man in the
process, doing what so many MOR orks do,
but with a definite imprint of big band past
and jazz present. Don’s version of Yes’
“Roundabout” is a gem. ““Put It Where You
Want [t is funky, while “Conquistador” is
given a most unusual intro. Easy to get into
Ellis.
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JOE SIMON'S GREATEST HITS—Soundstage 7
KZ31916

Since debuting on pop and soul charts in
1966 with ‘“A Teenager’s Prayer,” Joe Simon
has been a figure to reckon with in both areas
of music. This volume collects some of his
biggest from his relationship with the label.
His current charter for the company, “Misty
Blue’ is here along with his Grammy-winning
“The Chokin’ Kind,” his first Top 20 hit
‘*Hangin’ On” and the celestial funkiness of
““Moon Walk.” Should do extremely well in
black markets and make strong pop inroads.

PASS THE CHICKEN AND LISTEN — The Ever-
ly Brothers — RCA LSP — 4781

Quite a departure from their first for the
label, this one is produced very comfortably
by Chet Atkins. The Everlys have always ap-
pealed to both country and rock audiences
and Chet has chosen to bring out the former
side without neglecting the latter in any way.
Songs by John Prine, Kristofferson, Wayion
Jennings, Roger Miller and Mickey Newbury
make it glow. Our two favorites are the legend-
ary Bryants' bluegrass anthem ‘‘Rocky Top”
and a revival of the Buddy Holly/Stones hit,
““Not Fade Away”’ which sounds like the strong-
est single.

AUSTIN ROBERTS — Chelsea CHE — 1004
On the cover of his debut LP as a solo
singer, Austin gives the impression of a Donny
Osmond twelve years or so later. The sound
that is his own is not based on imitation or
gimmickry — it’s a light but never feather-
weight approach to MOR/Top 40. Many of the
tunes (including his current chart single
“Something’s Wrong With Me') were penned
by Danny Janssen & Bobby Hart, while Rob-
erts himself collaborated on two. ‘‘Keep On
Singing”” and ‘‘There’s A Shadow’’ are two
strong cuts to pay particular attention to.

(tenor sax), Ray Crawford (guitar), Donald
Dean (drums) and Victor Pantoja (conga).

The plaintiffs’ complaint maintains
that Marks Music might have illicitly
obtained the Tribute disk by remaster-
ing a recording made for the exclu-
sive use of CBS. Section 34 of the
document states: “Upon information
and belief, at a time and place un-
known to Simon, Marks caused a
master recording of Simon’s perform-
ances of the Compositions to be
produced by using a manufacturing
process known as ‘re-mastering’,
wherein Marks made unauthorized
duplications of records embodving
performances by Simon, originally
produced exclusively for CBS and
others at an earlier date, thereby per-
manently fixing, duplicating, and
capturing portions of Simon’s record-
ed performances of the Compositions
for its master recording.”

The complaint comprises three suits
set forth in 17 separate claims. In
addition to the claim for $8,000,000
damages, the plaintiffs desire an in-
junction that would impound all cop-
1es of the folios and recordings, as
well as canceling Simon’s contract
with Marks.

Much praise for the importance of
Campus Radio to RCA went to Ed
Preston, national promotion manager
for RCA, who allowed Murphy a free
hand in getting an ‘“unusually tough”
audience working together.

Mogull Brings :
U.S. Tunes To
Czech Market

PRAGUE — Back in January, 1972,
Ivan Mogull met with Czechoslovak ’
representatives for the first time at
MIDEM, and after some negotiation,
concluded a contract according to
which Supraphon of Czechoslovakia
represents Mogull and his catalogues
for Czechoslovakia. Recently, Mogull
came to visit Prague for the first ‘
time. He found that local recordings ]
of some of the titles he represents
had been released. such as Neil Dia-
mond’s “Cracklin’ Rosie”, “Holly
Holy”, and “I Am .. . I Said”—while
some other Neil Diamond titles are
being prepared for future releases.
among them, “Song Sung Blue” and
“New York Boy”.

Among other material Ivan Mogull
brought to Prague were Perry Como’s
hit, “It’s Impossible” (now scheduled
for release in Czechoslovakia with
Milan Chladil); the Three Dog Night
version of “Black & White”; the score
from the forthcoming United Artists
film, “Man Of La Mancha”; and the
Mister K master recording of “Pop-
corn” b/w “Synthetic Sister No. 1”
which is to he released on the
Supraphon label as a single. This is
the first and only version of this
world hit to be released in Czechoslo-
vakia,

Mogull also brought to Supraphon
for future publishing, the score and
LP sound track from the hit Ameri-
can picture “Superfly”’, which has not |
as yet been shown in Czechoslovakia.

Chart Action

When  inspecting the current
Czechoslovakian hit parade, Mogull
noticed that among the top twenty
singles there were 14 foreign copy-
rights, but only 3 of them of Ameri-
can origin namely; “Book Of Love”,
“Amarillo” and “Does Your Chewing
Gum Lose Its Flavor”. At this time,
British and continental tunes, (espe-
cially French, German or Dutch) seem
to outweigh the American nraterial.

Mogull also visited Prague re-
cording studios, where he met top
Czech singing star Karel Gott, whose
recording made a very good impres-
sion upon him, and his producer, com-
poser and lyricist, the brothers Ladia
and Jiri Staidl. He also took some of
the Czech material to offer to his
associates in Western Europe and in
the U.S.

Mogull also paid a visit to Czech
Performing and Mechanical Rights ‘
Society OSA, where he had talks with
Mrs. Geisler, who is in charge of the |

Schwartz, Sly & The Family Stone,
and the Warner Bros. Film Score Li-
brary.
