Ch Domino Flashy Lad was bred and owned by Steve and Julie Bradder. He
was born in 1991, gained his title in 1994 at WELKS and became the breed
record holder in 1995, winning a total of 28 CCs and 12 RCCs in his career.
He remained the leading Stafford until 2003. Amongst his other achievements
he was Best in Show at National Terrier in 1995. He was well-named, his
flashy colouring gaining him many admirers, and he was always on his best
behaviour, being a great ambassador for the breed not only in the breed ring
but in Groups and Best in Show challenges.
