INTRODUCTION

The St. Petersburg agglomeration spreads for 100 km from
West to East, from the coastal forts of Krasnaya Gorka (Red Hill)
and Seraya Loshad (Grey Horse) up to Shlisselburg, and for 80
km from North to South, from the latitude on which Roschino
stends to Gatchina. Having reached its peak in the middle of the
XIX century, it still retains much of its integrity and remains a
valuable historical landscape in spite of the ongoing processes of
urbanization. It was in this sense that the Historic Centre of Saint
Petersburg and Related Groups of Monuments were included in
the World Heritage List in 1990 in accordance with the Conven-
tion for the Protection of the World Cultural and Natural Herita-
ge adopted in 1972. 36 components and 139 elements comprise
the St. Petersburg nomination.

Much attention is paid to protection of historical landscapes
around the world. It was in 1962 that UNESCO adopted the Rec-
ommendation concerning the Safeguarding of the Beauty and
Character of Landscapes and Sites, and in 1976, the Recommen-
dation concerning the Safeguarding and Contemporary Role of
Historic Areas. It is to the particular type of historic landscape —
the urban landscape — that the Charter for the Conservation of
Historic Towns and Urban Areas (Washington Charter, 1987),
the Vienna Memorandum and the Declaration on the Conservation
of Historic Urban Landscapes based upon the latter, are devoted.

New recommendation for conservation of historic urban land-
scapes are being currently drawn to be taken in autumn 2011 at
the 36-th session of the General Conference of UNESCO. In its
preamble it reads, in particular: «In order to support the protection
of natural and cultural heritage, emphasis needs to be put on the
integration of urban conservation strategies into local development
processes, including contemporary architecture, for which the ap-
plication of a landscape approach is considered key to urban her-
itage management and maintaining urban identity». The latter is
extremely important: it is high quality historic urban landscape of
St. Petersburg that helps the city residents maintain the aspects of
their character and mentality. They avail newcomers to adapt
turning them over the years into real Petersburgers, they create a
virtuous architectural background which attracts thousands of
tourists.

Operational Guidelines for the Implementation of the World
Heritage Convention identifies the three main categories of cul-
tural landscapes of historic quality. One of them is the organically
developed landscapes, with their forms and component charac-
teristics reflecting the process of evolution. Of the two subcate-
gories, the first one is relict landscapes in which the evolutionary
process came to an end some time ago, and the second is contin-
uing landscapes which retain their active role in modern society,
and include elements indicating their evolution over time. It is
into this sub-category that the landscape of St. Petersburg metro-
politan area falls.

The historic centers of Saint Petersburg and its satellite
towns should be classified, according to the Guidelines, as in-
habited historic towns, and should be put to the subcategory of
historic centers. The latter cover the same area as the ancient
city, but are now included in modern cities. The Guidelines
require to determine the exact boundaries of such objects in their
largest historical bounds and to ensure an appropriate identifica-
tion of their neighborhoods.

The terms «historic area» and «site» are placed in one con-
ceptual row with «historic landscape» (the latter is affirmed by

above). In the Convention Concerning the Protection of the
World Cultural and Natural Heritage (1972), the latter is defined
as follows: «sites: works of man or the combined works of nature
and man, and areas including archaeological sites which are of
outstanding universal value from the historical, aesthetic, ethno-
logical or anthropological point of view».

A similar but more detailed formulation is presented in the
current Law «On Objects of Cultural Heritage (Historical and
Cultural Monuments) of the Russian Federation»: «sites: works
created by man or the combined works of man and nature, in-
cluding the place of folk art crafts; centers of historic settlements,
or fragments of urban planning and building, memorable places,
cultural and natural landscapes associated with the history of
peoples formation and other ethnic communities on the territory
of Russian Federation, historical (including military) events, the
life of prominent historical figures; cultural layers, remains of
buildings of ancient towns, forts, villages, hillforts, settlements,
camps; scenes of religious rites».

After it was included in the text of the Law, the concept of
site has become legal. In case of a topographic identification and
confirmation of historical and cultural values, objects correspon-
ding to this type of cultural heritage must be protected by the
state. Confirmation of this is found in a recent international in-
strument, the ICOMOS Charter for the Interpretation and Presen-
tation of the Cultural Heritage Sites (The Charter of Enam,
2008): «Cultural Heritage Site refers to a place, locality, natural
landscape, settlement area, architectural complex, archaeological
site, or standing structure that is recognized and often legally
protected as a place of historical and cultural significance».

Analysis of the provisions contained in international and do-
mestic acts indicates that a site is an integral historical, cultural
and natural complex, which includes cultural and natural compo-
nents; it is usually quite extensive and in many cases includes
territories and settlements which have a big social, commercial
and economical import, often owned by different administrative
entities. In case of an exceptionally high value it may be given a
status of a historical and cultural reserve.

Economic activity and construction on the sites are basically
acceptable and in many cases even desirable. The first is often
the basis of its traditional way of life, the second is necessary to
sustain and can be done under the supervision of the protection
agencies, it should also include preservation and restoration of
valuable characteristics of the historic environment and restoration
and rehabilitation works on the monuments and ensembles.

The World Heritage Site of Historic Centre of Saint Petersburg
and Related Groups of Monuments in all its parts fully corre-
sponds to the definitions given above. It is a typical continuing
cultural landscape, an extensive site which includes many sites,
monuments and ensembles of a smaller scale.

Many elements of the St. Petersburg nomination included in
the list, taken alone do not meet the criteria of universal value,
presented by UNESCO. However, each of them serves as a refer-
ence point or a node of a historical landscape, the universal value
of which is not of any doubt, and it thus raises the value of the lo-
cal significance items for the system as a whole. Such a situation
is also provided with the UNESCO documents: according to the
definition of the above-mentioned «Operational Guidelinesy
Saint-Petersburg with its suburbs is a typical «serial properties»,
for which the universal value of its individual components is not
obligatory.

It is necessary to note the following: all attention of the ad-
ministration, the public and the city visitors is traditionally fo-
cused on the historic center of St. Petersburg and the ensembles

which are members of State Museums and demonstrate the suc-
cess of the national school of restoration. At the same time, sub-
urban sites of a local scale and natural sites, especially those in
the Leningrad region, are often undervalued and forgotten (or
half-forgotten). However, it is these, along with the prominent
ensembles of the palace suburbs, which are the related groups of
monuments mentioned in the title of the nomination.

The need to study and protect the historic town in the frame
of its neighborhoods was emphasized by such famous scientists
as the founder of scientific local lore Ivan Grevs and our recent
contemporary, Academician Dmitry Likhachev. «Rome, Paris,
Florence became quite clear in their mysterious and meaningful
faces only when taken together with the typical «filiationsy...
Only together they can reflect the whole truth about the great
past of their leading centers. In the same way the monasteries
and royal or princely palaces and estates surrounding Moscow
serve perfectly to its understanding, and the soul of St. Petersburg
is interpreted beautifully by Peterhof, Tsarskoe Selo, Pavlovsk,
Gatchina and Ropsha, Oranienbaum, Kronstadt and Schlissel-
burgy, Grevs wrote.

Dmitry Likhachev continues this idea: «The character of the
city neighborhoods is connected very closely to its history.
Recall, for example, that the surrounding palaces and parks of
Leningrad were built in the same as the city. The ring of suburbs
was that frame of art, in which St. Petersburg-Leningrad was al-
ways the center. Not a single city in the world was ever built to-
gether with its surroundings in such a planned manner. Quite dif-
ferent it is in Moscow, where the suburban palaces were built at
different times and were not subject to urban design, as it was in
Petersburgy.

In the end, it seems important to quote the Article 1 of the
most important document, the International Charter on the Con-
servation and Restoration of Monuments and Sites (the Venice
Charter): «The concept of a historic monument embraces not
only the single architectural work but also the urban or rural set-
ting in which is found the evidence of a particular civilization, a
significant development or a historic event. This applies not only
to great works of art but also to more modest works of the past
which have acquired cultural significance with the passing of
time». These words convey perfectly the character of the «big»
St. Petersburg included in the World Heritage List.

The inclusion of Leningrad on the World Heritage List is so
obvioue that any detailed justification seems superflucus. The
tll’.{nﬁ of the Swedish fortress of Ho:eborg at the beglnnlns of
the War of the Norcth and the establishment in 1703 of the
fortresses of Peter-and-Paul and Kronschlot ushered in the
greatest urban creation of the l8ch cemtury: the construction of
the capital of Peter the Great, the asymbol of a Russia that
became the master of the Baltic after the victory of Poltava
{(170%) and was free to open to the West. At the cost of the
colossal forced labor of Russian soldiers, Swedish and Ottoman
prisoners of war, and Finnish and Estonian workers and laborers,
the métamorphosis of an inhoapitable conscal area into a superb
city where palaces, churches and convents, and alse two-storey
stone houses fit in to the urban designe of the Frenchman
Alexandre Leblond, was completed in less than 20 years. In 1724

Summary

This section includes a detailed outline of the circumstances
of preparing the applications for inclusion of the «Historic
Centre of Saint Petersburg and Related Groups of Monuments»
nomination in the World Heritage List in 1988—1990. A working
group was formed which I was a part of, and so was a group of
experts. As a result of discussions it was decided to include the
historic landscape of the «big» St. Petersburg with its main
natural and cultural components in the nomination.

I’ll quote here an excerpt of the interview of the head of the
monuments protection committee A. Alekseyev, of 1989:

«Leningrad is no Paris or Moscow which were being formed
during centuries. It appeared by will of a single person, according
to the genius “general plan” of Peter... This is the uniqueness of
this artificial, “fabled” city. Not only the territory, but also the
water area is set up amazingly: the water wides, the sky wides,
the islands became a part of a city planning conception and a cor-
nerstone to all the architectural bases. So, how can one possibly
break up, or dismember this composition of the city space and
the unmatched northern landscape? We decided it to be hardly
possible and we present our city in the conception developed for
UNESCO as an integral and unique city-planning, historical and
cultural site which is divided structurally into systems and sub-
systems...

— And thus you are making a precedent?

—In a certain way yes. The historic center of Rome, Venice
are already on the list, and we do not risk gaining the character of
indelicate ones. But the Leningrad scale is unprecedented, I sup-
pose: not only we submitted for approval the center of Leningrad
and its four famous suburbs (this was among the drafts) but the
whole historic part of the Leningrad-Petrograd agglomeration...»

This section contains excerpts from the expertise of ICOMOS
and recommendations of the World Heritage Committee following
the inclusion of the category in the World Heritage List. It ex-
plains changing of the nomination name from «...with Surround-
ings» to «...and Related Groups of Monuments». Adoption by
the city authorities of any decisions on site management and pro-
motion, as well as change in urban planning policy did not
follow. Articles in magazines and newspapers, including the ones
written by the author of this publication, in which these issues
were touched upon, remained unanswered.

There is as well a story on the events of 2004-2010 which
took place because of submission of a periodic report and the old
Retrospective Inventory Project of 2005; it is also on the failed
efforts to handle the problem of amendments of the site bound-
aries and on the decisions taken on the World Heritage Committee
sessions. High opinion is expressed of the conclusions drawn by
the international conference «Conservation and Management of
Historic Centres inscribed on the World Heritage List» carried
out in St. Petersburg in winter 2007, and data on this conference
are given.

FORMATION OF THE CULTURAL LANDSCAPE
OF ST. PETERSBURG AND ITS ENVIRONS

On May 16 (27), 1703, according to the order of Peter I a
fortress was laid on the Zayachiy (Hare) island at the mouth of
the Neva River which became a foundation of the new capital of
the Russian Empire. By will and power of Peter, his devotees and
successors, it took an unprecedented short period for the new
city to become one of the most extensive and beautiful ones in
Europe.

St. Petersburg marked the historic transition of Russia from
the Middle Ages to the New Era and became the cradle of
modern Russian culture. The best evidence of this is the architec-
tural appearance of the city: its straight avenues, wide squares,
magnificent palaces. Previously, an image of a «heavenly city»
embodied in the fabulous architecture of the ancient Russian
monasteries was considered ideal; after, St. Petersburg gave an
example of another kind — a rationally arranged city based on
geometrized master plan, gorgeous in its uniformity, interrupted
by ideally placed dominants.

The natural basis, foremost the whimsically rugged delta of
the Neva also contributes much to the beauty of the city. Dozens
of islands separated by channels are of different nature, ranging
from the urban Vasilievsky (Basil’s) and St. Petersburg islands to
Kamennyi (Stone), Yelagin and Krestovsky islands flooded with
gardens. But if the flat plain of the delta is long taken over by the
city, its picturesque surroundings are an example of a harmonious
coexistence of man and nature: a dramatic relief, a variety of
conditions of two landscape zones, separated by a channel of the
Neva River — the Ingermanlandian south and the Karelian
north — helped to create numerous palace and park ensembles.
Landscape and urban structure of the St. Petersburg suburbs de-
veloped mainly to the South-West off the capital. This is em-
blematic of its dual nature: the relationship with Russia and,
through its western borders and the expanse of the Baltic sea,
with Europe.

Natural Basis: a Land of Forests and Wetlands,
or a Natural Phenomenon?

One of the major factors that contributed to configuration of
the historical structure of «big» St. Petersburg were the geological
processes that were running here in relatively recent times (from 2
to 20 thousand years ago). The Baltic Sea has passed several
stages of its formation: it has repeatedly changed its shape and
size, leaving a concentric line of benches that sweep the Neva Bay.

The most important of those are the Baltic-Ladoga ledge,
which terminates the Izhora plateau in the line of the Bay. The

ledge stretches westward reaching Estonia and rises above the
surrounding terrain to 50—-80 meters. The Tsarskoye Selo (Tsar's
village) with its palaces and parks, Gostilicy, Ropsha, Kasnoye
Selo (Red village) are situated on the ledge and terraces of the
Izhora plateau, from which a wide panorama of the Neva Low-
land and St. Petersburg is disclosed. One of the highest points is
the Pulkovo Hill crowned by the Pulkovo Observatory.

Hardly less significant is another layer, the so-called Litorina
ledge — the shore of the Litorina Sea that existed here. Within
the city, the bench is seen well in the Park of the Forest Techni-
cal Academy. But it can be best traced along the Southern coast
of the Neva Bay. At the edge of the bench the estates and resi-
dences of Peterhof Road are situated, including Strelna, Oranien-
baum, and the very Peterhof, since distant sea panoramas open
up there.

Along with the marine element, an important role in shaping
the suburban landscape was played by the glacier that left hilly
ridges and boulder placers behind. These hills largely define the
face of the northern neighborhoods of St. Petersburg. Here, the
city is framed with a semicircle of the Pargolovo, Yukky and
Toksovo heights. Such a geological anomaly as the Duderhof he-
ights is also a result of the glacier. It cut up the ledge like a giant
plow forming a deep ravine (on its western flank, Krasnoye Selo
is located) and piled up the Orekhovaya (Nut) and the Voronja
(Crow) Mounts. These mountains are the highest marks in the
vicinity of St. Petersburg and their contrast to the surrounding
plain is only one of the kind in the entire North-West Russia.
Deep glacial lakes that are typical for the area were the main ele-
ments of such ensembles as the Gatchina and Osinovaya Roscha.

The water systems determine the character of the St. Peters-
burg neighborhoods landscape barely less than the relief. The
gulf of Finland with the Kotlin island towering in its middle, in
the West, and the Ladoga, the largest lake of Europe, in the East,
are the two magnificent water tables joined by the full-flowing
Neva. This river, exceptional in its hydrological system is in fact
a flow between the lake and the bay and, being relatively short,
can boast considerable width and depth. Geologically speaking,
the Neva is very young: it’s only about 4000 years old and was
finally formed at the turn of our era.

The Neva basin includes about 50,000 lakes. Its tributar-
ies — Tosna, Izhora, Slavianka, Ohta — curl fancifully in their
banks and enliven the landscape. Springs that squirt out at the
foot of the limestone cliff give rise to the Dudergofka (Ligovka)
river, the Strelka river, the Kuzminka river and feed the Peterhof
conduit.

Marshes took a considerable part of the Neva lowland. They
alternated with areas covered with forests affecting their brand.
Poor quality of local forests was observed in the early X VIII cen-
tury: «... all this is unsuitable, curve and small stuff, so that trees
can be rather considered a shrub than a forest. All of them, more-
over, are full of swampy fumes, and something worthwhile can
neither grow nor be removed in the summer...».

Pre-Petrine Era: the Izhora land and Ingria

The history of the Neva lands is a history of struggle for pos-
sessing the trade routes. The old path from the Vikings to the
Greeks passed through the Volkhov, the Ladoga and the Neva.

The Novgorodians subdued the local tribes of Vod and Izhora
and controlled these territories since the IX century.

In the middle of the XII century, an expansion of the Swedes
on the shore of the Baltic began. In 1240, a Swedish troop was
defeated on the banks of the Neva at the mouth of the river
Izhora, by Alexander Nevsky. The village of Ust-Izhora with a
church serves as a monument to this event, and the ashes of the
canonized commander now rest in the St. Alexander Nevsky
Lavra* where he was solemnly transported by Peter I in 1724.

However, the onslaught continued: in 1293, the Swedes foun-
ded a fortress of Vyborg, and seven years later, a wooden fortress
of Landskrona (Crown land) was erected at the mouth of the Ohta
River; the fortification was destroyed by the Russians a year lat-
er — it’s remnants were uncovered recently on the Okhtinsky Cape
during the excavations of 2006-2009 (archaeologist P.E. Sorokin).

In order to gain a foothold on these lands the Russians built a
wooden fortress of Korela in 1310, and in 1323, another fortress
of Orekhovets (Oreshek, Nut) on the island at the head of the Ne-
va River. In the same year, the first peace treaty — an «eternal
peace» — was signed between Sweden and Russia. The border
was set along the Sestra River and went along through the Kotlin
Island.

At the turn of the XV-XVI centuries, a well developed net-
work of settlements spread over the Izhora lands. Along with vil-
lages it included estates — «knights yards»; churchyards admin-
istrative centers were concentrated in the churches vicinity. Ad-
joined to the village were fields and meadows, surrounded by
vast forests. Cities in the modern understanding of the word
could barely be found on the Izhora land — they were replaced
by fauburgs at the fortresses’ walls that towered in strategically
important directions. The leading ones were the Oreshek fortress
at the head of the Neva, Korela to the North and Ivangorod, Ko-
porye and Yam on the western borders.

At the site of the future Nien and Nyenshantz, at the mouth
of Ohta, tree hamlets and a village were situated, according to
the cadastres of 1500, but closer to 1521 the sources talk about a
pirate attack on the Russian trading town Nien located here.

The Izhora land was lost to Russia during the Time of Trou-
bles according to the Stolbovsky peace treaty of 1617. For al-

most a hundred years Russia was cut off from the sea. Nien,
alongside with Noteburg (former Oreshek), became the main
stronghold of the Swedes. Back in 1611, before the official trans-
fer of these lands under the authority of the Swedes, the Nyen-
schantz fortress was erected on the Okhta cape, according to the
order of king Carl IX of Sweden.

The heir of Carl IX, Gustav IT Adolf, tried to revive the regi-
on desolated by hostilities and recession of the Russian popula-
tion. According to his instructions, the first Governor-General
Carl Carlsson Yullenhelm developed a plan of resettling of peas-
ants from the Baltic States around 1620; he also proposed a draft
for partitioning of land to standard allotments, established his
own homestead of Carlberg with a church and a parsonage, later
known as Samoylova’s cottage (Tsarskaya Slavyanka). He in-
tended as well to place five granges he owned on the banks of the
Slavyanka, the Izhora and the Tosna rivers, to settle the peasants
from Courland, and to build a town for artisans.

On June 17, 1632, according to the decree of Gustav II
Adolf, Nien, a former small settlement by the Nyenschantz fort-
ress, obtained city rights; this same decree stated settling cities in
other places in Ingria and Karelia. Obviously, developing this de-
cree, the closest associate of the king and the king's former men-
tor, a prominent Swedish educator Johan Schutte started up con-
struction of a new city of Togannestal on the land of Duderhof
churchyard that was presented to him.

connected to a nearby church by a perfectly straight road of
about 4 kilometers in length.

Distribution of land to Swedish noblemen and the Finnish
colonization launched by the Swedish government, along with a
positive policy of Lutheranism dissemination led to changes in
the settlement of the land: many a new farms, manager granges
and parish centers appeared. Several granges were situated on
the lands of the future St. Petersburg, as well as about 15 Finnish
villages and a Russian village Spasskoye. Tall spires of Lutheran
churches have become an integral part of local panoramas.

The Izhora-Russian settlement principle, as well as adminis-
trative-territorial system, was generally preserved by the Swedes.
Numerous Swedish maps allow us to make a good idea of the ge-
ography of this region in the XVII century. Villages were usually
small (often only 2—3 yards) and the adjacent lands often formed
a «bushy» grouping around manors to which they were assigned,
or stretched in chains along the few roads. Those were sided with
rural land, behind which lied the vast crude, wooded or wetland
areas.

The main road of the region was the one connecting Nien
with other Swedish provinces — Livonia and Estonia. It more or
less followed the nowadays’ Suvorova and Ligovsky avenues,
the Statchek avenue, on through the villages of Avtovo and Ligo-
vo and forward to the South-West. The modern Tallinn highway
is a part of this road, now as before, connecting St. Petersburg
with Estonia and other Baltic states. In the Duderhof area, the
route was divided into three parts, the central beam, in turn, di-
vided at the point of Kipen into a «fan» of roads connecting the
Western Ingria churchyards. One of the branches led to Pskov
and Novgorod.

The road to Vyborg and Kexholm was headed in the northern
direction of Nyenschantz, and the one to Noteborg in the eastern.

Despite ambitious plans of the Swedish government on de-
velopment of the newly acquired territories, the suburban land-
scapes of the Swedish province, being constantly under threat of
Russian attacks (it is enough to point out the disastrous war
1656—1658) had little in common with the European ones. Here
is a characteristic taken from writings of a Hanover resident
Friedrich-Christian Weber: «In order to understand the region’s
peculiarity even clearer, one should not imagine it being similar
to Germany. Since it has forests, large fields, and in some places
you can see into the distance of one or two miles; villages and
hamlets lie one by another connected by cart ways and highways...
Although there also are forests in the vicinity of St. Petersburg,
and although they are much broader and there are far more of

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those than here in Germany, but no paths nor roads lead through
them; the whole region has just one or two roads, and if you
stand out of the path (which is, however, barely possible in view
of absence of side roads), will have a hell of a time in the swamp.
Wherever you look, everywhere there is bush and swamp, and
you will not meet large, vast fields, and the more so numerous
villages. Between the trees here and there are, however, inns and
small manors, but no decent cart ways or highways lead there,
and a farmer has his way today here, tomorrow elsewhere...».

Peter I: Founding St. Petersburg

The Neva Bay and the adjacent lands were returned to Russia
during the Northern War. In October 1702, Noteburg was conquered
and renamed Shlisselburg (Key-city) by Peter I. The fact of renam-
ing highlighted importance of the victory: the conquest of this im-
portant strategic point marked opening the way to the Baltic Sea.
On May 12, 1703, Nyenschantz surrendered: the Neva trade route
was returned to Russia. On May 27, 1703, a fortress was laid on
the Zayachiy Island in the delta of the Neva. The newspaper «Ve-
domosti» noted it as follows: «...His Majesty ordered a town and a
fortress built by the sea that henceforth for all the goods headed to
Riga, Narva and Schantz, there shall be a haven...».

First, the city developed at the Petersburg island where next
to the fortress, the first commercial area appeared, and close to it,
a wooden Holy Trinity Cathedral. In 1704, the Admiralty was la-
id on the opposite bank of the Neva, which then became the main
compositional unit of the continental part of the city. In the same
year, the first governor of St. Petersburg, Alexander Danilovitch
Menshikov started up construction of a wooden house on the
Vasilevsky Island presented to him by the tzar; the house appe-
ared to be the first element of a vast manor of the royal favorite.

The structures mentioned above became the main key points
in the formation of the plan of St. Petersburg. The St. Peter and

St. Paul Cathedral topped the soon laid Tsarskoselskaya road; the
fortress itself and its crownwork determined the layout of the
City island plan to a large extent. The spire of the Admiralty later
tied up the trident of main streets. Perpendicular to the axis of the
Menshikov ensemble, the Bolshoy (Big) avenue — the main ar-
terial road of the Vasilevsky Island and the main element of its
future rectangular plan structure — was laid.

Since the first years of its existence, the city was focused on
the Neva. This full-flowing river formed its central space and de-
termined the scope of the future capital. The house of a Finnish
fisherman Marty Leia chosen by Peter I for his first home is still
there on the bank of the Neva. All the major ensembles and
building of the Petrine St. Petersburg are facing the Neva: the St.
Peter and St. Paul Fortress, the Admiralty, the first Ambassadorial
Palace, the Summer and the Winter palaces of the tzars, the
palaces of Alexander Menshikov, the Trinity Square — the main
city square, houses of the royalty alongside the Palace, the
French and the Peter embankments, the St. Alexander Nevsky
Lavra, the Kunstkamera, the palaces and noble houses on the wa-
terfront of the Vasilievsky Island, the Naval Hospital on the spit
of the Vyborg side. A Spy palace, designed by a Dutch architect
Stefan Van Zviten, was laid in the mouth of the Neva, at the
influx of the Fontanka river, on a tiny island washed with water
from all the sides!

Peter I was personally involved in designing and construction
of St. Petersburg. He chose the location for the fortress, the Ad-
miralty shipyard and his own residence, he defined the image of
St. Petersburg as a European city on water: images of Amsterdam
and Venice were standing in his eyes. According to his will, Eu-
ropean architects and artists were invited here. Peter issued a set
of decrees aimed to ensure growth and improvement of the city,
he personally reviewed and approved projects of the main build-
ings. Finally, he defined the concept of a master plan for the city.

A need to develop the plan became apparent at the beginning
of 1710-ies, when wide-scale construction started up in St. Pe-
tersburg which, complying with the traditional Russian way of
suburbs, became ever more chaotic. The first «regular» project

for St. Petersburg — actually its Moscow part — was developed
in 1712, but the central part of the city on the Petrograd and the
Admiralty sides was already deformed by chaotic development.
Here, put up in haste and under the threat of enemy raids, dis-
united by extensive grasslands and swamps, Tatar, Russian and
German suburbs were scattered along the Neva and its tributaries.
The city was being constructed in several places at a time.
F.-C. Weber wrote in 1714: «Instead of a decent city I was imag-
ining, I found a bunch of village-like settlement pulled up
together and looking like American colonies’ hamlets».

Being aware that a radical reconstruction of the Left Bank of
the Neva and of the Petersburg island quarters of thousands in-
habitants was impossible Peter decided to design a new center of
the capital on the Vasilevsky Island. Its plan, based again on the
idea of a rectangular layout, with blocks separated by channels
and comprised of standard allotments (the Amsterdam model),
was developed by Domenico Trezzini in 1715-1716. The layout
of the Vasilievsky Island is based on that plan until now
(channels were later filled in).

In 1717, a new plan of St. Petersburg, also centered on the
Vasilevsky Island, was drawn up by a French architect Jean-Bap-
tiste Alexandre Le Blond. According to the project, the city was
locked up in an oval of bastions with several lines of resistance,
and received a strictly hierarchical planning structure with a pa-
lace in the center, an ensemble system of ceremonial squares and
gardens, numerous churches, administrative and public buildings.
Spectacular, but very costly, the project was not implemented.
The pragmatic Dutch town planning conception took over the
«absolutist» French one.

However, the tzar’s idea of placing the city center on an
island remained unrealized; it started to burgeon on the mainland,
the Admiralty side of St. Petersburg. By 1720, it was here that its
main urban nodes and directions: the Summer Gardens facing
the Neva, the building of the Palace and the English embank-
ments, the St. Isaac's Church, the Admiralty, the shipbuilding fa-
cilities of the New Holland and the Galley shipyard, the radial
system of streets focused on the Admiralty tower with the Nev-
sky Prospekt among them — were formed.

Infatuated with the nature of water, Peter had a set of
channels arranged on the Admiralty side. Some of them were re-
lated to the needs of the shipyards, including the two U-shaped
channels of the Admiralty, the channel that connected it to the
Galley shipyard, the parallel Masterovoy (Workman) channel,
the Kryukov channel, the channels of the Particularistic shipyard.
But others did not have much practical significance, but were
brought into life by Peter’s dream of his «New Amsterdamy:

these are the Swan Canal that locked up the water perimeter of
the Summer Gardens, the Red channel on the western border of
the Great Meadow (the Field of Mars), the Winter Channel.

For the city development, first types of «model project»
houses were worked out. The houses were instructed to be built
according to the building setback line; behind were the gardens
and backyards. Churches of basilical type were erected, topped
with tall spires as in Northern Europe. The city construction was
supervised by the specially created «Office of constructiony.

St. Petersburg had barely any square ensembles — all the
existing ones, including the Troitskaya (Trinity) square were not
distinct in compositional unity. Only in the last years of his life,
the emperor announced a competition to design the main gov-
ernment building of the Twelve Colleges with the main square
on the Spit of the Vasilievsky island in front of it. The main
urban space, however, was still the Neva which the main buil-
ding of the new capital was facing. In the panorama of its banks,
a low building line was dominating, the silhouette was horizontal.
Images of Petersburg of those years are bastions and curtains of
the St. Peter and St. Paul’s Fortress spread-eagled along the ri-
ver, the long Admiralty shipyard shops, low houses stretched in
a line along the embankments, windmills spinning their wings
along the banks of the Neva. In this horizontal panorama, the
spire of the Admiralty and sparse churches with the huge bel-
fry of the St. Peter and St. Paul’s Cathedral and the steeple of
St. Isaac's Church dominating among them, played a very speci-
al role.

Prints and few drawings of the 1700—1720-ies, including the
first view of St. Petersburg by Pieter Pikart, demonstrate a
panorama of the Neva banks, in the first place. Most typical in
this respect is a great panorama «St. Petersburg» by Alexey
F. Zubov, of 1716-1717, with 11 small views of the city and its
environs, with which Peter presented his capital to Europe. Elo-
quent are the engravings, dedicated to marine triumphs and the
Petersburg views executed after the death of Peter by Christopher
Marselius and Ottomar Elliger.

By 1725, St. Petersburg became a large metropolitan city
with palaces of the emperor and his entourage placed along the
Neva banks, with port where the bulk of maritime trade in Russia
was focused, with industrial enterprises and shipyards, a cannon
foundry and a gunpowder factory, a Tapestry. It was turning into
a cultural center of the country: the first Russian museum — the
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Plan of the St. Petersburg environs including the Peterhof road and the Ladoga canal. Fragment of the R. & J. Ottens’ plan. 1720-ies

Kunstkamera (Chamber of curiosities), the Academy of Sciences,
a theater appeared here. A newspaper was published; book print-
ing has developed, too.

Much attention Peter paid to cartography of Petersburg, par-
ticularly to the printed plans, which promoted the new capital of
Russia abroad. As a rule, they were issued with drafts of the new
plans of the Vasilievsky Island and other parts of the city.

St. Petersburg of that period has several books dedicated to,
some of which were published abroad during Peter’s lifetime
(the first one appeared in 1713). Perception of his contemporaries
was reflected in the diaries and memoirs, often written by fore-
ign diplomats.

Peter I: Forming a Metropolitan Agglomeration

In the summer of 1703, Russian troops captured the fortresses
of Yam, Koporye and Marienburg. «So, with God's help, Ingria
is in our hands», Peter I wrote. The hostilities theatre was moved
over off the Neva Bay, which gave new incitement to the con-
struction of St. Petersburg.

Along with the fortress construction at the mouth of the Neva
it was necessary to protect it from the sea side. Peter I, having
personally stricken ground by the island of Retusari (Kotlin) that
blocked the entrance to the Neva, found the only deep channel.
To control it, a fort of Kronshlot was erected in the winter of
1703—-1704 on the tip of a sandbank running from the bay shore.
On the way to it, along the southern shore of the bay, next to the
manor of the Protestant church Chaplain, a wooden house was

built for the tzar in the spring of 1704, which was the future Pe-
terhof, then also called Popova Myza (Priest’s Grange).

After the Poltava victory in the summer of 1709 and con-
quering Vyborg the next year St. Petersburg was finally safe
from enemy raids. In 1709—1712, Peter began to plan construction
of a new port city on the island of Kotlin to be as close as
possible to the open sea. In 1713, an eminent German architect
Andreas Schliiter was engaged into engineering; he suggested
that the composition should be in the form of a U-shaped
«staple» turned to meet the southern fairway. A Dutch envoy
Heinrich van der Gulst reported to his government: «This city
will only be inhabited by merchants, all buildings are assumed to
be of stone. The city will be adorned by embankments and
bridges, like the ones of Amsterdam.»

The «long axis» of the ensemble was to be marked by the
canal that divides it; the project assumed a gigantic lighthouse
towering above the canal. Suffice it to say that the height of the
lighthouse was supposed to almost double the one of the St.
Peter and St. Paul’s Cathedral belfry, and a largest warship could
pass through the arch of its first storey. In case of erection of the
tower the island and all adjoining part of the bay would have
gained a high-rise dominant to organize the vast space, and not
only during the day but at night, too, when fire would have been
flaming at the top of the lighthouse!

In 1710, a system of estates was founded along the coastal
road on the southern coast of the Gulf, which became the first
regular town-planning structure of the «grand St. Petersburgy.
This road, named Peterhof road, had to turn, by plans of the tzar,
into a gala route linking St. Petersburg with its sea gate of Kotlin.
An accurate rhythm of allotments of the Peter's entourage, into
which the coastline was divided, was interrupted by large royal
manors. The estates of Ekateringof, Ligovo, Strelna, Peterhof
and, finally, Oranienbaum, standing right opposite to Kotlin,
were placed at almost equal distances from each other. The erec-
tion of palaces came soon: in 1709—1710, an intensive construc-
tion of the imperial residence of Peterhof began. In 1711, Eka-
teringof presented by Peter to his wife, and Oranienbaum, that
belonged to A. Menshikov, were founded; in 1715, works on cre-
ating the «Russian Versailles» in Strelna started.

In 1710, Peter ordered to start up the construction of the St.
Alexander Nevsky Lavra in a city suburb, upstream of the Neva,
at the confluence of the Chiornaya (Black) River. Five years
later, Domenico Trezzini drafted a design for a monastery en-
semble with a big garden. In 1716-1717, a first «continentaly

residence appeared in the vicinity of St. Petersburg: the current
ensemble of Tsarskoe Selo was founded at the place of a Swe-
dish grange Saritz. And at the end of the decade, it was decided
to build «country houses» along the Fontanka river, which was
then the city boundary. Thus, yet another idea of the emperor ap-
pears of surrounding the very St. Petersburg with an arc of coun-
try estates. For their construction, model projects were designed
(with Dutch samples). This garland included a large Italian pala-
ce with a garden.

While the palaces and gardens were being built the surround-
ing forests were turned into parks. In 1717, a system of glades
was stretched for miles along the Gulf coast between Strelna and
Peterhof; architect Jean-Baptiste Leblond participated in design-
ing the project. They started up from the gates of the Peterhof
Upper Park and spread around like a fan; in the area of Strelna
they formed two giant stars. One of the rays, about 20 kilometers
in length, connected Strelna to Duderhof opening a view to the
Orekhovaya and Voronya mounts, which are the main natural
nigh points of the St. Petersburg outskirts. According to contem-
poraries, the tzar himself liked to participate in chopping of such
«perspectives» and even forced foreign ambassadors to do so!

In early 1720-ies, Peter set his eyes on the northern shores of
the Neva Bay, where ensembles of the Distant Dubki and the
Near Dubki were laid, as well as an arboretum located in betwe-
en them, in the Middle Dubki, next to the Polyany village. Best
known is the Distant Dubki located on a cape near the city of Se-
stroretsk. The estate palace was destroyed in the middle of the
eighteenth century, but an outstanding oak grove still remains
there, which, according to a legend, was planted by the tzar him-
self. The Northern Coast has until now preserved its natural
juice — the thick forests of the Northern Seaside Forest Park.

It is known from the documents and memoirs of contempo-
raries that the tzar gave much attention to the problem of pre-
serving and augmentation of green areas around the capital. For
unauthorized felling of timber, cruel punishments were assumed.
Even the noblemen in their own estates had no right to clear the
woods and make glades only «for plaisir» in order to create new
gardens and parks. It was also ordered to replant healthy trees
over to new places. In some areas of St. Petersburg some still
show old oak trees planted by the hands of the founder of the
city.

The problem of settling war-torn territories was being gradu-
ally solved. According to the Hanover resident F.-C. Weber, the
tzar brought from Russia to Ingria «many well-off peasants with
wives, children and all the household, and placed them in the es-
tates formerly gainful, but turned into a devastated land because
of war and plague». Krasnoye Selo, for example, and the Russi-
an villages in Saari grange (the land of the nowadays’ Tsarskoye
Selo) appeared this way.

In Peter's time, first straight «perspective roads» appeared in
St. Petersburg and its environs. It was as early as in 1705 that Pe-
ter bid two Scottish engineers, A.D. Farvarson and C. Guinn, to
make a research on constructing a highway to Moscow. A per-
spective, straight as an arrow, more than a 100 kilometers long,
was quite an unusual phenomenon for Russia and pre-prepared a
traveler to meet St. Petersburg, making him to apprehend the
proximity of the capital.

In early 1710s, suburb avenues were laid which are now big
city routes. One of the first ones was the Bolshoy avenue of the
Vasilevsky Island, a straight line that ran from the Menshikov es-
tate to the Gulf coast. To connect the St. Alexander Nevsky
Lavra with the growing city, a straight road was laid through the
woods and swamps, which later became part of Nevsky Prospekt.

In 1717, construction of the future Tsarskoselskaya «perspec-
tive» began. The road was designed to link St. Petersburg the
Pulkovo and Saari granges of the empress. The track was direc-
ted along the meridian to reach the Pulkovo mountain, an edge of
the Baltic Klint sticking out towards of St. Petersburg, where a
century later the famous Pulkovo Observatory was erected. Hav-
ing turned around the Pulkovo mount, the road continued along
the ledge crest, from which one can see the whole panorama of
St. Petersburg spread before the eyes. The road follows on to the
gate of the Tsarskoe Selo court garden.

«Perspective» roads provided planimetric and compositional
set-up of the city neighborhoods. They were often targeted at
high-rise dominants: the Nevsky Prospect is directed at the Ad-
miralty tower, the Tsars Village road aims at the spire of the St.
Peter and St. Paul’s Cathedral, the Ilikovskaya «perspective» in
Oranienbaum is oriented on the crown of the Grand Palace. The
Bolshoy avenue of the Vasilevsky Island was completed with a
towered house, which was also intended to serve as a beacon for
passing ships: for sailors, it was a sign of approaching St. Peters-
burg. According to contemporaries, during construction of the
Moscow road, «the surveyor who found that he missed four
miles past the St. Peter and Paul’s belfry, blew out his brainsy.

The Ladoga Canal also became a significant engineering
construction which was designed for piloting vessels and barges
to bypass the stormy Ladoga Lake along its southern coast.
Begun in 1719, the construction proceeded unsuccessfully until
1723, when the works were headed by von Miinnich. The first
canal segment was demonstrated to the emperor in 1724; it was
fully open for navigation in 1731. In 1721, construction of the
Peterhof conduit designed to provide cascades and fountains of
Peterhof with water, was completed. After completion of the
works Peter was able to triumphantly present the residence of
foreign diplomats.

Laying of the two channels was assumed to be along the Pe-
terhof road. One of them was supposed to be navigable, designed
to connect to the mouth of the Neva with the Bay in the Peterhof
area, thus bypassing the shallow waters of the Neva Bay. The
second was to serve for the transport of passengers: it was sup-
posed to be navigated «in the Dutch style», with vessels drawn
by horses. Construction of the canal was begun by Burkhard
Christoph von Miinnich in 1722, the works were, however,
stopped due to technical difficulties. Traces of this channel rema-
in to this day.

The Ligovsky channel became a large hydraulic construction,
too. It was laid in the period of 1718—1725 connecting the Liga Ri-
ver at the Peterhof road to the famous Summer Gardens to supply
its fountains with water. This channel gave direction to the Ligov-
sky avenue which is one of the main streets of the modern city.

Peter’s plans of creating a «European» cultural landscape aro-
und his new capital had a striking \scale. According to von Miin-
nich, the emperor dreamed of «...the space of 220 verstes», from
Kronstadt to Lake Ladoga on the river Volkhov... all covered with
towns, castles, palaces, diverting and country houses, gardens,
parks and others.» This goal was later achieved by his successors.

Anna Ivanovna: Urban And Environmental

After a brief period of decline in the late 1720's, when the
court moved to Moscow, St. Petersburg was built up and expan-
ded again. A major role in maintaining the city resiliency and in

its revival as the capital (in 1732, the imperial court returned
here) was played by Burkhard Christoph von Miinnich. Being an
outstanding engineer and administrator, sincel728, he was the
governor-general of St. Petersburg, Ingria, Karelia and Finland
(until 1734).

During the reign of Anna Ivanovna (1730-1740), few monu-
mental buildings were erected, the main of which is the third Im-
perial Winter Palace. However, the scale of urban changes and
engineering works mad this epoch close to the Peter's one in its
significance. It was at this time that the famous «trident» of
streets running to the foot of the Admiralty tower, was formed.
This design was shown for the first time in its present form on a
plan of protecting St. Petersburg from floods, proposed by von
Miinnich in 1727. The Admiralty itself was rebuilt according to
the project of architect Ivan Korobov in 1732—-1738 (the Peter's
composition with a tower surmounted by a gilded ship was pre-
served). Stone buildings replaced the old timber-framed and
wooden ones, city districts got their master plans.

In 1733, von Miinnich came up with a project of draining ex-
tensive wetlands which prevented the city from expanding and
cut it into parts. A Dane Peder von Haven described St. Peters-
burg in 1736 as «a miracle of art», and added: «...But it looks rat-
her like a landscape that is full of large and small towns than a
single city...»

According to von Miinnich’s plans the area of St. Petersburg
was to enlarge more than twice! Vast settlements of the Preobra-
zhensky (Transfiguration), the Semionovsky, the [zmailov Guards
regiments quartered in the capital appeared on the drained areas
behind the line of country estates along the Fontanka. The Zago-
rodny Avenue laid by decrees of 1739-1740 became then the
southern boundary of St. Petersburg; this was the area of the gu-
ards’ settlements. Their rectangular layout and dominant churches
keep being significant components of the historical landscape of
the city until now.

The fires of 1736 and 1737 that burned down the major part
of the city between the Admiralty and the Moika river, became
an impulse for creation of a new plan for the Admiralty side. For
mitigation and urban development activities, a «Committee for
St. Petersburg Construction» headed by von Miinnich (chief ar-
chitect Piotr Yeropkin) was created in 1737. In the master plan
developed by the committee, the Admiralty side was definitely

assigned as the capital's center. The plan also approved the trira-
dial layout scheme previously proposed by von Miinnich and
scheduled the expansion of the city in the southern and south-
western directions. The Committee developed plans for other
parts of St. Petersburg, as well, and established a comprehensive
system of its left bank with the three radial and two major inter-
secting highways of Sadovaya street and Liteiny (Foundry) and
Zagorodny avenues (the latter forming a single line).

Height regulation was then established for the first time, ac-
cording to which houses had to become taller from outskirts to
the city center thus forming three concentric zones. Mass con-
struction of the center was in stone in compliance with the newly
developed standard designs. A treatise called «The Duty of Ar-
chitectural Expedition» appeared which was the first set of build-
ing regulations of the city.

In this decade of a «pragmatic» urban development, large en-
sembles and architectural masterpieces did not appear as the cul-
tural tastes of the Empress and the majority of her confidants left
much to be desired. As before, the northern Baroque style was
dominating which by then spread not only on the palaces, but
also in terraced houses the center. However, it was in this time
that the city pushed its boundaries, its central part turned into a
stone one and got a rational planning complying with the re-
quirements of fire safety.

We have almost no graphic or pictorial views and panoramas
of St. Petersburg and its suburbs of that time. This reflects the
nature of a self-centered court of Empress Anna Ivanovna con-
centrated on inner intrigues. However, the mapping school took
new steps forward: in 1730-ies, the Geographical Department of
the Academy of Sciences carried out field works, and in the be-
ginning of 1740-ies, detailed, even though not always accurate
maps of the St. Petersburg suburbs were engraved. In 1737—
1738, the first detailed plan of St. Petersburg (the so-called «plan
of Zichgaimy) appeared. A whole series of memoirs of contem-
poraries, travelers and diplomats is dedicated to the city of this
period.

Yelizaveta Petrovna: Palaces and Monasteries.
Francesco Bartolomeo Rastrelli

During the reign of Empress Elizabeth (Yelizaveta Petrovna,
1741-1761) the focus was set on palace and church construction.
New palaces and castles of the nobility appeared in St. Petersburg
and its suburbs. The city continued to grow: in the middle of the
XVIII century it had 150, 000 inhabitants.

At the very beginning of the reign of Elizabeth, a new large
Anichkov palace was laid on the banks of the Fontanka River ac-
cording to the project of Mikhail Zemtsov. But the chief architect
of the reign of Elizabeth was the brilliant Francesco Bartolomeo
Rastrelli who reported directly to the Empress. After construction
of the palaces of count Sergey Stroganov, count Mikhail
Vorontsov, the wooden Winter and Summer palaces, completion
of the Anichkov and especially with erection of the stone
Imperial Winter Palace, the scale of city development went up to
anew level. Following the instructions of the Empress, Francesco
Bartolomeo Rastrelli, Savva Chevakinsky and Pietro Antonio
Trezzini started erecting five-domed churches, which gave new
features to the silhouette of the capital.

The reign of Empress Elizabeth was marked by expansion
and improvement of the old Peter's suburban residences. Modest
palaces reminiscent of entertainment houses of wealthy burghers
were turned by Rastrelli into fabulous palaces, amazing with
their copious baroque décor and gleaming gold. These are,
firstly, the famous Peterhof and the favorite residence of the Em-
press Tsarskoe Selo, where, by work of Rastrelli and his prede-
cessors, a once small house and garden were significantly ex-
panded and supplemented with park pavilions. For the heir to the
throne, the architect resvived constructing the former Menshikov
palace in Oranienbaum, turning it into a large ensemble. Even a
modest wooden palace in Ekateringof once owned by the Em-
press’ mother obtained two new wings.

At the intersection of the Moscow and the Tsarskoselskaya
roads, in a place called «Four Hands» or «Middle Wye», Ras-
trelli built a stone road palace where Empress Elizabeth took a
rest on the way to her favorite Tsarskoye Selo manor. The archi-
tect also began working on completion of the Peter's residence in
Strelna (but then again they were stopped).

During the time of Elizabeth who stood out in her piousness,
two monastic ensembles were created: the Costal Monastery of
St. Sergius on the Peterhof road (arch. P.A. Trezzini) and the
Smolny Convent of the Resurrection (arch. F.B. Rastrelli). If the
first one was a kind of a clerical accent in a series of secular «en-
tertainment» houses, the second appeared as the most important
architectural dominant of the city. This ensemble and its Cathedral
that «soared to the sky» interpreting in a new way the image of a
five-domed Russian church, belong to unquestionable master-
pieces of the world architecture. The Smolny Convent ensemble
organized vast space on the eastern borders of St. Petersburg and
the picturesque bend of the Neva River near the mouth of the
Ohta from a new angle.

In 1753, an engraver Mikhail Makhayev created a grand plan
of St. Petersburg under the supervision of John Truscott. It in-
cluded some buildings that were not yet constructed, and certain
urban structures in progress, but still, it presented well the Russi-
an capital to Europe.

Beginning with 1748, Mikhail Makhayev started shooting
the city views using pinhole camera. Being then rendered in
prints, they spread over Russia and were sent to the European
courts. Four big sheets were focused on the Neva panoramas.
According to the Makhayev's drawings views of the imperial res-
idences of Tsarskoe Selo, Peterhof and Oranienbaum were en-
graved.

During Elizabeth's reign, Andrey Bogdanov complied the
first handbook on the history, monuments and sights of St. Pe-
tersburg (published in 1779). A poem «A Praise to the Izhora
Land and the Reigning City of St. Petersburg» by Vasily Tredi-
akovsky became a true ode to the new cultural landscape of St.
Petersburg and its environs:

O pleasant shore! O charming land!

Where the Neva precipitates its torrent into the deep.
O! Lo the erstwhile wilderness so populous!

In you we see now the capital city.

Many are the blessings I see in the vicinity:

Your river flows bright and pure;

The air is gelid, yet it begets a hardy line:

Now almost all the mossy swamps are drained...

Catherine II: Architecture and Urban Planning
in the Age of Enlightenment

A short reign of Peter III left almost no trace in the historical
landscape of St. Petersburg — with an only exception. In
February 1762, the emperor decided to split the Peterhof road
into regions in the part closest to the capital, where band of rob-
bers hid in the Wetlands and the dense forests of Yekaterinhoff.
His entourage had to drain and develop the new residences at
their own expense, and raise suburban «entertainment» houses
there.

This event was caused by publication of the manifesto of
February 18, 1762, «On granting freedom and liberty around the
Russian nobility» which gave new impetus to development of
private urban construction and estate building, in particular. Con-
firmed by Catherine II, it freed the nobility from compulsory
state service, opened their way to the treasures of European cul-

ture, allowed to travel and engage in arts and sciences. The
glitter of the court made the nobles to follow the example of the
nearest surroundings of the Empress, including the terms of ar-
chitecture and landscape planning. Main role model and an ideo-
logue of the new trends was Catherine II herself.

Yet being a Grand Duchess, Catherine started designing her
own garden in Oranienbaum independently in 1755. Her architect,
a disciple of the famous Luigi Vanvitelli, Antonio Rinaldi, de-
signed a building in the rococo style which was new for Russia;
in the same time, a French new wave architect Jean-Baptiste
Vallin de la Mothe arrived in Russia and started his career in St.
Petersburg. Rastrelli was gradually losing his leadership: his
style of baroque buildings became obsolete.

With the enthronement of Catherine II, a new phase of con-
struction of St. Petersburg began. She herself used to characterize
her passion for architecture as «a building fever». In 1762, a
«Commission on the Stone Construction of St. Petersburg and
Moscow» was established, headed by the Empress' mentor in
this area, a prominent figure in Russian Enlightenment Ivan Bet-
skoy and architect Andrey Kvasov. In the last master plan of
1769, the main attention was focused on improving the planning
structure and the expansion of the city to the South-East. New
city boundary was projected along the Obvodny channel. Three
new suburbs were constructed in this area which then held the
settlements of the Guards regiments and an arc of the former
suburban villas along the Fontanka River. Planning of the St. Pe-
tersburg Island was also to subject significant transformation.
But the plan has been implemented only partially.

In the era of Catherine, the city was enriched by ensembles
and buildings that have become essential parts of the urban land-
scape. Most of them were built on the banks of the Neva River.
This was the Academy of Fine Arts (arch. Vallin de la Mothe and

Alexander Kokorinov), the Academy of Sciences and the Her-
mitage Theatre (arch. Giacomo Quarenghi), the Small and the
Old Hermitage (arch. Vallin de la Mothe and Yury Felten), the
Marble Palace (Antonio. Rinaldi).

The two buildings of the Hermitage and the Hermitage The-
atre building that now share the eaves with the Winter Palace,
were thus not only compositionally united, but made together a
powerful lateral block, which supported the horizontal silhouette
of the «Northern capital» and its new enlarged scope of develop-
ment. On the other bank of the Neva, this scale was supported by
the buildings of two Academies — one of Sciences and the other
of Arts.

Among other major works of this time was the Trinity Cathe-
dral of the St. Alexander Nevsky Lavra ensemble and the Taurida
Palace (arch. Ivan Starov), which became important high points
of the uptown parts of the city. The Assignation Bank, the
Smolny and Catherine institutions (arch. Quarenghi), the New
Holland ensemble (arch. Vallin de 1la Mothe) went along. A mag-
nificent monument to Peter I overlooking the Neva was put up
on the Senate Square (sculptor Etienne Falconet).

The image of the city was changing in front of one’s very
eyes. A new architectural style of Classicism gave it a strict and
stately character.

It was in this period that the single linear development of the
central streets with increasing of the buildings’ height up to 4
floors began to form. An aristocratic district formed on the Ad-
miralty side, ordinary people were pushed out to the margins.

Settling and arrangement of the rivers and canals embank-
ments appeared as the most important event of those years. It
was at this time that the water arteries of the city were lined with
monumental bridges and granite slopes.

Catherine’s reign was also marked with a new landscape
style in park planning. Grand landscape parks were arranged in
Gatchina, Peterhof (the English park of the namesake palace)
and in Tsarskoe Selo, the favorite residence of the Empress.
Catherine preserved constructions that were alien to her spirit,
but related to the memory of Empress Elizabeth, and complement
those with classic ensemble of the Cameron Gallery, the «Gothic»
and the «Chinese» pavilions.

Catherine paid extraordinary attention to improvement of
Tsarskoe Selo and its environs. The area along the Tsars Village
«perspective» (now the Moscow avenue) leading thereto, was di-
vided in 1772 into allotments for construction of estates (like on
the Peterhof road). On one of them a «Gothic» Chesmensky
palace with a church was erected by order of Catherine (arch.
Felten). Milestones in the shape of marble pyramids were set

along the way. On festive days, the road was illuminated, as was
done in 1770 in honor of the visit of Prince Henry of Prussia.
Following the example of Tsarskoe Selo, the Peterhof road was
also improved in 1775-1780-ies: its track was straightened and
moved to the upper terrace, the bed was metalled, granite bridges
were built, similar milestones were set, and birches were planted
along.

Tsarskoe Selo was converted into a county center, which lead
to construction of a new town to the south of the palace park, de-
signed by architect Charles Cameron and named Sophia. The
axes of its radial, «fan-type» planning were focused on the pala-
ce. A church was built in the center that was vaguely reminiscent
of Sophia of Constantinople. This was a sign of political ideas of
Catherine and of her eastern «Greek» project.

The old Elizabethan residence was surrounded by new parks
and gardens. A garden was laid out on Pulkovo hill; in the very
Tsarskoe Selo, extensive Babolovsky and Alexandrovsky parks
were laid out, each having its own palace — a little «gothic» Ba-
bolovsky one (arch. Ivan Neyolov) and the monumental classic
Alexandrovsky palace (arch. Quarenghi). Newly rebuilt were the
Palace villages were «Palladian» churches appeared projected by
Quarenghi. Attempts were made to teach the peasants to follow
the methods of European agronomy.

Starting with the 2nd half of the X VIII century, improvement
of the rural economy methods was one of the most important na-
tional objectives. In the end, the activities of the Free Economic
Society established in 1765, studies of foreign experience and at-
tempts to instill it in Russia (the school of Andrey Samborski
near Pavlovsk), Catherine’s invitation for the German colonists
not only helped achieve practical results, but also led to
significant changes in the nature of agricultural landscapes and,

consequently, in the landscapes of the St. Petersburg neighbor-
hoods.

In 1760-1770, new large new residences of Gatchina and
Pavlovsk were founded in the vicinity of St. Petersburg. The first
one was intended for count Grigory Orlov, an Empress’ favorite
who contributed to her ascension to the throne. Instead of a small
Swedish grange once donated by Peter I to his sister, Princess
Natalia Alexeyevna, architect Rinaldi erected a palace for Orlov,
around which an extensive landscape park was laid by English
masters.

The second palace and park ensemble was founded in 1777
in a few miles from Tsarskoe Selo and was intended for the heir
to the throne, Grand Duke Pavel Petrovich. The favorable condi-
tions of the terrain were used in construction of an English park
amazing in its beauty. Architect Charles Cameron raised the
palace and the park pavilions. On the outskirts of Pavlovsk, an
amazing «edifying» ensemble of the Alexandrovskaya cottage
was created for the grandson of Catherine, Alexander. Here, a
play was put up based on a tale written by the Empress that told
of the victory of virtue over temptations.

As is known, the relationship between the Empress and the
Heir were not easy and every year got more and more complicat-
ed. Apparently, this is what made Paul move to Gatchina in 1783,
which Catherine bought from Orlov’s heirs after he died. Here,
Paul, who was virtually cut off from the court, spent his time in
military exercises. Familiar well with architecture, Paul, with the
help of architect Vincenzo Brenna, drew his first drafts for the
project of the Mikhailovsky Castle. In the town of Gatchina, new
areas of Ingenburg, Ekaterinverder and Marienburg were built.

It is with construction of Gatchina and Pavlovsk that the
emergence of the new «perspective roadsy linking them to the
Tsarskoye Selo, started. In the period of 1766—1769, the Gatchina
highway was laid, in 1780-ies it was the road to the Yam-Izhora
which united the royal residence with the Moscow road, and the
one to the Alexander cottage in Pavlovsk (this road was intended
to become the new highway to Novgorod).

Several large estates were erected in the vicinity of Gatchina
in the second half of the eighteenth century. The most remarkable
of them are Taitsy and Sivoritsy owned by brothers Demidov.
The first one was famous for its groundwater sources. Therefrom,
the water for the Tsarskoe Selo flowed along the Taitsky water
supply. It was constructed by a German engineer Friedrich Wil-
helm Bauer and ran for many kilometers.

The builder of the estates mentioned above was architect
Ivan Starov. He also 's raised two palaces in the middle reaches
of the Neva river in the 1780's — one for count Grigory Po-

tiomkin in Ostrovki, and another, epic in its scale, — the
ensemble of Pella for Catherine II. Near Pella, at the request of
the Empress, who wished to have a beautiful view from the win-
dows of the palace, Starov designed the estate ensemble of Voz-
nesenskoye for count Nikolay Sheremetyev. The picturesque
landscape of the Neva, with its wooded banks was highly praised
by the enlightened monarchess.

The Empress highly appreciated the beauty of the capital
neighborhoods; her efforts were made to ensure that the new
buildings were built in harmony with natural landscapes. The
Cameron Gallery in Tsarskoye Selo was built in the first place
for contemplation of the surrounding scenery: this is evidenced
by a letter to Catherine's French correspondent Grimm: «...Sitting
on the Tsarskoselskaya colonnade, from which I see Pella before
me, although it’s 35 verstes away from here, and apart from Pella
I can see for about a 100 verstes around». Eloquent is her letter,
written in connection with founding of a new manor for her fa-
vorite, Grigory Potiomkin, in Osinovaya Roscha, on the hills of
the capital’s northern outskirts: «...St. Petersburg and the sea are
at your feet: all the summer residences of the Peterhof road at
your sight, then the lakes, hills, forests, fields, rocks and huts.
There’s an English gardener and an architect in our suite, and we
wandered all day yesterday, and God knows how mush we
planted and built. Tsarskoe Selo, Gatchina, and even Tsaritsyno
have rubbish of a location in comparison to Osinovaya Roscha.
Now the whole court lives in a house of ten rooms, but what a
view from every window!»

The landscapes of the city and its environs are captured in the
works of M. Ivanov and S. Shchedrin, famous for their views of
the suburban residences (many of these works were engraved by
S. Galaktionov). In the late years of Catherine’s reign, Fyodor
Alekseev, a Swede Benjamin Patersen, a French artist Michel-
Francois Damame-Demartrais started depicting the city land-
scapes. The most important event in the field of cartography was
the preparation of an axonometric plan of St. Petersburg in
1760-1770-ies under the supervision of a French engineer and
cartographer P.-A. de Saint-Hilaire; after, axonometric drawings
and plans of Peterhof and Oranienbaum were also made.

In 1779, Vasiliy Ruban published the first «Historical, geo-
graphical and topographical description of St. Petersburg from
the beginning of its establishment in 1703 to 1751...» written by
Andrey Bogdanov, with 84 engravings and additions made by
the publisher. In 1794, a book by Johann Gottlieb Georgi «De-
scription of the Russian-Imperial capital of St. Petersburg and of
nature in the vicinity thereof» came off the press. These works
began the publication on monuments and sites of the «northern
capitaly.

From Paul I to Nicholas I:
Imperial St. Petersburg and Its Environs

In the short reign of Paul I, putting up the Michael’s palace
started the plan of which the future emperor nurtured for many
years. This romantic building erected on the site of the demolished
wooden Summer palace of Elizabeth enriched the silhouette of
St. Petersburg with a spire of the palace St. Archangel Michael’s
church. In accordance with the concept of the emperor — a rec-
ollection of the colonnade of St. Peter’s cathedral, seen by Paul
in Rome — architect Andrey Voronikhin designed the majestic
Kazan Cathedral facing the Nevsky prospect with a colonnade.

Catherine II's favorite residence in Tsarskoye Selo was aban-
doned, Pella was destroyed. The Emperor favored Peterhof and
Gatchina, Pavlovsk remained the favorite estate of his wife. For
his son, Grand Duke Konstantin Pavlovich, Pavel ordered to

have Strelna completed which was unfinished by Peter I, but the
work begun by Voronikhin ended in a fire.

The two following reigns, the one of Alexander I and the sec-
ond of Nicholas I, that took the entire first half of the XIX
century were marked by an unprecedented scale of urban change.
During this period, new ensembles were erected, buildings that
had key positions in the urban structure were constructed and re-
constructed. Ensembles were combined in systems, and the
spatial development of the St. Petersburg center was completed.

At the beginning of the century, the panorama of the Neva
River seen from the Winter Palace, was completed with the en-
semble of the Stock Exchange, which was built by architect
Jean-Frangois Thomas de Thomon on the Spit of the Vasilevsky
Island. At the same time architect Andrean Zakharov rebuilt the
Admiralty, giving it a classical look and rhythmically organized
extensive facades. In the western part of the Neva its panorama
was completed by the powerful Doric portico of the Mining In-
stitute, designed by Voronikhin.

The main building of the Nevsky prospect, the Kazan Cathe-
dral, was completed in 1811.

The largest event of the reign of Alexander I was laying of
the Grand St. Isaac's Cathedral in 1819 on the draft of Auguste
Montferrand. The cathedral completed the ensembles of the Sen-
ate square and the St. Isaac's square and determining significantly
the silhouette of St. Petersburg in the space of the Neva.

Much effort was put to revive Tsarskoye Selo where new
pavilions appeared and in the late 1810's, a landscape Fermsky
park was laid out. Its arrangement pursued the goal of creating a
harmonious rural landscape near the residence of the Emperor —
the Alexander Palace. The Tsarskoselskaya road was during
those years the best one in the vicinity of St. Petersburg: in addi-
tion to the previously set marble milestones granite drinking
fountains were also built, designed by Voronikhin and Thomas
de Thomon. Finally, the Strelna ensemble was completed accord-
ing to the project of architect Luigi Rusca.

After visiting England, Alexander I decided to drain and put
the wetlands in the vicinity of the capital to agricultural use. In
1811, the Practical Forestry School was moved from Tsarskoe
Selo onto the reclaimed land of the former British farm; further
on, it became known as the Forestry Institute. In 1818, an
English Quaker Daniel Wheeler was invited to St. Petersburg.
Over the next five years, vast areas of the Big Ohta, at the
Moscow Gate, plots in the vicinity of Tsarskoe Selo were drained
under his supervision. Model project villages were built on the
reclaimed land where farmers from the Imperial estates were set-
tled. Similar works were conducted by Vsevolod Vsevolozhsky,
improving the landscape of his estate of Ryabovo.

Nicolas I continued with the policy of large urban develop-
ment and landscape transformation. At this time, Carl Rossi ac-
complished the ensemble of the Palace Square forming its south-
ern semi-circular facade accented with the arch of the General
Staff headquarters. He also reconstructed the buildings of the
Senate and Synod which formed the western facade of the Senate
square. Thus, a huge esplanade of the three squares surrounded
the Admiralty. The ensembles of Mikhailovskaya, Manezhnaya
and Alexandrinskaya squares built according to the Rossi’s proj-
ects in the 1830-1840, were conjunct with the Nevsky prospect.

With the construction of St. Isaac's Cathedral and Senate
Square, the creation of the ensemble of the main urban space —
the panorama of the Neva banks — was completed. «The Neva’s
sovereign flowy, its width and far views all merged into a single
chord with the architectural ensembles erected on its banks. Even
the famous dissident of Nicholas's reign, Alexander Herzen
could not hold admiration for this autocratic grandeur. In his
essay «Moscow and St. Petersburg», he wrote comparing the two
capitals: «In Moscow, for each verste there is a beautiful view, in
the flat Petersburg one may walk from end to end and not find
any, even a mediocre view; but proceeding, one must go back to
the embankment of the Neva and say that all the views of
Moscow is nothing before that».

«Model projects» were widely used in the terraced houses of
the time. The fagade architecture of the 1st quarter of the XIX

century adopt the French Empire style — a formal and solemn
one meeting the national recovery period of the victory over
Napoleon. However, at the turn of the 1830's — 40's, crisis of
classicism started to stand out increasingly. The beginning to the
changes was laid in the last years of the of the Alexander’s reign
when a number of entertainment pavilions, different in style,
were erected in Peterhof according to Montferrant’s projects. As
soon as Nicholas I set in Peterhof the «English» Cottage and sev-
eral other buildings were put up in the spirit of «retrospective
pastiche». Buildings in «Gothic», «Russian», «Moorishy» or
other styles begin appearing increasingly in St. Petersburg and its
suburbs. The most important architect of this period was Andrey
Stackenschneider, who built several palaces for members of the
imperial family, including the Mariinsky and Novo-Mikhailovsky
palaces that completed the square ensembles. Among the out-
standing artists of this time were Alexander Bryullov, Constantine
Thon, Nikolay Benoit.

In addition to completing of the launched and creating of the
new urban ensembles, Nicholas I set the task of reconstruction
and the creation of a new aesthetics of the capital’s neighbor-
hoods. In its scope, his undertakings are in the same row as the
ones of Peter I and Catherine II, and in some sense, they exceed
those. Having an excellent engineering training and wonderful
helpers, the emperor was not, unlike von Miinnich, a consistent
«technocraty in relation to the landscape transformation. He
sought for its reconstruction based on the ideas of «order» and
the aesthetics of romanticism, according to the European and es-
pecially, the German models.

In 1845, a draft was made on new development of the major
metropolitan counties of the province, St. Petersburg and Tsarskoe
Selo. The proposed activities, in particular, were related to ar-
ranging and laying roads, drainage of wetlands, improvement of
the forests health and of the landlords possessions, including
peasant villages.

Creating new roads around the capital, Nicholas I sought not
least of all to improve communication links between the suburbs
of St. Petersburg palaces and to link them to Krasnoye Selo — a
place where the Guards regiments moved annually for the summer
military training. Attention was paid to «straightening» of the ex-
isting roads, as well as to creating new perfectly straight prospects.

The first one to be reconstructed in accordance with the latest
technical achievements of 1834 was the Moscow road. The mon-
umental Moscow Gate (architect Vasiliy Stasov) was put at the
entrance to the capital. The following ones were the Pulkovo,
Krasnoselskoye, Dinaburg (Kiev), Ropshinskoe and Volkhon-
skoye highways, and the first Russian railway to Pavlovsk. The
Peterhof Road was remetalled, the triumphal Narva gate was
erected (arch. Stasov upon the project of arch. Quarenghi).

At the same time with the roads construction improvement of
the villages located along their routes happened, which served as
a model for reconstruction of towns and villages throughout Rus-
sia. Houses which did not conform to the requirements of «sight-
liness», were torn down. New buildings were erected according
to specially approved exemplary projects. The latter included
inns, fire departments and churches. In late 1840 — early 1850's,
a program of formation of a cultural landscape along the
Tsarskoe Selo Railway was being implemented.

Starting from 1825, works on draining the Shushary swamps
were led according to the French engineer L’ Aubrie’s project. It
continued throughout the reign of Nicholas I. Territories drained
by Wheeler and L’Aubrie, cut by parallel rows of drainage
ditches, with a rectangular network of paved roads, lined with
birch and willow rows, with exemplary farms and villages erec-
ted in the area, became an example of the new Russia's cultural

«European» landscape. According to contemporaries, «in a few
years, this space covered with water and clumps hitherto, became
fat meadows and pastures, introducing... verdant fields and rich
arable land».

The forest management activities conducted not only pursued
economic, but also aesthetic purposes. Dry, free from wind-fal-
len trees, consisting of strong and healthy plants, forests turned
into parks — a perfect place for long-distance hiking and horse-
back riding. One of these became the «palace forest» in Oranien-
baum slotted by landscape roads.

Residence, often including residential suburbs, countryside,
wild lands, communication and recreation roads and complex
hydraulic system became examples of estate complexes in which
the aesthetic and the practical springs were closely related. Fol-
lowing the Peterhof Alexandria, on the basis of the old recon-
structed and the newly acquired estates, a chain of manors of the
imperial family formed along the Peterhof road in 1830-
1840's — Strelna, Mikhajlovka, Znamenka, Alexandria, the Pe-
terhof Own datcha, Sergievka, Oranienbaum. The central com-
ponent of this system was Peterhof being since 1832 a permanent
summer residence of the emperor.

During the reign of Nicholas I Peterhof changed beyond
recognition. Here, in competition with the Berlin Potsdam, in ad-
dition to Alexandria, new parks were created — Kolonistsky,
Alexandria, the Prince of Oldenburg’s Farms. According to plans
developed with personal involvement of the emperor, the town
of Peterhof was built; its various parts became connected with
parks, ligaments and walking paths that were combined into a gi-
ant circular route. The most characteristic example was the
Meadow Park, lying south of Peterhof and including the actual
park area of Ozerki, Babigonskie Heights and the surrounding
field land lined with a rectangular network of roads. Regular vil-
lages named for the royal children were located in the nodes of
their intersections. The landscape was dominated by open land-
scapes and majestic panoramas that were open from the terrace
and towers of the park pavilions and from the Babigonskie
heights. «It is in the environs of the capital, particularly in Peter-
hof, that the creative efforts of the monarchy found expression in
grand artistic forms; the expression of majesty and power of
Russia got united with those charms, which are immanent of our
northern naturey», wrote later the famous painter and art critic
Alexander Benoit.

Much attention was given to other imperial residences —
Tsarskoe Selo, Gatchina, Duderhof, Ropsha, to construction of

the observatory in Pulkovo, to Krasnoye Selo with its summer
military camps.

Spurred by the Emperor’s example, the owners of private
estates in the vicinity of St. Petersburg rushed to raise their ar-
chitecture and landscape culture to a new level. It was during
this period that new palaces and parks in Grafskaya Slavyanka
of Duchess Julia Samoilova, in Pargolovo of Countess Varvara
Polje, in Osinovaya Roscha of Princess Ekaterina Lopukhina,
in the cottage of Alexander Dubyansky (later — of the
Zinoviev family) in the middle reaches of the Neva, a number
of new estates on the Peterhof road, were built. At the same
time, a reorganization of peasant villages was held that lead to
construction of dwelling houses, farm facilities and public in-
stitutions.

Much attention was given to introducing of the European
methods of cultivation (which, inter alia, was expressed in foun-
dation of the St. Petersburg-based Udelnoye agricultural college).
A characteristic example in this respect was Ligovo belonging to
Major-General Grigory Kushelev. Erection of a manor house and
farm on the draft of Stackenschneider, construction of a «model»
village of New Ligovo and especially the economic reforms car-
ried out under the leadership of Scot McLotlin, transformed the
character of this rural landscape. A publication of 1848 stated:
«There's an advanced Russian village near the city, there is a
farming near Petersburg with artificial meadows, reminding
England or Flanders, then a field with unusual bread... Russian
peasants and Russian well-seasoned horses fed with oats, rather
than straw from the roof, working with advanced mechanisms to
the laws of modern rational agronomy».

«We moved away from St. Petersburg and the area character
had completely changed — no expanse and breadth to which one
got used in St. Petersburg... How tired one gets of these nasty
cropped tracks at Peterhof, of highways and other...», wrote Piotr
Kropotkin in his diary. But these features of the cultural
landscape of St. Petersburg «nasty» to the famous anarchist, bro-
ught the city fame of the European capital of Russia along with
the famous architectural ensembles.

Not only peace-building marked the period. The Crimean
War was drawing on and soon started. Kronstadt became more
entrenched, multiple forts were built around it. These granite for-
tifications protecting the fairways of St. Petersburg, are unusually
expressive in their stark power.

During the reign of Nicholas I, a period of apotheosis and the
beginning of decline of the Russian Empire, the image of imperi-
al Petersburg was finally formed defining face of the city in the
eyes of its residents, the Russians and the world. At its heart

there was not so much a «monarchicaly idea, but more the har-
mony based on hard urban management.

The beauty of Russia's northern capital and its suburbs, the
swing and the calm grandeur of urban and suburban, rural and
maritime landscapes of the first half to middle of the XIX
century are embodied in hundreds of graphic works and paintings
of the first half to middle of the XIX century. Among the most
outstanding artists are Andrey Martynov, Stepan Galaktionov,
1.-V.-G. Bart, Vasiliy Sadovnikov, Carl Beggrov, Grigiory Cher-
netsov.

Panoramas of the city were taken: the one of the Palace
Square, by Chernetsov, its central space from the tower Kun-
stkamera by J.A. Atkinson, Angelo Tozelli, I.F. Tielker (the last
one was taken during the flood of 1824). Sadovnikov completed
a broach panorama of Nevsky Prospekt, Joseph Charlemagne ex-
ecuted a «View of St. Petersburg with a bird's-eye view» in 1860.
Printed graphics, particularly lithography was widespread and
often issued in albums. They promoted the beauty of the capital
in Russia and abroad. Apotheosis of the city and embodiment of
the victory of human will over nature became the poem «Bronze
Horseman» by Alexander Pushkin.

Propaganda of St. Petersburg became a state affair. Emperor
Nicholas I, seeing himself as a successor of Peter I, not only en-
gaged in construction and improvement of landscapes, but also
contributed to the study of history. During his reign, reconstruc-
tions of historic St. Petersburg were published several times, start-
ing from the Swedish location plans in the XVII century. Books
and articles were issued on St. Petersburg monuments and sights
(the works of Pavel Svinyin, V. Buryanov, Ivan Pushkarev, etc.).

The Second Half of XIX — Early XX Century:
Industrial Revolution and Urban Evolution

The second half of the XIX century was a time of great social
and economic change in Russia. The most important historical
event — the abolition of serfdom in 1861 — paved the way for
industrial development and intensive development of urban sub-
urbs. Factories, workers' towns emerged here that absorbed the
chalet areas in close vicinity of St. Petersburg.

Since most manufacturing processes require a significant
amount of water, enterprises were built mostly along the rivers
and canals. Landscapes of the shores of the Neva on the
periphery of the city center acquired a new quality: they became
dominated by red-brick housing and factories. At the mouth of
the Neva, a huge amount of untreated waste was being dumped.

By the beginning of XX century, the huge factory-developed
areas along Shlisselburgsky tract, on the shores of the Big
Nevka, the Ekateringofka, the Obvodny Canal. The worst
affected was the Peterhof road: in its eastern part, in the former
manors, the notorious district of Narva Gate arose which was a
conglomerate of plants, workers barracks and gargle-factories.

Another sign of modern times was the development of
railway network and suburban towns occurring universally along
these: Ligovo, Dachnoye, Alexandrovo (now Volodarka) along
the Baltic railway, Olgino and Vladimirovka along the Seaside
railway, Kolomyagy, Shuvalovo, Ozerky along the Finland rail-
way. Villages, often formed on land allocated from the large es-
tates of the nobility, did not affect the palace and park ensembles,
which tended to remain in the enjoyment of the former owners.
However, the historical parks actually became public, and the
oldest architectural ensembles turned to local landmarks. So it
was in Pargolovo with its magnificent Shuvalovsky park, in Lev-
ashovo with its Osinovaya Roscha, in Lakhta with its estate of
the Stenbock-Fermors, with Polezhaevsky park in Ligovo.

The role of regulation of building in the city center reduced.
Prevalent in construction became the «tenement houses» which
gradually replaced the relatively low-rise old buildings and from
this time on began to actively shape the urban fabric. Retrospec-
tive styles were often replaced by their mixing — eclecticism,
and then — modernist style

«Permissiveness» of eclecticism and cosmopolitan modernity
gave rise to danger signs: the city gradually began to lose its
«facey, and not only because of changes in the nature of terraced
houses. Major urban issues were committed: in the 1870-1880,
territories of the former slipways between the Admiralty pavilions
were built up, and the excess of the height of new buildings led
to a decrease in the value of the outstanding monument in the
landscape of the Neva banks. The Admiralty square that lay
along the main facade was occupied by the Alexander Garden,
resulting in destruction of a huge esplanade of central St. Peters-
burg squares: the Palace and Senate squares that were parts of
the esplanade now became isolated. In the panorama of the
Neva, such strong accents appeared as the church of the Kiev
Pechersk Lavra with its bulbous dome alien to St. Petersburg,
and an even more exotic dome and minarets of the mosque. The
red pillar of the Pumping station tower became a powerful indus-
trial dominant, opposing the refined silhouette of the Smolny
Cathedral in the sprawled landscape of the Neva shores. This
mass crushed the Taurida Palace, with its channel and the harbor
destroyed during the station construction.

In urban panoramas and in the perspective of the Catherine’s
(now Griboyedov) channel, a replica of the Moscow St. Basil's
Cathedral, «The Saviour on the Spilt Blood» appeared, which
was alien to the spirit of St. Petersburg. Tower of the Zinger shop
became an irrelevant competitor to the Kazan Cathedral on the
Nevsky Prospekt. These phenomena, along with the destruction
of historic buildings and even the masterpieces of architecture
(such as «Grease Brawler» built at the beginning of the XIX cen-
tury by Thomas de Thomon) gave rise to the movement of the
cultural figures of protection of old St. Petersburg. It was headed
by the art union «World of Art» and one of its ideologues — the
artist and art historian Alexander Benoit. In 1907, the Museum of
Old Petersburg was founded.

The public fight for the city preservation has bore fruit: new
architectural direction — «Neo-Classical» and others, appeared
based on creative rethinking of historical styles of Petersburg.
Attempts were made to continue the tradition of ensemble build-
ing («New Petersburg» on the island Golodai). Important role in
these processes was played by the Society of Architects-Artists,
founded in 1903.

Development of these areas was intervened by World War 1.
A reliable bulwark to the capital became the new modern forts of
Obruchev and Tottleben built in the Gulf of Finland at the turn of
the XIX-XX centuries. On the shores of the Gulf, coastal fortifi-
cations closed the arc made by the far west Fort Ino, Krasnaya
Gorka and Seraya Loshad. Construction of these fortifications
completed the formation of Saint-Petersburg metropolitan area

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Soviet Russia: from Urban Romanticism
of the 1920-ies to Pragmatics of the 1960-ies.
Landscape as a Territorial Resource

The main aim of post-revolutionary urban transformations
that assumed foremost the social and ideological tasks was to
change the look of factory suburbs, such as the Narva and the Ne-
va Gates, the Vyborg Side. Here, changes in planning were made,
and new comfortable homes for the workers were put up. Gar-
dens and parks were laid out. Socio-cultural and everyday objects
as palaces of culture, communal kitchens, laundries, baths appea-
red as temples of communism to dominate the mass housing.

Changing of the central part of the city started up at the turn
of 1920-1930-ies. With the erection of the House of Political
Prisoners, new front of the larger scale «socialist» buildings
began forming in the main space of the Neva, starting from the
Troitskaya Square and on to the Pirogovskaya embankment. On
the opposite bank of the Neva, a looming pile of the NKVD
(«Big House») building appeared.

In the interwar period, Soviet architecture and urban planning
faced back the classical tradition developing and mastering the
heritage of ancient Rome and of the Russian classicism. Military
destruction of the besieged city were relatively minor, at least
comparable to those experienced in Rotterdam, Dresden and
Warsaw.

Downtown ensembles of the 1940-1960-ies often relied on
the tradition of the St. Petersburg city planning; as examples, one
can think of the classic ensemble of the Troitskaya Square
(1956), Young People's Theatre building on the former Semi-
onovsky parade ground (1962), the new building of the Finland
Railway Station (1960). New buildings in the neoclassical style,
often erected on the site of the ones destroyed during the war,
blend well enough into the historic environment. Standardized
construction and «anti-architectural» inclusions were rare in the
center.

It was the erection of tall buildings like the hotels Sovetskaya
on the Fontanka (1965) and Leningrad on the Pirogovskaya em-
bankment opposite to the Summer Gardens (1967-1970) that
caused damage to the city panoramas. A number of historical
landmarks were lost, too: so, for construction of the metro station
pavilion, Church of the Assumption at Sennaya (Heymarket)
Square was demolished (1961), and the Greek Orthodox Church —
for the Oktiabrsky concert hall (1962).

City neighborhoods remained virtually untouched by mass
construction and were treated as recreational and cultural places
before and after the war. Suburban agriculture continued devel-
oping, too.

Destruction of the war years was considerable: suburban
palaces, parks and historical towns, especially Peterhof were hit
hard. But many of the cultural landscapes lost their character be-
cause of the extensive urbanization that was unfolded in 1960-ies
and literally «swallowed up» the neighborhoods of Leningrad.

Solving the housing problem, the party, administrative appa-
ratus and the subordinated city planners mostly ignored the im-
portance of historical and cultural continuity: focus was kept
only on few monuments and parks under protection. This was
evident both in addressing the suburban landscapes, and devel-
opment of the centers of the small historical towns declared
«satellite cities» of Leningrad. As a result, many sights, views
and panoramas, historic buildings that did not have the status of
a monument were severely affected. Here is a list of only a
portion of losses incurred by the city in 1960—1980-ies.

The area of the Peterhof road between Krasnenkoe (Red)
cemetery and Sosnovaya Polyana (Pine Glade) was almost com-

pletely built-up with virtually total elimination of traces of the
famous estates such as Sheremetev’s Ulyanka (only a few ponds
remained). These urban transformations were accompanied by
aggradation of the coastal territory and construction of neighbor-
hoods of the South-West in accordance with the idea of forming
the new city «sea front».

Once famous view from the Shuvalov’s Parnassus was
ruined by housing quarters of Shuvalovo-Ozerki. From now on
one has to only settle for the lines of description by a well-known
horticulturist Eduard August von Regel written in the end of the
XIX century: «...A great perspective opens here: ...St. Petersburg,
with the flaming golden domes of the Smolny Convent, the St.
Isaac's Cathedral, the St. Vladimir Church and the Church of the
Annunciation, and thin, glistening needles of the St. Peter and St.
Paul’s Cathedral and the Admiralty spire...».

The southern part of the Bibigonskie heights — an adornment
of the Peterhof Meadow Park — was built up by five-story apart-
ment buildings that not only were competitors to the majestic
creations of Stackenschneider, the Belvedere and the Church of
St. Alexandra, but also invaded the park panorama. Same face-
less structures distorted the image of the historic center of
Pavlovsk, Strelna, Sofia and Krasnoye Selo. A multi-storey
apartment complex was built in the central part of the island of
Kotlin defacing its spread-eagle silhouette with the historic Sea
cathedral dominating over it. At the foot of the picturesque
Duderhof heights, cow-calf entreprises were settled (now aban-
doned).

In 1979, construction of a dam — a complex for defense of
the city from floods — was started. It cut the Kotlin island in the
middle, breaking one of the defensive lines and destroying the
backrest Schvebs, blocked the horizon line and distorted it with
its aggressive culverts and strange bridge hanging over the water
surface. The seascape that opens from the world famous palace
and park ensembles was affected, too. Most of the Kronstadt
forts happened to be cut off the open sea, and three of them (the
Constantine fort, the 3rd and the 7th Nordic forts- 003a5, 003b3)
were annexed to the dam and lost their insular character.

Defense of the cultural landscapes of St. Petersburg and its
environs and promotion of cultural continuity in the work of ar-
chitects and urban planners, was made by Academician Dmitry
Likhachev («The Image Of The City», «Skyline», «The City On
The Nevay, «The Urban Behests Of Peter The Greaty, etc.) in the
1980—1990-ies. His ideas formed the basis of ecological and cul-
tural movements of the perestroika era.

However, despite the losses incurred, by the end of the
1980-ies — the time of the nomination for inclusion of the city in
the World Heritage List — the historic center of St. Petersburg,
its historical character, the spirit of place — genius loci — em-
bodied in the urban landscape remained virtually intact. «The
Northern capital» had by then largely retained the authenticity
and integrity.

Today

In December 1990, at the 14th session of the World Heritage
Committee of UNESCO the World Heritage List included a new
object — «Historic Centre of Saint Petersburg and related groups
of monumentsy, ID: 540. The cultural landscape of 100 km from
east to west and 80 km from north to south cover the main com-
ponents of the vast urban architectural complex of the former
Russian capital and its surroundings. As a result of intense scien-
tific debate a concept was born that the universal value of the
«big» Saint Petersburg cultural landscape exceed the value of its
constituent parts. In line with this, given the significance of the
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natural basis (the Neva River, the coast of the Neva Bay, the pe-
culiar forms of relief) 35 components more were included in the
application along with the historical city center. The total number
of items that comprised the objects reached 140!

In recent years, the authors of this concept have repeatedly
been accused of maximalism and «perestroika romanticismy.
However, being a participant of these events, I can state that it
was the desire to give new impetus to heritage protection that
moved us, the aim was to attract attention and to ensure that not
only the declared masterpieces, ensembles and individual monu-
ments, but also their historical surroundings — the cultural land-
scapes remained to the present days; to find new methods of pro-
tection and management of the heritage with a glance to the in-
ternational experience — in fact, in this sense St. Petersburg had
also something to be proud of! We wanted to put this process on
a par with global trends and, perhaps, somewhat ahead.

What changes of the city authorities” manner could one
expect after that? First of all, new accents in the urban politics of
St. Petersburg and Leningrad region had to be made in accordance
with the landscape and urban nature of the object, the issue of
heritage protection and development of cultural tourism had to
be set as a priority. Methods of heritage protection should have
also been reconsidered: the predominant elementwise approach
(a monument, an ensemble) should have been complemented by
the complex one (protection of cultural landscapes, identifying
and assigning a historical territory — a site — with monument
status). It was an urgent need to begin developing measures for
protection and integration the listed objects into modern life,
when many of those were degraded and destroyed.

It was an important task to organize a broad educational cam-
paign. Our society and its authorities who was accustomed to
perceive primarily the widely declared values (the architectural
masterpieces of the center of St. Petersburg, The summer palaces
regained after war) had to recognize the special mission of inclu-
sion of the sites on the World Heritage List and specifics of the
new object protection. All these tasks had to be solved by a spe-
cially established body for the World Heritage management.

However, from 1990 to 2005 the city authorities and the ones
of the Leningrad region have not taken any action in this regard
perceiving the fact of putting on the List only as a political decla-
ration. The reason for such a position has been a clear preference
for the economic aspects of development, encouraging of inward
investment, including construction in the historic city center,
while the heritage was mainly seen as an impediment to these
processes. Urban and regional authorities, being aware of the
fact of putting the site on the List, preferred to remain ignorant of
what exactly it included, what was the specifics of management
of such monuments and localities, what opportunities it provided
and what responsibilities it imposed. This position gave an op-
portunity to freely dispose monuments, not thinking of the con-
sequences; this become especially topical with the increased in-
vestment flows of the new millennium. Rare publication in
newspapers and magazines on the World Heritage did not produ-
ce any significant resonance. The situation would not change
even with the inclusion of articles on the priority attention to the
objects of the World Heritage List in the new Law «On Objects
of Cultural Heritage» in 2002. Only in 2004-2005, the need to
draw up a Periodic report and to attend the Project of retrospective
inventory headed by the World Heritage Centre forced to pay at-
tention to this problem.

Due to lack of proper management and monitoring over the
years many components of the World Heritage site suffered con-
siderably, and some within the latest five years when those was
already in the area of special attention of the UNESCO! It refers

first of all to the key component of the list — the Historical
Centre of St. Petersburg (001)* and its leading component, the
Main City Space (001a) — the space of the delta of the Neva and
the panorama of the coasts. They were considerably damaged by
the construction of tall buildings of the new Stock Exchange and
the residential complex Financier on the Vasilevsky Island, on
the Vyborg side these were the high-rise buildings of Aurora and
Mont Blanc apartment blocks on the Robespierre embankment.
Investors found a loophole in the imperfect laws and a way to the
bureaucratic hearts — and earn huge money selling the apartments
with views!

In the 1990-2000-ies, many city square ensembles were crip-
pled, including those of high cultural value:

— the Isaakyjevskaya square (its panorama, as well as the per-
spectives of the Moika river and Malaya Morskaya street were
invaded by a new high glass roof of the Renaissance hotel which
opened a list of dissonances in the panoramas of St. Petersburg);

— the Manezhnaya square (the ensemble designed by Carlo
Rossi was «enriched» by a house in the burlesque style of «neo-
classicismy);

—the Vladimirskaya square (the role of its most prominent
building, along with the Church of Vladimirskaya Mother of
God, is now claimed by a bulky Regent Hall office and shopping
center);

—the Vosstanyja square, the main rail gateway to the city
(distorted by the Stockmann mall erected on the site of demol-
ished historic buildings, and by a firewall of a new hotel on the
Goncharnaya street, 4);

— the Sennaya (Haymarket) square, the center of Dostoevsky’s
St. Petersburg (messed up by a cocked glass mall, a bulky over-
story on one of the historic buildings and tasteless stands around
the square).

In addition, urban spaces are not included in the National
Register of cultural heritage objects, and protected ensembles are
random and sparse. Suffice it to say that such prominent areas
like the Palace square, the Mikhailovskaya square, the Isaaky-
jevskaya square, and the Senate square, are not listed: protected
are only the buildings forming them and monuments located on
them.

Distorted is the system of architectural landmarks: thus, per-
spectives of the streets of Liteiny District (Foundary quarter)
(001c¢) are invaded by buildings that are of absolutely other scale
than the surrounding historic building. This assumes the Grand
Quarter residential complex making the background for a histor-
ical monument in the classical style that became a midget in such
a vicinity. A similar thing happens with the high-rise building on
Bolsheokhtinsky avenue, 9, which is now trailing the perspective
of Shpalernaia street along with the Cathedral Smolny Convent,
a masterpiece by Rastrelli. On Moskovsky Avenue close to the
ensemble of the Novodevichy Convent, a giant multi-storey resi-
dential complex Imperial was erected to suppress it. One can re-
call many other similar examples.

The historic urban environment keeps on with an uncontrol-
lable loss of its integrity and authenticity. It should be noted as
well that many new buildings appeared which are affiliated with
the architectural environment of St. Petersburg in the paces of
the so-called «gaps» or low-value structures, which are successful
or at least neutral examples of contextual architecture that are not
in contradiction with its historical surroundings. In recent years,
however, many valuable historic buildings have been taken out
of the lists and demolished in accordance with the findings of
fraud experts. In their places, new houses appear that sometimes

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bear architectural elements of their predecessors in excuse. How-
ever, most often those are products of international standardized
«glass» style often made in an accentuated aggressive manner to-
wards the historical environment. Another example of tactless at-
titude to the historical environment is the Stockmann shopping
mall built in a major place on the Vosstaniya square, which is, in
a certain way, the face of the city for the ones coming by train
from Moscow. Facades of the former historic buildings that are
claimed to be recreated in the new structure look absolutely
ridiculous in combination with the bulky glass penthouse.

Emergence of disproportionate bulkheads in the historic cen-
ter, development of the attic spaces with an increase in the roof
height which is traditionally low in St. Petersburg, putting up
garrets and VELUX systems has become a wide-scale disaster.
Thereby the traditional facade fronts and the silhouettes of many
streets and quays become totally distorted. The existing law on
conservation zones, designed without regard to the city status of
a World Heritage site, is easy enough to bypass for the investors.

Not only the architectural works of the far past are in danger
now, but so is the Soviet avant-garde, the neoclassical architecture
of the late 1930-1950-ies. So, blocks of the avant-garde ensemble
of Traktornaya street, on the Statchek Avenue underwent a
radical restructuring; interior of the assembly hall in the building
of the Kirov District Council (arch. Noj Trotsky) was also de-
stroyed. The building of the Palace of Culture named after
Sergey Kirov on the Vasilevsky Island also created by Trotsky,
now looks miniscule next to the huge high-rises erected nearby;
up close, a ridiculous cardboard facade disfigured the building of
the Vasileostrovskaya communal kitchen. Several structures of
the ensemble of the Krasnoye Znamia (Red Banner) factory de-
signed by the eminent German architect Erich Mendelsohn and
built by his Soviet colleagues, were also destroyed. With the con-
struction of a high-rise hotel next to the Moscow Gate, not only
the spatial environment of the square was mutilated, but also the
House of Culture named after Viktor Kapranov built in the
1920-1930-ies, was destroyed (subsequently reconstructed in
volume). The masterpiece of Alexander Nikolsky, the Ushakov-
skyje baths Gigant are gradually falling apart. Such examples run
into dozens.

The register of problems that the environ monuments are
facing is even more extensive. Only the particular palace-and-park
ensembles in status of State Museums are kept in good condition.
Others tend to degrade or are in ultimate limit state. These are a
good many buildings of the Kronstadt Admiralty (002a), Fortress
(002¢) and Forts (003), the ensembles of Alexandrovskaya Villa
(007c) and Samoilova’s Villa (007d) in Pavlovsk, the palace and
park ensembles in Ropsha (009) and Gostilitsy (010), many
estates around Oranienbaum (020e-020k). The historical center of
Peterhof (017a) is also in the face of significant changes, since a
number of monuments have been prepared to be put out of the list.

Urbanization without considering the value of the cultural
landscape leads to irreparable loss. Construction of residential
quarters between Pushkin (006) and Pavlovsk (007) made these
previously separate residences literally stick together. In the area
of direct perception of the Trinity-Sergius Pustin (monastery —
013), a giant supermarket was built in the open space of the for-
mer monastery fields. Multi-storey residential blocks and indus-
trial enterprises are erected on the banks of the Neva river (029).
The decision on aggradation of coastal territory for residential
construction threatens the Sestroretsk park Dubki (025b).

Another threat to the city suburbs is an unregulated cottage
development. Investors have long appreciated the beauty and
uniqueness of the local landscape, particularly in the areas in-
cluded in the World Heritage List. Cottages almost completely

fill up the western part of Znamenka (016), the Yukki heights
(033), they invaded the landscape of the Duderhof and the Kol-
tushi heights (031, 032), the Neva banks. Several cottages in an
aggressive modern style arose even in the center of the tiny
village of Polyany (025d).

At particular risk are monuments of wooden architecture,
which, after displacement of the residents, are neglected and
gradually destroyed or burned down. A lot of such houses have
been lost in the historical center of Oranienbaum (020a) and re-
placed with high-rises of an inappropriate scale to the historical
surroundings, with the latter being distorted by the added up
garrets. Demolition of a unique complex of wooden barracks
(beg. of the XIX century, arch. Stasov) near the Katalnaya Gor-
ka (Tobogganing Mount) turned out as a real tragedy, the site
was then given for construction of houses. The main building of
the estate Osinovaya Roscha (024) and the last prevailed house
of the German Friedentahl colony in Pushkin both burned down.
Degraded and destroyed are the stone and timber estates in the
vicinity of Oranienbaum once owned by associates of Peter the
Great, such as Russia's first chancellor, Grigory Golovkin (the
Otrada estate, 020h), or the tzar’s teacher, Nikita Zotov (the
Dubki estate, 0201).

There are problems in the restoration of monuments of archi-
tecture and landscape architecture, when not only the principles
of the Venetian and Florentine charters are violated, but also the
ones of the Leningrad school of restoration based on careful
study of the history of the monument and the strict scientific
basis of decisions. Preservation and restoration are often replaced
by reconstruction. A sad example of this kind is the Palace of
Congress in Strelna based on a palace and park ensemble (014b),
where a set of structures appeared that there never were before,
and remains of the original ones were on the contrary destroyed;
the ensemble of Znamenka abandoned by its former owner is ex-
posed to the same danger (016).

At present, the Peter's Summer Gardens, which is a part of
the principal urban space (001a) is exposed to a radical «rejuve-
nation» with the ongoing reconstruction which will lead to un-
correctable loss of traces of entire epochs of its existence.
A complex of modern buildings of the Higher School of Eco-
nomics is built on the grounds of the grand dukes residence of
Mikhailovka (015), in its western and central parts. In the
Nevsky Forest Park (022a), a church complex was built in the
style of the Russian North architectural tradition alien to the
neighborhoods of St. Petersburg.

In recent years, the city officials are beginning to recognize
some «mistakes»: thus, the new Stock Exchange building on the
Vasilevsky Island was cut down by several upper floors. In late
2010, the decision of building a 400-meter Gazprom skyscraper
(Ohta-Center) was reversed thanks to the enormous efforts, large
public protests and a principle position of the World Heritage
Committee. Now it is necessary to exert maximum efforts for the
salvation of archaeological antiquities of the Okhta Cape, where
the remains of several historical forts and settlements starting
from the Neolithic era were found: with the departure of
Gazprom, this monument was left unattended.

CONCLUSION

In a broad sense of the word a landscape is a territorial com-
plex, in which the basic natural and cultural components are in
interaction and interdependence and form a unified system.
A landscape can be natural and anthropogenic. The first one in-
cludes the Earth's surface with its varied topography and soils,
water systems, vegetation and air space as key components.
Components of the second one are formed under the influence of
human activities. In cases where the results of these activities are
in harmony with nature, when the newly formed habitat provides
a comprehensive human existence in its physical and spiritual
senses, a man-made landscape may be called cultural.

Landscape has always been the foundation of human exis-
tence — the material basis on which a human moves, which
feeds him, which literally serves him as a mainstay. Landscape is
a boundless world which asserts daily and firmly the reality of
our existence and is an everyday background for human visual
sensations, a milieu in which he relates the results of his own
creative activity, especially construction.

Since ancient times, people mastered landscape by building
their homes, paving roads and digging canals, cutting down
forests, cultivating fields. And today, a landscape — urban or
rural — is our spatial environment, which largely determines the
physical and mental condition of each of us, and the level of op-
timism and ability to work in our society as a whole.

With the start of industrial revolution not development, but
active use of the landscape began. Intensive urban and industrial
zones development led in many cases to the destruction of both
the existing urban environment and to the imbalance between the
city and its traditional rural environment. In parallel with the cut-
ting down of green areas and buildings of field spaces, «clutter-
ing» of big city neighborhoods proceeded. The current round of
St. Petersburg chaos of industrial areas, garages, warehouses, gi-
ant gardenings, horticulture paupers which have lost all signs of
cultural landscape is a good illustration for this. Ecological con-
ditions are deteriorating: physical properties of environment and
quality of its landscape are linked.

Seeing a landscape, urban or suburban, as just a resource for
development, or a low-cost way to invest is a danger to our society
that has become a reality today. We forget that the common space
is a powerful consolidating factor correlated with the concept of
motherland. In absence of an effective protection system, a land-
scape is quickly taken apart by developers who reap huge profits
selling apartments and houses «with a view» built in areas with
outstanding beautiful scenery. The social and socio-cultural nature
of landscape is in this case simply ignored. Few ones get
panoramic views of outstanding beauty, the others keep contem-
plating the remaining scraps, tall fences and high-rise «boxes».

In many countries of Europe and America, protection of nat-
ural, cultural and historical landscapes has long been elevated to
the rank of state policy. Adoption of the European Landscape
Convention by the Council of Europe in 2000 appeared a reflec-
tion of such an approach. However, this most important interna-
tional instrument has not yet been signed by Russia, and historic
landscapes as a specified type of cultural heritage are not men-
tioned in the current Law «On the Objects of Cultural Heritage»
(although the introduced definition of «a site» includes many of
its traits).

Unfortunately, our society, especially through its authorized
representatives who are primarily concerned with maintaining a

high level of investment flows, is not ready today neither legally
nor architecturally, methodologically, or mentally to understand
and make decisions about appropriate respect for landscapes, in-
cluding the historic ones. This kind of cultural heritage, except
the palace and park ensembles, is practically absent from the list
of protected sites of St. Petersburg and the Leningrad region (the
few exceptions are places of the Neva battle and of Pushkin’s du-
el, the Pavlovsk Menagerie and the village Glazovo, «Polezhaev-
sky Park», some historical cemeteries). But often it is in such
landscapes that the major events and historical traditions are em-
bodied — they are the «guardians» of our memory and cultural
identity.

I once heard the former chairman of KGIOP (Committee on
State Control Use and Protection of Historical and Cultural
Landmarks) say: «Historical landscape? I don’t know what that
is» (while discussing the construction of houses on the border
with the Peterhof Alexandria). This kind of attitude has caused a
six year collapse of the World Heritage Committee's request for
clarification of the St. Petersburg site boundaries mentioned
above. An attempt to resolve the situation that took several
months in 2011 can not be successful because the historical
landscape of the «big» St. Petersburg is still unexplored and un-
examined, and the given terms are incredibly small. This edition
provides the basis for this, but is only a sketch of what there is
to do.

It gives us hope that many petersburgers are now well aware
of the value of historic landscapes which they lose day to day or
may be deprived of. This is well shown by numerous publications
on the Internet, ranging from professionally made sites such as
«Encyclopedia of Saint Petersburg» or «Environs of St. Peters-
burgy to entries in the personal diaries, blogs, discussion forums.
There are also historical research and publications of sources as
maps, memoirs, letters, old photographs, paintings and drawings.
Live impressions of the things seen take an important place,
where, along with enthusiastic descriptions, there are a lot of
bitter rows on the ruined objects of cultural and natural heritage,
cluttered landscapes distorted by ugly buildings. In addition to
the nowadays ever-present Internet, an big part is traditionally
played by books and articles by scholars and popularizers, al-
though for most of these, historic landscapes are a new topic. Of
great importance are the local history societies uniting people
who are not indifferent to the fate of their small home. Articles
and broadcasts dealing with the problems of the landscape pro-
tection in St. Petersburg take an increasingly prominent place in
the media in recent years (unfortunately, far less attention is paid
to the historic landscape around the city and to the metropolitan
area in general).

Report of the World Heritage Centre and ICOMOS monitoring
mission presented at 33 sessions World Heritage Committee con-
tained the following characterization of the historical center of
St. Petersburg:

«At the time of inscription in 1990, the property was nominat-
ed as a collection of monuments and ensembles, although the
ICOMOS evaluation stressed the landscape scale of the property.
Since then in tune with changing concepts of cultural heritage,
the property has come to be seen more as an urban landscape
closely linked to and shaped by its riverine structure and with its
panoramas focusing on the watercourses that were its main trans-
port arteries. Of particular significance is the panorama along the
Neva, which maintains the «celestial line» horizontal landscape.
The property needs to be managed as a landscape for the inter-
connection between its attributes and for their overall panoramasy.
The last recommendation can refer, of course, to all cultural
landscapes of the St. Petersburg metropolitan area.

The strategy of governance, in our opinion, in this case should
be formed in accordance with the «Action Plan» accompanying
the project mentioned in the introduction of the UNESCO Rec-
ommendation on the Historic Urban Landscape:

1) Undertake comprehensive surveys and mapping of the
city’s natural, cultural and human resources (such as water catch-
ment areas, green spaces, monuments and sites, viewsheds, local
communities with their living cultural traditions);

2) Reach consensus using participatory planning and stakeholder
consultations on what values to protect and to transmit to future
generations and to determine the attributes that carry these values;

3) Assess vulnerability of these attributes to socio-economic
stresses, as well as impacts of climate change;

4) With these in hand, and only then, develop a city development
strategy (CDS) or a city conservation strategy (CCS) to integrate
urban heritage values and their vulnerability status into a wider
framework of city development, the overlay of which will indicate
A) strictly no-go areas; B) sensitive areas that require careful atten-
tion to planning, design and implementation; and C) opportunities
for development (among which high-rise constructions);

5) Prioritize actions for conservation and development;

6) Establish the appropriate partnerships and local manage-
ment frameworks for each of the identified projects for conserva-
tion and development in the CDS/CCS, as well as to develop
mechanisms for the coordination of the various activities between
different actors, both public and private.

I hope that these recommendations will be implemented.

The text of the chapter «Formation of the Cultural Landscape of St.
Petersburg and Its Environs» based on historical essay, was written by
the author of the present book in 1989 and included in the application
for inscription of St. Petersburg in the World Heritage List.

The identification numbers of components and the elements of the
World Heritage site according to the UNESCO official list, 1990 (pi. 1),
are given in brackets. In the English version of the list most obvious mis-
steps of translation are corrected, like the name of the fort of «Seraya
Loshad “Grey Horse”», the Moscovskoe and the Volkhonskoe highways.

The data given in English in the two sections on pages 54-56 are
parts of the Russian sections of the chapter «Historical and landscape
complexes of the St. Petersburg agglomeration». The text is translated
into English is only partly due to the limited time available for
publishing. Pictures given without reference to the source, were taken by
the author.

Protection of historic areas is based on the notion of landscape. Landscape is a territorial complex, in which the basic natural
and cultural components are in interaction and interdependence and form a unified system.

Landscapes are divided into natural and anthropogenic. The first ones include the Earth's surface with varied relief, water sys-
tems, vegetation and air cover as key components. The second ones were formed under the influence of human activity. In
cases where the results of this activity are in harmony with nature, when the newly formed habitat provides a human existence
which is full in spiritual and physical sense, the man-made landscape may be called cultural.

A special kind of cultural landscape is the historic one. In 1977, IFLA (International Federation of Landscape Architects) with
the assistance of UNESCO, held a meeting on protection of historical landscapes in Kyoto, Japan. These were given the following
definition: “Historic landscape is a consequence of an event or chain of events of historical significance. Historic landscape can
also be a visually perceptible expression of a certain period in the development of a civilization or a way of life”.

In other words historic landscape is a terrain that has a spatial structure or its traces, including those located under the ground,
arisen as a result of human activity, it is marked with a great event occurred, or reflects urban, architectural and other cultural
achievements and traditions of a particular ethnic group or society.

Historical landscapes that have special value are subjects of state protection. In accordance with the recognized international
acts they need to be identified, included in the registries of objects of cultural heritage, legislative, scientific and organizational
measures should be taken for their protection and integration in the life of modern society.
