A duly completed application 
form with its supplementary documents must be submitted prior to the start of the event.

1.The “A” Standards for the FINA World Swimming Championships (25m) 2022 were created by using the faster of two times 
from: 

a. The Abu Dhabi 2021 “A” qualifying time standard; and 
b. The 16th place time from Abu Dhabi 2021 

For this meet, the standards broke down as follows: 

Women: 8 of the 2022 “A” time standards were the 2021 “A” time standard, and 9 of the 2022 “A” time standards were the 16th 
place time from the 2021 Worlds.  

Men: 10 of the 2022 “A” time standards were the 2021 “A” time standard, and 10 of the 2022 “A” time standards were the 16th 
place time from the 2021 Worlds. 

2. All “B” time standards were derived by multiplying the “A” time standard by 3.5%. 

3. Standard times for the Men’s 800m Freestyle and Women’s 1500m Freestyle were established based on the FINA points of 
the Men’s 1500m Freestyle and Women’s 800m Freestyle, respectively.
