Enhancing diversity and inclusion across the University of Nebraska - Lincoln has been
identified as a significant goal by many leaders within our university. DEMAC, a student and faculty
organization in the UNL Department of Educational Psychology, shares this vision and has been
actively committed to supporting diversity and inclusion since the 1970s.
