A Further Lowering Of The Barrier

One thing is obvious after more than a week of country music celebration: country

music remains a viable and highly profitable form of music. It is also true that country

music remains somewhat out of the mainstream of the music industry.

For various reasons country music’s superstars have had more difficulty in crossing

over to the all-encompassing rock genre. In fact, even jazz artists seem to be crossing

over more than country artists as of late; R&B crossovers have been and continue to

be numerous.

And yet, the country influence on rock is most pronounced. Country/rock artists

have made strong inroads on the pop charts, and more recently, on the country charts

as well.

Maybe one of the problems is that country music is still stereotyped, perhaps

rightfully so, as having lyrics that are not the most “intellectual.” Then again, that

statement can truthfully be made about most pop music lyrics, especially those of

most top 40 hits.

But when all is said and done, country music is still a part — a quite significant part

— of the music industry. The music industry in Nashville is without a doubt thriving and

healthy.

Country music has contributed many fine artists to music on the whole, yet many
exceptional artists on the country side remain obscure. Their music isn’t obscure;

country riffs have been copied by many a successful pop artist.

Basically, Cash Box would like to see the barriers between country music and the

mass appeal rock buyer broken down even further. There’s a whole lot of good music

coming out of Nashville and the surrounding areas today; ail that is needed is a little

exposure for that music. We look forward to more country crossovers than ever

before.

Hartz Owns 17%
This most recent acquisition by Hartz

gives the company 17% of the outstanding

Pickwick stock or 737,000 shares of the 4.4

million in circulation, which is believed by

industry sources to constitute a controlling

interest. The pet food conglomerate is now
the largest single holder of Pickwick stock

and has three directors on the Pickwick

board. It is expected that the number will in-

crease in the near future.

Leslie owns 71,718 shares or 1.6% of the

total, according to reports filed with the

Securities Exchange Commission. Family

holdings are believed to increase his total

to 80,000. The remainder of Pickwick’s

board of directors own in aggregate less

than 12,000 shares.

Previously, Hartz purchased 6.5% of

Pickwick’s stock from Emanuel and Daniel

Gittleman, then directors and executives of

Pickwick (Cash Box, July 3), at the same
$14.75 price. At that time, industry ex-

ecutives hinted that a merger of the two

conglomerates was forthcoming. Now the

suggestion is that Pickwick may be absor-

bed by Hartz and operated as either a sub-

sidiary or a division of Hartz.

Examination Of Los Angeles Record Market
Reveals Domination By Four Retail Chains
NEW YORK — The Los Angeles market for

records is one of the two largest retail bases
in the nation and certainly one of the most
important. However it is distinctly unique
from its counterpart on the east coast or

any other metro from several vantage
points. No other metropolitan area is as

geographically extensive, and none sup-
ports as many major retailing operations. In

addition, no collective community seems to

be as overbearingly social conscious.

Commented one observer wryly, “Trends
really affect people in Los Angeles, and
right now, the trend is buying records.”

To ascertain the contemporary state of

the record market in Los Angeles Cash Box
queried key retailers and wholesalers in

that city. Has the market been affected by a

‘price war’ of its own? Is it experiencing any

problems peculiar to the Los Angeles area?

Just what is the condition of the retail

market relative to the consumer?
‘Healthy As It’s Ever Been’

“It’s fine,” commented Russ Solomon of

Tower Records, who operates three of his

‘super stores’ in the Los Angeles area, with

one more scheduled to open imminently.

“It’s as healthy as it’s ever been, and getting

better, due to a strong growth of the retail

base and new business generated by the

chains and super stores.”

Is the pace to which competition has ac-

celerated in New York making an impact in

Los Angeles? “I don’t think there really is a

'price war’,” Solomon declared. “Not here.

Prices seem to seek their own level, and

they're pretty much at parity now.”

For Tower, that translates to $4.88 for all

$6.98 list LPs when they are noton sale, and

$3.88 when they are. These prices are close

to what Soloman believes are optimal,

based on current list prices, but they are not

exactly so. “$3.99 seems to be the proper

level for sale merchandise and $4.99 is a

good catalog price. It should continue for

some time if nothing happens at the dis-

tributor level. It shouldn’t change up or

down.”
But, if $3.99 and $4.99 are the most ef-

ficient prices, then why does Tower sell its

records for 1 1<t cheaper, assuming there is

no excessive pressure to offer the lowest

possible prices? Solomon’s reply was terse

and to the point. “Nobody’s going to go out

of his way to save a dime. In fact, there is no

difference between $3.99 and $3.88. The
only difference is if you go over a dollar. The
difference between $3.99 and $4.01 is a

dollar, not 2<t. This year we happen to be
into ‘8s,’ last year it was ‘6s.’ In fact, we have

no competition. Tower is in a unique spot.”

The Tower Operation

Solomon bases that contention on the

structure and operation of his stores, which

range in size from approximately 6,000 to

10,000 square feet. “We're good!” he ex-

claimed. “We have a bigger collection than

anybody and the best. “We carry about 32,-

000 titles in stock in L.A. and nobody comes
anywhere near it. I’d guess that 7,000 LP ti-

tles is top in any other store in L.A. It’s the

style that’s made us what we are: it’s

everything, all the natural things.”

Commitment is one of those “natural

things" that assumes a high level of priority

for Solomon. “Others, like Licorice Pizza

and Music Plus have as many rock titles:

well, they go beyond that, but not as much
as we do. They don’t have the total commit-

ment to other categories: jazz, country,

children’s, everything. This is what gets ex-

tra customers for us.”

In the future, Solomon maintains there

will be a store with as extensive an inventory

as his stores carry in every major city in

America within a relatively few years. For

continued on pg.

WonderAnd EWF Releases
Maintain Low Print Profile

NEW YORK — For obvious reasons, radio

has long been the leading advertising

medium for the music industry. Especially

where releases by superstars are con-

cerned, the impact on sales of radio far out-

weighs that of print advertising.

This point was underscored by the

paucity of print ads for Stevie Wonder’s
“Songs In The Key Of Life” and “Spirit” by

Earth, Wind & Fire, both released two
weeks ago. The Wonder album entered the

Cash Box chart at #1, where .it currently

remains, and “Spirit” has risen to #2 with a

bullet after debuting at #12. Nevertheless,

relatively few print ads appeared for either

album in the 20 major markets surveyed.

EWF In Four Markets

The release by Earth, Wind & Fire was
advertised this week in four markets: at

Korvettes in Baltimore, Philadelphia and
Washington for $3.59/$4.99 tape; at Kor-

NEW YORK — Fifteen albums debuted on
the Cash Box top 200 chart this week,
eleven with bullets. Of these, two albums

Sunshine Band (TK), appeared at #67 with

a bullet, which is a higher entry level than

August 2, 1975. Two weeks later, it entered

Ringo’s First On Atlantic

“Ringo’s Rotogravure,” the former
Beatle’s first release on Atlantic, debuted at

#79 with a bullet. “Blast From Your Past,”

Starr’s last album, was a compilation of

“greatest hits” from his four previous solo

works. It entered the chart at #69 with a

bullet on December 6, 1975. However, the

album only reached #40, a position it held

for two weeks beginning January 17, 1976.

Two other albums made impressive

chart debuts, though not within the top 100.

“Some People Can Do What They Like” by

Robert Palmer (Island) appeared at #112
with a bullet. It is his third album. “Technical

Ecstasy” by Black Sabbath (Warner Bros.)

entered the chart at #128 with a bullet. It is

the band’s eighth album for the label.

Burden Stations Dark Until Interim Picked

Ever since “Mandy” became a #1 record in

1975, Barry Manilow’s name has become
prominent in the music industry. With his

impressive string of consecutive hit records

and albums, he has established himself as

one of the biggest superstars in popular

music. Manilow’s successive single

smashes (“Mandy,” “It’s A Miracle,” “Could

It Be Magic,” “I Write The Songs” and
“Tryin’ To Get The Feeling”) have literally

kept him continuously on the charts for the

past two years. In this past year he has

amassed acclaim and major awards, winn-

ing honors as Cash Box’s top male vocalist

in terms of singles as well as being named
“performer of the year” by After Dark
magazine. In addition Manilow’s last album,

"Tryin’ To Get The Feeling," spurred by two

single hits, went platinum and served as

proof that he had arrived as one of

America’s major musical stars of the seven-

ties.

One of the key factors in Manilow’s

success has been his development of an

immediately recognizable recorded iden-

tity, distinguished by its classic melodies,

evocative lyrics, superb arrangements and
Manilow’s own uniquely expressive vocals.

Moreover, in the past year he assembled
one of the most varied and entertaining

stage shows in the business, winning

scores of new fans everywhere he ap-

peared in concert.

Manilow’s newest album, entitled “This

One’s For You,” which he produced with his

long-time collaborator Ron Dante, shipped

gold and is already on its way toward
platinum. The album appears to be his

biggest seller to date, with the first single

released, “This One’s For You,” already

bulleting at #22 on this week’s Cash Box top

100. In addition, the album contains poten-

tial singles like “Looks Like We Made It,” a

ballad penned by Richard Kerr (who also

wrote “Mandy”) and “Weekend in New
England,” a dramatic ballad written by

Randy Edelman.
Manilow has embarked on a mammoth

national concert tour (which includes a two-

week engagement on Broadway at the Uris

Theater from December 21 to January 2)

which extends through February of 1977.

Just prior to leaving on the tour, Manilow
was busy helping to write and stage his first

network television special which he taped
in September, and is now scheduled to air

in February.
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WASHINGTON, D.C. — Broadcasters were

all shook up when the FCG stripped Don
Burden of all five of his radio stations in

January 1 975. Denying all license renewals

for Burden’s stations — KISN-AM, Van-

couver, Washington; KOIL-AM, KEFM-FM,
Omaha; and WIFE-AM, WIFE-FM in In-

dianapolis — was unprecedented. Never

before had a million-dollar multiple license

holder been so punished for what one FCC
staffer called “a long list of violations.”

(Note: Alabama educational TV and radio

station licenses earlier received a blanket

denial, but the case was somewhat dif-

ferent.)

While WIFE-AM ownership was trans-

ferred to Indianapolis Broadcasting, Inc.

(IBI), the other four stations went off the air

in the early morning hours of Sept. 2.

Reverberations from the Burden case

are still echoing. The main issue: who is go-

ing to run the four stations on an interim

operator basis until permanent owners are

selected by the FCC? Broadcasters are

also asking themselves why the stations

had to go dark, and if Burden in particular

was singled out.

Interim Operators

Interim operatorship gives temporary

station operating authority to an individual

or group. A fairly new plan with the commis-
sion, the purpose is to keep a station on the

air while a permanent owner is chosen from

Delsener Sued
By Singer, Metz
NEW YORK— A legal action alleging unfair

competition, anti-trust violation, inter-

ference with contract, slander, libel and

breach of contract has been commenced
against Ron Delsener and Ardee Produc-

tions by Steve Singer, Steve Metz and

SingMet Entertainment Gorp. The New
York County Supreme Court action in-

volves $1,000,000 in damages.
Delsener had been promoting concerts

at the Beacon Theater, a 2,400 seat facility

located in uptown Manhattan, until his

agreement with Beacon lessors Singer and
Metz ended earlier this year. Singer and

Metz have since continued promoting con-

certs at the Beacon, while Delsener has

shifted his energies downtown to the

renovated Palladium, formerly the

Academy of Music.

Last August, Singer and Metz claimed to

have a written agreement with UA Theaters,

owners of the theater now called the

Palladium, giving them exclusive right to

promote concerts at that facility. However,

Delsener has been promoting concerts

there since September 18, having
renovated the theater with financial support

from UA. Questioned as to the status of that

disagreement, Metz told Cash Box that it

hinged upon the outcome of the recent law-

suit. Delsener’s office would not comment
on the legal action.

Pickwick, Capitol In

New Budget LP Pact
NEW YORK — Capitol Records and
Pickwick International have entered a new
long term agreement providing for the

licensing of non-restrictive, deleted

masters from the Capitol Records catalog

to Pickwick’s economy line of albums and

tapes. Artists already featured on
Pickwick’s economy lines of albums and

tapes as a result of previous arrangements

with Capitol Records include Nancy Wilson,

Dean Martin, Glen Campbell, Guy Lom-
bardo, Tennessee Ernie Ford and The Let-

termen, among others.

license applicants. While no one actually

owns the station in the interim, the station

can provide uninterrupted service to the

community and retain its employees.

There are two types of interim operators.

Third party operators are not applicants for

station ownership. The FCC prefers third

party operators since they “remove a pre-

judicial element,” according to an attorney

in the Broadcast Facilities Division.

Applicants for permanent license can

also apply for interim operatorship. If there

is more than one permanent applicant, they

can run the station together on what’s

called a “joint interim basis.”

“The courts have been very cautious

regarding permanent applicants running

stations on an interim basis,” said the attor-

ney at FCC. The reason? “There's a

momentum in favor of the applicant you’ve

already given the interim operatorship to.”

Interim operatorship may not seem as

valuable as permanent station ownership.

But interim ops are in a very good position

to take a shot at permanent ownership. In

the two or three years it takes the FCC to

select a permanent station owner, an in-

terim op can gain prestige and a reputation.

A few unscrupulous souls even make
money off the whole deal. Although station

profits cannot go to the operators — many
donate profits to charity — some pad the

expense accounts. “Take the money and

run,” is sometimes the situation for interim

operators, another FCC staff member felt.

A half dozen applications for both per-

manent and interim licenses are in at each

of the Burden stations. With the closing

date for filing Nov. 3, hearings are expected

to be announced by the end of November
or the beginning of December.
A third party applicant for one of the

Omaha stations may well get the station,

and soon. The reason is that he is the only

NEC Nat’l.

Dark Stations

Despite appeals from Burden for exten-

ded operating authority while the commis-
sion considered interim ops, four stations

went dark last month. The FCC did

postpone the off-the-air date 90 days so
that Burden’s 110 employees could find

other work. Had the FCC allowed Burden
continued operation, station employees
could have stayed on under the new interim

ops.

It isn’t clear why the FCC didn’t assign an
interim op before the stations went off the

air. The commission had applications in

before the Sept. 2 “dark” date. “There’s no
hard and fast rule on this,” said the Broad-

cast Facilities attorney, trying to explain

why the stations went dark.

“It’s unfortunate that people lost their

jobs,” he admitted, “but it’s been said over

and over again: these are three cities abun-
dantly served by radio and TV. The public

can probably hobble along on 1 5 instead of

16 services.”

The theory of one broadcaster was that

the FCC preferred the stations dark to con-

tinued operation by Burden. “They just

weren't going to let Burden run them.”

Crooked Contests

Why would the FCC prefer four stations

off the air to Burden’s operation? At issue is

the fitness of Burden as a licensee. Ac-

cording to the FCC, Burden’s violations in-

cluded equal time and fairness doctrine

abuse, free spot political announcements
to Burden's candidates, distortion of

newscasts, corporate contributions to

political candidates, harrassment of wit-

nesses, rigged contests and a “lack of can-

dor.”

“It wasn’t so much what he did, but that

he lied about it afterward,” said the FCC at-

torney. “With 9000 AM-FM-TV applications

to process, if we can’t accept at face value

what people say, then we’re dead. When a

guy signs his name, it’s a presumption that

he’s telling the truth. As a matter of self-

preservation, a bureaucrat has to get rid of

him.
“The meaning of all this is to stay away

from crooked contests,” he said. “That’s

why Burden lost his licenses. It was pretty

continued on pg.

Warners Solicits

For Own Stock
NEW YORK — Warner Communications
Inc. (WCI) has authorized a solicitation for a

tender of shares of its common stock in ex-

change for a 20-year subordinated sinking

fund debenture. The conglomerate has in-

dicated that it will accept any and all shares

tendered up to two million common shares,

including Series D convertible preferred

shares as the equivalent of two common
shares.

WCI has purchased approximately 7.5

million shares of its common stock over the

past three years, according to a

spokesman for the company. “The reason

we're doing it,” he explained, “is because

we believe that the stock is undervalued in

the marketplace. That’s one of the things

that makes it financially attractive.”

The corporation has further announced
that it will reserve the right to accept shares

tendered in excess of the two million

targeted figure. Currently, there are 13

million shares of common stock out-

standing and one million Series D shares.

As a result of this action, WCI’s common
stock closed the day after the announce-

ment at 22-7/8, up 2-5/8, registering a

13.0% increase.

Examination of L.A. Market Reveals 4 Chains Dominate
his part, Solomon has expanded the Tower
operation to Seattle, and he is “testing” (to

use Solomon’s word) in Tempe, Arizona. As
to the future of retailing, his vision is one
that includes ‘super stores co-existing with

young, entrepreneurial chains in major
markets. “That’s the best kind of market,

and I see that as real growth for the total

industry.”

Licorice Pizza

One of those chains, in Solomon’s
opinion, is Licorice Pizza, which has 18
stores, and is “looking to grow by a couple
of more stores by the end of the year,” ac-

cording to Jack Shulleeta, head LP buyer
for the operation. “The market is very

healthy. We’re doing really great business.”

But Shulleeta does not share earlier

opinions about the pace of the business
relative to price. “L.A. is a competitive ‘price

war’,” he plainly declared. “The L.A. con-
sumer is an educated consumer: more so-

phisticated, more price-conscious.” To
meet that demand, Licorice Pizza offers its

albums for $4.98 each, but reduces them to

$3.69 when they go on sale; and that sale

price is widely advertised.

"Advertising is the life blood,” Shulleeta

explained. “And it’s reflective of our com-
pany. We do everything that’s available:

radio, TV, print flyers. But our customers
are not exclusively price-conscious, and
that’s where we try to fill the gap.

“3.69 is a dynamite price, and price is a

major factor, but you have to present more
than price, especially in a large chain like

ours.” The keys to the success of Licorice

Pizza, Shulleeta explained, lie significantly

in the presentation of the stores,
specifically in the areas of customer rela-

tions and customer service. “We have a

specialized order system that requires one
full-time person just to man telephones. It’s

a matter of personal satisfaction. You try to

grow with your customers and that’s our

supreme goal."

But the price factor, which has been
significant in the growth of thechain, recurs

as a concern. “I see prices going up from
$3.69,” predicted Shulleeta. “I don’t think

you can go any lower and be profitable, but

Music Plus does it. ! can’t explain why
Music Plus is growing. It’s a phenomenon.”

Music Plus currently operates 14 stores

in the Los Angeles metropolitan market
(within a 40 mile radius of North
Hollywood), and the chain is, indeed, grow-
ing. Two stores have opened since Labor
Day and another (number 15) is scheduled
to begin operations shortly.

In defining the success of the company,
Steve Boudreau, LP buyer for the chain,

focused on the initial impact of price. We’re
one dollar cheaper than any major retailer

in L.A., and that’s an obvious advantage.”

The price for $6.98 list album at the

chain’s stores is $3.99, and during a sale,

the price dips to $3.69. “A lot of people
dropped their prices to meet ours,” ex-

plained Boudreau. “Initially, we ran at $3.59

on sale, but we since raised that 10<D. There
was a lot of competition, because we were
low-balling everyone. But now everybody’s

basically stabilizing at $3.66 to $3.88 (on

sale) everywhere in the market.”

Boudreau is convinced, though, that the

shelf price offered at his stores is within

reason, from a perspective of profit poten-

tial. “At $3.99, we’ve maintained our objec-

tives for two years, expanded in the

process, and made a decent profit. That’s

because we’ve been able to build a clien-

tele. A good portion of our business is

steady customers."

Atmosphere In Stores

What they are attracted to, according to

Boudreau, is the atmosphere in the stores.

“They’re clean, not sterile, well organized,

and there are good people in the stores to

work with customers. I consider it a family-

type atmosphere. Your operation defines

competition; the way it’s run reflects at the

cash register.”

For Music Plus, that is fortified by exten-

sive advertising in a variety of forms. Print

advertising appears in the Calendar section

of the Sunday Los Angeles Times, often

with multiple ads, in order to attract dif-

ferent types of record buyers. “That’s the

place to go if you want massive coverage on

a print scale,” explained Boudreau, “but

we’ve found local advertising in college

papers to be very effective.” To comple-
ment this phase of its ad campaign, Music
Plus utilizes all the major radio stations in

Los Angeles. “We lean heavily on four basic

FM rock stations: KLOS, KMET, KWST and

1

KNAC. For top 40 product, we use KHJ and

also K 109. and we use KEZY in Orange
County for AM and FM spots.”

The status of the New York retail market
has not posed or created any problems for

the retailers who were queried. Most of

them felt that the major chains in Los
Angeles were selling records at prices

nothing at all like those that frequently ap-

pear in New York. This position was main-
tained even when they were confronted

with the pricing structure at Music Plus. “It

(a price war) hasn’t happened in L.A. for

quite a while,” commented one. “In 1970,

there was a problem with The Wherehouse
when they sold $4.98 and $5.98 list records

for $2.44, and in 1974 with Peaches, but I

don’t foresee it happening again. The
geography of L.A., its sheer size, precludes

excessive price competition. The market is

pretty well spread-out through the
suburbs.”

An indication that such a situation will

probably not recur is the nearly
simultaneous growth of four major retail

chains which have essentially served to

dominate the retail market and to function

as a fiscal check and balance for each other

and the market as a whole. “Ones and twos
(ma and pa store operations) may have an
impact, but because of the (geographic)

spread of L.A., those stores will only sell in

their areas,” explained Boudreau. “They
can’t get co-op dollars to advertise, and so
have to use institutional dollars, which can
get expensive.”

The phenomenon of a ‘price war’ usually

arises when a new retailer enters the

market. Low-ball prices are functional to

establishing an initial identity. But this

probably won’t happen in the Los Angeles
region, according to most speculators,

because there are four major retail chains

already: Tower Records, Licorice Pizza,

Music Pius and The Wherehouse. With 73
outlets from San Diego to San Francisco,

and 37 of them in the Los Angeles
metropolitan area, The Wherehouse is the

largest chain in the market and the second
largest chain in the nation — at least by
number of units.

‘No Comment’
Efforts to secure information from the

company's executive staff were met with

gruff ‘no comments’ from Lee Hartstone

and Ben Bartel, president and executive

vice presidents, respectively. In recent
years, the company has developed a reluc-

tance to discuss publicly its business af-

fairs. However, further inquiries to various

store managers throughout the chain, in

addition to information drawn from docu-
ments filed with the Securities Exchange
Commission by Integrity Entertainment
Corporation (parent of The Wherehouse)
afforded a fairly comprehensive view of the

Wherehouse’s operations.

The standard prices for $6.98 list priced
;

albums throughout the chain are $4.88 and
$4.96, which are lowered to $3.88 during
sales. These prices have been in effect for

“some time” according to a number of

managers. However, a significant propor-
tion of the chain’s stores sell their entire

$6.98 list inventories for $3.88 all the time
due to competition in the marketplace. Ap-
proximately 22 stores operate in this man-
ner, including one of the chain’s top gross-
ing stores, located in Torrance. Another top
store locally registers approximately 50%
of all sales at $3.88 which encompass all

new releases, a list of approximately 100
‘top hits’ and all $6.98 list classical LPs.
Commented one store manager, "If there’s

a Licorice Pizza (or other major retailer) in

the area where there’s a Wherehouse store,

it will be a ‘$3.88 store’.” Every Wherehouse
manager who was contacted indicated that

primary competition for The Wherehouse
came from Licorice Pizza, Music Plus and
Tower Records, in varying order.

Individual Wherehouse stores vary in

L.A. Market ,LP Superstars: Print Ads Still Sparse
company has co-sponsored print advertis-

ing for the Wonder album mainly for

reasons of prestige. “You do a certain

amount of print for an artist like Stevie

Wonder initially. There’s nothing you can
really say that warrants it. With an artist of

the stature of Stevie, you just have to do the

advertising.”

Singles From A Soundtrack
Motown has adopted a slightly unusual

approach to the soundtrack for its current

motion picture, “Norman . . . Is That You?”
Instead of issuing a soundtrack album, the

company has released two singles from the

movie, “An Old Fashioned Man,” sung by
Smokey Robinson, and “One Out Of Every

Six,” sung by Thelma Houston. Ads for

“Norman ... Is That You?” which also

promoted the two singles appeared in

Chicago, Dallas, Denver, Los Angeles and
New Orleans.

Neither of the singles has yet shown
enough retail impact to be included on the

Cash Box charts. However, as London
pointed out, “The records have only been in

the marketplace a couple of weeks. The
reaction from the radio level has been really

good, especially toward theSmokey Robin-

son; and in the MOR area, they’re strong

toward the Thelma Houston. And it seems
that because it’s a successful movie, we’re

going to have a couple of hit singles that are

going to work hand-in-hand with the

movie.”

London did not exaggerate the impact of

“Norman. . , Is That You?” at the box office.

For the week ended October 6, the movie’s

first in release, it grossed $652,000 and was
ranked second on Variety's list of 50 top-

grossing films for the week. This success
should certainly help sales of the new solo

albums by Robinson and Houston, which

are scheduled for release next month and
will feature the singles from the movie.

'Car Wash’ Catches On
The soundtrack album from “Car Wash”

has shown remarkable viability in the

marketplace, A 2-LP set with a $7.98 list,

the “Car Wash” album is #155 after five

weeks on the Cash Box chart.

The number of markets where the

soundtrack was advertised in conjunction

with the motion picture increased from

three last week to six this week. Ads for it

appeared in Atlanta, Baltimore, Miami, New
York, Philadelphia and Washington; and in

half of these markets, there were two ads
for the movie and soundtrack in the same
newspaper.
The soundtrack campaign is being

closely coordinated with the openings of

“Car Wash” in new cities, explained Sam
Passamano, vice president of national

sales for MCA. “The movie is breaking on a

national basis now. We only had two
markets, Los Angeles and Washington.

And now many other theaters are showing
“Car Wash.” Between the 8th and the 15th

(of October) it opened in about 20
markets.”

Besides advertising in print, Passamano
indicated that MCA has inserted a trailer at

the end of the movie which shows the

soundtrack album. The release is also be-

ing heavily promoted through r&b-oriented

radio stations. And after the film’s initial

run, MCA has a built-in method of deter-

mining where to conduct a follow-up cam-
paign for the soundtrack; “We know how
many people are seeing ‘Car Wash’ in every

city because that’s tabulated at Universal

Studios” (an MCA corporate subsidiary).

Nostalgia ‘Twoters’

During the five months since Cash Box’s

retail selling price survey began, ads have

appeared in a number of markets for

“twofer” reissues on MCA ($7.98 list).

Featuring such artists as Tommy Dorsey,

the Andrews Sisters, the Mills Brothers,

Lenny Dee, Lawrence Welk, Buddy Holly

and Bill Haley and the Comets, 88 of these

double albums have been released over

the past three years.

“Obviously, the line has been very suc-

cessful because we’ve offered a five per-

cent cash discount and dating on it,” com-
mented Passamano. “It’s generated very

well with the racks, which was the last seg-

ment of the business we intended to get to.

We had to start with retail, Korvettes and

the multiple stores, and once we got that

resolved we started a movement of

product. Then we decided that in order to

get into the racks we would have to give a

discount. And the racks agreed to pick out

continued on pg.

size from approximately 1,000 square feet

to 8,500 square feet, with the average size

approximating 3,000 square feet.

Organized In 1970

The chain was organized in January

1970, with Hartstone as president from its

inception. Bartel joined the company three

months later. All the stores are supplied

from a 40,600 square foot warehouse
facility in Gardena, which was leased in

June, 1974 and became operational some
months later.

No precise sales figures on records
alone were available, but the chain has

prospered during the past two years com-
mensurate with its physical growth. Sales in

fiscal 1974 increased 84% over fiscal 1973,

and sales in fiscal 1975 were 34% higher

than in fiscal 1974. These increases were
principally related to the opening of 19

stores in fiscal 1974 and 14 stores in fiscal

1975, according to statements published

by the company’s board of directors.

Despite the lack of specific fiscal infor-

mation, two managers of stores believed to

be among the chain's ten most successful

provided some insight. One indicated that

his store did $2,500 per day and between
$3,0Q0-$4,000 per weekend day (he es-

timated that a rival Tower store grossed
$7,0Q0-$8,000 per weekend day). Another
said that his sales ranged between $1,800
and $3,800 per day.

Managers Comment
Individual managers attributed The

Wherehouse’s success to a number of fac-

tors. “They’re more systematized,” com-
mented one. “The basic ideas come from

the main office,” added another, “It’s the

good people working at the top who are

dedicated.” He particularly singled out the

director of store operations and the order

service personnel.

But this degree of centralization did not

meet with unilateral favor. "Everything is

controlled by the main office,” grumbled a

particularly candid manager. "It keeps
things under control, but there’s not much
room to create an individual store at-

mosphere. Everything is standard. There’s

not much freedom. The chain is big and
there’s a lot of bureaucracy, but it’s being

done away with little by little.”

Still, he indicated that the image of the

stores was “sort of like a record super-

market. It’s not a homey image, it’s kind of

plastic.” One other manager elaborated,

“That’s the success. They push the hot

sellers (movers) in quantity at low prices. I

think they’d be happy with 200 titles.”

‘3.88 Is Reasonable’

However, no manager questioned the ef-

ficacy of the chain’s prices. $3.88 is a very

reasonable price,” remarked one. “I think it

($3.88 price) is perfect. It’s reasonable

because the competition is at my price.”

Despite that competition, all agreed that

the general state of the market was healthy

and that recently sales had been picking

up. Opinions were mixed as to the ex-

istence of any observable ‘price war,’ but

the consensus was that prices would be ris-

ing both within the chain and industrywide.

Already, The Wherehouse has raised the

price of its $6.98 list classical LPs from
$4.96 to $5.46 and this is probably a har-

binger for the remaining catalog
categories.

“Once one (chain’s prices) goes up,”

speculated a manager, “the rest will go up
for sure. But I don’t think the sale price will

be affected. It will probably still remain at

$3.88.” “All things being considered,” sum-
med up one manager, “things have been
good at the retail level."

A Wholesaler’s View
That sentiment was precisely echoed by

Todd Ramcke, purchasing agent for Soul
City One Stop, one of the country’s largest

and most influential wholesaling operations

based in Los Angeles. “We’re selling a lot of

continued on pg.

Market Reveals That Four Chains Dominate Sales
records. This September was better than

last. This August was better than last. This

July was better than last.” In fact, a

spokesman for the company remarked that

“each month has been progressively better

from the previous month this year and in

comparison to last year.”

Prices haven’t varied at Soul City for four

to five years. They have remained at $3.10

for any $5.98 list LP and $3.60 for any $6.98

list LP. Part of the reason for this stability is

that the bulk of the company’s business is

transacted outside the Los Angeles
metropolitan area with as much as 50% of

sales generated outside California, along
the west coast, in Alaska and Hawaii, ac-

cording to Ramcke. “As a result, we don’t

have to buck large retail chains," he ex-

plained. “We primarily deal in small towns
of 15,000 population with a regional draw of

30,000 that can do $15,000 to $20,000 per
month. Essentially, operations that can get

$4.98 per ($6.98 list) LP.

“That’s a good, reasonable price for

records,” he maintained. “A retail customer
is paying for service and store knowledge.
You’re making money, that’s what most of

my customers sell for. Of course you’ll have
specials but not like it is now. Now, it’s

about as low as it’ll go.

“Low prices make it tough on everybody.
Nobody’s making money at $3.99. It’s just

about the break-even point. But,” he
added, "there are ways around it, with ac-

cessories, cutouts, blank tapes, posters.”

Alternatives To The Competition
Circumvention is one way to deal with the

problems posed by low prices, but there

are others. One is to target an operation to a

smaller share of the marketplace. Peaches,
the national record retailer with major out-

lets in Atlanta, Denver, Fort Lauderdale, St.

Louis, Cleveland and Dallas, has a store in

Los Angeles which is not a key factor in the

area. It is relatively small at approximately

2,900 square feet (by comparison, Peaches
in Atlanta is 14,000 square feet and
Peaches in Denver is 17,000 square feet);

and its prices are a competitive $4.98 for

catalog merchandise but $3.98 for sales, or

at least 10<t more than the sale price of the

four dominant retailers.

“1 think they are giving it away at $3.66 to

$3.88,” remarked Gary Lubin, head buyer
for the Peaches chain. $3.98 would be
healthy. And we feel that our policy must be
to hold the line.” $3.98 is the sale price

throughout the entire Peaches chain.

Lubin acknowledged that Los Angeles
was “a very competitive market” and one
that was too big for one store of any size to

make a significant impact. “I guess you’d
need two or three stores to be a factor,” he
conceded. An additional factor not in the

store’s favor is the relative lack of advertis-

ing it does. “We advertise approximately

$2,000 to $3,000 per month in Los
Angeles,” declared Lubin, “while we do
about $10,000 per month in other markets.

Advertising is a key.”

Peaches accounts for a minimum of 40%
of the total retail market in every market it is

in except in Los Angeles," according to

Lubin. “It’s too competitive,” he said.

“There’s no ‘live and let live’ policy in Los
Angeles. Between Tower, Licorice Pizza,

Music Plus and The Wherehouse there is a

’price war’ because each wants to capture
as much of the market as possible. It’s a

battle that’s been running for a long, long

time— at least three years — and the small

retailer is getting caught up in this prob-
lem. Further, the prices in Los Angeles are

going lower before getting better. It’s a uni-

que market due to the size of the city and
the fact that it’s into records.”

A Second Solution

That prospect has resulted in a second
solution to the abnormal level of competi-
tion facing national chains with outlets in

Los Angeles — exit from the market, either

partially or totally. Record Bar, a national

chain of 78 stores primarily located in the

southeast operates five stores in the Los
Angeles area. Not too long ago that total

was eight. “The reason is because it’s been
a killer with the pricing situation,” explained
Barrie Bergman, president and chief ex-

ecutive officer. Record Bar’s sale prices

range from $3.99 for selected specials to

$4.99 for the ‘top 100,’ which is expanded to

the 'top 200’ or even 250 in highly com-
petitive markets. Shelf price is $5.99. Yet,

while this pricing structure has enabled the

chain to grow at a rapidly accelerated pace,

the stores in Los Angeles do not maintain a

competitive edge.

Disc Records, a 34 store chain, centered
primarily in Texas, Ohio and Illinois has left

the market altogether. A year ago there

were five Disc Record stores there. “Due to

the high competition and the fact that we
had to give the malls we were in a percen-
tage, it was just a financial thing," explained

continued on pg. 57

Prices
22-27 items out of the 88 which they felt

would move well in the retail outlets which
they served.

“The initial impact (on rackjobbed
stores) was exceptionally good, but you
really don’t know what the sell-off is until

probably after the holidays.”

Asked how many rackjobbers were han-

A new LP, “Moon Bathing,” contains this song. Soft

acoustic notes are strummed as this folk tune begins.

The vocal is slow and evenly paced background voices

are added. The song uses only acoustic guitar and piano
throughout. As this song stands it is doubtful that the AM
charts will pick up on it. Primarily for the “mellow sound”
FM and MOR playlists.

SMALL WONDER (Columbia)
Why Walk When You Can Dance (3:15) (Wonderful

Music — BMI) (H. Small, J. Phillips)

This tune is from the recent “Small Wonder” LP. A
soulful piano and organ provide the opening notes. An
incredible old-time movie piano is used for the break.

The backup chorus is the song’s highlight; the lead vocal

and lyrics are slightly unconvincing. Adds to FM and AM
playlists are possible.

PETER LEMONGELLO (Private Stock 119)

Do I Love You (3:17) (Spanka — BMI) (P. Anka)
This is an orchestrated Paul Anka tune which was

featured on those Lemongello TV commercials. The
commercials were aired so frequently that most viewers

found it a good time to visit the refrigerator. Primarily for

MOR airplay. A dark horse for the top 40, depending on
the actual size of the Lemongello audience.

FANIA ALL STARS (Columbia 10432)

Picadillo (3:46) (Peer International — BMI) (T. Puente)

Taken from the "Delicate And Jumpy” LP, this tune is a

spicy latin instrumental. A lively flute and percussion

start the song. Has a slight tango sound which is

dominated by a jazz piano. Thick layers of brass comple-
ment some skillful electric guitar riffs. Adds to the follow-

ing playlists are possible — AM, jazz, FM.

KARMA (Horizon 104) #
Karma (3:28) (Ujima — ASCAP) (Andrews, Blocker,

Robertson, Lockett)

This song is from the recent LP "Celebration." Brass

and spacey strings begin the tune, which is predomi-
nantly instrumental. The title chorus is softly sung. The
break uses a pleasant synthesizer as the tune drifts away
with a lively clarinet up front. There should be definite

Tinny keyboards and brass play against some soulful

opening vocals by Mike and Bill. This tune can be a hot

item at the discos. The arrangement is tight featuring a

jumpy backup chorus. A possible item for both AM and
R&B charts.

TOMMY TATE (Koko 723)

If You Ain’t Man Enough (3:20) (Klondike — BMI) (J.

Baylor, T. Tate)

A piano and cymbal brushing are used as Tate starts a
strong and convincing vocal. There are no backup
choruses, Tate takes the vocal full strength. This could
easily make the R&B charts with top 40 action as a strong

possibility.

ARTHUR PRYSOCK (Old Town 1000)
When Love Is New (3:16) (Mighty Three—- BMI) (K. Gam-
ble, L. Huff)

A Gamble and Huff original gives Prysock plenty of

space to move around in. Familiar disco choruses and in-

strumental riffs are used sparingly. A fine sax solo and
piano provide the break. The vocal is bright and power-
ful. Could easily turn up on the AM charts. Primarily for

R&B playlists.

ARTFUL DODGER (Columbia 10431)
Scream (3:28) (Seldak — ASCAP) (E. Leonetti, B.

Paliselli)

Taken from the Dodger’s current LP “Honor Among
Thieves,” the song begins with an acoustic guitar and a

strong rock vocal. The lyrics are slightly cluttered, which
makes it difficult for them to be remembered. The fine

group arrangement is a highlight. For FM and AM
playlists.

DONNY MOST (UA XW 871)
All Roads (Lead Back To You) (2:40) (Famous/Heffer —
ASCAP/Ensign/Sasha Songs — BMI) (S. Proffer, J. Mar-
melzat)

This bouncy pop tune has a Caribbean touch. The
arrangement is similar to that of the Partridge Family.

The Most vocal is breezy and resounding. The younger
kids might certainly shove this record into the AM charts.

GIOGIO (Oasis 408)

Knights In White Satin (3:52) (Tro-Essex — BMI) (J.

Hayward)
From the recent LP “Knights In White Satin,” a spooky

Dracula vocalist sings and sometimes whispers the
familiar Moody Blues lyrics. A tempting sax solo privides

the break. This disco tune has recently been spinning for

those hothouse-crazed dancers. Adds should be
forthcoming from R&B and AM playlists.

THE GLITTER BAND (Arista 0207)
Makes You Blind (3:15) (MCA Music — ASCAP) (Lean-
der, Phipps, Shepherd)

This song is a disco instrumental. A chunky bass
spreads throughout the song like hot butter. A duo sax
and funky guitar come in on the break and continue till

the dosing notes. Adds to both R&B and AM playlists are
possible.

CUFF CARPENTER & HIS ORCHESTRA (Ariola Amer-
ica 7644)
Aria (Melody) (3:33) (Easy Listening — ASCAP) (Bar-

dotti, Bembo, Jay)

Recorded in West Germany, this was a hot number on
the German charts. Predominantly a mood instrumental
for the doctor’s office. A trumpet stirringly plays the
chords of the tune. Toward the end a string chorus hums
the melody. Primarily for MOR and AM playlists.

we have certain standards for our entire

catalog. If something doesn’t sell a certain

number of pieces within an 18-month
period, it’s obvious there’s no reason to

keep it active.”

Building Fall Sales

In addition to weeding out the weaklings
among its “twofers,” MCA is also offering a
special seven percent discount on the 22
items in the line which moved best between
January and August. “We’re trying to build

for the fall selling season, obviously,” said

Passamano. “And unless you come out
with your best catalog items and a discount
and back it up with advertising, I think

overall you’re not conforming to what the
industry requires. In addition, of course,
MCA’s main objective is (getting to) the
consumer. The consumer has to be made

aware of what you’re talking about so you
can get him into the store.”

Exactly what is the consumer buying in

these packages? Some of them were
previously in the MCA catalog, said

Passamano. Parts of other twofers were ac-

quired by MCA from releases on different

labels, including cutouts that were
“reinstated because we used better selec-

tions in them.” In other words, new masters
were made up from the best selections by a

given artist that MCA was able to obtain,

whether from its own catalog or from other

sources.

Can’t Play Around

“You can’t bastardize the product with

weaker selections, because it won’t sell,”

Passamano pointed out. “If you play

around and try to beat the consumer, think-

ing he’s going to buy an album just because
it says ‘the best of,’ you’re in for a surprise.

You put up a Tommy Dorsey album, say,

and he doesn’t see ‘Tangerine’ or

‘Ramapo,’ he’s not going to buy it.”

Rush Builds Steadily

Ads for the fifth release by Rush (2 LPs,

$7.98 list), "All The World Is A Stage,” ap-
peared in five markets: at Korvettes in

Baltimore, New York, Philadelphia and
Washington for $4.38; and at Korvettes in

Detroit for $6.69 tape. In addition, one other

Rush album was promoted at Korvettes in

Baltimore and Washington, and two others

at Korvettes in New York and Philadelphia,

for $3.88.

Current Rush Selling

The current Rush album is selling well,

jumping this week from #147 bullet to #82
bullet on the Cash Box chart. However, the

group’s label, Mercury, placed ads across

the country before such success was
registered. According to Jules Abramson,
vice president of marketing for Mercury,

“All the indications when we were soliciting

orders prior to its release were that it was
going to be a very Important album. And we
wanted to time our advertising to coincide

with the point at which we felt we would

have the market pretty well saturated with

product."

Abramson added that the retailers’

favorable response to the new release was
mainly based on the track record of Rush’s
previous four albums. “Each one sold

progressively better than the LP before it.

And their last album, '2112,' did more than
double the sales of their previous record.”

Print Ads Effective

For a group like Rush which is trying to

build a wider national following, print ad-

vertising can be very effective. "When a

group is already known,” said Abramson,
“what you want to do is make an announce-
ment to the consumer that there’s a new
album and here’s what the cover looks like.

You give them that relationship so that

when they walk into the store, they see a

familiar cover and they know immediately,

’That's the Rush album that I saw in an ad
the other day.'

“However, that doesn't mean that we’re
continued on pg.

we have certain standards for our entire

catalog. If something doesn’t sell a certain

number of pieces within an 18-month
period, it’s obvious there’s no reason to

keep it active.”

Building Fall Sales

In addition to weeding out the weaklings
among its “twofers,” MCA is also offering a
special seven percent discount on the 22
items in the line which moved best between
January and August. “We’re trying to build
for the fall selling season, obviously,” said
Passamano. “And unless you come out
with your best catalog items and a discount
and back it up with advertising, I think
overall you’re not conforming to what the
industry requires. In addition, of course,
MCA’s main objective is (getting to) the
consumer. The consumer has to be made

aware of what you’re talking about so you
can get him into the store."

Exactly what is the consumer buying in

these packages? Some of them were
previously in the MCA catalog, said

Passamano. Parts of other twofers were ac-

quired by MCA from releases on different

labels, including cutouts that were
“reinstated because we used better selec-

tions in them.” In other words, new masters

were made up from the best selections by a

given artist that MCA was able to obtain,

whether from its own catalog or from other

sources.

Can’t Play Around

“You can’t bastardize the product with

weaker selections, because it won't sell,”

Passamano pointed out. “If you play

around and try to beat the consumer, think-

ing he’s going to buy an album just because

it says ‘the best of,’ you're in for a surprise.

You put up a Tommy Dorsey album, say,

and he doesn’t see ‘Tangerine’ or

‘Ftamapo,’ he's not going to buy it.”

Rush Builds Steadily

Ads for the fifth release by Rush (2 LPs,

$7.98 list), “All The World Is A Stage,” ap-
peared in five markets: at Korvettes in

Baltimore, New York, Philadelphia and
Washington for $4.38; and at Korvettes in

Detroit for $6.69 tape. In addition, one other

Rush album was promoted at Korvettes in

Baltimore and Washington, and two others

at Korvettes in New York and Philadelphia,

for $3.88.

Current Rush Selling

The current Rush album is selling well,

jumping this week from #147 bullet to #82
bullet on the Cash Box chart. However, the

group's label, Mercury, placed ads across

the country before such success was
registered. According to Jules Abramson,
vice president of marketing for Mercury,

“All the indications when we were soliciting

orders prior to its release were that it was
going to be a very important album. And we
wanted to time our advertising to coincide

with the point at which we felt we would

have the market pretty well saturated with

product."

Abramson added that the retailers’

favorable response to the new release was
mainly based on the track record of Rush's
previous four albums. "Each one sold

progressively better than the LP before it.

And their last album, ‘2112,’ did more than
double the sales of their previous record."

Print Ads Effective

For a group like Rush which is trying to

build a wider national following, print ad-

vertising can be very effective. “When a

group is already known,” said Abramson,
“what you want to do is make an announce-
ment to the consumer that there's a new
album and here’s what the cover looks like.

You give them that relationship so that

when they walk into the store, they see a

familiar cover and they know immediately,

‘That’s the Rush album that I saw in an ad
the other day.’

“However, that doesn’t mean that we’re
continued on pg.

FOUR SEASONS OF LOVE — Donna Summer —
Oasis/Casablanca NBLP 7038 — Producers: Giorgio Moroder,
Pete Belotte — List: 6.98

With only five songs on this album, at first glance it seems a

little slim. But each tune, based on a season of the year, is pure
Summer (Donna). It’s got that disco overview to it. Accom-
panied by the Munich Machine, the sultry songstress runs the

gamut of emotions, from lust to lustier. The string parts are

super-slick, and the production makes full use of Summer's
vocal abilities. Look for all of these tracks to get a lot of disco

and R&B play. The album jacket is the type that best lends itself

to prominent display.

ODESSA — Bee Gees — RSO/Polydor RS 1-3007 —
Producers: Robert Stlgwood, The Bee Gees — List: 6.98

This is a repackage of the original "Odessa,” but with one big

difference — there’s only one record this time around (the first

was a two-pocket set) and the cover is plain (the first was velvet-

patched). With the new LP “Children Of The World” doing as
well as it is, this one should get picked up too. Odessa was kind

of overlooked the first time around; now, by tightening the song
list, the package is much more attractive. “First Of May” is in-

cluded here, and seems right for both AM and FM play.

Progressive outlets will spin the title cut more than a few times;

at 7:33, it’s an appealing and ambitious track.

IT‘S YOUR WORLD — Gil Scott-Heron and Brian Jackson —
Arista 5001 — Producers: Gil Scott-Heron, Brian Jackson —
List: 9.98

A bargain priced two-pocket set, comprising live perfor-

mances from Scott-Heron, Jackson and the rest of the multi-

faceted Midnight Band. There’s a terrific energized version of

“The Bottle,” along with “Trane,” a tune that used to be called

“Gospel Trane” and has music by Alice Coltrane. Scott-Heron is

a true poet (as all his fans know) and this is a moving album. FM
programmers will want to check out “Possum Slim,” a lively cut

about a man over a hundred years old.

VALLI — Frankie Valli — Private Stock PS 2017 — Producer:
Bob Guadio — List: 6.98

Frankie Valli is just as good on his own, without the Four
Seasons. The current single “Boomerang” is included, as well

as his somewhat overlooked but great cover of Boz Scaggs’
“We’re All Alone.” Valli assembled some all-star sidemen, like

Lee Ritenaur, Carolyn Willis and David T. Walker; these, and
other fine musicians, give this a good, professional feel. “Can’t

Get You Off My Mind” is a terrific tune that is a good possibility

for the next single; the chorus is a perfect AM hook. Valli should
establish some progressive credibility with this LP.

BURTON CUMMINGS — Burton Cummings — Portrait/CBS
PR 34261 — Producer: Richard Perry — List: 6.98

This is Portrait Records’ first album, and it’s an auspicious
beginning. Cummings was the main creative force behind
Canada’s Guess Who, and he shows here that he has the stuff to

make it on his own. Richard Perry’s productions have tended, in

the past, to be over-slick, smooth to the point of superficiality,

but his work with Cummings is intelligent and tasteful. The
single is "Stand Tall” (already making chart headway), and
there’s a great version of “You Ain’t Seen Nothin’ Yet,” a slowed-
down reading of Randy Bachman’s familiar rocker.

BLUE BENSON — George Benson —Polydor PD 1-6084 —
Producer: Esmond Edwards — List: 6.98

Benson is fast becoming the man with the largest catalog.

This is another reissue, a number that appeared originally on
Verve, and it contains some of Benson's best moments. If you
remember the PBS tribute to John Hammond, when Benson
played a furious “7 Come 1 1

,” you’ll have an idea of the spirit of

this LP. He’s got some of the best sidemen in the business. Her-
bie Hancock plays the bulk of the piano parts (acoustic!) and
Ron Carter and Billy Cobham handle the bass and drum chores,

respectively.

NATURALLY — Lou Rawls— Polydor PD-1-6086 — Producer:
Michael Lloyd — List: 6.98

Rawls has a lot of product out on the market right now, but
none of it is insubstantial. This package has songs that were
mostly recorded in 1972-3, but even after a few years the tunes
still stand up. He gives a powerhouse reading of “Got To Get
You Into My Life,” and an equally good “A Song For You." Rawls'
vocals have that timeless quality that gives class to everything
he touches, and the material here has a lot of class to begin with.

Although the songs have been released before (on various
MGM LPs), tunes like “Dead End Street," a real classic, can be
played forever.

BOBBI HUMPHREY’S BEST — Bobbi Humphrey — Blue
Note/UA BN-LA699-G — Producers: Larry Mizell, Chuck
Davis, George Butler — List: 6.98

Bobbi Humphrey is known to all progressive listeners to be a
young, though highly developed flute stylist. This is a collection

of some of her best tunes, some of which have been on record
before, some not. There’s a good feeling to this package, par-
tially due to the continuity between tracks. Humphrey is best
when she interprets, and she handles tunes like “Satin Doll,"

“You Are The Sunshine of My Life” and “Fancy Dancer” with
equal polish and innovation.

WHITE ON WHITE -- Brian Cadd — Capitol ST 11573 —
Producer: Robert Appere — List: 6.98

Brian Cadd’s debut American album is a killer, with great

original tunes and a sincere approach to rock ’n’ roll. Robert Ap-
pere handled the production, and he gave Cadd a lot of room to

move. The tunes are mercurial, hard to categorize. There's

some R&B influence (like “No Answer”), pure rock (“Little White
Lies”) and tunes that lie in the middle. Cadd’s piano playing is

well conceived; studio veterans Ben Benay and Steve Cropper
share guitar chores with Ritchie Zito. These songs have wit,

style, and a lot of punch. For pop sales across the board.

LIVE IN CONCERT ON MARS — The Chambers Brothers —
Roxbury RLX 106 — Producer: Wes Farrell — List: 6.98

The Chambers Brothers had a slow period for a while, but

they have regrouped with at least as much strength as they had

in San Francisco so many years ago. There’s a lot of their paten-

ted jamming going on here; the entire second side is comprised

of only tunes, and they seque into each other. Willie Chambers’
“Superstar” is a gem; even at 7:37 it's not too long for

progressive airplay. Steve Cropper plays additional guitar on

this, and his stylized Stax sound is a great touch. R&B outlets

will hook onto “Me And Your Mother.”

ROMEO AND JULIET — Hubert Laws — Columbia PC 34330
— Producer: Bob James — List: 6.98

Laws is one of the best flute players around; with this album,
he is showing off those talents while surrounded by a larger

group than usual. Strings are used to fairly good effect on most
of the cuts, although they clutter up the overall sound on others.

Laws’ best moments are moments of fluidity, and he takes a

couple of great solos here. Bob James’ production is sensitive

to this talent, and he manages to clear the path for Laws’ best

work.

FLYIN’ HIGH — Blackfoot — Epic PE 34378 — Producers:
Jimmy Johnson and David Hood — List: 6.98

This is Blackfoot’s second LP (the first was on Virgin last year)

and it shows much improvement. This is a southern band, but

they cannot be placed in that “southern boogie" mold. The
material is original, and the band is not content to rely on merely
fast and hypnotic guitar riffs. There’s real melody here, in tunes
like “Try A Little Harder” and the title cut. Look for this to get

progressive radio play and to sell well where it is backed up by

tour support.

ROBB STRANDLUND — Robb Strandlund — Polydor PD-1-
6085 — Producer: Ken Mansfield — List: 6.98

Robb Strandlund is perhaps best known for co-writing

“Already Gone” for The Eagles. That song is included here,

along with nine others in the country-rock vein. Strandlund’s
easy vocals blend well with the Ken Mansfield production. The
lyrics are, without exception, extremely intelligent, even poig-

nant at times: “There’s Bill with Judy Brown/I guess his wife’s

still out of town.” There are no real surprises here; the arrange-
ments are tight, with good country melodies. Excellent guitar

work gives some of these a pop push.

CHESTNUT STREET INCIDENT — Johnny Cougar — MCA
2225 — Producer: Tony Defries — List: 6.98

Johnny Cougar has made an extremely interesting album. He
has some obvious influences (Springsteen is most prominent),

yet by the time you get to the end of these songs, you’re sure that

you've listened to Johnny Cougar. He has a strong rock ’n' roll

spirit, which enabled him to use mandolin on a couple cuts

without sounding silly or contrived. Most of the cuts are

originals (“Dream Killin’ Town” and “Chestnut Street Revisited”

are among the best), and there are some OK covers of “Do You
Believe In Magic” and “20th Century Fox.” Cougar is an artist

who would benefit immensely from in-store play.

DO IT YOUR WAY — Crown Heights Affair — De-Lite DEP
2022 — Producers: Freida Nerangis, Britt Bitton — List: 6.98

The Crown Heights Affair is a progressive disco conglomera-
tion of eight fine musicians. The R&B appeal of this album can-

not be denied. The group plays its own instruments, and the

horn section (especially Bert Reid's saxophone work) really

cooks on tunes like “Dancin’ ” and “Sexy Ways.” Most of these

seven riff-based tunes are over five minutes long, which lends

itself quite well to dance-club play. An attractive package, this

will do well in many pop accounts, if displayed prominently and
played in the store, so consumers can get a taste of these

dynamic, well-punctuated arrangements.

BLACK IVORY — Black Ivory — Buddah BDS 5658 —
Producers: Black Ivory, Robert John, Michael Gately — List:

6.98

Black Ivory is a tight new R&B-oriented band that has come
up with a few good original tunes on this LP. What’s important is

that the group is self-sufficient, they play many of their own in-

struments, but they also do the rhythm and vocal charts. “Walk-

ing Downtown (Saturday Night)” is a long tune (8:20) that seems
just right for disco play. The band gets into a groove and just

won't quit. The entire album has a pleasing continuity that will

make it possible for R&B programmers to play virtually any cut.

KNCN —Community Concern, Diverse
Formats Fill Programming Void

LOS ANGELES — When KNCN, Corpus
Cristi, Texas, signed on the air in August,

station genera! manager Ira Littman and
program director Richard Brown had
already decided that the 100,000 watt FM
station would be responsible to its listeners

for community needs as well as entertain-

ment. Although Littman and Brown felt that

both personalities and music played key

roles in a station’s overall success, they ex-

pressed a desire to fulfill an even greater

challenge — to allow listeners access to the

station’s airwaves to comment on topics of

community concern. Along with that, the

station’s new licensees instituted three

separate music formats — jazz, classical

and progressive rock — for the purpose of

providing diverse programming for an area

they claimed has been “music-starved for

years."

Overwhelming Response
The majority of KNCN’s playlist is “new

music” to its area’s residents and the

response has been overwhelming, ac-

cording to Littman. Not only are listeners

commenting on the progressive music
which is featured on the station’s all-night

show, they’re also opening themselves up
to jazz and progressive rock — two formats

that have been virtually nonexistent in the

area. "We’re playing a lot of music that’s

never been played here before,” Littman

related, giving that as one reason for the

station's immediate letter and phone
response. Brown agreed, saying, “We are

hoping we can turn people on to the music
first and themselves second ... we want to

inject this area with music which has not

been available before.”

The successful track record of the AOR
(album-oriented rock) format, as exhibited

across the country, is certainly obvious to

Littman and Brown; KNCN devotes 15

hours of its broadcast day (6 am to 9 pm) to

progressive rock. Although some stations

have attempted the progressive rock for-

mat in the past, Littman cited financial

problems as well as one station’s decision

to switch from progressive rock to top 40 as

reasons for the music’s non-existence in

the area. In addition to progressive music,

the station also airs a jazz show from 9 pm
to midnight. According to Brown, who isthe

jazz show’s nightly host, the diverse for-

mats are filling the void that the area's

listeners had been experiencing.

Not only are KNCN's listeners being of-

fered new and diverse kinds of music,

they’ve also been invited to make their

views known over the station’s public af-

fairs shows. Littman and Brown do a two-
man show on Sunday evenings which in-

volves a two-way telephone conversation

with listeners on topics of community in-

terest. Even though the show has only been
on the air for a short time, KNCN’s audience
has found it to be an outlet to express their

opinions on such matters as mental retar-

dation, school dress codes and the
decriminalization of marijuana laws.

Richard Brown called the show “an incor-

poration of our talents as licensees to

provide an opportunity to the audience to

communicate their ideas through the

media.”

Another not-so-spontaneous show airs

on Sunday mornings and allows local

groups an opportunity to independently
produce programming of an “artistic or

sociological nature.” Littman noted that so
far the takers have included a local Bahai
faith group and a weekly gay views and af-

fairs program. “Nobody has been refused,”

he continued. “We’re beginning to get

response on this free time FM radio con-
cept.” Those who get on the air are allowed

15 minutes of the 60 minute show and
KNCN provides assistance free of charge to

groups or individuals who use station

Peter FramptonO’Reilly’s Challenge:

Expand Al Stewart’s Image
LOS ANGELES

If Luke O’Reilly’s

American visa had not run out in 73, he

probably wouldn’t be Al Stewart’s manager
today. Back then Stewart was without an

American contract. He had a cult following

among the English college crowd. The mo-
ment had arrived, however, to move
beyond just a cult. O’Reilly reminisced : “We
were just two people meeting at the right

time. Al wasn’t satisfied with his manage-
ment. Among other things, they weren’t giv-

ing him his proper earnings. I had known Al

from a few years back. We met when I was a

DJ in Philadelphia for WMMR. When I retur-

ned to England, I became involved with tap-

ing concerts for American radio. While do-

ing an Al Stewart concert, I became
amazed with the size of the audience.

“It was a large hall, The Canteen,” with a

bar, and everyone was quite attentive. They
weren’t the usual noisy crowd. I asked Al

why he didn’t have an American LP. He said

he couldn’t find a company to release it. A
few weeks later he called me up and asked

if I’d like to manage him. At first I didn’t

know what to say, but Al talked me into it.

He explained that he had a new LP ready

( Past, Present And Future ). He was very

skeptical that it would receive enough pro-

motion."

O’Reilly is originally from Manchester,

England. He attended school at Dartmouth,

mostly because of his enthusiasm for ski-

ing. There he became involved with college

radio, and soon afterwards he advanced to

a commercial station. O’Reilly feels that his

good working relationship with Stewart is

attributable to their close friendship. He
stated, “I’m really not sure that I’d go
through all of this again for anyone else. A
manager is only as good as the relationship

he has with his client. Of course, that’s tak-

ing for granted that the rest of your
organization is running smoothly. You have

to hire a lot of professional business peo-

ple. Then you can be sure that the opposi-

tion will be dealt with correctly.

Stewart has been recording for 10 years.

He is quite well known in England, with his

LP “Love Chronicles” voted best LP by

Melody Maker in '69. The LP “Orange” was
the last before his first American release,

“Past, Present And Future.” That LP
received heavy airplay from a few American
progressive FM stations, such as WNEW in

New York. A tour complemented the LP, at

this point the American audience began to

grow. O’Reilly stated, “The turning point

came when Al put a band together; up until

then he didn’t have one. American
audiences weren’t very receptive to him
just playing solo. On the first tour we played

the Bottom Line, without a band, and the

shows didn’t go over very well. A band was
formed and now you can hear the different

layers of sound that are on the records. A
regular nucleus of musicians came about;

they are not a permanent band. Each mem-
ber comes on tour, or records with Al,

depending on his working situation.”

The first Al Stewart American tours didn’t

come off without a hitch. There were times
when they spent days sitting in the New
York Holiday Inn, just trying to get concert

dates. More recently, they’ve been able to

turn down dates. A year ago November,
Stewart played the Tower Theatre in

Philadelphia for a week to soldout
audiences, for over 12Vi thousand.

The two most recent LPs, “Modern
Times” and “Year Of The Cat,” have sold

fairly well, helping to further enlarge the

Stewart audience. O’Reilly told Cash Box,

“At the time of the first American release,

LPs were costing more in production than

they could ever hope to recoup.

Inflation was a real demon. Bands are

also expensive. You have to pay $15,000 a

week to keep a band on the road. Three

years ago, you could spend $10,000, and

do a six week tour. Now it costs $5-$7,000 a

night. Al wants to play for as many people

as possible. So we’re prepared to pay to

make the tour successful. Janus Records
has advanced us the money. They recog-

nize the fact that Al can make it now but he

needs the extra push.”

Stewart is 31 now and it seems his

career, to some degree, is just beginning.

He is interested in recording a film sound-
track. This should be no great transition,

since his songwriting contains strong and
vivid images. Most of his lyrics are in story

form. For the current show, during the song
“Roads To Moscow,” 42 slides will be
shown. The song is concerned with the Ger-

man occupation of Moscow. Slides from
German and Russian films will be used.

O’Reilly discussed the tour in more
detail. “We had to get a new keyboard
player. The one we had was experiencing

visa problems. The ICM agency is han-

dling the tour. The equipment on stage,

not counting the amps, cost over $35,000.

I’ve been offered to manage other groups,

but I’ve recognized that I probably couldn’t

handle more than one right now. Al and I

have learned to work on limited objectives.

And he’s more than intellectually capable of

knowing what’s going on with his manage-
ment. We sometimes discuss matters over

a bottle of wine. We’re not afraid to yell at

one another, if it becomes necessary. If it’s

a large problem, then we have two bottles. I

respect Al a lot. He would like to be a star.

And I would like to be a star's manager. I

enjoy the creative side of my work.
Sometimes I offer different ideas for a show
or in the recording studio. The discipline I

also find to be stimulating. You have to work
on a day-to-day basis, monitoring
everything. If you pay attention to detail, the

big things will take care of themselves. A
manager’s main task is to advise and en-

courage his client. Al’s career is a com-
bined project for the both of us.” O’Reilly’s

prime objective is to raise Stewart from his

cult following and establish him as a house-

hold name on the contemporary music

scene. They have both come a long way
from three years ago, when they were two

men in England who were feeling rather

bored.

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC — At

last summer’s home for the Democrats,
Peter Frampton reconfirmed the notion

that he is the current prince of rock and roll.

SPORTS ARENA, SAN DIEGO — Ignoring

the wave of warnings that it is fast becoming
a parody of itself on stage, the Who turned

back the hands of time once again to

delight a sellout crowd of 14,595 with the

finest 1966 concert 1976 has seen to date.

Norman Connors/Gato Barbieri/Chambers Brothers
BEACON THEATRE, NYC — With his album at #42 on the Cash Box charts this week, Nor-

man Connors appeared to be celebrating his success with a concert show of almost epic

proportions. As the house lights fell, a pulsating African drum beat filled the hall and out

onto the stage slowly marched four drummers in tie-dyed native garb and feathered head-

dresses. Then dancing out from the wings came two pairs of gaily dressed dancers whose
frenzied, acrobatic performance stirred the already expectant audience. The ten-minute

treat was but a first taste of the multifaceted performance that Connors and his entourage

offered their fans.

After a short set change, Connors’ 14-member band sauntered on, introducing the man
himself with a heavily percussive, jazz-like overture. Resplendent in white scarf and togs

and a brown leather jacket, Connors stepped up front for a lively scat-sung number on
which he consistently sang off-key. Yet Connors seemed well aware of his own limitations,

since he then faded back to act as bandleader, drummer and MC for the rest of the show.

The set was an eclectic affair, moving from jazzier numbers like Herbie Hancock’s “Maiden
Voyage” (done Norman Connors style) and Connors trumpeter Shufo Ono's “Bubbles" to

rich balladry by “You Are My Starship” vocalist Prince Phillips and the superbly talented

Eleanor Mills. Connors’ philosophy seems to be to act like a star among stars, and his

showcase of talents, disparate as it was, pleased the appreciative crowd.

In contrast, Gato Barbieri’s set of hot burning jazz displayed how a six-man band can

achieve much more than Connors’ cluttered, larger aggregation. His pleasurable concert

style is based on juxtaposing his fluid, melodic sax style against a driving, percussive

progressive backdrop. In a set that featured a number of tunes from his latest album on
A&M, “Caliente” (bulleted at #10 on the Cash Box jazz chart), Gato played the part of a

musical matador — dancing, whirling and spurring on his band with his terse shouts and
calls. With a rock-solid bottom of drummer Bernard Purdie, bassist Eddie Rivera and per-

cussionist Cachete, Barbieri, pianist Eddie Martinez and guitarist Joe Caro were able to

weave their respective instrumental talents into a set that delightfully explored the upper
reaches of jazz-rock fusion.

Opening the set were the Chambers Brothers, who are still one of the more satisfying

and engaging live bands in the country. Working in a style that blends light R&B with

Doobie Brothers-ish pop, they displayed tightness and proficiency along with energy and
feeling. Capping their set with Elvin Bishop’s “Stealin’ Watermelons," they charmingly

coaxed a reluctant audience into singing along with the jumping number and left the stage,

surely gaining some new fans.

“Queen Of Country Music”— Kitty Wells, known as the queen of country music, was induc-

ted into the Country Music Hall of Fame during ceremonies that took place in Nashville

Monday night, October 11, and were aired on the CMA Kraft-sponsored CBS national

television show.

Kitty Wells has 23 #1 records to her credit, including her premier gold record, “It Wasn’t

God Who Made Honky Tonk Angels.”

Born Muriel Deason in Nashville, Kitty is one of the few country singers who is a native of

Music City USA. She is also the wife of songwriter/singer Johnny Wright.

Kitty began to pick guitar and sing spirituals at the age of 15. Three years later, while

teamed with another vocalist, Bessie Choate, on a local radio program, she met Johnny
Wright from Mi Juliet, a suburb of Nashville.

Johnny soon not only changed her name from Muriel Deason to “Mrs. Wright,” but also

to the nom-de-stage of Kitty Wells.

The name change was inspired by the song “I Could Marry Kitty Wells,” a folk-country

standard now in public domain.

Kitty, Johnny and their son Bobby, a former regular on the McHale’s Navy television

series, and their Tennessee Mountain Boys now make up a family show that plays from 175

to 200 personal appearances annually.

During a long association with MCA Records, Kitty recorded such hits as “Back Street

Affair,” “Release Me,” “I Don’t Claim To Be An Angel,” “They’re Stepping All Over My
Heart," “Three Ways To Love You,” “I Hope My Divorce Is Never Granted,” “I Can’t Stop
Loving You,” “Repenting,” “A Wedding Ring Ago,” “I Gave My Wedding Dress Away,” “Af-

ter Dark” and numerous other “hurting heart” type ballads.

The late Gov. Frank G. Clement of Tennessee came up with an apt description of her in a

testimonial presented several years ago. He said: “Kitty Wells, in addition to her artistry,

demonstrates that she is a devoted wife and mother in keeping with the finest traditions of

southern womanhood.”
The walls of the Wells-Wright home are decorated with framed awards and citations, all

achieved in her humble way. She was voted the number country music artist every year

from 1953 through 1623, an achievement that will be almost impossible for another artist to

match. In 1964 she was declared the undisputed all-time queen of country music by the

music industry trade magazines; and virtually every trade paper award has been presen-

ted to Kitty.

Kitty left a lifetime contract at MCA Records in 1 974 to sign with Capricorn Records. Her

first single and album release were both titled “Forever Young,” and recorded in Macon.
These sessions were produced by Johnny Sandlin and Paul Hornsby.

She has now been reunited with her long-time record producer Owen Bradley in

Nashville. Bradley had produced many of her major hit records while she was under con-

tract to MCA Records.
The reunion took place at Bradley’s Barn Recording Studios in mid-September. Under

the supervision of Bradley, she cut four sides, two of which are contained on her new
Capricorn single release. The sides are “Mary Hartman, Mary Hartman” b/w “Nickel Bar
Candy,” and shipped on October 6.

Mel Tillis Voted CMA
Entertainer Of The Year
NASHVILLE — Mol Tillis, Ronnie Milsap, Dolly Parton, Waylon Jennings, Willie Nelson,

Emmylou Harris, The Statler Brother, Hargus“Pig” Robbins and Buck Trent took honors at

the tenth annual Country Music Association’s awards show televised live over CBS-TV
from Nashville’s Grand Ole Opry House Monday night, October 11.

MCA recording artist Mel Tillis took top honors as entertainer of the year for 1976. The
award is for the “act displaying the greatest competence in all aspects of the entertainment

field in person, performance, staging, public acceptance, attitudes, leadership and overall

contribution to the country music image.”

Single record of the year (with a plaque to producers Waylon Jennings and Ray Pen-

nington) went to Waylon Jennings and Willie Nelson for the RCA release “Good Hearted

Woman,” while Waylon Jennings, Jessi Colter, Tompall Glaser and Willie Nelson took top

honors for the album of the year with “Wanted, The Outlaws” on RCA.
Writer Larry Weiss was awarded top song of the year for his “Rhinestone Cowboy.”

RCA also saw artist Dolly Parton named female vocalist for the second consecutive year,

while Ronnie Milsap was named male vocalist. This is a repeat of 1974’s win for Milsap.

For the fifth consecutive year Mercury Records’ Statler Brothers were voted vocal group

of the year, with the duo team of Waylon Jennings and Willie Nelson taking the award for

vocal duo of the year.

Instrumental group or band for the second consecutive year went to the duo of Roy Clark

and Buck Trent who record for ABCs Dot Records, with well known piano man Hargus

“Pig” Robbins coming in as instrumentalist of the year.

Kitty Wells, known as the queen of country music, was inducted into the country music

hall of fame by Minnie Pearl who said “She’s never acted like a star — she is a star.” Ms.

Wells gave thanks to those who helped make it possible, with special thanks going to Paul

Cohen who played a large role in her early success. A posthumous hall of fame award was
made to Paul Cohen.

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R&B Playlists Unpredictable:
Solution Unforeseen

by Cookie Amerson

LOS ANGELES — According to a growing

number of national R&B major record label

executives, the apparently lackadaisical

manner with which black stations approach

their playlists is seriously affecting sales.

The most common documentation of this

syndrome involves the distressed program
director who tells label X’s local promotion

man that he's dropping X’s record after

three weeks of solid play, “because there

are no records out there in the market.” The
frustrated promotion man throws up his

hands in despair crying, “How could I con-

vince my distributor to stock the record

when you brought it on at 19, jumped it to 16

and then listed it this week at 17? I’ve got a

hit here, but your playlist is killing me.”

For quite some time, the unpredictable

nature of R&B playlists has caused un-

derstandable concern among manufac-

turers, distributors and retailers. Radio

seems to maintain that any listing is a good
listing. Record companies argue that the

listing should be more scientifically com-
piled for accuracy’s sake. Undoubtedly, the

above situation of label X is fairly common.
But can it be resolved? Why, for example, is

there such a discrepancy from week to

week in the playlists of so many R&B sta-

tions?

Robert Scott, program director at KYAC
in Seattle told Cash Box that the reason

records jump erratically at many black sta-

tions in the country is that a lot of program
directors disdain research. Scott maintains

that research is the key many stations sim-

ply ignore. Citing one incident, Scott told

CB, “I have heard of situations where the

PD may have a different person doing the

list every week, if he didn't feel like doing it,

which certainly doesn’t allow for any type of

a systematic approach.” A PD in the

southwest told CB, ‘‘If a station has
irregular patterns on its chart, the PD is ob-

viously not taking into account the'trends

that records take, or really not compiling

his information correctly.”

Trade Reporting

Many black stations have a very
haphazard approach toward reporting to

trade publications. The receptionist or

secretary at a station who may or may not

be aware of the difference between “extra,”

and “add,” or know whether a record has

been added to the album list or the singles

list, often is designated to report to trade

publications.

Ernest James, program director of

WBMX in Chicago, feels that while
reporting to the trades does not specifically

help his station, it is a means of com-
munication that should be given more, than

a casual glance. James told CB, ‘1 am
aware that trades have the same credibility

problems with radio stations that radio sta-

tions have with taking store reports, which
we try to combat by getting several different

store reports.” Bob Long, program director

at WCIN in Cincinnati, views reporting as a

major vehicle for station exposure. Long
told CB, “When a station reports to the

trades, it may influence someone else

across the country to listen, and maybe add
the record. A station should handle
reporting in a businesslike manner in order

to maintain an image of being an accurate

reporter and keep credibility intact.”

Resolving the Problem
“When a radio station gives an inac-

curate report to a trade publication it hurts

the entire industry,” says a programmer in

the southeast, “but then to solve the

problem of inaccurate reporting will be a

very hard nut to crack.” Programmer
James told CB, “The problem of inaccurate

information being passed around in the in-

dustry will not be solved until all industry

people commit themselves to becoming
more responsible to each other.”

Systematic Approach
“A systematic approach on a business

level is the key to a successful radio sta-

tion,” stated Primus Robinson, national

R&B director of Atlantic Records. “Unfor-

tunately, since so many black stations have
the reputation of handling station affairs in

such an unbusinesslike fashion, to simply

have a record on a station without a number
is practically meaningless. Since radio is

the first line of communication, a station

should seek to make itself an integral part

of the industry by accurate reporting to

trades and capable personnel who are

aware of what is happening in the industry."

Influence Retailers

Vernon Slaughter, national director of

album promotion atCBS Records, was very

emphatic about reporting accuracy, by tell-

ing CB that ‘‘since trades influence

retailers and racks as far as what product

they stock, it is of paramount importance
that they receive correct information. Cer-

tainly the retailer must be well informed so

that he has product the consumer is looking

for, after all it is the consumer who decides

what is a hit record. Station programmers
must keep in mind that when inaccurate in-

formation leaves their station they are not

oniy defeating their own purpose, but they

are also doing the industry a vast disser-

vice.”

With Us Forever

Though many feel this problem may be
with us forever, the fact that the problem
must be dealt with on its own level goes
without saying. We must take into con-
sideration that at the majority of the nation’s

black stations the program director must
wear many hats, which naturally makes the

margin of error that much greater. Since we
are in the business of communication we
must do exactly that, and possibly half the

battle will be won.

Reflections ’N Black
Motown has just signed 21st Century and has already had the young group in the studio

with producer Hal Davis.

The Dramatics have returned to their home city of Detroit to work on a new show. They
will start an east coast tour when rehearsals are completed.
Bobby Womack’s first single on Columbia Records will be released within two weeks,

it’s called “Home Is Where The Heart Is.”

The E,W&F single “Saturday Night” will be out next week.

Alphonso Johnson’s first LP on Epic Records, which has members of E,W&F playing on

it, will be released in approximately three weeks.
New LP by Phoebe Snow entitled “It Looks Like Snow” will be released in approximately

two weeks. It will contain the classic tune “Teach Me” and the old Temptations song “Shaky
Ground."

Buddah Records will release “Guitar Talk” from the “Aquarian Dream” LP as the single,

and from the Michael Henderson LP “Time” will be the single.

A new Major Harris LP entitled “Mellow Major” is due first week in November.
Many stations have different problems with local talent when they can’t add a lot of local

product because of its poor quality. WWRL in New York has its handsfull with this problem.

Service Hint: Board Or Monitor?
by Fred McCord

Field Service Engineer, Atari, Inc.

LOS ANGELES — Perhaps the first and
most important decision that needs to be
made when a video game malfunctions is

whether the monitor (TV) or the printed cir-

cuit board (RGB) is at fault.

Unfortunately, there is no foolproof way
of making this decision without the use of

some test equipment. However, after some
preliminary steps, there are a couple of

things that are probably 70% to 80% effec-

tive in isolating the problem.

The key to effective troubleshooting in

any situation is to eliminate the obvious!!

1. Is there power to the machine?
2. Is there power to the TV? Look for an

orange glow in the neck of the CRT.
3. Are the fuses in place and good?
4. Is the PCB plugged into the harness?
5. Are brightness and contrast controls

adjusted properly?

6. Is there a raster (plain white screen)?

7. Is there any video information pres-

ent?

After quickly checking these and any
other things you can think of you can
proceed to perform a couple of simple

tests.

1. Power the system down and unplug
the PCB from the harness.

2. Power system up.

3. While watching front of the monitor

run your finger along the pins of the edge
connector. At some point you should see
wide black lines running vertically on the

TV. The same test can be done by touching

the tip of a small screwdriver to pin 1 of the

connector that plugs into the monitor (see

Fig. 1).

If black lines appear on the screen you
know that the monitor will accept and dis-

play a video input signal. Therefore, the

conclusion is that the PCB is not providing

these signals.

NOTE: Do not overlook the possibility of

a broken wire in the harness.

If you can see images on the screen but

cannot get the monitor in sync with the

horizontal and/or vertical controls there is

either a sync problem with the PCB or the

monitor. Using the horizontal and vertical

controls get the picture as stable as possi-

ble. Now start the game and see if you can
control something that should move.

For example, if it is a ball and paddle
game, does the ball appear to move correc-

tly even though the picture is out of sync? In

the case of Tank, Track 10, etc., can you ex-

ercise control over the motion even though
the picture is out of sync? If you can then

you know that the problem is in the sync
section of the monitor, or the horizontal or

vertical controls are still out of adjustment.

Bear in mind that although these
procedures are probably not 100% effec-

tive, they should provide you with enough
information to make a fairly qualified deci-

sion.

Another highly effective and accepted
method of troubleshooting is substitution. If

there is another video game nearby and it

has a similar monitor, move them close

together and unhook the connector in back
of the good monitor and plug it into the

suspect. If the monitor now works, the PCB
or the harness must be at fault.

Letter To The Editor:
In this writer’s opinion, Roger Sharpe
deserves the ancient title of “Defender of

the Faith” for his verbal and written defense

of flipper pinball games and the industry it-

self. In his recent article in Cash Box under
the title “New York Tilting Pinballs,” Roger
mentions several ways of solving the

problem. The idea of manufacturers taking

ads in the newspapers has merit, but I don’t

think this would solve the problem. So, with

apologies to Roger and everyone con-

cerned, I shall make a few suggestions:

1 . Urge the city authorities and the coun-

cil to pass an ordinance requiring each in-

dividual location to be licensed before said

location can display or have a pinball in

operation. In other words, make the loca-

tion and the proprietor responsible for all

licenses and taxes on pinball games.
Removing the responsibility from the

operator to the proprietor of the location

would make for less cheating on taxes and
licenses. Pending the passing of this

legislation, all New York distributors and
leaders of the industry should urge every

operator to go out immediately and
purchase every one of their licenses and
pay all taxes.

2. Industry leaders should point out to

the city fathers what flipper pinball games
will mean in dollars and cents to the city if

licenses and taxes are rigidly enforced. It

would be well to point out to the council the

vast amount of money derived from the

sales and use tax on these games (8% tax

on every new or used game).

Angelo J. Arculeo, aware that every
operator, distributor, location owner, em-
ployee, supplier and everyone concerned
with the industry will be against him in

future elections. A letter and telephone

campaign would be just the thing at this

time.

If Burden, who’s been in radio since

1948, is stunned and bitter about losing his

stations, worth $15 to $20 million, there are

a few broadcasters who are kind of happy
about the whole thing: the ones in Van-
couver, Omaha and Indianapolis. “They’re

glad to see the competition out of the way,”

said the FCC attorney. "Given the situation

as it now exists, the broadcasters left are

not that unhappy.”
It will be several more months, at the very

least, before Burden’s stations start up
again under new interim operators.
Meanwhile, competing stations can grab
Burden’s former listeners. It will be difficult

Not Like New York
Yet despite the oftentimes fierce com-

petition, it is doubtful that the market will

ever see the sub-$ prices currently wit-

nessed in New York.

MPA Forum Proves Success;
Publisher Problems Tackled
Illegal Use Of Tape, Length Of Publishing
Contracts, ‘Black Boxes’
LONDON — The first Music Publishers

Association (MPA) forum held here recen-

tly at the Intercontinental Hotel was ac-

claimed an unqualified success by MPA
delegates and the strong contingent of

visitors from overseas.

There was a final registration total of 1 30
for the complete series of sessions, but

several of the latter showed a tally of over

200 in attendance as people realized that

the occasion was something considerably

more than a series of routine lectures on
subjects with which they were already
familiar. Individual session tickets were ob-
tained as a consequence.

Illegal Blank Tape
The sessions pointed up problems com-

mon to publishers in all territories. The il-

legal but widespread use of blank tape in

the home and elsewhere to record perfor-

mances or re-record disks was condem-
ned, with DJM Records managing director

Stephen James estimating that record

companies were losing a good 20% of tur-

nover from these activities and the
copyright owners were suffering similar

losses.

Stig Andersen from Sweden told

delegates that efforts had been made there

over the past 15 years to obtain legislation

making it necessary to have a license to sell

blank tape, and Gilbert Marouani from
France mentioned there have been
proposals there to impose a four percent

mechanical royalty on blank tape, but the

SAGEM organization did not rate the matter

a major priority problem at present.

MPA president Dick James applauded
the progress made in Germany thusfarwith

a tax on the sale of blank tape, but was less

impressed with the UK Mechanical
Copyright Protection Society method of

granting a license to anyone bothering to

ask for one for an annual cost of less than

two pounds, with no control over the nature

or amount of recording they may do. MCA
Music president Sal Chiantia commented
that the only action on the problem in the

States has been a bid to eliminate advertis-

ing which encouraged people to record

illegally.

Publishing Contracts

Another subject exercising the minds of

delegates was that of publishing contracts

and their timespan. It is more or less

generally accepted that the minimum
period is now two years and there is a

strong lobby to increase that to three years.

G.P. Willemsen of the Dutch collection

agencies BUMA and STEMRA declared

that a publisher had no prospect of

promoting a copyright or catalog ade-

quately under a one-year deal, and it was
unfair to burden the collection societies

with such pacts.

UK Performing Right Society general

manager Michael Freegard said that

CISAC has stipulated a minimum of three

years, but that proposal had not yet been
considered by the PRS general council and

its acceptance was not necessarily in-

evitable. Rudy Slezak from Germany said

that efforts are being made there to in-

crease the minimum from two to three

years, and publishers would lose much of

the benefit of their work if this was not es-

tablished. Two UK publishers, Geoffrey

Heath of Heath Levy and Ronald Cole of In-

tune, put in a plea for songwriters along the

lines that it is unfair to lock their work into

contracts specifying a certain number of

years merely to suit publishers’ con-

venience. Heath said that if a publisher did

a bad job, he had no right to retain a
catalog, but conversely, if he did a good
job, he should enjoy long-term rights to the
material.

Freegard explained the constitution of

the PRS and its functions to delegates with

the aid of various colleagues present. He
also referred to another contentious topic,

the so-called “black boxes” of unallocated
funds stashed away by wicked foreigners

who thus hold on to money which should be
paid to our members.” The CISAC stan-

dard agreement provides categorically that

each society is' obliged to accord equal
treatment to everyone on precisely the

same terms as apply in the country of the
society, be it PRS, GEMA or SACEM.
A maximum deduction of 10 percent is

permitted for cultural and social purposes
to cover pension funds, donations and the
support of serious music, but each society

must deduct the same amountfrom its own
members.

Paul Adler of ASCAP, Thea Zavin of BMI
and Jim Myers of SESAC gave delegates a

run-down of the history and operating
methods of their respective societies in the

States, and Thea Zavin detailed BMI’s new
improved system of logging music perfor-

mance on the 700 American TV stations

and a bonus system of payments which
would benefit PRS members effective July

1, 1977.

MPA president Dick James echoed what
would seem a universal sentiment when he
questioned the 20 percent deduction to

cover administrative expenses made by

overseas collection societies, and pointed

out that “it’s our money you’re collecting, so

please don’t do it so expensively.”

Japan’s August Sales Drop
Records, Tapes Oil Five Percent

TOKYO — Japanese sales of records and
tapes in the month of August dropped 5

percent compared to figures for July, ac-

cording to Japan Phonograph Record
Association (JPRA) president Takami Sho-
bochi.

Total record output in August was 15,-

646,000 units, a 3 percent increase over

that of July and a 10 percent increase over

August 1975. On the other hand, August
sales represented $40,430,000, 5 percent

less than July’s total but 9 percent above
that of last August.

Singles, totaling 9,056,000 sales, in-

creased 12 percent over July’s total and 18

percent over August 1975. Eight percent

fewer albums sold in August (6,543,000)

than in July. This represented a value de-

crease of 12 percent from July’s sales but a

2 percent increase over August 1 975 sales.

Total tape output for August was 2,277,-

000 units, a 20 percent decrease from July

but a 7 percent increase from August 1975.

August sales represented $12,756,666, 14

percent less than July’s total and 2 percent

less than last August’s.

A total of 762,000 cartridge units were

sold; a 25 percent decrease from July. In

value, this was a 22 percent decrease.

Cassette sales likewise took a drop as 17

percent fewer were sold in August than

July. This represented a 9 percent de-
crease in value compared to the previous

month.

LONDON — Three members of the Mercury Records’ recording group, the Runaways, in

the midst of a four-week tour of Europe, were arrested by the Dover police and jailed in that

city for more than 1 9 hours. Group members Cherrie Currie, Joan Jett and Sandy West, ali

age 16, were involved but only Ms. Jett eventually had to pay a fine.

Events leading to their arrest are as follows: Runaways road manager Steve Hall, while

changing some currency on behalf of the band at a local bank, was approached by a

customer who turned out to be a working member of the special branch of Scotland Yard.

The policeman thought Hall suspicious because of the large amount of currency he was
carrying, and requested a search of Hall and his belongings on the premise that he was try-

ing to smuggle extra currency out of the country. Upon the search, the policeman found a

second passport in addition to Hall’s, which he was holding for another roadie traveling

with the group.

At this time it had been established that Hall was not trying to smuggle money out of the

country; however, the media had already picked up on the bizarre story. But the search

continued. As a result, Ms. Currie, Jett and West were placed under arrest and not given

benefit of counsel even though no charges were brought against them at the time. The girls

were held on evidence of three room keys which they had taken as souvenirs from a hotel

where they had previously stayed. Additional evidence were hairdryers they had

purchased in England which for some reason the police found questionable. A police of-

ficial, when asked about the occurrence, said the girls were held “only to assist with in-

quiries into a hotel theft.”

The girls were released after 19 hours of imprisonment, and appeared, not in court, but

at a police station where Ms. Jett was fined $70 for taking two room keys. Charges against

Ms. Currie and Ms. West were dropped.
