in the year 1763, may exchange the same with the Register of

the land office for a warrant agreeable to this resolution, which

warrant he shall be permitted to locate on any vacant lands

reserved by an act of this Assembly on the eastern side of the
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River Ohio, for the officers and soldiers of this Commonwealth

on continental establishment.

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WILL OF JOHN HOPKINS.

The following is a copy of a certified copy of the original

will of John Hopkins of Hanover County, a son of Dr. Arthur

Hopkins of Goochland. The copy was sent to Henry Laurens

Hopkins, a grandson of John, in 1862. Nearly all of the

records of Hanover County are lost, so that the publication

of this will has added value to the descendants of John Hop-

kins.

Mary, daughter of John Hopkins married Captain John

Otey, who served in the Revolutionary Army. Their son,

Walter Hopkins, married Mary, a daughter of William Wal-

ton by his wife Mary Leftwich.

In the name of God, Amen: I, John Hopkins, of the par-

ish of St. Martins, in the county of Hanover, being very sick

and weak in body, but of perfect mind and memory, thanks

be given to Almighty God ; therefore calling to mind the mor-

tality of my body, and knowing it is appointed unto all men
once to die, do make and ordain this, my last Will and Testa-

ment.

That is to say principally and first of all, I give and recom-

mend my soul to the hands of Almighty God that gave it, and

my body I recommend to the earth, to be buried at the diver-

sion (probably intended for direction) of my executors here-

after named, not doubting but that I shall receive the same

by the mighty power of God ; and as touching such worldly

estate wherewith it pleased God to bless me in this life, I give,

devise, and dispose of the same in the following manner and

form.

Item: I will my just debts to be paid. I lend to my be-

loved wife, Susanna Hopkins during her widowhood my land

and plantation I now live on, and also the following negroes:

Moses, Robin, Tamar, Joseph, and Brewster Dick, together

with my household furniture and stock of every kind. But

if my wife should marry, then my will and desire is, that she

shall have an equal share, during her life, of the said slaves

and other estate before mentioned, with my eight children:

David, Peter, Charles, William, Elizabeth, Mary, Sarah, and
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Frances Hopkins. And after my wife's death, her part of the

above mentioned estate to be equally divided between my said

eight children, as also the aforesaid negroes in case she should

not marry, which I give to them and their heirs forever.

Item: I lend to my said wife during her life my negro

girl Jenny, and she and her increase to my daughter Elizabeth

Hopkins after her mother's death, to her and the heirs of her

body lawfully begotten forever.

Item: I give and bequeathe to my two sons Peter and

Charles Hopkins four hundred acres of land that I purchased

of John Tait lying in Louisa County to be equally divided

between them and their heirs forever.

Item: I give and bequeathe to my son William Hopkins

after my wife's death my land and plantation whereon I now
live, also one feather bed and furniture, one dish, one basin,

four plates and six spoons, to him and his heirs forever.

Item: I give to my daughter Mary Hopkins one negro

girl named Dilly with future increase, to her and her heirs

lawfully begotten forever, also one dish, one basin, four

plates, and six spoons.

Item : I give and bequeathe to my daughter Sarah Hopkins

one negro girl named Amey with her future increase to her

and the heirs of her body lawfully begotten forever. Also one

dish, one basin, four plates, and six spoons.

Item: I give and bequeathe to my daughter Frances Hop-

kins two negro boys, Ned and Patrick, to her and the heirs

of her body lawfully begotten forever; also one dish, one

basin, four plates, and six spoons.

Item : I give and bequeathe to each of my daughters

:

Elizabeth, Mary, Sarah, and Frances Hopkins, each of them a

feather bed and furniture to them and their heirs forever.

Item: I will that if either of my children should die leav-

ing no lawful issue that the estate so given shall be divided be-

tween the survivors.

Item: I will that if either of the negroes given to my
daughters should die before they are possessed of them the

negro so dying shall be valued as though he were living, and

the valuation money be made up out of my estate and paid
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to the owner of such negro so dying. And do appoint my
well beloved wife Susanna Hopkins Executrix, and my well be-

loved friends Robert Garland and David Shelton Executors

of this my last will and testament. And as I have given my
son, John Hopkins Thirty Pounds and one feather bed I will

that he should have no more except one Shilling sterling. In

witness whereof I have set my hand and seal, this 29 day of

August, one thousand seven hundred and sixty-five.

At a court held for Hanover county on Thursday the third

day of July 1766, This last Will and Testament of John Hop-

kins deceased was offered for proof by Susanna Hopkins Ex-

ecutrix and Robert Garland Executor therein named, and was

proved by oath of Isaac Freeman and Charles Mills, the wit-

nesses thereto, and also by the said executrix and executor, and

admitted to record.
